"Colored Ministry" Wilt* Impart ia l i ty . 

—How «be Case Stands. 

ARTICLE NO. 1. 

To the Editor of THE PLAINDEALER. 

Sii:—Men shrink from criticism as from 
the surgeon's knife, yet one is as helpful 
as the other when properly used. When 
the surgeon takes off a limb, it is wiser to 
give attention to the healing of the wound 
than to indulge bad temper toward the 
surgeon. Prof. Washington is the surgeon 
who skillfully lopped off a great big wart 
of conceit which had grown upon the neck I 
of the coloied clergy. The patient should 
attend the sore and not bother trying to 
get revenge upon the best friend that has 
showed up lately. 

I have read tbe Washington articles and 
most of the replies. The fury of the min­
istry U now about spent aDd they are in 
about.tbe proper receptive condition for 
some medicine. 

From now on, let Mr. Washington drop 
put of the discussion and let the subject be 
considered. Every preacher and bishop 
wb<>. in discussirg the ques ion. has vented 
wrath upon the person and evaded tbe real 
issue has demonstrated his lack of sholaslic 
training. 

The care stands this way: 1—Is the col-
ored ministry corruot and illiterate? 2—It 
so. to what extent? 3—If so, what is the 
remedy? 

Under these heads I shall discuss tbe 
question, and shHll do so with exsct im­
partiality. That no personalities may 
enter in. these articles will apptar ever an 
assumed name. No one will know whether 
t a e w i i e r i s a bishop, an elder, a local 
preacher, or an outsider. Whether he 
lives in Florida or New York will not be 
known, your entire attention is directed to 
the matter under discussion and away fivm 
the person. 

First, is the colored ministry corrupt a i d 
illiterate? What is it to becorrupt? David 
sai4 in Psalm XIV. "They are corrupt, 
they have done abominable works." This 
sets forth tbe doctrine that works are 
a sure indication ol character for abomina­
ble works are pointed out as a proof of cor­
ruptness 

It is fair, then, to infer the character of 
the ministry from their works. (Tbe writ­
er is a Methodist so far as his church inter­
ests are concerned ) 

W hat seems to be the chief human pur­
pose to which the labors of the Methodist 
ministry are directed? The minister who 
saves the most souls during a 3 ear is ranked 
tbehUhest at tbe Methodist conferences. 
That stiows the spirit of the conferences. 
Soul saving is tbe highest possible motive, 
hence tbe Methodist ministry as a whole 
has not fallen below tbe Divine standard.! 
Next In honor, comes the minister who has 
built the best church edifice or paid off the 
largest debt. Bav'ng souls and providing 
churches are the two grandest possible 
motives which could inspire men to labor 
and that the conferences so hold is mani­
fested by the honor that is paid those who 
excel in these two things. Over 1.000 090 
souls are now in the Methodist communion 
and nearly $10,000,000 worth of property 
have been acquired. 

The coloied ministry began its work 
with no churches and was forced to create. 
It was for this reason tbe aggrei-sive mis­
sionary and the energetic .church builder 
were peculiarly needed. There is a third 
class now greatly needed. Tbe rapid 
extension of colored churches and the 
strong society now established have made 
a demand for real pastors. "Character 
Buildeis" are now ne:dui snore than ever 

" before. 
How are the colored ministers succeed­

ing as character builders? Do they do 
abominable works? 

It is here that tbe first defects of glaring 
nature appear. To conduct revivals suc­
cessfully and to build churches are tasks 
which may be «ff ciuilly carried out by 
persons who are wholly until to afterwards 
act as shepherds over the saved or to offi­
ciate as pastors. 

Tbe pas or must be a man who cs 
enter iuto the life of tbe people as to ij 
ence their entire conduct. He tun 
able to say "follow me as I fallow (Jh 
He must be apt to teach both by 
and example. As a scholar he must have 
so profound and accurate a knowledge and 
understanding of the bible as will ecabte 
him to correctly and clearly set forth its 
doctrines. He should be a'»le to study tbe 
bible as an ambassador would study his 
letter of nstruciiuiis He can find mm h 
help in stud)tng it through the media of 
human expositions such as tbe Writings of 
tbe Fathers, the Decrees of Councils. 
By nodical Conventions. Confessions of 
Faith. Articles of Religion, 8jsterna of 
Theoloey. Commentaries. Compends, 
Digests etc., but ail of this is not enough 
for as an ambassador of Heaven, he must 
be able to deliver his special message, and 
must be able to leain it under tbe direction 
of tbe Holv Spirit from the bible itself and 
for himself. He must, therefore, be 
specially trained, specially gifted, and 
s p e c i a l l y calltd. His training must in 
elude Biblical Philology, Criticism. Fxe-
ceaia. Analysis. Arcbaeoloev. Ethnography, 
History. Chronology and Geography. 

