WB WANT Mil. PKRMDENT, 
reciprocity lo rigbts more so than we do in 
trade; Tote for rote between tbe North and 
b'outh is the demand. There is no hating 
prosperity in a government whose m b j - a s 
sve not alike equilly protected in their 
rights. Tue government of tbe United 
States is th ; greatest polidcil organ zition 
upon tbe face of the earth. From tbe be 
i inuing of its existence in tho form of tbe 
thirteen original colonies, with no central 
force of general protection it has grown 
into the fersaidtb'e gx'eusion of 42 slates 
aside from the territories, with a popula­
tion of Mxty odd 'millions of people* Our 
commerce belts the world, and our fla; 
waves ia every part to tbe drum beat of 
the Eoglieh tattoo. We have abolished the 
slavery ot human flesh from tbe land, we 
hive raised tbe former slave from ca'tle-
dom to manhood, it now rtmains to raise 
him from being a r oliiical nonentity to a 
factor in tbe functions of government. 
maRing'hte citizenship an equality of rigbts 
wilb all other citz.ns. 

But tbe equality of citizenship whicb be­
longs to every subject is something more 
than a legal right, it is also a status which 
every government should seek to attain in 
the aggregate of a 1 its citizens, and this 
condition is secured by no other means 
than tbe education of the masses, so that 
tbe facility provided by the nation shall be 
such as constitutes a great educational lad 
der. with one end in tbe gutter, and the 
other amidst the stars, and upon whicb 
every citizen may climb from the lowest 
round of ignorance to tbe t< p round of an 
educJional qualification, fitting him for 
tbe respousibuty of citvz-nshlp. white and 
black, rich and poor alike. This is what 
the Sou h wants in order to solve its so-
called Negro problem. Inequality of 
knowledge produces disrespect which in 
its turn, produces dkcord. Fraud and tbe 
violation of rigbts tan find no strength 
where intelligence prevails. Compulsory 
ed jcation is a e duty fflfcri the^rjotgatirm 
which every government owes to its citi­
zens. 'Government has no more right to 
allow ignorance to prevail than drunken-
nes*, nor theft, and as it prohitiis the latier 
so it should prevent the former bv provid­
ing National schools in every state as it 
•does Federal courts. If every colored 
citizen in the South was able to read and 
write and was instruct! d in the libeial 
branches of education, he would need no 
Federal protection in the exercise of his 
civil rigbts, but he would protect himself 
as does his white fellow cil<zen, by means 
of his intelligence. Already, despite all 
tbe disadvantages, tbe Negro has. by bis ad­
vancement in education, drawn himself 
higher and nearer the plane of civil equal­
ity with his white fellow cii'zen. His pro 
gre>s is so widely known and so marvellous 
in the short space of a quarter of a century 
that reference only is sufficient here in 
speaking to so intelligent an audience. It 
lemains only for widtT opporluuiy to oe 
given tbe colored citizen before his ignor­
ance is charged sgiinst him as a ground 
for any denial of * q-iality of rights. As 
tbe government-etcks to educate the citizen 
at West Point and Annapolis to the tnd 
that he may be efficient in protecting bis 
country, so likewise let Congress pa.-s tbe 
Blair bill or some otber more efficient edu­
cational measure, and let us have arded to 
the military and naval national schools a 
civil national educational institute in every 
state, whote portals shall be open to 
every cittz. n in tbe United States. These 
will be national bul *ai ks against ignorance 
and will t-ecure domestic tranquility and 
national prosperity. Equality of citizen­
ship consists aso in equality of opportun­
ity. Every man should have the right to 
be the«qua! ot his fellow ci izen. There ia 
an undoubted int quality in this respect 
betw< en tbe two race* in our land. Abso­
lute equality may not he found in all con­
ditions in human life, but the right to 
secure happiness in this world according to 
one's merit and anility is both a natural 
and constitutional right. A condition of 
serfdom in labor, peonage or yassalism 
never gave to any people lasting prosperity. 
How long has the slave labor <»f the South 
lasted with tbe tqual free labor of the 
North? It was begotten in robbery and 
lost ia war trying to save it; and the lesson 
it has Uught would not r« produce it for 
milli as of promised power and similar 
wealth to its former possessors. I there 
fore plead for an equality of all citizens to 
labor and be industrious. Tbe believers 
in tbe equality of citizenship as a measure 
of peace and prosperity for tbe republic 
should never sbut the doors of trade or in­
dustry against a citizen because of race or 
color. Yet ft is done and it ia painful to 
observe to what extent Precept and prac­
tice do not go together in this respect. I 

