The ladies associated with him as
teachers are equally enthusiasitic and
seemr to affilinte with their pupils in
such happy relations as to accomplish
all the work ol teachers and at  the
same time o greatly streagthen the
wom:anhood of the girls by such close
contact.  You seem 1o lfeel yourself
in the presence ol a family eircle rather
than in a sehool room. This intimate
persoaal association shows exeellent
results in the sweet temperament and
cheeriul disellarge of duiry on the part
ol these girls.

The average attendance i3 something
over two hundred from ten different
states.  Seated together as they are
acustomed in the assembly room, it is
hard to imagine a more checrful set
of girls. In age they rank from thir-
wen to eighteen or twenty and for
beauty they certainly deserve the
name which all North Carolina has ac-
corded them—the School o! pretty
girls. A class in arithmetic taught
by Mrs. Satterfield was unusually bril-
liant. Especially was the language
used in explaining examples clear cut,
concise and complete.

No recitation room has been visited
thus far in this rosad v >h has seem-
ed to reach perfection so nearly as
the room in which Miss R. J, Canty
was holding a recitation in geography.
Before gomg in Dr. Satterfield spoke
of her as one of the graduates of whom
he was very proud as a teacher and
for whom he entertained a great ad-
miration because of her womanly bear-
ing. The visit to her room droved
that his words were not ilattery.
Without text book or references she
was asking and answering questions
with her girls with an ease churacter-
istic of the play ground. And yet
every pupll was as attentive and alert
as 0 unedr the most rigid discipline.

In addition to the usual class-work
there are industrial features  which
train the girls for home life. The
students who finish at Scotia and be-
come the presiding geniuses of house-
holds will make homes piaces of de-
light. Such are the high ideas preva-
lent here that no one thinks it a dis-
grace to wash, iron, cook, scrub, sew
or do any of the duties which neceesir-
ily enter into every household. When
asked what the graduates do after
leaving school, Dr. Sattrerfield gave
the very significant reply: “They us-
ually teach as long as the preachers,
teachers, Iawyers, and doctors will
allow them.”

In all parts of the building there was
exXtreme  neatness, The dormitory
rooms were in such tidy condition that
the most scrupulous could not have
found cause for complaint. The Pres.
ident has invented a bed for dormitory
rooms which might be used with con-
venience at many other schools where
rooms are small or where it is neces-
fary to put more than two in a room.
This device is simply a folding bed
in which the frame work is made fast
to the wall. The bed which is balane-
ed on two pivots is shiclded when not
in use by a handsome curtain. The
top is used for a hook case. Lach zirl's
room is thus practically a sitting
room xwithout the obhjectionable fea.
ture ot the entire room being occupied
by a bed. These beds are gotten up
at about three dollars a piece and are

Wealthy Afro-American,

That which gratified me most was
the fact that there resides here the
wealthiest Afro-American in North Cur-
olina, Mr. Warren Coleman. Born in
in 1849, Mr. Coleman lived asg a slave
until sixteen years of age. Working
on the farm until he was twentyv-one
Ire saved his earnings and in 1374
was & student at Howard university,
Washington, D. C. Remaining there
for two Yyears ouly he returned here
and doing work as barber and shoe-
maker at different times he saved
enough to enter into business in dry-
goods and notions. XYire made him
penniless in 1879 but with an indom-
itable will he began over destined to
meet the same fate twice more, the
last time losing $7,000.

He has mever carried insurance, be-
cause he says, the companies charge
£0 high that he can afford to burn
out every few years cheaper than to
fnsure. During the last ten years since
he was last burnt out he has accumu-
Inted property amounting to nearly
$£200,000. He conducts a large groe-
cery 8tore, in which are engaged sev-
eral clerks. He owns four farms and
over a hundred tenement houses which
are all filled with tenants of both
races. In his store, on his farm and
in his tenement houses the races are
0 mixed that one could not tell by
Mr. Coleman’s custaners what his
race identity is. Considerably differ-
ent from most wealthy Afro-Ameri-
cans Mr. Coleman is a publie spirited
man. (hildless himsell he always keeps
some student in school, some times
three or ‘cur An enthusiastic tem-
perance advocate he glories in Con-
cord because of its being a prohibition
town, and subscribes for a large num-
ber of temperance papers. Not an
Afro-American ehurch in Concord but
has received large gilts from Thim,
and in the people of the state he takes
a lively interest. For several vears
he has been president of the State
Fair, and at the last session carried
sixty car loads ot hits. With won-
derful plack and & ¥y hedevoems to
turn everything to gold and to hold
the good will and friendship o!f all col-
ors of his fellow citizens. _

He Gets in Scme Good Word for the Race
: e al Hampton.

