^ {,, the East , and w h a t Ohio is to the 
West. Georgia is to the South. These 
L.hree states have for the history of the 
rnion furnished the ideas not only of 
their respective sections bu t a t periods 
have dictated the policy of the Nation 
al Congress. For nearly a hundred 

i Years Massachusetts sent to Washing-
r1 ion such leaders as the Adams, Daniel 

Webster, Charles Sumner and scores 
of lesser lights who were a lways found 
on national issues to represent cer­
tain poiicie.s of s ta tesmanship and to 
t*» as vigorously opposed by the school 
of Georgia. During the last quar te r 
.if a century and more Ohio has like­
wise enunciated the ideas of the West. 

The commonwealth of Georgia tlnus 
recognized as a keystone in the Amer­
ican Union has an urea of 5N,000 
square miles and a populat ion of a 
million and a halt, about half of whom 
are Afro-Americans. This populat ion 
is distributed in 136 counties. The 
white predominating in nor thern coun­
ties wnile the black is to b:- found in 
southern and eastern counties. The 
soil of litis s ta te is perhaps as varied 
as any of the Union." The alluvial soil 
on the coast makes co t ton raising p r o -
itable. Large t r ac t s of pine t imber 
stretch across the s ta te and so valua­
ble is it tha t the label "Georgia Pine" 
always finds a ready market . 

The Afro-Americans of Georgia have 
accredited themselves nobly since they 
were given opportuni t ies by the 
events of over a quar ter of a century 
ago. From absolute ignorance of 
books and absolute poverty when freed 
they have HO far astounded the world 
by gaining knowledge and wealth 
that now over sixty per cent can read 
and over fourteen million dollars is 
the valuation of their proper ty . 

Amanda Eubanks is now the owner 
of $400,000 bequeathed her by her 
white father. Mr. Todd, who died 
about seven years ago. left an es ta te 
of §150,000.' He bequeathed §100. 
000. of this to white inst i tut ions of 
lejirnimr and public chnaj^y ~JPiH«»'id-
ow, who died five years later , left 
the. remaining $r>0.000. to the same 

^ class of insti tutions for her own race. 
Mr. Toild made his wealth by investing 
in pine lands soon aftor the civil wa r 
in partnership wi th a New England 
white mifli. Mr. Elbert Head, of Lib­
erty county owns nearly li.OOO arecs 
of land and is valued a t $80,000. 
This county of Liberty is owned al­
most exclusively by Afro-Americans. 
Two or three p lan ta t ions in the west­
ern par t are owned by white men, but 
the most valuable soil and location 
is tin- property of freedman. 

In the city of At lanta it is very 
gratifying to drive up the principal 
thoroughfares and have pointed out 
to you the proper ty owned by men 
of color. Some of the best streets and 
boulevards are honored by Afro-Amer­
ican homos of two or three s tor ies 
When we consider t h a t these homes 
represent the sacrifice of all the enjoy­
able portion of a lifetime, and in many 
cas«'s the accumulated earnings from 
"starvation wages ," we are half in­
clined to exclaim wi th Tennyson, t h a t 
the Afro-American is an example of 
on<»: 

Who breaks his b i r th ' s invidious bar . 
And grasps the skirts of happy chance, 
And breasts the blows of circumstance, 
And grapples with his evil s t a r . " 

But real estate transactions are but 
a short distance from the farm. No 
one has ever disputed the capacity of 
the black man to do agricultural work 
and consequently to secure the neces­
sary means, viz. lands etc., but in the 
careers of merchandise and pro'essional 
life there are those yet who in leading 
magazines and on the rostrum are so 
far ignorant of facts as to say t h a t 
he has no capacity. A few days s tay 
in Atlanta with open eyes would re-

A venl n good many t ru ths to these 
would-be philosophers. 

