Items of discussion included the following:

l) Mr. Edgar Tedsen, Electrical Trades faculty, provided back-
ground information on the program which was established
as an agreement with General Motors to train apprentices.

2) Original program options were:

e Electro-Mechanical ]
(for industrial apprentices to receive an Associate's
Degree) ‘ :
@ Electrical Construction ‘
(included residential and commercial wiring for those
working in building trades for contractors)
NOTE: This option was temporarily discontinued five
years ago when the building industry experienced
. a recession. Each fall, ETT 125, National
g : Electrical Code, has been taught, and ETT 121,
Electrical Construction Wiring I, will be
reintroduced in September, 1987.
® Industrial Electronics
(for students preparing to install, service, and main-
tain electronic equipment for industry)

3) Dr. Rose emphasized the high quality of instrucfion presented
in the program and the excellent hands-on approach given
to the basics.
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4) The majority of students in the program are those who are
already employed and are studying for skill enhancement.

5) Approximately 200 new students enter the program each fall
and winter semesters (400 - 500 new enrollees each year.)
Mr. Tedsen expressed his concern over the increasing number
.0f students who are unable to comprehend technical manuals.
To address this issue, OCC is placing emphasis on basic
skills assessment in language arts and math for all incoming
students.

6) Dr. Rose discussed the .added emphasis which will be given
to recruiting high school students into the program. A
Marketing Director will be hired in the fall, and our Articu-
lation Programs with area vocational schools and county
high schools will be promoted. ‘

7) Mr. Tedsen .discussed pending changes in ETT 133 - Industrial

Applications of Electronics. This course may be revised
to include how to size motors for different applications
and installation practices for grounding. It could also

be expanded into a programmable controller course.

'8) The subject area of Estimating is one which needs addressing.
This course <could be offered as. a non-credit seminar to
test the curriculum before it is expanded into a credit
course. : :

9) The workbook for National Electrical Code, ETT 125, needs
revision. Mr. Radtke expressed his willingness to be hired
as a consultant for this project. - Mr. Tedsen will compile
a description of this project (purpose, time needed, cost,
etc.) and forward it to Dr. Rose. This workbook would
be sold to students through the campus bookstore.

ulO)Committeé members emphasized the importance of teaching
the basics in the electrical courses. . Vendors can then
.teach specifics of the system when students are hired.

11)Dr. Rose encouraged the members to contact him or Mr. Tedsen
at any time with questions or concerns regarding the Electri-
cal Trades Curriculum. Advisory Committee members are
welcome to participate in workshops and seminars which
are offered through OCC's Business and Professional Institute.

iZ)Inspection of the Electrical Lab concluded the meeting.
