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8. How does OCC's program differ? 

• The legal assistance program has been ABA approved since 1987. The 
cost of ace Legal Assistant program is $48.70 per credit for residents and 
$82.40 per credit for non-residents. Therefore, it is cheaper than most 
programs at other institutions. Classes are small, just as they are at other 
institutions. Classes at ace are a maximum of 20 students. 

ace offers a two year Associates Degree in Applied Science with a Legal 
Assistant major or for those already holding a baccalaureate degree, it is 
possible to earn a Legal Assistant Certificate. This option is offered at the 
majority of compared institutions. Many of the courses offered at ace are 
similar or the same as the majority of compared institutions, with little 
variations.
