* “Credential” was added to the certificate /degree in order to include non-
credit.

*  We did affirm our intention to say “employment”, not “employment readiness”
because of our commitment to be responsive to the needs of our local
community, specifically a trained workforce.

*  We will need to consider what the implications will be for career counseling
and placement services at the college if one of our goals is to increase
employment.

* Next we will begin a process of selecting key performance indicators (KPI) to
track our progress in measuring, understanding, and increasing student success.
