CHURCH. 

What the General Cenventlon Did—The 
Two Report*— No- Time for Legis­

lation—Tho Memorial Not 
Ignored. 

To the Editor of THB PLAIKDBALBK. 

Sir,—An edior ia l appear s in your issue 
of November 1, which, if permitted to pass 
unchallenged,, may gender a prejudice 
which will prove detr imental to the work 
of the Episcopal church among Afro 
Americans. The editorial in question cen­
sures the general Convention for an alleged 
refusal to take action upon a memorial 
presented to it by the Afro Americans 
clergy. I t says: 

"The refusal of the General Convention 
of the Protestant Episcopal church to take 
up the memorial of the Afro-American 
clergy and pass action upon it savors of 
rank cowardice and is dlrectlv contrary to 
the teaching of Christ and b rough t shame 
and disgrace upon that c h u r c h . " 

From this it would appear that no action 
was taken upon the memorial and that it 
was totally ignored. Such, at least, would 
be a valid inference. But, do the facts 
justify this decision? Let us see. 

In order that we may better unders tand 
the action taken, a few words of explana­
tion as to the work of the convention are 
necessary. I t is a representative body of 
entire church in the United States, which 
assembles tri-annually. T h e unfinished 
business of each preceding convention is 
taken up regularly, and in order at each 
succeeding one. Among the questions 
laid over from the convention of 1886 were 
those of liturgical revision, marr iage and 
divorce, change of name and proport inate 
representation. After the opening of the 
convention, one of the first questions taken 
up was that of liturgical revision. This 
occupied the greater part of the t ime of the 
convention. When the debate was at its 
height, on Monday, October 21, Rev. Dr. 
Huntington obtained the fkwvand present­
ed the memorial of trie Afro-American 
clergy (having obtained a supervision of 
the proceedings). T h e memorial was re­
ferred to a joint commftte, whereupon, the 
secular press heralded it broadcast 
through! the land that " t h e general con­
vention refused to take up the petition of 
the co ored clergy." Denominationl papers, 
forgetful of the t ransparent bouses in 
which they are themselves dwell ing, seized 
upon this as an epicure upon a choice 
morsel, and thus the fiction grew. 

Thursday, the 24th, the last day of the 
convention, the joint committee brought 
before the house the following reports: 

MAJORITY RKPOKT. 

The Jnlnt Committee, to whom was refer­
red the Petition of •Colored Clergy and Laity, 
aakiug tbe Geuerei Convention to define the 
relations of people of color to this (Jnurch, 
re'speotfully report : 

That this Church accepts the declarations 
of the Word of God, written by Divine in­
spiration, " tha t God hath made of one blood 
all nations of men for to dwell on all tbe face 
of the ear 'h." tbat all men woo are baptized 
'are baptized into Christ, ' tha t in Him 
" tnere Is neither J e w nor Greek, there is 
neither bond nor free—for ye .are all one in 
Jesus Christ. 

The Church of Christ knows no difference 
In the renewing and sanctifying influence of 
the Holy Spirit, in tbe grace of divine sacra­
ments, or in tbe privileges and obligations of 
the Christian life, " for by one spirit we are 
all baptized into one body, whether we be 
Jews or Gentiles . . . . and have beeu 
all made to drink Into on- Spiri t ." 

Tbe grace of Holy Orders and the authority 
and responsibility of ministers of Christ is 
the same for all who ar eordained in cbe 
Church of God. 

The bishops of this Church have conse­
crated to the Highest office of the Cbristain 
ministry, the tU. Rev. Samuel D. Ferguson, 
and so clothed one of this race with all tbe 
perngattves and dignities of Che Episcopate. 

This General Convention bas received a 
colored clergyman of tbe diocese of Texas as 
one of its members, and thereby made him, 
in Its privileges, the peer of every clergyman 
of this body. 

Those facts declare to the whole world the 
position of this Church, following as she does 
the example of the Catholic Cbnrch in ail 
"Res; and show that this General Convention 
has by no act or law admitted or implied tha t 
a d'fference of race or color affords grounds 
'or a ll-iinjtiou In legislative r ights or privi­
leges. 
, Questions of jurisiictlon and representation 
in the several diooeees, have, und- r our con-
etitunon, beeu committed to them, and they 
are questions over which the General Con-

tion, as such, has no coatroL

it impossible for tbe Church to adopt or 
entertain. 

That principle is the legitimacy of a dif­
ference In the Church's t reatment of its 
members and ministers, recognizing and 
based upon these differences in race and 
color. 

That principle is foreign and hostile to the 
whole spirit of our Church. All men who 
are admitted to tbe same order of her 
ministry ar* alike in ber sight, and bevi the 
same responsibilities and right. She knows 
nothing of tbe color of men's skins. Every 
ecclesiastical law imposed upon tbe black 
man must be imposed aim on the white. 
Every ecclesiastical privilege given to the 
white man must be given also to tbe black. 
Any legislative action which makes race or 
color a ground of discrimination causes the 
Church to be false to ber mission at the 
messenger of ber Master, who is the Saviour 
and "he Lord of all men. 

There can be no such thing as an African 
Church within her borders. 

In application of these troths, the Com­
mittee recommend the passage of tbe follow­
ing resolutions: 

Resolved, 1. That this C h e ^ h recognises 
no distinction between ber ministry having 
relation to their race or color. 

Resolved, 2. That all legislation involving 
such distinction is contrary to the spirit of 
the Cbnrch of Christ. 

Rrsolved, 3. T hat tbe legislation proposed 
in the Resolutions referred to this Committee 
being based upon ;tbe differences of race and 
color ought not to be adopted by tbe Conven­
tion.

A brief, bu t spirited debate ensued, 
whereupon the majority report was adopt­
ed. T h e convention felt that , as tbe 
clergymen had only asked for an express­
ion of opinion, the majority report answered 
it. There was no time for legislation, even 
were this within the province of the con­
vention. T b e question was too momentous 
to discuss in a few short hours . Dr. Hun­
tington one of, if not the staunchest and 
warmest , supporters of the memorial , 
voted in favor of the majority report . 

