S I R : As Sober rniuded men we should 
take care that our righteous indignation at 
the unwarranted slander uttered by Prof. 
Washing ton does not betray us into any 
unbecoming protestations. We cannot 
afford to ignore any of the facts in the mat­
ter. There are but few of us who were 
not aware, long before Mr. Washington 
p u t it in words, tha t a large number of tbe 
race had come to look down upon the 
ministry as illiterate and coriupt . In all of 
the j ,reat cities hundreds of the best people 
stand utl from our churches and ostiacine 
our pas 'ors . Washington. New York, 
Phi ladelphia . Baltimore, Atlanta, Nash­
ville, Chicago, Charleston are each notable 
examples. O .h t r than the Methodists and 
Baptis ts have been getting ihe large share 
of the flower of our >oung people. We 
cannot deny tuat there are thousands who 
have not seemed to have a very high opin­
ion of our methods and manners, bo. w hen 
Prof. Washiug on sp >ke out be found many 
re-poubive hearts. Any thoughtful minis 
ter will reaoily bee that our cau-e can t a in 
nothing by our under taking to belittle so 
eminent a mux. We cannot afford to act 
spitefully toward one whose words express 
the opinions of so many. 

We must remember that the people read 
the shameful storiss that 11 m u d out from 
the General Conference at Indiauapolis; 
that Bi&hop Pa uc» severe arraigLBUUt ul 
his colleagues ami cbutct i is not forgotten; 
that tbe " throes of dea th" article is com 
paruliveiy fre-ah iu the public recollection 
W e have brought much evil upon our-
Belvee. Before the lasiel tc t ion of Bishops 
there were scandals enough circulated by 
our own men against candidates to cover 
the church in thame. The character of 
every man who appeared to be a c tnd ida te 
was abaaiied by his m nisterial enemies. I t 
has Lot been w.uy months since I have 
heard ore General Ouicer speak most dis 
respec f u l y of another. You can' t gel ten 
preucht is l< gelher without hearing them 
deuounce some of their fellows aa most 
ab.tmioue'd wretches. N o one can deny 
that huudreds of our pastors go to confer­
ence pursued by most hornoie tales. A : 
conference scores of tLe preachers who 
b a t e lett trusting wives at tiume may be 
found dodging about wi th that question­
ably class of women who delight to pose as 
minister's pets. 

Now, while all of these sad facts prove 
nothing, sitll ihey do not speak out in ou r 
vindication. V - e b a v e u o i been too care­
ful in all cases to avoid the very appearauce 
ofeviJ . 'I here a te hundreds in our ranks 
who ate not over modest and polite in the.r 
m i n u e t s toward ladies. There are buu-
d e Is among us who are eloquent speakers, 
eutnusiasuc woikers, and noted pastors, 
whose manners would scarcely suit an ele-
gaut and n fined parlor, some of our big 
Eastern churches have able pastois w h o 
t-re never recognized by the elite. 

We have among our most prominent 
men some who laugh like 3eld hands vrith 
joud gutfaws regard ess of time and place. 
There i r e scores of preachers who can' t 

' enter a house without kissing or try lug to 
ki*s tUe y« uogt r females. Ob . it would 
take pages to enumerate the points of true 
pol i ' tn t sa and gt uiiiiiy in which a > many 
ot us are notably oefective. I t is tbe 
knowledge of all of t b « e tniugs and the 
natural re*einment fell by tbe more refiued 
tha i t a v e Prof. Washington so large a 
number of t jmpalhizers . 

Wl at he sa d about us was positively 
false, but we cannot prove it by a simple 
denial. We cannot ignore all of the lilt e 
ap' iearances thai seem to be against us. 

We must loe the mark and stand on Ihe 
t ru th be the issue as II mty . 

