BOSTON, Mass., Feb. 10, '90. 
Much has been said about the so called 

"Negro Problem," and there still remains 
much that has not beeD. but will be said. 
Rev. Joseph Cook, in Tremont Temple, to­
day, in delivering his second lecture in the 
fifteenth course of the Boston Monday 
Lectureship, came nearer the actual prob 
lem than any person I have had the 
pleasure of hearing. 

The topic selected by Mr. Cook for the 
prelude for the day was, "Race Riots m 
the South." The subject of the lecture 
proper was, "The Regeneration of Africa, 
Suppression of the Slave Trade, American 
Rum Traffic in the Congo." In his invo 
cation, Mr. Cook referred indirectly to the 
topic of his prelude by petitioning the 
Throne of Grace for a blessing upon this 
nation, that it may become a more perfect 
union, and that intelligence may be so 
diffused that the Government of the 
United States may become more and more 
a government of the people, for tfcts people 
and by the people. After a hymn was 
BUDg in the tune of "America," called the 
"Bo-ston Hymn," title "God of Nations," 
Mr. Cook began his prelude which was as 
foTows: 

' Ve have conquered secession" said he, 
*'r> it not nullification. The supreme crime 
of ide South to day is nullification of the 
national and state laws intended to protect 
the colored population. One of the chief 
crimes of the North is political indiffereuce 
to that crime. [Applause ] 1 say political 
indifference, for there is no doubt a great 
deal of religious and social interest taken 
in the race" problem. But the party in 
power does not fulfill its pledges to the 
nation in regard to the execution of the 
two great amendments which were written 
in the blood of the North and which rep­
resent the cost of the war. Liberty loves 
the 40th parallel. The cancer of caste 
clings to the Tropic of Cancer. There is 
one absolutely unalterable element in the 
Southern problem, and that is climate." 
Mr. Cook referred to the fact that the 
black and the bronze races were especially 
fitted by temperament and training to per­
form manual labor in a sub-tropical 
climate. " I t is the fate of the sub-tropical 
regions," continued he, "to have a race 
problem, an industrial problem. Southern 
problem proceeds from the climate con­
ditions. You have not yet carried North­
ern standards in regard to the nobility of 
labor, to the Gulf, and you never will. 
Caste grows out of climate conditions. So 
long as the Tropic of Cancer is in sight of 
the Gulf of Mexico, you will have there a 
caste, or something approaching it, white 
men whose standard of gentility is not to 
labor at all if they can avoid it, men of 
leisure, of powerful passions, accustom* d 
to domineer, and not easily submitting to 
the thorough execution of what we call 
Republican ideals in government. 

"In the South you have these problems: 
First, a Constitutional problem—shall the 
Fourteenth and Fifteenth Amendments bs 
be execute ? Second, a party p rob lem-
shall the Democrats South, by using the 
half-risen form of the freedman as a vault­
ing block, leap iuto the national saddle? 
Third, an educational problem—ho"v cm 
we diffuse through rural populations an 
education fitted to produce a societv capable 
of self government? Next, shall I call if 
the ruffian problem—how is the sporadic 
scounrirelism of the South to be made to 
respect law and order? And all these five 
fingers come together in the pa'm of cli­
mate, and there are the six parts of what I 
call your Southern problem. I do not 
care any more about the color of a man's 
skin than hts eyes, other things being 
equal. The number of mulattoes in the 
South shows that there is not tnis terrible 
prejudice existing against the colored 
women. [Sensation.] I mean to shock 
this audience. There are men in the South, 
who fear black masters, who do not feir 
black mistresses. There must be, reform 
upon this matter or there will be an ex­
plosion which history will look upon 
aghast. 

"What are some of the remedies that I 
would propose for the existing evils? First 
and fortmost. education of both whiten 
and black?. Second, I do actually go so 
far as to wish for the execution of the 
Fourteenth and Fifteenth Amendments, 
after having waited for more than one-fifth 
part of a century to see them made power­
ful snvwhere except on paper. [Applause ] 
Weed out your fraudulent Representatives 
in Congress. [Applause ] Third, a con­
stitutional Federal election law. honestly 
administered by both parties. [Applause.] 
The scheme of deportation proposed by 
Senator Morgan is visionary. I am in 
favor of the redistribution and dispersion 
of the black race to some extent, through 
the states where they are less abused than 
along the Gulf. .But after all. this is a 
question of party more than color. White 
men as well as black, are shot in the South. 

What, white men? Republicans. Demo­
cratic shotgun supremacy will not be en­
dured forever by the nation. [Applause.] 
I want improved industrial conditions in 
the South, and legal defensive co-oper 
ation. I want Federal appointments at 
home and abroad, made among men who 
are not in sympathy with the oligarchy 
of the ex-slave-holders. [Applause ] And 
lastly, I want immediate and continual 
elimination of fraudulent Representatives 
from Congress." [Applause.] 

