M-arine band of this city, was executed
with the excellence always displayed by
thal erganization; baut the feature of it ull
which rivited itsclt upon my micd, was the
spectacle of colored men and white men
ard a colored lady standivg upon the same
piatform, side by side. each receiving t.e
sume, eqgual, public recogunition at the
hands of tne university, ftor having suc-
cesstullv prosecuted the same course of
professional studies for 1he priod of three
years.

This, to be sure, wes nut a new spectacle
even in Washiegton, tor Howard Uuiver-
sity, through her Medi:al, Pharmaceutical,
Dental and Luw Departmeuts. reproduces
the <cene nearly every year.  Bul J cannot
ltok upon it at apy time without beiog
profoundly impressed with its signiticance
as 4 part of the yet unfinirhed history of
my race in this country, and as a proof of
the woederful work that Howard Univer-
¢ity is doinyg to demonstrate that, with am-
ple opportunities, the Negro can rise to
any height ot excellence, whether the
staudard be that od ‘mind or manners,
nerals or money.

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that it was a hotly contested, triangular
fight among the followers of Langston, as
regular Republican nominee; Arnold, as
the Republican candidate dictated to, and
fastened upon the party by Boes Mabone,
and Venable as the nominee of the Demo-
crats. In other words, it is well Xnown
that iw this struggle Gen. Mahone poblicly
declared that the time bad not come when
a Negro should be sent to represent the 4th
Virginia district in Coogress, and he em-
ployed every device at his commund to
prevent such a possibility, even to the
point of assisting the Demaocrats in maunip-
ulatiog the returns at places where his Re-
publican protege, Arnold, had no shadow
of a chance to make a respectable run.

Gen. Mabone is sometbing of an anoma-
ly in Southern politics. A Bouthern
aentleman of Lrains, means and culture,
ne naturally espoused the cause of his
section in the late war, and rendered gal-
lant service in her defence on the fleld of
battle. The war over, his goud sense sur-
vived the passions engendered by the
struggle, and he set out at once to build
up the material interests of his State. He
found helpful associations in this work
within the Republican party, and, being
wis¢c enough to see it, he was brave enough
to adopt it.  But there can be no volitical
fence, straddling in Virginia  **No, s:h!”
You are d.ack or you are white down there
Gen. Mahone was black for a while. He
“sounded all the depths and shoals” of
political honor with the votes of his ‘*black
allles” in the Republican ranks. But he
at last found that his political environ-
ments presented to him some very embar-
rassing alternatives, For instance, be
could not rest easy with the spectacle of an
able, eticient, energetic and independent
Negro coming as bis equal to the National
Capital to represent a Virginia constituency
which iocluded some of the firat of the F
F. V’'s. A litile too much, this, even for
Gen. Mabhone. So, when a man of Prof.
Langs'on’s character, capacity and influ-
euce, ap eared upon the scene to divide
honors with Gen. Mahone, the project was
to “*down” bim at al' hazards. And right
here i8 presented tne plain issue: Has the
Republican party and have the American
people yet risen to the high plane of justice
to the American Negro that will enable
them to deal with bim  according to his
ability and merits and not according to his
race and complexion?

This is practically the only question pre
sented by this contest. Al other questions
were scitled by the history and results of
the campaign. A rapid glance &t the
statisticul political history of that district
will reveal some interesilng facts, 'L here
are, in round nuwmbers, about 33,000 voters
there, 20,000 «f whom are colored, 13 000
white. The colored people of that district
are noted for their busipess thrift, their
general intelligence und their keen politi
cal sense. It is said of them that there is
rot a voting precinct or a bamlet in the
whole district where an intelligent and ap-
preciative Republican audience cannot be
obtained at any time and on the shortest
notice. It is easilv deducible from these
facts that the colored people there would
take an iutelligent and active interest in
any political struggle affecting their wel
fare. In the last campaign. Prof. Lang-
ston had tLe support, not only of the large
majority of these colored R<¢publicans, but
also of a large number of influential and
honest white men. The total vote reported
wxs 29 162, divided as follows, Venable
(Democrat) 13,298; Lingston (Republican)
12.657. and Arnold (whi'e Repub.ican) 3,-
207—giving Venable a plurality of 641. the
the rerult upon which be received the Gov-
ernor's certificate of election.

