Da you find the South changed much?" 
Yes, it is improving. There I* a new 

>>uth coming to the front full of enter­
prise. This new South is building beauti 
:ul cities, like Fort Worth, Dallas, Pine 
iiiufT, Birmingham, Atlanta, Greenville, 

and Greenburg. N. C. In all these 
thriving cities the race question is 
settled. In these places the new 
predominates. There the black 

iuzen is allowed to vote and his vote is 
•unfed. In Pine Bluff, Ark., a booming 
;ty on the Arkansas river, near where 

• laytou was killed, the blacks are in the 
majority, hut they meet in caucus with 
he whites and pclitical oIHees art divided. 
>f course, the whites being superior in in-

"eiligance are conceded the most import­
ant otlices, like county clerk, judge, etc. 
hi that city a black man owns the princi 
pal street railroad. There is harmony 
uere and great prosperity." 

"How do you find it in other places?" 
' I n other places in the extreme South 

\ here the blacks are in the majority*"as in 
Artieus, Elberton, and Macon, Oa., New 
:>erry and Edgefield, S. C.: Jackson, Miss., 
Yazoo City, Greenwood and Greenville, 
Miss., Shreveport, Colflax, Monroe, and 
•he Red Kiver district of Louisiana and in 
-atne pordons of boutheru Texas. I say 
;;i these places that the black man has been 
counted out so many limes that he has lost 
all hope of citizenship, and he is afraid to 
vote fur the t.arty he wants' to v<"te foi." 

This map, ' continued Mr. Perkins, 
drawing a lew iiues on the map of the 
United Slates,'shows where the black man 
:s practically disfranchised in the South. 
The vtry black spots show where he na» 
iiiven up all hope of voting through fear, 
and where he will never be allowed to 
vote. The shaded territory shows wuere 
lie sometimes voles, but is always counted 
• J U t . ' 

•Who would harm the Negro if he or-
.ranizeil a party and voted freely?" 

"" vv ell there are two classes of people in 
the Sjuth. The good old planter who 
>wns large estates has a paternal or fiuan-

eial love for the black. He says without 
his laoor my landjs valueless. He don't 
like to see him harmed or driven out. The 
black man respects the old planter too. 
He is polite to him But there is another 
lass of white, bartenders, gamblers, stage 

drivers and adventurers wno are jealous 
<>f the black man. These poor ignorant 
whites are always complaining that some 
black man has not given them the side­
walk. Not so the old planter. He is a 
--entieman everywhere; and he is polite as 

-» servant. They never complain of in­
sults. It is these hoodlums who have no 
property and nothing at stake who want to 
kill the enfranchised black. The new 
>ouih is unable to control this hoodlum 
clement. 

In Greenwocd, Miss., In the Yazoo 
country, continued Mr. Perkius, "where 
a black man is utterly disfranchised and 
w here the Negro who dared to organize a 
party different from the white would be 
assutsinated in a week. In this town I 
.istened to most heart rendering conver 
nations by the hoodlum element. One 
nr.in, an omnibus driver who expects to be 
the next sheriff, expectorated his tobacco 
juice talked like this: 

' I 've taught one dam nigger a lesson in 
his town, yes, two of 'em. You see 

-»me of them Deer Creek niggers came 
mo the depot an' got to talking too loud. 
I said to one of 'em, ' 'dam you Diggers 
your got to stop shooting off your 
hack mouths in this depot." The black 

rascal had the Impudence to answer back 
Mid I drew up, and knocked him clear 
through the door into a mud puddle. I 
•* aiteu to see what he'd do, but he ran off 
home. The other dam niggers all looked 
niad and by and by I heard one of 'em say 
0 another, " I don't see why a colored 
man can't talk in a depot." 

"You don't you black nigger," I said, 
youoon't hey? Well , I'll teach you." 

"0d I knocked him out of the door and 
kicked him blue. dam 1m! Well, 
• htn I got back to town who should I 

>ee over by Yerger's office but this same 
dam nigger and he had a plow point in 
ais hand. «111 fix you," sez I , and I 
buttons a club under my overcoat ana 
walks over -there. When I got close to 
'he dam rascal I struck him a blow that 
knocked him fiat. Then I kicked him all 
ver the ground till he begged and said 

1 <1 broke his arm. 
. "Did you break i t ? ' asked several 
-s'ening hoodlums. 

"No; the doctor said I only knocked 
> little end of the elbow-joint off, but if 
1 tvtr see the dam nigger in Greenwood 
^'ain I'll kill him su reF 

"An old planter who owns a thousand 
acres in the Yazoo bottoms who heard the 
talk said privately as his eyes moistened: 

"That man is a disgrace to our country. 
He never owned an acre of land in his life. 
He L beneath a Negro, and he is the man 
who is hurting the South. We old planters 
never have any trouble with the Negro. 
He is respectful to us. He is making 7,-
000.000 bales of cotton which brings $800,-
000,000 into our country and thai very 
hoodlum is living off of his labor, why 
this morning coming in my empty 
carriage, an old darkey with his wagon 
loaded with five bales of cotton started to 
turn out for me. If I ;had heen like this 
hoodlum I would have stalled him in the 
ditch, but I shouted to him, "Stay in the 
road, Uncle Dick," and when I diove 
around him the old maa took off his hat. 
and with tears in his eyes said: "De 
Lawd bress you, Massa John!" 

"Is the section where the Negro is dis­
franchised increasing?" 

"No, it is diminishing. The black man 
is voting in Virgiuia, North Carolina, Ken­
tucky, Tennessee and the upper end of 
Soutu Carolina, Georgia and Alabama 
where they run up iuio the Blue Ridge 
Mountains, and in Arkansas and Northern 
Texas He is also voting in places where 
he ia in ihe minority, in Louisiana and 
Mississippi. When Southern editors say 
he can vote, they ease their consciences by 
saying to themselves, 'he can vote if he 
voles wiih us' ." 

"How about Sherman's election bill in 
the South?" 

