WasxingToN, D. C., August 11.—On
May 23 the House Committee on Election
voted on three of the then pending election
contests, as announced in TRE PLaIN-
DEALER of May 80. Two of the cases were
decided in favor of the contestants Langston
of Virginia and Miller of South Carolinia,
and one in favor of the contestee, Clark of
Alsbama. In the latter case the committee
reported immediately and the Democratic
member was seated. Following this came

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CURIOSITIES FROM AFRICA.

Things to Be Seen at the Stanley Exhith
tion Just Oponed im Loadon.

In the center of the floor of the lower
gallery, savs the London Times, is a
very fine bust of Mr. Stanley and the
original cast of the well-known Afri-
can group of the Albert Memorial. Be-
hind this is a fine specimen of one of
Mr. Du Chaillu's gorillas from the Not-
tingham Museum. The main exhibits
in the lower gallery are artistically ar-
ranged, to some extent geographically,
in the numerous panels around the
walls. On one side spears are the con-
spicuous objects, and the variety of
type is quite striking. We have spears
from Somaliland, the Masai country,
the Congo, Ugauda, Swaziland, the
Nyassa region, the Tanganyika region
and it is instructive to complre the va-
rious types. There are the graceful
forms which prevail in the west of
Tanganyika, the rude forms so fre-
quently found in the Congo, the wire-
covered handles from the Zambesi and
elsewhere, the frightfully barbed mas-
sive heads from certain districts of the
Congo' basin. Nearly all of these
spears, as well as other exhibits, have
been collected by explorers whose
names are famous; men like Living-
stone, Speke and Grant, Stanley and
Thomas. Johnson, and many mission-
aries, the officials of the Congo Free
State and others. The exhibitors are
many, all possessing collections hav-
ing been willing to contribute. One
of the finest collectiens is, no doubt,
that of Sir Henry Peck, whose spears
especially are of the mostl representa-
tive character, while Mr. Silver has
sent many of the things brought homa
by Joseph Thomson.

Equally varied are the types of axes,
many of them of the most ingeniously
elaborate form. Bows and arrows are
not numerous, but shields are plentiful
and varied; and it is of much interest
to note that the true Zulu shields ex-
tend even to the latitude of Zanzibar,
where we find a tribe who have been
loog settled there, and who, though
they have ceased to wander, retain.
many of the old Zulu customs. Some
of the personal ornaments are most
extraordinary. There are anklets like.
enormous brass plates, with a hole
through the center; others made of
bars of copper, each over a pound
weight. Then some of the *money”
is of a strange character. One speci-
men from the Congo looks like an
enormous sword. the blade about a foot
wide. This is carried about and cut
up as wanted. The utensils of metai
and pottery are as varied and interest-
ing as the weapons. One cxhibit,
which will no doubt interest many visi:
tors is the complete equipment for a
horse brought by Mr. ‘'homson from
Sokoto. The stirrups of brass must
weigh several pounds each, while an
equally heavy brasrs ornament is used
as a frontlet for the horse. All the
othefequipment is on a similar mas-.
sive scale, while the leather work is ot
great beauty and elaboration.

George Houston, a stevedore at Chicago,
was drowned by falling headlong from a
ladder into the river at the St. Paul eleva-
tor, north of the Lake street bridege, last
week The accident was dve to the fact
that the ladder was rotten and was gver-
crowded, but the other men were saved.

An Afro-American Dewmocratic eiub of
Rirmingham, Ala, has petitioned the
beard of education to remove J. N. Clav-
ton one of the teachers in the pubiic
schcols hecausas they aver, he teaches
Republican politics and mistreats and rid-
iculss the cbi'dren of Democratic parents.
The matter will be investigated.

Miss Annie Tenit, a youne white girl of
80, who has lived with the familv of Mar-
cus Wheeler of Brideeport, Conn., for
twentv years, ard has been educated and
treated as a dauchter, now repays their
kindness by marrving an Afro-American
named Thomas Bridgeforth. The town i3
greatly excited. Bridgeforth owns property
there and in Boston.

The prizes for the twn hest essavs on
Patriotism were won in the Kefith schnol,
Chicago. by Afro-Americans. The first
was awarded to Qeoree Jenifer, ron of
Dr. Jenifer, pastor of Quinn Chapel, and
the second to Ida Douglass. a yeung egirl
who was verv ill the day the prizes were
awarded and never recovered to enjoy the

honors ghe had won. -

While a party of penple were returvineg
from church on font, near Aberdeen,
Miss., they were fired upon from ambush
with a gun lnaded with buckshoi bv an
unknown person. A woman nmamed Susan
Henry was instantly killed and her hus-
band serisusly wounded. The motive for
the deed is not known. save that the vio-
tims belong to that race who are killed
for pastime in the South.

Mr. J. H. Lewis, a well xnown merchant
tailor of Boston. on a recemt visit to the
South purchased a farm of one thoumand
acres in the state of North Carolina, Hali-
fax connty.

At a coovention of the Afro-American
citizens o7 New Jersey, held at Burliogton,
Auvgust 4, a committee appointed by
Bishop H. M. Turner, reported a resolu-
tion endorsing the national election bidl
and praying the Senate to pass the same,
which was unanimously adopted.

