CATSPAWS NO LONGER:

Afro-Amerirans Of North Carolina Will
Work For Themselves In Futvre,

Rangwu, N, C.,, Aug. 26.—The Col-
ored State Convention met here at noon
to-day, all districts being represented. The
delegates are among the ablest colored
men in the State. James H. Young called
the Convention to order and said that its
purpose was neither child’s play nor the
dieruption of the Republican party, but to
make all men, from the President to the
smallest office-holder, uunderstand that the
colored men demand the rights and priv-
ileges to which they are entitled and of

which the Republicans have so lcog de-
prived them. ‘They meet now as the real
! lepubiican party of North Carolina, and
they will never get any recogniiion uatl
they thus Cemand it. The purpose is not
to draw the color line, but simply to de
mand that the colored man taust be recog-
nized ipn the distribution of patronage.

E. E Smith, ex-Minister to Libera, was
made temporary Chairman, and bhe de-
clared, on taking the chair, that this move-
ment was the beginning of a great work.
The Rev. Dr. Joseph Price, the mo:t elo-
gquent Negroin the State, said that the
Bluir bill sbould have been passed, aod
that the Repubiican party is respons ble
for its aefeat, after t0lemn pledges to aid
the colored people educationally.

John H. Williamson, one of thie pro.
moters of the Couvention, said that self-
respecting colored men intend to whip the
white Repablicans into reason and justice
or else kiil the party, acd that they will
carry the Republican State Convention
next Thureday. They demand the re-
moval of the white oflice-holders who have
betrayed them and igoored them.

A call was mede for Cheatbam, the col-
ored Congressman from the Second Dis
tricc. He eaid that President Harrison
bad made some nbominable appointments
but yet his Administration was a good
ouve, aud he called upon the Convention to
endorse it. The Republicaa Senators had
plotted tbe defeat of the Blair bLill, he said,
but be as<ured the Convention that it
would become o law at the next session,

Resolutions were then adopted reaflirin-
ing aliegisnee 1o the Republican party;
asking that the Negro race reccive proper
reccgunition in the distribution of patron-
age; commending Harrison’'s Admibis-
trntion on national questions; condemping
self appointed waite hosses who go to
Washingten and make representations that
the colored man, no matter whetber he is
recognized or not will support the Repub-
heaa party, and calling for a committee
1o gu to Waushington to Iay the griev-
epces of North Cerolina colered men be-
fore the President, askiog for the estab-
lishment of a Negro school of technology
in the South; endorsing the Morrill Edu-
cational bili; condemping the Bilate Elec-
livn law apd jury systew: endorsing the
plan of a Southern Exposition in some
Northern city by both races, amd com-
mending Senator Blair for his work for
the Blair bill.

He left his home in Ciacionati in
1857, leaving behiod him a wife and fam-

ily und in the companionship of a white
woman forgot the claims of his legal wife
and children until the advent of the
womun’s husband caused him to leave the
town of Denver for the hills where for a
time be tried mining. 2Previoas to this be
parchased real estate which has increased
in value with the growth of the efty.
In ’60 desiring some supplies be sent one
of his employes named Young foto the city
with 3 team sud the necessury money, and
while there Younye betrayed his trust by
forging a deed convesing to himself all the
seal estate belonging tn Simms, resold ft
aund left for prits unknown. When SBimms
returped to tind his properte s'olen his
ind became unsettled and he wandered
ay to the mountains, dying peaniless in
Chevenne.
His wife meantime, after waiting many
years, secuted a divorce and became the
wife of Bisbop Quion. late of the A. M. E,
church. One of his daughters. Mra. Lan.
dowia Williams, sister of Mrs Thomas F.
Cary of this city, has recently been to
Dunwer where by persistent {nvestigation
she learned the above facts and it ix prob
able that the beirs will endeavor by legal
process to obtain possession of thelr father’s

propetty.

