President Pr ice Call* Upon Local Leagues 
lo Po«h the Work.—Vice PresiSeuta 

Rt<juemed to Organize the Work 
in Their Boundaries .

The Afro American League is not only a 
reality, but a necessity and a fixture. It 
needs therefore n j apology or defence at 
my hands for its existence. In the objects 
of the organization, as act forth in its con 
stitution will be seen special and convinc­
ing reasons for its establishment and it will 
not be bard to discoveV the implied neces­
sities out of which the League, like other 
similar and defensive institutions was born. 

It is a source of gratification, however, 
to realize that the Afro American League 
idea is in keeping with tbe progressive, 
energetic and patriotic Americanism of the 
nineteenth century. 

Organization of forces for the common 
weal and combination of efforts for mutual 
defense and helpfulness, are the character-
is', ic and irresistible tendencies of our 
limes. Tbe modern endeavors looking 
towirds the success of business enterprises 
or the amelioration of the condition of 
mankind are rarely single handed. The 
wisdom taught in S t o p ' s fables, relative 
to tbe strength of the bundle of sticks, 
never had m >re practical and varied appli­
cation at any other period of tbe history of 
the world than today. As a protection to 
their respective interests and guaranteed 
rights, tbe country has its business corpo­
rations, labor unions, mercantile clubs, 
farmer's alliances, national leagues and 
other defensive movements. Whatever 
power is lacking in the individual is sought 
and often found in co-operation; whenever 
tbe voice i>f one fails to get a bearing, a 
rebpeciful audience is not infrequently 
siven tbe union, alliance and league of 
voices. 

A single farmer demanding relief from 
oppression and s fair show in tbe commer­
cial race was treated with indifference a 
few} ears ago. No one noticed or heeded 
tbe cry of the "bay seed." President 
McCuneof tbe Texas State Alliance struck 
tbe key note ot all reforms when be said: 
" I t seems to be an admitted fact that 
organzation seems to be tbe only hope of 
the farmer"—the only hope for redress of 
grievances, the only hope for a heuring of 
complaints. 

The logic of events has thus far sustained 
the statt-mtnt. The farmers are now allud 
like a famous Roman Legion; and every 
interest, even those political as well as 
those social and commercial, is now paying 
deference to the hitherto ignored and 
oppressed farmer. And these farmers 
through organ'zation are now conducting— 
as staled by Mr. W. A. Peffer in -'The 
Foruru" for December, 1888—the greatest 
revolution ever peacefully inaugurated." 
These men had their grievances, and were 
wi»e enough lo unite their forces for a 
peaceful demand for redress. They are 
constantly being heard because their'iepre-
sentative strength is numerically great. 
1 be fact is this, tbe American mind appre­
ciates and respects power. Iu a republic, 
power is a leading characteristic. Under a 
government where majorities are supposed 
to rule, men are compelled to do from 
force of circumstances, and self interest 
that which ibey would not otherwise tbink 
o." doing. All men pay a respectful defer­
ence to numbers, and are disposed lo hear 
complaints when ibey represent organized 
power; aud what they refuse r<> do or Con­
cede out of their patriotism or humai i.y 
they really do out of their just fears and 
warranted alarms. From tnese brief con­
siderations it is easily coucluded that ihe 
Afro American League plan by our Gen­
eral Secretary, Mr. T. Thorn** Fortune, 
was wise in conception, opportune inform­
ation and patriotic and glorious in its 
mission. 

