The Obligations of the State.—The Charter
of the #Negro''—Unwarrantable Inter-
ference.—Fraschise an locemtive,

As .t is true that some men are born
great and othzrs have greatness thrust upon
them, so is it equally true that some men
goto bed like tbe hermit, solitary and
unknown, and rise the next day to find
tbemselves famous. And buman life is
tbus constituted. There are multitudinous
forces in the world varying in power and
jotluence that are shaf)ing buman life and
buman endeavors. Quietly going about
our daily labors, and applying ourselves to
the various obligations and responsibilities
of life, we give no heed to circumstances
operating on us from outside, and therefore
imsgine that we are able to live in the
wurld without being moved rave by our
own volition and assen®t. Clearly there is
no greater error than this. Qutward cir-
cumstances play quite a deep and influenc-
ing part in our interccurse with one
another, but so sharp and clashing are the
activities of life that we cannot recognize

-liow we are outwardly inflnenced.

Io all the chanpels of human interests
there is none in which this truth is so
evideet and positive as in politics.  Polities
is the most seifish of all fields of human
energy, and character being mixed up with
the Jow aims and personal desires of the
ambitious in its ranks, becomes therefore
diseased and feeble; and when we come to

look to 1\he two races that are in the polit-

ical field of this country, different in train-
ing, opportunities and life, it will be seen
that the Negro is completely innocent and
darkly obvious of the effects of circum-
stances on his life as 1 tforce in the history
of the country. .\t no time bas this been
more fully evidenced than at the recent
Mississippi Legislative Convention where
the only col red member of that body.

yieiding te the touch and importunities of
astute, wide awake men, has surrendered
tne putural, popular rghts of a vast
number of his fellow citizens,

Classic legend tel's us that opportunity
comes to us in the shape of a man almost
bald, on the front of whose head sits a
ctuster of bair, so that, if allowed to slip
by. Le cannot be tauken bold of from
behind.,  Mr. lsaiak Montgomery, but yes
lerday unknown to his clientelle, has become
famous according 19 Democratic thought
and by resson of Democraric urgencies.
He has undoubtedly pretermitted his op-
portunity. He could bave writien bhis
name more gratefully and beneficially io
the bistory of the evolu:ions of the race ot
that state; his efforts could have been
turned towards belping it up the ladder of
civil rights and pelitical responsibility, but
be allowed strange, selfish influences to
tecioud bis mind and detbrone his sense
of justice and f irness,

Mr. Montgoroery’s action deserves to be
impartially considered at the bar of public
opinion, in order 1o eee wherein it works
for the good of his unfortunate fellow ciu-
zens aod therefore the race at large.

Turning to the speech he delivered in the
presence of his vhite legislative confreres
sous cum .s-lo, disfrancbising 123,009
Colored, uneducated peoole of bis state, it
18 well to see what particularizing is there
shout it? What is it that seems to strike
certuin minds, as it did strike those who
beard it, with mingled feelings of dismay
and joy, confusion und gladness? A
Cursury readiog will suggest the answer.
That it was a speech full o! eloquence and
fa'hos. Howing and effective in its diction
aod pointed in its perfods cvery one will
sllow. The speech was a powerful speech.
More than that It was a bold, audacious
fpecch.  More than that. [t was a speech
Whose immortality, ethically speaking. is
Milotuily evident, and it i8 to this last
Phasel ol the questioa that 1 wish to address
Wyseff.

_Ihere is no necessity to cnter into any
discussiin us 1o what the franchise is. It
B as old uy civiiization fiself, iodeed, it is
vider. for if we go back  the days of old,
¥e find thut when the slave of Rome was
iberated, be received from bis master a
%bhite garment and a ring, indicative of bis
@kring on a higher, truer life than the
o be had cast off; and of his being
®ulid to the State which in return for
'Lis oyw life, this freedom conferred. had
eetic, disticet obligatious theneeforth to
te di-churged for the public good and
theretore 16r the individual.

