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HOW THEY DIFFER.

THE REPUBLICAN AND DEMOCRATIC
PARTIES COMPARED.

The Party of Frogress.--Inactive Demecraocy.
—Opposed te Reforms.—The Do
Nothiag Party.

American political parties have differed
from the foundation of the Union respect- -
ing the necesuty and expediency of legis-
lation. This is the supreme test by which
they bave always been distinguished each
from the other. There have been various
parties, Federalist, Whig and Republican,
which have zot been satisfled with existing
conditions of progress, and have demanded
legislation in accordance with their views.
On the other hand there has been under
various names the Democratic party com-
mitted to inaction and opposed to legisa-
tion. The strengthening of National
authority at the expease of State rights,
the development of home industries and
the establishment of manufactures, the
restriction and final abolition of slavery,
the construction of public works, and the
building of continental railways, the Home-
stead law, the creation of banking and cur-
rency systems, and the passsge of the
Fourteenth and Fifteenth amendments as
necessary corollaries to the Declaration of
Independence, were results accomplished
by organized political action in favor of
additional legiclation. The Democrati:
party has opposed all these greast measures
because it is recruited mainly frim those
classes who want less legislation rather
than more legislation. Its leaders have
either been strict constructionists of the

Constitution and challenged the legality of
the proposed legislation, or else they have
accepied with cynical complacency the
{alse assumption that the world 1s governed
too much; and the rank and flle bave been
out of sympathy with the progressive ten-
dencies of American civilization.

It was an Irieh sun that first shone on
this face in {18 infuncy, as far back as 1844,
but since some three years later the original
was brought to Detroit by his parents,
there bas been none more familiar nor
commanding more confidence from fellow
citizens than that of Robert E. Bolger, the
Republican candidate for re-election to the
office of register of deeds.

Transferred
f:om here to Belle Isle, and then to 8Balis
bury he was finally, after a march of 60
miles barefooted through the snow,
exchanged at Wilmington,” N. C.. on Feb-
ruary 23. 1864, and r¢j»ined bis brigade at
Springfield, Ili., in time to act as honorary
escort to the remains of President Liocoln,
which bave their final resting place at
Springficld.

Attbhe cloce of the war Mr. Bolger
returned to Detroit and for 15 years fol.
lowed the life of pilot on the lakes. His
old wound beginning to trouble him In the
bardsbips of sailing, he returned to this
city, and in 1881 was elected from this dis-
trizt to the Legislature, serving two terms.
Four vears age he ran for county clerk
against Mr. Laoe, . being defeated by a
small m=jority, more, however, than it
would have been had his health permitted
a more act ve canvass Two years ago he
defeated the Democratic nominee M. R.
Roulo. in the contest for register of deeds
by a majority ot 8 800.

During the two years that he has had
the oftice he has beeh attentive and court-
eous to the people. Before his time it was
the rule to clrss the office at 3-3 p. m.,
sicce he has had charge he extended time
10 5:30 p. m. for the benefit of the work-
ing people. He is now up for re-eleciion

for a second term.

In the fourth Murphy
threw Dixon, siriking bim wben down,
and cries of foul were heard. Dixon hit
Murphy Lwice in the mouth during tbe
fifth and in the sixth they were both
cautious, Murphy bieeding freely from the
nose. Up to the eleventh honors were
even, when MurpLy’s eyes began to close.
Dixon was sirlking for the head. while
Murphy aim for the colored ‘boy’s
stomach. In the fourteenth Mumphy was
featfully punished, and fiom that time on
to the thirty-ninth Murphy was not in it,
being k ed down three times.

CHARLES P. COLLINS-.

A Brief Sketoh of Oune of Detroit’s Fore-
most Business Men.

It was just as the Christmas bells were
ringing in that glad holiday, sonfe 42 years
ago, that the subject of our sketch was
ushered into the world—a baby—just like
hundreds of other bables in general appear
ance, babits and disposition, but this one
destined to work his way into his present
prominence through a life of hardshins and

trials. His parents both dying while he
was still an iofant, Charles P. Collins
began life for himself at the age of 7 years
as a tobacco stripper in the warehouse of
the late John J. Bagley, at that time located
on Woodward avenue. He continued to
maintain dimself in his orphaocy, until, at
the age of 11, he was adopted by J. W.
Kimball of Port Austin, Mich., by whom
he was given a home and education
Being naturally a bright student apd full
of ambition. at the age of 18 we flad him
shiftiog for bimself before the mast on the
lake. After a year or 8o on the lakes he
entered the en.ploy of Hoffner & Noyes,
shipbuilders on Bates street, where he
lrarned the trade which he followed until
1871 when he agaln returned to his old
'‘ote tobacco, and took ‘‘the road”’ asa
eigar avent.

In 1872 ke went into business for himself
on a small scale, which venture proved a
success and steadily grew into its present
proportions -

In October, 1887, Mr. Collins was
appointed by the county supervisors to the
board of county officers, his term of office
expiring with the current year. As chair
man of the board of auditors, be has con
ducted the office, one of the most important
in the gift of the people, in a thoroughly
su.cessful manner.

The
first mortage has been paid off and the
second has been 1educed. The pastor
wishes to express _his gratitude to those
who have contributed.

Several of the churches of Mobile, Ala.,
are without pastors just now as the minis-
ters are activelv interested in politice. The
Rev. A J. Warner who {s candidate for
Congress is canvassing the counties. He
is assisied by Rev. Z. T. Pearsall another
preacher. The Rev. F. A, Clinton of the
same city is also away from his flock on
political business.

The congregation of the Secoud Metho-
dist Episcepal church of Shelbyville, Ind ,
is said to be highly excited over the defec-
tion of their pastor, the Rev. Abrabam
Booker, who at a recent campaign meeting
announced his intention of affl iating with
the Uemocratic party hereafter and
attempted to persuade his congregation to
follow his example.

During his term of
service he raised $3000 on the maia debt of
the church and added 150 new names to
its membership. The society is nne of the
oldest in Washington having recently cele-
brated its 70th anniversary. :

After
being introduced by Bishop Wayman who
eaid he had been acquainted with him for
over 23 years. the venerable missionary
gave a very iInteresting account of bis
labors oa the dark continen'. .
