Afro-Americans is that of secure places of
refuge for the belpless and unfortunate and
to supply the wants of the needy of the
race.
From manv different sections of the
country regularly organized bodies are at-
tending to this work which hitherto has
been left for the spasmodic efforts of the
churches and private icdividuals.
In Boston the Education and Relief As-
sociation of which R. D. Ruffin is Presi-
dent with the aid of the Willing Workers
Sewing Circle, composed of about forty la-
dies have bought three acres of land where

for poor Afro-American chiidren. The
plan of \he Association is not only to clotbe
and feed needy children but to educate
them as well,
Cincinnati and Pittsburugh both support
well managed **homes” for the race and a
movement is on foot in Kansas to erect a
home for the aged and homeless.

The Society of Willing Workers here
though very unpretentious is doing a noble
work amoug that class of people who are
often overlooked—those who are from sick-
ness or accident unfortunate for a time and
need only a little asststance to enable them
to tide over their needy spell, as well as a-
mong the very poor. ‘“'The Lord help-
them who helps themselves” and many
signs show that the Afro American is get-
ting in shape for abundant blessings in the
future.

HARRISON'S MESSAGE

THE PRESIDENT'S SUGGESTIONS
TO THE 613t CONGRESS,

The McKinley Bill and the Federal
Election Bill Favovred.

Statistics and Reviews of Commerce
for the Past Year.

WasmiNagrox, D.C., Dec. 1.—The sccond
annual session of the LI congress was be-
gua at noon. Immediately after the call to
order, a committes was appointed to notify
the president that congress was ready for
business. The president’'s message was
seny in response, and laid before both
houses.  After the introduction of new
congressmen into office, the message, of
which the following is a summary, was
rcad.

POREIGN AFFAIRS.

The presidert opens his message by con-
gratulating the departments on the honesty
vnd eficiency with which they have con-
ducted the public business, disbursing $400, -
000,000. He refers to the South American
2nd international marine conferences, to
the republic of Brazil, and says be has
called Mr. Mizuer, minister to San Salva-
dor,from his post for kis misconduct in the
Barrundia affair. The Nicaragua canal is
progressing satisfactorily. The treaty of
Samoca is beginning to produce saiutary
effects. Itis hoped that a reciprocity ar-
rangement may be made with Spain in re-
gard to Cuban commerce. Other foreign
topics of less interest are discussed.

RECEIPT3 AND EXPENDITURES.

Receipts from all sources for fiscal year,
ending June 30, 1890, $463,963,080.55;
total expenditures, $358,618,584,52; sur-
plus, $108,344,496.03.  For current fiscal
year partly estimated receipts, $406,000,-
000: expeixditures, $354,000,000; surplus,
$52,000,000; loss from customs last four
months, $25,000,000. For year ending
June, 1592, receipts, $373.000,000; ex-
penditures $357,852,209.42; surplys, $15,-
147,790.28. ' '

SILVER LAW,

Tho act ‘‘directing the purchase of sil-
ver bullion and the issue of trecasury notes
thereon,” approved July 14, 1890, has been
administered by the secrectary of the treas-
ury with an earnest purpose to get into
circulation at the earliest possible dztes
the full monthly amounts of treasury notes
contemplated by its provisions, and at the
same time to give to the market for silver
bullion such support as the law contem-
plates. The recent depreciation in the
price of silver has been observed with re-
gret. The rapid rise in the price which
anticipated and followed the passage of
the act was influenced in some degree by
speculation, and the recent reaction is in
part the result of the same cause and in
part of recent monectary disturbances.

The new ships are making satisfactory
progress. During the winter there will
have been in all 13 new efiicient vessels
added to the navy. They have improved
the spirit of the officers and men. ‘‘Con-
fidence and pride in the ship among the
crew are equivalent to a secondary bat-
tery.”

The examination and adjudication of
pension claims have been more rapid than
ever before. *‘The liberal enlargement
of the law should suggest a more careful
scrutiny and of bills for special relief.”

*The only safe thing is to so deal with
the territory of Utah that those who be-
lieve polygamy to be rightful should not
make it lawful.”

