NOT FOUND IN ITS HIGHEST STATE 

WHERE RIGHTS ARE ABRIDGED-

The ie»«on Taught hy Ancient Nations.— 
Where They Failed.—Danger In 

the Present . 

At the opening of St. Matthew's Lyceum 
for the season of *90 and '91 the following 
eloquent address was made by Prof. D. A. 
Straker: 

Mr. President, and Members of the 
Lyceum,—Lottie* and Gentlemen: 

I congratulate you on the opening of the 
Lyceum, as showing a purpose to continue 
the Rood work of storing the mind with 
useful knowledge and by con-association 
strengthening the bond of union between us 
as individuals; but more so as a race in our 
present condition of development nothing 
is so important as union. Believing that 
nothing should escape your investigation 
from which profit could be derived, after 
noting that our circle tonight is incomplete 
by the absence of him whose energy, love 
of knowledge and ardent desire for the 
advancement of our . 
the inspiratior that led and maintained 

intelligence, active spirit and constant 
presence at your meetings gave life to its 
existence as much so as anyone else that 
may be mentioned. I refer to William 
Lambert, deceased. I ask your attention 
while I discuss the topic of 
THE TRUE GBEATHE83 OFjfJBOCIAiL DE­

VELOPMENT. 
In all ages, organized society has«devel-

oped from within outwards. As mental 
development manifests itself upon the out­
ward conduct of the individual, eo does 
social development show itself through the 
.aggregate conduct of the individuals who 
compose it. This is likewise true of pysi-
cal development, as seen in the staength, 
health, beauty and endurance of the indi­
vidual in relation to his family, bis period 
of life and his existence among the family 
of men. 

In measuring the development of society 
we regard its domestic, religious, indus 
trial, moral and political status, and the 
average standard of these elements is its 
true social development. It is, perhaps, 
a safe assertion that no society has ever 
existed, measured by the rules prescribed 
by the Master on the mount, or even the 
Decalogue, which, from these standards. 

. can be claimed perfect. All have been 
relative growths and relative standards. 

Among ancient nations physical and 
industrial development was paid greater 
attention than either moral or political. 
Nineveh, Babylon and Assyria were noted 
for their industrial development as seen in 
the commanding positions they held in the 
-commerce of the then known world. 

Rome and Greece flourished and >de­
veloped in martial and political pursuits 
especially. Egypt is known for her anti­
quity in architecture and her science and 
letters, but be it observed that all these 
countries have passed from the stage of 
National existence, and social development 
to.mere existencies. 
/They flourished for a time, then withered 

and died as a plant which, although 
watered by an abundant stream. y«t need­
ed the sunlight to give it not only life but 

^endurance. From these observatiocs it 
cannot be said of such countries that they 
ever rose to the standard of a tiue social 
development, and why? 

Nineveh and Babylon had wealth, and 
their commerce has scarcely ever had its 
parallel; their citizens were not ot a low 
-degree in the knowledge of letters, inlaw 
and in science, and yet who would claim 
that either or any of these countries rose to 
a perfect standard of social development. 

In Egypt although ever considered as the 
most renowned of ancient cities for iter 
w'bdora, her knowledge, in science and in 
art, and although her laws were observed 
with strictness so that wilful murder was 
punished with death, likewise peijury; 
yet the social greatness of even Egypi was 
dimmed by the foul customs of polygamy 
and the worship of false Gods "Who has 
uotiieard where Egypt's realms are named, 
What monster gods her frantic sons have 
framed." 

"Such a condition was surely evidence 
of not a truly great social development. So 
far then for the distinction between a 
social standard as found in all the ancient 
kingdoms and the true greatness of social 
development. But not only is this want­
ing among the ancient kingdoms; but our 
modern places have not themselves reached 
the true standard. 

Despite the conceded greatness of the 
British Empire in art, literature, science, 
wealth, morals, religion and government, 
her vast territory, her laws and the enjoy­
ment of freedom by all her sons, yet is she 
truly socially developed? Are all her peo­
ple enjoying the blessing of civil govern­
ment to the extent of pursuing their hap­
piness equally? As long as England denies 
to Ireland the right to be governed by her 
consent and not by the tyranny or dicta­
tion of others, so long is England yet solv­
ing the problem of true social development 
in the government of her subjects. 

