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"SOCIAL DEVELOPMENT." 
NOT FOUND IN ITS HIGHEST STATE 

WHERE RIGHTS ARE ABRIDGED-

Lri ion Taught by Ancient Natlana.— 
Where They Failed.—Dancer la 

Ibe Prevent. 

At the opening of St. Matthew's Lyceum 
for the season of '90 and '91 the following 
eloquent address was made by Prof. D. A. 
Straker: 

\CONTINUED FROM LAST WEEK.] 

Our churches are first and foremost in 
the instruction of race prejudice and the 
all-see-ing eye is made, to blink when a 
colored brother asks to be heard or enjoy 
a right with his white brother even in a 
Christian convention. Shame upon such 
a social status, shame upon a government 
which solves the problem so called of how 
justice and equal rights under the law may 
ba enjoyed by its citizens by calling it a 
Negro problem and suggesting the expat­
riation of nearly seven millions of its sub­
jects to satisfy the taste of prejudice in even 
riftj- odd millions of another class. 

Is it true that our social development is 
so high or so low that we can find no other 
plan to raise a class of people in our midst 
from ignorance and poverty to a plane of 
advancement than to kill and murder them, 
deny tbem tbeir rights under the law and 
then offer them to leave the land of their 
binh Why. this solicitude for the 
Negro's welfare in his father's land more 
so than for the Irishman, German or 
Polunver. 

These are all sojourners in this iand of 
the free from a land of oppression in the 
denial of tbeir civil rights and the oppres­
sion of caste based upon rank and fortune 
—whence this treatment of this single class 
—the Negro? Is it because be was a slave? 
So likewise was the Jews and a large pro­
portion of the Gentiles too. Is it because 
of his color, if so, in the variety of hues, 
how shall the proporiioa of prejudice be 
rated? 

Is it because of his ignorace or poverty, 
or morals, then why not accept those ad­
vanced from this condition when found 
the equtl of bis critic. Is it not because 
our social ideas of the brotherhood of man 
are false and without any just reason and 
that the same is catered to by government 
in all of its estates? 

Men sometimes seek for the solution of 
the problem of the true greatness in social 
development in the homes of tbe rich and 
refined whose floors are carpeted with the 
exquisite Persian rug, where bric-a-brac 
adurn every niche and corner, tapestried 
curtains form the medium of light through 
the transparent windows of oriental hue? 
but they find it not; according to the teach­
ings as delivered on the mount by the 
Great Teacher of human life its duties and 
obligations; it is rather to be found in the 
humble home as a type of peace and hap­
piness where tbe love of Gods creatures 
abounds, charity is enthroned and justice 
rules. 
' Some seek this social development In tbe 
house dedicated to God by man with its 
lofty spin s cleaving the clouds, its beauti­
ful architecture, its pews and soft cushions, 
its altars ot brass or marble, its windows 
stained in color and decorated of antique 
figures of christian life and character, its 
pastor with a language of ora'ory like unto 
Cbrysostom. its congregation of wealth 
and fortune, but where also the brother­
hood of man is a farce and a mockery, tbe 
saemmeut a privileged benefit *nd God's 
creature of a bl.ek skin an outcast. Is it 
tone found here? And yet the church is 
declared to be tho foundation and support 
of the state. 

Approach the Courts of Justice with 
tbeir panoplied laws, learn ng and wi-dom, 
officers of justice, j tils and other places of 
confinement, and wbat do we find? Laws 
for the people's protection administered for 
tbe few ami stretched or narrowed as 
wealth or rank dictates—corporations the 
master of our judges aud tbe soul of their 
decisions. Our convict system especiallv 
in the South is a blot upon civilization, tbe 
convict being treated as a b-ute instead of 
a human being, and s > on we may pursue 
our s-aich frctn larbarlsm into civilizttion 
for a perfect social development, and we 
see the shadow only and pursue it but 
never find th- substance. 

We en»er our marts of industrial pro-
gresa and find selfishness tbe doorway, 
avarice tbe commodity, pride the price 
paid for good*, distinction and discrimi 
nation the sign board against a race on 
account of cu:or—we next enter upon gov 
eminent, or the pain of social development 
in ibe aggregate. Here in this department 
above all we look for wbat a truly social 
deveVpment is or ought to be. 

