WASHINGTON, D. OL, Jan 10. 

The Republican party has solemnly 
covenanted with the people to secure an 
honest ballot for eyery American citizen. 
I t has re-afflrmed that covenant in fire 
National conventions, and every state con­
vention since '73. When the party was 
out of power, it plead for the control of 
the government, that it might do this one 
thing if no other. It asked for no higher 
privilege than to stake it all on this one 
question. Its leaders have sworn to it at a 
hundred al'ars, and the people have ratified 
the pledge at every ballot box. Before the 
protection of things this grand old party 
has ever held the protection of men. More 
important than revenue it has regarded 
right,more sacred than life it has considered 
liberty. 

The preservation of this liberty was the 
great aim of Grant, while be ruled; it was 
on the lips of Sumner, when he died; it 
gave Garfield's eloquence a tongue of flame. 
Logan advocated it with a lover's con­
stancy, and a martyr's zeal—and the great 
statesman of Maine, standing amidst the 
ruins of his shattered hopes attributed bis 
defeat to an office, no one could more fitly 
fill, to the foul and flagrant crimes that are 
perpetuated upon liberty and the ballot in 
the South. 

The Republican platform of '88 fairly 
rings with words of freedom. Every line 
flashes and thunders against the wrongs that 

Milter, of South Carolina. No certificate 
of election will be given to a Democrat in 
the face of an over-whelming majority—as 
In the case of Langston of Virginia. 

Does any honest man think that our 
surplus could be reJuced in a better way 
than the accomplishment of these pur­
poses?

The North has plastered every farm with 
mortgages, there is not a bank in New 
York that will loan money en a Mississippi 
plantation. Mississippi swamp angels will 
do more to ruin the state than Federal 
Election, officers It I, charged that this 
bill will for** Negro domination. The 
charge is in keeping with the policy of the 
Democratic party; to tarnish the cause of 
right by bringing it in contact with the 
Negro. It to easier to make people hate 
him, and then deflect the hatred to the 
real issue. This threat of Negro dom­
ination is as false as it is cowardly This 
is a constitutional question; the Democrats 
are aiming to make it a race Issue. A man 
who is robbed to concerned In recovering 
bis property, but the law is concerned in 
preventing crime. The Negro has never 
dominated, he has never attempted to do 
so. In the North he holds the balance of 
power; doer he ever trade on it for political 
position? Does he demand recognition 
anything like commensurate with his 
power? In the South where he does nearly 
all the nominating and voting, that is done 
by the Republican party, does he not 
nominate a white man in nine cases out of 
every ten? There are nearly fifty congress 
lonal districts in the 8 *ith. that on a fair 
election would be Republican; from all 
that number he has nominated four Ne­
groes: Three of them were elected they 
have each secured places for their white 
constituents out of al! proportion to their 
voting strength, and I have yet to learn 
that one of them has sought to do anything 
but serve his whole constituency with 
fidelity. 

The Negro has never asked for anything 
but that the fittest should rule, and that 
none should be oppressed. Be believes 
the great truth uttered bv Lincoln, that 
no man to good enough to'govern another 
without his consent, snd asserts that In the 
South this to always done and often by the 
worst of men. Negro domination to not 
the fear, it to only the pretext The Sooth 

had no fear of Negro domination when she 
sought to lock bertelf in a confederacy in 
which the Negro outnumbered the whites 
two to one. She did not fear it when she 
robbed the cradle and the grave for recruits 
for the army leaving their wives and 
children at the mercy of this dusky throng. 
When the aristocrats were f-b>ut to be 
driven from power in South Carolina, the 
ring to which Wade Hampton and Senator 
Butler belonged turned frantically to the 
Negro and cried out "help me, Sambo, or 
I perish." The Negroes outnumbered 
both wings of the Democratic party in 
South Carolina. He was promised a 
chance to vote. Instead of endorsing 
the safest candidate for the governor-ship 
why did he not put a black ticket in the 
field and out-vote both factions? Southern 
leaders do not hare the least fear of Negro 
dominaiiou, but they make tbo people 
think they do, ard tbey have held office 
and power for years by this deception. 

Before the war six-hundred thousand 
aristocrats ruled six million poor whites by 
fighting tbem with this aged scare-crow. 
They sent every representative to Congress 
from the South, and dictated what tbey 
should say and how they should vote. 
Southern interest and Southern cause 
meant slavery's interest and cau*e These 
six million white people robbed themselves 
that tbey might not be killed by Into dread 
ful Negro, blavt-ry was tbeir worst enemy* 
It kept tbrm almost as poor and ignoiant 
as the Negro himself, and yet they voted 
to extend and fought to perpetuate it be­
cause tbey told tbem that if they did other­
wise, the Negroes would marry their 
daughters. 

