Wavin of Codling Moth In the matured Apple.

The Department of Agriculture, during
the past three years, has devoted consider-
able time to the study of fruit tree and
vine diseases. This division was the frst
agency in this country to introduoe the
use of fungicides for grape diseases, and it
is estimated as a result of its work that
nearly five thousand grape growers, in
nearly all parts of the country, treated
their vineyards for mildew and black rot,
in 1890. Probally in no part of the
United States was the spraying of the
grape vinues and fruit trees put to more of
a s=vere test than a°. Dauvoo, Ill., the past
season. Nearly 8$.,000 was invested there
in spraying outfits and material. The re-
sults have proven so :atisfactory that this
coming season almost eveiy vintner ani
orchardist in that section of tha country
will have a spraying outtit: in iact the
spraying outfits have become as much of a
necessity as the plow on a tarm.

It is estimated that the extent of dam-
age done to the fruit trees and vinesin the
Unitel States by insecis and fuagus is-
ease each year will reach four hundred

Few will meet any of
our lawyers, doclors, professors or business
men. We cannot help this, but we do
expect our friends in authority—men who

vess *n the lnventions of colored men. Be-
eides inventions, there are machine ahops
and factories in many states owned by col-
ored men that turn out the most intricate
and complex wares in iron. brass and s:eel.
There are incdustrial schools that do the
finest of cibinet work., If all such things
could be collected and disphayed it would
do much to remove the all tvo common
idea that the Negro is fit only for a hewer
of wood and a drawer of water. There
are millions of Northern capital that wou'd
flow into the Bouth but for the fact that
business men fear the Neg'o cannot be
used successfully, and there is not enough
whbite labor for the needs of the business
Convince these people of the possibiiitics
of the Negro in this direction and you
open up & magnificent field of profit, and
you emsancipate the Negro from the de-
grading system of toil now common in the
South, where a man works year after year,

never saving a dollar, and always in d. bt
to the store on which orders are drawn in
lieu of money. Buch a display will great
ly help the colored man in another direc
tion. It will stimulate his confidence in
his race, lead to closer union of his indus-
trial snd financial forces, and result in
co-operation in putting his wares on the
market.

But simply the opportunity to put his
wares under the roof of the World’s Fair
will be of little teoefit to ihe Negro, as it
will be simply to have a colored mao on
the commission. Both derive their values
as they represent the race. The Negro
might sen] a 'housand most interesting
and valuable contrivances to the Fair, and
if it were not known that they were pro-
duced by the Negro they would do him no
good. Everytbhing at the Worid's Fair,
ubless otherwise designated, will te taken
as the product of the white man’s skill.
Of course if we send anyvthing there we
want the credit of it, for we need it. The
quesion, is how can we display eur wares
and yet prevent their author from being
mistaken. There are but two ways, both
to a certain extent objectionable, and yet
one of them is absolutely necessary. We
must either label everything we send ‘'a

culored man did this,” an abeurd idea, or
we must have a separate exhibit which it
will be understood 1s confined exclusively
to the production of colored men. Objec-
tionable as it is, this is the only thing that
will protect us, and therefore [ advocate it

I apprehend that some opposition will
develop to a separate department. The
colored people are getting tired of “‘side
shows and appointed piaces;” but it is for
those who objeet to this plan to show us a
way of displaying our achievements that is
open to fewer objections. ‘‘We are Amer-
jcans and should be treated as:uch,” is
manly; it sounds well, bul it does not
meet the practical question in the case.
Odium and contempt ciiag to us as a race,
and only as a race can we wipe itout
There are 100 many *‘special departments”
set apart to ipjure us tor us to object to
one that will benefit us. It will betime
enough for us 1o cease 10 demand credit
for our progress as a race when others
cease t0 lay all the shortcomings of indi-
vidaals at the door of the race Wedon't
draw the color line, but we can’t obliterate
it, and it would be supreme folly for us to
attempt to fenore it. We would only be
Americans, but the American peopie per-
mit us ruly to be Negroes. It is, therefore,
our business to do all we can to make the
Neuzro worthy of respect. We -an't do
this by allowing our enemies to blister us
with slunders, displaying all our weak-
nesses, while we help them by concealiog
all our progress. Here in the district there
are something over fifty inventions credited
to colored men. Few of these men would
be able to go 1o Chjcago and personally
superintend their displays; and they would

to be taken as the inventions of a race
that denies their ability in this direction.

