Each man who permi ts himself t o 
aspire to so high and impor t an t an 
office as t h a t of bishop in the A. M. 
E church, must submit t o a careful 
marching of his record upon the p a r t 
of all concerned. One of the very best 
metTiods of judging w h a t a man can 
do, and would do, is t o ascer ta in wha t 
he has done. 

Those who have been faithful in 
the smaller duties of the p a s t o r a t e 
arc likely to be faithful in the larger 
office of the bishopric. 

Fidelity is a virtue which a bish­
op should possess in an eminent de­
gree. Men who have permit ted prof­
fers of secular advancement t o lure 
them from the more humble labors 
of the p a s t o r a t e certainly are not-
made of the stuff t h a t should enter 
into the character of a bishop. A 
lack of integri ty of character disqual­
ifies even the most gifted and popu­
lar man for the high and holy Epis­
copal chair. I t is wise, then, to search 
the records of those men who are like­
ly to be candidates for so g r ea t a 
t rus t . 

But fidelity t o duty , integri ty of 
character , though they const i tute a 
good man, are not alone sufficient t o 
qualify a man for the successful dis­
charge of so weighty a function. A 
bishop must be able t o do the work 
of a bishop, and t o do i t well. 

The wri ter desires t o present the 
names and records of a few men who 
are everywhere conceded t o be s t rong 
candidates for the bishopric. We do 
not presume to nominate any one, nor 
do we seek to boom any person; our 
aim is to s t a r t those interested in the 
mat te r to searching the lives of men 
whom they will soon be called upon 
t o reject or choose as leaders in the 
church. Among the 500,000 African 
Methodists, there could not very eas­
ily be found one person who knows 
the Rev. B. P . I>ee, D. D., who does 
not hold him in high esteem as a chris­
t ian. He is one man who is univers­
ally t rusted and respected. There are 
no dark spots on his reputa t ion , and 
no mysterious events in his record. 
His history is a plain, simple s tory 
of s t ruggle and t r iumph t h a t any 
earnest mind can understand, and t h a t 
any good hear t would appreciate. He 
was born a t Gouldtown. N. J. , Sept. 
18,1811. The acquirement of a pri­
mary education in the public schools 
of his native village filled his soul 
with a hungering and th i rs t ing after 
knowledge. Poverty hindered, but did 
not prevent, him from a t t a in ing his 
end. He found his w a y t o Wilber-
force, and became a hostler and farm­
hand, thereby support ing himself and 
preparing for the future while tak ing 
private lessons from certain kindly 
disposed members of the faculty. Thus 
struggling onward. In 1862 he grad­
uated from the theological depar t ­
ment. In those days of s t ruggle and 
isolation was developed the modest 
air of self-reliance t h a t has become one 
of the most noticeable character is t ics 
of this grea t man. 

In 1868 he w a s licensed t o preach, 
and in 1872 w a s ordained <o the 
priesthood. In 1873 he w a s elected 
to the chair of Homolectics. Pn^ tora l 
Theology and Ecclesiastical His to ry . 
at Wilberforce University, which po­
sition he filled wi th fidelity and suc­
cess until 1875, when he w a s elected 
president as the successor of Bishop 
p . A. Payne. He began life a t Wil­
berforce as a poor s tudent , support ­
ing himself by means of the mos t low­
ly labor, bu t he became wi th in a tew 
years Its chief head; ye t none of these 
honor* were obtained by t h e slight­
est effort a t self-advancement; he w a s 
*hosen because of his fitness. 

The appointment of t h e Rey. B. T. 
Tanner. D. D.. now Bishop, t o t h e 
editorshrn of t h e A. M. B. Qnar te r ly 
Review, left vacan t t h e edi torial cha i r 

of the Chris t ian Recorder, an office 
next in impor tance and influence t o 
the office of bishop. Dr. B. F . Lee 
was selected for th i s g r e a t t r u s t . 
Whethei or not he has shown pre-em­
inent abi l i ty a s a journalist , i t can­
not be denied t h a t he h a s exhibited the 
highest fidelity a s an officer. The 
g rea t mora l excellency of the man h a s 
shown wi th the resplendency of the 
sun, from the stifling, cramped, and 
d i r ty l i t t le room where the editor of 
the Chris t ian Recorder is forced t o s i t 
during the years of h is official t e rm. 
His early life clearly demonstra ted a 
nobility of purpose, and g r e a t s t reng th 
of will. His success proves the pres­
ence of g r e a t abi l i ty , while his un­
sought promot ions show the es t imate 
those best acquainted w i th him make 
of his wor th iness . 