As a preparation for the success!ul mas 
Icry of these branches he must understand 

tbe sciences, physical and metaphysical, 
Profane History and the H.story of the 
Great Religions. 

This much preparation must a pastor 
have before he can lay any claims to 
speak authoratively as tbe Divinely com 
missioned interpreter of the world More 
still, he must be holy and poaseas tbe Holy 
Spirit in rich unction. 

That much is required before be can 
lay claims to understanding h<»w to preach 
the Word, but to preach it effectively, he 
must have special power and fitness as an 
orator. He must understand men, he must 
know them in general, as classes, and as 
individuals. To be thus qualified, he must 
himself he a man, and that is he must be 
intensely human. He must know the 
keys thitt open men's hearts. 

Are the colored ministers prepared? 
Prof Price said as quoted by the Boston 
Evening Transcript; "There are 10.000 
Negro preachers in the South, but not 
more than two thousand ever bad any 
preparation. " B I L L Y SMITH."

The understanding of some prominent men 
of wbom the opinions of a few appeared 
in T U B PUUNDBALBR, seems to be that the 
fact of his being overlooked and n>t placed 
up»n the commission exc.udes him as an 
exhibitor. A copy of tbe bill passed by 
Congress has never came under our notice, 
but it is plan, concise, emphatic and con­
ducive upon tbe p »int. irrespective of 
nationality, residence, citizenship or any 
limiting qualifications, it says: I do berebt 
invite all tbe nations Of the earth to take 
part in ibecommemera'lon of tbeeventetc , 
and bears the president's signature. We 
cannot see b«>w it could be more declara­
tory and think it gives no chance for a 
question. For the general understanding 
to those of whom it may concern a special 
acknowledgment might be well. 

1 b lieve tbat our farmers in this state, 
who by tbe r knowledge of tilling this 
great soil favored by an equible climate, 
oball be able to present specimens of pro 
ducts cult.vati d by tbem whicb will com­
pare favorably and possiblv excel any 
which may there be presented. Michigan 
will take gr at pride in having its inventor 
of the world's renowned self-feeding oil 
cup, (Mr. McCoy) as an exhibitor, I might 
make innumer ble illustrations. 

We do not believe in the agitation of 
separate space for bis exhibits or all tbat 
he has helped to achieve or accomplish in 
aiding the progression of this great nation 
to be bunched together. But indiscrimi 
oately let his be classified as all others, as 
at. artist his paintings in the art gallery, 
as a farmer his pioductsin the department 
of agriculture etc. Neither do we believe 
in tbe appointment of a colored man as 
commissioner over tbe exhibitors of his 
race. If necessary let him have represen 
lation upon the commission, but not in a 
single or such individual capacity. We 
do not know but ask T H E PLAINDBALBR 
if a doubt remains as to t i e representation. 
Should it not be the duty of tbo leading 
and foremost men I* petition for the 
acknowledgment of tbe president? Is it 
neces-ary tbat tney be urged to act upon 
tbe question, which if a question is indeed 
a great one?

LIVING IN A DEAD BODY. 
THE STRANGE LIFE OF THE OSSIFIED 

AFRO-AMERICAN. 

He la Inenaoi In Bone and Haa Been far 
Twenty-Seven Years.—How H o l ives . 

L. M. Monroe, the ossified Afro-Ameri­
can was the great attraction at Wonderland 
last week. Thousands saw him and mar­
veled at his condition. 

He lies upon a couch, rigidly as a pillar. 
He stood upon his feet as if he were an 
iron column. There is not a joint in his 
body. His arms bang suspended, as im­
movable as if tbey were iron rods. His 
whole body is virtually one huge piece 
of bone, fashioned into the shape of a 
human body. He was barn 43 years ago 
ia Virginia. Tba process of ossification 
began when be was 8 years and continued 
until lb70. 

He is a man of considerable reading and 
more than ordinary intelligence. His name 
U L. M. Monroe, and as he lays there upoo 
his. pallett, unable to stir, he is a veritable 
prisoner in iris own body. Monroe Is liv­
ing in a casket of solid bone. There is 
nothing about biro that seems to lire except 
bis face. For 27 years this strange, inex 
plicable disease has been slowly but surely 
fastening its chains upon him. At first it 
bound bis riuht limb, then his left, then it 
took possession of his arms and bis neck. 
Gradually bis fen re of feeling is disappear­
ing fr. m his limbs. He still has a dim 
sen«e of arms and legs but even tbat is 
dying out. 

Monroe was born on an old plantation 
near Manassas Junction, in Virginia. He 
was born a slave and his mistress, whose 
name is Sar»b Elizabeth Cockerell and who, 
as he saj s, "is one of the best women in 
tbe world," cared for him until the end of 
the war, when he was emancipated. Then 
be went to live with his mother. After 
tbat people carried him around the country 
and be delivered lectures. 