choice of bim wbo is to govern him and to 
have that ballot countrd rs cast. 

Tbe class of citizens m< st sffected by 
this wrong are our c<l red ci'izensof the 
South, and tbe danger grows with the in-
tel'lgence of those drri td tbe right, for it 
is against all « xperienre to find subordina 
tion of rigbts. and murb less total dtprivt-
tion of the same, loi g suffered by an intell­
igent per pie. 

But it ia urged that the Negro is unfit for 
'be ballot as belonging to an inferior race. 
I stamp the charge as faUe and mtde by 
rowards. The truly brave disdains to 
adept these pn jud ces against a race which 
have no better foundation than a diversity 
of color; fut rather base their judgment 
upon substantial evidence of their progress. 
measured in accordance with tbeir deeds. 
I make no false or proud boast «f the 
achievements of my race in tbe scale of 
progns* when I state that in the short 
space of 25 years it has made greater ad 
vancemenl than any known race of people 
recorded in history. Emancipated, they 
started out with fieedom only—houseless, 
penniless pnd ignorant, amidst tbeir former 
masters writhing under disappointment in 
conquest, loss of property, humiliation in 
ancestral pride and political prestige, offer­
ing every <>bj ction to tbe alleged cause of 
tbeir suffering; we find yet today tbe eman 
cipa'ed slave not a totally ignorant class, 
but in tbe scale of knowledge having teach 
ere. theologians, lawyers, d ictors. music­
ians, artists, inventors, authors, j mmalists; 
and possessed of millions of dollars and 
owning vast property in land, right on the 
spot where they themselves were owm-d is 
property. Nothing remains but to secure 
th>-m and all oth>r citizens thai equality of 
rigbts which will not only secure to them 
tbe free, fair and tqual employment of 
their suffrage, but peace, harmony and 
prosperity to our country, Tbe colored 
poet, Madison Bell, than whom no more 
heroic songster of human rights has ever 
sang*, says; 

"There Is no right a free man h*»s 
So purely sua e I as bis choice. 

However uereft he'll ctiair to this. 
And in it* potency rejoice. 

For in its exercise be aland* 
Thf peer of titled wealth a- d state, 

Howe'e- possessed of spreading lands 
Or gifted they ia h gh debate. 

He is their peer, however grand, 
Or much a on tbemsehms they dote, 

For there is no sta ion in our laud 
w h ch isabs a man above his vote. 

The right to exerctoe a right 
The right to choose twigs man and roan. 

And in t'ie rl h' do all he can 
Is n anhood c'othed w dt liberty, 

rhe just, inherent tigtit ot all, 
Regardless of liberty." 

It is well in reflecting ussm, the inequality 
of citizenship. 1oF us toRimember that 
with the right of citizenship secured to tbe 
colored man tbe power of thought and 
reflection upon the discrimination exercised 
towards bim has grown, and that to set 
bim apart for any particular privilege in 
office or otherwise is to discriminate against 
him and to classify bim instead of equaliz­
ing bis rights. He is entitled to no more 
or greater rights than any othercKizen: nor 
is he entitled to any less. Capability and 
integrity should measure his rigbts and not 
his face or color. The Republican party 
has been tbe party which declared his man­
hood and his

throughout tbe length and breadth of our 
common country the equal.ty to labor with 
all other citizens. Our next' and last topic 
on tbe inequality of citizenship ia that of 
the exercise of the ballot I can conceive 
of no greater consideration to occupy the 
minds of the American people to day than 
the effort made to deny a class of citizen* 

EQUAL. RKUITS AS A CITIZEN. 