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Mr. John S. Durham, consul to San
Domingo, on his recent visit to the
commelncement exercises at Hampton
had an opportunity to strike a blow
for the race and he did so.

In being called on as a representative
of the race to close the exercises, after

commending the excellence of what
he had observed there, he addressed
himself to ‘the white members of the
audience, calling their attention to
the fact that they were but half ac-
complishing their work of philanthro-
py in mak{gng liberal contributions for
the rupport of an industrial school
for the race and then shutticg up their
work shops and places of business
from the graduates of such an insti-
tution. After citing his own experi-
ence on the editorial staff of a large
paper and his earnest but ineffectual
efforts to obtain for the race admis-
sion to the typographical union of
Philadelpiia, he closed by sayiang:

“Buat suppose my emp'adyer, the pro-

rietor, had been—as I hoped to find
{:im—a crank on this subject; acrank
such as I have found there are there;
such a crank as Mr. Robert C. Ogden,
and Mr. Wananmaker, and Dr, Mac-
Allister—how soon the end would have
been accomplished.

ING IN THE CHURCHES-

Too Much Bossism Harmflul to Progress—
Some Personal Applications—And
Commments on Biily Smith.

The Negro pulpit is largely anchored
to dark and superstitious traditions.

It voluntarily caters to the ignorance
of the mass, but in most bitter vin-

dictiveness, it strikes at any who dare
question the truthfulness and whole-
semeness of iis teachings. But the
more progressive element is becoming
Bo strong and 80 aggressive that the
portentous front of the bigots is no
longer able to frighten olf the seeker
after truth. There are hundreds of
Afro-American preachers who repudi-
ate the superstitious doctrines of
dreams, visions, mowrner’'s bench,
phantasms, ete.

There are hundreds who teach cthies
instead of seeking to inspire frenzied
spirit dances. However, there is

much yet to be done ere it ean be
said that members are free to exereise
full intellectual liberty.

The time will come when eaeh per-
son in the chureh shall* be free to
pursue any course of study and inves-
tigation related to the doctrine or
polity of his ehurch or the execution
of its: functions that he ma@efeel in-
clined to follow, and when he’shall be
iree to publish the result of fhese in-
quiries d seek to win as many con-
verts to his opinions as possible; and
when for such exercise of his undenia-
ble rights he will not be elubbed or
otherwise intimidated@ and restrained
by the use of ecclesiastical thuw)-
screws ete.

When that time does come, Bishop
Grant would not dare to say that “1f
the Plaindealer were in his - listriet
he wonld knock it out for presuming
to criticise the chureh,” or that it
“Billy Smith were one of his preachers
(he meant creatures) he would very
soon hush his mouth.”

Bishop Grant was angry at Billy
for calling him a slave driver and in
his anger furnished a complete illustra-
tion of the accuracy of what Biliy
said.

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As a recognition of the peace and
unity of this great Nation as an issue

Afro-American. He is now furnishing
men capable and honorable, and asks
to be heard in the interpretations of
the laws by which he {8 governed.
Will his request be granted?

A few Southern journals are again
holding up the recent revolution in
Hayti as a sample of **Negro’’ govern-
ment. No one denies that the barbar-
ity of President Hyppolite was shock-
ing in this matter. DBut how often
would the civilized world be shocked
by equally barbarous crimes in the
South if all the facts could be known.
T.ouisiana, during the past year alone
murdered as many people as were kill-
ed in the recent Haytian uprising.
They were not shot to death either.
In Loulsiana some of the vietims were
hung by mobs, some beat to death, a
number shot and afew burned. If
there i8 a paper in Louisiana that can
tell wherein the barbarity in Hayti
exceeds that of its own state, it is time
it was getting about it.