Mr. F. H. Crumbly is a young mnn 
just .'52 years of age. En l i s t ing in the 
1 S. army in 187<> and during the five 
years of service he carefully improved 
his time by study. This w a s a prepa­
ration for business which he utilized 
In 1*84 by entering grocery merchan­
dize Seven years Inter finds Mr. 
Crumbly wor th $20 000. a public mnn

Mr. H. A. Rocker, a gentleman whose 
talmt is recognized by the government 
in making him assistant Internal Rev­
enue Collector is engaged in several 
enterprises for promotion of wea l th 
and education among his people.

The professional success t h n t has a t ­
tended some of the ambit ious efforts 
™ worthy young men equals if I t does 
not surpass the accomplishments Just 
n^ntionod fn business. A notable ex-
waole of this is t he firm of Drs. Slater 
and Butler. These t w o young men 
^adii"ted from Meharry medical eol-

Mr. R. S. Lovinggood is the editor , 
and the company eonductingt he enter­
prise are, Profs. T. A. For t son , W. 
E. Holmes, L. M. Hershaw, Rev. L. 
Thomas and Messrs P . H. Crumbly, 
R. S. Lovinggood, B. F . Hoy t , R. J . 
Henry and E. L. Simon. This paper 
has a high s tandard and wi th the able 
editor and his associates is certain to 
become the organ no t only of At lan ta 
but of Georgia.

All other things must dwarf into in­
significant littleness when compared 
wi th At lan ta ' s school facilities. Six 
schools for higher eduention is r a the r 
a large share for one city yet At lan ta 
has them and they are all good schools 
Among these s tanding out wi th head 
and shoulders above all is At lan ta 
University. I t is a school for higher 
education and clings to i ts principles. 
Clark University is doing equally good 
work in another way . It emphasizes 
industries and possesses probably the 
most complete carr iage shop of any 
school in America. Spellman Semi-
inary is for girls. Bapt is t College for 
boys only. Morris-Brown College is 
an A. M. E. school and Gammon Theo­
logical Seminary t ra ins candidates for 
the ministry- These educational light­
houses surround the city completely 
very much perhaps as Gen. Sherman 
surrounded it before it fell. 

Morris-Brown College is the young­
est of the group but does not suffer In 
comparison with any of her compan­
ions here or elsewhere according to 
age. Indeed when we consider t h a t 
this college does no t owe a penny on 
lands nor buildings nor in salaries we 
must say t h a t for financial success it 
eclipses anyth ing ye t undertaken by 
the race. Bishop Gaines is a shrewd 
financeer a.s well as a consecrated and 
wise minister. The grounds for which 
he paid $3,500 six years ago will bring 
today $15,000. and upon it is the east 
wing of w h a t will be the college build­
ing, erected a t a cost of $9,000. And 
there is furniture amount ing to about 
$1,000. more. 

The school work is ye t principally 
normal. The facilities for giving col­
lege instruction will be in place as 
soon as there is a demand for i t , but 
a t present there is no such demand. 
Morris-Brown has an excellnnt faculty 
of whom Prof. A. S. Richardson is prin­
cipal. 

Clark University is in the eastern 
rwirt of the city and pos^sUatA.i very 
choice campus, large and well wood­
ed. Several handsome buildings are 
all filled wi th various depar tments and 
industries. They have a building spec­
ially set a p a r t to teach the young 
ladies how to make homes pleasant by 
neatness, order and good cooking. 
There are also college and normal de­
par tments but t h e reading public will 
be most interested in the carr iage fac­
tory. In this building carr iages and 
light vehicles of all kinds as well as 
express wagons are made, the entire 
work being done by s tudents under 
competent instructors. F rom the forg 
ing of iron to the delicate t r imming 
or wood and the skilled application 
of the paint brush, the apprentice is 
thoroughly acquainted wi th his pro­
duct. So excellent are the carr iages 
constructed t h a t they find a ready 
market . Dr. A. G. Haygood recently 
purchased one and many of the lead­
ing citizens may be seen airing them­
selves in the product of Clark's indus­
trial depar tment . 

Gammon Theological Seminary is as 
its name implies founded to t ra in can­
didates for the ministry. Rev. Gam­
mon has contr ibuted abou t $200,000. 
towards its establishment and besides 
two large buildings—Gammon hall 
and the Library building.—there are 
several beautiful co t tages for profes­
sors and eight small s t ructures for 
married students. The course of study 
embraces three years and covers the 
usual fields of exegetical, historical, 
systematic and pract ical theology. 