T h e presence of Afro American delega­
tes on the floor of the hous-3 tak ing par t in 
the deliberations of the convention, an­
swered the question as to the status of the 
Afro American in the church . 

T h e editorial says further: " T h e action 
of tbe general convention is In marked 
contrast to that of the Presbyter ian church 
Nor th which has refused to unite with the 
Presbyterian church South, because of its 
att i tude on the race quest ion." 

T h e Episcopal church does not favor 
schism. A proposition, or perhaps better, 
a resolution was presented to tbe conven­
tion to set off the Afro-Americans into a 
separate organization. Tbe proposition 
died with its birth, showing clearly that 
the church believes in the equality of all 
men and does not want any separation. 

I have hastily writ ten this* article in 
order that the many who read T H B P L A I N 
D E A L E R , w h o are unacquainted with the 
action of the general convention in to to 
may not be biased in their judgement from 
the meagre facts theTS presented, and to 
show that the memorial was not ignored.

Ent i t led to CoMleeration. 
Staunton RefrubUfn.fi: I t is the common 

impression that the colored voters of 
Virginia have a r ing in their noses and are 
led by par ty bosses as sheep to the slaugh­
ter. T h e election on Tuesday dispelled 
this delusion. They demonstrated that 
they are citizens of the state, who feel an 
interest in the welfare of the common­
weal th, and that they have the courage to 
break away from par ty association when 
tbe commonweal th is in peril. All over 
the state such characters are found, and it 
is to their gri t and moral courage that 
much of the credit is due for the over­
whelming defeat of Mahone. They de­
serve the thanks of all good citizens for tbe 
part they took in effecting the result. 
When the pressure that was brought to 
bear upom them; the temptation to which 
they were subjected, and the natura l 
affection they feel for the Republican name 
are considered, the courage and patriotism 
of these voters may be, in a degree, under 
stood. W e have never seen in any elect­
ion more t rue character shown by the 
colored " k i c k e r s " of Staunton and Augus­
ta county than was displayed on last Tues­
day. I t was so, no doubt , in other por­
tions of tbe state, and give a new and im­
pressive phase to the colored man's relation 
to politics. I t shows that mttny of them 
can not be led by designing demagogues, 
regardles of the interest involved, and that 
ihey can be trusted when a supreme issue 
arises involving the welfare of the common­
wealth. W e will have less of t h e ' 'n igger" 
party hereafter. T h e result challenges the 
admirat ion of fair-minded men everywhere 
and will entitle them to a consideration 
which has not heretofore been accorded 
them from their political opponents . 

The Beet Weavers in t h e World. 
T h e Boston Advertuer speaking of Afro-

American labor recently said: " the colored 
men have proved themselves capable and 
efficient in all k inds of agricul tural woik , 
bu t their adaptabil i ty to manufac tur ing 
labor is doubt fu l . " In answer to this a 
superintendent of weaving who has had 
extensive practice both as a practical 
weaver and a section boss over skilled 
Irish and English help in N e w England 
and F rench help In Canada, wri t ing to the 
Manufacturing Record, says: I feel myself 
competent to estimate the relative merits of 
different classes of workers , and I venture 
the assertion that tbe best weavers in the 
world will be found among the new gener­
ation of colored boys and girls now " com 
log upon the marke t , " if I may use the 
expression. 

A DISSENTING VOICE. 
NOT EXPATRIATION NOR LABOR WILL 

SOLVE THE VEXED QUESTION. 

But Opportunity—The Whi t e Americans 
Must Reform—A Call far Martyrs— 

Agitate Like Men. 

To tbe Editor of THE PLAIKDKALER. 

8 I R : — A short t ime ago I purposed 
asking space in your invaluable columns 
to enter my dissents from the views and 
plans of two wor thy clergymen of the 
Negro race who purposed expatriat ion as 
the sure solution of all our troubles, social, 
political, and the like, and now comes 
another of the cloth, Rev. W. H. Sher­
wood of Tallahasse, Fla. , and recommends 
work as the t rue solution. 

As a Negro . I enter m y protest 
against the former and my indignation 
and censure towards the latter. T o 
leave America for any spot on the 
face of the earth, so as to remedy the ills 
we suffer, is playing the coward in the 
battle for our rights, and appearing like tbe 
whipped rooster with his head under his 
wings seeking somewhere to save himself 
f iom blows be cannot meet and defeat. 

America is the Negro's home. He 
fought for it at Bunker ' s Hill and at 
Appommat tox—What higher r ight to live 
here? He has aided in its progress among 
nations, and above all he is a citizen and 
under its laws he is entitled to equal and 
exact justice with all other citizens. Bu t 
it is urged this is all theopy. 

I answer when will it ever be practice by 
abandoning tbe effort to pu t theory into 
practice? I t is idle to th ink to reform the 
white man ' s prejudice towards the Negro 
by leaving the country , in the face of tbe 
emigrating crowds from Europe . W h a t 
advantageth the Negro race to leave their 
count ry as exiles to live in New Mexico? 

If every man and woman leaving became 
millionaires in Mexico, how would that 
solve the problem of Negro hate by the 
white man in America? He who remained 
would be the self-same despised Negro yet. 

I am not disposed to believe that tho 
problem of bow to abolish the whi te man ' s 
prejudice is to argue from the individual to 
tbe race but vice versa. T h e proof of this 
is seen in tbe prejudice shown the in­
dividual Negro of Intelligence and cul ture 
and money, and that shown the poor and 
ignorant Negio—one is tolerated, the other 
is abused openly. 

American prejudice of the white man is 
dying out , bu t slowly. Educat ion, con 
tact and money possessed by tbe Negro 
will hasten it, and this brings me to the 
second problem offered, viz , work. This 
is a most comprehensive word and is to tie 
found in the third requisite I have men­
tioned, namely contact. 

T o say that the Negro in America needs 
to work is to cast an un tly st igma on 
him. He needs not to be taught to work, 
for he is not lazy, and the proof of this is 
ready at hand. 