Perm ps two thirds of us are not polish d 
men of fashion. We are more likely 
hardy , boueai. rohu-4. earnest fellows who 
cau more tusily walk a twenty mi C stretch 
a l u r mort r.g .-etuion and preach again at 
night than we could make a (trad fui bow. 
Pe rhaps we are m ire at home in the saddle 
galloping troui settlement to settlement. 
pteacbii>g in tbe rude meeting house, or 
chat t ing in tbe cabin than we would be iu 
the city pai lor . But that would only 
prove that we are not polisoed, it dees not 
prove o r»ven Indicate that we are 1mm. r-
al. i have seen great big. unc< uth, 
awkward ministers who could fell an ox. 
w h o aire scan d witn bullet wound* received 
while | reai hmg, who have faced a d. sen 
m u r d r t o u s mobs and never flinched, w h o 
could bend pe t* the corpse of an infant 
and wet p wi h tbe s .d mother as wndeny 
as J . BUS. I know the men who labor in 
the remote fields. I h a v e c i m p e d with them 
in the fori sis of the Indian Terri tory, I 
hi.ve walked wiih t l u m through miles of 
mud or snow iu 8>uihe>st Missouri, with 
iiessj 1 have fo td td field "beds and slept 
* I b them. I ba*e in several instances 
fled with them at midnight through forests 
ai d swamps I know by practical expert 

ear 'h than the humb 'e men of tbe A. M E. 
ministry. Msny of i b im are unpolished. 
Mary of tbem are not well read, but all of 
them are ab'e to carry tbe bread of heaven 
to some starving soul. There are not ten 
nv n Among us who have not been acknowl­
edged by God in tbe conversion of some 
soul. There may not be many of us who 
would be suited for fashionable city 
churches but th<re are few of us who can­
not do < fftctual work somewhere. We fill 
the p 'ace that God has for us, we have 
nearly CO J, 000 redeemed to show for our 
"labors So w b< n P ro ' . Washington says 
that there are 1 2< 0 ministers of our church 
in the Sou'h wl.o sre morally and intellect­
ually unfit for tbei ' work, he errs.

" T i l m a n Trumble , the subj ct of this 
sketch was bom in the state of Kentucky, 
alone in the early 70's. The ex tc t date of 
bis birth is not known by the wri ter . He 
is certainly a strange combination of ele­
ment*, physically a man. mentally a child; 
physically a fine specimen of manhood, 
mentally a fine specimen of childhood; a 
stout man. a bright boy, physically cap­
able of grappling with the rugged forces of 
n a t u r e . ' mentally a youth in whose soul 
predominates tbe home sentimant and the 
early associations of childhood; tbe hardi­
hood of a man, the innocence of a babe 
who-e mind and moral sentiments have not 
been sullied by the corrupt ing touch of Ihe 
vices incident to Anglo Saxon civilization 
I t is claimed that this y o u u g man was held 
as a slave, and, a l though tha t matter has 
not been jtidically determined, we are cer­
tain of the fact that he has been terribly 
a t used by somebody; the evidence of this 
p a r t i s too plainly written on the boy's 
epidermis to be mistaken. T h e monotony 
of the desert of his life has been broken by 
an oasis of three days scholastic training, 
which, of course, is not sufficient to m i k e 
our subj ct an acrobat in mental gymnas­
tics, l ie appreciates tbe kindness of bis 
friends who have interested themselves in 
his behalf. He ceriaiuly deserves much 
more assistance to enable bim to avail him­
self of the rudiments of an educat ion. 
Care must be t t k e n to prevent bim from 
falling into the evil wa\ s of city life T n e 
emancipation of this hoy is a victory for 
t he Afro American League of the state of 
Nebraska. This young man is our bio -her 
and our equal before the- ' aw; let us open 
the door of tbe temple of liberty and give 
him a hearty welcome, knowing that there 
is more joy over one that raturnelb than 
over tbe ninety and nine that goeth not 
as t ray ." 