After prayer had been offered by Rev. 
Edson of Grinnell College, Grinnell. La., 
Mr. Cook then began his lecture on the 
suppression of the slave trade in the Congo. 
He declared that it was the duty of 
the United States to assist England 
in putting down the slave trade on 
the high seas. Other nations were now re­
fusing to do this. France and Germany 
had not large navies, we had not. but we 
hoped to have. If we did have, one grea* 
use of it would be, not the deportation of 
black men from this country to Africa, 
but to put down the slave trade in the 
Congo. He also believed that we ought to 
interfere, throush Congress, to prevent the 
exportation of Medford Rum to the Congo. 
[Applause.] 

At the close of the lecture, Hon. John 
M. Langston was introduced. He was most 
cordially received, and spoke as follows: 

" I come," said he, "from a section 
where we are not free. {/Hear; hear!] 
where the Negro is not free and the white 
man is not free. To-Jay in your country, 
as in the days of slavery, when white men 
were not at liberty to speak, white men 
are allowed to accept postmasterships only 
as they do it in obedience to Southern 
mobs. There is no Negro question in this 
countrv; there is no white man's question 
in this country. The question is, shall 
American liberty live? [Applause.] Shall 
American republicanism live? Shall 
American loyalty dominate this country, 
North and South, and every man be true 
to the Government, be true to the Union, 
offering property and life and sacred 
honor in a pledge to defend our govern­
ment and our country? [Applause] Oh, 
no, the objection to me is not my color, or 
the curl ot my hair. They do not dislike 
me because 1 used to be a slave, or because 
you emancipated me. They say to me. 
'We are for the Thirteenth Amendment, 
but there are two other amendments that 
we are not for; we are not for the Fo«r 
teenth Amendment; we detest and abom­
inate the Fifteenth Amendment.' Here is 
the difficulty, and no other—We are loyal. 
The Neero has not been able to produce, 
from 1619, when the first Negro landed at 
Jamestown, down to to-day, a single rebel. 
Oh! no, the rebel is not dressed in ebony. 
I want to say in regard to the deportation 
scheme that I am an American, I am not 
going anywhere, I am going to stay here 
until the Constitution is accepted by all. 
from one end of the land to the other, un­
til the President shall guarantee to every 
state in the Union, by action of our Con­
gress, a republican form of government 
for every white m*n and every black man 
in this country. [Applause.] I love Africa, 
I love England exceedingly. But there is 
one country that I love better than Eng­
land, and until that country is made what 
she ought to be by my vote and my in­
fluence and any power I have of mind or of 
soul or of body, I, with other colored men, 
shall remain here and multiply and in­
crease in power until we have made our 
country what it ought to be—grand in its 
promise, magnificent in its destinv, with a 
union not to be broken, and a Government 
the best that God has vouchsafed to man." 
[Great applause.] 

Boston Lodge of the G. U. O. of O. F . 
gave to the fund for the Barnwell sufferers 
$25. After six weeks has elapsed since 
•he fund was opened by Hon. John D. 
Long, it has only amounted ti» about $400.

EASY OF EXECUTION. 

Law in South Carolina When the Negro ig 
the Aggressor. 

New York Tribune: In a small Negro 
hamlet near the scene of the late Barnwell 
massacre, in Senator Butler's State of 
South Carolin, there lived a Negro woman 
who had white connections. She did not 
join with her neighbors in condemning the 
murders of her people, but rather sought to 
excuse them. Her attitude upon this sub­
ject produced a great deal of feeling, 
which resulted a day or two ago in her sub­
jection to a brutal beating administered by 
some masked Negro women. They did 
not hang her, or shoot her, or burn her 
house down in the approved fashion of the 
superior Whites. They only whipped her. 
Instantly the insulted majesty of South 
Carolina asserted itself. Masked though 
the colored women were, each was discov­
ered, arrested and put into jail. But the 
white scoundrels who murdered these poor 
women's fathers and brothers and sons still 
go free. T h t law of South Carolina is 
easy of execution against colored culprits, 
but blind, dumb, deaf and halt when 
comes to deal with white ones! Why ?

were seated at table in the dining room 
of the hotel, Representative Grimes of 
Georgia, entered and took a teat at the 
table, but discovering Mr. Astwood to be 
an Afro-American, he at once arose settled 
his account at the Office and seen red 
quarters at the Shoreham. 

Being apprised, later, of this display of 
poor breeding on the part of Grimes, Mr. 
Astwood addressed to him the following 
letter: 

WASHINGTON. Feb. 11.—The Hon. 
Thomas W. Orimes, Washington. Sir: I 
was surprised to learn through the public 
press that you took exceptions at my right 
to dine with mv friend, Mr. Nathaniel Mc­
Kay, cf New York, at the Riggs House on 
Monday evening, making the occasion the 
subject of a disagreeable newspaper con-
troversary at an inopportune time, when 
this distasteful subject is being agitated 
both in the Senate and Hout-e of Represen­
tatives, as well as by the National conven­
tion of representative colored men, to the 
disgrace of the South. 

While I would impress upon you the 
fact that there is no disposition on my part 
nor on the part of any self-respecting color­
ed man to force social equality, yet we do 
demand as citizens of the Nation the right 
of accommodation in all of the public in­
stitutions of the country, especially when 
our behavior is in keeping with polite, gen­
tlemanly manners. In this instance your 
behavior was extraordinary, not alone that 
it was unbecoming a National Representa­
tive, but you were inftinging upon my 
right as the guest of a gentleman your 
equal in every particular, and at a hotel 
where I have been accommodated more 
than once; and, besides, Mr. McKay and 
myself were already seated when you en­
tered, leaving you the choice of a seat at 
anjv other table where you might not have 
become contaminated by the colorphobia. 