I ia asserted by the opposition that
Langston’s candidacy so divided the Re-
publican vote as to destroy the strength of
their m+jority and throw the election with
the D. mncerats,  If this had been true, the
votes would have gooe either to Veoable
or to Arreold, but the returos show that
Vepable received nothing. more than the
full strength of the Democratic vote—ouly
650 votes more than Cleveland received in
the sime district at the same eiection,
while Arnold received only 8,207 What
became of the other 4 000 votes? The
campaign was the most thoroughly worked
up of any campaign ever presented in the
State; the interest on all sides was kept at
the highest point, and this, with the fact
that a great National election was at issua
at the same moment and in a measure de-
terminable by the same votes, served to
poll the full vote of the district And be-
sides, what inducement was there to deflect
the co'ored voles from Langston to Ven
able cr Arnold? opcither of whom is a man
of any pretension to special friendship for
the colored voters, nor a mao of any
apecial ability or influence. while Prof.
Lnngston represents in his ability. charac
ter and National rcputation, the brightest
elements of Amrrican maohood. Could
Nevro voters of the character and qualifi-
cations of those voters of that district,
bave wantonly thrown away that oppor-
tunity to be represented in Congress by a
maa of such proportions? It is little less
tbam an insult to their reason 10 think it.
Prof. Lnogsion has shown bis real
charaeter more conspicuously, [ think, in
the persistency and adandon with which he
has prasecuted this contest, thun in the
prehminacy flebt of the campaign. He
bhas devoted himeelf to it, wholly, ani
spent bis monty witbout stint in the effort
to present to the American Congress and
the American penple, the real facts in his
case, He has gathered the political bis-
tory of every voting precioct fu the dis-
trict, for tte past ten years, noted the
changes and the causes therefor, and care-
fully complled the votes of every county,
as reported by the last Coogrestional

WORSE THAN DEATH

ONE HUNDRED AND FORTY-NINE CON-
VICTS HUDDLED IN ONE ROOM.

Unfit In The Extreme Degree—Ruining
The State—Torn By Blond-bounde—
We ar¢ Our Brother’s Keepers,

Last year the Board of Penitentiary
Commissioners of Arkansas. consisting of
the Governor, Secretary of State, and At-
torney General, investigated the treatment
of the prisioners by the lessees of the I’eni-
tentiary. They found vear Coal Hill 149

cunvicts in, a convict camp, 120 cf whom
worked 1o the mines. In a building ninety

feet long by eighteen feet wide all the con
victs, black and white. sick and well.
were huddled together at night in one
room on fllthy straw, with but one flimsy
blanket apiece, the beds ‘‘reeking with

vermin, and the stench overpowering.”

They had worked sll winter in water
and the poisonous air of a coal mioe, and
slept in wet clothing, *“Que of the
wardens hau whipped a8 man, as seventy-
five men in oue night until the blood 140
in a siream from their bodies.” bdome had
been beuten to deuth. **Toey found scures
of men whose bicks were covered with
sores and frightfully mutilated.” Onbe
colored man who faled to accomplish bas
148k had been shotdead in the mines,
Auwother bad been

CHAINED UP BY THE NECK,

and left suspended until he was dead.
Auvother bad been whipped to desth by
Warden Gaffor, and wae “‘literaily flayed
alive” and wus then pul away in a
swamp. ‘“‘Seveuty grauves in 2  mursh
Lote wll the story of tue cruelties practiced
in the Ledl in Arkansas.”

*Mr. Moody, nwor of tue Peniten-
tiary Commitice of tne State Scnate of
T'cnnessce, last Febroary, 1859, prescuted
a minority report of iuvestigations of the
persvns and  cooviclt camps 10 that Siate
report, which was corroborated by the
miuvrity report of the commitice sent out
by the House. They report . that the maiu
prisun ut Nashvilie is *‘neatly kept, vut
is untit ia the extreme degree to LLe uses
of a penitentiary.” S

THE BRANCH PRISONS

at Coal Creck, Inman, and Tracy Creek,
where the convicts work in the mines, are
described as “‘rough board shanties, on
par with ordinary stables,” very culd,
tilthy, and uofi. for the habitation ot
‘buwman beings; ‘‘the bedding dirty and
insutlicient in quality.” Mabny ot the con-
victs were puourly clad and had on no
sucks.” Those wno presented the report
coudemued in strong lerms the mode of
punishment. It was ioflicied with a ‘eath
er strap oo the bare back while the convict
is lying upon his fuce, and was adminis-
tered tor tailure in gettiog out their task,
aud “‘for nesrly everything,” tbe usual
aumber ot blows being from five to thirty.
** I'be favorite instrument of torture was a
beavy strap, a most brutal instrument.
Very f:w had not felt its sting.”” The
imwode of puonishment wus coosidered
“*cruel, inhuman, and barbarous.”