"Well, it can not make things worse. It 
will work in the border ;?outhern Slates, 
but iu tht extreme Southern Slates they 
have arranged to defeat it already." 

. H o w ? ' 
"Well, I've asked that question a thou­

sand liines.and in districts where the black 
I man is in the majority, they have iuvan-
j ably answered: 

•We will pass the poll-tax bill. That 
| will shut off the nigger vote,' and when i 

asked how, they would say: 
' We wid pass a law that no one eaa vote 

I who can t show a receipt lor a poll tax of 
! from $1 to.tfj, paid the year Octore the 
! election.' 

'But will your whites pay the tax?' 
| 'Well, our boys will get the receipts 
I some way, but the niggers wui have to 
{ pay cash for them, dated a year ahead, 

too.' 
There are thousands of grand old South-

I eruers, ' continued Air. Perkins, "who do 
| not tear the iSeuro vote. They Know ihey 
j are superior to hiui iu intelligence and can 
I control him, whicu is true, if tUe whites 
! all ovir the Soutu would be fraternal and 

unite with the blacks in caucus, as they 
have in Pine Bluil', Ark., giving the Negro 
some miuor offces whicu ne is capable of 
holding, the race trouble would be settled. 
Many southerners want to give up their 
enormous Congressional representation, 
give up half of meir Congressmen aud let 
the Negro be disfranchised, i i is openly 
advocated. But a nation which has ouce 
given citizenship to a colored soldier, can 
never take it away again except lor crime." 

" Did you have any strange experiences 
in the fcoulh?" 

"Yes, at ohreveport, La., when I lectur­
ed to the Y. M. C. A. all the newspapers 
denounced me. They said in 1875, ntteeu 
years ago, 1 had criticised or writteu a 
satire on the Consuoila massacre wueu five 
white planters and forty innocent .Negroes 
were killed by an unauthorized mob from 
Shreveport. I did write a satire on in is 
Conshoita massacre in the Inter Ocean in 
Peoruary 1&75. It was a satire praising 
the chivalry of the mob." 

' W h a t was the result in Shreveport?" 
"Why. t h^Y. M. C. A. stood by me. 

They said the hoodlum element should not 
prevail in Shreveport in 18<K), and these 
young men. the Gradys of Shreveport, 
stood by me while I delivered the "lecture, 
and saw me to the train. The Shreveport 
newspapers have never dared to quote my 
Inter Ocean satire, they simply denounced 
me, and the hoodlums believed the editors, 
and but for the pluckv and chivalric 
Grady blood in the Y. M. C. A., would 
have treated me as an enemy, when I am 
the best friend the new South has." 

"How is this counting out done?" 
"The best answer I can give i3 to repeat 

the conversation I had with a Southern 
man—genial and witty, but half hoodlum 
—in Yicksburg. Said I: 'Major, how do 
you do it now, how do you count the Ne 
groes out?' 

•I'll tell jfon,' he said. 'You know we 
used to step on the nigger's toes and crowd 
him away from the poll, tili he finally 
sassed us and then some one would shoot 
off a pistol and hit a nigger. This would 
make the nigger mad and he'd draw a re­
volver and then we'd shoot right into the 
whole drove and they'd take to the woods. 
Well, this got into the Yankee newspapers; 
they talked about the bloody shirt, and we 
had to stop it.' 

'And now?' 
'Why, we have three commissioners of 

the polls appointed by the Governor— 
white men, you know. ' I was a commis­
sioner to count the vote last year. Well. I 
said to the boys: "We're gen'lemen; we 
don't want to sit up all night countin' this 
damn nigger vote; now, le's estimate it— 
just estimate it." 8:> we let the niggers 
vote now, and when they set through we 
just estimate the vote, and we generally 
estimate our side about 200 ahead. How's 
that? Ha! h o ! ! ' "

THE QUAKER'S PLAN 
TO INFLUENCE THE SOLUTION OF 

THE VEXED QUESTION. 

The Coming Conference—Socking Light 
The Line of Justice and Bight—Who 

Have Been Invited. 

ALBANY, N. Y. March 24—The first of 
a series or important meetings will be held 
at Mohonk Lake, Ulster county, In this 
State, on June 4. 5, and 6. It is a Negro 
conference and Its purpose is to consider 
the race question in all its bearings. Mr. 
A. K. Smiley, proprietor of the Lake 
Mohonk Mountain House, is the originator 
of this important movement. For some 
years past Indian conferences have been 
annually held at his house, and they have 
resulted in throwing a great deal of light 
upon the difficulties surrounding the Indian 
problem, and in giving invaluable aid to 
those laboring for the elewation of the orig­
inal proprietors of a large part of this con­
tinent. As the Indian question seems now 
to be in pretty safe hands, and as a com­
paratively new problem, of paramount im­
portance, is confronting the American 
people, Mr. Smiley has determined to af­
ford what aid be can towards its solution. 
A limited number of persons have been 
invited to the coming Negro conference, 
but they include in their number many 
of the most thoughtful and philan­
thropic people of this country. No 
one can tell exactly what direction the 
deliberations will take, but Mr. Smiley's 
intention ii that the discussion shall be as 
broad and general as the spirit of philan­
thropy itself. Educators, editors, poli 
ticians, statesmen, authors, college presi­
dents, clergymen, representatives of all 
professions, prominent men from tbe South 
as well as the North and West, have been 
invited and many have already signified 
their intention to be present. Mr. Smiley 
entertains the members of the conference 
at his own expense. He is a Quaker, a 
man of considerable means, and lie is dis­
posed to use a part of it for the good bis 
fellow men. Considering the fact"that the 
pioneer abolitionists of thi^ country, the 
men who were most steadfast and determ 
ined in their efforts to free the Negro from 
slavery, were Quakers, it is emiuenily th­
ing that this movement should have origin­
ated in the heart of a member of that sect. 
The general opinion among the thinking 
men of the country is that tbe race prob­
lem is soon to become the most prominent 
issue before tbe American people. It has 
been kept in the back eround by other 
questions of less importance for sorne years 
but it must now come 10 tbe front, where 
it will lemain until it is settled upon lines 
of justice and right. It Is believed here 
that the Mohonk Lake Negro conference 
will be one of the most important gaiber-
ings ana tbe most far-reaching in its influ­
ence of any that has been held in this 
country 6ince tba war, and ibis and the 
future annual conferences will exert a pro­
nounced influence in solving the vexed 
race problem.