A few of them had
struck for hirher wagea and their nlaces
having been filled by Afro-Americsns, sn
incensed the remainder that they walked
out and the employers hired other packers.

Tony Houston, a well digger at the
Chattanooga Plow works, was borribly
injured 'ast Monday afternoom, while at
work in a well gix'y feet deep. Some one
accidentally koocked a heavy iron drill,
five feet long, inte the well. It struck
Houston on the right shoulder, penetrating
it, injuring his right lung and bresking
three ribs, passed out below his ribs.
Physicians have given him every atteation,
but there is little hope of his reeovery.

‘“Eagzle” the Cincinnati- correspondent of
the Indianapolls World calls attention ¢2
the ““Old Men's Home” which was estab-
lisbed there ten years ago by a wesalthy
citizen. The home has been gradually
going down and the only occupant has
finally been turned out to die. The sum
left to run the home was $235 per mouth.
but the trustees have failled to make ac-
couut of the disposition of the money.

. HARAKIRI. :

How the Japanese Operation [s Performed
in the Empire of the Mikado.

Harakiri, a peculiar mode of suicide
—in the eves of the nobility of Japan
the most dignified and honorable way
of all violent deaths, the only means o}
restoring honor, revenge being impos-
sible—has seldom been witnessed by
European o» American eyes. As the
word “‘harakiri” has crept into Amer-
ican politics, writes Albert de Leur, an
explanation of its meaning in Japan
may be interesting and the reader can
then judge if the Edoption of the word
is allowable.

Dueling is now and ever has been
condemned by intelligent Japanese, as
the uncertainty of its results was con-
sidered too hazardous to the settlement
of its cause. For ages it has been the
custom in Japan when a samural con-
sidered himself insulted by one equal
in rank that the injured party should
proceed to his home, call together his
family and friends, inform them of the

insult suffered at the hands of his
enemy, and set apart a day upon which!
he would revenge himself and restore,
the family honor, injured by the words
or acts of his opponent, by committing |
“harakiri.” '

In the first place a rope over twe
inches thick, made out of the tendrils
of the lotus flower, was constructed by
the unmarried female members of the
family, and closely drawn around the
house, it being the popular belief that
objectionable spirits would thereby be
prevented from entering during the
ceremony and carrying away the soul
of the suicide. The chamber in which
the ceremony was to take place was
hung with yvellow silk or crape, the

illumination allowed being that furn-
ished by the everlasting light burning
in front of the family god. whose
pedestal was placed about two feet
from the northern wall of the ahamber.
A foot-high platform, about 3 feet long
by 2 feet broad, was placed 12 the cen-
ter of the room. covered with white
crape, and the kahanna (erdinary
sword) of the master of the household
Jaid unscabbared upon the platform,
its point wrapped in a yellow lilil. On
each corner of this platform was placed
a small saucer tilled with scented oil
in which a wick was burning.

The family and friends of the noble
about to commit suicide entered the
room led by a priest,the latter bearing in
his hands a full bloominglotus flower
which he deposited across the sword
lying upou the platform, and the spec-
tators took seats around the room.
The nobleman then entered, dressed in
pure white garments with a yellow-
colored scarf encircling his body and
carrying in his hand a little saucer
from the everlasting light in front of
the family god.

Behind him came his eldest son, if
over 5 years of age—if not his nearest
relative—carrying upon a platter made
of sandal wood the wakizaski,a dagger-

long and cut on the left side. The
 blade of the lancet-looking weapon was
wrapped in yellow crape. a lotus flower
being placed upon its hilt. It general-
Iy was an heirloom of the family and
considered the most valuable article in
its possession. It is the instrument
with which harakiri was always com-
mitted. The person to commit this act
would then kneel upon the platform
with his face toward the north and tpe
wakizaski placed before him. Thbe
priest would take the lotus flower from
the Japanese sword and cut the leaves
in pieces, strewing the sarme over the
kneeling man. After blessing him in
this manner the lights in the corner
saucers were blown out by the priest
and the light carried by the suicide ex-
tinguishetr by his son or nearest rela-
tive and the time for the final act had
come.
* After recounting in a solemn voice
the insult suffered by him from his
enemy he invoked the spirit of his an-
cestors to see in what manner he up-
held the family honor intrusted to him
at his birth, and rising upon his left
knee he would take hold of the wakiz-
aski with his left hand, lift up his white
robe with his right hand, wrapping the
end of the yellow sash around his left
wrist, and deliberately and very slowly
indert the dagger-li .e knife into his
body above the right hip bone and
draw it across until within four or five
inches of his left hip bone. At the
moment he inserted the knife his next
of kin would take the katana (ordinary
sword) and with a swift blow sever the
head of the suicide from the trunk. Ib
every case of this description, when
harakiri was committed in defense of
insulted honor, the insulting party was
lnformed by the family of the suicide
of the act performed by sending to him
a sort of aftidavit of the next of kin of
the deceased written upon yellow pa-
r in the leaves of the lotus flower,and
if that gentleman would not be consid-
ered a craven, unfit for association
with honorable men, he, too, would
then commit harakiri in a somewhat
similar manner. The trouble would
thus be settled and no further enmity
would exist between the families of the
arties interested. A non-compliance,
owever, with this time-honored cus-
tom of Japan on the part of the person
who gave the insult has never been
heard of, it is said, in that country.