A STRANGE [LLNESS

AFFECTS ISAAC MURPHY THE NOTED
JOCKEY.

He Appears In A Bad Light Before Thouas-
ands, Loses A Race and Is Sus-
pended.

Isaac Murphy, the justly celebrated
jockey who has time and again ridden so
daringly to victory in the greatest running
contest of the country has been suspended
from riding for thirty days. The New
York Tribune gives the following sccount
of the strange affair:

Isaac Murphy, the colored jockey of re-
nown, who was suspended at Monmouth
Park on Tuesday for queer conduct in
riding Firenzi, was at the track yesterday
looking Penitent, sheepish and sober. Two
members of the executive committee. Mr.
Withers and Mr. Galway, busied them-
selves between races with an  investigation
of all the circumsiances attending the run-
ning of the Monmouth Handicap, and in-
quired particularly into the causes that led
to the defeat of the favorite. It had been
the talk of t he quurterstretch that

Murphy was drunk, and as the charge was
a serious enc the association determined to
get at all the facts. Murphy declared that
he was not drunk., He believed he had
been drugged. Ffteen minutes before the
race he was sober and in his right mind;
when he returned to the paddock to weigh
iz he did pot know cven his valet, who
had been atlending him cobnstantly for
vears, He wus dizzy. His bhesd swam
and huwined and felt like 1 vacuum from
the moment when be dismounted at the
starting post to have his saddle adjusted
till he passed the scales after the race.

in brief, be aflirmed that be bad long
since given up drinking cbampagoe. He
bas been known for years as the ‘‘cham-
pague jockey.” .

**No one that knows me,” he said,
“would cbarge me with driuking cham-
pague. I dow’t drink it bLecause I dout
like it.”

Before stariing to the track on Tuesday
he drank a mitk punch, any while sitting
beside his wite near the end of the grand-
stavd set apart for the families of the
owners und trainers, waiting tor the time
to urrive when he should bave to weigh
out tor the handicap, he called a wulter
and ordersd a buottle of Apollinaris and
after that a bottle of ginger ale, both of
which Le dravk. Not anotber cup of any
thing puassed his lips.

In tbis statcment Murphy was supported
by his valet, his wife and waiter. The
valet, who is a white boy, asserted that he
bad been with Muphy all dav and knew
that he drank no liquor. (A tout who
havgs about the jockeys’ roons a great deal
staried the report that three glaeses of
whiskey were smuggled into the room just
before Murpby left it.)

Mr. Withers was asked what he thought
of the maltter.,

**After & most.careful investigation,” he
replied, ‘‘wg bave come to the
conclusion that Murphy drank po
liguor at the track. We  know
the condition he was {0 when he arrived,
and know what he was doing from the
time he entered the gate t1ll he was driven
away. The evidence is conclusive that he
drank no intoxicating liguor while here.
As tor his being drugged, I take no stock
in that. He drank bis milk puncbes at
bome, and the Apollinaris and ginger ale
tuat he drank were in sealed bottles,
opened before bis eyes. If that ginger ale
was drugged it was drugged in Belfast.
*‘Huve you reached a verdict yet?” Mr.
Withers was asked.

*No, we sre continuing the invesization
fn other directions,” was the reply. It
may be a cay or two Dbefore we are
through.”’

**W hat is your opinion of Murphy’s con-
dition? You seem 10 think that he was
peither druuk por drugged.’

I thiok tbe milk punch probably cur-
dled in bis stomuch and the Apollinaris and
givuer ale on top of it gave him an attack
of vertigo. He bad been reducing more
than usual, as be was to ride Salvator to-
day at 110 pounds, the lightest weight he
bus made for v long time. As his normasi
welght is 140 pounds, he must have beeu
very weak. A man in that condition is
easily upset.”

“tiave you looked into the rumors of
ecormous winnings made on Tea ‘I'ray by
certain bookmakers. and large gains made
by others in laying against Firerzi?”

Engiisn Jockeys.