As individuals the Afro American does 
not represtnl much intellectual or material 
strength, lie is of little consequence as a 
force in commercial ceuters. His gieatest 
succiss evidently is along tbe line of aeso-
cution of individuals or a combination of 
iiis small forces for a consummation of a 
great end. "Many a little makes a 
mickie." Shares are elements of strength 
and sinews of wai in railroads and other 
corporttions of acknowledged force aud 
character. We cannot ignore or reverse 
all history. The races that have arisen to 
any dtgiee of eminence followed ibis path 
to their present elevation. If we are to iis ; 
speedily and permanently we must tread 
the same" path. Dr. Cruramell has well 
said in his •Greatness of Christ ' where be 
UISCUMM what he calls the " 8 >ci d Princi­
ple," that * ibe genera) laws of growth and 
superiority »r* unchangeable. The 
Almighty neither relaxes nOr alters tbem 
for the conveniences of any pec pie. Con 
formity then to this demand for a combi­
nation of forces is a neccessity which we. 
as a people cjnoot resist without loss and 
ruin." Combination of efforts is not only 
desirable for our material development in 
the'prosecution of various business enter-
P'ises, such as are proposed by the League 
We have other interests equally as sacred 

and advanced by the race standing up with 
a united and uncompromising front The 
denial of our inalienable and constitutional 
rights in one form or another is admitted 
without argument. In many parts of tbe 
land Negro citizenship is a farce, and 
elections where his numbers preponderate 
are a travesty on a republican form of gov­
ernment and an insult to the spirit of true 
democracy. Too often a place of comfort 
is denied tbe Afro American on railroads 
and steamboats and frequently when fam­
ishing with hULger and restricted to tue 
then or never "twenty minutes for dinner, 
breakfast or supper" be Is re Fused a meal 
simply because be is of a different branch 
of the one blood family. Our wives, 
mothers, si-ters and daughters are subjected 
to the same inhuman treatment, if we 
do not possess the manhood and patriotism 
to stand up in defense of these const itu 
tioual rights, and protest long and loud 
and unitedly against their continual 
infringement, we are unworthy of our 
heritage as American citizens and deserve 
to have fastened on us * he wrongs of which 
many of us are disposed to complain. We 
have looked for a long lime to mere parti-
zan organization for a redress of griev­
ances. All citizens are inclined to do this. 
But when parlies fail the citizen who in 
the aggregate is greater than tbe partv 
which he uses as an instrument of his will 
musttake his own cause in hand and 
present it for a hearing before the highest 
tribunals of tbe land—Parties on'.y know 
and respect positive and intelligent forces 

It is my humble opinion that in search­
ing for a remedy for the evils confronting 
us we have looked too constantly at the 
influence without us and not enough at ibe 
forces within us. I do not undervalue par-
tizan help and services; but I believe self 
help is the best, most convincing and most 
effectual help. It always invites sympathy 
and help that come from without. Tory 
who would be freed from any wrong or 
oppression must themselves be willing first 
to strike the blow. If any interest or any 
race ever had cause to organize a defensive 
movement, the Afro-American bas reasons 
many, just and pre-eminent. Dr. L. J . 
Coppin in commenting on the Afro Ameri­
can League in Jan. , 1890, number of tbe 
A. M. E. Review, truly siys: "No race 
ever bad more aggravating incentives to 
rise to tbe full status if manhood. It is a 
matter not only of citizenship simply but 
of Iffe itself. * * * There is abundant 
work for the Afro-American League to d a 
Tbe people are aroused to tbe great neces­
sity of organized effort directed by wise, 
sober and discreet men, who will place tbe 
imperilled rights and interest of the race 
beyond all other considerations of wnatever 
sort and will contend for them, whatever 
circumstance or trial or danger may befall 
them iu ihe work." 

Such utterances have the right ring of 
courage and patriotism; and such senti­
ments coming from leading men through­
out the country have resulted in tbe organ, 
izatien of tbe Afro-American League. I 
congratulate ibe race on tbe foresight, self 
reliance and patriotism involved in tbe 
organization of tbe League. The time of 
its organization was opportune and from 
tbe very conditions surrounding us as a 
people, it must result in great good to tbe 
race and in nothing detrimental lo our 
common country. 