Now it scems (and there is no help for
ke reference 10 be made, but it is oppor-
ot Lepe 1o do 90) that the manumitted
Yavis of the United Stutes have a greater
Giudvuriage to encounter than bad the
'ﬁdlpen smong the Romaus. After thbe
‘Ta% slave wus et free, there wus ap end
": bis tormer life; there was an utter
Véence.of upything to remind him of his
Previcus condition, but with regard to the
"¢‘men of the United States, ihe cnlor
- F e skip continually recalled aod still

faalls 10 the mind of therr sometime
Tasiere thefr previous state of ‘servitude,
:“d connects them, whether rigktly or
lm“gly it is immaterial here, with the
‘Balnder of the same ract in slavery.

This fact, therefore, produces s marked
distinction between the master and the
slave, and of course the feeling more or
leas descends and is kept up in these days
fur ambitious ends and selfish purposes.

The franchise, therefore, is & public
trust to the exercise of which are attached
public responsibilities. Men baviog
become free 1. ceive ipso facto the franchi-e¢;
it is the direct result ot yreedom and there-
fore the toundaticn of all being acd the
end of all moral action. No people can be
happy in a state of servitude. Those who
lived in those hard, dark days and are now
breathing another ¢tmosph.re, are l.ivtng
epistles from whose lives one can judge
whether slavery was a benevolent happi-
pess-giving insiitution as it i somelimes
claimed to have been.

Now the tenor of the arguments of the
suppporters of disfranchisement from a
non-educational standpoint proceeds upon
the assumption that liberty from which
the franchise is inseperable, is a gift in the
prer.gative of particular meu sod not a
natural, popular right. ‘The sdmission
made in that Mississippi disfranchicing
speech, implies cowardice, a paintul lack
of moral courage ~ Mr. Mootgomery
declares that, because of the incompatible
natures of both races, because of tbe un-
easiness of the white race lest it be dis-
turbed in its colgn of vantage, and the
reins of political power which it tenaci-
ousiy holds, it is hest for the prosperity of
the country, the South of course, and for
peace and barmony, that a large body of
his people should be deprived of their pre-
rogative which is indicative of a free,
representative people. True tbe plea for
harmony and brotherly love is dwelt upon
with empbasis, but there is a vital and far-
reaching i:8ue involved in this question
wuich Mr. Montgomery’s unjust, ililberal
rolutl )n ignores.

‘L ue »tep tuken in this matter has po
regard to public justice, no regard to vested
righis; it has no biunevolence, no popular
liberality, notbing et that human kindness,
that Aemo sum humant nihil alienum. which
€vVen o pagau Professed o have, and which
a Negro above all others should have.
This new departure or rather backward
step in which a large proportion of the
culored population of Mississippi is
usbered, is founded on fear, on a false
ldea ot ponucal geoerosity, on a wrony
cougeption ot public harmony. It strikes
backward, anu will cause greater obstacles
1o the path of an already greatly obstruct-
ed, struggling people. The race never can
101g¢ suead, beeause the door of wrong-
doiug alieady wide open, will be thrown
opeu stiil  wider, and thus the progress
which could be made in the very path
which this iegislation contemplates to make
smoother, will become less hopeful, and its
laader more laborious to climb. Mr.
Montgomery, in spite of his protestations
to the contrary, predicates a siute of thinga
which could not inspire hopefulness in the
beart of the disfranchised to still keep
louking up, and cousiders that progress is
capable to it in the greater circumscribed
condition in which it would find itself

To restrict a man’'s means to rise above
bis.ot is both doubtful and cquivocal. and
would certainly deaden his seuse of ambi-
tion and letsen his spirit 1o go bigher.
Upon what does be rest this great sacrifice
which be offers “on the turning altar of
liberty,” this great holocaust of human
rigats and human hopes? The ground
upoun which tois legisiation rests is cow-
ardly, theugh audacivus, His arguments
for dis‘rancbisement by veason ot educa
tinnal disqualification proceed from a mind
that is doubiful of the issue.