THE MCKINLEY BILL.

The general tariff act has only partially
gone into operation, some of its important
provisions being limited to take effect at
dates yet in the future. The general pro-
visions of the law have been in force less
than 60 days. Its permanent effects upon
trade and prices still largely stand in con-
jecture. It is curious to note that the
advance in the prices of articles wholly
unaffected by the tariff act was by many
hastily ascribed to that act. Notice was
not taken of the fact that the general ten-
dency of the markets was upward from
influences wholly apart from the recent
tariff legislation. The enlargement of our
currency by the silver bill undoubtedly
gave an upward tendency to trade and had
a marked effect on prices; but this »atural
and desired effect of the silver legislation
was by many erroneously attributed to the
tariff act.

There is neither wisdom nor justice in
the suggestion that the subject of tariff
revisiou shail be opened before this law
has had a fair trial. It is quite true that
every tariff schedule is subject to objec-
tions. No bill was ever framed, I sup-
pose, that in all of its rates and classifica-
tions bad the full approval even of a
party caucus. Each legislation is always
and necessarily the product of compro-
mise as to details, and the present law is
no exception. But in its general scope
and effect I think it will justfy the support
of those who believe that American
legislation should conserve ard defend
American trade and the wuges of Amer-
ican workmen.

The misinformaticn 23 to the terms of
the act, which has besu +0 widely dissem-
inated at home and abroad, will be correct-
ed by experience, and the evil auguries as
to its results coniounded by the market re-
ports, the savings banks, international
trade balances and the general prosper.ty
cf our people. Alrcady we begin to hear
from abroad and from our custom-houses
that the prohibitory effect upon importa-
tions imputed to the act is not just fied.
The imports at the port of New York for
the first three weeks of November were
nearly eight per cent greater than in the
same per.od iu 1889, and 20 per centgreat-
er than in the sare period of 1888. And
so far from being an act to limit exports, I
confidently hetieve that under it we sball
secure & larger and more profitable partic.-
pation in foreign trade than we have ever
enjoyed and that we shall recover a propor-
tion participation in the ocean-carrying
trade of the world.

While it has not been thought best to
renew formally the suggestion of an in-
ternational conference looking to an agree-
ment touching the full use ef silver for

r

re

coinage at a uniform ratio, care has ben |
taken to observe closely any change in the
situation abroad, and no favorable oppor-
tunity will be lost to promotc a result
which it is confidently believel would con-
fer very largo benefits ugon the commerce
of the world.

FARM PROPUCTS, ]

The report of the secretary of agriculture
deserves speciil attention in view of the
fact that the year has been marked in a
very unusual dezree by agitation and or-
ganization among the furmers looking to an
increase in the profits of their business. A
very substantial improvement in the mar-
ket prices of the leading farm products
during the year is noticed. The beet sugar
industry Las already passsd the experi-
mental stage and is a commercial success.
The area over which the sugar beet can be
successfully cultivatel is very large. and
another fieid crop of great value is offered
to the choice of the firmer.

CIVIL SBRVIC’ REFORM.

The law relating to the civil service has,
so far as I cun leurn, been executed by
those having the power of appointment in
the classified service with fidelity and im-
partiality, and the service has been in-
creasingly sa:tisfactorv. The report of the
commission shows a large amount of good
was done during the year with very
limited appropriations.

IMPROVEMENT IN TRADE,

The genesal trade and industrial condition
throughout the country during the year
have snpown a marked improvement. For
1888 the merchandise balances of foreign
trade had becn larrely in our favor, but
during that ycar and the year following
they turned azainst us. It is very gratify-
ing to know that the last fiscal year again
shows a balance in our favor of over $6%,-
000,000. The bank of clearings, which
furnishes busness transacted for the first
ten months of the y&r 1390, show,as com-
pared with the same months of 1839, an
increase for the whole country of 8.4 per
cent., while the increase outside of New
York was over 13 per cent., During the
month of October the clearings of the
whole country showed an increase of 3.1
per cent. over October, 1889, while outside
of New York the increase was 1114 per
cent. The figures show that the incrciase
in the volume of business was very genecral
throuzliout the country. That this lurger
business was be.ng conducted upon a safe
and profitable basis is shown by the fact
that there were 300 less failures reported
in October, 1890, than in the same month
of the preceding year, with liabilities"
diminished by about $35,009,000.