I
From these illustrations, we may rest 

he i rt position that a country of true 
heatcess in social development is one 
•jch possesses not only wealth, great ler. 
Pry , development in art, science and lit-
! 

eratnre, or even abounds in methods of 
religion, but added to these its citizens 
must enjoy social happiness such as arises 
from just laws and the equal enjoyment of 
all rights and privileges as produce, har­
mony, mutual confidence and love, to the 
end that life, liberty and property may be 
secure. 

If this be true, let us regard ourselves 
and seek to find if the American nation, 
after more than a hundred years of develop­
ment, is yet where a true greatness of 
social development is found, or are we yet 
grappling with the solution, of not what is 
popularly called the Negro problem, hut 
what is truly the nation's problem of bow 
to reach a truly great social development 
by being possessed of a harmonious people 
enjoying life, liberty and the pursuit of 
happiness, as declared by its great organic 
act of government and as contemplated by 
the founders of the Republic. 

From an infant country of 14 colonies 
we have grown into 42 sovereign states 
and a population of < >ver sixty millions of 
people. The peculiar growth as to popu­
lation of the American people is its com-
positeness. Upon no other spot on the 
face of the globe do so many different 
races, and classes of people dwell together. 

Our commerce has grown until our flag 
floats in every civilized port of the earth, 
our science is equal in its development to 
that-shown by any other nation, our litera­
ture is the product of minds as great as those

accepted cause and effect, a creator and a 
this Lyceum, and whose beaming face dT creature, a present responsibility and -a 

future hope; the worship of no gods of 
wood or stone; nor do we offer sacrifice of 
animals for our sins. Yet who will say 
that this advancement, the boast of our 
land and the pride of its people is a true 
social development, having as its key-stone 
a government of the people, by the people 

' and tor the people? 
If we examine the reason for this strange 

condition, this want of a true social de 
velopment we find the solution in our 
growth and history. First the United 
States bears yet the scars of human slavery. 
Although slavery existed in the West 
Indies, in Spain, Cuba and Brazil, yet in 
no other land has the effects lingered 
longer in the lap of habit and race prejud­
ice arising from the relationship of master 
and slave, than in America. 

Our social development is evidently not 
perfect, nay more, it is not a truly 
great social development. It has been 
dwarfed by slavery, the upas in the social 
growth of the Republic. The proof of 
this is seen in the fact that after a period of 
more than a quarter of a century 
of tha freedom and equality 
before the law of all citizens, wo 
yet find in the social relationship of man 
to his fellow that "man to man is still 
unjust." That tyranny, hate, prejudice 
prevail to so alsrming an extent as to 
threaten our existence beyond the next 
century. 

k this a pessimistic view or a rash pre 
cedent, or are we justified in the light of 
past events and present tendencies? Let 
us-aee. After Home had excelled in mar­
tial glory and political renown, save that a 
class of citizens known as plebeians lived 
without equal rights as given the Tribunes 
or noblemen, when this great empire 
deemed itself most secure, and in the full­
ness of greatness in social development, 
what do we find? 

One of ber eons, in bumble social life 
called Rome's attention to ner false social 
development and its consequences. 
Rienni thus spoke to Rome, and I adopt 
his language tonight in speaking to the 
American people throughout the length 
and breadth of our land as found in state 
governments, cities and other municipal 
tribunals, courts and the legislative depart­
ment of our country, to the home cir­
cle, and the capitalist, the corporator and 
the numerous branches of employers. 
"You know too well the story of our thral­
dom, we were slaves. Slaves to a horde of 
petty tyrants, strong in the wealth and 
possession of human flesh and human labor 
great only in the fact—that strange spell— 
a name." 

But now we are free men. citizens of a 
common country, owing allegiance to a 
common government, and expecting in 
return its protection. But how is it today ? 
How stands our fabric of government? Do 
not dark fnud, open rapine and murder 
for the reason of prejudice only against us 
as a class.cry out as It did against those of 
anoient Rome, when might was right and 
rank .and fortune took lhe place of virtue 
and loyalty? 

It was in an unexpected moment that 
Roane was brought face to face with the 
fact that her social development was im­
perfect and ber decline fast approaching. 
This then is the precedent for our assertion 
that the social development of the Ameri­
can Republic is not a truly great social 
development and if not reformed will mark 
its decline and ruin. 