Algernon Sidney, to whom the world is 
Indebted for tbe most independent thoughts 
on government has said: "No man comes 
toemmaod many unless by consent or 
force,'' government is no; instituted for the 
good oi the governor but of tbe governed. 
L'btrty produce! h virtue order and stabil­
ity. No sedition was hurtful to Rome "ill 
through tbeir prosperity some men gained 
power above the laws These sentiments 
were uttered against the unsocial develop­
ment of Eng'ish government as seen in 
tbe loss of liberty to lb* people through 
the unsurpatioa and tyranny of kings. 
Said 8\dn~y: "If governments arise from 
the consent of men and are instituted by 
men according lo tbeir own inclinations 
they di<L therein seek their own good. 
Maripj ^ l l a , Catallne. Julius, Octavius 
w C« m by force and fraud usurped 
• d o ! aaver their brethren." 

Continues Sydney: "Shall it be lawful 
for men to usurp a power over the liberty 
of others and shall it not be lawful for the 
in j ured party to resume their power. Shall 
the crimes for which private men do Justly 
suffer exempt those who commit them with 
power and to the prejudice of mankind? 

Has every man given up Into the com­
mon-store his right of protection, so that 
public power'may be turned to his destruc 
tion without redress. Shall tbe ordinance 
of God be rendered of no effect on the 
powers that be appointed" These are 
some of the questions which this great 
thinker put to tbe people of the British 
Empire during Its mo*t unsocial condition. 
Are they not applicable to us today ? 

If such a condition as marked tbe decline 
of these cities be safe, then forests were 
better than cities and barbarism than civili­
zation. I ask these reflections upon tbe 
elements of a true social condition, because 
we are struggling today in this country 
with an abnormal state' of society. One 
class of people in power deprive'anoiber 
class of their just constitutional rights and 
excuse themselves upon the condition of 
an inferiority in race. 

This Is a question for tbe school of eth­
nology and has no place in the just admin­
istration of the laws upon the basis of 
equality. Tbe true problem if problem 
there be. is by our government, not in 
expatriation, nor amalgamation, nor ab­
sorption, nor race supremacy, but how to 
so administrate the law mat all the people 
may be hapf£y in the en j tyment of their 
rights, for though we be great in science, 
learned in the arts, skilled in warfare, 
devoutly religious, yet if we have not 
charity "toward our brethren all our pos­
sessions are.like sounding brass and tinkling 
cymbals. 

We are having many solve the Negro 
problem Tbe king of Belgium in the 
Congo Valley, tbe emperor of Germany on 
the eastern coast of Africa and England in 
the interior of Egypt and along the coasts 
of the Nile with Henry M Stanley as her 
mouthpiece, an1 last but not least the Gov­
ernment of America has a hand to hand 
struggle with tbe monster itself. 

Monster today, frightful enough to scare 
our Southern brethren interfere ot tbeir 
social existence and put our Northern 
friends into suplneness and indifference as 
to our advancement in the scale of Indus­
try, yet mild enough, quiet as a lamb, for 
more than 250 years, admitted into the 
family circle, protected as property and 
generally regarded as necessary to tbe 
maintenance and welfare of the Republic. 

But alas for a name. Then the monstet 
was called a slave, now a freeman, then a 
chattel, now a citizen, then having no 
rights as a citizen, now declared by tbe 
13th, 14tb and 15th Amendments to the 
Constitution a compound part, then gross­
ly ignorant aud harmless, now educated 
and dangerous, then homeless and without 
a penny, now industrious as opportunity 
will permit This seems to be tbe problem 
of the American race of the Anglo-Saxon 
division, it is bow to keep the Negro down, 
how to stop his advancement ere it over­
takes tbe Caucasian, and this is the Negro 
problem. 

Tbe race problem which is said to be at 
tbe bottom of all of our social troubles can 
best be solved by simply giving justice to 
the Negro. Its formula should be. "Do 
unto others as ye would have them do unto 
you." 

Is it right and just that a colored person 
should live in our midst? If so let him live 
unmolested. Is it just and right that all 
our citizens, black and white alike, should 
enjoy the benefits to be derived under our 
laws without discrimination? if so find no 
excuse to deprive him of tbe same. Will 
the ignorance of the Negro breed corrup­
tion? Then educate him, not expatriate 
him. Educate him and all the ignorant 
classes in our midst if it takes all the 
wealth of tbe nation to do so, for safety is 
better than wealth. 