Now they are kept solidly Democratic, 
nay they are armed and ranged about the 
polls by the artful us* of that same old, 
always impending, but never realized fear 
of Negro domination. The only reason 
Senator Butler could give why the Till-
manities should not call tbe aristocrats to ac-, 
count for tbe abuse of power in South Caro­
lina, was tbat If they did, the Negro would 
rise, rule and ruin. But Tillman didn't 
scare, tbe democratic party did split, but 
tbe Negro as a ruler and ruiner, as a dread 
dorainator did not materialize. 

We wonder how a mere handful of men 
could have so long controlled the South, 
with such a flimy pretext, but we seem to 
forget that they deluded the intelligent 
masses of tbe North almost as badly. They 
violate the constitution, to defend whicu 
Lincoln, and the flower of our Northern 
manhood perished. And instead of hurl­
ing defiance at the North.attorn Mint-
gomery and Richmond as they did before 
tbe war; tbey do It accross the banquet 
tables of New York and Boston, and tbe 
papers the next morning report tbat the 
sentiments were gieeted with tremendous 
applause. This same old scare that was 
used against arming Negroes so far back as 
the Revolution, that enabled six hundred 
thousand to rule six millions, that has 
purchased toleration for crimes, that no 
other government under the sun permits, 
that gives to one Southerner six times the 
voting power of one Northerner, this 
phantom of Negro domination has done it 
all. Under this spell conjured by these 
southern masters of the black art, tbe 
North sits nerveless and palsied. L«t her 
make tbe slightest effort to shake off this 
spell and a score of Southern Congressmen 
spring to tbeir feet to give her another dose 
of tbat deadly opiate labeled Negro 
domination. Tbat one little trick of per­
sistently crying domination everywhere and 
at all times has brought renown and fame 
to thousands of third and fourth class men, 
who otherwise had never been heard of 
beyond theii country* I t is worth more to 
the Democratic party than ten (•peaches 
from Mills and Carlisle on the tariff. 

The fear of amalgama.ion, is another one 
of the reasons this brave, proud, dominant 
and every consistent Anglo-Saxon race, 
condescends to give sgainst the passage of 
the law to prevent ballots from being 
stolen. Just what connection a pure bal­
lot has with pure blood 1 confess I am un­
able to see. Perhaps those who have con­
tributed largely to the impurity of both, 
will be Kind enough to show. Amalgama­
tion simply means inter-marriage and inter­
marriage implies the consent of both 
parties. Any contact other than inter­
marriage would ei he** be rape or adultery, 
tbe punishment for tbe one to tbe peni­
tentiary and the penalty for the other to the 
gallows. 

They tell us there is a gulf so wide, and 
a prejudice so unrelenting and unforgiving 
tbat races cannot even be friends. What 
power there is in this Lodge bill to over­
come this fierce antagonism and produce 
amalgamation, no one baa vouchsafed to 
say. Much of this talk is done by teen 
who have done precious little to prevent 
the races from amalgamating and all of it 
shows a lack of knowledge of tbe Negro, 
and a contemptible want of confidence in 
the white race. We were content to be 
black, but the Southern whites never 
rested until tbey painted over a million of 
their children, olive, yellow and brown. 

Before the war the South boaa'ed tbat 
one Southerner could whip three Yankees 
they could not do It at Gettysburg, and 
they said they did not want to try any 
longer at Appomattox, hut they are doing 
it now. they have been doing it since '70 
and tbey will continue to do «t until some 
effect!** election law to passed. Ballots 
count for more than bayonets in the long 
run and one illiterate swamp-angel can go 
up to a congressional ballot box. nullify 
the vote of ex Presidents Hayes and Cleve­
land, and still have a vote to cast for him­
self. Tbe South doesn't want to withdraw 
from tbe Union again, she finds it less 
risky, more effective and provable to 
fight from the Inside. To get milage for 
going up into tbe dome to break a quorum, 
and draw five thousand dollars a year for 

sitting in their seats, and saying " w 
are not here." But for a Republican Sen 
ate Congressman Mills would have done 
tbe North more harm, as Chairman of the 
Commit I e of Ways snd Mean', than he 
could have done as colonel of tbe best Con-
federnte regiment. Uotil ttow the North 
has been wronged more than injured by 
this undue power tbe South enjoys. But 
let the democratic party get full possession 
of the governmeLt, snd some such free 
trade measure as tbe Mills bill, will preach 
a powerful sermon for fair elections. The 
practices of tbe South to control elections 
not only wrongs tbe North but injures the 
South as well. Injures her financially 
intellectually and morally. It makes men 
buy more guns than hoes or shovels, more 
bullets than books. It keeps tbem ranged 
around ballot boxes when tbey should be 
at work in the fields. It turns their 
thoughts from how to develop the splendid

resources of the South, to bow to surpres* 
and crush the poor black man. 