Should not this great people in whose
midst we dwell, whose civilization is our
civilization, whoae religion is our religion,
whose material wealth we have done much
to sugment, whose national life we have
given blood and men to preserve, should
not they, Koowing how centuries bave
wrooged us, how nations have robbed us.
bow we suffer from industriai atroc:ties in
the North and oppression in the South,
should they not give us this magniﬂcem
opportanity to vindicate ourselves of the
odious and crushing slanders that are
heaped upon us?

If we bad no claims on this nation. as a
matter of justice to an unfortunate branch
of the buman family this privilege should
be granted us. If we had noclaims cn the
Republicaa party for years of loyal devo.
tion, a3 a matter of policy to » people com-
prlslng one-efghth the population of the
nation we should be allowed to thow what-
eyer of worth or skill we had invented or
contrived. Bul when our peculiar position
to the rest of the world s considered,
when our position i{n history and in this
country is considered, when you remember
the great future that awaits the South and
reflect that in the end the Negro's {iron

arm must be the drivewheel of her civil'-
zation, nothing would appear more unjust
and unwise than to refuse taallow the Ne
gro the fullest and fairest opportuoity to
display the best achievements of his brain
and hand. This I hope, I believe will be
done. Idonot think the American peo-
ple will consent to parade the Negro asa
servant before the world, fit only to black
boots, make beds and serve meals when
within our ranks are inventors that have
secured inventions claimed by Edison, as
did & Negro named Wood of Cincinnati,
and skilled laborers and mechanics cap-
ab e of making aaytbing frum a cambric
needle to a locomotive engine.

They will pot make this World's Fair
for the world's fair, as is ail too common
with Americun iostitutions now on foot.
Oance in 400 years the Negro ought to have
fa.r play, and this mighty iodustrial won-
der, now slowly rising to delight ard
astonieh the world, ought to be the place
where he can obtaio it.

SUNDAY SCHUOL LESSOXN.

LESSON X—MARCH 8—NAAMAL!
'HEALED.

Golden Text:—‘‘Who Forgiveth All TLlse
Iuiquities; Who [lealeth All Thy Dis-
eases” —D's, 103:3." _

Of all Elisha’s miracles of blessings this
cleansing of Naamaun's leprosy was the
oniy one he wrouzht upoun a heathen. H:s
otner mighty works of hcalinz or bene-
diction affected persons or familios in
Isracl. It was fitting that on) fa.nous
miracle of heuling should bo wrou zat upoa
a foreign2r; & miracle conveying rica
moral lessons for all nations and ages.
Naaman’s cure, effected by his meetinzy
the conditions of tho word tirou sh Elisha,
is a stand n 3 tvpe of salvation from s'n by
the gospel. There wore many Israclitish
lepers in Elisha’s time, but they wore not
cleansed, b:ciuse they sought not unto the
God of Elsha. Nauaman, tho Syrian, |
manifested a faith not to be found in
Israel, and is cloansed. He thus pre-
fizured the Gontiles of a later aze, who
eagerly askted and reccived the salvation
of God from which many a Jow was cut
off because of the'r unbelief,

(1L Kings 4:1-14.)

1. “IT6w Naamna, captain of tho host of

the kiny of Syria. was a great mn with
his master, and honorabls, bicinia by him
the Lord hud given dcliverance unto Syria;
he was also a migaty man in valor, but he
was a lep2r.” Naaman was o commnder
in chie?, highly esteemc 1, a mauv of great
personal courag?, but striciten with that
dread diseass for waich no cure his yet
been devised by human mind nor ma lc by
human hands, But this discase hal not
shut him out of society, nor excluicl him
from employment, in Syria, as it would
have done in Isracl,
- 2. “And the Syrians had gone out by
companies, and hal bea17at awvay cAptivy
out of the lin1 of Isracl a littl2 maid; an)
she waitel on Niamnn's wife.