He is a m a n w i t h a clean record, 
a spotless reputa t ion , and a pure and 
manly charac te r . As a bishop, he 
could never raise dollar money like 
Bishop Gaines, nor in i t ia te and push 
forward t o successful consummation 
numerous new enterprises like Bishop 
Arnet t , nor could he fire the popular 
hea r t like Bishop Gran t . I t is not 
likely t h a t he could equal Bishop Tan­
ner in t ea r ing a w a y from the s tand­
ards of meri t t he supers t i t ious rub­
bish accumulated t h rough the years 
and. like him, t r i umphan t ly hold forth, 
s tern bu t t rue models. His line of ac­
t iv i ty a s a bishop would be unique 
a n d individual. He would broaden 
and s t rengthen the foundations, and 
prepare the w a y for coming genera­
t ions. J u s t such a charac te r a s he 
is needed, and, if the popu la r voice 
is t o be t rus ted , he will be elected 
next May. 

As a scholar he s t ands hierhest in 
repute, ye t his l i t e ra ry productions a re 
among the scant iest . He is not a 
book wr i te r , b u t he is a t rue critic. 
He is t oo manly t o f lat ter , too grave 
and dignified t o jollify w i t h the boys, 
too honest and modest t o push him­
self in to notice, and consequently 
lacks a cer ta in element of popu la r i ty 
possessed by men of different charac­
ter . Any t r ue man mus t apprecia te 
such a disposition, and respect such 
a person. The few w h o a re t ry ing 
to prevent his election could no t as­
sign thei r real reason w i t h o u t reveal­
ing something discreditable in thei r 
own charac te r s , and something s t rong 
and noble in t h e conduct of Dr. I^ee. 

Being a m a n of broades t sympa­
thies, he h a s never been found t o be 
sectional, and has manifested no par -
t l a l t y save in his zeal for Wilberforce. 
Some men urge aga ins t him t h e ob­
jection t h n t he is n a r r o w , t h a t he h a s 
not travelled widely enough among 
the churches and come in close enough 
contact w i th the ord inary people t o 
be in full sympa thy w i t h them. Such 
an arcrnment would have erreat weisrht 
in relat ion t o a man of different make­
up, but In the present case i t h i s no 
force. The reason is appa ren t . W h a t 
he lacks in acquaintance wi th the mi­
nor affnlrs of everyday life is a thou­
sand times overbalanced by w h a t he 
knows of the g r ea t t r u t h s and prin­
ciples t h a t form the very w « r p and 
woof of human ac t iv i ty . We need 
some links t o reach down t o the peo­
ple, and others t o reach up t o the 
s t a r s .

Next, Helena, Ark., Oct. 3.—The 
Lee county t roubles a re probably a t 
an end unless the mob a t t e m p t s t o 
hang the Negroes in Mariana jail. 
Some fears a re enter tained t h a t such 
an a t t e m p t will be made. I t now ap­
pears t h a t no less t h a n fifteen Negroes 
were lynched ou t of a g a n g of nine­
teen co t ton pickers. My God! Is not 
th is terrible! Talk a b o u t President 
Hyppol i te of H a y t i ! Talk abou t ex-
President Balmaceda of Chili! Talk 
a b o u t the mobs in China! But they 
a re not "in i t " when it comes t o our 
whi te civilized murderers in the South . 
Twenty-nine colored America'n citizens 
hust led off t o the o ther wor ld , and 
eighteen of them by unlawful wh i t e 
mobs wi th in a b o u t 20 days . And 
th is is not al l . Probably t w e n t y more 
have been lynched or shot , and the 
facts suppressed, in the same number 
of days .

in the asser t ion of his r i g h t s . . 