On the day of tbe battle of "Bull Run" 
they carried him out into the yard, and 
from the eminence on which the old house 
btood he could look over the tope of tbe 
trees to tbe blue ridges of bills beneath tbe 
shadow of tbe mountains, where the famous 
battle was fought. 

His mistress taught Monroe to read, and 
be is now an exceedingly well read mau in 
tbe lints in »bi«n jfc^mind ruoa., e l k 
favorite book is the bible, and after tbat 
histories and tbeol gical works. 

A year ago last June Monroe met Jona­
than Bass, the original ossified msn, in 
Austin and Stone's museum, in New York. 

Monroe was goirg out as Bass came in, 
and the two men spent Sunday together. 
Monroe says it was a great pleasure to both 
of tbem to meet and they had a long con­
versation in the museum. 

"That was tbe first and the last time I 
ever saw Jonathan Bass. He is in a 
worse condition than I am. He is partially 
blind • 

"Do you enjoy this sort of life?" 
"Obi yes. i am very comfortable here. 

People come ar d I talk to tbem. They 
ask me strange questions sometimes but 
it's a good deal belter than being left alone, 
and then I travel about, am well cared for 
and I like the movement ana tbe stir." 

"Do you rend a great deal?" 
' I usually read all raornin/. My bed is 

on tbe fl>>or, you know, and tbey place the 
book just where I can see it. If It's a 
newspaper tbey pin tbat to the bed. But I 
don't read tbe papers very much."

And so tbe un fortunate min rambled on 
from one circumstance to another. But it 
all sounded very strange because it was 
the vi ice of a live man" livlug in a dead 
body that spoke.

I K THB varied discussions of the A fro-
American much of the buncombe and dog­
matic ignorance that characterized the 
treatment of this subject has been elimi­
nated. There were a class of men writing 
Who did not care for facts as long as they 
could be heard and another class who 
knew the truth, yet maliciously and pur­
posely misstated it. Now there are few 
of either of these classes who essay to 
apeak advisedly on the much discussed 
"Negro Problem." Many Anglo-Saxon 
writers are now seeing the disadvantages 
and hindrance* to our race progress in the 
very factors that have been set forth by 

our leading men and journals for several 
years. Rev. A. D. MAYO in the Forum, 
points out very concisely one of these hurt­
ful drawbacks. He sees in the opposition 
of organized labor in the North to Afro-
American workmen, a serious hindrance 
to 1 he latter's advancement. His conclu­
sions are true in this regard for there are 
few employers courageous enough to stand 
against the prejudices of their employes. 
As a result with us the train­
ing in business that comes 
from contact with business men and 
business methods is wanting. This partly 
explains the few cooperative business 
firms established among Afro-Americans 

in which the Rev. MAYO discovers a weak- ^totoaoampdnuIndividual 
oess which he attributes to want of confi­
dence in one another. Trusted clerks and 
agents make the future men of business. 

SOUTH CAROLINA has just placed her­
self in the front rank of the Southern 
states in the matter of justice and human­
ity to all men. The legislature has just 
defeated the " J i m Crow car" measure by 
a decided majority. All honor to those 
broad and conscientious enough to pu t 
their disapproval upon such an infamous 
proposition, one which makes cattle of our 
refined and intelligent women, degrades 
• u r whole people and is a shame in the 
sight of Heaven. Hitherto the South has 
been busy passing laws to degrade our 
manhood while their National representa­
tives are busy pointing to the degradation 
as something of our own doing. A new 
era has been inaugurated in South Caro-
liona wa trust which will leaven the whole 
section. Just watch how quick the Afro-
Americans of that state will respond in 
* iod to this substantial evidence of good 
wirl on the part of their white neighbors. 

1 he evidences also point to a new era in 
the. stopping of promiscuous lynchings 
and political outrages. A sheriff tele­
graphed Gov. T ILLMAN that an Afro-
American prisoner was in danger of being 
lynched and asked for instructions. The 
Governor immediately answered, "do 
what you think best under the circum­
stances, but there must be no lynching." 
8outh Carolina has a larger relative major­
ity of Afto-Americans than any other state 
4a the Union, yet there wiH not in a few 
years with such a course of justice pursued, 
be even '.aik ol "black su^rjaacr." 

The Single Tax. 
T H B PLAINDSALBB has never regarded 

the single tax idea as a source by which 
the struggling masses could throw off the 
burdens that oppress them, much less has 
it thought of it as a medium by which the 
race problem could be solved. That the 
present tax system is unjust and thai the 
greatest burden falls upon the poor can 
not be doubted, neither can it be d ubted 
that the "single tax" idea has not in it tome 
good elements. 