It is the party which does not set his life 
on a die and place his head as a target for 
political tevenge. It is therefore the party 
whose duty is to protect him in all his civil 
rights, cost what it may, and when this 
protection is not seemed him be should 
not he expected to bestow on ibis party 
bis allegiance. It is n<>t expected of bis 
whi'e fellow citizens, nor is it given. 

Do not regard l im in tbe ligb^bf a slave, 
but as a free man and a citizen, and re­
member that wben tbe ob igarcbv of 
si very attempted to destroy this Union 
and the hjdra beaded tyrant pointed its 
poi-onous fang at the right of all m m to 
ei jyy life and liberty, let tbe loynl men of 
the corntry who now hesitate to secure 
him in tbe exercise of bis franchise equally 
with themselves, upon tbe pretences of 
social disarrangement, race conflict and 
commercial iniere-ts remember that the 
Negro citizen has always been a law-abid­
ing citizen formenting nodi-cord, not even 
wnen bis liberty was at stake; that be has 
cost this government of bis country neither 
blood, ammunition, blanket* nor food, to 
prevent bim taking tbe life of countless of 
our brave white fellow-citizens, as has the 
Indian, to whom our country has given 
•42.000,000 up to 18*4, and for whom our 
country ia yet constantly legislating, en-
trentlng to be law abiding, and receiving in 
return tbe basest treachery, and yet wbo 
are nevertheless treated as men. and as a 
nation. Wh t a shame is this inequality 
of treatment between two classes of people! 

Tbe hue and cry raised in Congress by 
the opponents to the federal election bill 
now pending, declaring'that if it become a 
law, it would produce, race conflict sec­
tional strife, I pronounce a fal-e alarm, 
designed to deprive the colored citizen of 
his political rights and to keep bim in a 
state of political vassalage. We have been 
stabbed in tbe bouse of our friends and 
made political outcasts by those who aided 
the D< mocrats in the Senate to defeat tbe 
means to secure its passage. To those wbo 
have sold the Republican party's birthright 
in the enjoyment of all its members to lib­
erty, equality and Justice for a mew of sil­
ver pottage. I say you will receive tbe fate 
of the unfaithful to a sacred trust. 

Already the upas tree, planted by the un­
faithful to the party's pledge and trust, has 
begun its blight, the flrst victim falling in 
Kapsss Tbe home of the hero of Ossaua-
lomee will never condone treachery to the 
principles for which her brave John Brown 
fought and died. 

What profit will it be ever to gain a 
World's Fair and sacrifice human rights 

the equal right to cast one ballot, for the * and the welfare of the Republic as soma 

tbink we should? A t a for such subter­
fuges and sacrifices berore a just God. 

Can this im quality last and tbe republic 
loug continue to prosper? Can thi- intqual­
ity last and the country be safe? Wben tbe 
equality of rigbts are sought to be denied 
tbe ro'ored ciliz n and are disregarded ever 
by tbe legislators of our own party let ih- m 
be remembered not only at Fort Wagner, 
but from tbe loot of Bunker Hill to tbe 
steps of Appomattox Court House; let them 
beremembend even as late as wben tbe 
hostile IndiMns thinned tbe ranks of our 
brave wcrnore but a few short weeks ago, 
killed our brave soldiers wbo barely es­
caped the tragic fate of our noble Cutter in 
the batileof "White (.'lay creek, but were 
saved by our uni t ing brave and loyal 
colored Ninth, wbo r>>de, as they on< e rode 
before, at the time of tbe Meeker matsicre, 
and attacked tbe rear of tbe savage horde, 
scattering them in every direction and thus 
saving tbe lives of hundreds of our fellow 
citizens wbo, Derbaps. if tbey were in Con­
gress today, would probably vote against 
the passage of tbe federal ekction bill. As 
faitb without works is dead, so likewise 
prim ipli s without men to carry them out 
are fruilltss, wqrtb'e<s. I must speak 
plainly. By the acts of those to whom we 
have shown political fidelity, we are con­
stantly left to study the pages of self-pre­
servation as against fidelity to party. 
Whether it is easier and safer to endauger 
our lives in casting an unprotected ballot 
or not is tbe question. All honor and 
praise and gratefulness to those who stood 
by the elec'ion bill which seeks to protect 
tbe billot and secure the equality of citi­
zenship. Shame and disgrace upon those 
who failed to do tbeir duty in ihi-t dtrec 
tion. Gl <ry and honor to ' old Ma<-sachu 
setts and Ohio, and all those who are yet 
faithful and true to the constitution and 
tbe equality of citizenship. Honest John 
Sherman will no sooner turn bis back upon 
the equal rights of citizens or be scared by 
Southern bulldozing than the fearless Mc 
Einley will desert bis stand in tbe needed 
protection of American industries. 