The proceedings in the appointment
of a guardian for Edna Irene, a case
which i3 now notorjous, were the
most high-handed that the courts of
Wayne have seen in sometime. The
facts have all been stated and appear-
in the local columns of this issue of
the Plaindealer. Mrg, Esther I.owe
has a three weeks' old white child,
of illegitimate parentage, left in her
care, for a while the mother sends
money for ii8 maintenance, but later
on is not heard from. One day a man
sees the e¢hild, now grown to three
years’ old and beautiful. He wants it
and instead of pursuing kind ways, he
goes to the Probate court, through an
attorney, and pleads that it i= au arnt
of cruelty to allow: a white child to
have a black foster mother. The
child is turned over to him, and the
mother that cared for it for three
Years, has eorrow and tears for her
pay. There are alarge number of
people who do not agree with Judge
Duriee, either as to the law or fairness
of his decision, and they are deter-
mined Mr. Steele shall not rob Mrs.
Lowe in this manner. She has hosts
of friends, both white and colored,
who are standing by her.

That the efforts of the Afro-Ameri-
can League in organization have not been
as successful as its promoters and ad-
vocates would like, is true, but such ad-
mission cannot be taken as evidence of
failure, or that ity advocates are dis-
heartened. There is in the League great
power for good, and this is made manifest
by its work in those states where or-
ganization has been effected and the need
for action felt. Considering the nature
of the people its progress must necessar-
ily be slow, and the wisdom of the pol-
icy of securing members, just to show
great numerical strength may be doubted.
There is such a large element of distrust,
that earnest workers are needed at this
time more than members. Mere numbers,
composed of persons, who show by in-
action that they are satisfied with their
present condition would weigh such an
organization down.

The very fact that the sentiment of a
great number of people called the League
into being: that its convention met, re-
solved, adjourned, perfected several
state organizations, which have instituted
suits for the protection of the civil rights |,
of the individual, and undertaken to cure
other evils, and is now preparing to again
meet in National convention, is not ouly
something that no convention or senti
ment of Afro-Americans for such purposes
every accomplished before but i8 great
grounds for encouragement.

It might be well for those politicians,
who are already scheming to capture the
next National Republican convention for
some particvlar candidate to. consider
the Afro-American element of the party.
No candidate will receive the sold sup-
port of this élement who i8 in nny way
responsible for the defeat of a National
election measure br other legislation, that
the party stood pledged to enact. The,
importance of satirfying ths element can
be readily seen ae it is known that with-
out his ‘support jn seversl of the North-
ern and Western states the party can:i
not ecarry them, and that the Afro-
American, when he is dissatisfied +ith
political partieg is taking the same means

people do.

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IS THE DEBT PAID!?

A Question That ls Now Agitating Milwan-

kee Meshodists,

Milwaukee, June 15.—*Your com-

mittee lindas that through the carnest
eftorts of the brethren and sisters of
the church sufficient money was rais-
ed to pay off the mortgage recently

placed on the church, together with
the interest on the same, amounting
in all, to 385. During the past wek
this indebtedness against the property
has been removed leaving the church

property Iree from cncumbrance. The
comittee also find that certain bills
for rent of pastor’s house, coal, gas,
water, DbOOKS, sexton, furniture
and pastor's salary up to June 1st,,
aggregate $361.45 and to carry the
church through until August next,
there will be needed in addition to the
above of about $150. making a total
amount of $511.45, of this amount
the church will secure from ordinary
income $150 leaving $365.41 to be
raised by subscriptions from friends of
the church.”” This was taken from
the Nentinel and is in reference to the
mortgage on the methodist church.
We have refrained from saying any-
thing in the past concerning this
church because we thought the peo-
ple had enough of it, but this pub-
lic disclosure of the way that mort-
gage has been paid shows such an
ignorance of business prineiples that
we cannot keep silent. Any one by
reading the above can see that the
church is even worse off than it was
betore. It was only mortgaged for
$3G0 if we remember correctly, and
to pay oil that $360 the payment of
everything else was stopped and now
the church is $511.45 in debt again.

Is this the idea that the trustees
have of conducting the business of
the chure? What is8 to hinder any
one of these creditors from Vlringing
suit against the church [or its indebt-
edness Yor it was to prevent this
and to pay these same bills that the
church was mortgaged last year. Do
the brothers and sisters expect to
mortgage the church every year and
rely on the friends of the church to
pay 1t off? If so, there is a bare possi-
bility that they will be disappointed
for the friends of this church have
long ago tired of paying off the debts
of this church, debts that never seem
to grow less, but keep their same-
ness with amazing and most beautiful
pertinacity. It ought to have been
clear to conferences long ago, that
this community is unable to support
a church and now that the bLest fam-
ilies are leaving every week it will
be more difficult than it was in past
It has been suggested that the friends
and congregation of the church ar-
range to have a sermon preached there
every Sunday evening and dispense
with the services of a regular pas-
tor, in that way only can the church
be kept out of debt. There are n num-

THE CHILD IS GONE.