The Library building is one of the 
most benutiful s t ructures of i ts kind 
in the South. I t s dimensions are sixty-
eight by forty-eight feet. I t s founda­
tions are of g ran i te , w i t h cut-stone 
tr immings. The superstructure is of 
brick t r immed w i t h heavy rock-faced 
stone and t e r r a c o t t a , w i t h tasteful 
Roman arabesque ornamenta t ions . On 
the r igh t is the fire-proof l ibrary prop­
er, w i th t w o stories of alcoves for 
books. The l ibrary, as now arranged, 
wl'l hold about twen ty thousand vol­
umes. In front of the l ibrary is t he 
professor's s tudy. In the back p a r t 
Is the large safety vaul t for especially 
ra re and valuable books. On the left 
from the ent rance hall is the reading 
room. Below, in the basement s tory , 
connected by s t a i r w a y and conven­
ient dumb wai te r , is the work-room. 
The entire building h a s been thorough­
ly finished, and is complete and ele­
g a n t in all i ts appointments . There 
are 7.500 volumes contained in i t . 

Spellman University is in the extreme 
western p a r t of the ei ty. No one could 
visit th is delightful school w i t h o u t 
feeling like expressing himself in a vol­
ume. The n a r r o w limits of necessity 
simply chokes feeling and dampens ef­
forts. This excellent home, school 
and christ ian associations—for i t is 
all—ehfrms yon from the moment your 
eyes rest on i t s buildings and grounds. 
There a re Rockefeller kai l , w i th I ts 
beautiful archi tecture and th ree stor­
ies conta in ing the busy at tvi t lecs of 
seven hundred young ladies, Packa rd 
hall w i t h i t s numerous rooms for sleep­
ing accommodations, dining rooms, 
kitchen, etc., a large firs proof brick 
laundry In which earn jrjrl does her 
own work and four cottages where 
nursing it taught—aB grouped artlstb 
ca?lr in a beanrttful campus. ^ 

'The- classes iMtfcd* *ae imitations 
heard, the work seem in the sewing 

room, in the laundry and kitchen, all 
speak words of praise for the ladies 
who are conducting Spellman. To sin­
gle ou t any one feature for praise can 
only be done as an example of every­
thing else. The pr int ing office usually 
elsewhere the scene of much grease, ink 
and scattered type shows no such symp 
toms a t Spellman but blooming flow­
ers and clean floors gave evidence of 
much higher ideas than usually obtain 
in such offices. 

A t l an t a Bapt is t Seminary is t-ituated 
a short distance form Spellman, and 
affords instruction to young men. This 
school aims high and possesses the 
nucleus of a large work. In its nor­
mal, college, and theological branches 
it aims a t good work and and high 
moral character . 

At lan ta University forms the last of 
this series. Founded on the old fort 
which Gen. Hood threw up as his last 
resort against the invincible Sherman, 
it has had an experience in i ts g r o w t h 
which forms a fitting sequel t o t h a t 
of the g rea t Tecumseh. Established 
by the American Missionary Associa­
tion it so far go t the good will of 
Georgia as to secure from its legisla­
ture an annual appropr ia t ion of eight 
thousand dollars. Thus fostered and 
sustained it w a s sending ou t men thor­
oughly equipped by a long course of 
classical discipline to lead in tlie com­
munities in which they located, until 
one Glenn created a stir by opposing 
the appropr ia t ion because a few teach­
er's children wereb eing educaetd there 
and still further offering to chain gang 
any whi te teacher who should teach 
white and black children together . 
Glenn has sunk into insignificance but 
At lau ta University still lives and is 
increasing in the breadth of her work. 
Along wi th a few others she firmly 
clings to the idea of higher education 
and welcomes everthing looking to 
this end. Her mechanical depar tment 
in which s t ruc tura l principles of arch­
itecture, mechanics, and carpent ry are 
t augh t furnish a most conspicuous ex­
ample. Not a t t empt ing to teach 
t rade* she gives to every s tudent a 
discipline and knowledge in this depar t 
ment calculated to broaden him gen­
erally.