Wha t the Negro wants . Dr. Sherwood, 
is opportunity to work—otherwise expressed 
contact with his white fellow man in the 
struggle for advancement . What he 
possesses to-day in point of education and 
wealth, is in spite of the meagre oppor tu 
nity given him. H e has been shut out 
from learning trades, from the schooi 
house, the university, the counting house, 
and the many other privileges and Indus 
tries enjoyed by his fellow w bite citizens, 
except in a few instances and in these he 
has never f died to seize the oppor tuni ty 
when given. 

1 call upon the American white race to 
give the Negro opportuni ty and if he fails 
by that to extinguish the white mau 's pre­
jud ice I know of no further remedy. 

T b e Negro is to become the educator of 
the white man concerning his alleged in­
feriority. H o w can this be done? Let 
first the Government recognize h im as a 
man and a citizen, and give him public 
office, as such and not as a Negro. Then 
we shall see him at Berlin as well as Li­
beria; at Paris as well as Hayt i , represent­
ing his country. I n the work shop, the 
county bouse, the grocery, at the type set­
ting machine, as shot t hand writer, as car 
conductor , as salesman; let the noble Nor th 
grant him entrance, and teach the preju­
diced ones that they believe he is a man 
with a soul and not a beast of burden. 

These things will do more for the Negro 
than either expatriat ion or work in the 
sense of labor with tbe hands. 

Where are our graduates from our col­
leges? Can they get work. Rev. Sher­
wood; save as barbers, school teachers or 
waiters 

It is well known that in the city of De­
troit there are today honest, intelligent and 
of good m~>ral character colored men and 
women , who can gel no work save as 
hotel waiters or porters on railroad cars, 
and yet they a te as fully competent as 
many white ones found in banks , grocery 
shops, hardware and other stores of mer­
chandise, and our young women who can 
type write copy by long hand, write short 
hand, and know that 86 inches m a k e a 
yard, are also denied these employments ; 
bow then can it be justly said we need to 
learn to work? 

Tbe solution is no t chiefly in the bands 
of the Negroes, bu t the American w h i t e 
citizen needs first to reform his ways a n d 
his ideas or convictions. If intelligence is 
w h a t we need, why a re not the intell igent 

colored man or woman given tbe like o p 
portuni ty wi th the white. I t money is 
what we need, why is not the wealthy 
colored man or woman accorded all pr iv 
ileges as the whi te man or worn in of l ike 
s tanding. 

If these questions can not be Buccese-
fully answered, then the N e w Orleans 
Times-Democrat is r ight in its v iew, | tha t it 
is not color nor condition, bu t a "na tura l 
race an tagonism." If tbis be t rue a war of 
the two race) is inevitable. How sad to 
contemplate, yet who believes that when 
five millions of the coloi ed race become 
educated not only in letters bu t in a 
knowledge o f t h d r r ights, they will con­
t inue to suffer this oppression. Are our 
whi te fellow citizens ready to do us tbe 
injustice to put us to this test. B u t we 
must prepare for some such as a last re­
sort; we have long suffered and are still 
suffering. 

W e mus t be united, no t only for our 
advancement , bu t for our protection and 
preservation. 

O u r National League as proposed, mus t 
divest itself of seekers for fame and look 
out for mar ty r s as Mr. Tourgee . well re­
commends . Already three several calls a re 
made by three several self constituted set 
of leaders. Dissension therefore stares us 
in the face T h e first call ought to be an­
swered and when met in convention the 
chaff should be sifted from the wheat. 
Our little local clubs of pseudonym leaders 
will then find themselves where they be­
long before an intelligent body of colored 
men of the Nat ion . 

I have written a longer letter than I pro 
posed, hu t the subject is inexhaustible, 
Excuse me, therefore, for occupying so 
much of your valuable space, but let us 
agitate our wrongs like men and not like 
cats in strife and jealousy.

There are probably m a n y more Negro 
orators in this city than in all the provinces. 
I mean orators that are orators. T b e sue . 
cessful and popular N e w York colored 
orator is a gent leman and a scholar, an 
earnest, impassioned and unselfish worker 
for bis race. T h e best of these appel lants 
for equali ty is the Rev. W. B. Derrick. 
His name is magnet ic for people of both 
colors. On and off the stage he is an 
earnest man and when you shake his hand 
you feel the good impression of a simple 
man with a iarge brain. He has suffered 
over and over again the persecution of his 
people, yet he appeals a lways, not in 
revenge, bu t in good Engl ish and good 
will.

At the t ime when news was received in 

Minneapolis, about two years ago, of a 
splendid ball in New York , I read that the 
cotillion was lead by Lispenard Stewart . 
There is a graceful sound and a graceful 
look in that name wbich fixed it in my 
memory. I look a > interest in Lispenard 
Stewart and found he was an exlremely 
wealthy young N e w Yorker and a prom­
inent leader of the German. Abou t two 
weeks ago the name of Lispenard Stewart 
was placed before the public as the name 
of a Republican nominee for the State 
Senate. I thought tbe announcement 
referred to his father. Bu t it is the young 
man who has been selected. Like Sir 
John Porter , he was leader of the german 
so successfully that now he will probably 
be senator, you see. Of course, when it 
was " the Hon Lispenard Stewar t " next 
on the program of a n cent mass meeting, 
I was on tip-toe with curiosity. I was 
impatient to see this young m i l l i o n a i e 
whose name was so familiar to me , and 
who apparently wi thout an effort, had 
giaduated from leading Irish, Scotch, 
French , Italians and Americans. 

He came, but alas I he was no Alci-
biadesl He is not half bo prepossessing as 
Minneapolis ' own Sam Hill. Oh, he was 
a mild young man " n y t h e r " robust in 
phyMque nor voice, and no more robuster 
in grasp of mind than the average time-
waster. His beard, a la Francais . was 
delicate, and behind his gold-rimmed 
spectacles there was a glimpse of good-
natured eyes. His mother 's boy made a 
few remarks , told a pretty good story and 
retired. 

I t was unfor tunate that Dr . Derrick, 
with his strong, da rk lace, his manlv 
voice, followed " Lii-pv " The colored 
man used better English, and showed in 
one sentence more power and equipment 
for tbe position of a senator than Lipsy 
hinted at in all his remarks and his story. 
Dr. Derrick was the only colored orator 
who spoke at this meeting, and his speech, 
in eloquence and knowledge, led all the 
rest.