How Uo Got Hia First new Suit. 
A little Afro American bootblack of 

Cleveland saw a poor crippled old woman 
on the street frying to cross the Publ ic 
Square the other day and in spite of tbe 
jeers of bis companions, assisted her to her 
destination. T h e boy's kind act wan com­
mented en in tbe papers of ibe city and 
Mayor Gardiner, al ter reading of it bunted 
u p he little bootblack, and after mqu ring 
into his history gave him an order for a 
good sui t of clothes. T n e little boy and 
bis brother were tbe whole suppor t of a 
mother , worn nut with bard work and a t 
this unexpected gift burst into tears as be 
said t<- tbe Mayor, " th i s is the first new 
suit of clothes I t v e r h a d . "

Sir:—In the name of God and a long 

denied race of equal opportuni ty to receive 
instruction in letters, I ask our friends who 
are engaged iu the controversy to show 
how little ihe Negro ministry of the Bap 
list and A. M. E. churches know and 
how corrup*. they are to hall .

It 
has been said by one of self expeneuee and 
personal manifestation of the t t u t h o f wijat 
he sa j s that " w e are to be measured not by 
the depths from which we have come but 
tbe heights to whicn we have at aiued, - ' to 
spoke the Hon. Fred Douglass, The 
work of Prol . Washiuglou as a teacher a* 
well as his coad ju tors will be far more 
beljful to the race by preparing our you h 
to take the place of the^e inefficitn; minis 
ters oi the go6pel than to expose the ignor­
ance of any. 

HAS tbe Professor aBked himself how it 
is tbal in spite of all ibis lgnorauee the 
A. M. £ . church has produced a Tanner . 
Dlckerson.Aruett . Biown, Embry , Coppin, 
Lee. Scarborough, Michell, Derrick, Tur­
ner, a John and Jaines Henderson, Nichols, 
Jackson and many others, aud the B-tptist 
church a Simmous, Krawley. White , 
Duruaui . Storum. Dart, Perry and others. 
Ai< men ol credited scholarship. Does not 
tuis show that the ignoraucc that is do 
alarming is rapidly passing away and not 
by the method of' holding it up to public 
ridicule but by silen'ly elevating the iowly 
and instructing the ignorant. 

I write ti . i i txc iusec i i t io ism upon Negro 
iute.ligence and Negro immoraiily are ihe 
ly ing weapons used by ou while enemies 
to i rove our uuti intss for the civil aud 
social household they occupy, aud when 
we furnish them keys to loca the door I 
am shut out and 1 protest. 

I t is surprising to find that the evidences 
sougnt for as proof of our inferiority or 
unQiuess are manifold in both the early 
lite of Anglo-Saxon development as well 
as today. 1 bav<) essayed to condemn the 
A. M. E . church because I have found 
liars ai d thieves within i t of my own per 
sonal experience but 1 cannot just ly do so 
when their name is legion in otuer denomi­
nations. 

Let Prof. Washington be patient and the 
good work he and others are doing in the 
South will soon destroy tbe ignorance of 
which he so much complain". 

T h e early history of a'I churches show 
that ignorance marked Ibis period, mingled 
with great zeal and Christian spirit I u t tbe 
work of reform waa done within the 
churches themselves As " a little learning 
is a dangerous thing ' ' so too much writing 
frequently incurs the like unsafely. 

I write these few lines in the hope that 
the painful exhibition of our wet kness wnil 
be left to our opponents. I t is t rue that 
"open rebuke is belter than false friend 
sh ip , " but &»ys tbe proverb " I t is an ill 
bird that fouls its own nest ." Within the 
walls or tbe school house, in the confer­
ences and in tbe scboois of divinity should 
this work of refoim go on. 