You must have been governed by one or 
two motives—either as a personal insult to 
me or a reflection upon my race on account 
of color. If the former, you were 

COWARDLY AND •JNGENTLEMANLY 

to take such a mean and despicable advan­
tage, so much in keeping with the lawless 
element of your section. If the latter, 
then you are not worthy of the place you 
bold in Congress as the Representative of 
all the people of your State, and should va 
cate it at once. 

Coming, as you do, from Georgia, it 
must be presumed that you were elected by 
a white and colored constituency, either 
legal'y or fraudulen'lv obtained In either 
case you are honorably hound to stand by 
the Constitution, which guarantees to every 
citizen his civil and political rights. Un­
der such circumstances what a sad picture 
it is to see you upon the floor of the Nation­
al Congress evincing such a malignant 
spirit toward a portion of your fellow-citi­
zens whose votes make you a Representa­
tive. 

I can readily understand how you might 
havo demonstrated such a spirit in Geor-
gie, but it is certainly a surprise to me 
how you could find the courage to inflict 
such an outrage upon the people of the 
National Capital and of the Nation at 
large. 

It must be remembered that over three 
hundred thousand brave and loyal Union 
soldiers, whose bones are moldering in 
your Southern sod,sacrificed theirjlives that 
the Negro might be free and a citizen en­
dowed with his civil and political rights, 
while the Nation spent hundreds of mill­
ions in the same cause. 

Abraham Lincoln was a martyr in this 
cause; Charles Sumn°r endangered his 
life to declare that the slave oligarchy must 
die; Ulyssess 8. Grant, the Nation's great 
est soldier, said in the South: "Where I am 
they can come." It is not strange then 
that in the face of all of this, and after 
such a signal victory over a lost cause, a 
Southern Representative would dare to re­
vive these unfortunate recollections; and 
may I not ask, must the war be fought 
over again? It is unfortunate, Mr. 
Grimes. that you and others of 
your section take advantage of their 
representative positions to force the hotel-
keepers of Washington to submit to a bar­
barous discrimination toward such a large 
clas3 of your fellow citizens I am glad, 
however, that th< re are gentlemen in the 
South, who do not accept or condone these 
outrages against our race, scores of whom 
I could name if necessary. 

The South is my home, it is the home of 
my wife, it is the home of my children, 
and I hope, sir, that in the near future the 
better element of her white citizens will 
take control of her public affairs and 
purge from her good name the foul reputa­
tion made so obnoxious and shameful to 
Christian civilization by such prejudices as 
evinced by you at the Riggs House oa 
Monday evening. 

Hoping that under the new code of rules 
of the House of Representatives your 
reformation will be brought about before 
the close of the session, and that you will 
return to Georgia a wiser and a better man,

SENATOR INGALLS' MISTAKE. 

None so Blind as Those Who Wont See. 

New York Tribune: " I considered my­
self very lucky," said an admirer of Sen­
ator Iugalls, "that I was able to be present 
when he made his speech upon the Negro 
question. And yet, I could not help 
wondering—when he stated so emphatical­
ly that its solution would never be reached 
through any amalgamation of the races— 
whether the Kansas man knew what per­
sistent efforts In that direction had been 
made in this very city of Washington; and 
that only a couple of weeks before the 
heplffWTjf a distinguished brother Senator, 

who sat in the same chamber and heard 
his speech, had married a pretty and ac­
complished girl who had colored blood in 
her veins. In fact," pursued my inform­
ant, "there have been some notable in­
stances of such marriages in the last de­
cade. In two instances prominent colored 
men have married white wives, and two 
white men in equally prominent places, 
married colored wives. Curiously enough 
the two colored men lived long in Wash­
ington—one of them being still here and 
the other only temporarily absent—while 
the two white men have taken there wives 
elsewhere. Fred. Douglass who has only 
recently left Washington to represent the 
United States in Hayti, is the husband of 
a white wife, and a very prominent and 
successful physician, in large practice here 
married a Yankee 'school marm.' Upon 
the other hand, many people will doubt­
less recall the talk some years ago when 
Monsieur Paul Gerard, a clever but some 
what erratic young Frenchman connected 
with one of the foreign legations, married 
the daughter of a well known and wealthy 
tnniface. Gerard was completely ostra­
cized and took his wife away; I believe 
they are now residing in the South of 
France. The Senator's nephew took the 
girl whom he married to the neighboring 
'City of Brotherly Love,' where, in the 
language of the story books, they may, 
perhaps, 'live happy ever afterward.' It is 
not at all necessary," concluded 8enator 
Ingalls' admirer, "for Americans to point 
across the ocean to the case of the late great 
French novelist, Dumas, or Dumas Bis, or 
other notable examples of miscegenation, 

A Lie Out Somewhere. 
New York Prett: Senator Hampton of 

South Carolina not long ago pronounced a 
Palmetto panegyric on the scheme to dis­
franchise the Negro, and said that the 
South would only be too glad to surrender 
the added votes in the Congressional and 
Electoral columns if this could be carried 
out. 