* Such inhuman treatmnent calls out the
baser psssions of the coanvict and the peo
pie who sustain ii.”” They reported
“‘ubominable vices” in these brancn pris
ons, and ‘‘the litue boys are sufferers.”
The crime ot sodomy prevailed. They
termed these prisons ‘‘heil bholes of rage,
despnir and vice,” and regarded the whole
system as
A ""HORKOR AND DISGRACE TO THE STATE "
Mr. Mooday eaid, *'1f- I had held my
peace the pale haggard faces and emaci-
sted forms of rome of these prisvvers
would huve baunted me to my grave and
risen up at the judgment to condemn me."”
They suggested that the convict ‘bz ban-
ished to a distant island of the sea” or
“*killed”, u8 under the present system, re-
formation is impossible
The United States Report says of the
prisons and prisooers: ‘" Wretched sur-
roundings, bad management, appalling
death-rate. The prison sysicm in all ways
atrccious.  The State makes a large profit
from its convict labor.” Dr. Simms,
Cbairman of the Board of Prisons of Ten-
nessee, said in 1886, that 8 few years azo
the Stgle received but « pomina sum for
the lease of its prisoners, hut at that time
not over one hundred thousaod dollars,
aod yet the corporation defled all comoe-
tition with their work. and that corpor
a fon controlled the Legislature. Afier
showing the large deaih-rate in leasing
States, ue says: .
*Itis plain we must have another sys
tem * * * I\ ij3a question of life and
death to our country. There is no gre:ter
monapoly thin the lease system; itis
rufoiog mny State; it is doing no good to
uny State that hasf.”

A week later the towns-people were sur
prised to see oope of the front windows of
Aunt Betty’s little house filled with tape
pins, ribbons, etc , while in the o:her were,
rows of jars of jelly and pickles. They
had always bought the jelly and pickles, it
wa3 conveni-nt to buy their needles and
thread at the samec place, especially as
they were offered at a less price than at
Bari’s great emporium,

Aft r a month or two, when the women
of the town had grown used to running
into “*Polly’s” little shop, they began to
find there patterns, knit hoods and mittens,
and other little trifics that Barr bad never
brought to the place. Po'ly herself was
always qutet, couteous.quick. Why shou'd
one buy jam from ber and nota hood?
Why indeed? They fell so gradually into
the babit of buying from ber that they
probably nejer asked themselves the
question.

BERR!EN IN LINE.

Organisrd a County Afro-American League.

Representatives of the people of Berrien
county met at Benton Harbor Marcb 20, to
form a County Afro American League.
The convention was held in the A. M. E.
cburch at 8 o'clock p. m., and was called

1o order by J. F. Wilson of Hartman. G.
0. Curtis of Niles, was made temporary
chairman and C. M. Bragg of Benton Hat-
tor, secretary. Upon taking the chalir,
Mr. Curtis addressed the convention. He
complimented Berrien on taking the lead,
as a county, in Michigan, to give organized
and substantial support to the Afro-Amer-
fcan League, for by their action they said
that the sentiment **The time for patience
and meeckness is past and that the time for
action is come” had tound deep lodgement
in their hearts.

He spoke of the denial of rights and
privileges that the Afro American8 met
with in certain sections, and of the treat-
ment they received from political parties
and this despite the fact thatthey had
belped to defend the Republic.