A Venomous Bird That i h a b i t s Hew 

Guinea Marshes. 

The Victim Sin^s and Dances— mu Alabama 
Missionary Nets aa Bpir N'Doob, But is 
Unable to Ascertain the . Nature .of Iti 
Poison. 

Rev. R. M. Masterson, who has just 
re turned from New Guinea, where he 
has been for the last seven years as 
missionary from this city, in a recent 
conversation with the Cincinnati Times 
correspondent told of a most remark­
able bird he had seen in tha t country. 
Tho bird, which is called by the na­
tives the Rpir N'Doob, meaning the 
bird of death, produces by its bite a 
madness ending1 ia death. The victim 
is almost instantly seized with violent 
pains in the member bitten, which 
pains soon spread over the ent i re body, 
but are especially excruciat ing in the 
bowels. Loss of s ight follows and 
rush of blood to the head. The l imbs 
quiver convulsively, and a white, of­
fensive froth breaks out of the mou th . 
A sort of frenzy takes possession of 
the sufferer, in which he shr ieks and 
howls, occasionally laughing up­
roariously, and caper ing to his own 
chant ing or singing, until his s t rength 
exhaus ted he sinks to the ground, 
when he becomes unconscious and 
rigid in every limb, with his teeth 
firmly locked as in tetanus. 

Mr. Masterson descr ibes the rpi r as 
small and about the bize of a com­
mon pigeon, but of a slenderer, longer 
build, and of a pecular gray plumage 
lacking entirely the glossy appearance 
of feathers. Its tail is#extraordinari ly 
long and runs to a sha rp point, ending 
in a blood red tip. No other color is 
to be seen when it is not in flight, but 
the extended wings show br igh t yellow 
beneath, sometimes varied with an in­
tense lusterless black. I ts bill is very 
powerful though thin and long, and is 
perfectly s t ra ight except at the end, 
where it curves sharply with an 
abrupt tip. The feet are coal black 
and resemble somewhat those of the 
African par ro t but have very sha rp 
nails curving almost into fish hooks. 

This s ingular bird is to be found on­
ly on the reedy shores of the low-lying 
lakes of New Guinea, which are often 
only immense s tagnant ponds or 
marshes . Tho esrgs are laid in the 
slimy, moist ear th close to the water 's 
edge and are most beautifully var ie­
gated, being of a rich crimson, dappled 
with blue, gold and white .but are very 
small and perfectly round. The male 
of the rpir n'doot has no note, but the 
hen, which is considerably the larger 
of the two,gives a peculiar, long-drawn 
cry, which has a piercing, melancholy 
sound, but which is repeated at shor t 
intervals, and continuously. 

The rpi r being very awkward and 
capable of only short llights of two or 
th ree yards, can be caught without dif­
ficulty, but is let severely alone by the 
Papuans, who say that no one has ever 
survived its bite, there being no an t i ­
dote, and death always ensuing within 
an hour or two, wheti the body shor t ly 
turns purple and becomes much swol­
len, decomposition speedily se t t ing 
in. 

Mr. Masterson succeeded in snar ing 
one of the birds and confined it in a 
cage, in tending to bring it homo as a 
curiosity, but it pined away iu captiv­
ity, l i terally s tarv ing itself to death, 
as it refused to par take of any food 
whatever . 

Mr. Masterson regre ts that his 
knowledge of natura l history was so 
sl ight as to forbid of his learning in 
what the bird 's venom lies, but gives 
as his opinion tha t its bill is hollow 
and charged with the deadly poison. 
This poison seems given merely as a 
means of de 'ense, for, as nearly as t h e 
gent leman could tell from his limited 
opportuni t ies of observing it, the bird 
is herbivorous, feeding on the tender 
young shoots of the reeds and water 
flags.

CHINESE PRESENCE OF MIND. 
t% Phi losopher Relate* an Ins tance of Thei r 

W o n d e r f u l S e l f - C o n t r o l . 

" I t is not along the broader lines of 
soeuiUife alone that we can trace race 
characteristics and distinctions," said 
a seedy-looking individual yesterday 
evening as he stood in front of a Chest­
nut street hotel, buttoning up a well-
worn fall overcoat closely to h'.s throat 
so as to conceal the still more worn 
summer coat beneath, and drawing on, 
with careless fastidiousness, a pair of 
kid gloves that were badly in need of 
repair. His general appearance, says 
the Philadelphia Inquirer, wan that of 
a brokeu-down sporting man or a ward 
politician who had been subsisting for 
many months on the expectations of an 
appointment when the civil-service law 
is repealed; his air was that of a mil­
lionaire just saunter ing out after hav­
ing enjoyed a sumptuous dinner, but, 
according to his own statement, he was 
neither. 

" I am a student of social science," 
he said, "and nothing delights me more 
than to study national peculiarities 
and characteristics as they are revealed 
in the trivial occurrences of every-day 
life. 

"To illustrate, I went into a Ninth 
i treet Chinese laundry the other even­
ing. The heathen had neglected to 
send my lineu home. That, however, 
did not strike me as a race peculiari­
ty; it is ra ther a class characteristic 
common to all laundrymen, no matter 
what their nationality. But some­
thing occurred while I waited that did 
strike me. 

" I t was just about dusk. The streets 
were crowded with people going home 
from work, and in the room half a 
dozen Chinamen were busy ironing at 
different tables. A coal-oil lamp that 
hung in the bulk window had just been 
lighted. A good deal of oil had been 
spilled on the outside of the bowl in 
filling it, and suddenly this caught fire 
and blazed up, not only endanger ing 
the red curtains draped about the win­
dow, but threatening to cause an ex­
plosion of the lamp. 