It is not to be wondered at that jockeys
occasionally get what is technically
known as a “big head” and grow pom-
pous and important. Few “jocks” can
stand the tremendous temptations to
which they are subjected. Most of them
are more or less ignorant stable boys
who suddenly find that they are in com-
mand of earnings ranging between
$10,000 and $20,000 a year, and who are
courted, flattered, and patronized in the
most absurd manner by men of wealth
and position. All sorts of racing and
sporting men treat jockeys with flatter-
ing consideration, for the boys “sleep in
the stalls with the horses” and know
more about their running qualities than
any outsider, no matter how well in-
formed he may be. The judgment of
jockeys is not, as a rule, valuable in de-
ciding upon the finish of a race, but their
knowledge of the form of a race horse
and the exact condition in which he may
happen to be on the eve of the struggie
is of great importance. Hence the
champagne, tips, and promises which
are brought to bear upon the boys. Most
of them have to keep in rigid training,
denying themselves all but the neces-
saries of life so as to keep down to rid-
ing weight, and this has a teadency to
make them short tempered.

THE POMELO.

A Scuthern Fruit Now Beginning to Ap
pear in Northern Markets.

Florida is notably the land of forests,
but it is quite as truly a land of fruits,
says the Garden and Forest. Her cit-
rus fruits are known the world over,
and her large grape-fruit and shaddock,
hitherto little appreciated by northern
people, are beginning te appear
regularly on our market-stands along
with her oranges, limes, lemons,
bananas, pineapples, and dates. Man
persons use the words shaddock an
grape-fruit interchangeably, and the
shaddock is, in fact, a near relative of
the grape-fruit, but is much larger,
often weighing from three to five
pounds. It is also coarser than the
gra{&tmit and has not yet proved very
useful, but the tree and fruit as they
adora the lawns of many southern
homes are strikingly beautiful. The

to the West Indies by one Capt. Shad-
dock, from whom the name was taken.
There are said to be upward of forty
distinct varieties of the fruit in Florida,
some of which are very large and of
use for canning or preserving in the
same way that citron is put up. The
shaddock is also known as pompel-
mouse or pummellow. It is not of
sufficient value to warrant shipping it
north, for even the natives in Florida
seldom take the trouble to gather it.
It will doubtless be found of use in
time, however and until then it will
ripen and die upon the trees in south-
ern groves.

The cultivation of the pomelo, o1
grape-fruit. is extending rapidly in the
south, and it is becoming a first-clase
marketable fruit, very valuable in the
spring and early summer, after oranges
are about gone, and by many people
esteemed equal to the orange. When
it becomes better known it will be a

opular fruit during the spring months.

t is prepared, for the table by removing
the bitter white membranes an

sprinkling the pulp with sugar. In
warm weather, after it has been iced,
the melting pulp and juice from be-
tween the membranes are deliciously
refreshing. The pomelo can be grown
more c¢~sily than the orange, and
it yields more to the tree than any
other member of the citrus family.
The fruit grows in clusters, two, three,
or four hanging togetherfrom one stem,
from which peculiarity the name of
grape-fruit was %’ven to it. The trees
are beautiful objects, covered over
with rank, glossy, dark green foliage,
and loaded with thousands of bright,
pendent vellow globes. I have seen a
twig no larger than my little finger
with five or six big pomelos hanging
from jt. A cowparatively small tree
will often bear as many as 2,000 at a
time. .

California also produces these fruits,
but most of them come from Florida.
They are seld on fruit stands accord-
ing to size at from { cents apiece to 15
cents apiece for the large ones. They
vary in quality as much as oranges do,
and, while the §ood ones are very good,
the bad ones, if groen, are very bad.
Those with smooth, white skins are the
best, and a little rust on them will not
hurt their flavor »r juiciness. The fruit
is always cut fr m the tree as the
‘orange is, wrappe1 in tissue paper, and

acked carefr i barrels rather than

oxes. They sv~ ot sized as oranges
are, but are s+  #cth with the num-
ber of fruits v, .2Ch barrel marked on
the outsic ..