In order to secure the ends held in view 
by the League every Afro-American, 
throughout the country, and especially 
every member of athe organization, should 
stand ready to do faithful and courageous 
service for tbe race. It is hardly necessary 
hereto notice the statements made by some 
well-meaning but mistaken men, who say 
that race organizations argue that we draw 
tbe color line. No. The color line is 
unmistakably and cruelly drawn already 
Tbe Afro-American League simply means 
an organized protest against the color line 
as already arawu. Some have feared that 
the League idea would convey the impres­
sion that we were organizing against tbe 
whites. Such is not tbe case. We are 
organized against flagrant violations of ibe 
constitutional rights of mea. The League 
is in every sense a deteusive movement. 
Every man aud every race ought lo guard 
with jealous care aud defend unto death 
tbe iutringemenis of their rights or tbe 
curtailment ot their privileges guaranteed to 
them by the organic law of tbe land 
There seems lo be a well understood com­
pact tfgaiubl the exercise of the prerogatives 
ut American citizenship by Negroes. In 
parts of one section be is* denied his fr*u-
cbite in parts of another sec.ion he is kept 
out ot a meal and denied an opportunity 
aud a fair competition in earning an hon­
est living; aud all this because he is identi­
fied with a different race. Every hand is 
against ihe Ne&ro and his hand is against 
no man. ilia case is hopetex and he Is 
most undeserving of manhood rights, if he 
cannot raise his voice in self defence. It 
ought to be a source of gratification and 
hope to the race and their friends that such 
an organization as the League has b<-eu 
affected. 

The Leagues throughout the country 
deserve to be congratulated because of the 
work which uiany of ihem have already 
cone and because of ibe door of usefulness 
which is wide open lo them everywhere. 
The state orgautz ttions o f ' the League in 
New York, Ohio, Michigan. Nebrasla aud 
other siatca that i ba /e not now in mind, 
indicate n interest that is moot commend­
able for so bnef a period. \V e hope Mat 
even iu these inspiring' regions the League 
and its friendi will continue to push the 
work. During my sojourn in Neo. ask i 1 
was delighted to bear of the thoiougn 
organiz .lion and persistent iff on in inak 
ing the work known throughout the state. 
All of us should keep iu mind that this is 
but the incipiency of a great cause. Iu 

"it is the beginning of a great end" and 
every Afro-American throughout the coun­
try is expected to help hasten this happy 
consummation of a patriotic struggle fc-r 
manhood and constitutional rights. While 
tbe work as a whole has been encouraging 
I regret that the matter of orgaiization 
bas not been more general. The mstn 
work before us now is organization. The 
executive committee expects every man to 
do constant work in this direction. We 
regret that our friends in tbe Southern 
states have not taken hold of the work as 
earnestly and zealously as tbe North, West 
and East. Tbe section where the masses 
of the race reside cannot afford to be indif­
ferent to the endeavors looking forward to 
the betterment of their condition. The 
League is not a political organiz ition; and 
the friends of the cause could easily afford 
to organize in Alabama as well as in Ohio. 
Afro Americans ought to cultivate a feeling 
of sympathy that will prompt them lo look 
after tbe interest of the race everywhere. 
An injustice or outrage perpetrated on an 
Afro American in New York should come 
to us wiih as much force as an outrage 
perpetrated In our own state We are 
indeed "many as tbe waves but one as tbe 
sea." At our annual meeiing it is hoped 
that our Southern section of the couutry 
will not be one whit behind any other 
section. 

The local leagues throughout the coun­
try will do tbe executive committee a great 
favor by sending tbe annual capitation tax 
to the General Secretary. Mr. T. Thomas 
Fortune. 4 Cedar St., New York, as pro­
vided for in the constitution. The failure 
to do this is a draw back to the League in 
carrying out its plans for the more com­
plete organisation and prosecution of its 
work. Tbe Leagues already organized are 
requested to push the cause vigorously. 
We hope that the vice presidents for the 
respective states and territories will 
thoroughly organize the work within their 
boundaries. Organization is the watch 
vrord of lh<i hour and the rallying cry all 
along tbe line for the advancement of the 
League. Our General Secretary, Mr. 
Fortune, has well said, "Tbe csndi ion of 
affairs never called more loudly and imper­
atively for organization of tbe race than 
now, especially to stimulate industrial and 
commercial and moral activity among the 
people. 