If Mr. Montgomery's faith in the strug-
gles of the race slong the lines of civiliza-
tion was unskukable bhe would bave
remained ss firm as the everlasting bhills,
for doutbt is iucompatible with fuith, and
the cause is too righteous a one for doubts
to be entertained us to its success. Lvi-
dendy Mr. Montgomery ia a skeptic in
regard to a providential haod in the history
of peoples. His attitude proceeds from
distrust in the providcnce of God; his
patience aud endurance are worn out; he
bus grown weary of be frictiop, oppression
and injustice to which the 1ace 18 sub-
jected, and pow he ruises his flag of truce
at the moment when the figbt is at its best,
cries Cedo, when the goal can be seen,
though at a dietance, and bids it no looger
persevere, When perseverance can alone
lead to a triumphant issue

Retrogressive sleps are no means to solu-
tions of vital guestions, and are deslrpcuve
of the very ends sought to be achieved.
The action endorsed by Mr. Montgomery
{s not only unjust and wereng, but it is
immoral and illegitimate. How could the
master and slave mert. ‘‘on lbte bplamlal 'ol:
equality.” when the instrumeat by whic
ll?iﬂ equllty can be resched is restricted
auod almost wholly taken away? Must a
wrongful act be first perpetrated before the
race can ebtain the political educatiop
aimed at by Mr. Montgomery? 1l¢ .t with.
in the province of Christian etbics to sanc-
tify a wicked act by legislative approval
in order 10 compass an end Lowever laud-
able? Is it right for a man to ruthlessly
deprive anather of bis property in order
that he might do a rightful deed? Is bpot
the franchise a 1iglt conferred by the
unanimous voice of a people, and can {t be
tsken from them to carry out political
erds? The trend of the action of the
Miusissippi legislsture runs in this direc-
tion and resolves itself into this dilemma.
Mr. Montgomery poses as 8 highly
favored colared Zidakiel; he would bave
the race believe that he has been given
an advaoced picture of the Negro's condi-
tion twenty-five years hence. and therefcre
cautions bim to flee the wrath te come, to
beware the liiad of woes that await him.
Cowardice was pever yei known to wio a

battle. Presescreniic ommie tincit, holds

good in all the walks of life, and doubly
80 with regard to a people whose struggles
for a place in civilized life are eo keen. and
whose obstructicns to that end are so form-
iduble and diversified. .

Now as to the morality of the legislation
of Mississippl. To disfranchise a large
bedy of people in this free, sovereign
country. because they are not sble to
satisfy an eaucational test is mnot only
iniquitous, but productive of untoid mis
chief. No doubt illiterscy is a great men-
ace to gnod government, and therefore the
ballot comes in wisely as a check to evils,
when it is put in the bands of un ignorant
man, to stir bim up to a new lifeand higher
aspiratinns, and also a sort of passport to
the political party that pushes him ubp.
But by reason of this deprivation, all inter-
est ip the welfare of the state, and all sense
of public obligation which is attached to
the franchise would be removed and
entirely obliterated. The people bave had
a band in the making of the stste; their
substance hus gone into its purse and the
nation’s to solidify the greatness of botb.
If they are patient, if they are law abiding,
if they are obedient, till their ebedience
seems rervility itself, should they be cut
loose and allowed to drift withersoever
they list, because the opportunity for edu-
cating themsclves was zealcusly kept from
tbem by their former masters who would
not have them occupy an equai plane?