The value of our exports of domestic
merchandise during the lust year was over
$115,000,000 greater than  the  pre-
ceding year, and was ounly excceded once
in our Listory. About 100,000,090 of this
excess was in agricultural products. The
production of pig iron—always a good
gauge of general prosperity—is shown by
a recent census bulletin to bave been 153
per cent greater in 1390 than in 1830, and
the production of steel 290 per cent greater.
Mining in coal has had no limitation
except that resulting from deficient trans-
portation. The general testimony is that
labor is everywhere fully employed, and
the reports for the last year show a smaller
number of employes affected by strikes and
lovkouts than in any year sinco 1834,

SEVERAL RECOMMENDATIONS,

He concurs ia the secretary of war's
recommendation for coast defenses, and
the encouragement of the state militia.

Tne acts of violence committed against
obnoxious postmasters have been prose-
cuted, or the postoffices abolished.

One hundred fraudulent naturalization
papers have been canccled by the attorney
general. He commends legislation for a
more full and judicial inquiry before grant-
ing them.

The management and efiiciency of the
postofiice has been greatly improved; the
mails have been largely freed from lottery
matter.

FOREIGN TRADE.

From the time of my induction into
office the duty of using every power and
influence given by law to the executive
department for the development of larger
markets for our products, especially our
farm products, has been kept constaatly in
mind, and no effort has been or will be
spared to promote that end. 'We are un-
der no disadvantage in any foreign market,
except that we pay our workmen better
wages than are paid elsewhere—better
abstractly, better relatively to the cost of
the necessaries of life. I do not doubt that
a very largely increased foreign trade is
accessible to us without bartering for
either our hoine market for such products
of the farm and shop as our own people
can supply or the wages of our working
people. .

; RECIPROCITY. .

In many of the products of wood and
iron, and in meats and breadstuffs, we
have advantages that only mneed better
facilities of intercourse anl transportation
to secure for them large foreign markets.
The reciprocity clause of the new tariff act
wisely and effectively opens the way to se-
cure a large reciprocal trade in exchange
for the free admission to our ports of eer-
tain products. The right of independent
nations to special reciprocal trade counces-
sions is well established, and does not im-
pair either the comity due to other powers
of what is known as the ‘-favored nation
clause,” so generally found in commeroial
treaties. What is giver to one for an ade-
quate agreed consideration = canmnot be
claimed by another freely. The state of
the revenues w.s suchb thit we could dis-
pense with any -:aport duties on cofine, tea,
hides and the lower grades of sugzar and
raolasses. That the large advuntage re-
sulting to the countries preducing and ex-
poriing these ariicl:s by placing 4hem on
the free list entitles us to expect a fuir re-
turn in the way of customs conz:ssions up-
on acticles exportzd by us to the.n wis so
obvious thiit to have gratuitously avandon-
ed this opportunity to enlarge our trade
would have been an unpar.lonable error.

There are but two methods o maintain-
ing control of this quest.on open to con-
gress. To place all of taese srticles upona
the dutiable list subect to such treaty
agreements as could be secured, or to place
them all presently upon the free list, -but
subject to the reimposit.on of specified
duties ¢f the countries from which we re-

ceived them should they refuse to give us

suitable reciprocal benefits. This latter

method, I think, possesses great advant-

ages., It expresscs in advance the consint
of congress to vaciprocity arrangcments
affect'ng these products, which must other-
wise have been delayed and unascertained
until each treaty was ratifiel by the sen-
ate and the necessary legislation enacted
by coagress. Experience bas shown that
some treaties looking to rociprocal trade
have failed to secure a two-thirds vote in
f.he senate for ratification, and others hav-
ing passed that stage have for years
awaited the concurrence vf the house and
senate in such modifications of our revenue
laws as were necessary to give effect to
their provisions. ¥ We now have the con-
currence of both houses in advancs in a
distinct and defnite offer of free entry to
our ports of specific articles. The exe-
cutive is not required to deal in coniecture
as to what congress w:ll accept. Indeed,
this reciprocity provision is more than an
offer. Qur part of the bargain is complete;
delivery has been made; and when the
countries ficrn which we receive sugar,
coffee, tea &ud hides have placed on their
free lists such of our products as shall be
agreed upon, as an equivalent for our con-
cession, a proclamation of that fact com-
pletes the transaction; and in tue mean-
time our own people have free sugar, tea,
coffee and hides.
CONGRESS MUST WORK.