It is important then for as to examine 
ourselves in our meetings at Lyceum and 
other Rierary entertainments, in tbe col­
umns of our journals, which may more 
profitably instruct in these views tbe reader 
than by their devotion to personal praise 
and exaltation and the pulling dowa of 
others, as many do, in our home circle, nay 
even in our churches is the social develop­
ment of the American people at a low ebb 
a matter of most important consideration. 

All mankind ere born equal is a trite 
coos'Jtulional maxim which was not origi­
nal with the fathers of this country or the 
f miners of the constitution of the American 
Republic. This equality Is found in 
nature and diversity; inequality follows 
tbe order of development. 'Men and 
women although born equaL for such is 
the law of love, jet they lire not ss equals, 

save as they develop in a state of society 
in accordance first with their environments, 
and next with tbe opportunity afforded for 
moral and intellectual progress, and this is 
true social development and is the only 
just foundation for social differences. It 
does not justify'discrimination—when color 
or shape, or dress, or fortune mark a social 
status it is but at its lowest ebb. 

Now then in view of the fact that we 
ourselves live amidst or under a condition 
in which we find one class of people en joy-
inc or enduring an inequality of rights as 
citizens of a social government framed by 
the sovereign power of tbe people which 
difference rests upon color or race, and not 
upon virtue or merit, when we find as wc 
do colored men and women of culture, re­
finement, honesty, integrity and sometimes 
wealth, denied their just rights and privi­
leges under the law, to the extent, that in 
some portions of our country they may be 
driven as cattle in a raiiroad car well de­
nominated a "Jim Crow car" in which 
colored people must ride, while white men 
are permitted to curse and swear, smoke 
and use insulting language, and when this 
is resisted, that the officers of said cars 
send their minions as agents, forward along 
tbe line of travel to summon the despera­
does of the region to meet the victims of 
this insult and wrong and drag them out 
of the car with taunts and often blows and 
leave them on the spot without shelter or 
food at midnight in some uninhabited por­
tion of the road, can such a condition be 
called a truly great social development. If 
a class of people are denied their natural 
as well as their constitutional right to pur­
sue their happiness, in being deprived of 
the equal opportunity for advi ncement in 
material industrial orogress and find every 
avenue of social advancement obstructed, 
and more frequently closed, can this be 
said to be a condition in which a ruling 
people can claim true greatness in social 
development? 

And yet this is what the American gov­
ernment claims today, when sneering and 
criticising Russian methods of exile to 
Siberia, English injustice to Ireland or 
African barbarism. Can the hearts of our 
people be knitted together in bonds of law 
and affection for a common country in 
such a social condition. .

SIB:—Always willing that the majority 
shall rule and observing that many of our 
best and most intelligent Afro-Americans 
are in favor of a commissioner to look after 
the Afro-American exhibits at the coming 
Columbian Fair and that President Palmer 
also favors such commissioner, I deem it a 
privilege to comply with the request of 
T H E PiiAiNOEAER and give to you what I 
consider would be a good plan for the 
Afro-Amercans to pursue under the cir­
cumstances. 

You speak of the Afro American Lea­
gue, an organization I must confess I know 
nothing about, but seeing there is such an 
organization resulting from the various 
national calls of the year or two past, I 
think the proper officers, of our League 
snoule appoint or order an election of a 
suitable person of our own for commision-
er, and offer him to President Harrison 
to accept and to clothe with national au­
thority. And if such commissioner is ob 
jected to on account of additional expense 
not provided for, let us raise the money 
ourselves, we can do it and not feel it. 
There are eight millions of our race in the 
United States and if one million of them 
will contribute five cents a piece for this 
year, you see at once that more than suffi­
cient can be raised to amply pay our own 
commissioner. In fact we should prefer to 
do this under the preseut circumstances in 
regards to this Columbian Fair of 1893. 

It is time for us to commence showing a 
small degree of self dependence in such 
matters especially in the financial part of 
it Our national league will amount to 
nothing unless it is amply sustained finan­
cially and our statesmen should be paid 
for their time and ability if we use and 
Wilis'} them. We are different from all 
other organizations and can raise more 
money, though the poorest cf all races on 
the continent, probably because there are 
so many of us and we are forced to stand 
together, by a barbarous relic of long ago. 