To his obj-'clors we say if you wont help 
him up don t pull him down. Our social 
development will be advanced by educat­
ing our citizens. It is the highest duty of 
government. 

From all these views we gather that our 
social development needs advancement or 
purification. How can this be done? 

Let our young men and women study 
the economics of government, the moral 
status of our people, tbeir needs and oppor­
tunities and agitate, agitate, agitate and 
educate until tbe strong hold of wrong 
totter and full and a puier social develop­
ment arises. 

It is by such clubs as this where mind 
can he brought in contact with mind that 
all these questions which effect us as a race 
can be most«ffvetively discussed. I would 
suggest that you secure the best talent 
fr< m all parts ot the country and Jet tbeir 
views, under your auspices, be given to an 
audience of attentive listeners. While at 

.home bestir the talent thnt is with us and I 
bespeak for jour winter's work great and 
lasting good. 

We need an organization like tbe Irish 
National League so that we can act united 
ly and with tbe celerity almost as that of 
tbe electric spark. Beware of your lead­
ers, let no man assume leadership of you, 
but once finding a true leader follow him. 
This Nation must do right to ail of its citi-
•ens within its boundaries or anarchy and 
ruin will overtake it. 

Politically the Negro has more power 
than be is aware of. It is in even our 
literary institutions that we .may learn to 
concentrate this power to our advantage. 
Let us hope that from this Lyceum may go 
forth men and women equipped for' the 
battle before us. Our future must neces­
sarily ba one of warfare. No concessions 
will be made In the social advancement 
necessary to place us as equals with our 
fellow whin citizen, and in the develop­

ment of a truly great social standard. In 
the true greatness of social development 
which will give to this great country true 
greatness of spirit, the Negro will be a fac­
tor. 

America will never be truly great until 
it is truly just. It will never reach the 
standard of a true greatness in tocial 
development until all" of her sons and 

daughters enjoy life, liberty and the pur­
suit of hapt ioess, so that the ladder of in­
dividual development, morally socially and 
intellectually will have one end in tbe gut 
ter and tbe o'her in tbe skies, so that rich 
and poor, black and white, will alike 
climb without let or hindrance to tbe end 
of a truly great social development of all 
classes, races, tribes and peoples in our 
broad land. 

* Laagaton'i Words of Ad vie*. . 
Congressman Jno. M. Langston recently 

lectured in Nashville Tenn. before tbe 
Intercollegiate Lecture Association, of 
Fi«k and Roger Williams Universities, 
and Central Tennessee College, on "Negro 
citizenship," and among other things said: 

"As no man can plead your color against 
your citizenship, you can not pjead your 
color against your duty. We* love this 
country and the white men. Let the homes 
and the wives and children of tbe South, 
left in the protection of the Negroes while 
the men went to battle, and against whom 
no Negro's hand was ever nbed, bear tes­
timony to this. A higher duty lies before 
you. John Brown died for us. He can 
not die again. Let the next man to die be 
a Negro man. Charles Summr nobly 
pleaded for us in the Senate. Hi» voice 
can be heard no more forever. You mut 
appear on the floor of tbe Senate yourself 
and win the battle with your own elo­
quence. Do you need education? Gain 
it. Do you need culture? Strive for it 
until it is yours. Do you need money? 
Make it Every possibility is in you Be 
independant and self-reliant and trust your 
future to God. May tbe joung ladies of 
these schools seek to emulate the lofty 
standard of womanhood which has already 
been so nobly set up for them. And may 
the blessings of Heaven and tbe reward of 
duty well done rest with you all."

Primus is a biack man, born in Hartford, 
Conn. He was esrly apprenticed to a 
carriage painter. While grinding colors 
he saw a carriage painter ornnment a car­
riage, and was filled with ambition to be an 
artist. He painted his first picture on 
sandpaper. The first picture which be 
exhibited was given a prize by an agricul 
tural society. Later he developed his tal­
ent and has certainly achieved remarkable 
success. 