It is idle to talk of these evils righting 
themselves, the tendency of evil is to go 
from bad to worse. There to no moral 
power to originate a reform, the temptation 
to steal must first be removed he-fore ever a 
tendency towatds honesty can be developed. 
It will have to be impossible for them to 
rob the ballot box, before it will be possi­
ble to teach them thai it is wrung to rob it. 

They now acknowledge that slavery was 
wrong, but the North had to take away the 
slaves before tbey did it Nothing can be 
hoped Irom their leaders, tbey have no de 
sire for fair elections, and if they had, tbey 
have no ability to secure them. They 
hare led the people too far along the line 
to halt them. It would be political sui­
cide for any of tbem to attempt It; and 
Southern politicians, are not given to self 
destruction. The South has only had 
second class leadership, tbat led by a fol­
lowing, a mob can never be led in any 
other way. 

Grady with all his popularity once tried 
to save a poor man fiom being lynched 
and came near sharing his fate. He was 
hanged in effigy, as a warning against 
officlousness, and he took it. 

If the gentlemen who hope so much 
from leaving the South alone, knew the 
power the practice of election frauds has 

{•aiued and the weakness of tbe forces they 
ook fot to counteract It. tbey would know 

tbat nothing but outside assistance, co­
operating with the best elements within 
these states could every restore and pre 
serve the purity of tbe ballot. Tne South 
cannot ana will not purify its own ballot 
box and yet I would be doing these people 
wiong to give the impression that among 
tbem there are not many honest liberty 
loving people, who are &jbame4 and 
weary of the violence and fraud tbat at­
tend many of tbeir elections. Large 
numbers of tbem do desire a new era. ibey 
do want to accord the Negro all the social, 
political and business forces that would 
be massed against them 

The enemies of the Election bill have 
foiced a consideration of tbe rer-ult If this 
bill passes. Have those who mav now be 
halting between two opinions, fully con 
sidered the result if it does not pass? It hss 
been tabled and may die there. Some one 
may call it a draw but It will not be con­
sidered a draw in tbe South. They will 
regard it as a final and triumphant victory 
for fraud; a victory all tbe greater because 
not now by Democrats but for tbem,because 
the Republican party goes down defeated 
at tbe r>me time The effect of such ac­
tion will be to serve notice to the South.tbat 
she may outrage the suffrage with Im­
punity. 

A Republican Senate will say to her 
"after the fullest investigation with the 
knowledge of all tbe crimes that are perpe­
trated, and all the pledges we made to pre­
vent them not, with the staring unmis­
takable opinions of the people, as ex 
pressed at the polls in '88 we have delib­
erately decided to allow murJerers to pro­
ceed with their murders, and thieves with 
their stealing. Better a thousand times had 
this bill never been recommended by the 
President, nor pasted by the House, better 
for your honor, for the North that will be­
come more cringing for the South that will 
become more audacious, a thousand times 
better that n i t a word had ever been said 
about the subject.

Sir: Prof. Price is in a position to know 
tnuch upon the matter and undoubtedly 
had figures to back him when be said that 
not more than 2.000 of tbe 10,000 colored 
preachers in the South has undergone 
any preparation. By the term preparation 
he undoubtedly meant "school training." 
There is no reason for doubt.ng tbe accu­
racy of bis estimate. Suppose that there 
are 2,0t0 who are trained for the work of 
tbe ministry, half of this number are from 
inferior schools and were spoiled in the 
training. The South does cot want an 
educated colored ministry, the white peo­
ple do not favor it and tbe colored people 
prevent it. The best educated and most 
gentlemanly colored ministers in the South 
are crowded back into tbe corners. 
Among all the prominent ministers in the 
South not ten are men of good, sound edu­
cation. Do you want to know bow colored 
ministers measure abiity. At Wilberfoice 
last year titty miui&terial trustees refuted 
to confer the title of D. D. upon the He v. 
Frank Orimke and yet with yel's and hur­
rahs bestowed it upon the Uev. M. E. 
Bryant, editor of the Southern Recorder. 

The Rev. Bryant Is a good nitured. easy­
going sort of a man and tbe boys like bim; 
tbe Rev. Grimke is one of the ripest schol­
ars of the race, holds high standards and 
lives nobly, tbe boys don't like bim. The 
Rev. W. D. Johns* B, D D \ is a scholar 
possessed of rare mind and profund attain­
ments, he is fought, opposed, maligned 
and crowded down, white men vastly his 

inferior have been pushed to the fiont. 
The Southern men as a rule have very 
Inadequate notions of true education as is 
shown by the promiscuous manner in 
which they vole titles upon persons. 