3. “She said unto her mistress, Would
Goa my lord were with the proptict that is
in Samaria! for he would recover him of his
leprosy.” Naaman had probably bouzat
this maiden in a slave muariot from som»?
wandering binl of Syrians. Like Josaph
in Ezypt and Diniel in Baibylon, shy was
become the instru nent of m wginy Jehovah
known among the hcathen. She must
tave mny tinis heard of the miracles of
healing performed b, Elisha, and of his
read.ness to help thoso in distress.

4. “*And one went in, an1 toll his lord,
sayinz, Thus and thus said the maid that
is of the land of Israel,

5. “‘And the King of Syriasaid, Go to, g0,
and I will send a letter uato the kinz of
Israel. And he departed, and took with
him ten talents of silver, and six thousand
pieces of gold, and ten changes of rai-
ment.” What a child can do. Children
can uot teach much about Christ, but they
can invite others to church and Sunday
school where they can learn the way to
the Healer of all ills.

6. **And he brouzht the letter to the king
of Israel, saying, Now when this 1.tter is
come unto thee, behold, I have therewith
sent Naaman my servant to thee, that
thou mayest recover him of his leprosy.

7. “And it cameto pass, when tha king ot
Israel had read the letter, that he rent
his clothes, and said, Am I God, to kill
and to make alive, that this man doth send
unto me to recover a man of his leprosy?
Wherefore counsider, I pray you, anl seo
how he secketh a guarrel against me.”
Not knowing what the captive miid had
told Naaman, he misunderstool the re
quest,

8. *And it was so, when Elisha, the man
of God had heard that the king of Israel
had rent his clothes, that he s:nt to the
king, saying, Waoerefore hast thou rint
thy clothes? L2t him come now to m)j,
and ho shall know thore is a prophet in
Israel.” However sinful tha king hal
been it would not do to 1ot Niynaa ratarn
with false impressions of the powor of true
religion.

9. “So Naaman came with his hors2s and
with his chariot. and stood atthe door of
the house of Elisha.

1). “And Elisha s2nta messenzer unte,
him, saying, go and wash in Jordan seven
times,;and thy flesh shall cormme again to thee
and thou shalt be clean.” It was Naam.n’s
idea that humble reclizion shouid bow ob-
sequiously to wealth uni power aad ra.'t.
But Elisa did not want Naamin to carry
awaya thought that he, the prophot was
himself the cure; therefore he sent wo:rd
by a messenger. Tae propaet was 0al y the
mouth-piece of Jeaovah.

11. “But Nuaman was wroth, and1 went
away, and sail, B:hold, I tw0az1t, H) will
surely come out to me, and stind, and call
on the name of the Lord his G »d, anl strike
his hand over the plice, and recover the
leper.”” Naaman was disappointed that the ]
man of whom such things hal been said
did not come out and show respect for his
high position.

12. “Are not Abana and I'harpar, rivers
of Damascus, better than all th> waters of
Israel! may I not wash in ttem, aul be
clean! So he turned and went away in a
rage.” In contrast to the streams referred
to, the Jordan is often muddy and forbid-
ding. He did n>t know that it was not the
river that cleansed. It was faith in the
power of Gold thal he naedal to make him
whole.

13. ““And his servants came near and |.

spake unto him, an} said. My father, if
the prophaet had bid thee do some groat
thing, wouldest thou not have done itl
how much rather taen, whan he saith to
thee, Wash, and b clean!” Physicians
are often hinderel by the demand of their
patients for great thinzs. Whaen such
simple things as a little rost, careful diet
are the best things, the paitient wants
medicines bitter to the taste and frequently
administered. .

14¢. “Then went he down., and dipped
himself seven tumes in Jordan, according
to the saying of tne man of God: and h.s
flesh came arain like unto tae flesh of a
little child, and he waus clean.” His storm y
passion was calmed; he listensd to his,
servants’ regsoning; he obeyed the advice
of the pruphet, and he was clean from the
festering disease.