Fo r several years the Bystander h a s 
been unremi t t ing in advising such co­
opera t ion, not only n^ t lM^mr t of the 
colored people, bu t of all lovers of 
l iberty and equal r i gh t s . Bŷ  such ac­
t ion they develop thei r real s t r eng th 
and make the Nat ional power the i r 
fortress of defense. The - J i m Crow 
c a r " is only one of the evils t h a t may 
be reached and cured by th i s means. 
I t opens the door by which wi th 
s t eady persevering effort, very many 
of the ills which oppress them may be 
remedied. Besides th is , i t teaches 
them the g r ea t e s t of all lessons, and 
the one which thei r enemies mos t 
s t o u t l y insist they a re incapable of 
learning, the value of peaceful, unob­
trusive combined effort. 

The l a s t t w o years have been fer­
tile of a t t e m p t s in this direction. The, 
fact t h a t they have been failures ough t 
not t o surprise o r , discourage any 
one. Such lessons a re no t mastered 
in a day . Fa i lure is merely the lad­
der by which a resolute m a n or a de­
termined people rise t o success. The 
failure of the league t o accomplish 
any th ing of ma te r i a l value merely 
teaches t h a t i t s methods were not 
adap ted t o the needs of the hour. The 
effective consolidation, even of a gen­
eral sentiment, is a lways a difficult 
problem. When one method fails t he 
lover of his race and country will 
merely t u r n t o another . There a re 
a l w a y s more pages t o be turned in 
the encyclopedia or self-government 
t h a n have yet been read. 

The colored man canno t expect t o 
find the enginery for the assert ion and 
protect ion of his r igh ts ready-made t o 
his hand. Only the elements—the skel­
eton which the l aw affords—are in ex­
istence.

When the slave-holding power found 
itself losing ground in the forum of 
public opinion; when i t s a w legisla­
tive and executive power slipping from 
i ts g rasp ; when Kansas and Nebraska.

Two years a g o 
it dispersed a mob t h a t went t o the 
jail a t Memphis t o take a man there­
from t o hang; Avent t o Mississippi and 
brought a man out of danger, • and 
has done many another good act for 
the race. This League is now ready 
to accord hea r ty suppor t to the Afro-
American League in i ts proposed lit­
igat ion aga ins t the sepa ra te car laAvs'. 

The ag i t a t i on agains t the separa te 
car l aws is manifesting itself in a tan­
gible form.

The striking cotton pickers in Ar­
kansas seem to be looking after troub­
le. 

Louisiana has fewer children enroll­
ed in its public schools than any 
State in the Union, anywhere near 
its size as to population. At the same 
time there is less regard for law, and 
more horrible outrages. 

Still we fail to hear any expression 
from those persons who assert the In­
ability of the African or any of his de­
scendants to govern, derogatory to 
the people of Chili. The wildest scenes 
of outlawry in Hayti never eclipsed 
the wanton acts of the Junta of Chili. 
Anarchy, through it, is given a le­
gal existence. 

For almost a half century various 
predictions as to the end of the world, 
or deductions as to the time the mil­
lennium wou'd be ushered in, have 
been advanced. There is an increas­
ing conviction in recent years t h a t 
the time of change is a t hand, or but 
a few years remote. Professor Tot-
ten has just published a series of ar­
ticles in Frank Leslie's, in which he 
usee the data of prophecy to bear him 
out in declaring t h a t the change will 
occur in 184*9. He. thinks the woes 
which prophecy says the world must 
suffer ere the end, will commence next 
year, when the greatest war and 
slaughter ever known will take place 
in Europe. As a result of these wars 
Anti-Christ will appear, and distress 
mankind for seven years. 

The articles are in the form of a 
warning for men to be teady for the 
second Advent. The ar ray of figures 
produced, and the logical evidence de­
duced from them, make Professor Tot-
ten's conclusions very plausible. Were 
it not for the fact t ha t so many other 
predictions of a like nature have fail­
ed, there is little doubt t ha t his views 
would be generally' accepted. 

The Tennessee legislature has ad­
journed without settling any of the 
questions for which it was specifically 
called. The convict system still re­
mains, a source of menace to the wel­
fare of the State, and the miners still 
remain disquieted and ready to re­
peat the acts committed in July over 
again. 