Since HENRY GEORGE first became prom 
inent by the enunciation of this idea 
through his books and on the rostrum it 
has slowly but surely gained ground. 
From being made a subject of ridicule at 
first it is now bting serious'y discussed! by 
the great engine of modern thought—the 
press. It has fonnd its way into the plat­
forms of labor organizations, and in the 
p'atforms of same of the minor political 
parties. 

T h e Anna for January contains an article 
by HAMLIN GARLAND, entitled. " A New 
Declaration of Rights," in which the ethics 
of the "single-tax idea" is pretty well de­
veloped. Mr. GARLAND is a forcible writ­
er and carries the reader along with him 
almost without an effort. That he is 
thoroughly in earnest and believes what he 
has written can not be doub ed. Starting 
with a review of that mockery but famous 
Declaration of Rights issued by the 
Fathers of the Repub.ic, he proceeds to 
what he calls the new Continental Congress 
of single tax men and women that met in 
New fork bept. 1, 1890, and rewrote the 
famous Declaration so that it read. "All 
men are born free and equal in opportunity, 
to live, to labor upon the earth, and to evjoy 
the fruits of their industry. Says Mr. OAK­

LAND: "This is the reading which we, as 
single-tax men put in this latest Continent 
al Congress, upon that immortal and hoi 
low sounding instrument. We draw no 
line of color, creed, or sex. We mean all 
men. 

Then he follows with an exposition of 
the idea, the effect it would have, and an 
attack upon the present system of taxation. 
A comparision between it and Nationalism 
shows that while Nationalism, which is a 
system of socialism, borders on paternal­
ism, the "single tax idea" increases indi 
vidualism, and gives greater liberty to the 
individual—perfect fieedom of action so 
long as the equal rights of others are main­
tained. The growth of the idea and its 
adoption if it could have the effect the 
single tax men anticipate would revolution­
ize the world and bring about an Utopia 
equal, and for preferable to that pictured 
by BELLAMY in "Looking Backward." I t 
means " to mount through free trade, free 
production, free land, free men, to the 
highest conception of truth and right. 

Evolution is of slow growth, human na­
ture so contradictory, and so grasping that 
a century or more, unless some great rev­
olution intervene, would be required to 
bring the single tax idea to perfection. In 
the meantime we must take the world as 
we find it and adopt the best practicable 
means to bring about the greatest amount 
of liberty, and the most material prosper-
ity. 

The limits of an editorial article will not 
permit cf such an extensive comment as 
the article in question deserves, so T H E 
PLAINDEALER will proceed directly to the 
effect the advocates of the sole land tax 
claim the adoption of the single tax would 
have upon the race problem. Mr. G A B 
LAND writes as follows. 

"The single-tax will solve the black man's 
problem by opening the store house of Metier 
Eirth to him, without the necessity ot a trib-

His slavery 
admittedly is still abject, and his soff ring 
greater than before. I don't mean to belit­
tle what h u been done, bat it seems to me to 
stand at present between a dire half slavery 
and freedom. He Is freed from hia master, 
bnt is enslaved like bis white brotber to the 
"boss'' and the landowner. As an Individ­
ualist I do not assert that the blaek is equal 
in virtue to the white. I do not assert that 
he should be equal in political power, or 
equal socially, or equal In wealth. I simply 
assert his equality with every other man as 
regard his heritage in the gifts of air, sua and 
land. We say give him equality of oppor­
tunity. Let aim sea Industry untaxed, and 
Idle speculation abolished; give him freedom 
and incentive to be Industrious, sooer and 
honest, then he will see that his failure lies 
with himself. The South win yet see that a 
completer freedom will solve the Negro prob 
lent." 

Here is a system devoted towards secur­
ing equal opportunities for all to live, to 
labor, and to secure the product of his in­
dustry. A great organization. The Far­
mer's Alliance ssy "we believe that all 
men, regardless of race or color, in politi 
cal, industrial and commercial life compe­
tency considered, should have equal oppor­
tunities. Nationalism, with its paternal­
ism trying to bring all men to an equal 
condition with the Government over all. 
The Afro-American himself loudly de­
manding equal opportunity and organiz­
ing to obtain it are all indices which point 
to the ultimate surrender of prejudice 
against race and color to justice and equal* 
ity, and while all these forces for the ele­
vation of the mass are moving on, it be­
fits the Afro-American to stir himself to 
help along such ideas, so far as his own 
E-cuI t t principles of right and justice will 

permit, and so hasten the time when the 
Declaration of Rights which ushertd in 
our Repub ic. may not be such a meaning 
less and hollow sounding platitude, but 
that throughout this great Repot lie a 1 
men well be ' f ce at.d equal, and possesed 
"of certain inalienable rights among which 
are life, liberty, and the pursuit of hap­
piness." 

T H E Republican Senate is furnishing 
the Democratic party excellent campaign 
material to use among Afro Amer cans.