In conc'uding this address I do not tbink 
we can overlook the inequality of citizen­
ship as it exists between the old classes of 
citizens as related to sex. Our women are 
persons and as such under the constitution 
are unquestionably citizens. Now why 
should tuey be denied an equal enjoyment 
of civil lights with men? The only answer 
that can be given is, that it i* not custo­
mary or that tbey are not equal to tbe 
responsibility with men. The latter reason 
must be abandoned in tbe light of tbe pro­
gress of women in art, science and litera­
ture during t h e *n**W years X am an 
absolute and unqual fled advocate of tbe 
right of women to vote, but say that in no 
case where individual woman has the 
responsibility of tbe family ought to be 
denied tbe tight to vote. 

It has been well said that "the suffrage 
belongs neither to man nor woman as such 
but to the unit of the family." If it be to 
man then to man belongs tbe responsibility | 
because upon him rests the duty, so like-1 
wise as to woman. Above all, can tbe 
advocates of equality of rigbts between cit­
izens without regard to color deny the 
same to womanr He who asks equality 
of rights for himself must concede them to 
bis sister. And last but not least we find 
int quality of citizenship ss between our 
Northern Republican citizen and his 
brotbei in the South, Tbe protection given 
tbe Northern white Republican is not tbe 
same as given bis fellow while Republican 
In tbe South. And why? Because tbe laws 
of the several states as tbey operate upon 
tbe citizen in tbe South are demonstrated 
as above the laws of the nation. This is 
the se« d of our future decay as a Republic 
unless remedied. 

Protection of civil rigbts a* long to tbe 
white man and to the Negro as well in the 
South as in the North. What a commen­
tary upon the strength of our government 
when a white man of the South is not 
allowed to hold an r fflce bestowed on bim 
by a great nation because a Southern man 
objects to his politics! 

How long, ob, bow long shall this con­
tinue, and the Re pub ic be safe? 

Nothing remains for the American 
reople as a great nation to do but to wipe 
out from her midst such laws, customs or 
prejudices which recognize the inequality 
of citizenship and tbe distinction between 
man and his fellow, based on race or color, 
renumbering that the safety of tbe Repub­
lic is tbe equality of its citizens under tbe 
law, sad in the pursuit of their happiness. 
This done, which must be done and will 
be done ere long, and we than shall justly 
and truly boast of our land as tbe home of 
our brave and the land of the free. A 
country in which all men of one blood 
upon tbe face of the earth may dwell in 
the pursuit of happiness. Tbe child and 
the man, the alien and the sons of our com 
mop country, rich and poor, blacx and 
white alike. Mr. President and fellow 
citizens, the equality of citizenship is the 
safety of the Republic I know of no other 
party so competent to maintain this doc­
trine as the G. O. party, with its principles, 
its victories and its loyalty—long may It 
live! Strong may ft be, and so it will be if 
courageous and just."