And Jadge Daurfee’s ‘‘Decision” Don’t Go,
Jast yet Awhile,

When the question of the guardian-
ship of the child, Edna Irene, was be-
fore the Probate court, two weeks
ago, every one thought the question
of her possession was settled. Mrs.
Lowe had had the little infant since
it was three weeks old, she had tender-
ly cared for it, and reared it to a

beautiful child without let or hin-
drance. When this man Steele sought
to be its guardian, his pogition was so
preposterous that no one thought se-
riously of it. It was generally sup-
posed that if Mrs. Lowe was good
enough to nurture the little one in
and through its infancy without the
aid of the recently inspired philan-
thropists, she should, at least have
a suy as to who should be its guardian
and into whose family it should be
adopted. Steele through his attor-
ney, Jas. H. McDonald, persisted in
his efforis before Judge Durfee until
that dignitary considered it ‘*an act of
cruelty to allow a white child to re-
main in an Afro-American family.”

The foster mother’s care, cxpense,
trouble and feelings had no weight
with him, because that mother was
not white. Accordingly last Thurs-
day Edna was ordered to be handed
over to this Mr. Steele without as
much as “I thank you” to Mrs. Lowe,

In this case, however, there seems
to have been a higher court thanMr .
Steele, his attorney, and Judge Dur-
fee, for the child was spirited away
aud has not been seen since. If this
higher.court knows itself Steele will
never 8ee¢ her after his outrageous
roceedings and the liberal minded
Judge will have had his trouble for his
pains.

Finding themselves baffled lawyer
McDonald, and his client Steele, en-
listed the aid of our efficient detective
force. The aforesaid detectives have
not been able to find any of the numer-
ous murderers, thieves and crooks
who have infested the town and com-
mitted crime after crime, but they
are experts in scaring women and
children. Two of them marched to
Mre. Lowe’s house, accompanied by
McDonald and Steele, threatened to
arrest everybdy, and searched the
Jhouse without warrant or process of
law. MeDonald then added to this
insult by charging Mrs. Lowe with
keeping a house of evil repute which
is a palpaable, malicious lie to further
injure the feelings of this poor woman.

As soon as Mrs. Lowe is able to be
out she will engage Prof. Straker to
test the lawfulness of these high hand-
ed acts. Judge Durfee’s course in
the matter is questioned by many
as the child was not proven an or-
phan and has not been abandoned,
and the question is What jurisdiction
has the Probate court in the matter
upon petition of apparently such dis-
u;tmicsted men as Steele, McDonald,

‘T'he Bishop then ordered the
counfecrence marshall to remove the
Doctor from within the bar of the
conference. Dr. Hurley declared that
ke would not be unless compelled to
by a policeman, which Bishop Turner
for the peace of the conlference re-
fused to do. He said, however, that
he would not recognize the Doctor as
a member and pronounced him sus-
pended from the conference and for-
bidden to preach until he apalogized
to him. Dr. Hurley vehemently as
serted that he would never apologize
and alter sometime withdrew.

The most prominent members of the
oconference while they deeply regretted
the disturbance sustained the Bishop
in his ruling.

At Saturday’s session of the con-
ferenee the suspended member cxplain-
ed that he had misundersto the
words and ruling of the Bihop and
asked the pardon of the conference
and Bishoep Turner for his conduct.

SUNDAY SCHOOL.

3 ESSON Xlll.--JUNE 28--ISAIAH
28: 1-18.

Review, Tomperance and Misslonary Les-
sen.—Golden Text: ««Know Ye Not
that Unrighteousness Shall
Not Inherit the King-
dom of God?"—1 . .. ...
Cor. 6:9. . .~

Time of prediction.—This magnificent
prophecy and exhortaticn, of Isaiah was
spoken about the year 725 B. C., some
four years before tho downfall of Samaria
and the captivity of Israel. It was uttered
as a warning to Judah, and thus we see
that intemperance was one great cause of
the downfall of both Israel and Judah.