BAPTIST CHURCHES SEEN THROUGH 

HIS SPECTACLES. 

THE JOCKEYS' BAD LUCK. 
The Desperate Chances Taken by the Very 

Plucky Fellows. 

The favorite Jockeys are having a 
hard time th i s season, and every week 
some one of them is quite seriously 
hur t . 

A few weeks ago in the Brooklyn 
handicap George Covington, while rid­
ing Judge Morrsw had his left leg 
broken above the knee bu t he carried 
ills horse across the line. Covington's 
bravery in riding t h a t desperate race 
wi th Judge Morrow, car ry ing the 
horse into the s tretch before t h a t big 
field wi th his mangled leg swinging 
to and fro, deserves to go down into 
turf history. The only other case 
on record is Andy McCarth's ride on 
Gnllifet in the Kentucky Derby three 
years ago. McCarthy w a s kicked a t 
the post and had hi9 knee fractured. 
His horse finished third. 

Las t week Wednesday a t "Washing 
ton Park , Chicago, the day 's enjoy­
ment w a s marred by an accident in 
the first race. Miss Dixie, the second 
choice in the bet t ing, ridden by the 
well known and popular Jockey, 'Tom' 
Br i t ton, struck herself while in the 
backstretch and fell. Br i t ton w a s 
th rown agains t the fence and serious­
ly injured. The. boy w a s tenderly 
cared for by friends and removed to 
the hospital in an unconscious s ta te . 
La te r i t w a s s ta ted t h a t he had sus­
tained a concussion of the brain and 
in a serious condition. 

In New York abou t the same time 
the g r e a t Hamil ton , while riding into 
the s t re tch wi th Por tchester t r ied t o 
go between t w o other horses bu t w a s 
crowded out . The accident to Por t -
Chester will re t i re him for Borne days, 
as he turned a complete somersault , 
rolling completely oevr Hami l ton , who 
had the closest call he ever had In his 
life. His young wife, who w a s s i t t ing 
in the g rands tand when the .accident 
happened, fainted. She w a s surround­
ed w i t h sympathizing women, and 
when the cry wen t up t h a t Hamil ton 
w a s all r i gh t there w a s general re­
joicing.

The Bapt is t pulpit is largely in the 

hands of ignorant and bigoted minis­
ters, hence, i ts intolerance is not to be 
wondered a t . Nine out of every ten 
Bapt is t pulpi ts hold higher reverence 
for " immersion" than for a pious life 
and devote more effort to the propaga­
tion of tlie distinctive features of the 
creed than to the development of tlie 
mind and religious character of the 
people. 

I t is a t r u t h so well known as to 
need no c i ta t ion of instances, t h a t hun­
dreds of leading' members in colored 
Bapt is t churches are tipplers. Fullest 
personal liberty is allowed in this re­
gard , yet any one of these wine bib­
bers, who for years have been unre-
buked would be prompt ly churched 
ii they communed wi th other denomi­
nations. They are not allowed to ex­
ercise the r igh t of free t bought , a t 
least not to the extent of pu t t ing i t in 
practice. Of w h a t ea r th ly good are 
such pulpits? 

We would not reflect upon the many 
high-minded and scholarly ministers 
of the Baptis t church but wish j t t o be 
understood as condemning the offend 
ing class. 

We think t h a t the Bapt is t church, 
as a church, has about reached the 
climax of i ts usefulness as an indepen 
dent colored organization. I t is a 
creature of the past . 

How many schools managed and sup­
ported by Negroes can the Bapt is t 
church point to as their own?. Are 
they not almost entirely dependant 
upon the whi tes for the means of edu­
cation? 

They have litt le appreciat ion for 
the learned men of their number, 
who have and who are str iving to pro­
mote the work of education. No bet­
ter i l lustrat ion of this t r u t h could 
be asked titan the indifference with 
which they t r e a t the memory of t h a t 
earnest man. the late Dr. 'Simmons. 