LEAGUE FOR WOMEN. 
WHAT THEY MK3HT DO FOR THOSE 

OF THEIR SEX WHO NEED WORK. 

Boston Merchants 6tudy the Situation— 
Omnia Tinclt Amor—Thlre Anniver­

sary—Their Candidate 

BOSTON, Mass., Nov. 18.—Rev. Theo­
dore Gould of the Charles street A. M. E . 
church, at the close of the sermon on las t 
Sunday evening referred to a letter which 
he had received from a Boston business 
man offering to aid in the work mapped 
out by Miss Lillian Lewis in her pape r , 
" A Proposed National Vigilance Com­
mittee of W o m e n , " read before the L e a g u e 
on tbe evening of the 5th inst., in which 
she proposed that a bureau be established 
in connection with the League to furnish 
worthy and capable colored women w i t h 
work Rev. Gould said that there was a 
good deal of discussion going on a m o n g 
the white business men of Boston concern­
ing the charge made against them tha t 
they discriminated against the colored 
people in stores and other places of busi­
ness. He, Rev. Gould, was one of t h e 
colored men who proposed to speak of 
this injustice until it was righted. T h e 
Rev. gentleman said further that t he 
Catholic church is treating the colored 
people in tbis country in such a h u m a n e 
and Christian manner that they are rapidly 
winning them over to their faith. And if 
the Protestant people do not look out, a 
large percentage of the 8,(00,000 of colored 
people in the United States will be found 
in tbe Catholic church. 

T h e marriage of Mr. W illiam P. Goodell 
of Boston and Miss Ednah Simmons of 
Chelsea, is announced and it is said will 
occur about Dec. 18. — omnia tineit amet. 

T b e Boston National League will cele­
brate their second anniversary on the 3rd 
December. 

The Cambridge National League held 
their first public meeting in the Mechanic 
Hall, 564 Main street on the evening of the 
14th inst., speeches were .made by Rev. J . 
A. Brocket t, S. M. Car ring ton, R e v . 
Jerr ie M. Harre l and others. Mr. A. S. 
Pryor of the executive committee present­
ed t he following resolutions for the League 
wbich were unanimously adopted; Where ­
as we fully appreciate the uncertainty of 
political parties in that, their conduc t 
towards the Afro-Americans is so seldom 
characterized by either just ice or magnan­
imity in their recognitoin of bis fitness for 
and right to the emoluments of cit izenship 
due him both by reason of bis fidelity to 
the Union , and his desire and capacity for 
elevation to that plane which make possible 
tbe pursuits of " peace, happiness a n d 
domestic t ranqui l l i ty . " as free, lo ja l , 
citizens, willing to render that obedience to 
the laws of the land, and to share whatever 
responsibilities are encumbent upon h im. 

Moreover, believing there are many w h o 
would deal fairly with this question of 
Negro citizenship', handled so fastidiously 
by the majority of those, even who profess 
the same political faith as the mass of ou r 
people, yet, from the kindly and sincere 
interest manifested b y ' b e Hon. ex-Senator 
W m . Pi t t Kellogg of Louisiana, as set 
forth in a special dispatch to the Boston 
Herald dated Nov. 4th, 1889. in an 
interview between himself and the Publ ic 
Pr in te i , in respects to N g r o patronage a t 
Washington, I) C , and also in a special 
dispatch to the same paper dated Nov. 7, 
1889, respecting the recent Republican 
defeat in Iowa. Virginia, and Ohio, and 
the at tempt of President Harrison, to build 
up a white man*party in the South, we feel 
it our du ty to memorialize the pluck, man­
hood and largeness of heart, wbich chal­
lenged tbe admiration and respect of every 
thoughtful member of the race. There­
fore, be it resolved that we. as a body, 
organized to augment and facilitate the 
efficiency of any and all impartial meas­
ures and to encourage those who labor for 
tbe elevation of our race, do, most sincere­
ly take this means of extending to t h e 
Hon. Wm. P i t t Kel!ogg our warmest com­
mendation and thanks tor the able a n d 
forcible manner in which he represented 
our cause before the Nat ion , trusting he 
may once more become the worthy a n d 
efficient representative of his const i tuency, 
when he re turns to tbe true principles of 
Republicanism.

On the plains of Maratho n whete was 
fought that famous batt le which decided 
the contest between European and Asiatic 
civilization, the t r iumphan t Athenians 
erected twelve monuments to commemor­
ate their victory over Dar ius ' barbarian 
hosts. Each monument was in honor of 
an element of tnat valiant little band which 
withstood and conquered onthat memorable 
September day, the millions of Asia which 
had come to despoil Greece of her liberty* 
and thus substi tute Eastern despotism for 
Western liberty. 

I twas a day which called forth all the 
energies of Greece. T h e Athenians were 
slave holders. H a d their slaves sided with 
their enemies, Athens would have lost and 
thus the destiny of the world been changed. 
But on this occasion the slaves were fa i th­
ful to their country 's defense. As a token 
of their recognition of lueir s lavts ' fidelity 
aud patriotism, one of the monuments 
erected by the Athenians on their famous 
battle g round was dedicated to slaves who 
save their life for their masters on the field 
of Marathon. 

Tha t remarkable sermon of Rev. J . 
Howard Carpenter , published in last 
week's Sentinel reminds us of the fact that 
the late Negro slaves was not less distin­
guished for fidelity to his masters or patri­
otism to the Southland than the ancient 
'"reek slaves, but what monument or shaft 
>rected on Southern soii by Southern hands 

commemorates the faithfulness of Negroes' 
deeds of kindness or acts of love? Had 
this love and kindness been less, the South­
ern Confederacy could not have stood a 
month. If the Negro had been as addicted 
as he is cbarged. lo murder , rape and arson, 
Yankee bayonets would have had little 
work to do. But the Negro was not then 
and he is not now the enemy of the white 
mau. T h e Southern whi te people have no 
more ardent friends on earth than their 
late Negro slaves and their descendants. 
The Negro is neither bellicose nor blood­
thirsty. If a war of race comes, it will 
not be of his seeking. 