Let us hea r from Prof. Washington on 
tbe necessity of the Federal E tenon bill 
now pending before Congress as a measure 
of protection to tbe Negro voter in tbe 
South. Shall it be dollars or principle or 
shall Senator Butler 's bill of disfranchise 
ment be accepted? These are far more 
vital questions concerning the Negro than 
bis niuess for the ministry for 1 do not 
ui derstand intellectuality to be [he$ine qua 
now for conversion to t ruth and acknowl­
edgement of sin. 

I do not write this letter to provoke con­
troversy but to call a halt concerning what 
I deem unprofitable to us as a race Nor 
shall I be understood as advocating ignor 
ance in o u r ' m i n i s t r y but in ihe fact of H 
Kev. J . C. Price, D. D . , and others who 
have won their way and tecti*ed the 
"well done" of our forever critics. L cannot 
but live in b o ; * and not fa da-pair. 

Let us make history of tbe great things 
we have d i n e and not wha t we have not 
done land we shall be inspired for the work 
in a glorious future.

»e be on the stage, or they have t he 
nlsfortune of being temporarily with 
tome leading lady who, according to 
ihetr opinion, Is not worth being kissed. 

Mr, Miller took the ground in a re-
>ent Interview tha t the ladies of the 
itage did not like being kissed by every 
ictor who happened to be placod In the 
position of performing the act.of oscula­
tion on the stage. 

This may be very true, but being 
kissed Is as much a part of an actress* 
profession as wearing tights cr doing 
Jther unpleasant things which seem to 
be demanded by the exigencies of the 
lltuation. 

I t cannot be controverted tha t a real 
ciss on the stage lend* a realism to 
tertain scenes which thov would never 
possess when the Kiss is seen 
by the audience to be as 
fals as most of those meals that make 
their appearance in comedy, and a t 
which the dramatis persons merely 
io through the motion of pntt ing food 
In their mouths, without the corre-
ipoding mastication of real eating In 
real life. 

Robert Hilllard is a young and popu­
lar actor who understands this sort of 
thing. In the third act of "Blue 
Jeans" he is supposed to kiss and hug 
the heroine continually—in fact, 
almopt without intermission. When at 
rehearsal he was a little lukewarm 
about it, Joe Arthur, the author of the 
piece, told him to go on and not hesi­
tate, adding, very truly, tha t the suc­
cess of tue scene depends on the sin­
cerity and earnestness in kissing 
Jennie Yeamans. 

So truth!ully did Ililliard carry out 
the instructions of nis manager that, 
it is said. Mrs. Ililliard took umbrage 
and made a complaint about the mat­
ter to Mr. Arthur, at the same time 
say in:? that, while sho was perfectly 
satisfied as to her husband's truthful­
ness so far as he was concerned, she 
did not like the public gossip which 
must naturally ensue from such a vast 
deal of osculatory experience between 
him and another ladv. 

I t is only fair to Hilliard to say tha t 
he did not betray any disappointment 
.whatever at being cut off from about 
one-half of the violent experience in 
which he had previously been permitted 
to indulge. After awhile Miss Yea-
mans left the cast temporarily, and 
when Miss Laura Burt was engaged 
the kissing scene again lengthened out 
considerably, a proof that Mr. Ililliard 
was thoroughly and in every way d e ­
voted to bis chosen art.

possess such advantages as Mrs. Kendal, 
in being the legal and moral custodian 
of so thoroughly amiable and innocuous 
a person a* Mr. Kendal himself. 

Mrs. Kendal says that when she has 
to kiss anvbody but her husband she 
has the play changed so as to bring 
him In, but every leading lady has not 
the power of Mrs. Kendal in haying 
authors change their plays to suit her 
whims. The question is, what would 
Mrs. Kendal do if she was not so Im­
portant a personage, and had hot a 
husband? Would she leave the stage 
sooner than kiss somebody else? Or 
would ?he destrov the charming real­
isms of her scenes by not kissing a t 
all? 

I t Is the opinion of every real actor 
t ha t a kiss to be effective must be gen­
uine, both on and off the stage. I t 
won't do to ro bit his accepted exhibition 
of its slnceritv. Everybody knows tha t 
one might aa well not kiss a t all aa kiss 
coldly.