Now comes the Charleston News and 
Courier and says that the disfranchisment 
of the Negro would result in a direct loss to 
the South of twenty seven votes in Con­
gress and in the Electoral college and 
would contribute immensely to the politi­
cal power of the Northern and Western 
utati-s. "The South cannot afford to make 
such a sacrifice.''' 

All of which prompts a query to the 
South Carolina Democracy very much like 
the one put by the lawyer to a shaky wit­
ness: "Were you lying when you made 
the first statement, or are you lying now?" 
The general impression up this way is that 
Wade Hampton, in his scheme for disfran­
chisement, flocks by himself. 

The Rev. Joseph P . Powell, a Baptist 
preacher, has been "hoaxed" into coming 
to Washington by a bogus telegram an­
nouncing bis appointment to an official 
position which pays $100 a month. He 
was furnished with transportation to 
Chattanooga by the authorities, and, 
cruelly disappointed, returned home. 

Frank Rector of Hamilton, Ohio, has 
fallen beir to $18,000. He inherits from 
an uncle who was once a slave, but after 
achieving freedom, invested in oil lands 
near Winchester, Ind. 

AGAINST THE PRESIDENT. 
NORTH CAROLINA AFRO-AMERICANS 

AND THE ADMINISTRATION. 

The True Blue Republicans or the Ta r Heel 
State to Fight the Spoils Hunting 

Whites. 

Special to THB PLAINDKALER 

WASHINGTON, D. C. Feb. 17. 

It is the talk here that a number of prom­
inent Afro-Americans from the Tar Heel 
state, who met here recently, put their 
hea.ls together and decided to return to 
their homes and issue a call for a conven­
tion and there inaugurate the fight against 
the white Republican leaders of the state. 

This determination was arrived at after 
they had looked over the field of politics 
here at the Capitol city. 

Prof. J. C. Price of Salisbury. J. H. 
Williamson of Franklin county, who has 
served twelve years in the legislature of the 
state, J. H. Harris of Raleigh, for ten 
years a State Senator and Representative, 
and William Henderson and Charles 
Richardson are said to be among the lead­
ers in this movements. 

Mr. J. H. Williamson is quoted as say­
ing: 

"Our grievances are many, and we are 
forced into an open rebellion. No colored 
man in the State can get an office, although 
without us there would not be Republicans 
enough in the Stale to hold the window 
books on days of election. The white 
men there who pose as Republican leaders 
have entered into a combination not to 
allow the colored man to receive any recog­
nition, and even Congressman Cheatham 
is ignored. He cannot secure an appoint­
ment above spittoon-cleaner, and he has 
been allowed a very few of these. He 
tried to have William Henderson appoint­
ed to a special census agency, and he had 
been promised the place, but it was stop­
ped by the combination v/hen they heard 
of it. 

"This combination is composed of Dr. 
J. J. Mott, John B. Eaves. Elihu White, 
collector of internal revenu for the Fwurth 
IMstrict, and A. W. Shaffer, postmaster at 
Raleigh. They have promised President 
Harrison the delegation from the State to 
the next National_Convention.bat they will 
fail in delivering the goods. The colored 
voters of North Carolina compose the Re­
publican party of the State, and for the 
future we will control our own affairs. 
We have made up our minds never to send 
another white Republican to Congress, and 
only colored men will go to the National 
Convention in 1892. We will issue the 
call for the State Convention within ten 
days and you can bet it will be well attend­
ed." 

Congressman Cheatham's name is not as 
yet connected with the movement but it ie, 
understood that it has his full spmpatby.. 

A GLIMMER OF LIGHT. 

Just ice Squints a t Times But She's Not En­
tirely Blind. 

N E W YORK. Feb. 13.—Rev, Albert P . 
Miller, colored pastor of the Dixwell Ave­
nue Congregational church in New 
Haven, while on a vacation in the summer 
of 1887 came to New York and engaged 
berths for himself, wife and two children 
and mother-in-law on the steamer .Drew, 
one of the Albany night boats. Oh exami­
nation he found the berths inadequate and 
endeavored to engage state room*. The 
purser referred him to the captain, who 
did not pay any attention to him. He 
again applied to the purser, who told him 
all the rooms were engaged. Mr. Miller 
demanded his money, which was returned 
to him. He said that there were state 
rooms vacant, but that the officers had dis­
criminated against him on account of bis 
color. On this basis he sue* 1 the New 
Jersey Steamboat Co for $5000 damages. 
The case was tried by Judge Bench in the 
supreme court today and the' defense, was 
that the 6tate rooms were all sold. .„The 
jury gave plaintiff a verdict of $500. * Mr. 
Miller is a graduate of Yale and the Fiske 
University. 

Handled I t Neat ly . . 
Capt. Edward Cahill of Lansing band-

led the toast, "The Republican party, the 
defender of equal civil add political rights 
for the Afro-American citizens," in a very 
nea* and logical manner. He said that the 
American race problem, the domineering 
of one set of men over less fortunate 
brothers, could be settled only on a basis 
of common justice and that on that basis 
the solution of the problem would be a 
simpie and eary as any in morals. He 
showed that the government had a. right 
to interfere to establish and maintain the 
full rights of citizenship in every -etate in 
the Union. If -congress could .pass the 
fugitive slave law to protect the rights of 
property, how much more proper is it for 
congress to enforce the right of citizenship 
in every state of the Union. *

of liberal thought . 