In the Boston Gazette of Tuesday, Oct,
2. 1750, was the following item: *‘Rap
away f{rom his master, Wiliam Brown ot
Frumingham, on the 30th of September
last, a mulatto fellow, about 27 years ol
sge. pumed Crispus—6 feet 2 incues high,
sbort curled hair; his knees nearer 1o-
gether than common, had on a light col-
ored, bear skin coat, p:ala brown jacket,
nev, buckskin pants, blue yarn stockings,
colored wooilen shirt.  Whoever shall
pick up such & run-away and carry bim to
the home ot said master, shall receive ten
pounds reward and all necessary charges
paid.” The mulatto did not :peedily re-
warn for the next time his name appeared
b & Boston paper was twenty years later
and under different circumstances. He was
no louger the despised and bunted fugituve
but & hero and martyr, for Crispus Attucks,
tue mulatto slave. al the head of a large
crowd of whites and blacks,with the words
“The way to g t rid of these soldiers is to
atlack the maln guard, sirike at the root,”
rusbed upoo the bayonets of the Britizh
regulars. In the melee that followed he
was Lbe first to fall. His blood was the
first to be shed in defence of our country.
Winkelried, rushing upon Austrisn spears,
cying *}lake way for Liberty,” was a
hero no grester than Attucks’. His spirit
was he first to appear in the courts o1
heaven to announce that 4 new government
ot 1he prople wus to be formed.

The speaker went on to tell of the loyal-
ty of the Afro American to the Republic
in all of its struggies, and that the race had
never furuithed a truitor. He then recalicd
the conaditious that made theAfro-Amer-
ican Lengue a pecessity, and of the conun
ucd agitation that bad been going on for
the past {ew years, which resultea in its
foro.ation at Chicago January 15-17, 1890

Mr. Curtis spoke of the necessity t1or
cure in the formation of the leagues which
were being formed everywhere, and called
altention to recent occurences which prove
the necessity of union in Michigan as well
as elsewhere to secure justice. Tbe reme:-
dy for the ills which Afro Americans
everywhere endure, isto be found in the
wise couduct of the Nutionul League. The
Afro-American bad played his part nobly
in every stage of the country’s progress
and now that his own rights are at stake,
he should erect his remedial plans on a sure
and stroug foundation. A true record of
his past history would form an exciting ro
mance. His bistory in years to come
should be the epitome of noble, self-reliant
statesmabpsbip

The spesker cited the deeds of Afro.
Americans in the revolutionary war and
paid tribute’to the dead beroes of there-
bellion, comparing their courses with those
of heroes whom ~hite men delight to
hepor. and asked the question: ‘‘Does not
the Afro American deserve well of the Re-
public?’ He exhorted them 1o stand firm

 in this orgapization that it may prove the

lever which shall raise a downtrodden race
to its place among the pations of the
world.

10 LEAGUE ADVOCATES

AND ALL WHO FAVOR A STRONG
NATIONAL ORGANIZATION.

Afro-American Leaguers and Officers of the
Michigan Protective League te
Michigan Cltizens.

To the Afro-Americans of Michwgan:

We, the undersigned, delegates in the
convention at Chicago, that formed the
National Afro American League, an
members of the executive committee of the
Michigan Protective League favoring the
League idea, do bereby cail upon all Incal
and protective leagues, all clubs and soci-
eties of whatever nature who believe that
the National League can be insjrumental
in elevating the masses, to send delegates
to the convention which has heen called
for the people of Michigan to meet in the
city of Detroit, May 13th, 1890, the prin-
cipal object of which is to consider Michi-
gao’s affiliation in National organization.

While at the preliminary meeting in
which this call was ordered, neither syf-
ficlent time, notice, nor consid. ration was
given to the Afro-American League idea,
while the call is not abeolutely just to ft,
and while preparations were under way
for a convention of League clubs and their
sympathizers to form a State Afro-Ameri-
can League.before the Michigan Protective
League call was issued, we are
prompted to respond to this call
by considerations of time and expense to
tke Afro-Americans of Michigan, and har-
mony {f possible, so that the greatest
good may result,

We feel that the Afro-American League
has nothing to fear, despite the bardicaps
inflicted upon it, from an konest ezpression
in a convention of the people  We believe
that a State League will be the most ef-
ficient factor in rcmoving the discrimina-
tions that circumscrivbe the sphere of our
uscfulness in the, State of Michizan and
we believe that Michigan can be particular-
ly usetul to the National League in belping
to solve the problem of race.

Under the provisiors of the said call,
each county can send a dclegite for each
fifty of iis Afro-American inhabitants, pro-
vided the number of such declegates does
not exceed twenty five. Counties that
have less than fifty, are entitled to one
delegate. Organizition by counties is
urged. Let the aidvocates of the National
League be active.