"A Chinaman on the far side of the 
room saw the flames and uttered a 
single exclamation to call the at ten­
tion of the others. That was the only 
sound made by any of the celestials, 
and none of them left their work ex­
cept one nimble little fellow, who 
jumped lightly and quickly into the i 
window. 

"But the flames had been seen from 
the street, and instantly the room was 
tilled with the passers-by, who rushed 
madly in, each one shoutiug directions 
at the top of his voice. 

' " T h r o w the lamp into the street? 
•Dash water upon it!' Run for a police* 
man!' 'Strike the lire-alarm!' they 
cried, and one excited individual yel* 
led: 'Take a club and smash it to 
pieces!' 

"Meanwhile the little Chinaman in 
the window had quickly seized a large, 
damp cloth from his table, and whilt 
his fel w-couutrymen looked calmly 
on amid all the confusion and hubbub 
he wrapped it around the burning lamp 
and held it there till the flames were 
completely smothered. Then he quiet­
ly re turned to his work without stop­
ping for a moment to discuss the occur­
rence, but it was several minutes be­
fore the excitement died out among the 
Caucasians who had crowded in and 
they were ready to depart . 

"Now, this difference of behavior iri 
the face of danger and amid exciting 
circumstances does certainly indicate 
a fundamental and characteristic differ­
ence between the orieutal and the oc­
cidental races. You may say that the 
conduct of the Chinamen resulted 
merely from oriental apathy, or you 
may at tr ibute it to the fatalistic habits 
of thought engendered by eastern re­
ligious, or you may say that the occur­
rence furnished a confirmation of Her­
bert Spencer's theory that hur ry and 
overwork have resulted in a condition of 
nervous instability among all the races 
of the west. But whatever you at t r i ­
bute it to, I tell you the Chinaman's 
method of action is the best when you 
have to deal with a coal-oil lamp that 
is about exploding.

y * Y 10th promises an excit ing t ime, as 
there is danger of a conflict between cap­
ital and labor concerning the hours of la­
bor which the organization of work ingmen 
has ordered to go in force. 

T H E P L A I N D E A L E R th inks that if Presi­
dent H A R R I S O N should appoint an Afro-
American to be governor of Oklahoma, all 
this ta lk about the Afro-American's inca­
pacity for government would be knocked 
h igher than Gilroy's ki te . 

I F T H E Republican par ty in both branch­
es of Congress, hews close to the line of 
du ty , does not shirk the new issuses which 
have arisen in the count ry and makes 
earnest efforts to meet the new condit ions, 
the par ty will certainly be successful in 
fall elections. If it shirks its du ty , it can 
look out for squalls . 

P R A C T I C A L L Y there is but one Nat ional 
body among Afro Americans work ing to 
secure justice and equal opportuni t ies for 
the race, and that is the League . T h e 
people of Michigan, to be in active sympa­
thy with the people in other States, mus t 
make their State organization subord ina te 
to the same body and endorse its principles 
and plan of work . 

T H E Blair educational bill has been de­
feated. I t is said that its defeat is d u e to 
its imperfections, if so, w h y did it pass the 
Senate in previous years? T h e Republ ican 
pa r ty will be called upon to answer the 
question if another bill be not presented 
and passed, that embodies the principle of 
National aid to educat ion. I t is one of the 
issues of the present day , and to shirk it 
means failure. 

W H A T some people conceive to be d u t y 
to par ty makes them very inconsistent in 
principle. Almost wi th one accord the 
people and the press have cried out agains t 
t rus ts and the oppression they cause the 
people, yet when Senator S H E B M A N intro­
duces into Congress an anti-trust bill, the 
measure is criticised unmerciful ly. No t 
so m u c h the meri ts of the bill, but the 
man and the par ty . If this be a wise and 
good measure, it should be considered on 
its merit*, irrespective of par ty or man. 

T H E Pan-American Congress favors 
governmenta l aid to help build u p lines of 
steamers between this count ry and the 
South American Republics. I t was by 
such policies that Engl i sh . F rench and 
German lines were bui l t u p , and our Re­
publ ic could not do bet ter than to imitate 
their example. I t would certainly result 
in an increase of t rade and give us the 
marke t s of the world that tariff reformers 
talk so glibly about , wi thout endanger ing 
the condition of the American w o i k i n g 
man . 

F R O M the n u m b e r of bru ta l commanders 
in our navy, whose acts of cruel ty are now 
being investigated, it seems our navy sys­
t em needs a little at tent ion if America is 
not to have a breed of autocra ts on its 
ships. Those seamen w h o have experi­
enced cruelties at the hands of their com­
manders , can unders tand wha t the good, 
k ind , old masters were when they owed 
no responsibility to anyone for the person 
and lives of their slaves. A few people 
contend, even to this day , that many 
wou ld be bet ter off back under the lash, 
w i t h someone to care for them, degrade 
them anil use the sweat of their brow for 
his l uxury . 

E V E R T political convention of the whi te 
men that has l>een held in the South for 
the past ten years liave declared unequivo­
cally that the Anglo Saxon will hold to­
ge ther unde r all circumstances. And 
w h e n they resolve to h a n g together they 
mean to h a u t to democract and fraud. 
Nevertheless this spirit of un i ty is applaud­
ed as the works of master minds inherent­
ly superior . When the Afro-American, 
goaded to desperat ion by the wrongs de­
mocracy and bourbonism has placed upon 
them, resolve to hold together and suppor t 
t he Republ ican par ty , it is criticised as a 
race. W h o should lead the w a y in mat ters 
of reform? T h e " inheren t ly superior" , 
or the " inhe ren t ly inferior?" 