It hus been said by more than one
southern fruit-grower that a fortune
was wailing the man who had the
courage to plant a grove of grape-fruit
tree and depead on them for a living.
Heretofore there has been no system-
atic cultivation of the trees. Two or
three trees are planted around the
yards or orchards for ornament as
much as for anything else and allowed
to take care of themselves. If properly
treated, however, their yield would be
much larger thans it is to-day, and a
good profit could be made from them.

The Thimble in History.

Lady, did you ever take the trouble
to look up the history of the curious
little bell-shaped indented piece of met-
al you wear on your finger when sew-
ing and which you are contented to
call your *‘thimble?” It is a Dutch in-
vention, and was taken to England in
1695 by one John Lofting. Its name
was derived from the words thumb and
bell, being for a long time worn on
that member, and called the thumbel;
only within the last 150 years has the
word ‘‘evoluted” into thimble. All
records say that the thimble was first
worn on the thumb, but wecan scarce-
ly conceive how they would be of much
use there. Former f they were made
of brass and iron only. but of late years
steel, silver, gold, born, ivory, cellu-
loid, and even Kearl and glass have
been used in their manufacture. A
thimble owned by the queen consort of
Siam is shaped like a lotus, of solid
gold, thickly studded with diamonds,
which are so arranged as to- form the
lady’s name and the date of her birth
and marriage. Queen Victoria bas a
very valuable gold and diamond set
thimble upon which are engraved
many historical scenes from ﬁglish
history.

IT 1s generally presumed that ina Re-
publican form of government parties are
formed to carry into effect cartuin princi-
ples of government. and that the chosen
and selected representatives of a party are

| gelected for the purpose of so shaping leg-
islation as to fiulfill the pledges of their
respective parties when in power. The
Republican Senate however, seems to
think differently in that is practically ig
noring the pledges of the Republican
party ilgnores the question that consti-
tute the frame work of Republican gov-
ernment, which remaining unsettled men
ace life of the Republic, and are proceed-
iog upon lines of thetr vwn chosing.

The Republican party in its platform
is committed to an educational meas-
ure and to the securing of a free and
honest election. The Republican fenate,
when there was no hope of hope of an ed-
ucational measure passing the Democratic
House with regularity passed such a
measure, but when all branches of the gov-
ernment became Repubican they cou'd
see nc nccessity for it, and violated their
party pledge.

But the Republican Senate decmed the
corsid.ration of the tariff of more impor-
tance than the sacred privilege of the bal
lot, and the rights of over a million of cit-
1zens to cast it and have it recorded as
cast. The commercial interests of million-
aires in that body has risen above the in-
terests of the Republic and the supremacy
of the party which best represents the life
of the nations, and the existence of prin-
ciples necessary to a Republic is en-
dangered. -

It 13 not to be presumed that the repre-
sentatives offa party can always with im-
punity violate their party’s pledges, or ig
nore the rights of a part within the
whole. 8ooner or later discontent will
set in, and these representatives will have to
give way to more earpest men, or the
party through defections will lose centrol
of the government. Even the most super-
ficial observer of the ‘imes, unless blinded
by personal interests, can see signs of dis-
content and defection in the Republican
party, owing to the failure of men ele-
vated to prominence to fulfill the pledges
of their party, and particular'y among
Afro Americans is defection to party
noticeable. The act of the Senate in de-

laying consideration of a National electien
bill will not at all tend to allay such dis-

content, or bring back the deserters. Not-
withstanding that the National Demo-
cratic party is the Afro-Americans’ avowed
enemy, aud persecutor acting upon the
maxim that an open enemy is to be pre-
ferred to a false friend, many are leaving
the party beguiled by fair promises perhaps
and to such an extent as to almost en-
danger Republican supremacy in some of
our Western States, The great alterna-
tives that presents itself now to the masses

of the Republican party, which is right on
all great issues—ehall their representatives

be allowed to violate the party pledges
with impunity, and endanger its supre
macy, or shall they be brought to with a
sharp turn, and meet the condemnation
their acts deserve? THE PLAINDEALER
has always thought that the representa-

tives of the party were the servants of the
party, not the party the servaats of their
representatives.