The objects of tbe League arc patriotic 
and noble and worthy the best energies of 
any race. Tue necessities of our situation 
are urgent and the timo for self reliant, 
persistent and judicious action Is at hand. 
Then let us all to the work.

Whereas, for obvious reasons, we, as 
colored pnysicians, are not participants in 
the Medical Councils of the Southern 
states. 

Therefore, for the purpose of the mutual 
benefit of both ourselves and our patrons 
do nereby issue a call for a Convention of 
the regular Negro practitioners of the 
South, and other sections, who may see fit 
to join us, to meet in the city of Little 
Rock, Ark., on the 19th day of December, 
1890, for the purpose of forming a perma­
nent National Association. 

THE STENOGRAPHERS. 

One of the Leaders . 

An elderly gentleman with a gray, 
almost white, flowing beard, sparkling 
eyes and kindly expression of countenance, 
is frequently seen on Bostons busy 
thoroughfares. This Is John Hutchinson, 
known during the dark days preceding 
the late war as one of tbe most earnest 
abolitionists of tbe time. He was not con­
tent with simply lifting up his voice in 
defence of tbe slave, but be was one of the 
leaders in tbe ' underground railroad" 
scheme ,by means of which so many black 
men escaped from the tyrannical rule of 
their owners Not only was John Hutch­
inson's name made familiar by bis connec­
tion with affaiisof this sort, but be was 
one of tbe noted Hutchinson family of 
singers who gave concerts all over tbe 
country, and whose name became a house-
bold word. John Hutchinson i« one. if 
not the only survivor of that family. His 
name will always be remembered by tbe 
people of Minneapolis, as be was one of 
the first settlers of that now thriving city. 
Not far from .Minneapolis is a town which 
he founded It bears bis name. Hutchin­
son is lo be found on any well regulated 
atlas. 

Mr. Hutchinson sang at tbe recent union 
of abolitionists held at'Tremont Temple, a 
report of which appeared in T H B PLAIN-
UKALEK of last week. 

Congressman Miller's District . 
The South Carolina district now repre 

senled by Miller, who was seated recently 
after a contest wirh Elliot, contains only 
three eu'irc counties, to which is added an 
irregular patchwork of portions of six 
other counties. In it is massed the popu­
lation of every large Afro-American or 
Republican settlement on the sea c a-t and 
inte ior, a id from it is excluded nearly 
every white or Democrat c settlement. 
According to tbe census of 1880 tbe dis­
trict cootaiued 2J.&3 black voters and 
7.095 white. *el the doctored election 
returns gave Elliott (f)etn ) 8.354 votes and 
Miller (Rep.) only 7.103. It was contrived 
as part of an outrageous gerrymaodir, by 
which the A fro Amer.can Republicans 
were massed together and otber districts left 
more strongly Democratic It was tbe 
intentii n of the originators of tbe scheme 
to allow the Repub'icans of this district to 
choose their Representative, but it was 
decided la er to swindle tbem out of this 
right, and the counting in of Elliott, with 
his minority vote, was a part of this plan. 
Tbe evidence presented lo tbe elections 
committee proved conclusively ballot-box 
siuffiug. false returns, intimidation and all 
tbe usual processes by wbieh elections in 
South Carolina are nude farces. 

During the National Encampment of 
the G. A. R., at Boston, Mass., in August, 
tbe visit of several western stenographers 
awakened new interest in the question of 
the number of Afro-American stenogra­
phers actively employed throughout the 
United States and Canada, and has been 
tbe cause of a movement to gather them 
together in Detroit, during the next G. A. 
R. National Encampment. 

It bas been thought by several of these 
gentlemen in Boston and Chicago that the 
fact that tbe rate to Chicago.in consequence 
of the vast throngs who will attend the next 
G. A. R. encampment, will be lowered, 
would make it an object to have tbe gath­
ering in that city rather than elsewhere 
A meeting was held in Boston and tbe sub­
ject discussed, and it was thought well to 
get the sense of the colored stenographers 
throughout tbe country in regard to this 
matter through the medium of the Phono­
graphic World published in New York 
city. 