A siate has its obligations, as well as its
citiz-ns, und it canoot ehirk them, no
matter if there are inequalities existing in
the various‘walks of life. But if they are
crushed away as common waifs, and use
less, worthless members, cannot the state
withdraw its protecting arm from around,
because its ohigation to them would be
removed? And here comes in the palpable
lujustice, the state gives no protectivn but
demands implicit obedience to all its
behests, even their lives if required. That
memorable document of 1862. made effect-
ive in the following year, and ra-ified bv
the supreme voice of the Nation, is the
great charter of the National hberty of the
Negro race of this country, and shnulg cot
be abridged por takea away for political
reasons, But why invoke an educational
qualification at this hour of the day? Now
that twenty five years have rolled over the
whole race in the enjoyment of the fran-
chise, is it not an iniquitous transaction to
deprive aoy portion of its members of the
right to vole? The time for disfranchise-
ment is not uew but then when illiteracy
was rampant, and when the educated
colored man was a rarity and wealth an
impossibility; then when ignorance was as
thick as leaves that sirew the ground, and
when a public school or a teather was nct
even a tolerstion; not now when education
has manifested itself in a most positive and
bopefu! manner, whea the school teacher
is not a ugit, but can be fouod running up
to thousands, and when wealth can be
counted among them in varying degrees
The educational test means bpothing of
inspiration to the Negro to get education,
because he is getiing it faster than the man
on the outside thinka, and this test is to be
used politicaily, and is the worst agency to
be iovolved to aid ic the solution of the
so-called race problem. It is not asn end
by wbich peace and harofony can be
secured, but a means for the commission of
greater wrongs and injustice.

Interference in or restriction of these
rights bestowed on the race i8 unwarrant-
able and atrocious, because strong. political
affiliations wili be called in to deéide on the
extent of the voter's education, and of
course great wickedness will be perpetrated.
The admission of a man to political power
is merely a popular favor. The admissivn
of a body of people to the franchise is an
irrevocable privilege destructible only by
tbe band of tyranoy, and instead of a gift
ccming from the hands of any class of
men, it flows from the popular conscience
and the justice of mankind. The franchise
is an incentive to a people to sce life better
and to recognize its obligations, and any
parrowing of it must iessen  the means of
the growth of life and suppress all aspira-
tions to move onward and upward.

BISHOP POTTER'S VIEWS.

THE AFRO-AMERICAN WORTHY OF
BOTH RESPECT AND HONOR.

Entitled to Opportunity.—Injustiece Dimin-
ishing.—What a Historic RBuce Can
De.—Not Profession But Practice.

Bishop Potter, in a letter which he has
written to the United States African News
Company, makes public his views asto
the future of the Negro in America, as
follows: . :

*In regard to the future in America of
the Africwn race, 1 presume there can be

little diffcrence now as to what that race,
freed and enfranchised, is entitled to, nor
what in common with all of us it needa,
It is entitled to an opportunity, and in
order to improve it, it needs an education.
I wishl could be as sure that it would
always have the one as it seems increasing-
ly likely to have the other. I mean that

the promise of its equal chance does not
seem to us se good as the probabilities of
its having religicus and literary culture.

“Race prejudice dies slowly and dies
hard, and, strangely enough, Americans
who - nslaved the Negroes and who owe
them =0 large a debt of reparation seem of
all civilized pnations least willing to forget
the matter of color. 1 do not mean social
relutions; these must adjust themselves but
I bave in mind the tardiness and unwilling-
ness with which excellence and capacity
are recognized in the black men.

““But though their injustice disappear
slowly, it is less universal than it was and
I thiuk steadily diminishing; and here is
the opportunity for peojle of the African
race. They want of course to be taught
handicrafts and letters, and then with their
newly acquired culture, they want to do
thd best work thatcan be dape. 1 do not
forget how much is against them {n their
past training When people talk of the
Negro as shiftless and lazy, I find myself
tempted to ask: Who made him so? Gen
erations of servitude aond irresponsibility,
when no one went to a task eave as he was
driven to it, aud where the fruits of one's
labor was never his o wn;these have educated
tendencies which it is not surprising that it
has tuken a quarter of a century to over-
come. But when. at the last commence-
ment of Harvard University, I saw a young
colored man appear as the class orator, and
heard his brilliant and eloquent address, 1
faid to myself, “"Here - whal a historic
race can doif they have a clear ficld, s
high purpose and a resolute will.’