In addition to the important bills that
became laws before the adjournment of
the last sess’on, some otker hills of the
highest importancz were well advanced
toward a final vote and now stand upon
the calendars of the two houses in favored
positions. To some of these measurecs
which seem to me most important I now
hriefly call your attention,

' BUBSIDIES.

I desira to repeat with added urgency
the recommendations contained in my last
annual message in relation to the develope-
ment of American steamship lines. The
reciprocity clausc of the tariff bill will be
largely limited and its benefits retarded
and diminished if provision is not contem-
poraneously made to encourage the estab-
lishment of first-class steam communica-
tion between our ports and the ports of
such nations as may meet our overturcs
for enlarzed coinmercial exchanges. A
subsidy for the Australian liue is especially
recommen.led.

The bill for an international bank, for
the relief of the supreme court and for
the raising of the salaries of district court
judges, for the adjustment of the Spanish
and Mexican land grants, for a national
bankrupt law, for a uniform safety brake
and coupler on all railroads to save the
lives of 2,000 and the limbs of 20,000
young men killed or wounded annually,
for the water supply of arid regions, for
the use of the telegraph in connection with
the postolce depirtm-nt should all be
passed this coming session.

FREE AND HONEST ELECTIONS,

- If any intelligent and loyal company of
American citizens were reguired to cata-
logue the essential humaun conditions of
national life, I do not doubt that with ab-
solute unanimity they would bezin with
**fre= and honest elections.” And it is
gratifving to know that generally there is
a growing aund non-partisan demand for
better election laws, But against thissign
of hope ad? Yrozress must be set the de-
pressing and undeniable fact that election
laws and methods are sometimes cunningly
contrived to secure minority control, while
violence completes the shortcomings - of
fraud.

In my last annual messaze I suggested
that the development of the existing law
providing a federal supervision of con-
gressional elections offcred an ecffective
method of reforming these abuses. The
need of such a law has manifested itself in
many parts of the country, and its whole-
some restraints and penalties will be useful
to all. The constitutionality of such legis-
lation has been afirmed by the supreme
court. Its probable effectiveness is evi-
denced by the character of the opposition
made to it. It has been denounced as if it
were a new exercise of federal power and
an invasion of the rights of the states.
Nothing could be further from the truth.
Congress has already tixed the time for tho
election ¢~ members of conoress. It has
declared that votes for mewmbers of con-
gress must be by written or printed ballot;
it has provided for the appointment by the
circuit courts in certain cases, and upon
the petition of a certain number of citizens,
of election supervisors and made it the.r
duty to supervise the registration of voters
conducted by the state ofticers; to challenge
persons offering to register: to personally
inspect and scrutinize the 1egistry list, and
to affix their names to the lists for the pur-
pose of identification and the prevention
of frauds; to attend at elections and remain
with the boxes until the votes are all cast
and counted; to attach to the registry lists
and election returns any statement touching
the accuracy and fairness of the registry
and election, and to take and transmit Lo
the clerk of the house of representatives
any evidence of fraudulent practices which
may be presented to them. The same law
provides for the appointment of deputy
United States marshals to attend at the
polls, support the supervisors in the dis-
charge or their duties, and to arrest per-
sons violatinz the election laws. The pro-
visions of ths famili:r lot of revised
statutes have been put intw exercise by
both the great political pirties. and in the
north as well us iu the south. by the filing

with the court of the petliticus required by i

law.
It is not, therkfore, a guestion whether

we shall have a federal elect:on 1l:w.: for

we now have one, and have had for nearly
20 yeurs, but whituer we sialli hiave an
effect:ve law. Tho present law stops just
short of eFectiveness. for it surrenders to
the io>al suthorities all co.itroi over tie
certification which establishes the prima
facie rigot to a szat in the hsase of repre-
sentatives. Thus defect snuuld be cured.