Without any further comment on this 
subject I will close, hoping that this may . .

Pleased with t he Preeleeat. 
A number of Afro-Americans met at tbe 

office of tbe Bee Le Droit Building, Wash­
ington D. C , and organized a Harrison 
and Morton Republican League. Tbe 
meeting was called to order by W. Calvin 
Chase who said the President's message, 
urging tbe passage of the Federal elections 
bill should receive tbe indorsement of every 
loyal Republican in the country. The 
following temporary officers were elected: 
George H. Barton, president; and W. H. 
Jones, secretary. Mr. Jones offered a set 
of resolutions which was adopted stating 
erroneous statements are constantly being 
made concerning grtivances ef Afro-Amer­
icans, which has a tendency to alienate 
friendship and otherwise injure their po­
litical advancement. They also set forth 
that under the circumstances the President 
has been as staunch a friend as could bu 
expected and a committee of fifteen were 
appointed to hold a grand mass meeting to 
indorse tbe President's message. 

Last week Wednesday occurred the death 
of one of the richest Afro-Americans in tbe 
state. Mr. John Lewis of Adrian, tbe 
oldest brother of the Lewis family so prom­
inent in the local affairs of Adrian died at 
the age of 64 years from malignant erysip­
elas at the residence of his brother George. 
For more than 85 years be had kept the 
"Verandah" a popular restaurant in the 
city and though a staunch Republican well 
versed in politics and a ahrewd practical 
business man his retird life caused him to 
belittle known outside of his own county. 
He was however very liberal and public 
spirited and in a quiet manner has often 
helped the needy of his race. He died 
intestate and as he was never married his 
property passes to his two brothers, one of 
whom George W. Lewis is well known to 
citizens of Detroit, and the young son of a 
deceased brother. His estate consists of 
business property and is estimated to be 
worth between thirty-five and forty thou­
sand dollars. 

"The Portrait and Biographical Album 
of prominent and representee citizens of 
Lenawee county, published a year or two 
ago contains the following sketch of Mr. 
Lewis: ' Probably no man in the city of 
Adrian has held higher respect than the 
subject of this sketch, who came here in the 
fall of 1887. during the pioneer days. He 
was a lad of 11 years of age. and has re­
mained among the people of this county 
since that time. His has been a career of 
more than ordinary interest, He was 
thrown upon his own ^resources early in 
life, and struggled against many reverses, 
and through his own personal exertions at­
tained a good social and financial position 
among our people. 

He was born in Genesseo, Livingston 
county. N. Y. , in March. 1826, obtaining 
bis rudimental education there, finishing in 
schools here. His parents, John and Mar­
garet spent their last days in Adrian' 

Mr. Lewis made good use of his books, 
and his natural intelligence and some ex­
perience assisted him greatly in the ae 
quirement of business knowledge. His 
first position on leaving school was a cook 
on a steamboat,holding it until 1858. Early 
in life he laid the foundations of an honest 
life, and the economy with which he lived, 
enabled bim to save alanre sum of money. 

In 1858, he returned to this city, r.nd 
was employed in the restaurant of Mr. 

tb? Verandah, which 
he subsequently purchased. This once io 
his possession he was soon on tbe highway 
to affluence. 

The attenion to details and strict business 
faculties of Mr. Lewis can better be appre­
ciated from the fact that be never was out-
siae tbe corporation but twice within a 
space of thirty -five years. 

Tbe funeral was held last Friday after­
noon ff.om tbe residence of Mr. George 
Lewis and was attended by a large con­
course of friends among whom] was 
noticed representatives of all.the prominent 
families of the city.

T a x Afro*American is not. by any 

means, a free man, so long as there are 

privileges that are accorded others, which 

arc denied him. 