Lancas te r* Disgrace. 
Tbe Rev. H. A. Cromartie, pastor of 

tbe A. M. E. church at Lancaster Pa., 
gives through the city press a harrowing 
account of the treatment accorded tbe Afro 
Ameiicin inmates of the city hospital. 
They are confined in cold, damp basement 
rooms, with no provision f tr fresh air or 
comfort, in striking contrast to the rooms 
above which are made bright and cheery 
for the white inmates. Mr. Cromartie has 
appealed to the dinctors of the toor in be­
half of these unfortunats but so far nothing 
has been done to better their condition.

THEY 

What Is Wanted—Help Publie Sentiment— 
Expunge the Unworthy. 

The recent reply of tbe Rev. John M. 
Henderson to Prof. Washington's rejoinder 
was copied in the Memphis Tenn. Free 
Speech and the following editorial com­
ment made. 

Elsewhere we make room for a commun­
ication from a Detroit minister pertinent to 
a question which has been agitated in these 
columns as to the general worthiness of 
ministers. It is a sarcastic and extreme in 
tbe main, but certainly speaks truly when 
it says reformation is imperative. Is is the 
ministry which must set tbe standard by 
which tbe people are to be led, and not 
vice veisa. It would seem to an impartial 
observer that the preachers who have pro­
tested against Prof. Washington and 
Bishop Payne's severe arraignment, "pro­
test too much." It is not names and the 
relative percent in each conference, or com 
munity of ministers who are guilty of tbe 
charges preferred, as proof that Prof. 
Wasnington has algebraically demonstrat­
ed the ex*ct proportion of those guilty of 
illiteracy i r immorality; it is not whether 
there are not bad ministers in other races 
and denominations than those named— 
wo have nothing to do with any other save 
our own, and our own are found in larger 
numbers in the Methodist and Baptist 
churches than any other—it is whether 
such charges are true enough for us to 
consider them at all, to make any dif­
ference in the intellectual and moral race 
makeup; whether tbey are true enough for 
each minister to determine that so far as 
his own life and influence is concerned— 
they shall be less true. If ministers who 
are" free from such charges, give their 
votes to retitin unworthy men in tbeir pul­
pits, they are equally guilty as tbe wrong 
doers. "Come out from among them and 
be ve separate." and help public sentiment 
and religion by so doing. 

What Is charged against a Memphis 
church, is equally true of some members of 
the Iowa Confeience. A drunkard and 
gambler Is one of its members; also a liber­
tine; a minister charged wi h appropriating 
church funds. All of which is well known 
to each member of that conference, and 
each year tbeir characters ajtfspassaA and 
they are sent out smong the people not, 
"seeking lo save the lost," but seeking 
whom tbey may devour and defraud. Be 
fore demanding that Prof. Washington go 
to tbe Conference books and prove bis as 
/ertions. let tbe ministers and bishops go 
through them first and expunge the un­
worthy. 

Bound te Receive Them. 
New York Tributu: In a recent letter 

to President Wagner, of Morgan College, 
one of tbe leading colored educational in 
stitutions of Baltimore, Judge Hugh L 
Bond, of the Lotted States Circuit Court, 
speaks bis mind plainly In regard to the 
action of tbe Maryland Law School in re­
fusing any longer to receive colored stu­
dents, but frankly advises against the open­
ing of a law school in connection with 
Morgan College. He deprecates the effort 
to call the colored youth of tbe Sttte away 
from the exercises of tbe manual labor, and 
says that if they want to study law there is 
no nerd for a seperate law school, as tbe 
Maryland University is bound by its char­
ter to receive any colored man who has the 
necessary qualifications.

Annie Crump and John Rnwn of New 

York, on tbe night of Oct. t l went to tbe 
bouse of Mrs Martha Edwards and burned 
ber with caustic potash because Mrs. Ed-
wa?ds bad gained tbe affections of Mrs 
Brown's son. Augustus. Mrs. Brown was 
arressed p<esdtd guilty and Is now serving 
a three years and a half sentence in the 
penitentiary and last week. Miss Crump 
was convicted and sentenced to the same 
place. 

Wanted a Freak. 
Manager Geary of the World's museum, 

Fort Wayne. Ind.. having read in ike lo­
cal papers of an afro American in Spring­
field, who was gradually turning white. «t 
once telegraphed an offer of $50 to blm if 
he would come and sit on exhibition at bis 
museum. He has received no answer from 
that particular Afro-Amercan but my 
other one undergoing a gradual bleaching 
will probably prove as acceptable. 