The Southern ministry is truly active, 
aggressive land earnest. It numbers within 
lis rank many grand missionaries, many 
great money -raisers and It honors them, 
but.it baa very few good pastors. By 
reading tbe Southern church organs you 
can see the prevailing character. The 
articles are most always either church news 
or personal controversy. A. Rev. T. 
Harvey Jones of Texas recently occupied 
an entire column in personal abuse of some 
brother who had i ffeoded him. I read tbe 
papers pretty closely and while I barn 
often seen such articles from bis pen, I 
hive never noticed one writlt n by bim 
upon any impersonal subject of a scholarly 
nature. He is a fair sample of the majority 
who contribute, indeed, any other kind of 
writers seldom appeal in tbe columns of 
tbe various cbureh organs in tbe South. 
A cburth organ certainly is a good n Sect­
or of tbe dominant character of its sup­
porters. Ministerial delegates to threat 
church conventions sre certainly supposed 
to be representatives of tbe majorities. 
The South almost in variably sends men of 
action, men of executive ability, but it sel­
dom tends a scholar. From all of these 
fragments of evidence it is safe to conclude 
tbat Prof. Price is right and that education 
to not a Southern epidemic. 

In a hundred cities in tbe South great 
churches are pastored by inferior men 
while in little towns in tbe woods are men 
vtstly tbeir superiors in all 
the essential qualities of pastor. 

Tbe North is not much bet'e«* off in its 
nember of prominent ministers wbo are 
scholars snd polished gentlemen as well. 
Tbe largest churches In St. Louis are pas­
tored by men wbo have not even a good 
English education and wbo know compar­
atively nothing about theology. The 
entire sta'e of Missouri has but fiveeducat 
ed colored mini.-ters, Kansas is no !>etter 
off, Illinois has but eighteen Iowa has but 
four. Tbe Kev. Dr. Jennifer, tbe Rev. 
Dr. Jackson and the Rev. Thompson are 
tbe only pastors in Chicago who have hid 
any systematic tr ining in iheo ogy. The 
Rev. 'Reyn< Us was trained ac a lawyer and 
by subsequent study ban become a first-
class theologian. Tbe Rev's. Laws and 
DeBapiiste boib have small churches in 
little towns while msny illiteiale men bold 
big city churches. This state • of things 
indicates that the people are not yet able 
to appicciate firs' class orators. Bishop 
Brown. Bishop P»yne and a few other 
A. M E bishops have shown mncb cour­
age in setting aside tbe n quetts of igno­
rant m*j »rities and appointing suitable men 
to the more prominent churches. In all 
cases where this course has been pursued 
the more intelligent minorities have been 
encouraged and have fully sustained tbe 
bishop's appointments. There is no city 
where there is a strong colored church that 
would not sustain a fit pastor. 

The pastor of the great Metropolitan 
church at Washington. D. C , has no other 
rec- mmendatlon than bis gift as a singer. 

Tbe Bap tots have not got twenty promi­
nent men wbo t re educated with special 
reference to the ministry. 

Tbe colored churches have many splen­
did ministers who are peerless as mission­
aries and an church builders but the per­
centage of competent pastors is be-tond all 
doubt much lower even than that fixed by 
either Prof. Washington and Bishop Pay no

Webster and Clav, two 
of our greatet-t sUte-men. trillered away 
half of int-ir e n t r i e s attempting to com­
promise I hose two un-com promising ft*», 
freedom and alaveiy. i i tn v»t ihem took 
the popul if Bide but not the side of strength 
because not the side of right. And though 
both of tbi m were great, both ambiii»us 
they both were cowards, and they both 
died disappointed. Clay looking upon the 
poor Neyio, »ith scarcely a frit nd in either 
branch of Congress, declared that two 
centuiies and a hrtlf of Afiican slavery had 
sanctioned and sanctified iherigLt of prop­
erty in slaves; but be Wied amid the mut-
te'ings of the storm that wat to set tbem 
free. Centuries cannot sanctify wrtng, 
time is error'a greatest enemy. having 
deluded Clay, slavery took Webster upcn 
the dome of the Capitol and pointing 

. Southward said; "Thuse states will make 
you P esidtni if jou fall down and wor-

* ship me." Instead o ' answer ngr wiih the 
insulted dignity of Dmiel Webster. 'Ge t 
Ihee behind me Sttan for it U written, for 
my country, libtr'y and ui.i >n*are iusep 
erable. ' He fell and worshipped. I 
fancy that it was then lhat the Goddtss of 
Liberty turntd her back Oft «be South 
The nettndir of tbe Constitution came 
down at d advoc-ited ihe Fugitive Slave 
bill. But he never got paid for it. He 
died a dec< iv«>tl, disappointed and broken 
heartid all man. l ie said be supported 
the Fugitive Slave bill for the sake of 
peace, but on its passage the war really 
began He scid the South bad a riubt to 
protection for its property, but this bill 
opened an under ground railroad station in 
every Northtrn village; aud those whom 
the bill named to drag tbe bunted fugitives 
to the nearest jap, «uowed ihem the quick 
est route to Canada. 