The Farmers' Alliance, which is now 
a thorn in .he flesh of the old-line bour­
bon, is protesting tha t every man 
must have a fair chance to vote, and 
have his vote counted. I t occurs to 
the Plaindealer t ha t Governor Till­
man of South Carolina made similar 
promises when he heeded the Afro-
American vote to place him where he 
is. After election he imitated Andrew 
Johnson in catering to the rankest 
bourbon ideas in trying to edge him­
self into the society of the bloods. 
He has been snubbed a t every at­
tempt, and will no doubt join with 
other Alliance men again in crying 
for a free ballot and a fair count. 

Mr. Cabot Lodge has been compiling 
statistics of the number of inventions 
coming from the different States, and 
finds Massachusetts a t the head. Of 
several other States mentioned which 
come nearest Massachusetts in invent-
genius, not a Southern State is men­
tioned. Too much time has been spent 
in tha t section in inventing some new 
mode of torture for Afro-Americans. 
Of course such inventions are not on 
record, save in their result on the poor 
Afro-American who is so unfortunate 
as to run counter to the wishes of 
some of the South's "best citizens." 
Fifteen black victims of Southern cul­
ture in one locality in Arkansas last 
week. These, however, were sent in­
to eternity by the old-fogy route of 
the Winchester rifle. 

How quick our professional temper­
ance advocates are to call men and 
parties cowards because, forsooth, 
such men and parties do not think 
and act on the temperance question 
as they do. The Plaindealer would 
like to inform these agitators tha t 
temperance is not the only great ques­
tion to be solved in this country, and 
tha t politicians and parties are not 
the only cowards. Many of these 
temperance speakers, who rant a t liq­
uor dealers because they debase men. 
have no word of condemnation for 
those who debase men and virtue in 
the South. Why this silence on this 
subject? Is remonstrance unpopular? 
Here is a case where men and women 
are not to be saved from things of 
their own choosing;t hey cry for help 
to keep from being debased and in­
sulted against thefr will. 

The striking and riotous cotton pick­
ers of Arkansas have been far from 
successful. Last week a gang was 
surprised and routed by the sheriff, 
two of them were killed, two more es­
caped and nine of them were taken 
prisoners. These prisoners were sent 
to the nearest jail by the sheriff with 
a guard, and on the way were met 
by a company of masked men and 
lynched. 

These men had not been guilty of 
any offense t h a t warranted capital 
punishment, and this crime but adds 
to the list of the horrible and fright­
ful barbarities of the South. Another 
instance of Southern injustice and in­
tolerance, and a crime of the Nation. 
The country a t large is just as re­
sponsible for this outrage as they 
who committed it. The silence of the 
whole country when other barbarities 
just as frightful were committed but 
lends encouragement for the commit­
tal of others; just as the outrage has 
met with no general condemnation, 
as those who committed It will not 
suffer because of it, so will this ex­
ample result in encouraging other and 
perhaps more frightful crimes. * 

How long are these crimes to con­
tinue? Have the people of the Repub­
lic no conscience, no compassion for 
the poor unfortunates of the South? 
Do not these almost daily crimes 
against humanity have any effect up­
on their christian training? The great 
moral leaders, where are they tha t 
their voices are not heard in loud pro­
test, clamoring for justice? The 
great Republic is dotted with church­
es. Christian t ruths are dealt out 
weekly to listening millions. Does 
the seed fall on stony ground tha t 
such terrible things are permitted to 
go on unrebuked? To the Afro-Amer­
ican, christian civilization seems a 
most cruel farce; the church a Phar­
isaical hypocrite, t ha t has departed 
from the teachings of the blessed Mas­
ter. But the history of the world is 
a history of retributive justice. This 
has been strikingly exemplified in the 
history of the Republic. Slavery was 
a crime against humanity and Chris­
tianity. At its a l tar thousands were 
offered up to insatiate greed. Re­
tributive justice came upon both in the 
shape of the civil war , and thousands 
upon thousands of the North and 
South lost their lives before it was ex­
tinguished, and this question for a 
time settled. So these outrages, this 
denial of justice and prostitution of 
the courts, this silent acquiescence in 
crime, will meet a retributive justice, 
and the punishment will be in kind 
and the North as well as the South 
suffer because of them. 

was meeting almost general condem­
nation, was compelled to resign, and 
by aid of Parnell's efforts.

Ev­
en after hisliason was discovered and 
proclaimed to the world, when pub­
lic sentiment demanded tha t , for a 
time a t least, he should retire from 
leadership of the Irish party, he per­
sisted in holding the reins. The re­
sult was t h a t he divided his party, 
and a struggle for supremacy com­
menced, which has injured Ireland's 
cause. 