WASHINGTON, March 9,-e-As tbe bands 
of the clocks in tbe two chamber* of tbe 
capital pointed to 12 o'clock on Wednes­
day, tbe 51st Congress was a thing of tbe 
past. For 86 hours congressmen bad 
worked in a most vigorous way and wben 
tbe last came there was a feeling of relief 
and satisfaction at tbe immense amount of 
woik done. To recapitulate what took 
place in these last dajs would ,hardly be 
desirable. One bill, howtvtr, was passed, 
which will gladden the hearts of some 
crippled and aged Afro-Americans or their 
wives or children. It was the bill for the 
relief of the First Kansas Volunteeis whose 
cause has been so ably pleaded In T U B 
PLAIN DEALER. On Monday Mr. Perxins 
of Kansas Called it up and asked unani­
mous consent for its passage. To this re­
quest Mr. Bland of Missouri, and Mr. 
Kerr of Iowa objected. A vo'e being 
taken on its consideration there was a great 
majority in its favor, over two thirds. 
The bill speaks for itself and reads as fol­
lows:

as an auxiliary to the Grand Army and 
has as its object the caring for poor«nd 
disabled veterans. There are over 100,000 
memb rs now scattered throughout tbe 
country and it is rapidly increasing in 
members. La*t Saturday evening the offi­
cers elect of ibU department were installed 
at Grand Army hall. Of the officers ten 
are white and three colored. Miss Julia 
W. Mason, who was elected senior vice 
president, holds the highest place so far 
accorded an Afro American. When Miss 
Mason was delivering her address on Satur­
day evening one was reminded as tbe 
ipplause was so great from her white sis­
ters bow little difference there is after all 
for the most b t ie r enemy of "Negro 
equality" would bave forgotten her color 
when she reached her final statements. 
She said: "Let no personal feelings msr 
our devotion to duty, no prejudices keep 
us from relieving some poor veteran who 
has risked his life for hi* country. And 
when we shall bave answered muster be­
yond tbe Jordan may we all report for duty 
to the Greatest Commander of all whose 
armies never meet defeat."

GEORGE SCOTT, A WAGNER CAR POR­

TER THE VICTIM 

H i * Fr iend" C l a i m he la a n I n n o c e n t n a n 
and a r e I n v e s t i g a t i n g C a n a d i a n 

J u s t i c e . 

George Scott, a well known Wagner car 
porter, is confined in a Canadian jill at 
Welland Ont., under sentence far two 
veais at bard lab >r in tbe Toronto prison, 
for stealing a pocket book. His friends 
and most of the railroad employes say be 
\s innocent. Tbe facts briefly stated arc as 
follow*: 

A man named Foster, claiming Detroit 
as his residence entered tbe sleeping car 
"Madera." George Scott porter, at Buffalo 
the night of March 4 and asked for a berth, 
not having a spare one Scott referred him 
to the car "Malboro." through from New 
York to Detroit. Porter Murray in charge 

'told him, he must apply to the car con 
ductor. It is claimed be acted suspicious 
nervous, at and these references but took 
section 13 in the lattet car. 

He claim8 that just before be reached St. 
Thomas, a hand was thrust ia his berth 
and upon examination be found his pocket 
book missing. He alno swears he saw 
Scott with his pnntal >ODS enter one end of 
the car and Murray the other and talk to­
gether. He got up and reported to the 
train conducter wbo was in Scott's car, 
who told him he could not see how Scott 
could have robbed him as he had not been 
out of his sight, but momentarily tall night. 

Upon reaching Detroit however detective 
DeRoieser, of the Michigan was found in 
wailing and it is said he advised tbe por 
ters to give up the money and it would not 
go so hard with them. They denied the 
accusation and upon being searched. $2.50 
was found on Murray, and $10 50 upon 
Scott, tbe latter claimed he had $8.00 when 
be left Buffalo. Both Scott and Murray 
made statements in writing and were told 
In report for duty at 5 p. m. Scott to take 
his regular run to Mackinac. He reported 
at night, but was not sent out. The next 
day be was handed a pass and told to dead 
head to New York. Without any heat 
tancy he took the 9.50 train and was arrest 
ed at St. Thomas, and taken to Clifton 
Murray in the mean time had been arrested 
and also John Scott a brother of Geirge, 
no doubt a mistake, as he was released. 