L. Fading garlands. V. 1. ‘“Woe to
the crown of pride to the drunkards of
Ephraim,’'' Rev. Ver.—Referring to a com-
mon eastern practice at bacchanalian feasts
: crowning the brow of drinkers with
| wreaths of flowers. ‘‘Epbraim’’ here
; stands for Samaria, or the northern king-
idom of Israel, as it occupied a leading

place among the ten tribes. *“On the head

of the fat valleys’-—The region round
about Samaria was very fertile, and
. abounded in vineyards frcm which the
wine drunk at these feasts was obtained.
Drunkenness was thus evidently one of the
crimes for which Samaria was overthrown.
Read Amos 6: 4-6, in which that prophet
pictures the chiefs of the nation as lolling
| on beds and couches, drinking wine from
: bowls, and anointing themselves with
pleasant ointment.

V. 2. “Behold, the Lord hath a mighty
and strong one''—The Assyrian army,
. which in three or four years overthrew

Samaria. ‘‘Which as a tempest’’—The
~inhabitants of Judah were inclined to envy
the sinners of S8amaria, rolling in wealth
. and luxury, living at ease and quaffing the
| wine-bowl. But Isaiah reminds them that
: sunny and balmy as their day appeared.
| with fragrant flowers crowning the head
. of the revellers, a dark, heavy tempest
zcloud was slowly but surely creeping up
their horizon which would soon burst
upon them in wrath and destruction.”
V. 3. ““The crown of pride shall be trod-
! den under foot’-—When the Assyrians
! should come up against them, the songs of
" mirth should be turned into howlings of
misery, and their garlands should be
trampled underfoot. See Lesson VI., 6.

V. 4. “When he that looketh upon it"’—
The Assyrians. *“While it is yet in his
: hand he eateth it up’’—Referring to the
suddenness and completeness of the de-
i struction which would come upon Samaria
and all its sources of revelry and mirth.

II. The everlasting crown. V.5, “In
that day’’—In the midst of overwhelming
judgments. ¢‘The Lord of hosts’’—Who
has in all generations been the glory of
his people. ‘'Be for a crown of glory, and
i for a diadem of beauty’’—Our only hope
of safety. de'iverance., and everlasting
glory is in the Lord Jesus Christ. Man has
i fallen by his sin, but manhood has been
. re-crowned in Jesus Christ, and all who
| trust and serve him shall share his glory.
*‘Let him that glorieth, glory in the Lord.”’
“Unto the residue of his people'’'—True of
individual believers in Israel who contin-
' ued faithful to God. But the special refer-
ence is to Judah, which was spared about
135 years after Israel.

V. 6. ‘“And for a spirit of judgment to
him,’* etc.—Referring perhaps to the
righteous reigns of Hezekiah and Josiah.
*‘And for strength’'—It was God who gave
strength to the defenders of Judah.

V. 7. ‘“But they also have erred through
wine and strong drink’’—That is, the rem-
nant of God’s people which was left in
Judah. Here we see that drunkenness had
i much to do with the final overthrow of
Jerusalem, asg it had at an earlier day with
the destruction of Samaria.

Application.—Here we have an emphat-
ic warning which applies to our own na-
tion, as truly as it did then to both Israel
and Judah. Intemperance is one of the
crying sins of our own land and day. It
is the most fruitful source of other crimes
in our midst. .

III. The sure fcundation. V. 15. ‘‘Be-
cause ye have said. We have made a cove-
nant with death,” etc.—The reference is
| perhaps to the treaty which Ahaz made
with Assyria, when he sent for them to
deliver him froin nearer enemies, see 2
Chron. 28: 16. He thought he was secure
if he only had such a mighty power as his
ally, but he soon found the Assyrians to be
his greatest scourge, ¥ Chron. 28: 20, 21.
80 will every one find who trusts in any-
thing but {7od’'s own sure foundation.

V. 12. ‘““This is the rest. . .. and this is
the refresbing’’—Instead of the refuge of
lies which men build on the sand, God of-
fers an everlasting refuge in His Son. In-
stead of the deluding, destroying, intoxi-
cating cup, he offers us true refreshment
of soul.

V. 16. ‘“Therefore thus saith the Lord
God''—Because no other refuge can be
found. ¢I lay in Zion''—None but God
aimself cen provide a refuge for us. ‘‘For
a foundation atone.a tried stone.a precious
corner-stone’’—This foundation was not
the temple, not Zion itse!f, not a righteous
king. such as Hezekiah, but the Messiah.
the Lord Jesus Christ, as is explained in
the New Testament, Rom. 9:33; 10:11;’1
Peter 2:6. .