A church t h n t would not care for 
the widow and mark wi th a monu­
ment the rest ing place of such a man, 
does no t deserve to exist ano ther dec­

ade, i 
Almost every progressive Bapt is t 

church among the Negroes is in a 
whi te association. Why has the Bap­
tist denomination so declined? 

Simply because of the intolerance 
t h a t has prevented free discussion and 
the transference of power to the pro­
gressive element. 

In many cities the Bapt is t still 
•nave the majority of tlie young peo­
ple connected wi th their Sabbath 
schools bu t they seldom get them In­
to the fellowship of the church. 

Wake up . ye Bapt i s t ministry! Wake 
up and live in the present. Let vour 
young people ta lk , plan and lead if 
you w a n t to live. 

The day has come when it is no long­
er to be considered a blasphemy to 
doubt the soundness of " ta les of t r ips 
to a burning hell," or to tu rn wi th 
d i ^ u s t from the profane preneher(?) 
who spi t t ing, sp 'u t ter ing . whining and 
jumping, a.s lie howls and yells encour­
ages tlie old folks to shout and claims 
to be moved by the Holy Ghost, in his 
shameful performances. Away wi th 
such pagan practices and in the place 
of this wretched heathenism, p u t the 
"Weed of God preached in pur i ty and 
t r u t h . " 

True, the Bapt i s t pulpi t Is not t h e 
only pulpit thus desecrated and "Plu­
t a r c h " intends his remarks to apply 
equally to every preacher(?) guil ty of 
such blasphemeous proceedings and 
to every religious organizat ion toler­
a t ing it. 

Why do such ignorant preachers sur­
vive and prosper? 

Because they pro tec t themselves from 
criticism by the exercise of methods 
of intolerance e q m l to those of the 
days of the inquisition. . Do the more 
enlightened people submit and remain 
in the church? No. when they nre no t 
able to reform these abuses they leave 
the church. In many c l t ieannd towns 
the colored hcurches nre composed al­
most entirely of aged and middled 
aged people w h o are unlearned as well 
ns Impecunious. Hence, the existence 
of so m a n y tumbled down nnd d i r ty 
meeting houses and the survival of so 
many ecclesiastical clowns and monte-
banks. 

The Negro press w i th all Its boasted 
devotion t o the cause of race progress, 
truckles t o t h e hos t of pagans w h o 
bluff b n t never pat ronise i t . 

L*t those Journals t h a t are edited 
by fit men tell the t r u t h for ten years 
and the Afro-Amerinn cehurches would 
be mnrveJoasly benefitted. 

Bishop Gran t or no o ther bishon 
or preacher, and no combinat ion of 
preachers can injure the pnp«r t h n t 
t akes t rue nnd high grounds and 
ta lks o u t boldly. 

Let the young men and women and 
the progressive old people of the race 
assert themselves and vindicate t h e 
t r u t h of thei r convictions. „

labors? 

Simply because, a l though he knows 
the t r u t h and is hard a t work along 
the r igh t line, ye t o u t ol policy he 
ta lks another way . 

In his clear cut criticisms of the meth 
ods and workings of the Educat ional 
depar tment of his church Bishop Grant 
has shown t h a t he has no inferior as 
a level headed and far-sighted general 
He knows w h a t is true and r ight . Bish­
op, just quit flattering your people 
and talk o u t like you feel and think 
w a y down in your big heart .

MT. VERNON IN 1 7 5 0 . 

w T a s b t t a s t e m H o p e d t o F i n d B a p p l a 

I n S e c l u s i o n . 

In a le t t e r from Mount Vernon, dated 
Ju ly 10, 1759, Washington wrote as fol­
lows: " I am now, I believe, fixed in 
this seat, wi th an agreeable par tner for 
life, and I hope to find more happiness 
in ret i rement t han I ever experienced 
in th is wide and bust l ing world." 