A few weeks ago the editor of the Senti­
nel was seated in a comfortably tu r rmbed 
parlor of a wealthy colored man of this 
State. While sitting there a neatly dressed 
young white lady came In and asked for 
an interview with the proprietor of the 
residence. Her business was to have him 
erect a house for her home. The colored 
land owner and real estate dea'er agreed to 
do so. We soon discovered that this black 
man had brought his old m tster and mis­
tress from a far and given mem a splendid 
home near his own aud is now clothing 
and feeding them We have heard of 
other Cases of this kind which go to show 
that the Negro harbors no hate against the 
white man 

I t is known to be a fact that hundreds of 
colored men were employed in the service 
of the confederacy and that many com­
panies were enlisted and drilled tha t they 
might assist the Southerners in wh pping 
the Yankees. In their hoar of distress, 
they looked to the Negro for succor a n d 
the record shows that they never looked in 
vain 

Before going Into battle to win hisliiierty 
from Hayt iau slave masters. Tousnaint 
L 'Overture first took his master and his 
master 's family and concealed them in 
some mountain spot where the ravages of 
war could not reach them His conduct 
was exemplary of Negro fidelity in all ages. 
The Greek slave was faithful to his 
master, but for one day; for 
this be got a monument . Their Atheniau 
masters fought not for the privileges of 
extending the boundaries of slavery or 
riveting the chains more t ightly on the 
limbs of their slaves; theirs was a battle 
against a foreign invader, bent on destroy­
ing the liberties of all Greece. Had Darius 
issued the proclamation of Abraham 
Lincoln and had the contest been waged 
for the freedom of the Athenian slaves, we 
hesitate to write that the latter would have 
been as faithful to their Greek masters, as 
were the Negro slaves in the late war. 

In all history there is no prototype and , 
possibly, no parallel to the conduct of the 
Negro toward his master dur ing the civil 
war. This friendship and torgiveness 
shauld count for some thiug. In their rage 
to terrorize or export h im from the land of 
his birth and the ashes of his tires, let the 
Calhounds and their sympathizers remem­
ber bis record 

Though no shaft points to heaven in 
memory of that mercy aud faithful service 
tendered their old master 's wives and child­
ren, it should now and then delight them 
or recall, that when the Negro had an <op. 
portunity in their abseenc e <o despoil th i . r 
homes and wreak vengeance upon their 
land, he ( t h e slave) was kind and tender 
and faithful.

But the brother is inclin­
ing to the opinion that if he does not be­
gin very soon he'll not have a chance. If, 
they se< m to think, this administration 
does not m a k e at least one-half dozen 
prominent presidential appointments 
scattered over the Nor the rn states, we 
may as well quit . U p to date we have 
one in the person of James F . Townsend, 
of Illinois, while the District of Columbia 
without a single vote has been given one pres 
idential place and one departmental place 
in the persons of the Hon . Freder ick Doug­
lass to Hayti and Robert Terrell to a chief 
of a division in the treasury department , 
while the democratic state of Mississippi 
has three, one presidential and two de­
partmental places, to wit: J o h n R Lynch, 
J . J Spellman and G. C. Smith. Ala 
bama secured two presidential places, to-
wit: Hendley and Alexander, wi th Gorner 
as special agent in the interior depar tment , 
while loyal Kansas , Pennsylvania and 
doubtful New York . Michigan a . d Illinois ' 
are all given the husks of last years corn. 
Does it pay to be loyal? is beginning to be 
asked. Mr. Cleveland, as the democratic 
president appointed from the north J a m e s 
Mathews, New York ; C. H . J . Taylor . 
Kansas ; J ames Trot ter , Massachusetts, and 
Jos . Thompson . New York ; all colored, 
and all to distinctively representative pos 
itions. Mr Harrison, it is said, will ap­
point more colored men than any of bis 
republican predecessors, so we will not 
criticise, but wait. In the face of the re­
cent returns we may be regarded as being 
of some little moment to the party. 

A glance at these figures will dissolve 
the relative strength of the Negro to the 
republican party of the nation. T h e total 
vote of this nation in 1888 was 12,369,461, 
divided as follows:

W I T H remarkable quickness and with­
o u t loss of blood, the last empire of the 
Wes te rn continent has been over thrown, 
a n d in its place now stands the United 
8 ta tes of Brazil. The Emperor has been 
bough t off with a large sum and an 
annu i ty and has left the country . A 
provisional government has been formed 
a n d a congress of the Nineteen Provinces 
called to form a constitution and a Nat ional 
government . Marvelous have been the 
achievements of our times. 

TffK Free Prt-s in condemning the senti­
men t which exists in the South that recog­
nizee duel l ing as a chivalric practice, says. 
tha t the trouble is with those who abet 
such practice* by regarding them iu such 
a l ight . It then says opinion must be 
regula ted are the practice itself can be 
reformed. I t lays down this proposition 
tha t no communi ty can rise in its acts 
h i g h e r than its principles. VVe expected 
t he Free Pre** would go one better and 
denounce the barbarous t reatment of the 
Afro-American by this same class of people. 
I t is considered cowardly and mean for a 
bou rbon to brook equali ty wi th the Afro-
American soeial, civil or legal, and he t h a t 
b rooks the prevailing sentiment is shunned. 
T h i s is why there are so many lynchings 
o r homicides on such slight provocation 
f rom a black man. As we have said before 
t h e Free Press is one-sided and cannot see 
the t ru th exceptffrom one standpoint . 

T i r a correspondent who, in this week 's 
i s sue takes exception to a P L A I N D E A L E R 

editorial relative to the a t t i tude of. the 
General Episcopal Convention to the mem­
orial of its Afro American c lergymen, 
does not answer the a rgumen f . T H E 
P L M N D B A L E R assumes now as it did then, 
t ha t it was cowardly to postpone act ion; 
t ha t the question was of more vital impor­
tance than liturgical revision. T h e rela­
t ion of these clergymen to the church in 
Virginia and South Carolina demanded 
set t lement . The laudatory work of the 
Convention of which the correspondent 
(who is a Detroit y o u n g gentleuan s tudy­
ing for the ministry) writes, has been 
spoken of in tones of praise in these col­
u m n s ; still that part of the work of the 
cou vent ion js no excuse for deferr ing a 
quest ion that had for its suppor t justice 
and the teachings of C H K I S T . If the con­
vention had time to le.ive the unfinished 
w o r k of the la.->t convention to dispose of 
the resolution f ivoring a separate church , 
it would have taken t ime to settle the 
quest ion ra ther thau leaving it to the 
mercies of the unchari table and prejudiced 
dioceses of Virginia and South Carolina 
for another three years. 