Tne quenching 
operation renders the metal not only 
very hard, but exceedingly brittle, so 
tfi:.t it is i nito possible to pulverize it.

N o man, minister or layman should be 
unmindfu l of his fair fame and a minister 
especially, l ike C A E S A R ' S wife, should be 
so pure that suspicion could not taint his 
merit and so well fitted for his work that 
accusations to the contrary would fall un­
heeded but it does not follow that he mus t 
stand with his lance ready to pierce those 
who criticise, where criticism is necessary. 

N o one who has taught in tbe S ju th can 
be unmindful of tbe fact that the work of 
many an earnest teacher is rendered null 
by the vicious practices of many ministers; 
that the pulpit has countenanced by exam­
ple more potent than precept, tbe evils 
peculiai to that section, which tbe teacher 
sought to eliminate. This being so, wha t 
is the du ty of the honest, to cloak the evil 
and by his silence become an accessory or 
to c ry aloud and spare not? I s the fair 
name of the ministry of such great value 
that the souls of our young, tbe hope of 
our race, must be blighted for its protec­
tion? If it is of such value let tbe ministry 
itself guard it more jealously. Let it bu r l 
from high places tbose w h o m tbey admi t 
are unwor thy . Let it close its r anks 
against the ignorant and place the seal of 
their displeasure on those w h o are found 
in crooked paths. 

Bu t they say w h y tell the whi te folks, 
they th ink little enough of us now. Does 
anyone suppose that an unwor thy , ignor­
ant minister lives in any communi ty with­
out being k n o w n by that communi ty for 
just what he is worth? W b y , too often 
they know him better than his own people 
and from their knowledge of h im who 
should be our brightest light j u d g e the en­
tire population to be u n w o r t h y . 

I t has never been denied that the Afro-
American ministry numbers in its r anks 
noble men, in many cases mar tyrs for the 
cause they serve, but their goodness cannot 
be used as a shield for those less worthy 
and their interests and the interests of t he

The Crown Prince of Austr ia ' s Charit ies 
—The Sorrow of His Life. 

I t is . p e r h a p s , no t g e n e r a l l y k n o w n 
t h a t t h e C r o w n P r i n c e of A u s t r i a is 
o n e of t h e g r e a t e s t p h i l a n t h r o p i s t s of 
t h e a g e . D u r i n g t h e life of t h e l a t e 
C r o w n P r i n c e Rudol f he w a s a p e r s o n ­
a g e of v e r y l i t t l e i m p o r t a n c e even in 
bis o w n c o u n t r y . H i s i m m e n s e wea l th , 
howeve r , g a v e h im a c e r t a i n social 
p r e s t i ge , wh i l s t his ref ined t a s t e a n d 
g e n e r a l c u l t u r e r e n d e r e d h i m a n 
a u t h o r i t y u p o n l i t e r a t u r e a n d a r t . 

A s t i m e passed he b e g a n to r ea l i ze 
t h a t he cou ld b e t t e r o r g a n i z e his w o r k 
in t h e cap i to l t h a n e l s e w h e r e . H e 
t h e r e f o r e e s t ab l i shed himself in V i e n n a , 
w h e r e he soon b e g a n to be r e g a r d e d as 
a g e n e r a l benefac tor . H e a t once took 
t h e l ead in e v e r y m o v e m e n t for im­
p r o v i n g t h e cond i t i on of t h e w o r k i n g 
c lasses . H i s e n e r g y w a s t u r n e d chiefly 
in t h e d i r e c t i o n of e s t a b l i s h i n g tech* 
n ica l schools a n d hosp i ta l s . H e also 
c o n t r i b u t e d l a r g e l y to a l l ex i s t ing 
c h a r i t i e s .

CHAPTER XIX.—COXTIHPBD. 