Senator I N G A L L S ' late speech, excellent 
as it was in many respects, on the Race-
Southern question, was marred by his 
narrow views and ignorance of the bet ter 
classes among Afro Americans. 

I t seems to be agreed t y a class of men 
that the Afro-American is of an inferior 
race and that his intellectual and moral 
s tandards and his s tandard of cleanliness 
are inferior to the whi te .

R E P E A T E D ou t rages in the South keep 
its representation? a lways explaining mat­
ters. If the coarse of the bourbon is pre­
eminently r u h t a n d the actions of the 
southern people are jus t , there is no need 
of so much explanation A r ighteous deed 
is its own defense and a just act finds i ts 
vindication in the approval of succeeding 
generat ions The South, as a whole, has 
yet to do that which h i s been commended 
by the wisdom the years that have follow­
ed , and their continued explanations of the 
real administrat ion of the law in their 
section is t imorous. Thei r position en 
civil and social questions gives the lie to 
their pretensions. All the impassioned 
ora tory the South has been able to give to 
the world has not b ten able to stay the jus t 
criticism it has received becuuse of its 
deeds. No one for a minute would claim 
tha t the bourbon position on h u m a n r igh t s 
and civil privileges, can be long maintain­
ed, yet if ' .ruth is eternal, from the 
natura l and inexorable order of th ings , it 
should remain forever. 

T H E Charleston News and Courier pu t s

L E R . A large number of interesting 
letters were contr ibuted on the subject by 
some of our best thinkers ; they, wi th few 
exceptions, oppose the measure. W e th ink 
very little of the discussion itself, because 
i t is upon a wild, absurd and inhuman 
theory. T h e significance l i t s in the fact 
that the Newt and Courier, a metropoli tan 
Southern journal , should give Afro Amer­
icans a chance to discuss, th rough its col­
umns , issues affecting themselves Hither­
to the Southern whites have acted upon the 
assump' ion that they should do all the dis 
cussing and that th^ir determination 
should be fiat. Th is , to a degree , is t rue 
of the nation generally. Other races 
choose their leaders, o u r s are assigned to 
us , not always upon their fitness, b u t by a 
lucky chance of political preferment. The 
th inking Afro-American and the 

League should take u p this work as soon 
as i ts officers have sufficient money in 
their hands . Well directed emigrat ion 
will benefit the race, b u t an ill considered 
exodus will be hur t fu l . I n m a n y instan 
ces this has been t rue already. The unfor­
tunates wh o went to the island of Navassa 
would not now ba convicted of m u r d e r 
had they had good advice as to thei r go ing 
to such a place. Already appeals for aid 
have been sent out b y Afro-Americans in 
Mississippi and Louisiana because of the 
helpless condition of large numbers w h o 
came from No r th Carolina to these states. 
They were lured away from home by the 
representation of emigrant agents . Anx­
ious to better their condit ion they went 
unprepared for self protection or self as­
sertion. W h e n they arr ived in Louisiana 
and Mississippi they were penniless and 
completely at the mercy of the p lanters . 
They would not have been so bad off had 
they remained in No r th Carolina.

IN THE UNITED STATES, 

By the Prisoa Horrors and Barbarities of the 
Sou th -Women and Men Brutalized 

in Fair America—The Crime of 
the Sooth—Vengeance Moat 

Come,—Let Ihe South 
Take Heed. 

that the whites are inferior and that their 
s tandards are lower than »he Afro-Ameri­
cans, in the mat ter of intell igence, cleanli­
ness, morals and thrift Of course, this 
would be denied wi th a great show of in­
dignation, b u t its foundations are as just 
and stable as those made about the Afro-
American. T h e t ru th of the whole ma t t e r 
is that men like Senator I N G A L L S and 
others, d raw their conclusions in thei r 
studies and by contact wi th the most friv­
olous elements among the Afro-Americans, 
while they are wholly ignorant of the a ims 
and aspirations of the bet ter classes. W h a t 
men call an inferiority ef race is due to a 
lack of oppor tun i ty ; b u t w i t h even their 
l imited opportuni t ies , there are those among 
the A fro-Americans—aid they n u m b e r 
thousands—who are the intel lectual super­
iors of the masses among the whites, and 
who, wi th their aims and aspirat ions, had 
they the same opportuni t ies , would rank 
among the most progressive men of the 
Nat ion. Inferiority of race, s tandards of 
morals and cleanliness are assertions tha t 
amount to noth ing . 