T H E R E were two Afro-Americans on the 
visi t ing board of the Virg in ia Normal and 
Collegiate Ins t i tu te , a place of learning or­
ganized for the education of the Afro 
Amer ican you th . Gov. M C K I N N E Y has 
removed them both and appointed two 
•white men in their s tead. N o w the entire 

board is composed of whi te men. One of 
the new appointees, one P A U L C. C A B E L L , 

is the man who , in the last Virginia Legis­
la ture , proposed t u rn ing this insti tution of 
learning into a lunat ic asylum. H e alleged 
at the t ime that educat ion was mak ing so 
many " N e g r o luna t ics , " that wha t the 
State needed was more lunat ic asylums 
and fewer schools. Great appointment 
this, bu t it is jus t like the great love of the 
South for the educat ion of the Afro-Amer­
ican. 

A F R O - A M B B I C A N S in Boston have form­
ed a Crispus At tucks Club . Such a move­
ment T H E P L A I N D E A L E R believes to be 
proper to commemora te the name of the 
first mar ty r to American independence. 
Par t icu la r ly does it seem to be necessary 
at this t ime when the Bat t le of K i n g 8treet 
and i ts good effect upon the future of the 
colonies is be ing questioned. T h e Amer­
ican revolution began in the minds of men 
nearly ten years before the event, and the 
m u r m u r s of discontent that arose presag 
ing separation from the mother coun t ry 
induced the Engl ish Par l iament to send 
t roops to America. T h e troops in Boston 
were gui l ty of such high-handed out rages 
and corrupt ion as to greatly incense the 
people against the me the r country . T h e 
very sight of them aroused their indigna 
tion and conflicts between the two were 
f requen t . While affairs were in th is s tate , 
the ba t t le of K ing Street occurred, in 
which A T T U C K S led on the citizens and 
charg ing , fell a m a r t y r to the sentiment of 
the t ime. It mat ters not that on tha t oc 
casion the soldiers were peaceful. I t does 
not mat te r that they were t r ied, defended 
by patr iots and acqui t ted . T h e soldiers 
represented a ty ranny . T h e at tack of the 
citizens was a blow against it . Boston 
went into mourn ing , made heroes and 
mar ty r s of the dead, and for years after­
wards , on the anniversary of t ha t day they 
commemorated it in g lowing eulogies as 
the one act that had crystalized the senti­
ment that completed American independ­
ence. Aye , J O H N A D A M S , the patriot w ho 
defended the soldiers, wr i t ing of the event 
forty-three years later, said: " H owsoever 
historians may pass over the event, the 
blood of the martyrs, right or wrong, proved 
to be the seeds of the congregation." T h e 
test imony of the men w ho lived 
in that period and took an active 
par t in the events of that t ime should out­
weigh the opinions of those w ho now seek 
to rob the Afro-American of the possession 
of the first m a r t y r to American independ­
ence. 

W E P R I N T elsewhere an article from the 
Pioneer Press of Mar t insburg , W . Y a . at­
testing to the influence of T H E P L A I N -
D E A L E K and the wisdom of its advice. I t 
also criticises our political adherence, and 
to this we take exceptions. We could not 
be any th ing else bu t Republican under the 
c i rcumstances; these circumstances arc too 
well known to be discussed. Yet we have 
been independent within the party.crit icis-
ing its shortcomings and denouncing the 
heresies of some of its members . Our pol­
itics had nothing to do wi th J u d g e G A R T ­

N E R ' S decision in the Ferguson-Gies case, 
which was t h a f ' a res taraunteur has a right 
to set separate tables for ladies and gentle­
men and feparate tables for whi te and col­
ored pa t rons . " W e only denounced the 
par t which we deemed unjust , because it 
was in the line of the i n f amous"J im Crow" 
car doctr ine. The remainder of the J u d g e ' s 
charge was based on the most advanced 
g round of civil r ights . We . however, 
chal lenge the Press to give one single in­
stance of a Southern circuit j udge having 
said one word from the bench in _ favor of 
the Afro American having equal privileges 
on common carriers or in publ ic places. If 
there be such a decision on record, we are 
not cognizant of it and would be glad to 
know that such is the fact. W e might 
add tha t G I E S s tauds alone in Detroit in 
his discriminations on account of color 
and he is an ups tar t suddenly inher­
it ing wealth which has b rough t wi th it an 
overdose of self-importance that makes his 
head abnormal lv large . 

T H E Evening Journal is still be t raying 
its ignorance of the race problem. Cousid 
t r i n g the comments that have been passed 
upon the meeting to be held in Boston to 
p ro t t s t against Siberian outrages , ljecau.se 
out rages against humani ty in America were 
equal to those of Russian despotism, the 
Journal confesses the Afro-American is ill 
t reated, bu t that such treatment was oidy 
spasmodic, and the government d : d not 
sanction i t .while in Russia the government 
was tiie fountain head. 

T r u e , our national government does not 
cause the persecution waged against the 
masses among the Afro-American, but the 
state governments , where they are the 
greater in n u m b e r s , not only wink at the 
persecution, bu t pass laws that keep them 
subservient to the persecutors. By sys­
tematic policies whose work ings are con­
stant, not spasmodic, as the Journal would 
have it, and practices are carried on that 
disgrace our age. A correspondent from 
Mississippi, wr i t ing to T H E P L A I N D E A L E R 
says the wrongs commit ted against, the 
poor A fro-American laborer are legion and 
would fill a book so full of horrible and 
revolt ing details tha t it would sicken one 
to read it. I t is going to be the mission of 

the Afro-American press to ga ther in these 
details in all their horror and present them 
to the American people. I t is going to be 
their mission to make even Russia rise to 
protest against the barbarit ies practised in 
free America. Even then, T H E P L A I N -

D E A L E R expects the Journal will say that 
that the t rea tment is only spasmodic. 