It sounds very
queer, but such
was the title given
to a certain place
of worship not
long since estab-
lished in New
York.

The church
earned its oscula-
tory caption by its

-4 attempt to revive
‘&g, & practice of the

primitive Christians. This was to inter-
change kisses before receiving the com-
munion in token of good fellowship.
Perhaps the practice was too simple and
Acadian for our latter days, or the
‘“‘moral degeneracy” of the age is too
great, but certainly the kissing church
_ was far from becoming a glittering suc-
cess. The return to primeval simplicity
was not productive of good results in
- either a religious or moral sense. Scan-
dalous tongues began to wag against
the devout brothers and sisters, and
finally the bottom fell out of the entire
experiment.

But it must have been great fun’

while it lasted: That is if the sisters
were young and pretty, and the brothers
were neither bald-heads nor tobacco
flends.

Man is the only animul that know how
to kiss.

Observe the lower animals. They are
fond of each other; they vouchsafe
tokens of affection. The cat and the
dog lick with their tongues, so does the
bear fondle her cubs. The horse and the
cow rub their noses, birds rub their
" beakstogether, perhaps the nearest ap-
proach to animal kissing, but for man,
and man alone, i8 reserved the mnoble
achievement of osculation.

Man is also something higher thaa sn
animal, so it is rationally to infer that
kissing belongs to the nobler part of his
nature.

The angient Hebrews apparently re-
duced kissing to an exact science.

The kiss of
lends was called osculum, the kiss of
love, sauvium, and the detective kiss—
recisely the same as that by which
K(rs. Blank ascertains whether or not
Mr. Blank has been drinking — was
called basium. Then they also had the
kiss of homage, of reconciliation,of wel-
come, of subjection. of sorrow, of idola-
trous worship, of gratitude,ef peace,and
of valediction.
The nineteenth century doesn’'t need
half as many. The days are now over
-and gone when a young fellow was ex-
pected to salute his father,brother,incle
and grandfather. He doesn’t even care
for osculum any more. A hearty hand-

shake is good enough for a friend. Bui
sauvium—well, rather. H2 makes up
for the loss of the others by doubling
on that.

balks? Why, did they salute the most
handsome and let the ill-favored go?”

John Bunyan was wise in his genera-
tion. Too much discrimination in re-
ligious kissing would be as perilous as
too little in secular life.

Who gave the first kiss?

Probably Adam bestowed it upon Eve,

bdut the first recorded osculatory salute ;

is mentioned in the
chapter of Genesis, where Israel kissed
Jacob, supposing him to be Esau. The
old Romans studied kissing as an art but
relegated the salute to the cheek or fore-
head. To Viss on the mouth was con-
sidered vulgar. Our British fore-fathers
appesr to have been ignorant of the
practice they have since so universally
adopted,until the fair Princess Rowena,
the daughter of King Hengist of Fries-
land, went to Britain. There she gave
1be first lesson to her lord Vortigern by
saluting him with a ‘“husjen” (little
kiss.)

The oldest kissing story is probably
that of the Hindoe herdsman who was
walking along the road with an iroa

hand,and in the other a cane and a rope
by wbich he was leading a goat. Pres-
ently a woman joined him, and they
walked along together until they reached
a dark ravine, when she shrank back,
declaring she was afraid he might kiss
her by force there in the dark.