Tbe editor of that paper, a Mr. Miner, 
has been asked to preside over the conven­
tion and has cbeerluUg acce* '•<' the i c i ­
tation. 

Tbe following has been sent out by tbe 
projectors: It is Loped that all such sten­
ographers in the United States and Canada, 
who are at present actively employed, will 
meet in Detroit next August for the pur­
pose of mutual acquaintance, advancement 
of ideas far sur mutual interest and to con­
sider the advisability ot forming a national 
organization to promote our greater use­
fulness in tbe profession.

LINCOLN'S MELANCHOLY. 

His 8 j m pathetic Nature 
Misierta 

and Hi* Early 

Those who saw much of Abraham 
Lincoln during the later years of his life, 
were greatly impressed with the expression 
of profound melancholy his face always" 
wore in repose. 

Mr. Lincoln was of a peculiarly sym­
pathetic and kindly nature. These strong 
characteristics influenced, very happily, as 
it proved, his entire political career. They 
would not seem, at first glance, to be effi­
cient aids to political su< cess: but in the 
peculiar emergency which Lincoln, in the 
providence of God', was called to meet, no 
vessel of common clay could possibly have 
become the "chosen of the Lord." 

Those acquainted with him from boy­
hood kiew that early grief tinged his 
whole life with sadness. His partner in 
the grocery business a'. Salem was "Unrle" 
Billy Green, of Tallula, III., who us- d at 
night, when the customers were few, to 
bold tbe grammar while Lincoln recited 
his lessons. 

It was to his sympathetic ear Lincoln told 
the story of his love for swe?t Ann Rut-
lidge; and he, in return, offered what com­
fort he could when poor Ann died, and 
Lincoln's great heart nearly broke. 

••After Ann died," says 'Uncle ' Billy 
"on stormy nights, wheu the wind blew 
the rain against tbe roof, Abe would set 
thar in the grocery, his elbows on his 
knees, his face in his hands, and tbe tears 
runnin' through his finger*. I hated to 
see him feel bad. an' I d say, 'Ab-i don't 
cry'; an' he'd look up and say ' I can't help 
it Bill the rain is falhn' on her . ' " 

There are many who can sympathize 
with this overpowering grief, as they think 
of a lo^t loved one, when "tbe rain's a 
fallin' on ber." W bat adds poignancy to 
the grief some times is tbe thought that 
the lost one might have been saved. 

Fortunate, iudeed. is William Johnson, 
of Corona, L. I., a builder, who writes 
June 28. 1890: L*st February, on returning 
from church one night, my daughter com 
plaiued of having a pain in her ankle.

A Brazilian official, who is visiting this 
country, said, a day or two ago: " I don't 
like the way you people treat tbe Negro. 
In Brazil no one heti tales to work beside a 
Negro; no one is ashamed to shake hands 
wiiu a Negro. We believe that God has 
made all men of one blood, and whether* 
they are black, white or red, they have the 
same rights." Yet tbe slaves were freed in 
Brazil later than in this country, and no 
one would assign the Negro in America to-
a lower plane of intelligence than his 
brother in Brazil. • The Negro has ambi­
tion and brains enough to secure his own 
social rights as s >oo as he deserves tbem. 
All the government has to do is to keep i u 
promise and protect his political rights. 
The government will do this, and will gain-
Mississippi's respect in the doing of it.

A D e a d Elepha nt . 
" r o m t h e L o n d o n Times . 