‘" ‘A high purpose and a resolute w!li.’
I wish { could tell you how these can best
be attained; but though that is a task too
large for these limits, I should at least like
to say to ev.ry youth of the African race
to whom these words may come: Hate
case and insclence, cultivate the acqu.in-
tance 1n books and out of them of minds
iospired by a lofty purpose and an unself-
ish spirit, and then resolve to be like them.
Above all remember that that alone is true
religion which illustrates itself in conduct.
Not profession but practice, not noise but
service, not experience but evidence that
any man or woman is truly religious. We
cannot wholly expel prejudices, but when
people see other people who are honest and
tell the truth, and hate impurity, and do a
fair day's work for a fair Jday’s wage, then
they are compelled to respeet them whose
con-duct makes them not' merely worthy
of respect but of honor.”

THE FATED THIRTEEN. A

An Impious Jest Followed by a Terrible
Retributien,

A recent issue of the S8t. Louis Globe
Democrat contaived a specfal fiom Bir
mingbam, Ala., stating thac a few days
8go a man was found dead jn the gutter.
It says that even in death there was a mute
look of terror in the bloodshot eyes, and

‘hat the bloated face had grown pale and

haggard at the coming of death. The cor-
oner’s jury said drink! but an old man
who cume and locked for & long time on
the pale dead face, said with a shudder, as
he turned away. *'It was the hand of God.”
This man who died in the guiter was the
last of a fated thirteen, and in the death of
each and all of thewa the Christian will
read the vengeance of an insulted Deity.
The story runs that in a leading hotel in
a Southern city in the summer of 1865
thirteen confederate officers sat down to
dinner. They all belonged to grand old
Southern familles and baving lost their
wealth, their homes and slaves, they were
reckless and at this chance meeting resalved
to drown their sorrows in drink. Finally
in the midat of thefr druoken revelry one
of the party suggested that they call it the
last supper. The proposal met with
instant approval. They might never meet
again, 80 the ‘‘las\ supper’” would be a fit-
ting name for the feast frcm which reason
bad fled. One young man who had been
a lieutenant acted the role of Christ and
each man assumed the name of one of the
aposiles. A bible was procured and the
so'emn words of Jesus read amidst coarse
jests aud ritald laughter. The mockery
went oo all night long and the morning
found all of them in a drunken stupor and
it was some time before thev rccovered
from that night's debanchery. “Then they
separated never to meet again. The ven-
geanc: of God seemed to follow them.
Everythiog they undertook failed. One
by one they all met a horrible death. The
young man who impersonated Christ was
drowned in the Brazoo river, one perished
in a burning bui ding and none of them
1eceived Christian burial. The man who
died in the gutter and was buried in the
potter’s field was the last of the thirteen.

The bulk of the school funds in a number
of southern states is rsised by poll tax
When this is considered, why tbis propo
sition of separation did pnot prevail, is
easily explained. There are over 60,000
Afro-Americaus in Mississippi, according
to the ratio 130 000 of these are voters
With a poll tax of two dollars per capita,
together with the ordinary taxaticn on
property, the Afro Americans pay two-
thirds of the schoel tunds. If there was a
separation tue old stale assertion, we tax
ourselves to educate you. would lose iis
savor in seasoniug northern opinion. It is
true that in the matter of taxes to run the
state and counties, and to keep up public
institutions in Missi*sippi the bu k is p.id
by whites, But all the offices are held by
whites; the public insti'utions, including
the libraiies, are f.r them solely; even the
laws, as between white and bl.ck, are
admin’stered for the whites, in all good
conscience they ought to pay such taxes,
Io 1883 the whole di-tributive tax raised for
school purposes in Mississi. pi was $300.-
000. The amount has increased about one
hal{ since. It can be seen from this who
pays the school taxes.

THE AssE+ TION that ‘‘evil communica
tions corrupt good manners ” has been
illustrated in the case «f the Fres Press.

Charles Drenkhahn, of Guttenberg,
Towa, met with a singular adventure
recently with a black panther, which
be succeeded in killing with his cane.