The magistrate is then without respect and
the law without sancsion. The floods of
lawlessness cannot be leg¥el and maie to
run in one channel. {he kiil ps of a
United States marshal cireying a writ of
arrest for an clection offumse, is full of
prompting and suggestion to men who arc
pursued by a city marshal for a crime
against life or property.

But it is said that this legislation wi]
revive race animosities, and some have
even suggested that when the pouceful
methocs of fraud are made impossible
they may be supplanted by intimidation
ahd violence. If the proposed luw gives
to any quulified clector, by a hair's weight,
more than his equal infiuence, or
detracts by so much from any other qual-
ified elector, it is fatally impeached. But
if the law is equal and the animosities it is
to evoke grow out of the fact that its
electors have been accustomed to excreio
.the franchise for others as well as for
themselves, then these animosities ought
not to be confessed with shame and not
given any weight in the discussion without
dishonor. No choice is left to me but to
enforce with vigor all laws intended te
secure to the citizen his constitutional
rights and to recommend that the inade-
quacies of such laws be promptlv remedied.
If to promote with zoul and
ready interest cvery project for
the  decvclopment of its  material
interests, its rivers, harbors, minos and
factories and the intell’gence, peuace and
security under the law of its communi-
ties and its homes, is not accepted as suft
cient evidence of friendliness to any state
or section, I cannot add connivance ut
election practic.s that not only disturb
\ local resuits but rob clectors of other
states and sections of their most priceless
political rights.

APPROPRIATIONS,

The preparation of the general approprie-
tion bilis should be conducted with the
greatest care and the closest scrutiny of
expenditures. Appropriations should be
adeguate to the needs of the public service,
but they should be absolutely free from
prodigality.

I venture again to remind you that the
brief time remaining for the consideration
of the important legislation now awaiting
your attention offers no margin for waste.

Just what ought to be
is the next questinn. To this end THE

It 18 time for the American people to
ask themselves whither are they drifting,
and how far have they departed in honest
political methods from securing such a
government of the people as the father of
our country intended.

ed that all Republican governments must
be governed by the wishes of the majority
as expressed by the ballot. That any sub-
version of such will promote strife, and
endangers the existence of the. govern-
ment. That the ballot in the Republic is
tampered with and that the wishes of the
people are not expressed because of such
tampering in certain sections can not be
denied. That smch tampering with the
ballot is growing and spreading over sec-
tions previously uninfluenced by such dis-
honest methods is clearly shown in the re-
cent elections. The political method of
counting out, which originated in the
South by unscrupulous party leaders is
being introduced into the North, and fath-
ered by the same political party which is
responsible for the subverion of
the  ballot in the =s=outh  east-
ern section. In Michigan a congressional
seal is stolen, another is to be contested on
techmicalities. Canvassers, whose sole
function is to annvunce the result of t he
election oonstitute themselves into a judi -
cial board passing upon the rights of men
to office and scraping up charges to elect
the minority candidate. In Ohio, the
state is gerrvmandered, and the most dis-
honest of political methods are used to de-
feat candidates. In New Hampshire they
are trying to igoore the law of the state
80 as to control the legislature and elect
an United States senator. In Illinois the
most flimsy of ehargos are to be used %o
umseat members of the legislature, the
same in South Dakato aund elsewhere.
Take it through and through it looks Jike
a concerted plan to overthrow the wishes
of tha majority, and to biing the same
forces 50 effectually used in the South to
the North to secure control for a certaln
political party.

TrRE PLAINDEALRR repeats that it is
time for the American pesple to ask them-
selves whither they are drifting and bew

far they have departed in homest
political methods  towards  secur-
ing a government represeating

the wishes of the majority. It is time
for them to ask how long will the dishon-
est methods of the present be allowed to coan-
tinue or if continued how long will it be be-
fore the Republic will be a scene of a war
of faction such as have crept in and finally
destroyed the Republics of the past.