Jv, for any cause, the Republican senate 
should refuse to pass a National Election 
law, the Afro-American of the North and 
West may take a notion to retaliate, for 
they are commencing to think that the Re­
publican party as a passive agent of the 
people is no better, as such, than the Dem-
cratic party. Live up to your profes­
sions Senators' 

T H E R E is nothing 'that has so far ema­
nated from the meeting of the National 
Farmers Alliance'at Ocala, Fla., that is of 
sufficient importance as to commend itself 
to any body of farmers.[or to make them 
forsake or neglect past political affiliations 
for this new political side show of the 
Democratic party. Take the proceedings 
of the convention and it will be found that 
only such measures were passed upon and 
embodied into their platform as are now 
advocated by the Democratic party, indi­
vidual members of which controlled this 
alliance meeting. In fact not until this 
meeting, and only in this meeting predom­
inated over by Democrats, have the farm­
ers of the North and West endorsed free 
trade. On the contrary they have always 
demanded more protection for themselves, 
and the MCKINLEY tariff act has abundant­
ly met their demands. To endorse a 
measure contrary to their interest or to 
give their political allegiance to the Demo­
cratic party, or to the side show would cer­
tainly be extreme folly in the farmers since 
it would bring them directly into competi­
tion in their own markets with the wheat 
producers of Russia and India, and with the 
wool growers of the South American Re­
publics and Australia. The Kansas farm­
ers who are now so busy courting Demo­
cracy and free trade would soon find their 
own markets diminishing and their sur­
plus corn and other farm products more 
extensively used as fuel and sold at a much 
lower rate than at present under free trade. 
The interest of the farmers of Kansas, 
Nebraska. Iowa, Illinois and elsewhere 
lie more in a diversity of crops raised, in a 
policy that will not only protect themsel 
ves and their home markets, but which 
will also increase and diversify their man­
ufacturing interests, and such conditions 
can only bo obtained and kept, owing to 
the condition of the laboring people 
throughout the world, by a protective 
policy. 

The farmers too have always been con­
sidered the greatest champions of political 
thought speech and action, and always 
strongly endorsed such measures as would 
most adequately protect the citizen in his 
endowed rights. It seems therefore 
-srange that Northern and Western dele­
gates should have remained so quiet and 
uot mora strongly object to the resolutions 
condemning a National measure looking 
4o the protection of the citizen as a voter. 
That the Southern delegates should have 
l)ccu s t vehement against it seems natural 
from the fact that the South has always 
been a section where political opinion has 
been throttled, and a placa where men have 
depended for their political ambitions upon 
lawless arts that prevented a great number 
of citizens from exercising their right cf 
suffrage. But that delegates from the 
North should so quietly have submitted 
leads one to infer that such delegates were 
Democratic in principle and that they were 
whipped into line by the Southern dele­
gates, in the same way as Northern and 
Western Democratic Congressmen are 
whipped into line by their Southern col­
leagues. 

This National Farmer's Alliance or 
Democtatic annex, hopes to put a National 
ticket in the field io 1893 or rather having 
embodied in their platform the Demo­
cratic heresies of free trade, political 
intimidation, free coinage etc.. they 
exp ct the National Democratic conven­
tion to endorse the platform, and they in 
turn the National Democratic ticket. I t 
would have been a shrewd scheme, bat the 
Democratic manipulators were too bold 
4a their work and it is so.transparent that 
i t hardly seems possible that any farmer 
who believes in the protection of the farm 
and work shop, the complete freedom of 
the individual in. political action, a safe 
currency and a prosperous country will be 
so misled as to follow the lead of the dele­
gates in attendance upon the National 
Farmer's Alliance convention at Ocala, 
Florida. 

Iw T H E beginning of the deliberations of 

the National Farmer s Alliance that body 

passed a resolution declaiming sjainst the 

passage of a National election law. This 

action, among others which T H E PLAIH-

DKALKR thought to be inimical to the in­
terests of the Afro-American and to the na 
tion caused it to advise "The Colored Na­
tional alliancy" to hold itself aloof from 
the white alliance. Before the adjourn­
ment of the whites, an attempt was made! 
to reconsider the action of that body in re-

I gard to the resolution passed against the 
election measure, but the Democratic ele­
ments defeated such action. Before the 
close, however, of the deliberations of 
both bodies plans were formulated by 
which the Farmers' Alliance was to absorb 
within a year both the Farmer's Mutual 
Benefit Association and the "Colored Alli­
ance." In the mean time, an executive 
committee of the three bodies consisting 
of five members from each was formed to 
look after the interests of the various bod­
ies. The agreement between the Afro-
American and white Alliance is as fol­
lows: 