Qualifying aa Voters. 
Two hundred Afro-Americans that have 

not heretofote p id their poll tuxes have 
visited tbe sheriff's rffl>e at Jackson Miss., 
since ibe coilecton of taxes commenced and 
settled up It is estimated that this number 
wil' be more than doubled in the county 
alone. Reports from'other portions of tbe 
state are to the same effect. Tbe reason 
for tbis is thit tbe new constitution re­
quires tbe productoh of the poll (ax receipt 
as a requisite to vote and the Afro-
Arm riciu undoubtedly proposes to con­
form to the letter of the law. 

Poor Old Mlaaoori. 
Kansas City Star: The electric-light 

company st Rich Mill, tbis State, employ­
ed a col red man to operate i'S plant. A 
committer of wbi'es waited upon bim and 
notjfl.d bim that if he continued toh' Id tin-
place it would be at tbe risk of bis life. 
Tbe Negro became frightened and left 
town, and now tbe company is without an 
engineer. It is thai sort of business 
which makes the outside world speak of 
tbe State as "poor old Missiouti." 

Charles Gillard, County Commissioner 
of Bastrop Texas was wavlaid and killed 
on Saturday night Dec. 17. It is reported 
that be made a dying statement which im­
plicates several white men in the neighbor­
hood. Gillard defeated J. 8. Shomer. a 
white man, at the last election.

nomination is rolled away, and all may 
gratefully say, "Ebenezer." There only 
remains the approval by tbe churches of 
the Georgia association to make the action-
complete, and this will no doubt soon be 
secured."

ish and envious. The very ones whom you 
would expect to be constantly engaged in 
an effort to help the people elevate them­
selves sit with folded bvnds. Those who 
call themselves the •rem* de la eretnm. seem 
utterly oblivious of anything tave tbeir 
own sweet selves. Take the Afro Ameri­
can League, how many of them are found 
in it? How many are to be found in any 
movement that is started to try to open up 
any new field of employment? How many 
of them use tbeir influence to help other.-? 
How many of them occupy better relations 
in life than those whom they try to ignore? 
Surely they cannot thick that they are so 
much more the mental and moral superiors, 
more cultivated and refined than the other 
classes among the race as to be placed far 
above them. If so it is not discernible by 
any superior relations tbey hold with the 
American people. Tbeir contentment is 
dangerous to tbeir own welfare. Progrtss 
is not to be made by reclining at ease or by 
ignoring and standing aloof, criticizing 
movements for the benefit of the whole 
people, without lending a hand to help el­
iminate and correct errors that may creep 
in. Then too, among the lower classes 
there are people so ignorant as not to know 
enough to come in out of the wet. who are 
a continual stumbling block, whose person­
al appearance and loud mouths are offen­
sive where ever tbey go. They disgust 
everybody, have not a proper sense of their 
own manhood and womanhood. Servile, 
Ignorant, insolent and debauched, tbey 
form a class by which the white people 
judge all A fro Americans, and the very 
best, I mean by that, the most earnest and 
progressive have to suffer accordingly." 

"Well I must go. When I see you 
again I will give you some more of my 
ideas/' and away be went leaving the 
Glancer tc admit how true were many of 
bis remarks, and meditate as to ho AT these 
people were to be reached. 

yOTJ have noticed of course, two people, 
¥ hurrying along on the street suddenly

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TAMING A FLOCK OF QUAILS.

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Several weeks ago Mrs. D. N. Snyder 
iof Jefferson township saw a lot of 
•quails dusting themselves under some 
kourrant bushes in the back end of her 
Igarden, says the Scranton, P:t.,corre-
spondeet of the N. Y. Sun. The birtis 
(looked so happy and contented thai 
Nbe thought it would be too bad to dis­
t u rb tbeui, so sho returned to the bouse 
without puliiug the weeds out of a 
patch of onions that she had gone 