Mr. Webster was one of those who took 
tbe ground that tbe South if left alone 
would free the 2> eg roes, the North left her 
alone for years, aud it was during that 
period that a'avery took gold out of the 
National Treasury and bought Louisiana 
arms out of tbe National Arsenal and con­
quered Texas, sent r ftians to Missouri to 
hold it for Southern planters. It was dur­
ing this peiioti that slavery squatted like a 
t">ad wbisptring treason in"the ear of South 
Carolina, and sbe nullified. 

Tbe North let her alone until she 
brought slave labor in damaging contact 
with tree labor uutil a leading Rtomond 
paper came out in an editorial Baying 
slavery was the natural condition of the 
laboiiug man, white and Hack until slav­
ery having reduced the poor whites to 
at>jtcl serldom and grown audacious by 
being eti aioLe, stalked into tbe Senate of 
the Unittd States and dema'jdtd lhat all 
tbe virgin and unpolluted territory of the 
Northwest be given 10 appease its lust; 
then tbe North found that it dare 
not leave tbe South aione ar.y longer. It 
bad to finally say "Thus far snail thou go 
and no farther.'.' And sbe tu ned lo that 
prophet, that unheeded had been crying in 
tbe wilderness." "This nation raouollive 
half slave and half free;" and made him 
President of the United States. 1 he South 
answtrtd with ibe guns lhat battered in 
the wall of old Sumter. A ho» ile army 
in the field six months a'ter Lincoln's 
inauguration pioved how real had been tbe 
peace. Four long and bl< ody 3 Mrs 
pro«ed how la ter ibe South was to free 
her slaves. 

Uow u ff: rent read* another chapter in 
American niautry, aud bow much oliener 
is ibe Uaine of its hero on ibe iipa oi the 

American people than the name* of Clay, 
and Webster. Lincoln bellied that tbe 
only way to cure a cancer was to cut it 
out. that tbe only way to save tbe Union 
was to free the slave, and though tbe fate 
of bis country bung trembling in the bal­
ance, and the armies that were in the field 
to defend it, were muttering their anger 
and threats of dese'rion, though warned, 
threatened and calumniated he never fal­
tered. *;8tern as truth snd as uncompro­
mising as justice, doing the right as God 
gave it to bim to see the right, be wrote 
the Emancipation Proclama'ion; and with 
sublime devotion to duty be enforced it,.' 

The storm that could not shake him 
passed, tbe cowards that could not frighten 
him SIUUK away, and the patriots that 
could not see as clearly as be, grew 
ashamed of tbeir distrust, and towering 
above all other names and deeds rose the 
moral grandeur of tbe emancipation. Tbe 
nation has never built Lincoln a monu­
ment, it bas found no vein of marble white 
enough to do him j'is'ice. Much in the 
same lofty spirit are those brave words 
uttered by President Harrison, when ris­
ing above a defoat that would have crush­
ed and overwhelmed a less dauntless spirit 
be champions tbe cause of honest elections, 
as if his p irty bad met victory in every 
state «nd because, as he so bravely says 
there is nothing else for bim to do. 

Tbe South asks now to be let alone and 
promises lhat she will settle the Negro 
prob'em. Her spoktsmen say tbey are 
grateful to tbe Negro and love bim with 
the love that passetb understanding. Yet 
Southern statesmen hav.; offered no solu 
lion of ibis que-tion that does not contem 
pi lie the sacrifice of our most sacred 
rights They nt ver make a speech that is 
not teeming with epithets and turgid with 
bitterness. 1 hey take away tbe school 
fund in Georgi t because one or two of the 
professor's children s'.udy with us in the 
same class-room, tbey disfranchise 120,t 00 
in Mississippi under tbe pretext of prevent 
ing Negro domination. They crowd us 
into their penitentiaries on tbe suspicion of 
crime and lease us to the great plantations, 
just as they did tbe slaves before the war 
Tbey imprison us for debt, whip us for 
vagrancy, and shoot us for voting. Thev 
rob us of our ballot* and finally propose 
that in as much as we have been unable to 
exercise the suffrage it should be taken 
away. 