"The evil t ha t men do lives after 
them, 

While the good is oft interred with 
bones." 

So it will be with Parnell. For the 
past year contempt has taken the 
place of admiration, and his immoral 
conduct, and fierce struggle for lead­
ership, the memory tha t he, when 
enjoying affluence and power, permit­
ted his mother to remain in want, 
outshines the splendor of his achieve­
ments for Ireland. 

Parnell is dead. Time is t ha t a t 
this announcement, men recall the 
brilliant past , regret his faU, but shed 
no tears a t his untimely taking off. 

THE LEAGUE'S GBITIGS. 
There Is No Cause That 

Can Survive Inactivity. 
* 

FIRST LEAGUE OFFICERS.

t ha t Afro-Americans be on hand when 
the 800,000 acres of land recently se­
cured from the indians in Oklahoma 
was opened for settlement, was acted 
upon. Preparatory to the rush their 
headquarters were chiefly a t Lang-
ston City, and t ha t par t of the strip 
which they had selected to make a 
rush for was also to be the objective 
point of the cowboys. Between the 
two an ill-feeling had grown, and the 
cowboys threatened fight, but the 
firmness of the Afro-Americans in a 
resolve to stand their ground avert­
ed anything like a conflict. In the 
wild rush many Afro-Americans secur­
ed whole homesteads, some divided 
with their less fortunate brothers, and 
a great many like the large majority 
of those t ha t made the rush, got left. 
One old Afro-American raced for nine 
miles with a white man, located his 
claim, and then had to fight the man 
for it. He was successful." Two Af­
ro-Americans were killed in the rush. 
As to the manner of their deaths, there 
are conflicting reports. 

The firmness displayed by Afro-
Americans in this matter shows tha t 
his nature and character are chang­
ing. Weak natures are giving way 
to strong ones, and servility is mak­
ing way for nobility. In his school 
of adversity he is being fitted for an 
honorable and a glorious career. 

The country is a t peace, but the al­
most daily barbarities t ha t are hap­
pening a t the South, where men and 
women are lynched because of their 
color would seem to indicute tha t the 
whole country is laying up for itself 
endless trouble. 

The past year of the Afro-American 
L<eague was essentially one of organ­
ization. As many as nine States form­
ed State organizations, but the ad­
vantages tha t these State organiza­
tions, with their loeal leagues, would 
have had in settling the discriminative 
features in their States, were nullhied 
by the inactivity of officials of the Na­
tional League, and the apathy of the 
State of.ieers. This had a correspond­
ing effect upon the local leagues, and 
they died a natural death, caused by 
inaction.

There is no cause, no matter how 

dear it is to the people, t ha t can live 
in inactivity. The Plaindealer gave 
utterance to a great t ruth a few-
weeks ago, when it said, 'activity is 
life; stagnation is death," and the peo­
ple must take hold of this t ruth Ue-
lore any movement of theirs toward a 
higher manhood can be successful. And 
in seeking about for their leaders, men 
must be selected whose activity and 
enthusiasm for the cause would war­
rant, even for a local league, a life 
of work.

Introductory.—After leaving the Tem­
ple Jesus and his disciples went ou t ot the 
c i ty t o the Mount of Olives where he fore­
told t he destruct ion of the ci ty and the 
end of the world—Matt 24—and ut tered 
three marvelous parables—Matt 25: The 
n e x t day, Wednesday, was spent in retire­
ment , probably a t Bethany while the Jews 
were plott ing his death. The nex t morn­
ing Jesus sent two of his disciples to the 
ci ty t o prepare for the celebration of the 
Passover. 

L The Passover Meal Begun.—Ver. 1. 
"Now before the feast of the Passover ," 
Immediately before. "When Jesus knew 
t h a t his hour was come . " In the full con­
sciousness of his approaching agony. ' *Out 
of this world unto the F a t h e r . " This hour 
was the gate to eternal glory. 

II . An Object Lesson in Humili ty and 
Service.—Vers. 2-5. 2. " A n d supper 
being ended." Rev. Ver. "du r ingsuppe r , " 
Jesus waited to give them opportuni ty t o 
repent ami wash one another 's feet. "The 
devil having now .»at into the heart , "e tc . 
Sa tan was the &u * er of the evil seed, but 
Judas had long been preparing the soil 
of his hear t . 