When takei before Magistrate. A. G. 
Hill, barrister, solicitor and in fact the 
Lord High executioner at Clifton, he asked 
them if ihey were ready for trial,* Murray 
asked for time to get a lawyer, while Scott 
said. " I never tO!)k the money and know 
nothing ahput it. I am ready for trial at any 
time." At this Foster put in his aDnear-
p.nce and swore 60 stnugly that the Magis­
trate at once said to Peott, "you are guilty 
and I sentence you to two >ears at hard 
labor, in the Toronto prison aud he was 
taken to iail be trie his friends i ven knew 
of his arrest. That's what some of our 
Canadian cousins call 'English justice." 

His friends and relatives are now prob-
mg the matter, aud while ^cott languishes 
>n jtil uuder sentence, ihey are going to 
show up the kind of evidence be was con-
v.cted upon when Murray's trial takes 
place. Messrs. Win. W. Ferguson and 
John Scott visited Clifton Tuesday. A 
young barrister, a relative of the judge 
that sentenced Scott, has been retained, 
and he will make a strong fight to have 
Scott pardoned by the Governor General 
of Canada, that being the only alternative. 

It is claimed that Foster has told several 
different stories about the amount of money 
he lost, and ihe railroad employes have 
marked him as a "spotter."

Bishop Payne marks the lart and best 
era of African Methodism. His church 
stands out prominently among those Meth­
odist Societies which have proven to be 
tbe beat illustrations of tbe working power 
of Metlodism. While the parent M. E. 
church will ever be the highest exponent 
of Methodist thought, It has ulready found 
in the A. M. E. church a rival in tbe field 
of active work. This being true, it follows 
that a chief m n among African Metho­
dists is entitled to a front seat among tbe 
great men of American MethodUm. There 
are 18 Methodist bodies in America, each 
of these is vitally related to tbe parent 
stem and yet each is the exponent of cer­
tain distinct! re features. Tbe parent 
church is the world' highest exponent of 
evangelical thought, the A. M. E church 
is the world's highest exponent of evangel 
leal thought applied. Speculatively the 
M. E. church is superior to all features 
of human prejudice, (theological and ethi­
cal) but practically it fails wben confront­
ed by the race question. The A. M. E. 
church is demonstrating how to apply, 
evangelical Christianity to this vexed prob­
lem. 

The founder of Mf thodism claimed the 
whole world as his parish, providence has 
since deemed it wise to divide this vast 
parish into two sections, white and black. 
At tbe great n e k of race prejudice tbe par­
ent church halted, compromised, and took 
a side-track; tbe A. M. E. church hoisted 
tbe banner with the eld motto unsullied 
by chinge and marched forward 

The founder of African Methodism fol­
lowed an impu'se; the great missionary, 
Q linn, was inspired by circumstance; but 
tue greater of them all. Bishop Payne, 
comprehended the situation and tet forth a 
well designed pl.n. Until bis day tbe 
great work had fi iwed on in obedience to 
uncomprehended forces, he, it was, who 
became the first pilot. That each new 
measure be has advanced has been con­
trary to tbe popular notion, clearly proves 
bis superiority. Tbat each new measure 
appealed to a feeling that lay bidden be­
neath the prevailing ideas, provrs that he 
has all along been the oracle of God. 

But, while Bishop Payne is beyond all 
doubt the leader, it is due to an accident 
of priority. Had Bishop Brown preceded 
him as bishop, his material achievements 
in tbe same line would hare been greater. 
As it is Bishop Brown was th - first to put 
tbe Payne idea into tangible form. Bishop 
Payne conceived but Bishop Brown per­
formed. Bishop Payne located at Wilber-
forc.; Bishop Brown went forth scattering 
tbe seed everywhere. Bishop Payne 
dreamed, wrote and preached; Bishop 
Brown ex cuted. Bishop Payne associated 
bis name aod person wiih bis material 
achievements; Bishop Brown planted here. 