This was no Utopian dream, trans­
iently indulged amid the charms of nov­
elty. I t was a deliberate purpose with 
him, the result of innate and enduring 
inclination. Throughout the whole 
course of his career agricultural life ap­
peared to have been the beau ideal of 
his existence which haunted his 
thoughts , even amid the stern duties of 
the field, and to which he recurred with 
unflagging interest, whenever unable 
to indulge his na tu ra l bias. Mount 
Vernon was his harbor of repose, where 
he repeatedly furled his sail and fancied 
himself anchored for life. No impulse 
of ambition tempted him thence, noth­
ing bu t the call of his country and his 
devotion to the public good. The place 
was endeared to him by the memory 
of this brother, Lawrence, and of the 
happy days he had passed here wi th t h a t 
brother in boyhood; bu t i t was a de­
lightful place in itself and well calcu­
lated to inspire the rura l feeling. The 
mansion was beautifully si tuated on a 
swelling height crowned with wood 
and commanding a magnificent view up 
and down the Potomac. The grounds 
immediately about it were laid out 
somewhat in the English style. The 
estate was apportioned into separate 
farms devoted to different kinds of 
culture, each having i ts allotted labor­
ers. Much, however, was still covered 
wi th wild woods, seamed wi th deep 
dells and running wate r and indented 
wi th inlets—haunts of deer, and 
lurking place of foxes. The whole 
woody region along the Potomac from 
Mt. Vernon to Belvoir and far beyond, 
with i ts range of forest and hills and 
picturesque promontories, affording 
sport of various kinds and was ft noble 
hunt ing ground. Washington had 
hunted through it wi th old Lord Fair­
fax in his stripling days. We do not 
wonder t h a t his feelings throughout 
his life incessantly reverted to it.

AN AGED CITIZEN GONE. 
Mr. Stanton Hunton of Chatham Dies of 

Heart Failure. 
Mr. S tan ton Hunton, mention of 

whose death w a s made last week, w a s 
born in F a r q u h a r county, Virginia, 
about the year 1800. He was one 
of the early sett lers a t Chatham, Ont., 
having come to Canada in 1840 after 
having purchased his freedom. He 
w a s married in 1848 to Miss Conyers 
of Cincinnati, O., and established him­
self in his new home in Chatham. 

Of thir teen children, seven boys and 
t w o girls are now living, the young­
est of whom is twenty-four years of 
age. Mrs. Hunton died twenty- two 
years ago , leaving the care of the fam­
ily to her bereaved husband. 

Mr. Hunton w a s appointed a trus­
tee of the British and American Insti­
tu t e , la t ter ly known as the Dawn In­
s t i tu te and now known as the Wilber­
foree Educat ional Ins t i tu te ; and he 
w a s also a member of the memorable 
John Brown convention held a t Chat­
ham prior t o his famous raid a t Har­
per 's Fer ry . 

By his industry and frugality, the 
deceased provided for himself and his 
family a comfortable home and living 
and gave most of his children a liberal 
education. He w a s an honorable cit­
izen and a peaceful neighbor. He w a s 
beloved by his children and highly re­
spected by all who knew him. Mr. 
Hunton , though no t nn educated 
man w a s a cons tan t reader of good 
l i tera ture; and his many friends, both 
young and old. ever found in him a 
genial and sociable companion. 

While visiting his daughter , Mrs. V. 
Berry, in London, he w a s taken sud­
denly ill on Fr iday . June 12th, and 
after an illness of only eight days, dur­
ing which time he manifested in a very 
remarkable degree t h a t spirit of pa­
tience and contentment which sustain­
ed him th roughou t his long and use­
ful life. To the Rev. Dr. Oliver he 
would ta lk freely and confidently of 
his hope of e ternal life through the 
blood of Christ and of the br ight and 
and happy home to which ne w a s 
soon t o go; bu t w t i h his children, he 
would ta lk of things which happened 
fifty or sixty years ago . endeavoring 
himself t o dispel the anxious looks and 
clouds of sorrow t h a t had settled up-
ont hem. 