T H E CAXL issued b y the Central Relief 
Bureau of Wash ing ton . D. C , for a con­
vention of Afro-Americans to meet in that 
city is for several reasons ill advised. 1st. 
Th i s is the third distinct call for a conven­
tion and instead of he lp ing it complicates 
matters . 2nd. It divides our s t rength 
and helps to destroy tha t which the Afro-
American most desires—unity of purpose . 
3. Washing ton is the last place in the 
count ry for a convention of the na tu re 
desired by the race, because of its political 
a tmosphere and the certainty tha t such a 
convention would drift in to a political 
affair for the purpose ef booming certain 
men. 

Of the calls issued tha t of T . Thos . 
For tune , who originated the idea of a 
National Afro-American League , and 
which ^promised so much about two years 
ago, seems to T H B P L A I N D E A L F B the one 
most deserving of the people. This is, 
however , liable to objection on account of 
location, which can be easily overcome. 
T H E P L A I N D K A L E R th inks that Chicago or 
some other liberal Nor thern Center, where 
the convention would meet wi th a favor­
able reception, where the press would dis 
cuss the issues involved in a friendly spirit 
would be far more preferable than Nash­
ville, which has a populat ion hostile to 
our purposes, and whose press is not ex­
ceeded in bitterness against the Afro-
American anywhere , and which willl take 
occasion to put the convention in a false 
l ight before the country . 

There is still t ime for a change and T H E 
P L A I N D E A L E R hopes tha t Mr. F O R T U N E 

will take advantage of it 
Meanwhile we nope the work of organ-

lza ion will continue.

"co lo red s c h o o l s " of Salina, Alabama, are 
closed this year for the want of money to 
run them. Beside m u c h of the money 
sent by the Nor th has been misappropri 
ated. W e copy one sample as given by the 
Southwestern Christian Advocate. 

There are twenty-six tocDonogh school 
buildings in this city, bnilt oa t of tbe money 
l f t for educational purp ise by the million­
aire John McDonogh. H s will provided tha t 
hi* benefactions should be equally shared by 
the colored as well as by tbe whites. But 
what has been the result? Instead of sharing 
equally out of the twenty-six buildings 
erected by that fund, the colored people bare 
had the use of only oae . McDono*b. , acbool 
building in this city, the one In the sixth 
district, which was built for them, and which 
tbey have occupied for thJ l is t rlfteea years. 
From this tbe> have been driven oat b y the 
police, by order of tbe present School Board. 
It is bat just to say that a pretty good build­
ing is br iu/ erected in Carrollton for the 
colored children and another tolerably fair 
building is now occupied by them In McDou-
cghville, bat apart from these the only res­
pectable public school bnllding occupied by 
our children, was tha t in tbe sixth district 
from which nearly five hundred of them 
have been driven into a worthless, uncom­
fortable and dilaplrated bulldiug to make 
room for about fifty white children. 

Another piece of gross injustice rests in 
the fact that third rate white teachers, hav-
ii g no sympathy with tbe race are placed in 
charge of nearly all of our colored schools 
while worthy acd competent colored teacoers 
are turned off.

One hears so m u c h now-a-days about 
the indifference of youth to pulpi t teach 
ings and the charge of modern irreverence 
is so frequently made against those who do 
not accept in toto the fiat of the elders tha t 
the following extracts from Freder ic W . 
Farrar ' s paper in the current number of 
the Forum, on '* Modern Claims In the 
Pu lp i t , " seems timely. T h e growing 
apathy in the pew* and t h e non-attendance 
of many whose presence and influence are 
especially desirable in o a r churches are not 
doe alone to modern depravity. N e w pul­
pit methods and a higher grade of charac­
ter in those who fill it is t h e demand of the 
hour and he is the successful pastor w h o 
fits himself for this requirement. I n this 
line of thought Mr. Fa r ra r says: 

" 1 he pulpi t , vast as is the power which 
it has exerted in the past is doomed to 
inanition if not gradual extinction unless 
it is careful to take note of the changing 
conditions of the age in which it works. 

There must be variety of 
topic, freshness of illustration and novelty 
of enforcement. In days 
when a preacher in learning and knowledge 
was necessarily a Triton among minnows 
be might be excused for adopt ing a certain 
dictatorial tone and for assuming that his 
ipse dixit was sufficient to dominate over 
the opinions of his audience. But when a 
preacher adopts such a style in these days 
a few are sure to be found even in village 
congregations who have a right to say 
" Oui autrefois, mais nous avons change 
tout cela." T h e modern 
preacher must never forget that though 
sermons yet retain an immense force in the 
moral, the spiri tual and the intellectual 
world they can no longer occupy the place 
which once they did. There was a t ime 
when to most hearers the sermon was 
Bible, history, romance, the newspaper, 
and tbe political harangue all in one. I t 
occupies a different position in these days. 
The school has appeared and of writ ing of 
books there is no end. Not only is the/ 
Bible in every hand, bu t tbe best infor­
mation respecting its meaning and history 
has been so widely popularized that even 
a bearer of moderate at tainments 
may know as much as the preach­
er. Science has been revolutionized, 
oplnons altered, doctrines reconsidered 
and set in new lights, scriptures 
retranslated and mult i tude of texts res­
cued and their significance explained. . . . 
. . Let the modern preacher ad-.pt him­
self to tbe changed conditions of his time. 
He must do his best to keep pace with tbe 
advance of knowledge. Let h im be quick-
eared to the whispers of all new or redis­
covered t ruths . Let him cease to be so in­
tolerably dictatorial. Let him learn toler­
ance and modesty, and endeavor to the 
best of bis power to preserve some freshness 
of thought . Above all let him keep him­
self and his opinions as far as possible ou t 
of sight. And then amid his thousand 
failures and imperfections, he will still find 
that sincerity and simplicity have not lost 
their power over human hearts, and that 
when a man s one endeavor is to speak the 
truth in love, he finds bis reward in the 
unfeigned grat i tude of many souls whom 
be has helped; because now no less than 
in the days of old, God sends forth hi« 
Seraphim with the burn ing coal from off 
tbe altar " t o touch and to purify the lips of 
w h o m he wil l ."