They buried him beside the grave of the 
shipwrecked Frenchman, and two crosses 
now mark their last resting-place. Aftei 
this solemn dnty was fulfilled Evans, Gor­
ton, Brian, Baxter and Wilcox, accom­
panied by Fan, started out to ascertain 
what had become of Rock and Cope.

As the boat was 
brought down the coast from Severn 
Beach to Bear Rock, it can certainly be 
;aken from Bear Rock to the Zealand 
River." 

And this was accomplished successfully 
and without mnch difficulty, after Evans 
Sad carefully stopped up the cracks with 
lome oakum brought for that purpose. 

On their return to the cave they found 
that there had been a slight change for the 
setter in Donovan's condition during theii 
absence. He was conscious and seemed to 
breathe rather more deeply, and though 
ihey kept him on a very low diet, he ap­
peared to be gaining strength. His wound, 
too, was healing under the beneficial in-
Suence of the herb poultices which Kate 
renewed every two hours. His convales-
tence would unquestionably be slow and 
tedious, but Donovan had so much vitality 
'.hat his complete recovery was now only 
a question of time. 

The work of repairing the "Severn's" 
.boat was begun. Being fully thirty feet 
J o n g and proportionately broad it was 

large enough to transport seventeen per 
•ons who now made up the little colony in 
somparative comfort. 

Evans, who proved to be as expert as a 
sarpenter as he was as a sailor, superin 
tended the repairs, finding an able coad 
Jutor in Baxter. Tools and material were 
not> lacking, for the remains of the 
"Sloughi's" hull furnished all the needful 
timbers, bolts and planks, while the old 
oakum they had saved, reboiled in tar, en­
abled them to make their new craft per­
fectly tight.

One of the extra canvas brought from 
the yacht Evans rigged the boat sloop 
fashion, with a spanker, topsail and jib. 
supplemented by a triangular sail on i 
shorter mast at the stern, thus rendering 
the craft more steady and better able tc 
catch the breeze from any quarter. 

These repairs, which occupied about 
thirty days, were not completed until tb 
Ith of January. 

It is needless to say that Evans had con 
ducted them with the greatest care, as thf 
boat might be obliged to make a voyage 
of several hundred miles through the 
channels of the Straits of Magellan, and 
possibly as far as the maritime station ol 
Punta Arena, on the eastern coast of the 
peninsula of Brunswick. 

In the meantime Christmas as well at 
I the first day of this year, 1882—the last 
' t h e young colonists expected to spend on 

Chairman Island—had been appropriately 
observed. 

By this time Donovan's convalescence 
was sufficiently advanced for him to be 
able to walk about a little out-of-doors 
though he was still quite weak; but the 
open air and the more substantial diet 
now allowed him soon began to increase 
his strength. His comrades, however, 
were resolved not to leave the island un­
til he was able to endure a voyage of sev­
eral weeks without any danger of a re­
lapse.

* The little ammunition and the guns 

and revolvers that remained were placed 
In the boat's locker. Donovan even beg-
fjsd that the small •cannon that had be­

longed to the "Sloughi" shonld not be left 
behind. 

Brian selected an ample supply of cloth­
ing, many of the books, the most indis­
pensable cooking utensils, the necessary 
nautical Instruments, such as the yacht's 
chronometer and compass, marine glasses, 
lanterns and ropes, not forgetting the 
Halkett boat; while Wilcox made a care­
ful and judicious .selection from their 
stock of fishing-tackle, and Gordon gave 
his attention to securing and storing an 
abundant snpply of fresh water. 

Each article was in its place on the third 
day of February, and there was nothing 
left to do bnt fix the day of departure, fox 
Donovan was now sufficiently improved 
in health to bear the voyage with safety. 
His wound had healed entirely, and his 
appetite having returned, the only dangex 
was that he would eat too much. 

"Let ns start—let us start, immediate­
ly!" he cried. " I long to be on the way." 