T H E P L A I N D E A L E R has reason to doubt 
the correctness of the repor ts given by the 
enemies of the Afro-American, relative to 
the amount of indebtedness incurred by 
h im dur ing the Reconstruct ion, b u t by 
the same method of reasoning, the corrup­
tions of r ings in the E m p i r e State, and in 
nearly every large city in the country , and 
the present government ef the South wi th 
its defaulters, would present the 6ame con­
clusions against the whites . I n their brief 
period of power the Afro-American abol­
ished the old penal systems of c rue l ty and 
prepared Consti tut ions for the States, es­
tablished systems of schools and uniform 
taxation hi ther to unknown in that section. 
His administrat ion was even marked by 
acts of generous clemency to his late mas­
ters. In re turn he is subject to the most 
cruel oppression. A system of penal insti­
tutions is adopted, directed chiefly aga ins t 
h im,whose out rageous and damnable cruel­
ty outvies the deads of Russian despotism. 
The Reconstruction even wi th its extrava­
gances compares favorably wi th the gov­
e rnment of the present, for i t . at least did 
not shame civilizatien wi th such barbar ic 
deeds and inst i tut ions. However, T H E 
P L A I N D E A L E R makes no apology for the 
Reconstruct ion period. There are more 
intelligent Afro-Ameticans now than then, 
and even if by chance he should again gain 
control , his government would not be 
marked by such deeds of ext ravagance; 
there would be no more defaulters t han 
the present government p roduces , the 
States would certainly be purged of thei r 
heinous penal systems, and every cit izen, 
wi thout regard to race, politics or previous 
condition, would be freely permi t ted to 
enjoy the r igh ts of ci t izenship. 

In c o n c l u s i o n , T H E P L A I H D E A L E K would 
suggest to that cl^ss of men w h o are 
"agreed . " tha t before they m a k e publ ic 
their opinions on the abilities and stand­
ards of the A fro-American, tha t they 
s tudy ihe be t ter types, compare t h e m 
wi th those of the same means amongst the 
whites. Also to consider the obstacles 
which prejudice creat ing, sur rounds the 
A fro-American and curtai ls his useful­
ness. 

S E N A T O R I N G A L L S ' has called out a 
varied discussion upon a phase of the 
" N e g r o problem" upon which Mr. 
I N G A L L S and a majori ty of those who have 
aped h im, show little knowledge . T h e 
discussion has invaded the home of the 
Afro-American to deal wi th his social life, 
while those wh o have essayed to treat up­
on the the subject , know almost as l i t t le 
about it as they do of Russian social life. 
F r o m the present system of social estrange­
ment of the races, the two seldom meet on 
such terms that the qualities or manners 
of ei ther are made manifest to the other . 
T h e relation now, except where families 
have the confidence and esteem of their 
immediate neighbors, is that of business or 
master and servant. W h a t can any whi te 
family of social s tanding, even in Detroit , 
tell you of the home refinement or tastes 
of the bet ter Afro-Americans here, excep t 
as we have said, an immediate neighbor. 
Recently a number of ministers and or­
ators have expat iated on the subject of 
Afro-American " h o m e life." yet none of 
these men would have dared to enter the 
pu lp i t or the ros t rum wi th as meagre a 
knowledge of the Bible or public affairs 
as they have on this question. Thei r en­
tire theme has been constructed on observ­
ations from the ki tchen gir l , the wash 
woman or the coachman. F r o m the very 
na ture of their positions, these servants do 
not represent the refinement of Afro-Ameri­
can practices. N o other race is judged b y 
its house help or its stevedores. J A N E , 

M A R T and L I Z Z I E may be capab 'e , fairly 

intelligent gir ls , bu t their positions do not 
allow them to cul t ivate the finer tastes of 
those wh o can devote thei r whole t ime to 
their homes and families. The re is no 
doubt but that many have misrepresented 
the Afro-American's home circle. I t is 
even a mat te r of fact that they can find 
thousands of Afro-American families as 
cleanly and refined as their own.

T H E P L A I N D E A L E R has frequently re 
ferred to the penal system of the South, 
and its horrors. T h e system is so dis­
graceful and barbarous tha t it ought to 
arouse the people of the country u p as one 
solid mass to denounce it and have it 
swept from the face of the earth. T h e ter­
rors of Siberia, of which our newspapers 
are full of revolting details, pale by the 
side of the terrors of the mines in which 
the convicts of the South are worked, and 
it seems as if the sympathy of the Ameri­
can people should go out as s trongly to the 
convicts of the South, wh o are as unjust ly 
sentenced and who are treated more cruel­
ly, as to the prisoners work ing in the mines 
of Siberia. T h e system of leasing out, by 
the States, of prisoners to men made in­
famous by their cruelties, is one that is a 
disgrace to the nation and has been de­
nounced in the legislature of Georgia as 
" a n epitomized hell.a disgrace to the state, 
and a foul blot on her escutcheon." Instead 
of sur rounding prisoners by influences that 
may cure them of crime, by this leasing 
system they are surrounded by conditions 
which would break down the most solid 
constitution and blight the noblest nature. 
The system is rendered all the worse be­
cause no distinction is made between the 
hardened criminal, guilty of the most out­
rageous crimes, and the one guil ty ofj a 
light offense. There is also no distinction 
between the sexes who are chained pro­
miscuously in bunks on the ground. T h e 
majority of the convicts are Afro-Ameri-
cans who are thus reduced to a condition 
worse than riavery for the slightest offence. 
The Afro American League expects to la­
bor for the reform of this system, and in 
this work they ought to be aided by all 
lovers of humani ty . TheAfro-American, 
part icularly, as a mass, should rush to the 
support of the League. On this subject 
we append an editorial from the Chicago 
Inter-Ocean: 