A N impor tant conference will be held at 
Mohonk Lake, N e w York , on J u n e 4th 
oth and 6th, to consider the race problem 
in all its bearings. T h e conference has 
been called by Mr. A. K. Smiley, pro­
pr ie tor of the L i k e Mohonk Mountain 
House, who will entertain those who at­
tend. Mr. Smiley is a weal thy Quake r 
who has been engaged in phi lanthropic 
work all his life; several conferences sim­
ilar to this hav ing been held at his house 
in the interest of the Indian. Prominent 
men represent ing all the professions from 
all over the United States have been in­
vited, the personel of w h o m we are not 
informed. This conference can be pro­
duct ive of great good, and no doubt will 
be ; therefore we suggest tha t a few Afro-
American be invited. I t is unquest ioned 
that w e have prominent men in all the 
professions, and this conference would be 
incomplete without a few of them. They 
know the s i tuat ion bet ter than any one 
else. W e mainta tn tha t the best s tudy 
of the Afro-American is personal contact 
wi th the bet ter types of the race and one 
or t w o of our prominent educators wi th 
their advice, and one or two of our promi­
nent journal is ts wi th their advice, would 
add material ly to the good this conference 
may accomplish. 

TO LEAGUE ADVOCATES 
AND ALL WHO FAVOR A STRONG 

NATIONAL ORGANIZATION. 

A fro-American Leaguers and Officers of the 
.Michigan Protective League to 

Michigan Citizens. 

I T IS claimed that the first whi te man 
ever h u r g in the South for kil l ing an Afro-
American was executed last week. Th i s 
event was so remarkable in the history of 
southern j u t i c e that it has excited wide 
comment . N o w southern Journa l s and 
speakers, for the next four years, will 
hold th ' s case u p before the public as an 
example of the unbounded chari ty of the 
administrat ion of the law in the South 
toward the Afro-American. J u s t one out 
of 10,000 white murderers of black 
victims has met the jus t reward of his 
crime. Another murde re r is now on trial 
in the famous Barnwell district in 
South Carol ina for tak ing unaided an 
A.fro-American prisoner from the officers 
and shooting h im to death. T h e dispatch­
es say he will probably be cleared, yet 
this is the place where " t h e best ci t izens" 
met and solemnly declared that they were 
down on lawlessness. 

A Power in tbe Field of Journal ism. 
Mart insburg (W Va.) Pioneer Press. -

T H E D E T R O I T P L A I N D E A L E R should be 
jus t a Uttk more independent in politics. 
If such were the case we doubt very much 
if such a decision as was rendered in tbe 
Gies-Fercuson case would have been 
made. T H E P L A I N D E A L E R is a power in 
the journalist ic field and should certainly 
control , things in Detroit; because many 
fear its influence far from there, while 
others accept its teachings as the best. Had 
such an affair taken place in Martinsburg, 
no such decision would have been 
rendered. 

T h e f ry in the Nor th and Northwest 
against the lynch law and shot guu policy 
of the South, is constantly going the 
rounds. N o w . we want t o ' k n o w if tbe 
above is not judicially lynching th^ Negro s 
l iberty,and that on the Northern ex t remi ty 
of a portion of this—the hypocntieal " land 
of the free and home of the brave ." We 
are like Patr ick Henry, "g ive me 1 iberty 
or give me death. '" So, since a man pre­
fers the latter to the former, are not such 
decisions equivalent to murder? 

To Vie Afro-Americans of Michigan: 

We, the undersigned, delegates in the 
conrent ion at Chicago, that formed the 
National Afro American League, and 
members of the executive committee of the 
Michigan Protective League favoring the 
League idea, do hereby call upon all local 
and protective leagues, all clubs and soci­
eties of whatever nature who believe that 
the National League can be instrumental 
in elevating the masses, to send delegates 
to the convention which has been called 
for the people of Michigan to meet in the 
city of Detroit, May 18th, 1890, the prin­
cipal object of which is to consider Michi­
gan's affiliation in National organization. 

Whi le at the preliminary meeting in 
which this call was ordered, neither suf­
ficient time, notice, nor consideration was 
given to the Afro-American League idea, 
while the call is not absolutely just to it, 
and while preparations were under way 
for a convention of League clubs and their 
sympathizers to form a State Afro-Ameri­
can League, before the Michigan Protective 

. League call was issued, we are 
j prompted to respond to this call 
i by considerations of time and expense to 

the Afro-Americans of Michigan, and har­
mony if possible, so that the greatest 
good may result. 

We feel that the Afro-American League 
has nothing to fear, despite the handicaps 
inflicted upon it, from an honest expression 
in a convention of the people. W e believe 
that a State League will be the most ef­
ficient factor in removing the discrimina­
tions that circumscribe the sphere of our 
usefulness in the State of Michigan and 
we believe that Michigan can be particular­
ly useful to the National League in helping 
to solve the problem of race. 

Under the provisions of the said call, 
each county can send a delegate for each 
fifty of its Afro-American inhabitants , pro­
vided the number of such delegates does 
not exceed twenty-five. Counties that 
have less than fifty, are entitled to one 
delegate. Organization by counties is 
urged. Let the advocates of the National 
League be active.

Jackson is averse to sucb displays and 
evinces a modesty beyond those whose call­
ing is more genteel. His letter in reply t > 
tbeir intentions which be gives below will 
apply to many other cases where pomp and 
show is entirely out of place. 
• 'DETHOIT, Mich., March 10.—To the Presi­
dent and Committee Cbicago Fishing and 
Homing Clot)—Gentleman: When I reached 
New York from England I heard tbat tbe 
members of your club, in pursuance of the 
kind treatment they accorded me when in 
Chicago before. Intended to meet me with a 
band ot music when I again came to your 
city. Now, gentlemen, when I thoroughly 
appreciate your good wisbes and kindly fee. 
ings, knowing as I do tbat they are Doru ot 
sincerety, 1 must ask you as a favor to dis­
pense with tbe band on the occasion of mv 
arrival in Chicago. 
"My reasons in brief for making this request 
are tbat 1 am personally opposed to uaueces 
sary display, and I feel that such receptions,

"1 
would try to get a large number of subscrip­
tions to your paper, but for tbe condition of 
tbe poor colored people in this par t of the 
country. The way toey have to live is lnde-
scriDitble. If a history could be written of 
tbeir oppression from tbe beginning to the 
present time, it would startle the most 
credulous."