Some fishing
tackle, consisting of hand-nets, lines and
a sme’] seine also figured in the inventory
and very prominently, as fish must abound
in these waters. The list of weapons in-
cluded eight rifles, a ducking gun and a8
dozen revolvers, while the stock of am-
munition consisted of three hundred car-
tridges, two kegs of powder, weighing
twenty-five pounds each, and a considera-
ble quantity of lead, bird-gshot and bullets.
This supply, intended for their hunting
expeditions during the cruise of the
“Sloughi” along the coast of New Zea:

and table nse. The supply of woolen.
cotton, flannel and linen clothing was

likewise ample, so ample, indeed, as tc
render it possibie for the boys to adapt
their clothing to changes in any tempera-
ture—a most fortunate fact, inasmuch as
this island being probably in about the
same latitude as New Zealand—the
schooner having pursued a direct easterly
course ever since her departure from
Auckland—they might reasonably expect
intense heat in summer and some cold in
winter; and in case they should be com-
pelled by circumstances to desert the
schooner for a more secure abode, each
lad could take with him an ample supply
of bedding, the yacht being well supplied
with mattresses, sheets, pillows and cov-
erlets, which with care would last a long
tima.

Even a plentiful supply of
needles, thread and buttons was not lack-
ing; and the boys ran no risk of being de
prived of a fire, for the stock of matches
and flint and tinder aboard would last

There were also several large charts
aboard, but they were charts of the coast
of New Zealand exclusively, and conse-
guently useless upon thess unknown
shores. Gordon, fortunately, had brought
with him one of those large general at-
lasses that include the geography of the
old and the new world; in fact, Stieler’s
Atlas, the most perfect publication of its
kind. The ship’s library also contained a
number of excellent French and English
books, many of them books of travel, to
say nothing of the two famous Robinson
books to which Service persistently
clung—as persistently, in fact, as Garnett
clung to his famous accordien, which had
escaped unharmed all the perils of ship-
wreck.

The proverbs of most countries are
rich in all subjects relating to women,
although frequently they are far from
complimentary, says Amerwcan Notes
and Quertes.

The notion that a woman can not
keep a secret is embodied in many a
proverb, and is alluded to by Shaks-
peare, who makeés Hotspur say to his
wife, in 1. Heary IV.:

‘‘Constant care you are,
But yet a woman; and for secrecy
No lady closer: for I well believe
Thou wilt not utter what thou dost not know,
And 806 far I will trust thee, gentle Kate."”

Mr. Kelly remarks, in his little book
on proverbs: ‘If there be truth in
proverbs men have no right toreproach
women for blabbing. A woman can at
least keep her own secret. Try her on
the subject of her age.” The industry
of woman has long ago become pro-
verbial, as in the couplet:

“Theﬁn;nt:m that’s honest, her chieftest de
gh
Is still to be doing from morning till night.”

With which we compare the com-
mon maxim: ‘A woman's work is
never at an end.” On the other hand
it was formerly said of the woman who,
after being a busy, industrious maid
became an indolent wife. ¢She hath
broken her elbow at the church door,”
the ceremony of the church porch—
where oftentimes part of the marriage
service was performed—having dis-
abled her for domestic duties. Thus
ahother adage aflirmed how o

*The wife that expects tp have a name
Is always at home, as if she were e.”

According to our forefathers it did
not look well for a woman to be always
sight-seeing, as such was an indication
that she was not sufficiently domesti-
cated and was too fond of pleasure.
Hence, it was usually said:

“A woman oft seen a gown oft worn,
Are disesteemed and held in scorn.”

Even to the present day, accordiag
to a well-known Yorkshire proverb,
“A zonktown [a gossip] is seldom a
good housewife at home.” Many of
our proverbs speak of the fickleness of
womsn. but surely this is a libel on
their constancy:

“The love of a woman and a bottle of wine
oAre sweet fOor a season and last fer & time.”

One adage tells us how “Maids say
nay and take—a kiss, a ring, or an offer
of marriage.” On the same principle
it has been commonly said: ‘Take a
woman's first advice and not bher
second.”