The recent Indian papers describe 
the difficulty a t tending the disposal 
of the body of a n elephant a t Now 
aree, in Baroda, which illustrate* 
the Indian saying t h a t an elephant 
must be buried where i t dies. I t a p 
pears t h a t a t a m e elephant, which 
had been kept a t Nowsaree for many 
years pas t , died. The news was a t 
once telegraphed t o Baroda , and 
sanction for expenses incidental t o 
the burial of the animal was obtained. 
The local authori t ies then held a 
council a s t o how the remains should 
be removed t o a d i s tan t p a r t of tho 
town, where they could be interred 
without endangering the health oi 
the inhabi tan ts . I t was suggested 
t h a t the dead body should be cut up 
into pieces, which might then be re­
moved and disposed of, b u t this idea 
was rejected. I t was then resolved 
to d r a g the remains o u t of the town, 
and with t h a t object t o pull down 
one of the walls within which the ani­
mal had been confined. Hurrdreda 
of cooties were pressed in to the ser­
vice, and a number of carpenters, 
ironsmiths and other a r t i sans were 
engaged t o construct a huge ear on 
wheels t o convey the dead animal 
But the body, which weighed several 
tons, could n o t be lifted, much less 
removed, from the place where i t was. 
Various a t t e m p t s were made for 
three days , b u t they failed one after 
the other. When the authori t ies saw 
tha t they were baffled in all their en­
deavors t o move the. body, tirtgr re­
solved t o a d o p t the suggestion made 
a t the outset , and eventually 'caused 

•it t o be cut in to pieces, which,were 
th*n buried a t a sho r t distance from 
the place. "When the body was sub­
mitted t o the operat ion i t emitted 
such repulsive odors t h a t Ranee 
Jumnabai , the adopt ive mother or 
the Gaekwar, who lived in the neigh­
borhood, had t o move in to another 
bungalow.

The largest sheep ranch in tho world 
is in the counties of Webb and Dimnet, 
in Texas.

The saloonkeepers of St. Petersburg 
have been warned not to sell liquors te 
factory operatives on credit, or to en­
tice them to drink in any other way. 

During the marriage service in a 
church in Virginia the other day a 
goat walked in and broke up the cere­
mony by summarily ejecting tbe groom 
with bis head. 

The great exhibition held in London 
in 1851 was attended bv 6,089.195 per­
sons, and left a profit 'of £218,305.

The assessment roll of Los Angeles

The ink contract at 30 cents a gallon, 
awarded by the Cincinnati school 
board, shows how a great a profit there 
is in selling ink at retail. Tbe ordinary 
price is 5 cents for a little bottle hold­
ing less than a gill, and any school boy 
or girl can easily figure up about how 
much a gallon of ink would cost at that 
rate. 

At the head of Onion Valley, in Inyo 
County, California, are two abrupt 
mountains, one 12.000 and the other 
14,000 feet high. Tumbling down the 
side of one is a cataract 500 feet bjgh, 
which in the distance resembles falling 
snow, and two other waterfalls of equal 
height are visible from the head of the 
valley. 

An oculist in Breslau has recently 
treated 300 cases of defective eyesight, 
(or which the cause was not apparent. 
It rose as suddenly as an epidemic, and 
was confined to men entirely. At last 
he found the reason for it in a new 
fashion of very tight shirt collars. 
He made the young men unbutton their 
collsrs and their eyes got well. 

A rare horse is that of George Booth, 
superintendent of the Bristol Gas 
Works. The animal was recently 
neglected at dinner time, but went on 
an independent foraging expedition.

Then a trip was made to the hydrant 
where he turned on the water, filled 
the trough, then turned it off. quaffed 
to his heart's content and went back to 
his stall.

1 his, is a greater bar to suffrage 
4han the United States places upon foreign 
era, yet this bar in Mississippi is placed on 
Americans and foreigners alike. In order 
to cripple the Afro American, Mississippi 
tias done itself the greatest harm. Already 
the greatest enterprise} in the South are 
owned by men who will not make their 
residence there.

The strike is 
against A fro-Americans as switchmen. 