Charlie, it appears, was escorting a
young lady home from a dance a few
miles from Athens, La., where he was
and during the ride home
the harness of his buggy was broken.
A bit of string was necessary to the
mending of it before they could goon,
80 Charlie proposed his seeking the
nearest house to obiain the essential
string, and the youny lady, not wish-
ing to be left alone in the vehicle, de-
clared she would accompany him.
The couple was obliged to pass
through a belt of timber, and on the
eutstretching branch of a large oak
Charlie saw a shadowy object crouch-
ing..

Origin of Springs

8prings originate in the hizhlands
and mountains. The rain falls upon
the mountain tops and then descends
to the valleys. A part washes over
the surface, collects in the ravines,
and as brooks or streams rushes down
the mountains, and: in the valleys,
combining, form the rivers which
carry tho water to the sea. A part is
reconverted into vapor and floats away.
Another part is absorbed by the rocks
and ledges, or passes down through
the cracks or crevices, or between the
strata, emerging lower on the moun-
tain sides, in the valleys, or even out
in the ocean.

The largest known springs are those
bursting up from the ocean floor. Off
the coast of Florida, in the gulf od
Mexico, a few miles from the shore, a.
lurge spring of fresh water rises to the
surface, furnishing water to fishermen
and sailors, who dip it up in the midst
of the salt water of the gulf. A few
miles from the eastern shore of Flori-
da, nearly opposite Mantansas, a large
spring of fresh water boils up in great
abundance. So large is this spring

t Lieutenpant Maury took his little
coast survey steamer on  top of ‘the

side by the boiling spring.

Some rocks are more porous than
others. Water will percolate through
these down to a stratum of slate or
other impervious rock, and the water
may flaw between these for many miles
—sometimes for scores of miles, till a
crack or fault is reached, when it rises
to the surface, forming a spring.
Thus springs in the valleys may have
their origin a long distance away.

'{ They may even burst out on the top

of a hill or mountain, in a region
where the strata have been folded, tlLe
water rising nearly to the height of
the head fountain. Mineral springs
are produced by the water percolating
through rocks containing minerals in
such chemical combinations that they
can be dissolved out and carried away.
Thus silica, sulphur, iron,
and others are removed by the water,
giving rise to mineral springs ren-
dered famous for their power to relieve
or cure diseases. Other springs, like
many in the White mountains, ave re-
markably pure, from the fact that the
waters percolate through rocks from
which scarcely any mineral substances
have been dissolved.

By Cars to Europe.

Co'onel J. II. Pierce who has been
studying the use of pneumatic tubes,
has reached a point at which he hopes
to show that a tube across the Atlantic
can be used. Following is a descrip-
tion of the apparatus as he conceives
it: The tubes will always be in cou-
ples, with the current of air in one
tube always moving in an opposite di-
rection from the other. The heaviest
cannon will serve to illustrate the tube.
A car takes the place of the charge
the tube to be indefinitely continuous
and the speed of the car to be gov-
erned by the rapidity with which air
can be forced through. Time ia ac-
quired to establish a current of air
flowing with great swiftness through
a tube perhaps thousands of miles in
length, but when once created the
motion will be'nearly uniform. 7The
speed of the current may be made as
great as may be desired by using
the steam driver fans employed in
blast furnaces.

Niagara Falls could drive blast fans
and furnish motive power to keep in
motion the trains to connect this con-
tinent with the old world. The tem-
perature within the tube may be regu-
‘lated by passing blasts of a:r entering
the tube through furnaces or over ice.
The speed attainable may reach 1,000
miles an hour. The tube lining and
car exterior would be of polished steel
with corrugated sides wmatching

with wheels provided with anti-frie- |

tion bearings. The speed, owing to
the curvature of the earth’s surface
will tend to overcome all weight and
the pressure will be upon the upper
part of the tube; thus there is scarcely
any limit to the speed attainable. The
inventions consists in the details of
the work.