After careful consultation it was mutually 
agreed to unite onr orders upon the basis 
adopted on Deo. 5, 1890, between the N. F. 
A and I* M. sod the F. M. B. A., adopt the 
8t. Louis platform as a common basis and 
pledging onr orders to work faithfully and 
earnestly for the election of legislators, State 
and national, who will enact the laws to 
carry ont taid platform, and to more effect­
ually carry it into effect 

We recommend the selection of five men 
from each national bodr.two of whom shall be 
the president and secretary, who shall, 
withj a similar committee from other labor 
organisations, form a supreme executive 
board who shall meet as often as it be deemed 
necessary upon a joint call of a majority. 
The presidents of the bodies joining this con­
ference shall;be empowered to do such things 
or the mutual benefit of t in various orders 

as shall be deemed expedient and shall when 
officially promulgated through the national 
offlicers, be binding upon such bodies, until 
reversed by the action of the national as­
semblies themselves in matters political, ed­
ucational and commercial: and we hereby 
pledge ourselves to stand faithfully by each 
other in the great battle for the enfranchise­
ment of the laborer from the control of cor­
porate and political rings. 

Each order is to bear its own members' ex-
penees to the Supreme Council, and entitled 
to as many votes as It has legal voters. We 
commend and urge that equal facilities, edu­
cational, commercial and political, be de­
manded for white and colored Alliance men 
alike, competency considered, and that a free 
ballot and fair count be insisted upon snd 
hud for colored snd white alike by every 
true Alliance man in America. 

We recommend that the plan of district al­
liances conforming to Congress district lines 
be adopted by every order In consideration 
with a district lecturer and county alliance 
in every county possible, and that the Ins­
urers and officers of said districts and coun­

ties co operate with each other in education­
al, commercial and political matters. 

It will be readily seen from the articles 
of agreement that the Afro American suf­
fers nothing by the arrangement, and if 
the while Alliance members abide by it, 
great good will result. In fact it may be 
urged that a great triumph is attained by 
the adoption by a white organization con­
trolled by Southern members of sentiments 
like those in the agreement such as " W e 
commend and urge that equal facilities, 
educational, commercial and political, be 
demanded for "colored" and white Alli­
ance men alike, competency considered, 
and that a free ballot and a fair count be 
insisted upon and had for "colored" and 
white alike by every true Alliance man in 
America. 

"What seems strange to T H E PLAIN-
DEALBB is that a body who could indorse 
the foregoing could pass a resolution so 
vehemently denouncing a Federal election 
law, and should refuse to reconsider it. 
Is it after all a trick or in this particular 
instance. "Can any good come out of 
Nazareth?" T H E PLAINDEALEB hopes 
sincerely that good can come, for in that 
one resolution is embodied all the Afro-
American desires and demands of the peo­
ple of the Republic, equal opportunities, 
competency considered, in the struggle of 
life. The Age, one of our most influential 
racial organs much Impressed with this 
resolution voices its sentiments as follows: 
"Shades of Universal justice and Fair 
Play, are we treading upon the heels of the 
political millenium? It looks mighty like 

T H E PLAINDEALEB hoping and wish-

pense of another, and the issuance of 
enough fractional paper currency to facil­
itate exchange through the mails. 

It cannot be denied that some of the 
measures are good, while we think that 
others are bad and not needed, but there 
are no apparent reasons why the views of 
the Alliance should be always such, or 
that the Afro-Americans of the South 
should not take advantage of this institu­
tion as a body devoted to the interests of 
the farmer to better his condition. Hon­
est men differ, honestly, in opinions of all 
kinds, political, religious, social and econo­
mic, and under equal conditions there ia 
no reason why the Afro American should 
not or that he should not be found in any 
body of whatever nature, whose particular 
views are in accord with his own. 

There can be no cause for blame if this 
agreement is looked upon with doubt, 
considering the past, but that good 
may result is the most earnest and sincere 
wish of T H E PLAINDEALEB.