* there for the purpose of doing. In an 
hnnr or so the quails had disappeared 
in ihe tall timothy of the adjoining 
meadow, and Mrs. Suj-der scattered 
some buckwheat around where they 
had been wallowing. On the follow­
ing day the birds came there again, 
gobbled up the buckwheat, and had a 
good time. Every day for a week «* 
so Mrs. Suyder scattered grain among/ 
the bushes for the quails to feed on, 
and the birds soon got so that they 
looked for food in the garden as regu­
larly as they did for a resting place"at 
night out in the woods, back of the 
big meadow lot. I 

One morning the kind-hearted woman 
forgot to throw the buckwheat, but the 
quails reminded her of her negligenco 
by appearing at the usual hour and 
making a great fuss and noise because I 
there wasn't an}' grain in the garden 
for them to pick up. Mrs. Snyder let 
the birds hunt for other kinds'of food 
Chat day. and for several mornings 
after that she didn't fail to give them 
a good feed of buckwheat. Then she ! 
misled a morning on purpose to see 
how the quails would act when they 
didn't tind any grain near the currant 
bushes, watching from a second-story 
window for them to make their ap­
pearance. 

Promptly on time the whole flock 
crept under the garden fence from the 
meadow, ran among the bushes, and 
began to dodge and flutter about where 
they bad been in the habit of finding 
the buckwheat. When they had I 
searched long enough to learn that no 
grain had been put there for them the , 
birtis piped in low tones, fluttered un- I 
easily, scattered into the vegetable j 
beds, and appeared to be very much , 
disappointed. In a little while the 
quails gave np the search, assembled 
under the currant bushes, and went to 
dusting themselves in the soil. Mrs. 
Snyder counted fourteen in the flock, 
and then sue went down-stairs, got a 
basinful of buckwheat, and tiptoed her 
way into the garden. When she had 
got as near to the quails as she could 
Without scaring them Mrs. Snyder 
flung a handful of buckwheat toward 
the quiet little flock. It fell among 
them and they all scampered under 
the fence raid went out of sight in a 
hurry. Then she threw some more 
"of the grain on the ground where they 
had been and secreted herself behind a 
tow of peavines. Presently one of the 

•'birds ventured to crawl under the 
fence into the garden. It soon found 
the buckwheat, and set to tilling its 
crop, and at this the other birds took • 
courage, tiled from their hiding places, 
and went to picking up the grain as 
though each was determined to get its 
•hare. 

From her place of concealment Mrs. 
Suyder flung a handful of buckwheat 
into the air so that it fell into the midst 
ef the flock. It scared the birds a lit­
tle, but thev quickly resumed their 
feeding, and Mrs. Snyder began to 
whistle to them, flinging more grain 
into the air as she whistled. That ex­
cited their curiosity just enough to 
make them look up for a moment, and 
Mrs. Snyder emptied the basin and 
stole away without letting the birds 
ice her. She fed the quails in this way 
for a few days, gradually gut them 
ased to her whistle and voice, and let 
them get sight of her by degrees. In­
side of a month from the time she first 
•aw the birds in the garden she had 
them so well tamed that they fluttered 
out of J,he meadow whenever she called 
them, ate in her presence, and did not 
Mem to fear her at all. Since then 

Mrs. Snyder has taken a good deal of 
comfort with her strange little flock, 
and she said the other day that the 
confidence the birds have in her pays 
her many times over for all the trouble 
she has made herself in getting the 
wild little creatures to be as tarns as 
they a r c 

A Kestrel and Rat . 

I see In your book on "British Birds" 
yon state that the kestrel is easily 
tamed. Our bird was taken from a 
nest last year and put fnto a cage out 
of doors, f o r ' a few days only, and 
fledged. He was then turned out aud 
flew across the park into the woods 
and was seen no more for some days, 
when be returned, found bis way into 
the house, and has never voluntarily 
left it since. We often turn him out 
and see him a mile or more from the 
house, but soon after tind him search­
ing for an open window by which he 
may reach the dining-room, where he 
lives by preference, perching on a pic­
ture-frame, but always coming on my 
husband's arm when called, even 
through the glare of lamps -and can­
dles. He invariably twitters a sort of 
•oft song when we speak to him. He 
is a grand bird, perfect in plumage. 