I have r>en robbed of money a d r j r n 
times, but tbat is no reason why a law 
should be passed forbidding me Irom car­
rying money. It is hard enough for me to 
live under a government that ie unwilling 
to protect me. It is tenible when tbat 
government proposes to prevent me from 
being robbed by taking from me every 
thing a thief would Care lo steal. We have 
clung to tbe amendments, those frail and 
tattered threads of citizenship which the 
South bas been trying to snatch from our 
bandst, not for tbeir present worth, bul as 
one would bold the promissory note of a 
bankrupt firm in ibe hope that some day it 
would rtdeem its credit. 

Now our Southern friends would have 
tbe government repudiate even these poor 
pledges. It was these same friends lhat 
gravely proposed to settle ibis question by 
sending us lo Afr ca. 

It bas been well said that a "family or 
a tribe may be expelled but when a race of 
eight million human beings settles on the 
continent mere occurs an event fixed and 
and abiding as the rooting of Ihe Pyrenees 
to Spain or tbe Alps lo Italy." Nobody 
but ibe Almighty ever took a race out of a 
land en masse, and he had to pan a sea, 
and overwhelm an army lo do it. He hat* 
shown no di position lo do the same with 
Ibe Atlantic Ocean and doubtless our 
S-. u'heio friends have no cisposilion to 
share tbe fate of Pbsroah's army. They 
used to sell our mother's babes to buy 
bibles for the poor heathen; but when G d 
wants to convert thi heathen he sends them 
to tbe missionaries Here are some eight 
millions strong, you say we are not naif 
civilized—com rut nee on us. certainly a race 
that in a quarter of a ceutury alter slavery, 
keep a oiiil.on and a half children in the 
public schools, tweuty-rJve ibousaud in 
academies and collegies. furnishing twenty-
five thousand teachers, as many ministers 
and a thousand each of doctors and lawyeis, 
offers a most bopefui field for missionary 
effort. 

Ob. gentlemen of the South, you ought 
to love us, you ought to be grateful to us, 
no race ever made greater saciifice to win 
your gratitude, none was ever more worthy 
t f your love. Do you remember when 
you went forib lo cleave your own liberty 
upon the ballhfield, and weld in the fire 
and bl-jtai of war, chains tbat would never 
be broken, you called a,l your slaves 
around you. told ihem you were going 
forth lo bailie and asked them if they 
would not stay on tbe old plantation to 
guard the women, who were breeding for 
their masters, and to feed the arm-es that 
were forging tbeir chains. Did not ihe ready 
promise come quick from their warm 
hearts, that promise was nevtr broken, 
although it would have starved your armies 
into submission and given them tbeir free­
dom. 

You pretend to fear us now, but you 
once trusted us with the honor of your 
wives and daughters. Did wa not guard 
them as if we had been Eunuchs? tfou 
once trusted our wrmen with (he lives of 
your children,aud they let I heir own hunger 
while tbey nourished yours attheii breasts. 
Other people when they went forth lo 
battle left their boys and old men at home 
to j rotect tbeir women, you with an 
infinite confidence, a confidence that would 
have been an infinite crime, if you bad not 
known the Negro to be worthy of it, left 
bim sleeping at your women's doors. Did 
not your chosen oiator leave this tiibu>e to 
our race? Whenever tbe Negro struck a 
blow for his own liberty, it was in open 
battle, and wben at iast tbe Negro raised 
those black and humble bands that tne 
shackles might be stru. k off. those hands 
were inaticent of wrong against his help 
less c jarges. 

Gentlemen those hands have beld federal 
guns, have waved Union fligs, and 
attempted to cast Kepub ican baliots, but 
tbey are as innocent of wrong against you. 
as wonby to be taken into your loving 
grasp, as if ".bey were as white as tbe uu-
sunned enow. When I hear you ctiling 
f ir men o spiing to arm-, aud'threatening 
to draw tbe sword aud tide to your saddle 
tirtbs in blood, I ibink you torg-H tnat 
you did this once, you torget iba be who 
bveth by the sword shall perifh by the 

sword. When I bear you hurling defiance 
at the Almighty, invhe name of tbe Anglo 
Saxon race, I think you forget tbat pride 
goeih before a fall, that Be who spake as 
neve* man spaae before raid. "Tbe meek 
shall inherit the earth." When I bear you 
bitterly denouncng tbe Negro for the color 
God gave htm, I think you take a poor 
way of showing your love and gratitude 
and I fear you forget that it was prophe­
sied centuiies ago that tbe Ethiopian shall 
stretch forth his band* to God. I plead 
with you to cease sowing to tbe wind, for 
a higher authority than I solely warns 
that ft will cad down a whirlwind upon 
your heads. 1 plead with you In the name 
of deeds of unparalelled magnanimity, in 
tbe name of memories tbat stretch back to 
your childnood. in tbe name of all your 
best emotions, in tbe name of our common 
humanity and for the peace of our common 
country I appeal to you 'o cease this relent 
lass warfare you are waging against us, 
and I pledge you on the honor of a race 
that never broke its w< rd tbat our only 
effort will be to help you to form 
a more perfect union, establish 
justice, insure domestic tranquillity, pro 
vide for the common defense and promote 
the general welfare of a land which we 
helped you to carve from tbe wilderness, 
conquer from tbe savage, wrest from Eng­
land and consecrate as tbe home of liberty 
forever. 