3. " Jesus knowing." etc. The knowl­
edge is summed up in three part iculars . 
1. "Tha t the Fa ther had given all things 
into his h a n d s . " An act already past. 
2—"Tha t he was come from God." He 
had left the presence of God as the ' ' sent ' ' 
of God. 3. That "he went to God" as 
one who has executed his commission. 

4. "He riseth from supper , " a t some 
pause of the ceremonial. ' 'Laid aside his 
ga rmen t s . " His cloak which would im­
pede his action. "Girded himself." The 
inner tunic was girded by a towel used to 
wipe the feet. Christ pu t on a se rvan t ' s 
dress for a servant ' s work. 

5. "He poureth water into a bas in . " 
The water was poured over the feet and 
caught in tbe basin. "And began to wash 
the disciples feet ." This should have been 
done by the disciples and they were still 
discussing as to who should do it .—Tho-
luck. 

III. An Especial Lesson to Peter.— 
Vers. 6—11. 6. "Then cometh he to Si-
mon Pe ter . " In his tu rn to be washed. 
"Lord, dost thou wash my feet?" The em­
phasis should fall on " t h o u " instead ol 
on " m y . " 

7. "Jesus answered . . . W h a t I do 
thou know est not n o w . " You do not 
comprehend its meaning. "Bu t thou shall 
know hereaf ter ." He could learn the 
fullest depths and heights of its meaning 
only in the heavenly world. 

S. "Thou shalt never wash my feet ." 
No; not with hands tha t opened eyes, 
cleansed lepers, and raised the dead.— 
Chrysostom. "If I wash thee not, thou 
hast no par t with me . ' ' Cannot share my 
kingdom, my character, my work. 

9. "Not my feet only, but also my 
I hands and my head ." If the washing 
I meant being with Jesus, he could not have 
enough of a cleansing so precious. 

10. "He tha t is washed." This Greek 
I word means to bathe the whole body, 
j Rev. Ver. "Ba thed . " "Needeth not save 

to wash his feet. ' ' This ba th ing represents 
the bath of the new birth. We need daily 

, to pray "Forgive us our deb t s . " "And 
ye are c lean ." They had been cleansed 

• from sin by t h e , pardoning love of God. 
"Bu t not al l ." One, Judus, had never been 

' t ruly converted. 
11. "For he knew who should betray 

him." Rev. Ver. "He knew him that 
should betray h im." He knew his inmost 
hear t and read his secret character . 

1Y\ The Lesson Applied; A Discourse 
1 on True Christian Service.—Vers. 12-27. 

12. "And was set down aga in . " This 
means in the reclining position, customary 
a t meals. "Know ye what 1 have done 
to you*" Do you perceive what I have 
done; This is the meaning of it.—G. W 
Chtrx. 

i& "Ye call mo Master. - ' Teacher, 
with the definite article, the teacher. "And 
1 ord. ' One who has authori ty over you. 

I "For so I a m . " This divine authori ty 
Christ never lost. 

I 14. "If I then ." Tbe " I " is emphatic . 
I " Y e also ought to wash one another ' s 
feet ." Each one had been unwilling to 
perform this hi.mhle service. I t had been 
undone until Jesus did it for them. 

I 15. "For I have given you an example. 
Hurt ye sh'>.iM do as I have done to y o u . " 

' He that does the v>"»rihn.st servi-'e in order 
to relieve wan t , he tha t forgets hilusoH 
and s-'t-ks no Lonor; no high place, but 
oniy to serve and to he 'p—he does as 
Christ did to the disciples. 

1<». "The servant is not grea te r than 
his lord " If Jesus, their Lord, did much 
humble serviCw, and spent his life in minis­
tering to others, every one of his disciples 
to the end of t ime should do the same. 

17. "If ye know these things. ' I t is 
sometimes difficult for men even to see 
their duty in this regard. "Happy are ye 

jif ye do t h e m . " We are greater in the 
eyes of God and nearer to him in propor­
tion as we humble ourselves to serve our 
brethren.—Godet. I t was a t this time 

i tha t Jesus spoke the words recorded in