I there and everywhere and, having infused 
• able agents with bis spirit passed on. 

From tbe first to tbe last Bishop Brown is 
in some occult way vitally relat d to every 
«>lid measure put forth in execution of the 
Payne idea. Without Jobn M. Brown at 
bis side Bishop Payne would have never 
done mu h that Is tangible. Union semi­
nary was tbe essential step to Wilbtr'orce. 

In ecclebisst'cism tbe Payne-idea has 
been expressed by Bishop Brown alone. 
Bishop Payne wis tbe first to bet up claims 
to a ibird order by hfflxing tbe preiaiic 
title to his name.

They were uttered in unconscious­
ness. 

Now, for several hours of the even­
ing and night before Mr. Stephens died 
early the next morning, Ernest Kontz 
was most of the time alone with him 
in the room. Mr. Stephens frequently 
repeated the words, "Almost home,'1 

and "Nearly home, now.' 
•'We're nearly home." 
"Alex, get ready. "We're almost 

home." 
"Where's Alex? We're nearly home, 

now." 
And from then until his voice was 

stilled eternally, that was its burden. 
Within the hour before bis death, 

Dr. Steiner, of Augusta, and Mr. R. 
P, Zimmerman, of Atlanta, were to­
gether in the room with the dyin 
statesman. All knew that the en 
was coming, and could not be far off. 

Then Dr. Steiner retired. 
Mr. Zimmerman sat by the bedside, 

watching the pale face on the pillow 
and listening for a word. Finally a 
still change came, and he knew that 
death was at hand. He hastily sum­
moned the friends gathered in an ad­
joining room, and they stood there 
with bowed heads or knelt at the bed­
side until the end came. 

It was only three or four minutes, 
and the patriot Vice President of the 
Confederacy was dead. 

The silence that followed was awful. 
Each man feared to look at the face

Finally Mr. Zimmerman looked up 
and around him, and slowly repeated 
the beautiful verse of Montgomery's:

H e r e in the body pent , 
a b s e n t from Him I roam, 

T e t night ly pitch my moving t e n t 
A day ' s march nea re r h o m e . "

of those present were moved to tears, 
and the feeling of awe and restraint 
was gone. After this the conversation 
was natural.

Time.—Still in the reipn of Jehoram, 

which lasted twelve years,—from &9J to 
88* B . C. 

Introduct ion.—During the reign of Je ­
horam many gracious miracles were 
wrough t by the hands of Elisha. A signal 
victory over Moab. The widow's oil 
multiplied, until he r capacity to receivo 
failed. The Shunamtni te ' s son res tored. 
The poisonous pottago made wholesome. 
Naaman cured. A hundred men fed from 
twenty cakes. The axe made to swim, and 
now Israel delivered from Syria. 

1. The Defeuce of Knowledge.—Vs. 8-10. 
1. The Danger.—Vs. 8. The. King of Syria 
—Ben-hadad I I . This was tho »amo king 
who sent Naaman to Samar ia to be cured 
of his leprosy. The unijoJly do not long 
remember the favors and blessings which 
they receivo. Warred agjinsl Itrael—Or, 
"was war r ing . " This was a kind of 
guerri l la warfare , carriod on by plunder­
ing bands (see v. 83). Took counsel with hi* 
tenants—Secret counsel which h e did not 
intend to spread abroad. In such and such 
a place $hall he my camp—The design being 
not only to plunder, bu t to weaken and 
dis t rac t tho forces of Israel by these r e ­
peated a t tacks . 

2. The WarninR—V 9. The nan of God 
tent unto the king—God's Spir i t revealed to 
him the messages which he sent. The t ruo 
se rvan t of God u t t e r s such warnings as 
God has revealed by his Spir i t in his 
Word. Beware that thou pass not—Literally, 
"pass not over,"—leave it not wi thout pro­
tection, or fortification. The Syrians are 
come dmen—Better, as in the Revision, 
'•are coming down." 