The funeral took place a t 2 P . M., 
Sunday June 2 1 . from the B. M. E. 
church a t Chatham. The sermon w a s 
preached by the Rev. Dr. T. C. Oliver, 
of London. The bodv of the deceased 
w a s buried in Maple Leaf cemetery un­
der the direction of the masonic frater­
ni ty . Among the large number fo 
sorrowing relat ives and friends who 
paid their Inst t r ibu te of respect t o 
the dsad by a t tending the funeral were 
many of the oldest residents of Chat­
ham. 

THE CLASSIFICATION. 
Of tho Exhibits at fho World'* Fair a t Chi­

cago la 18»3. 
The coming s t a t e expositions a t 

Raleigh, N. C. and the one a t Wilming­
ton , Del., t o be held during the month 
of June i t is alleged will outl ine a 
tangible plan for the classification of 
our exhibits for the World 's Fa i r of 
1893. The information recently sent 
ou t t o the effect t h a t the Bureau of In­
s ta l la t ion of the World's Columbian 
Exposit ion, would take charge of the 
classi.ication and placing of ah exhibits 
has had the effect of removing from 
the minds of many , the doubts relat ive 
to the exact policy t o be pursued to­
w a r d s our intending exhibitors by the 
Exposit ion management . 

It will be of interest for all t o know 
t h a t th i s will be done a t an early da te 
as the peculiar discussions on the sep­
a r a t e exhibit question, which are mis­
understood by many would have 
eventually been the cause of an entan­
glement of the whole subject, detri­
mental t o all concerned. Secretary 
Hirst of Flor ida who had charge of 
the classification of the exhibits a t the 
Philadelphia Centennial and other ex­
positions, and w h o is now in charge 
of the Bureau of Instal la t ion referring 
to this subject said, t h a t all applica­
tions for space mus t be addressed to 
the Director-General of the Exposit ion, 
who will then refer the same to the 
Instal la t ion Depar tment . These ap­
plications are to be then classified and 
grouped. In shor t , t h e name of the 
individuals, or their na t iona l i ty are 
not t o be taken into consideration, 
but ?ach exhibitor is given a particu­
lar number. The names of all exhibi 
tors , of course, is known to the secre­
t a r y of the Instal la t ion Depar tment , 
but the fact as to whether such is 
whi te or black is n o t in any sense t o 
be considered. When the exhibits are 
placed in the various buildings they 
will be given an exhibit number, the 
name of the individual contr ibut ing 
the same being reserved by the Depart­
ment or Instal la t ion. In the bestowal 
of premiums the judges will make up 
their decisions from those exhibit num­
bers. Hence the name or nat ional i ty 
of exhibitors will only be b rough t t o 
light after the exhibits have been pass­
ed upon. This method will entirely 
eliminate every i o t a of discrimination 
and is the fairest manner possible to 
exhibit the displnys of all alike. J u s t 
how skillful, or commendable, colored 
citizens' exhibits a t the Fa i r in 1893 
will be therefore depends a l together 
upon their own individual efforts. The 
visitors t o t lie Exposit ion will know 
consequently, how to measure our mer­
its just in propor t ion as our exhibits 
in their regular classes take premiums. 
They will not be, as many suppose, 
labeled wi th any peculiar designation 
so t h a t the article can l>e known 
it is the product of ei ther a whi te 
or black ar t isan. Due publicity, of 
course, will be given the exhibit as 
well as i ts au thor , should such d r aw a 
premium. 

Any other method than this would 
be productive of con'usion. inasmuch 
as there will be exhibits of the same 
grade and make, from every civilized 
quar te r of the ea r th . J . E. Johnson.

If all the conventions of t h e A. M. 
E. church prove as g r e a t incentives 
to the work of the local charges a s t h e 
recent convention a t Adrian has prov­
ed to the church of* t h a t c i ty , th i s 
fact alone will amply repay all of the 
labor and pains which the delegates 
may have in prepar ing for them. The 
last convention acted wisely when they 
chose th is place for their meeting. 
Conferences and conventions are often 
voted to a place t o help the local in­
terests, bu t the benefits a re very rare­
ly as appa ren t a s in this instance.