clear a brain as bis white neighbor could 
boast of Douglass, Bruce. Lvnch, 
Langston, Elliott and Smalls by tLeir 
strength of character and ability have 
indented the walls of prejudice and the 
Negro is finding place in the open fields of 
life to try conclusions with the rest of 
humanity. The election of two young 
men as class orators in leading universities 
is encouraging evidence that we are 
making headway, but over against this is 
tbe fact that two reputable gentlemen in 
our own metropolis were refused accom­
modation in a restaurant and the j u r y 
exonerated tbe proprietor and still worse in 
the South we are murdered, outraged and 
denied the right of suffrage by those for 
whom we have toiled and suffered. T r u e 
the whipping-post and auction block are no 
longer paraded in public but our hearts 
bleed at the long list of victims to Southern 
hatred and intolerance whoce lives are 
forfeited for devoi i .n to political principle. 
These wrongs cry for justice and to us who 
are free from the burdens tbey bear comes 
the duty of answering that appeal. T o 
accomplish this we must be united in 
strong, determined, in vincible organization. 
The work is ours and we must strive for 
the God-given rights of t rue manhood.

From tne New York Freeman. 
On Saturday , J u n e 5,1887,—I published 

in the Freeman an address to my colored 
fellow citizens sett ing forth the necessity 
of some comprehensive organization for 
the mutua l protection and advance of the 
race in this country, and suggesting that it 
would be well to organize an Afro-Ameri­
ca League to compass the ends set forth in 
the address. F r o m the lakes to gulf and 
from the m o u n t a i n to tne sea the matter 
has been discussed and re-discussed, until 
as a result we are in a position to decide 
that some simple plan of organization is 
necessary for the guidance of those w h o 
desire to engage in the work of organization.' 

. . . I therefore submit the following 
plan of organization: 

CONSTITUTION. 

Sec. 1. Any person of the age of eigh­
teen, and upward (without regard to race, 
color or sex) can become a member of this 
league by subscribing to its constitution 
and by-laws, and by the payment of 
entrance fee, and a monthly assessment 
of 

• 2. T h e objects of this league are to 
| protest against taxation without represen-
I tat ion; to secure a more equitable distribu­

tion of school funds; to insist upon fair 
and impartial trial by judge and a ju ry of 
peers in all causes at law wherein we may 
be a party, to resist by all legal and reason 
able means mob and lynch law, whereof 
we are made the victims, and to insist UD-
on the arrest and punishment of all such 
offenders against our legal r ights; to resist 
the tyrannical usage of.railroad and steam­
boat and other corporations, and the 
violent and insult ing conduct of their em 
ployes in ail instances where we are con­
cerned, by prosecution of all such corpor 
ations and their employes in state and fed 
er tl courts ; to labor for the reformation of 
all penal institutions where barbarous, 
cruel and unchrist ian t reatment of convicts 
Is practiced, and to assist healthy immi­
gration from terror ridden sections to others 
and more lawabiding sections. 

Sec. 2 A general tax of f 1 per annum 
on all members of this branch le tgue shall 
be levied on and conserved by the treasurer 
In to the treasury of the National League 
to carry out tbe objects set forth in Sec­
tion 2. 

Sec. 4. T h e objects of this league shall 
be conserved by the erection of a healthy 
public opinion, through the medium of 
public meetings and addresses, and by ap­
pealing to the cour ts of l i w for redress of 
all denial of legal and constitutional rights; 
the purpose of this league to secure the 
ends desired through peaceable and lawful 
methods. 

Sec. 5. This league Is in no sense a par­
tisan body, and no man shall be debarred 
from membership therein because of his 
political opinions. 

BY-LAWS. 

1. T h e name of this organiz ition shall be 
the Afro-American League of—, No—. 

2. T h e officers of this league shall be 
one president, two vice-presidents, one 
secretary and twoass is tan t secretaries, one 
treasurer, two chaplains, two eargents-at-
arm*; and an executive committee of five; 
tbe officers to be elected (as tbe league shall 
determine.) 

8. This branch league shall meet at— 
the first Tuesday in each month, (or often-
er, a t the discretion of the league,) at 8 
o'clock p. m . with open or secret meetings 
(at the discretion of tbe league. 

i. This branch league shall be subject 
to the laws hereafter made by the Natioual 
Afro-American League.

An Able Skin Artist Who Decorates tha 

Sailors of Oar Hary. 

Designs for Various Farts of tha Body and 
Their Cost-Implements of the Graft and 
How They Are Bandled-The Pride of the 
•ailor Lad. i 

The water front along the East 
River in New York is lined with 
••sailors' homes" in which the jolly 
seamen who come ashore to varnish 
the town, may find shelter while their 
money lasts. At one of these boarding 
houses I was lucky enough to fl nd Jack 
Durston, "the king of tattooers," who 
landed here one day last week. Jack 
is a grizzled veteran and one of the 
kind that enjoys a fight just for the 
sake of sociability, but he is an able 
skin artist—there is no doubt about 
that. And great Scott! what an ex -
pectator! He likes tobacco better than 
bread and can score dead centre every 
time in a spittoon twenty feet away. 
In fact I never saw more accurate 
long-dist tnce shot 

He had an array of surgical imple­
ments that would have done honor to 
a jrreater barbarian than himself. The 
implements of his craft consisted of a 
small round stick about the size of a 
lead pencil, flattened for about an inch 
at one end, on which were placed side 
by side with points projecting, a half 
dozen fine needles bound fast with 
linen thread, and so arranged that the 
points formed one side of a triangle. 
A shallow vessel for ink, and a book 
of designs completed the outfit of this 
able skin piercer. 