The 5th of February was accordingly ap­
pointed for their departure. 

The next morning the youthful passen 
gers embarked in the sloop which was to 
tow the yawl, in which most of the store* 
had been packed, in its wake. 

Donovan was seated in the stern beside 
Evans, who was to steer. Brian and Moke 
took their places near the bow, they hav 
ing volunteered to handle the sails, though 
in the trip down the Zealand River they 
had decided to depend on the current in­
stead of on the wind, that being very nn 
certain on account of the cliff. The others 
seated themselves to suit their fancy. 

Three cheers were lustily given for the 
hospitable cave which had sheltered the 
young colonists for so many months, and 
It was not without emotion that they saw 
the Auckland Hills disappear behind the 
trees on the bank. 

In descending the river the sloop could 
move no more swiftly than the current, 
which was not very rapid, besides*, on 
reaching the bog Evans felt obliged to an­
chor, the water at this point being so shal­
low that there was great danger of the 
heavily laden boat getting aground, so it 
would be better to wait for high tide and 
then make a fresh start as it began to re­
cede. 

The halt lasted about six hours, and 
during the time Donovan managed to 
shoot two superb ducks that were flying 
along the right bank of the stream.

It is hardly necessary to give a detailed 
account of this voyage through the waters 
of the Magellan Archipelago, it being sig­
nalized by no event of importance. The 
weather continued delightful during the 
entire voyage and the water comparative­
ly calm. The shores seemed deserted, but 
it was probably all for the best that the 
youthful mariners encountered none of 
the natives of these regions who are not 
always in a very hospitable mood. Once 
or twice during the night fires were seen 
on some of the islands, but no Indian was 
visible on the shores. . 

On the 11th of February the boat en­
tered the Strait of Magellan through 
Smith's Channel, which lies between the 
coast of Queen Adelaide's Island and cliffs 
of King William's Land. On their right 
towered Mt. Saint Anne, while to their 
left, at the further end of Beaufort Bay, 
loomed up several magnificent snow-cap­
ped peaks, the tallest of them being the 
mountains seen by Brian on the occasion 
of his trip to the eastern coast of Hanover 
Island. 

All on board were well, and the sea-air 
certainly agreed*With Donovan, for he ate 
heartily, slept soundly, aud now felt strong 
enough to go ashore whenever an oppor­
tunity offered. 

Ou the 12th of February the boat came 
in sight of Tamar Island, but as the har­
bor or rather the creek of that name was 
deserted at the time, Evans, after having 
rounded Cape Tamar, steered his bark in 
a south-easterly direction across the strait.

The vessel was soon in full view and 

proved to be a small steamship of eight or 
nine hundred tons burden, which was 
moving at the rate of eleven or twelve 
miles an hour. 

Enthusiastic shouts rent the air, and the 
lads fired off their rifles repeatedly. 

The sloop had been seen, and ten minutes 
afterward she was hailed by the steamship 
"Grafton," bound for Australia 

Her commander, Captain Long, was 
promptly informed of the adventures and 
fate of the "Sloughi." The loss of the 
yacht had created considerable talk in 
England as well as America, and the kind-
hearted captain gave the occupants of the 
sloop a most cordial reception. He even 
offered to take them straight to Auckland

"Grafton" being Melbourne, the capital 
of the southernmost province of Australia. 

The voyage proved swift and prosper­
ous, and the "Grafton" dropped anchor la 
the Gulf of Auckland on the 25th of Feb­
ruary: so nearly two years had elapsed 
since the fifteen pupils from the Chairman 
School had been driven two thousand 
miles •from the coast of New Zealand by 
the fury of the tempest.