" A soul-sickening chapter on prison hor­
rors is published in another part of this 
morning 's paper. I t is not a picture from 
the far mines of Siberia, nor a record of 
atrocities practiced by the semi-barbarous 
and altogether tyrannous Russ, under an 
autocracy that makes the subject the very 
property oi his prince. I t is a revolting 
epitome of inhumanit ies committed under 
the sanction of law in that part of our own 
country where "Sou the rn chival ry" boasts 
of "courage" and " m a n h o o d " and 
- h o n o r " and the ' 'gent l l i tv" of birth. 
Noble-minded men and women who have 
been shocked by the revelation of Siberian 
horrors, may.find a more hideous condition 
of affairs in the shadows of this Republ ic 
that we are pleased to style the asylum of 
tho world 's oppressed children. 

In the beautiful state of Ken tucky , in 
sun-kissed, sea-cooled Georgia, in pictur­
esque, climate-blessed Tennessee, in Mis­
sissippi, and in Arkansas , incarnate fiend-
for years have been,and now are.employed 
in the practice of brutalities that are not 
equaled by the hideous crimes of the 
African slave traders. These states of the 
South, as an offset to the consti tutional 
provision that gave freeedom to the slave 
and invested h im with citizenship, estab­
lished by act of Legislature a system of 
convict lease, the real aim and purpose of 
which, was the re-enslavement of the 
Negro. Other laws were passed making 
petty and insignificant offenses, penal 
crimes, subjecting those convicted under 
the iniquitous laws to terms of servitude 
shamefully disproportinate to the offense 
commuted . T h e principal convictions 
were, as it was intended they should be, 
of Negroes, and under the lease system, 
each and every convict may be hired to 
contractors and other employers of labor, 
said hir ing amoun t ing in effect to an 
actual sale. I n this way , thousands of 
Negroes have been returned to bondage in-
couceivably more heinous than the worst 
conditions of their former slavery. 

T h e " b u y e r s " are usually de­
praved, inhuman wretches who would 
feel no more compunct ion in kill­
ing a "n igge r" than in extermi­
nating a rut, and subject h im to the 
lash wi th as little conscience as they 
would beat a mule . T h e officials of the 
State are aware of these facts, have for 
years been cognizant of the outrages per­
petrated under the lease system, bu t they 
complacently close their moral conscious­
ness to their responsibility for and partici­
pation in the monstrous crimes, satisfied 
that the "n igger" is gett ing no more than 
he deserves for having dared to assume 
that he is a man . But it is not only the 
"slave dr ivers" w h o are interested in this 
diabolical and barbarous plan for coining 
human flesh into gold. A present United 
States Senator representing the great com­
monweal th of Georgia, owes a large par t 
of his fortune to the infamous law that has 
created in Georgia wha t one of the State 
legislators described as " a n epitomized 
bell, a disgrace to the State and a foul blot 
on her escutcheon." 

T h e moral degradat ion of a State that 
permits such heinous misdeeds as are set 
forth in the ait icle pise where printed, 
would seem to ' be hopelessty beyond the 
reach of spiri tual grace. Benevolence, 
phi lanthropy and Christ ian influence hard­
ly may accomplish the regeneration of 
such a people. No th ing can be gained by 
preaching to them the gospel of equi ty , of 
justice, of manhood. T h e lash of scorn 
cannot wound them, no sense of shame 
can humil ia te them; the hot r l ane of pop­
ular wra th alone may purify them. T h e 
cries of Negroes beaten to death for dar ing 
to complain of being sick; the spectacle of 
half s tarved, half naked wretches mining 
in water knee deep under the freezing 
breath of winter ; of miserable objects 
crowded filthily and immoral ly together 

into shanties fouler than pig sties; of 
bleeding b i c k s under a torture worse than 
that of the knout ; of mangl*d corpses rot-
ing in the pits into which they had been 
. f lung ' l ike carr ion; these and even worse 
nameless horrors should drive an incensed 
pnb ' ic to rend the vile laws from the 
s tatute books.and bang higher than Haman 
the monsters who dared sanction and per­
petrate the iniquities that shall make the 
South a thing abhorred 

This enormity can not go on. There is 
dire ve rgeance somewhere making ready. 
An hour of fearful retribution is surely 
dawning , and in that hour let the South 
look to herself. She has been pleaded with 
and warned. Let her not th ink she can 
a lways scorn the r ights of man and defy 
the decrees of heaven. When the blow 
falls let her not m u r m u r . " 

A VARIETY OF THINGS. 
The Rev. Chapman Harris, who died lately 

at Madison, lad. , at the good old age of 88 
years was, one of the founders of the Under­
ground rai lway. He had been a slave him­
self and when the poor bunted fugitives es­
caped from the blood hounds of Kentucky 
across the line into Indiana, he and hi* sons 
would secure them, hold their pursuers at 
bay and when opportunity presented send 
them trom station to station until they reach 
ed the haven of Canada. 