•aid he, 1 understat-d that your aim le 
realism; and the henr has come when 
yon can secure it. Jonah himself was 
not more truly the victim of fate than I 
am. I have struggled against it all my 
life, and it has left a stamp upon my 
brow which an audience would be quick 
to appreciate. Ah, who can struggle 
against fatel Energy and ability are 
all very well in their way. but they do 
not beat four of a kind. When fate 
starts in with the determination to fray 
out the bottoms of a man's pantaloons, 
that settles I t They are frayed. I 
have welked home from nearly every 
part of this country and Australia. But, 
sir. I am an artist above everything, and 
I have learned the lessons which hard 
luck can teach. There will be more 
realism in my portrayal of this fam­
ous Old Testament hoodoo than in 
any amount of real water in a tank. I 
have queered everything in my time, 
sir, from a church fair to a pat hand." 

"Billings looked at him, and thought 
of what he bad been through, and he 
said to himself, this is the man to live 
through the rest of the season if any­
body can. In short, he engaged him. 
They went out on the road, but some­
how the play didn't make a hit. Monty 
was a good Jonah to look at, and the 
audience must have wondered why the 
ship didn't sink as soon as he stepped 
on to the gang plank.

of him just because Billings was too mean 
to heat the blamed old tank. 

"But Billings couldn't see it. He was 
down on Jonah, and used to make him 
rehearse with the sailors every morning. 
He said that they must learn to make 
more splash with him, so for three 
hours a day they tried him feet first, 
head first, and every other way. Then 
he experimented with the whale. 

" T want to improve his internal ma­
chinery,' said Billings, 'so that he'll look 
sicker when the cue comes for Jonah to 
land. The audience sometimes haven't 
paid much attention to the play, and 
out here in the west they're a little weak 
on Scripture, so that when the whale be­
gins to cut up they are naturally curious 
to know what he's been eating that 
should make him feel that way. Then 
when they see Jonah they say, "this 
ain't realism; that whale ought to have 
been a darned sight sicker." We must 
try to bring this thing up to an artistic 
standard. ' 

"One day out in Cheyenne; when the 
receipts weren't big enough to pay the 
whale's board, Billings got desperate. 
He told Jonah that the play was too 
sombre in its tone—needed something to 
liven it up—and he suggested that they 
should introduce a dead calm after the 
storm scene and let Jouah come out 
upon the roof of the whale and do a 
song and dance. They tried this trick 
for one night, but it didn't work, and 
at the next town the Sheriff levied on 
the company'8 effects. He put on his 
attachment right in the middle of the 
storm, just after the whale had closed 
his little arrangement with Jonah. 

"Old Monty heard what was going on, 
and he just lay still and said nothing. 
He knew that Billings would skip out 
and leave the company to find its way 
back to New York along the track. The 
ghost hadn't walked for two or three 
weeks and Jonah was broke, so it occur­
red to him that he would wait till he 
found out which way they were going 
to ship that whale before he made his 
presence known. It turned out just 
right for Monty. The whale was sold 
at auction next day to the representa­
tive of a metropolitan museum, and 
Monty and the whale were put aboard a 
freight car, tagged for ihe Bowery.

T h e Life of a Shoo t ing S t a r . 

A small body, perhaps as large as a 
paving-atone or larger—more often, 
perhaps, not as large as a marble—is 
moving around the sue. J u s t as a 
mighty planet revolves in an ellipse, 
so this small object will move round 
and round in an ellipse, with the sun 
in the focus. " There are at the present 
moment inconceivable myriads of such 
meteors moving in this manner . They 
are too small, and too di.-tant for our 
telescopes, and we can never see them 
except und«:r extraordinary circum­
stances. At the time we see the me­
teor it is usually moving with enor­
mous velocity, so that it often traverses 
a distance of more than twenty miles 
in a second cf time. Such a velocity is 
almost impossible near the earth 's sur­
face, the resistance of the air would 
prevent it. Aloft in the emptiness of 
space there is no air to resist the me­
teor. I t may have been moving round 
and round the sun for thousands, per­
haps for millions, of years without let 
or hinderance; but the supreme mo­
ment arrives, and the meteor perishes 
in a streak of splendor. In the course 
of its wanderings the body comes near 
the earth, and within a few hundred 
miles of the surface, of course, begins 
to encounter the surface of the atmos­
phere with which the earth is inclosed. 
To a body moving with the appalling 
velocity of a meteor a plunge into the 
atmosphere is usually fatal. Even 
though the upper layers of the air are 
excessively attenuated, yet they sud­
denly check the velocity, almost as a 
rifle bullet would be checked when 
tired into water . As the meteor rushes 
through the atmosphere the friction of 
the air warms its surface. Gradually 
it becomes red hot, then white hot, and 
is finally driven off into vapor with a 
bri l l iant light, while we on the earth, 
100 or 200 miles below, exclaim:

SELF CONDEMNED. 
Story of a Triple Tradegy in a Holland 

Village. 

Albert de Lear Oiae—A Thrilling Ssminise-
enco of an Execution ia Alxmaar-The 
Wrong Man Executed and tin Ju dge in 
Bemorse Commit] Suicide. 