MICHIGAN need not caat her eyes South 
of Mason and Dixon's line to find flagrant 
acts of injustice toward, and discrimination 
against "the Negro." We have it here. 
Tet it is true that men often fight evils 
afar off and remain quiet about those 
under their very nose. It cost nothing to 
condemn tbe Russian convict policy. It is 
popular to sympathize with the ills of 
tbe Irish tenantry. It is even politic to 
score the b'outh for its bulldozing and 
fraud. But it does cost something to com­
bat prevalent ideas at home, no matter bow 
erroneous, because prejudice and wrong 
are generally strongly intrenched. We 
have had promise after promise that there 
would be Afro-Americans on the police 
force. Governor LUCE declared that it 
was right and just that we should have 
them, yet we have bad but one probation 
ary officer. It has been the current report 
that this was but a bluff and a subterfuge. 
This in the face of the fact that every 
nation of Europe is represented and almost 
half our force are foreigners. Out of all 
the Afro-American applicants none were 
worthy, one being too good and another 
too bad, yet since the books have been 
closed for applications an applicant has 
been received. Moreover a special meet­
ing of the board has placed him on duty, 
while the names of Afro-Americans, regu­
larly taken have never been considered. 
Were the police commissioners responsible 
to the people there is no question but that 
we would be represented and if Afro-Amer­
icans only exhibit the proper spirit we will 
be represented.

It is current talk among the snorting 
fraternity that the celebrated "colored 
trust" is beaten. Four hundred thousand 
dollars strong the Fourth of July and 
"flat broke'' Sept. 15—this in brief is tbe 
sad story. In just one month and a half 
tbe sum named was dumped in tbe coffers 
of tbe bookmakers at Monmouth 
Park and Sheepsbead Bay by a select 
coterie of six colored men, who are famous 
horsemen wherever running horses are 
bred and raced.

Thompson, Paton Clay, John Carter and 
Sam Monnell. They owned a stable of 
the best bred horses on the turf, among 
(hem being Kupeno, as 2-year-old; Fronte-
nac, Pearl Set, Fox . ede and Silver Prince. 
Walker and Charley Jordan were the lead­
ers ot the combination, and they had as an 
ally Ed Brown, better known as "Brown 
Dick." In the good old days of Richard 
Ten Broeck and Prince McGrath Wal«er 
and "Brown Dick," were as celebrated as 
•'Snapper'' Garrison and Jimmie kowe are 
today. Brown trained the horses owned 
by Mr. Ten Broeck and Walker was bis 
jockey. Under tbeir care and skill Long-
lellow and Ten Broeck became winners, 
and when Ten Broeck made the mile 
record of 1:39 8-4 at Louisville in 1876 
Willie Walter was on his back. The his­
tory of tbe "colored trust" dates from 
August 20, 1880.

Thus i bese 
store girls are learning tbe refinements of 
social life from personal contact with the 
queens of society while they no doubt 
find that the true gentlewoman may be 
found in the humble walks of life. 

WARDEN Brush of Sing Sing, in his 
address before tbe prison congress at 
its annual reunion at Cincinnati last 

week said that a laige share of tbe men 
and boys who are incarcerated in our state 
prisons and penitentiaries are there because 
they bad no proper discipline in tbe family 
and were allowed by over indulgence to 
play truant instrad of attending school and 
therefore bad no school discipline. Tbe 
triteness of tbe observation may cause tbe 
sober truth it conveys to be overlooked 
Prison life and the disgrace it brings are 
subjects that every parent puts away as 
th'>ugh it were utterly impossible for the 
matter to touch them. Yet. again and 
again some fond mother's darling and 
proud father*8 hope is arrattd for some 
petty crime, sent to tbe reform school, 
which in too many cases fails to reform 
and this first step only proves tbe way for 
the state prison and the penitentiary.

Wind observations at the Eiffel Tower 
•how that at low velocities of fifteen 
miles per hour or less the velocity of 
the wind at the top of the tower is 
from four to live times as £reat as at 
the top of an ordinary building sixty-
nine feet high; but as the velocity in­
creases this difference decreases, unti l 
at high velocities the difference is only 
as two to one. M. Eiffel assumed the 
pressures to be forty-one pounds per 
square foot at the base, increasing to 
eight>-two pounds per square foot a t 
the top. which seems to be ra ther less 
difference than the facts called for. 
although a fair approximation, if the 
above stated decrease of ratio continues 
up to maximum wind velocitiej.—