SOUTH CAROLINA is soon to take another 
step toward barbarity. Following in the 
wake of its sister bourbon states It is soon 
to legalize "J im Crow" cars, Mississippi 
Texas and Alabama have such inhuman 
laws already on their statue books. The 
question now comes where shall the intell­
igent, refined Afro American go for relief? 
He has been to the state courts and finds 
no justice, he has been to the supreme 
court of the land only to be relegated back 
to a prejudiced perjured state judiciary, 
perjured because they disregard the oath 
taken to administer and decide the law 
without fear or favor. They have been to 
the inter-state commerce commission and 
they too, have sent the matter back to the 
states for adjustment. If there be no jus­
tice in this proud land of freedom and 
ideal equality of man, it is time the world 
knew it. The inter-state commerce com­
mission takes cognizance of any disparity 
in freight how^much more ought this fla­
grant outrage of human rights on common 
carriers engage their attention. Since they 
will not heed it, the issue should be forced 
upon them. If our United States supreme 
court and the inter state commerce com­
mission have not the back bone to do right 
let them shoulder the infamy of having 
done a wilful wrong in their high offices. 

Michigan has recently put a decision on 
record that will stand however declaring 
discrimination in public places, illegal and 
unjust. Is it the law? The Afro-American 
League should bring the attention of the 
inter state commerce commission to these 
statutory discrimination on common car­
riers in bourbon states. If they fail to 
find relief there, they should then apply to 
the United States court for a mandamus 
compelling the commission to act. T H E 
PLAINDEALEB guarantees Michigan's 
share of the needed expense, The small 
assessment of one hundred dollars would 
cover all expenses and leave money to 
spare. 

There is another matter that should be 
tested. The constitution guarantees a 
Republican form of government in the 
several states. Mississippi's new constitu­
tion makes it an aristocracy. The mattei 
should not rest where it is for this tame 
submission to curtailing of constitutional 
rights is suicidal. There are many outside 
the race that want these questions tested. 
There need be no fear for aid when the 
matter is once under way. Senator DOLPH 

has already sounded the tocsin, let every 
Afro-American come with his sacrifices 
that will establish his manhood.

It is to be observed, however, that no 
reference is made in this argument to the 
third party movement, and in reference to 
that idea, >THE PLAINDBALBB has nothing 
to take back what it has said about 
such a movement.

Once safe in the strait 
they would find several ports from which 
it would be comparatively easy to make 
their way homeward, to say nothing ol 
the possibility of meeting vessels that 
were en route to Aus ralia or New Zea­
land. 

Thoneh Port Tamar, Port Gallant, and 
Port Famine offer few resources, Punts 
Arena, on the contrary, is amply provided 
with all the necessaries and comforts ol 
life.

Judging from the vote so far recorded 
bv the churches of tbe country of the 
Methodist Episcopal denomination, for tbe 
admission of women as lay delegates to 
the General Conference, the women have 
won. As there are about ten women to 
one man among active church workers it 
is but fair that they should be represented 
in its great legislative body. 

The Rev. R. B. Hardy, a prominent 
young rainister of Richmond, Va , who 
was arrested recently on tbe charge of dis­
orderly conduct on a street car. was dis­
charged last Friday. Mr. Hardy had at 
tempted to defend a lady passenger against 
tbe rude astiona of a white man who push­
ed her out of a seat and the conductor 
forthwith had him arrested. 

The Rev. Moses Manning, pastor of St. 
James Congregational church. New York 
city, secured, last Wednesday, a warrant 
for tbe arrest of Philip C. Bishop, sn in­
tolerant preacher who has assisted him, on 
the charge of collecting money from tbe 
church people without authority. Bishop, 
irho has been arrested before on a similar 
chsrge, was warned of his danger, and 
fled, 

Bishop Mallalleu. of the M. E. church 
expresses himself in regard to tbe kind of 
workers needed in the Sunday School thus 
forcibly. He says: "Surely we haw come 
to a time when the beat talent of the 
Church ought to be employed in the Sun­
day School, and the talent ought to be en 
forced by all possible helps, Weak.

that one do ail the teachiug."

Puritsn city of Norwich. Conu.;last Satur­
day, and on Sunday, the Rev. Leonard W. 
Bacon of the Second Congregational 
Church, preached to an immense audience 
on that subject and the theatre generally. 
It is said that Mr. Bacon surprised evcone 
by making a powerful defence of the legiti­
mate.