I have a white rat, who lives as all 
our pets do, entirely loose in the house 
or garden, perfectly free to leave us if 
they choose. The "rat was given to me 
as old and worthless two years ago, 
then quite wild. He gradually became 

always on the bolster br pillow by*my 
head! He is very plucky and defend* 
ed himself during one whole night 
when he was shut up accidentally 
Jy in the same room with a large and 
savage cat. He was found sitting up, 
with teeth and claws ready, and was 
perfectly overjoyed when bis human 
friends took him up. Though six 
months have elapsed, nothing will in­
duce him to enter that room again. 
Our dogs are perfect friends with him. 
He uses his left paw always when 
drinking, •ladling1' the water up to 
his mouth, even from the bottom of a 
tumbler, and is quite "left-handed.— 
London Spectator.

Thc Capri women work hard in the 
fields as aids to builders, and especial­
ly as carriers, They t ranspor t every­
thing; from a handkerchief full of figs 
t o a Saratoga trunk, on their heads. 
But more astonishing still is the ease 
with which they carry a glass biretto 
full of wine, oil, o r water down the 
steep and slippery "goat paths" which 
do duty, with two really good excep­
tions, for roads at Capri. The woman 
first makes a round pad of a handker­
chief, which she places on her head; on 
this the biretto—in shape something 
like a very large decanter—is poised, 
and off goes the fair faccbioa (portress) 
a t a good pace. She does not think of 
using her hands to steady the bottle 
unless it is very huge, or if she tu rns 
her head, o r in going up or down a par­
ticularly high s tep; then she will touch 
the base of it with her fingers. The 
grace wi th which they manage this, to 
us, impossible, feat is charming. I have 
often stopped to watch tbem in de­
lighted astonishment, and to ask if 
there is no fear of the whole thing 
tumbl ing down. The mere idea of 
such a catastrophe provokes much 
amusement . 

And now we come to the Capri girls. 
Well, of course they alone would furnish 
mater ia l for an article. There is some­
thing peculiarly winning about them. 
I do not think it is their beauty half so 
much as their frank, natural ways that 
please one. I have observed in tbem a 
simple tact, a sweet courtesy of man­
ner, which would not disgrace a 
Duchess. Yet there is nothing studied, 
no effort; the attraction lies in their 
being so entirely unaffected: 

A n d be ing n a t u r a l , n a t u r a l l y please. 
This is made obvious by the fact that 

when a Capri girl is taken out of her 
original sphere she loses many of the 
winning qualities which so become her.

The foot 
is fleshy at that time and large, but as 
years come the foot decreases and the 
muscles grew more firm. 

The sort of dance which has succeeded 
the can-can in the Paris dancing halls is 
known as the chahut. Mile. Grille d'Egout 
is the leading teacher of its most promi­
nent feature, the flounce-flinging trick, the 
foundation of skirt dancing. 

In the year 1203 chimneys were scarcely 
known in England. One only was allowed 
in a religious house, one in a manor house 
and one in tbe great hall of a castle or 
lord's house, but in other houses the smoke 
found its way out as it could. 

The late Mrs. Astor had a lace dress 
which cost $15,0>0, and it is stated that 
another was recently sold to an American 
lady for $25,000. There are a number of 
ladies in New York who each own laces 
valued at from $20, COO to $50,030. 

The first water mill ever built was erect­
ed on the river Tiber, at Rome, A. D. 60. 
Wind mills were in original use in the 
twelfth century. Tide mills were operated 
in Venice about 1708. Saw mills are said 
to have been in use at Augsburg, Germany, 
about 1832. 

The king of France had a falcon which 
escaped from Fontainebleau. and in twen­
ty-four hours after was found in Malta, s 
space computed to be at not less than 1,954 
miles, a velocity equal to fifty-six miles an 
hour, supposing the hawk to have been on 
the wing the whole time.

The richest professional mendicant in 
the country is "Blind Johnny" of Phila­
delphia. He is 00 years of age and is worth 
about $20,033. He travels from Chicago to 
Washington, from thore to Baltimore, and 
ends up in Philadelphia, spending about 
three months in each city. He has mad< 
all bis money as a mendicant. 

Strictly speaking, the only precious 
stones are the diamond, ruby, sapphirs 
and emerald, though the term is often ex­
tended to the opal, notwithstanding Its 
lack of hardness, and to the pearl, which 
is not a mineral, but strictly an animal 
product. Popularly a gem is a precious oi 
semi-precious stone, when cut or polished 
for ornamental purposes.