And appealing to the Republican Senate 
I would say, tbe Negro lovts the Repub­
lican party. He has never supported any 
other; with clean bands aud pure heart he 
has been loyal to it for a quarter of a 
century. He believes in its great princi­
ples, be cherishes its splendid traditions, be 
1 ives its great leade-s, its past is bis glory, 
its future his hope, all along bis dangerous 
pathway of citizenship, bloody as tbe track 
of a wounded man in ibe crowd, he bas 
followed its banner. N< t a Negro ever 
fell at tbe polls that (Id not have a Re 
publican ballot in l i s bands. Some say he 
is too cowaraly to vote, but I know tbat he 
has forded streams red with blood to vote 
tbe Republican ticket, and gone back to 
bis cabin, reduced to ashes, because he 
would vote no oiher. 

A quarter of a century of the most 
dangerous devotion is an evidence of bis 
gratitude—be ha* been taunted with your 
broken pledges, but be never retaliated by 
breaking bis own. He has been tempted 
with gold but in his p iverty be has spurn­
ed the bribe. He has been threatened 
with dea'h. but even in bis defenceles^ness 
be bas defied danger. Voting always 
when he could v >te. solidly for the Ra 
publican party and when Ihe Ku Klux 
stood armed about the polls we came up 
to the danger line and knelt and pra>ed 
tbat you might he victorious. Midnight 
raiders have challenged him a thousand 
times every time he curd out uncondition­
ally Republican. Tbey said through the 
black throats of tbeir Winchester r'flea, 
' t a k e tbe consequences,'' and twenty five 
thou-and Republican martyrs fell. We 
buried those we could find, and swore on 
tbeir graves to be loyal as tbey. Tbat 
p>edge we have never broken—we have 
been driven out of our homes, out i f work, 
out of states, but we never have allowed 
ourselves to be driven out of the Republican 
party. But do they not uow stand beside 
the Kubcon. waiting to see bow you cast 
toe die-. If you want our support you 
must give us protection, scuttle the ship on 
which we uow are, and we must clutch 
at whatever promises of safety, if it be but 
a straw. Rhe oric is vain, we want our 
rights, if you can't give them to us yon 
have no right to ask for our lives, for these 
it will cost to support you. It won t do to 
defeat this bill and tell us we still ought 
lo be grateful for what you have done, 
'•past blessings won't suffice. When tbe 
liberties of a people are at stake ail other 
obligations are lost sight of in the supreme 
duty of self-preservation. 

We should judge the Republican party 
not by its leaves but by its fruit, pot the 
fruit it bore twenty-five years ago, we have 
learned tbat a tree may become rotten in 
time. We are concerned in the fruit It in 
bearing now, by that fiuit we shall judge 
it. 

The Northern workingman voted for tbe 
Republican party, b*cause it. was tbe 
friend of labor, and tbe Mc Kinley bill 
guarant'ed him good wages. The farmer 
voted for it, because he wanttd a sure 
market for his produce, and horn* con 
sumption supplemented by reciprocity, 
will materially improve his condition 
Tbe soldier supported President Harri-on 
because be knew tbe Republican party was 
bis friend; and ihe Dependent Pension bill 
proves it. Over three hundred thousand 
Negroes in doubtful states of the North 
voted for the Republican party because it 
was pledged to honest elections. Are you 
willing to deny then tbe only requests tbey 
have made, one lor education and the 
other tor an honest ballot? I believe better 
things from the parly of Lincoln and 
Grant. I hope this from your pledges; I 
demand it from your justice. 1 urge yt u 
not to be deceived by the phantom ot 
Negro domination, frightened by tbe cry 
for peace; bayonets already hedge in tbe 
polls, bloodshed and strife h ve been tbe 
constant attendants upon Federa elections 
since '70. Tbe question cau never be set­
tled until it is settled right, only high 
ground is safe ground. We have claims 
upon this nation that it cannot ignore, tbat 
God will not allow it to repudiate. "From 
the day that Crispus Altucks fell," stid 
Daniel Webster," "American independence 
began." Around that Negro martyr's body 
as he lay bleeding on Boston common, 
your fathers swore to consecrate this a gov­
ernment of the people, by ihe people, for 
the people and when you unfurled your 
fl ig, our fatb« rs he lxd Warren lo carrv it 
up tbe slope of Bunker Hill, they wintered 
under it in tbe bloody snows of Valley 
Forge with Washington; ihey fought for 
it with Perry at Lake Erie and conquered 
behind Jackson at New Orleans, and when 
those who now cry "let tbe Force bill go," 
were crying "let tbe Uuion slide." a black 
belt of four hundred thousand iron arms 
helped you hold the Union together, and 
forty thousand Negro soldiers peri.-hed" 
tbat tbe govern mint at Washington might 
still go on." You can't deny peaceful ctt-
i i nsh'p to a people with such a record 
It is useless to create new issues in the 
hope tbal this obi one will be forgotten 
You may cover it but it is not buried, you 
m ty stab it but it does not die, cast it out 
of your politics and it crawls into your 
religion, stifle it in the pew and it stalks 