3. The Defence.— V. 10. The king tent to 
the place— Sending a guard for i ts pro­
tection. Yet this same king, though 
Warned of the danger of siu, heeded not 
the word or providence of God. and 
brought disaster up.iu himself and Israel. 
How much more ready people a re to heed 
warnings of physical danger than of 
spiritual. Bassi himself not once or twtc*>—As 
often as he followed tho word of the Lord. 
His word is always reliable. 

Learn from this pa r t of our lesson t he 
value of God's Word as a means of defence 
to our souls. 'Forewarned, forearmed," 
is an old proverb, and tho Bibla is full of 
warnings of 'sin, t he s teps leading to it , 
and i ts awful consequences. And i t does 
much more—it also points to t he su re and 
safe refuge. Tho remainder of the lesson 
shows tha t God is able to protect as well 
as to warn . 

I I . The Defence of Angels.—Vs. 11:18. 
I. The danger. Vs. 11:18. The heart of the 
king was sore troubled—Finding himself 
balTlod by tho King of Israel being always 
on his guard. WUl you not shew me— He 
thought there must be a t ra i to r in his camp. 
Otherwise how could t he king of Israel 
know of his movoments? Elisha the prophet 
telleth—Perhaps this man remembered w h a t 
had been dono for Naaman, and surmised 
t h a t th is same mighty man of God was 
revealing the king 's secrets . P e r h a p s he 
had learned this fact from the Israel i tes . 
That I may send and fetch him—And thus cut 
off communication wi th the king of Israel . 
He it in Vothan— (See Gen. 37:17). Dothan 
was a small town on a hill, about twelve 
miles nor th of Samaria . Sent horses, chat-
lots, anil a great host -Cava l ry , charioteers , 
and infantry,—*'a g rea t hos t " as compared 
with one man. I t was a large company, 
also, which wen t forth to a r r e s t our S iv-
iour in the garden. They came by niglit— 
Thinking thus to take him unawares , and 
prevent his escape. Blinded pursuers , to 
forget that He who informed El isha of the 
nat ion 's peril, could also warn him of his 
personal danger, and protect him. 

2. The Servan t ' s Fear.—V. 15. The servant 
ofe. the man of God—No longer GehazL H e 
had forfeited t h a t position by his sin. 
Wat risen early—Possibly dis turbed by the 
sound of the besiegers. Alas, how shall we 
do—The case seemed hopeless enough to 
one who did not see the defenders. 

3. The P rophe t ' s Assu . -anee . -V. Id 
They that he with us are more—From the time 
tha t El isha had seen the translat ion of 
Elijah, he had wonderful faith, and super­
na tura l spir i tu il vision. How much we 
all need to learn this t r u t h t ha t he w io is 
on t he Lord ' s side has a grea te r defence 
than all possible enemies. 

4. The Defenders Revealed V. 17. EUsha 
prayed—We cannot expect to have the 
mists taken from our eyes, unless we pray 
for the enl ightment of t he Holy S p rit. 
Behold the mountains full of horses and char­
iots of fire—Ho t hus saw t b e real i ty of t he 
promise, "Tho angel of the Lord encampeth 
around them t h a t fear him, and del ivereth 
t h e m . " 

5. Victory granted.—V. 18. When they 
came down to him—Rather, " to i t , " t h a t is 
when El isha and his se rvant came to the 
host. Smote this people with blindness—The 
very reverse of his p rayer for his servant . 
T h e purpose of th is p rayer is Indicated in 
the following verses. The prophet led the 
Syr ians to Samaria , where a t his p rayer 
the i r eyes were opened again, food w a s 
se t before them, and they wore released. 
Af te r th i s " t b e bands of Syr ia came no 
more into t he land of I s rae l . " nut a gen­
eral assaul t by the ent i re Syr ian array 
w a s soon made. * . . ,