The book of designs contained about 
one hundred gems of art, to be drawn 
in india ink and Chinese vermiWion, 
with the name of each design attached, 
which he would pierce in one's flesh a t 
a stated price per gem. When the sailor 
who wishes to join the exclusive set 
finds that he must be decorated, he goes 
to the artist and gets the book of de­
signs. He selects a subject for etching 
providing he has the price, while the 
artist prepares the ink- If an arm 
picture is desired the victim takes a 
seat on a stool facing the skin worker, 
who dips the pointed end of the stick 
in the ink and traces the picture. If a 
body picture is desired the victim takes 
off bis shirt and lays himself upon a 
cask or board. After the sketch is com­
pleted, then the inquisition begins with 
the business end of the stick. The ex­
ecutioner draws the martyr's "hide" 
taut with his left hand, while with the 
right, holding the stick like a pen, he 
follows the lines of the sketch, jabbing 
the needle* into the quivering flesh of 
the victim and then pryinar them out 
again with the mast reckless abandon. 
If you have ever seen a man dUlgi-'Z a 
plank out of a sidewalk with u crow­
bar, you have seen the precise action, 
except on a very much smaller scale. 
And yet you landlubbers will ask if the 
operation is painful. 

"How long do ts is take to make a 
picture?" I asked him. 

"Wall, that depends on the size of 
the pictur, ye see. It takes one dip a 
ink t' trace a line an inch long. It 
mos' gen'rally takes me an hour to 
make a forearm pictur. The body pic­
ture are never finished t' once." 

He told me that at the close of the 
operation the afflicted part is dressed 
in a wet bandage, and, though painful 
for a few days, soon heals and is ready 
for exhibition.

Bathe the face 
and hands first, and then dry them in­
stantly with a soft towel. Then, put­
ting your own hand and arm beneath 
the bedclothes, hold them up bridere-
like to keep the clothes from the 
sponge, and, at the same time, push 
back the nightdress or undershirt of 
the patient, so that with the other 
hand you can pass the warm, damp 
sponge over his body. Take a limited 
surface each time and dry it quickly, 
before attemptiner the next. All this 
is done beneath the bedclothes so that 
no air can get in to chill the body. 
Push up the sleeves so as to bathe the 
arms in the same way. It is slow and 
careful work, but not difficult, and the 
relief and comfort afforded, even if 
not permanent, will repay the effort. 
These baths may be given once a day, 
or in some cases at morning and at 
night.

Will He Rival 

New York Sun: It is quite likely that 
when Peter Jackson returns from England 
he will find a competitor of bis own color 
who will be prepared to give him a go to 
a finish. The new aspirant for pugilistic 
fame is named Edward F. Elllnger. He 
is a kalsominer by trade, and employe 
several hands. He has a good business 
and a bank account, bus wants reputation 
as a pugilist. It was a chance that brought 
him to the surface One night last week 
he was attacked on Morgan street, Jersey 
City, by more than a dozen white men 
who live in or frequent that doubtful 
locality. Ellinger piled into the whole 
crowd, and. with right and left arms swing­
ing with the rapidity of pistonrods inorder, 
be knocked down man after man, until 
three or four who retained their feet ran 
away. 

A well-known sporting man who saw 
the whole proceeding was astonished at 
the strength and quickness that the man 
showed, and approached him with a desire 
for information as to his identity. Ellinger 
stated who he was with modesty, showing 
no sign of the exertion he had gone 
through. His questioner drew him out, 
and in the course of a few minutes' conver­
sation discovered that Ellinger was willing 
to "go up against some good one." The 
sporting man determined to see what the 
colored puncher could do, and arranged to 
have him meet Bill Gabig at Enicker 
bocker Garden, Hoboken, next Thursday 
night Gabig is a big strong fellow, and if 
Ellinger makes the expected impression on 
him in four rounds he will be matched 
against Jackson as soon as possible. El­
linger u very much of Jackson's build. 
He stands 6 feet 1 and one half inches tall, 
and is made of bone and muscle, and ap­
parently nothing else. He weighs 205 
pounds, and says that be couldn't work off 
more than 10 pounds in six month's train­
ing. His hands are enormous, and the 
tips of his fingers extend to his knees when 
he is erect. Altogether, he is looked upon 
by a few good judges who have seen him 
as a wonder, and his discoverer will be 
ready to back him for almost any amount 
should he make a good showing of his 
strength with big Gabig. 

JACKSON'S SUCCESS. 

la Jackson Winning Any ef the Gold. 
New York Bun: A well known sporting 

man in the Hoffman House said yesterday 
that George Godfrey's victory over Jack 
Ashton was another illustration of the 
great strength and power which the color­
ed men are developing in the pugilistic 
ring. "As attractions" he said, "and for 
the purposes of boxing contests, colored 
men are much better than their white 
brethren. In the first place a good Negro 
like Jackson or Godfrey, is not difficult to 
handle. Their faults are few. They do 
not care for;clotbes and do not feel any par­
ticular desire to ape Sullivan, as most of 
the white pugilists do. Accordingly, they 
are regarded as good material by a man­
ager of a sparring combination. There is 
one thing about tbem. however, and that 
is that their natural love of boasting and 
bragging very often gives their backers a 
false idea of their strength, but a good 
Negro is a gold mine to a shrewd manager. 
Parson Davies will bring back a pot of 
money from Europe, and, if Godfrey is 
boomed properly, he and Jackson may be 
hippodtomed all over this country to a 
very profitable business."

Milwaukee Sentinel: The colored 

brother is just now showing bis efficiency 
in the manly art of slugging. Last week, 
Godfrey, a Negro, met John L. Sullivan's 
protege, Ashton, and Mr. Sullivan was 
pained to see the colored brother "knock­
out" bis boastful protege with ease and 
promptness. The colored brother took in a 
heap of money as his reward. Night be­
fore last another colored brother. Peter 
Jackson, met the champion of England, 
Jem Smith, in the roped ring, and very 
soon pounded him into utter defeat. This 
is not the field in which we should like 
most to see the colored brother show his 
qualities, but since he is in it, it is only 
fair to acknowledge his superiority. Mr. 
Sullivan declines to fight with a "nigger." 
Considering the efficiency of the colored 
brothers, perhaps Mr. Sullivan is discreet.