While the farmers in the Sooth and 
West are endeavoring to bet ter their 
condition by the formation of a farm-
era' par ty which seeks political control, 
Iheir brethren in a small section of 
New Jersey are preparing; to give an-
• ther method a trial . For twenty 
ream past farming pure and simple 
has been get t ing less and less profita­
ble in most of the Eastern States. I t 
•as now •come to the point in some 
lections when either new methods 
Kiust be tried or the farms abandoned, 
[a certain parts of the counties of Mor­
ris, Somerset, and Hunterdon, in north­
ern New Jersey, it has been almost 
impossible for the farmers to make any 
change ia their methods. If they grew 
(ruit or vegetables the expensive 
lau i to market would exhaust the pro-
i t , for the railroad facilities in the 
lection amounted to next to nothing. 
riiH Morris and Essex Division of the 
Delaware, Lackawauna and Western 
runs through Morris county, and the 
New Jersey Central through Hunter ­
don, but from one road to the other is 
twenty-five miles. I t is a very fertile 
lountry. where small fruiti and vege­
tables conld be grown very profitably 
if it were not for tbe expense of get­
ting them quickly to market . Tbe 
tar<;e corporations controll ing rail­
roads in northern Now Jersey h t r e 
from time to time made surveys 
through this section, and the farmers 
have waited with what content they 
•ould for the railroad which was al­
ways coming, but which never came. 

Three years ago a youug man, the 
ion of a farmer in the section, who 
lad been in the West, and hud prac­
tised somewhat as a surveyor and en­
gineer, returned home, and endeavor-
id to interest the various towns on 
the line of road which be proposed 
to build from Morristown to White 
House in Hunterdon county. This 
would have required the building of 
kwenty-five miles of road, and the 
imouut of mouey required.some $300,-
D00, seemed so jrreat t i a t the projector 
found it impossible to obtaiu a concert 
if action in the various towns and 
neighborhoods the road would traverse. 
After many disappointments he aban­
doned this method of procedure, and 
tonclnded to build the road in sections, 
t little at a time. His first section was 
from White House to New German-
town in Hunterdon county, a distance 
if tire miles. He formed a company 
sailed the Rockawny Valley Railroad, 
ind got the farmers along the Hue to 
lubscribe for the stock and bonds. 
They paid these subscriptions par t ly 
in money and partly in work ami 
material. Where tbe grading was 
Dot too heavy each farmer has 
done the grading of the road as it 
passed through hjs place. Tbe cross-
ties have been furnished in tbe same 
way, aud money has only beeu used 
for bridge timber, iron" mnd roll ing 
itock. 

I t is an edifying spectacle to see the 
farmers at work building their road. 
Bach laborer is a shareholder, and he 
seems to feel, as he handles his pick or 
shovel, that be is working for himself. 
The first time I saw them at work I 
was amazed at the vim and energy dis­
played. I did not then know how the 
road was being graded, aud it oc­
curred to me that the part icular g a n g 
of men must have been composed of ex­
ceptionally good material, or have tbe 
most eflicienl of foremen. I was short­
ly afterward introduced to tbe fore­
man, who was guiding a huge four-
horse plough, and I learned that he 
was n->t only the foreman of the gang , 
but the vice-president of the company. 
He said that he bad to do no ursring at 
all. as each man seemed inclined to 
give to the work the best that was 
in him. These same men, I dare say, 
when working on their road tax can 
kili time and do as litle work as the 
oldest soldier who ever shirked his 
task. 

Many thousand of peach-trees have 
b«f>i olauted in this section, and all 
the farmers are prepar ing to t ry other 
crops than those which have proven to 
be unprofitable. An era of hopeful-
Bess has set in, and these sturdy farm­
ers, whose great-grandfathers soccor-
dod the s tarving army of Washington 
dur ing that awful winter when the 
Continental army was encamped at 
Morristown, a re now trying to save 
Ih mselves. I have no" doubt tha t 
they arc making a much more sensible 
effort than those who are seeking tbe 
assistance of the general government 
In their material affairs.—John Gilmer 
bpecU, in Harper's Weekly.