In Loreland, Ohio, the Method'sts, Hard 
Shell Baptists and Missionary Baptists all 
worship together, and a few weeks ago the 
remarks of one of the three ministers wbo 
had addressed the meeting, the Rev. Kstell of 
the hard shell variety, displeased some them. 
The sisters entered in the quarrel and for 
a short time pandemonium reigned. Brother 
Cole was only saved from being slashed to 
death by the thickntssof his coat and the 
biitteruess engendered by the fray will 
make it impossible for the three denomioa 
tions to worship in the same building here­
after. 

The Christian Herald of this city published 
last week a ' 'Symposium on the Race Ques­
tion" and among the large numbers wbo an­
swered the questions asked, not one was 
found adverse to the best interests of the 
Afro-American, Senator McMillan of Michi­
gan puts himself on r tcord as gathering all 
passib'e iutormation on the subject with the 
view of obtaining justice for the Negro." 
Justice is all the Afro-American has ever 
asked for and it is what be nae never receiv­
ed. It it Is ever accorded him he will settle 
the "Netzro" question himself, and the atten­
tion of the soloes can then be directed to­
wards such minor movements as unrestrict­
ed emigration, boodler politics, nepotism 
and malfeasance of office.

The National Encampment of G. A. R. 
Posts will be called on to pass upon the reg­
ularity of the two Grand Army organizations 
in Louisiana and Mississippi, which have re­
sulted from the formation of Afro-American 
posts. The white posts objected to the form­
ation of Afro-American pOits because they 
foresaw that they would soon be outnumber­
ed by them, which has been the case, as 
th re are now 9 Afro-American Posts with a 
membership of 840. and only seven white 
Posts with 325 members. A t the else*ion of 
officers, the Afro-Americans claimed the 
right to vote, but were denied oa the gtound 
that BO Posts organized since J miliary 1st, 
could vote. The while Posts then met and 
elected all white officers and fr >m this meet­
ing a number of whites seceded and joined 
the Afro-American Posts, electing a mixed 
ticket of white and black officers. There are 
therefore now two Department Commanders 
a i d two separate organization*. G-en. Alger 
when appealed to, declared tha t the Atro-
American Posts had the right to participate in 
electing officers and the matter will be final 
ly settled a t the National Encampment. Tne 
outcome is looked for with interest by both 
parties and the Southerner who has Hereto­
fore had everything his own way, may be 
treated to a surprise. The worm seems to be 
showing a disposition to tu rn a t last. 

Many Afro-Americans, who have no dispos 
ition to take from prominent men of the race 
an iota of the honors they receive, still de­
mur at the prevailing opinion among whites 

that the race has produced but three or four 
men who bave accomplished anything. The 
Pioneer Press commenting on the habit of 
singling out outs or two mea as the only ex­
ceptions to the great mass of iguorance and 
in efficiency, which is supposed to cjmprite 
the re-t of the race says:

E v e r y O n e of W h i c h Y o u will F i n d 
M o s t I n t e r e s t i n g . 

One hundred and seventy-five mil­
lion cells a re in -the lung-s, which 
would cover a surface th i r ty t imes 
g rea te r than the human body. 

The gold beaters of Berl in, a t the 
Par i s exposition, showed gold leaves 
so thin tha t it would require 282,000 
to produce the thickness of a single 
inch, yet each leaf is so perfect and 
free from holes as to be impenet rable 
to the strongest electr ic l ight ; if these 
leaves were bound in book form it 
would take 15,000 to fill the space of 
ten common book leaves. 

The hottest region on the ear th is on 
the southwestern const of Persia , 
where Pers ia borders the gulf of the 
same name; for forty consecutive days 
in the months of Ju ly and August, the 
the rmomete r has been known not to 
fall lower than 100 degrees n igh t or 
day. 

A bundle of spider webs not l a rge r 
than a buckshot and weighing less 
than one drachm would, if s t ra igh tened 
out and untangled, reach a distance of 
350 miles. 

On dark nights a white l ight can be 
seen farther than any o ths r color; on 
b r igh t nights red takes the first place.

Ten yea r s ago a remarkable charac­
ter died in Paris . He was kaown all 
over France and the g rea t e r . pa r t of all 
Europe as " T h e Learned H u n c h b a c k . " 
He was very wealthy and spent a mint 
of money in the last fifty years of h is 
life t ravel ing in all directions m a k i n g 
researches concerning his hunchback­
ed bre thren . I t was in the middle 
portions of Europe that he found the 
misfortune most prevalent . Spain 
supplied the g rea te r number, and in a 
circumscribed locality a t the foot of 
Sierra Morena he found tha t there was 
one humpbacked person to every thir­
teen inhabitants . They were also 
found to be quite numerous in the 
valley of the Loire in France. The 
li t t le humpbacked statistician came to 
the conclusion tha t the re was one 
humpback in each 1,000 inhabi tants , 
or an aggrega te of 1,000.000 aga ins t 
the est imated thousand millions of the 
ent i re ear th . After the death of th is 
eccentr ic individual his heirs found in 
place of a will a voluminous manu­
script of i,00U pages, all concerning 
humps. The last page, a l though it 
said nothing about the disposition of 
property, expressed the au thor ' s wish 
to have a hump of marble raised over 
his grave , with this inscription: " H e r e 
lies a humpback who had a taste for 
humps, and who knew more about 
them than any o ther humpback . ' "