A young woman was found to have 
been cruelly murdered in one of the 
most fashionable residences of the city 
of Alkmaar. Holland, where she was 
employed as a s e r v a n t She had been 
repeatedly stabbed with a bayonet 
found alongside her dead body, and 
the ownership of the weapon was 
traced to a pr ivate of the Second Regi­
ment of infantry in garr ison at Alk­
maar , with the name of Van As. The 
soldier was arrested, t r ied, convicted 
of the crime and sentence of 
dea th passed upon him by the eldest 
judge upon the criminal bench, 
Gera rdus van Laar, a man whose judi­
cial pronuncia-mentoes, unalloyed by 
mercy, had gained for him the name of 
"execut ioner" from the lower s t r a ta 
of Alkma.ir 's populace, 

The soldier was an Israel i te , and 
numbered among his family some of 
the most influential and best citizens 
of Holland, but, as the laws of tha t 
country prevent a petit ion for mercy 
in such a case to be presented to tho 
King1 if the s ignature of the judge who 
sentenced the cr iminal is wanting, the 
soldier died a murderous death on the 
gallows, because the old judge stub­
bornly refused to add his name to the 
thousands who imployed King Wil­
l iam's mercy, 

Six days after t he execution of the 
infantrymau a s tar t l ing confession was 
made by another soldier of the same 
regiment, who, broken down by re­
morse and fright, told tha t he murder ­
ed the younjr maiden, and had purloin­
ed the bayonet of his innocent ba r rack-
mate to d iver t suspicion's eyes from 
the real culprit. 

He proved his own gui l t beyond the 
possibility of doubt before the judge 
who had sentenced the innocent, man to 
dishonorable death, and when the jan­
itor of the court-house opened the 
doors of the judicial chamber the fol­
lowing morning he iound tha t the Hon. 
Gerardus van Laar, chief justice of 
Alkmaar , had already appeared before 
a h igher tr ibunal , where justice and 
mercy go hand in hand. The bayonet 
which had caused the death of the in­
nocent servant woman had been driven 
to the hea r t of the merciless judge by 
the hand which refused to sign an in­
nocent man 's petition for clemency.

The Afro-American Baptist church of 
Ghent, Ky., have received a gift of $900 
-which was wilJed to them by philanthropic 
white citizen of Gallatin county. 

The Mission band of the Bergen Baptist 
church of Jersey City. N. Y., sent a box 
tilled with many useful articles to the 
"Spellman Seminary for Colored People" 
at Atlanta. Ga. 

The congregation of the A. M. E. Zion 
church of New burg. N. Y., on the occa­
sion of its 56th anniversary, presented its 
pastor, the Rev. R. H. Stitt, with a gold 
watch and $85 in cash. 

Bethel and St. Paul A. M. E. churches 
of Chicago, have united and will worship 
as one, in the new $20,000 edifice to be 
erected at the corner of Dearborn and 30th 
streets, as previously mentioned in these 
columns. 

A special session of the Board of Educa­
tion of Missouri Baptists met at Hannibal 
to consider the claims of the Baptist college 
an institution located at Independence, to 
missionary support, as the State secretary 
had failed to mention the college in his re­
port of that work. 

Some mischievous pesons created a sen­
sation in the A. M. E. church at Williams-
port, Pa., on Sunday night by informing 
Mr. and Mrs. Foster who were at the 
mourner's bench, that their house was on 
fire and their daughter bad perished. Con­
fusion reigned until it was learned that the 
report was untrue. 

l h e Southern Recorder calls attention to 
the fact that the M. E. Book Concern was 
started 100 yeats ago on $600 borrowed 
money, and that now it is worth $2,500,-
000, and says the same results could be 
obtained by the A. M. E. church in that 
period of time if ministers, presiding elders 
and bishops would work with like energy. 

Bethel A. M. E. church of West Chester, 
Penn., celebrated its 55th anniversary the 
week of March 16th, by special services, 
closing with a great banquet Thursday 
evening. Bishop H. M. Turner and Rev. 
Heard. Beckett Jones assisted the pastor, 
Rev. Brockett, and the occassion was a 
memorable one in the history of the 
church. 

The Christian Advocate had this to say 
on the case of a Protestant Episcopal 
clergyman suing his vestry for arrears of 
salary: "'Methodist preachers have no re­
course when their churches refuse to pay 
or fail to meet their obligations. They 
have no claims on the church property or 
the trustees which they can maintain in 
a court. This has been thought by some 
to be a peculiar hardship, for which a 
remedy should be found. But perhaps it 
is the best possible arrangement; for while 
a few faithful ministers fail to receive the 
amount of salary promised, many merce­
nary men are kept out of the ministry. 

The Peoples Tabernacle, Rev. Joshua 
A. Brockett's new church in Cambridge 
port was dedicated Sunday. It is situated 
on the corner of Main and Portland streets. 
Large crowds attended the three services. 
In the morning the Rev. Brocfeett lectured 
taking for his subject, "Influence." The 
Rev. James Reed of the new Jerusalem 
church of Boston preached in the after­
noon, and Rev. Thomas F. Wright of the 
Theological School of the new church in 
Cambridge at night. Rev. Brockett an­
nounced that as his church is outside the 
pale of any denomination he will next 
Sunday preach a special sermon explaining 
his position. 

Dr. A. G. Haygood, of Sheffield, Ala. 
one of the trustees of the Peabody Fund, 
in a letter to the Atlanta Constitution, 
gives a review of the race question. He 
says that up to Januray '89, sixty million 
has been expended on the education of the 
Afro-American; that one million attend 
school; that there are 16,000 Afro Ameri­
can school teachers, and that two million 
out of the seven million can read. He 
says "no chapter in history matches this 
in the efforts made or in the results 
achieved. So much was never done before 
to help a poor and illiterate people, and so 
many of such people never learned so 
much in so short a time." 

Two of the leaders of religious thought 
in Boston, spoke on the Southern question 
from their pulpits last Sunday. The Rev. 
Nehemiah Boynton of the Union Congre­
gational church, who chose for a theme, 
"Our Black Brother" said it is for the 
enlightened Christianity of the North to 
recognize the brotherhood of the colored 
man of the South. The Rev. Dr. Davis 
Gregg of the Park street church spoke on 
"The Negro", and in the course of his 
remarks said, the "National League found 
ed by the black msn will have branches 
throughout the nation and will have a 
grip upon all black men in it." And that it 
would soon have the sympathy of all 
white men who wished to see the Afro-
American secure in the enjoyment of every 
right.