into the pulpit. It will bare no mercy on 
your repose until you have bravely and 
justly settled it. There can be no ariato 
cracy in a permanent republic; no serfdom 
in a nation holding all men to be created 
equal and life, liberty and the pursuit of 
happiness to be their Inalienable rights, no 
intimidation or fraud under a government 
deriving its just powers irom the consent 
of tbe governed. 

In the altered language of Bnrke, the 
splendid truth remains unchanged, the 
rights of the proudest c tizens on tbe banks 
of tbe Hudson are safe only when tbe 
rights of the humblest f reed'men ou ibe 
banks of the Mississippi are secured.

The gl ncer of ibe New York Tribune 
bas this lo say of the courtesy shown by 
white men to Afro-Ameiican women in the 
street cars of the Metropolis* 

Since I noticed a case of politeness on the 
Bridge cars a tew days auo 1 have been 
more than usually a careful obstrver of 
manners on the crowded cars; and hive 
steo many instances of courtesy which 
out-bt lo be recorded for tbe encourage 
jnent of tbe mul itude. One of these was 
ratbi r curious as il'ustratipg a pecul ar 
pba e of life of two races. I saw an elder­
ly gentleman in a Sixtb-ave. car give up 
his seat to an aged Negro woman who got 
in at the Bleeckerst station; and the at­
tention ibis act attract* d was evidently an­
noying to tbe gentleman. He stood n-ar 
me and I said, wi'b the idea of relit v m 
his embarassment. tbat such incidents were 
not very common, 1 exac ted bim to cite 
Washington's explanation of Lis nason for 
bowing lo a Negro man, but be gave a more 
interesting one. "Tbey are a bard work­
ing class." he said " I have great resptct 
for ihe race I owned a number of tbem 
before and during tbe war. and shall nevtr 
forget their f lithtulness while I was wMi 
tbe Army." ' Y o u are a Southerner, then?" 
"Ken'uckian." he replied, "but not a 
Southerner in tbe sense you mean. I was 
ia the Union Army."

Therefore, it is a Nor hern as veil 
as a Southern question in practical politic*, 
and every R-publicin in the United States 
Senate who owes an honorable man 's 
allegiance to bis par ty , and does not share in 
tbe modern ar rogance of thinking tha t tbe 
power of 1 ersonal wealth may safely give 
bim Independence of par ty , will stand by 
the party 's life and honor on this momentous' 
quest ion."

Two Afro-Americana Resent An Insult to 
The Race. 

Somebody in Chester, Pa . , is responsible 
for an exhibition of very poor taste At a 
meeting of the school board of which two 
of tbe mi-mbtrs are Afro Americans, 
Professor Siorie read from the report of 
one of tbe teachers the number of boys, 
th u n the number of girls, and added one 
colored girl " Messrs Burril and Watts, 
tbe two Afro American members naturally 
felt i o d u u a u t at this grali tos insult and 
demanded an explanation or aa apology. 
Tbe addle headed professor who had so 
singnally provtn his deficiency in sense 
and manners excused himself on tbe 
ground that it was so wtitten on the blank. 

Messri Burril and Watts have since 
wti t ten an open letter in which they say of 
Professor Storie: " H e read tbe number of 
males and tbe number of females, tnd 
then added one colored girl. Th i s state­
ment excluded tbe colored girl from both 
sexes, and made her neither male or female, 
which is the first t ime in the history ot 
this world that such an exclusion was ever 
made . This may be the way things are 
done in some States, bu t not" in Pennsyl­
vania, and we had to find out what gram­
mar made such an exclusion." 

ENTERPRISE VS PREJUDICE.

In Indianapolis tbe silly prejudice which 
once prevented Afro-Americans from being 
employed by white contractors in some 
branches of labor is now a th ing of tbe 
past, carpenters especially of both races 
are employed by many of the contractor?'.

T h e sun has "dropped d o w n * and 

t h e "day is dead." T h e silence and the 
calm of coming night are over every­
th ing.
