franchise is the election of your judges, 
men who are supposed to give impar­
tial decisions in their discharge of the 
duties of their offices, are of necessity 
elected by party feeling and vote; 
hence, it is natural to infer t ha t a 
Democratic judge would have Demo­
cratic views and principles, and conv 
sequently is liable to administer or 
interpret the laws to suit, or in keep­
ing with, his views. A Republican 
judge is also liable to act in the same 
manner. This being the case it is 
not a t all surprising to us when Ave

Not 
so in Canada. A criminal offence in 
one place, Avhen it is left to our judges 
t(. decide, is such in every other. Why? 
Because our judges are appointed, and

tions ot a punlic nature must be dis 
countenanced in every shape and be 
put do\yu by every legal means in 
our power."

It is certainly not reason­
able to expect tha t after that master­
ly effort there Avill be any more prob-
l-ii- for the Negro of the United 
Spates to solve. {text A\'e find over 
tfce signature of Mr. T. J .

Athens of the S;uth." It gives us 
gr.Mt pleasure to read of such insti-
tufioiis as those described by him, as 
they are certainly our ideal of educa­
tion. We thoroughly belieA-e in edu­
cating the entire man, and haA-e al­
ways advocated that system of edu­
cation Avhich is calculated to create 
useful and enlightened citizens. We 
claim that the system of education 
iK'-it suited for the present age is that 
which Avill embrace both religious .and 
mechanical instruction. It is highly 
essential that the coming generation 
Should 1K» brought up in the knowl­
edge of God. the keystone of law-abid-
ing. honorable citizens, and skilled la­
bor in all the various Avalks of life. 
I'pon these the greatness of every na­
tion depends. Then ive haA-e fo'.loAved 
the pruning knife of the veritable Plu­
tarch, who seems to have taken up 
where Bazoo left off. Use it steauV 
lly, but gently, friend Plutarch. We 
were a little surprised to hear you 
say that there Avas not an institution 
of learning in all the land OAvned and 
managed by men of color. 

Looking through your issue of the 
4th inst., Ave find comments on Can­
ada's disappointment in the results 
of the official count in the last census. 
not having reached her anticipated 
five minimal, and mildly inviting us 
to accept the bait so recently urged 
by interested parties in the shape of 
unrestricted reciprocity. To your 
credit, it must be said, you were not 
so disguised as to uftet hose deceptive 
words. You gave us plain reciproc­
ity or annexation. On the latter we 
take a decided stand. Being zealous 
as to the enjoyment of manhood's es­
tate, we claim on the record of the 
United States, in behalf of the few 
thousands of African descent in the 
American continent who haA-e never 
been contaminated with, or who have 
had the courage to shake off from their 
shoulders tha t extra burden to the 
natural miseries of life which the laws 
of the United States have in a great 
measure created and fostered, for them 
and for us we ask peace on Canadian 
soil. We assert we have justifiable 
reasons to look upon your government 
institutions with the eye opposite to 
that ot friendly when we consider the 
Negro race. Born as we were under 
a flag, the laws ot which guarantees 
liberty ot all lawful actions, and per­
fect freedom in life's pursuits and hap­
piness n§d its enjoyments, laws which 
recognize her subjects as one class. 
In a land (Danish West Indies), where 
respectability, position, ability and 
merit, not color, grade. Since we be­
came subject to Her "Majesty, the 
Queen, we have found t h a t her laws 
and nnages are In perfect accord with 
the nbove. Viewing, then, the Unit­
ed States from this standpoint, we 
•ay, And emphatically so, t h a t mhe 

hand, without fear or favor. Their 
tenure of office does not depend on the 
ins and outs of political parties, nor 
do they cater faA'ors for their reten-
tention of office. It is an indisputa­
ble fact t ha t party vote does not al­
ways point to, nor select, men of in­
tegrity. In our opinion, judges should 
be placed aboA-e, in other words en­
tirely removed from the suffrage of 
those with whom he is to measure 
out justice. Looking then, a t the sit­
uation, and A'iewing it from the stand­
point herein expressed, a repulsive feel­
ing tomes* over us Avhen Ave contem-
template annexation. We are, never­
theless, prepared to admit t ha t Ave 
admire to a certain degree the push 
and enterprise of the American people, 
more particularly the advancement ot 
its colo.ed population in literature and 
art , and take great interest \n their 
achievements, notwithstanding th« Ir 
adverse and oppressiA'e surroundings. 
TTow Ave bow to the inevitable fact 
tha t the emigration to our shores 
from the older countries has been 
transitory, and that Canada finds her­
self to-day Avith very little more of 
a population than she had ten years 
ago. It is a Avell-knoAvn fact tha t the 
labo-iiig classes in Europe haA-e groAvn 
up Avith exaggerated ideas of the easy 
chances there are in the States to be­
come wealthy, from the palmy days 
of California to the present. The rush 
then is to the United States. And the 
consequence is t ha t to-day the labor 
market is to a great measure oAer-
stocked in the cities of the United 
States. There are even large namL 

bers of Canadian born who haA-e 
sought their fortune in the States. 
Not long since we read of a petition 
from a settlement of Canadians in one 
of the nourishing territories of the 
Union to the go\ernment a t Ottawa 
for a grant to enable them to return 
to Canadian soli. We are satisfied 
tha t large numbers would migrate 
from the United States if they had the 
means of doing so.or if they knew the 
chances there are open for them on 
Canadian soil. 

Let us be understood, Mr. Editor, 
as not looking to annexation Avith fa-
A-or. We affirm tha t there is not. nor 
were there ever any objections to a 
fair and equitable commercial t reaty 
with the United States; but annexar 
tion should, and must be, left out of 
the agreement. We, on our par t , say 
govern well t ha t which you haA-e In 
hand. Show to the world t ha t your 
State laws are in harmony with your 
grand Republican constitution, from 
which Is given the guarantee and safe­
guard to life and property; and t h a t 
It encircles and shields her citizens 
with parental vigilance. We have here 
admitted t h a t our population has not 
shown any great numerical Increase, 
but let u» aee If we have not advance 
ed greatly in some other Important 
dl e~tlan*. As our economic po.iey has 
been touched upon, we quote below 
statistical proof of the wonderful pro­
gress ot the Dominion of Canada since 
1879. the year of our National policy. 
We will then be In a better position 
to Judire whether or not the economic 
policy 1« best adapted t o pur interests. 
Theae figures are furnished the gov­
ernment by our mining, banking and 
Insurance companies; likewise rail-
w a r s and manufacturing managers, 
are epitomised in the statistical year­
book of Canada by the Dominion sta-

M. E. ministers who seek preferment 
is to flatter the influential, and thus 
by degrees creep upward. Sometimes 
tltey make the mistake of irritating 
the loAvly, and are seized by the heel 
and pulled back to the ground floor. 
It is Avorthy of notice t ha t those men 
who are drawn up to high station 
by friends already there are seldom 
very secure in their position, or use­
ful in their labors. 

The most efficient men in exalted of­
ficer are the ones who are pushed for­
ward and upward by those beneath 
them. When the people haA-e exalted 
a man they eA-er after ward look up to 
him Avith love and rcA-erence, because 
he is to their minds the representative 
of themselves. 

The subject of our sketch, the Ilev. 
Wm. Decker Johnson, D. D., is the 
people's candidate for bishop. From 
Nova Scotia to Texas, from California 
to the West Indies, the people want 
Johnson, but certain poAverful ones al­
ready on top don t want him there, 
and shout down their sentiments in no 
uncertain tones. 

The only recognition Mr. Johnson 
has receiA-ed from the connection Is his 
election to the office of secretary ol 
the Board of Education. This office 
Is shorn of all authority, and robbed 
of its designed functions by the more 
strongly backed ofticers of district sec-
retarys. The general secretary has, 
therefore, no earthly way to distin­
guish himself in oifice except by solicit­
ing donations or obtaining bequests 
for the schools. During his first term 
of serAice the Rev. Mr. Johnson failed 
to catch the idea, and came up to gen­
eral conference with but little to show 
for his steAvardship. The railroading 
of his person and hopes to the rear 
was planned and begun with a de­
gree of earnestness and alacrity tha t 
set the honored subject of our sketch 
to Aveeping. This was enough to 
arouse to action his host of friends In 
the pews who. amidst thunders of ap­
plause, re-elected him. Four years 
more have passed, and brother "Deck­
er" must again come to the front with 
his record of service. 

He has not been idle, but with re­
markable keenness has traA-elled over 
the connection from Minnesota to Tex­
as, from New England to the wild and 
woolly West. He kos done all t h a t 
his office called upon him to do, and 
t ha t too with a fulness of success t ha t 
assures the welcome words, "well 
done." Whether the "come up high'' 
er" will be added is a question; but 
t h a t a multitude from among the peo­
ple will shout "go up higher," is cer­
tain. 

Johnson is solid with the folks, and 
is sure of getting as high aa their ef­
forts can put them, why should he 
be made a bishop? He is in no sense 
a great pioneer with a record of hav­
ing won thousands t o the church, 
nor are the money and property he 
has brought into the connection mnch 
beyond that/ which results from the 
labors of the average man. 

He is not distinguished by great 
deeds nor great industry. Dr. B. F . 

Dr. W. B. Johnson was supported a t 
school by the Hon. Mr. Dodge. Dr. 
J . A. Handy has built a multitude of 
churches, and won hundreds of con­
verts; Dr. W. B. Johnson has no 
unusual record as a pastor. Then 
why should he be chosen as bishop? 

The ansAver is brief and pointed: 
Because he is the friend and repre7 
sentative of the people. He is the 
idol of eA-ery preacher who kuoAvs him, 
the champion of eA-ery middle-aged 
and elderly minister of average abil­
ity with Avhom he has come in close 
contact. No man in the church un­
derstands the Negro better than does 
"Decker." Most of our highly edu­
cated men haA-e little patience Avith 
the blunders and errors of the igno­
rant, but "Decker" kuoAvs just IIOAV 
to take hold of a poor felloAv tha t has 
stumbled Avhile trying to go forAA-ard, 
and s ta r t him off again Avith surer 
step and lighter heart. 

No man of the race has a higher 
ideal of Avhat should be than the Rev. 
Mr. Johnson, nor is there a man of 
the race better adapted to help the 
ordinary people to a t ta in a high de­
gree of development. 

Bishop Tanner is irritated when con­
gregations shout boisterously; Dr. 
Johnson is as Avell aAvare of the im­
propriety, but knoAving the people bet­
ter, drops them a hint and goes on. 
Almost all of our truly educated men 
deplore the promiscuous manner in 
which degrees are conferred by the 
schools; none, better than Johnson, 
knoAV the A-alue of a degree, yet he 
advocates the very course tha t is p:ac- i 
tised. In short, the difference between 
him and most other highly cultured 
men Is this: He falls in line Avith the 
condition of alfairs from philosophical 
reasons; others fall in because it is 
policy. 

Johnson bclieA-es in bestowing at­
tention and care upon the most IOAAV 
ly; other men confine their efforts to | 
the more promising. Most of the 
distinguished men who visit the annu­
al conferences consort only Avith the 
leading spirits, or else hold themselves 
aloof from all; Johnson gets out on 
the back steps among a crowd of 
ordinaries, and talks philosophy, the­
ology, church history or politics, un­
til each and every one of his hearers 
has become possessed Avith a rever­
ence for, and desire of, learning never 
before experienced. 

Most big men think about their dig­
nity; Johnson forgets tha t , and thinks 
about the people. There is no "put-
on" about him; he is simple, honest 
and earnest He feels t ha t the call­
ing of his life is to Avork with and for 
his rnct\ and he does it. He dges not 
regard an office as a chariot to ride 
in. but as a commission to work. 

The writer has many times been a t 
isf-ue Avith Dr. Johnson upon ques­
tions and measures, and holds a A-ast-
ly different opinion as to Avhat is right 
and expedient, but, like all others who 
think OA-er the matter, does not fail 
to te< the good and admirable ruai-
ities of this Btrange but noble man. 

At the Aarious commencement exer­
cises held by our colleges the big guns 
among the visitors seek and ibtuiu 
homes Avith distinguished local per­
sonages; but Dr. Johnson lodges with 
the loAvly, and is frequently seen 
in company Avith the most hum­
ble. An ordinary fellow only gets a 
hand-shake and a "good morning," 
from most of the great men. but John­
son Avill sit doAvn upon a woodpile 
and talk Avith him for half a day if 
he listens well, and acts like he Avants 
to learn. 

No one can fail to see why the pec* 
pie and the aA-erage preacher want 
such a man among the bishops. They 
feel that such a bishop would always 
look out for their Interests, and symr 
pathize with their needs. The most 
of the hi-hops are far beyond the reach 
of the aA-ernge person; Dr. Johnson 
would not be. Were he a bishop he 
might not incite so great a number 
to the attainment of high scholarship 
as would others, but he would encour­
age a great many more to the ac­
quirement of ordinary education. 

Dr. Lee would be a link betAveen us 
and the s tars , but Dr. Johnson would 
be a link t h a t renches down to the 
humblest person. We need and Avant 
both link*. . i 

There is no finer intellect in the 
church than t h a t of Dr. Johnson, there 
are few greater students, and there 
are no truer representatives of the 
mass.

Atlanta, Gn., Oct. 8.—One thing is 
very apparent in the South, and t h a t 
is tha t the Afro-American is given a 
greater opportunity t o earn a living 
a t the A-arious trades than he is giv­
en a t the North. Northern white men 
look on the Afi o-Anierioan workman in 
the South Avith astonishment, because 
it seems unnatural to a Northern 
Avhite man to see an Afro-Ameriuan en­
gaging in anything else than Avait-
er, porter, or seeking some political 
oifice. 

Another thing is very clearly dem­
onstrated to any ordinary observer, 
and tha t is the Avhite man of the 
South does not like to Avork. In pass­
ing along 1'iedmout avenue in this city 
I observed Afro-American brick ma­
sons, carpenters, helpers and bosses, 
putting up large brick buhdings. N» 
Avhite man was visible. This condi­
tion exists all over the South. J u s t 
beiore the train reached Atlanta, i t 
stopped a t a small tovvu, Acworth bv 
name. Here, a t J :ao p. ui.f 1 oUserv'-
eu lour able-bodied Avnite men snout­
ing marbles in tne main street. Netir 
tueui I oooervL-u colored niuu selling 
cotton and other country piouuce. Ev-
ery eofureu man appears*! to be busy 
vvlille the Avhite men Ware either play­
ing inuibles, or Avhittliug a stick. If 
tne colored man keep.* up this indus­
try ior fifty years, and saves the fruits 
thereof, ne Avill not only be a power 
unto hfmsell, but Avill positively rule 
the Avhite man, provided he acquires 
knowledge in proportion to his 
Avealth. Without knowledge, the 
white man AV ill play all kinds oi games 
Avhile the colored man is willing to 
niake the white man rich. Solomon 
said mauy years ago tha t knowledge 
is power, and i t holds good to-dayi 
Colored men putting up the founda­
tion for Henry W. Grady's statue! 
What strange things do occur in this 
land of caste. Mr. Grady said the 
Negro Avas inferior to the white man, 
but they are plainly showing tha t if 
they had the education equal to their 
Avhite brothers in the South, a re\-o-
lution Avould soon take place there, 
or the colored man Avould be accord' 
ed his just representation in the gov-
meni, county, t i ;y and s ta te . I t ra.ght 
turn out to be a peaceful one, be­
cause Avhen steel meets steel, then 
comes the tug of Avar. If the colored 
man Avill just save, and judiciously 
iUA-est his money and educate his chil­
dren, in a few years there will be a 
change for the better. Taxation Avith-
out representation is not only unjust, 
but is radically Avroug. I haA-e nev­
er seen so many colored people in Un­
cle Sam's service before, anyAvhere in 
my traA-els, as there are in the post-
office in Atlanta. Our brothers are 
strictly "in" there. I presume, 
though, as the Avhitcs deny them rep­
resentation in the city, county and 
s ta te government, they have decided 
to push the whites to the Avail in the 
only place in Georgia they have got 
a fair chance. Good for Postmaster 
Buck, because credit is certainly due 
him for doing the right thing. 

With proper leadership and com­
plete union the colored people in Geor­
gia could accomplish great things, 
but unfortunately all Avant to lead, 
consequently there are no folloAvers, 
and thus nothing is done. They have 
not a single colored policeman in At­
lanta, Avhen they are entitled to ten. 
Their Avishes are not consulted noi 
considered a t all when it comes to 
s ta te officers. Mr. S. T. Steele wil: 
represent the Plalndealer in Atlanta, 
and also giA-e all IICAVS of interest 
to those t ha t favor him Avith their 
subscription. LaAvyer S. T. Hutch-
ins will correspond from Chattanoo­
ga, Tenn.. and Mr. Walter Brown will 
do the soliciting in the interest of 
the Plalndealer. There are many 
things t ha t could be well said about 
the people of Chattanooga and Atlan­
ta , but I will leave It to those on the 
grounds, and who are better acquaint­
ed than I. "Constantia."

Sound health is a prime necessity 
for any worker in the world, no matter 
what the line of work may be, but it 
becomes of the greatest importance if 
the work is to be carried on in the 
school room, writes Caroline B. Le 
Row in the Ladies' Home Jour­
nal. There not only the physical, 
but the nervous and mental forces are 
taxed to their utmo t The young 
graduate has Hitherto gone to school 
to sit comfortably at her desk; to stand 
occasionally lor recitations: to use her 
voice but little; to have constant va­
riety in her work: to enjoy her recess 
with perfect freedom and in congenial 
companionship. As a teacher she goes 
to school to stand upon her feet all 
day long, to use her voice incessantly, 
perhaps, too in a large room filled 
with the tumult of the street; to keep 
noisy, and very likely, rebellious and 
disobedient children not only quiet, 
but interested, and to spend the recess 
in care of them in the halls and the 
yard. Besides this she is to stimulate 
their brains, and a certain amount of 
time—usually prescribed by a board 
of education, the members of which 
know little of the capacity and possi­
bilities of the youthful mind—is allot­
ted her, in which she must somehow 
or other, succeed in teaching them a 
certain number of facts—no allowance 
being made for the slowness, stupidity 
or disorder, which increases the fric­
tion of the work and delays the doing.

Note should be takes, of the woman's 
clubs which are springing up all over 
the country, They have evidently 
come, says Lyman Abbott in the 
Chautauqua, as the saying is, to 
stay. Some little personal ac­
quaintance with the work, spirit, and 
personnel of one such club, leads me to 
believe tha t where they are wisely 
guided, their power as an instrument 
of social reform is very great, and is 
to he still greater. In these clubs 
questions of domestic economy, such 
as the treatment of children, the ad­
ministration of the home, the manage­
ment of servants, the mistress' duty 
toward them, are made matters of free 
and often useful discussion. I see no 
reason why such clubs should be con­
fined, as they now are, to cities and 
large towns; no reason why they 
should not exist in every village; no 
reason indeed why every sewing so­
ciety should not become a woman's 
club at which, while the rest sew, one, 
appointed for the purpose, should read 
some paper, original or selected, on 
some aspect of social life in which the 
women are interested and to which 
they can contribute. Indeed, believ­
ing as I do in organizations, I have 
sometimes wondered why the women 
in every town and village might not 
profitably unite in a bunion," agree­
ing on the one hand to admit no wo­
man into their union, whatever her 
wealth or social status who did not 
treat her servants with reason and 
with justice, providing: them, for ex­
ample, with decent sunlit rooms, with 
adequate vacation hours, proper facil­
ities for Sunday worship in the church

Au impor tan t paper on London fog 
wa i read a t the hygienic congress by 
Dr. Russell, who has made i t the sub­
ject of special study. He says, first of 
all, t ha t the number of fogs is con­
stantly increasing in the metropolis. 
From 18/0 to 1875 the re were 93 of 
them; from 1875 to 1880. 156. This 
is the direct result of t he increased 

I consumption of co.il which amounted 
to 6,400,000 tons in 18J0. as agains t 
4,400.00J tons in 1885. Dr. Russell 
claims to have proved tha t increased 
smoke makes fo<rs more fre juent as 
well as thicker, by adding to impur i ­
ties in the air. Fogs, he adds, are es­
pecially likely to occur in still, cold 
weather.

T h e actual effect of foy; upon human 
life Is uncertain. I t has been noticed, 
however, tha t fogs in cj ld weather are 
accompanied by a rise in the death 
rate. This may bo due chiefly to the 
cold, but i« must be remembered t h a t 
cold is intensified by fog. which ob­
structs the rays of the sun. The re is 
no doubt of the injurious effects upon 
vegetation, which is affected, evtfh a t 
a distance, of th i r ty or forty miles from 
London. I t is the sulphur, probably, 
tha t does the mischief. There seems 
to be no room for doubt t h a t t.he num­
ber of fogs will increase in London in 
exact proportion to the growth of the 
city, unless some means are discovered 
in get t ing rid of the smoke, which 
comes, it must be added, from the do­
mestic hearths, not from the factories. 
How this problem will be solved, if 
ever, no one can now tell. Two 
plans a re suggested—one. t he use of 
improved grates, the other, the sub­
stitution of gas for c ja l fires.—Chica­
go Times.

Yesterday, the "colored'' depart­
ment of the Southern Inter-State Ex­
position opened. The Plaindealer has 
nothing but good wishes for its suc­
cess, and hopes t ha t a better under­
standing between the two people will 
grow out of it. 

For the same reason tha t streams 
do not rise above their source, nar­
row men can not rise beyond their 
own narrow conception ol things. A 
man without principle can not believe 
tha t others are actuated by one, and 
behind every effort of others in labor­
ing for anything t ha t would be of 
benefit to any one save themselves, 
they pretend to see a job. So accus­
tomed have they become to endorsing 
men and methods for a consideration 
tha t they can not conceive of others 
doing otherwise. The only trouble 
with such men is t ha t when they 
were born, pri-ciple*- T*n not being 
doled out, an*, they are more to be 
pitied than blamed. 

Almost every other prominent cit­
izen you meet has a patented solu­
tion of the race problem. Black men 
and white men, bourbon and yankee, 
all have a remedy, and hardly any 
two are exactly alike. The trouble 
is, we are all trying to remove the ef­
fect without disturb.ng the cause. I t 
seems paradoxical to hear a christian 
man advocate any other solution of 
this race question than to t rea t every 
man according as he ranks among 
men, because of his morality, thrift 
and accomplishment. The problem, 
the effect of which we call the race 
problem, lies in teaching men this 
first principle of Christ's teaching. The 
sincerity of the purpose of these prob­
lem solvers can be measured by their 
views of this one all-important ques­
tion. The actions of Major McKinley 
in rebuking unreasonable prejudice on 
the spot and a t the time of its occur­

rence, goes farther in helping Afro-
Americans in securing their civil rights 
than any furhter laws t ha t may be 
passed. I t Is not what men say t h a t 
will change existing conditions, but 
what men do. If every man who be­
lieves in the Afro-American's manhood 
would resolve never to see him as a 
gentleman, Insulted or denied rights 
on account of his color without a pro­
test on the spot, our s ta tute books 
would not need to be encumbered with 
special laws touching these points. 

ro te and causes t he ghost of black 
supremacy to appear. How much this 
new factor in our American politics de­
rives support from Afro-Americans, the 
Plaindealer is not informed, but cer­
tainly from the very condition of 
things in the South he should pursue 
such a course towards these new po­
litical factors as would tend to bet­
ter his condition, and give him oppor­
tunity to more frequently rub elbows 
with the white people of the South, 
so tha t they may know each other 
better, and together combine to break 
the fetters t h a t hold the South in 
chains. While the Plaindealer appre­
ciates the bond t h a t links the masses 
of \fro-Americans in the South into 
one political par ty, it has long been 
a question with it whether this very 
fact has not tended in no small degree 
to increase the proscription laid upon 
them. The ballot laws of Mississippi, 
as infamous as they are. aiming di­
rectly a t the fundamental principle 
of the Republic, are directly due to 
this cause, and i t Is not a t all unlike­
ly if this law is not tested and de­
clared unconstitutional by the United 
States Supreme Court, but wha t its 
method will be copied by other States, 
and the Afro-American be disqualified 
as a citizen. 

Legal acquiescence in wrong is more 
enduring than violence to obtain the 
,ame ends. Violence awakens sympa­
thy, creates public sentiment, and, in 
time, the wrongs of the oppressed will 
be heeded, but these legal counte­
nances of wrong Avith no outward 
show of violence seem to have a 
soothing effect on the public mind, 
which is prone to take its ease, and 
imagine t h a t all is well because there 
are no violent disturbances. 
It is certainly apparent t h a t the Re­

publican par ty South cannot give to 
the Afro-American, or enforce for him, 
the rights and privileges he is entitled 
to as a citizen. This being so, it 
would only seem the pa r t of wisdom 
tha t if honorable terms can be made 
with o'ther political factors t ha t he 
should be prompt to avail himself of 
them. Afro-Americans in different lo­
calities ought or should know best 
what alliances or agreements would 
be best for them. I t Is equally certain 
so complex and intricate isthe situa­
tion, t ha t the remedy in one section 
would not serve in another, hence no 
universal policy would a t tach to all 
par ts of the South alike. 

Even while the Plaindealer thinks 
tha t such a policy might be of ad­
vantage, it is not certain t ha t imme­
diate results would follow, for so deep-
rooted seems the antagonism of the 
white man for the black man tha t It 
may be years before the Southern Af­
ro-American wlB be able to enjoy the 
same privileges of citizenship tha t his 
Northern brother does. 

already under way. -A capias- has 
been issued by the United States Court 
against the East Tennessee, Virginia 
and Georgia railroad for subjecting 
Mr. Hardy, the delegate from tha t 
State to the Mro-Americun League 
convention av Knoxville, to indignities. 
The Plaindealer has been informed 
t h a t the circulars which they have 
issued reflect on the Afro-American 
League. If the Leagues in Minnesota 
and elsewhere had done their duty 
to the National organisation in the 
way of support and answering com­
munications sent to them, there would 
have been no reason for sucn reflec­
tions. Even as it is the Plaindealer 
is assured t h a t the League's sympa­
thies are with the movement as they 
are with t h a t of the committee of the 
American Citizens' Equal Rights as­
sociation of New Orleans also. The 
Plalndealer's advice to all these move­
ments Is to beware of Jealousies, and 
each should give to the other all the 
aid possible in furthering the success 
of the movements. I t is not a t all 
unlikely but t ha t the Pullman Palace 
Car company, owing to the action of 
the Texas courts and officials, may 
be drawn into the contest.'. I t has to 
defend one of its conductors for per­
mitting an Afro-American to ride 
in one of its cars, where there were 
white people, which is against the 
law of Texas. How their case can be 
conducted successfully without prov 
ing the unconstitutionality of Uw law 
Is beyond the Plaindealer, but from 
what is known of the Pullman Car 
company, as evidenced in the Heard 
case, recently brought to a success­
ful issue by the League, and instruc­
tions issued by them, it will use all 
legal means possible to defend its 
position. 

That all these movements, and the 
one Instituted by the League, will 
prove successful the Plaindealer most 
earnestly wishes. 

The Plaindealer has read a reply 
from the New South to the position 
this journal would have the race take 
relative to the discriminative laws and 
other evils of the South, and i t must 
confess, t ha t so often does the New 
South contradiet itself t ha t the Plain-
dealer does not know where to find 
it. At times as Btrongly persistent 
o fthe rights t ha t ought to be enjoy­
ed, and a t other times so lamentably 
weak, t ha t It seems strange t ha t the 
same pen could have written It. The 
New South denies cowardice, and chal­
lenges the Plaindealer, or any oth­
er journal, to produce any article from 
its columns to show tha t i t was In 
sympathy with Southern injustice, and 
points with pride to the manly utter­
ances it made some time since, relative 
t o the position taken by Mr. Council, 
which is a parallel case to the 
one now assumed by the New South. 
In the next paragraph to where it so 
Tehemently protests, occurs this sen­
tence : "I t is neither bravery nor wis­
dom to oppose public sentiment, no 
matter how unjust it is." If the world 
had heeded such a sentiment the mass­
es would still be in the darkness of 
the middle ages. There would have 
been no American Republic, there 
would have been no great reforms. 
J u s t imagine what reply Garrison or 
Phillips or Sumner or John Brown or 
Abraham Lincoln or any of those men 
whose names have headed great re­
forms, would have to say to such a 
•illy and cowardly sentiment. The 
Plaindealer has no farther reply t o 
make to the New South. Such an ab­
sence of manhood deserves none. 

As a distinct political entity, the 
Farmers* Alliance is making some in-
-cads in the South. In Louisiana the 
ftcmocaratle par ty U feeling very sore 
•bout it, not only because they hate 
rivalry which would arise from having 
a strong political opponent, but also 

H tend* t o split mp the whits 

The activity displayed by Afro-Amer­
icans in different par ts of the country 
in preparing themselves to test the 
constitutionality of t h a t infamy of 
the South—the separate car laws— 
i'orms one of the encourageing signs 
of the times. I t shows t h a t they are 
awakening to their real needs, and 
with all their manhood are preparing 
to protest against all the dlscrlmt-
inative or class laws t ha t have been 
enacted to make life to them a bur­
den. * While all their efforts are not 
under the direction of the Afro-Ameri­
can League, they are a triumph of 
the principles t h a t called t ha t organ­
ization into life. The moral sympa­
thy of the league is extended to all 
these movements, and only the lack 
of funds in t h a t organization prevents 
tha t linancial aid which is a necessary 
adjunct to the successful protest 
against such class laws. 

The citizens' committee in New Or­
leans has been the most successful in 
raising funds for this purpose. The 
last Issue of the Crusader shows tha t 
fourteen hundred and twelve dollars 
have been raised for this purpose, and 
tha t t ha t staunch friend of the rights 
of all American citizens, Judge Albion 
W. Tourgee, having volunteered his 
services, is to be the leading counsel 
In the case. From private sources the 
editor of the Plaindealer has been in­
formed tha t the amount raised now 
reaches fifteen hundred dollars, and 
tha t the committee expects to raise 
five thousand dollars before Christ­
mas. Circulars also will be issued and 
scattered broadcast throughout the 
land, and philanthropic white men 
who are Interested in seeing t h a t the 
laws of the land are enforced, are to 
be importuned to use their influence 
and aid for the movement. 

Upon such lines of action was the 
Afro-American League to move when 
it was first launched upon the pub­
lic, but owing to the lack of financial 
support, and what our correspondent 
"Puncture" attributes to a lack of 
proper activity on the pa r t of its lead­
ers, failed of operation. In fact, the 
Plaindealer has always believed t h a t 
without the aid and sympathy of the 
whites who are also interested in see­
ing t h a t every American citizen en-
Joys the full •protection of the law, any 
movement confined t o the Afro-Amer­
ican alone will delay the time when 
the laws of the land are enforced up­
on all alike. 

The Equal Right* association of Min­
nesota lias raised about two. hundred

That the Democratic party is de­
pendent upon the very dregs of society 
for success, was never more clearly 
demonstrated than in the present New 
York canvass.

The last convention was a lit-
ti.» to.» corrupt, tha t openly, for a 
large number of decent men. They 
will not only defeat Mr. Flower, but 
they will destroy the Democratic par­
ty's chances in t ha t State for a long 
time, because Its success is dependent 
upon just such organizations as Tam­
many. In Detroit it i3 the same. The 
gang controls our local Democracy as 
completely as Tammany does In New 
I oik. The Considines and Witthoffs 
and McDowells run conventions and 
uia^e nominees, and then our respect­
able business men whoop It up for 
said "gang-made" nominees. 

The men who talk loudest about 
the purity of the ballot box, expect 
to win by the gang route. 

While one-half of the thoughtful Af­
ro-Americans of this country are try­
ing to build up the race in unity in 
purpose and efforts, a large number 
of windbags are trying to sow seeds 
of dimension. One wants the Southern 
Afro-American to despise his brother 
North and vice versa. Another wants 
the blacks to consider t h a t they have 
interests apar t from those who have 
white blood in them, and so it goes. 

J . C. Duke wants to form a South­
ern Afro-American Press Association, 
and has called a meeting for t ha t 
purpose. Even Mr. Duke could not 
give a reason for his sali Tlie good 
sense of other Southern editors will 
certainly dub him a crank. 

The Plaindealer is heartily In sym­
pathy with the suggestion of the Cru­
sader, urging the appointment by 
President Harrison, of Judge Albion 
W Tourgee to the Inter-State Com­
merce Commission. I t should be po-
merce Commission. It should be pa­
tent to all, the influence such a man 
would have in the commission upon 
passing on the many questions tha t 
come before it. A s ta lwar t , earnest 
Republican, learned in the law, a 
staunch advocate of the rights of men, 
and constant opponent of all forms 
of oppression, the Inter-State Com­
merce Commission would be dignified 
by the appointment of such a man 
to it . 

I t does not seem a t all likely tha t 
the death of Mr. Parnell will unite 
the discordant elements of the Irish 
party, as was a t first hoped. On 
the contrary, the followers of Mr, 
Parnell seem more bitter than be­
fore, and every means seem to be re­
sorted t o to drive the elements fur­
ther apar t . How true i t is t h a t Ire­
land's greatest foes are Irishmen! 

THE GROWTH OFMETHOC1SM. 
Since the 7th inst., the interest of 

evangelic christians has centered in 
the Ecumenical conference of Metho-
dlsts, a t Washington, D. C. This con­
ference will determine more largely 
than any religious convention since its 
own first session a t London. England, 
in 1881, whut will be the course of op­
eration pursued by the protestant 
church for the next decade. Tills 
church fills the largest space of any 
protestant denomination in the 
world's chrlstianlzation. 

He who writes the history of Meth­
odism, with its wonderful growth, Its 
marvellous successes, and its heroic 
spirit ot martyrdom, must write a 
thrilling narrauve. whi u in maiiv of 
its pages seems hardly credible. Nev­
er was there a larger spirit of devo­
tion and self-sacrifice exhibited, by the 
founders ot any church, than by the 
pioneers o; .u« t.iouisw. No other 
christian aorfetv, has equaled Its rec­
ord, yet none has encountered more 
formidiable difficulties. 

At first it was an object of ridleule. 
Its founders were called "Methodists" 
in derision, but they bravely, held their 
ground. Methodism has continued to 
grow and spread its benign influence 
in spite of opposition. Diificulty has 
been one of the conditions of its 
strength. Its history is one of which 
Methodists have cause to be proud. 
There is a commendable spirit of pride 
which christian hearts may feel when 
they are conscious t h a t they have 
been instrumental in accomplishing 
good for God's kingdom, and for their 
fellow-man 

The hand\ of God was never more 
visible in thfe history of any christian 
church. This has been distinctly a 
child of Providence. ' It has proven 
its divine origin, both by its stability 
and its grand\ achievements. 

It had i ts \ beginning n t Oxford. 
England, in 1719, within college walls, 
yet it came fortih with no bookish for­
malism, but in a plain and practical 
garb addressed itself to the needs of 
the masses. As a contrast to the 
conservative methods of the establish­
ed church, Methodism claimed to be 
Christianity in earnest, a t work, ag­
gressive. I t was like a refreshing 
spring gushing forth in the midst of 
a desert. It sprung from a deep spir­
itual consciousness t h a t the church 
was not reaching and saving the mass­
es, and was, therefore, failing in its 
highest. The typical Methodist is con­
spicuous among churchmen for his 
christian zeal and his manifest love 
for the souls of perishing men.

amounted to $8,495,013, while in 
1889 it was $41,371,058. an increase 
of nearly $33,000,000, making $98 
000,000 over the amount in bank in 
1879. Again in 1879 the railways 
of Canada carried 0,523,810 passen­
gers, and 8,348,810 tons of freiirht-
in 1889 they carried 12,151,051 pa* 
sengers.and 17,928.023 tons of freight 
In 1879 the amount of life Insurance 
a t risk in Canada was $86,273,70:.' 
and the amount of new life Insurance 
effected was $11,354,224; in 1888 
which is the latest we have, the 
amount of life insurance a t risk was 
$211,961,583, and the amount of new 
life insurance effected for that year 
was $41,226,529. Another most 'sub­
stantial proof of our great stride is 
our coal consumption. In 1870 the 
output of coal from Canadian mines 
was 1,487,182 tons, while in 1888 the 
output was 2,658,134 tons. These 
are the latest figures, but it is beyond 
a question of a doubt tha t the mines 
in Canada have made extraordinary 
development in the past three vears 
I t will be a pleasant duty for 'us to 
publish in your columns the statis-
tistical reports, when they come to 
hand, of Canada's manufacturing, min­
ing, farming and banking industries 
from 1881 to 1891. But Ave will stop 
here for the present and ask ourselves 
the question what do the figures quot­
ed here prove,? 

They prove t ha t notwithstanding 
the population of the Dominion ot Can­
ada has not increased 12 per cent in 
ten years, she has grown remarkably 
rich in tha t time, and t ha t the propor­
tion of her commerce has more than 
doubled, and it proves, also, tha t there 
must either be a great deal more peo­
ple in Canada than the^ensus shows, 
or t ha t there were not so many as 
there were represented to be by the 
census of 1881. But be tha t as it 
may, to the credit of the Canadian 
people, it must be said, tha t , if they 
have not increased 12 per cent in ten 
years, they certainly have been su­
premely busy in tha t time, as a par­
tial glance over their commercial 
showing will fully demonstrate. We 
opine it will be difficult for our Amer­
ican cousins to measure arms, much 
less overshadow us, when numbers are 
taken into consideration. This much 
ior the present in vindication of our 
economic policy. 

Now, a few words for ourselves, as 
repres ntative of a down-trodden race. 
For humanity's sake, please let us not 
advocate the annexation of Canada 
to the United States, if the law of the 
lat ter is to be supreme. Rather let. 
us advocate, and use our Influence to 
create, a colony on Canadian soil for 
those poor blacks in the South, where 
they may pass in peace the short days 
of this life. We sometimes ask our­
selves, Mr. Editor, if there is a heart 
t ha t beats from under the StarB and 
Stripes, t ha t will not revolt and fal­
ter when its eyes flash over para,-
graphs in the dispatches and read 
of some of the outrages committed in 
the South against, in many instances, 
defenceless and innocent human beings, 
for no other reason than because they 
found themselves in the world with 
a black skin. No, we must not use 
our ability to extend the sphere of 
these pernicious practices; rather by 
far the contrary should be our posi­
tion. We close, Mr. Editor, by asking 
permission to return to the subject 
a t a future date. 

Our summer weather has been most 
delightful.

I t -Is a popular belief among many 
seafarers that the shark depends to a 
greater or less extent upon the pilot 
fish for information, and is guided by 
this little attendant to the various tid­
bits that come in its way. How much 
truth is in this it would be difficult to 
determine, but it Is barely possible 
that the curiosity of the shark may be 
attracted to food by the action of the 
pilot fishes. 

Onoe when sitting in my boat fishing, 
says a writer In the Cincinnati Week­
ly Times, I noticed the scythe-like fin 
of a large shark moving about in the 
vicinity. I t had evidently scented a 
bunch of fish which I had hung over 
the stern and came up the tide or cur­
rent in rapidly decreasing- circles. I 
threw a small line out astern, baited 
with a large aardine. This was taken 
and the line broken with a steady, 
dignified strain. But the shark still 
came on, ltd temper unruffled by the 
sharp barb In Its jaw, and wheeled 
about the boat with its head slightly 
tipped, showing the ugly, hammer-like 
protuberances on either side. It passed 
so near that 1 could have touched the 
big dorsal fin, and I had excellent op­
portunity to notice the actions of the 
attendants. There were half a dozen 
in all; two or three big pilot-fishes 
and the rest the curious sucking 
fishes or remoras. As the shark 
swept around, the pilots—little 
striped fellows three or four inches 
long—kept at its head, making short 
excursions from it at every object that 
appeared like food. They were evi­
dently foraging on their own account 
and that the shark saw them there can 
be but little doubt But in all proba­
bility, it had scented the fish a long 
time before, and paid no attention to 
the so-called pilot fishes. They would 
dart at a bit of sea-weed and nibble at 
I t perhaps catching a minute crusta­
cean tftsfst had been floating with i t 
then da r ing back to their huge con­
sort th I was wheeling around and 
around, * -n ring where the fish were, 
which I Si Ul as a precautionary meas­
ure lifted into the boat 

If appearances are to be considered, 
then certainly the sea anemones must 
be included among the pilots, as there 
is ode if not several kinds that in 
some incomprehensible way takes up 
Its position on the tip-top of a crab s 
back and there lives, moving about 
with its host and we can imagine 
keeping its myriad eyes open for the 
main chance; but that it tells what It 
sees to the crab that Is thus forced to 
bear It we may readily doubt Why 
tbe anemone takes this position, and 
why the crab permits i t opens up a 
wide field for speculation. 

The anemone Is the natural food for 
a large number of fishes. Capt Bart-
let t the commander of the ship Blake 
In her dredging trip In the Carribean 
sea, told me that he dredged a large 
number of cod in very deep water, 
where It was very cold, and that al­
most every one caught had a large sea 
anemone In Its mouth Looking at It 
in this light the crab might object to 
a tenant that was liable to be gobbled 
up at any moment as a large fish would 
not in all probability, object to ane­
mone with a good plump crab at the 
other end. ()n the other hand It Is 
possible that the anemone may attract 
small fry, and so act ias a de­
coy, the crab lying buried in the 
sand and darting up to seize the 
Intruder. Various suggestions have 
been made to account for the 
association but the r.jal reason 
is not known, and I must leave it to my 
young readers to decide in this case 
which Is the pilot the crab or the 
anemone. It might be said that the 
position of the anemone was entirely 
accidental were it not found on so 
many individuals, and some experi­
ments have been made with another 
crab and anemone which show that 
the attachment at least in this instance 
is on the side of the crab. The one in 
question was found to bear an ane-

| mono, not on its back, but on one of 
I its big claws, so that when feeding 
j and tearing its prey the anemone was 
i brought into the direct neighborhood 
! of the food and obtained its share; 

in fact when the crub dined it was 
invariably present. A naturalist who 
made the discovery thought that 
it was merely an accidental occur­
rence', but nearly all the crabs Vhich 
he round had their anemone compan­
ions. One dar he took several crabs 
and carefully removed the anemones, 
but leaving them aU in-the tank to­
gether. " Visiting them a short time 
after, he found that in every case the 
crab had hunted around and replaced 
the anemone. Next -an anemone was 
cut in a number of pieces after being 
separated from the crab and placed 
with it in a tank, whereupon the 
crustacean collected (he remnants oi 
its companion and endeavored to fasten 
them upon its claw and was holding 
them fast when found. So it is evi­
dent in this case that while the ane­
mone miav be the pilot or lookout the

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The tiger is an Asiatic animal a x . 
clusively, and ranges in suitable situa­
tions, from the Amoor to the Island of 
Bali, and from Turkish Georgia to the 
Island of Sakhalin, but does not exist 
in Ceylon. In spite of the great 
destruction of tigers in India they still 
live, according to Mr. Blanford, wher -
ever large tracks of forests and grass-
jungle exist and they are especially 
common in the forests at the base of 
the Himalaya. Tigers at least occa­
sionally accompany the tigress and 
her cubs, for these animals, like lions, 
are monogamous. The young re­
main with the mothers until nearly or 
quite full grown. By day the tiger 
takes up its abode in deep shade, es­
pecially in the hot season, and gener­
ally near water. They swim well and 
will even cross arms of the sea, but 
very rarely ascend trees. Tigers 
spring much less than is popularly 
supposed, and rarely move both their 
hind legs off the ground. They roar a 
good deal less than lions do, although 
their call is very similar. Mr. Blan­
ford says, "When hit by a bullet a 
tiger gene, ally <\»ars, but tigresses, or 
at all event* very often, do not. I 
have on three occasions a t least 
known a tigress to receive a mortal 
wound and pass on without making 
a sound. 

The ordinary food of tigers, says 
the New York Sun, consists of pigs, 
deer, antelopes, and. strange to say, 
porcupines, which one would think 
would be rather awkward mouthfuls. 
They also sometimes kill and eat bears 
and young gaurs and buffaloes, al­
though such wild cattle, if adult are 
more than a match for the tiger. 
When hard pressed during inundations 
they will eat fish, tortoises, lizards, 
frogs, and even locust3. They kill 
great numbers of domestic animals, 
and sometimes live entirely on cattle, 
and they have a distinct preference for 
beef over mutton. The tiger appears 
ordinarily to kill cattle by clutching 
the forequarters with its paws and 
then seizing the throat in his jaws from 
underneath and forcing it upward and 
backward until the neck is dislocated." 

The enormous muscular power of 
the tiger is shown by the way in which 
it can transport large carcasses of 
oxen over rough ground, sometimes 
lifting the body completely off the 
ground. A very hungry one will de­
vour two hindquarters in one night, 
but generally remains three or four 
days near the carcass, feeding at in­
tervals. A tigress with cubs is often 
very destructive, partly, it is said, to 
teach the young tigers to kill their 
own prey. Though they usually do 
so kill, they do not disdain carrion. 
Cases are even recorded of a shot tiger 
being devoured by another of its own 
species. 

The ordinary cattle-eating tiger is a 
great coward in the presence of man. 
and often allows himself to be pelted 
off. The man-eating tigers are those 
which have got fat and heavy, or be­
ing disabled from age or injury find 
man an easy prey; and when once 
they have got over their innate fear of 
the human specie3 such a tiger may 
become a fearful scourge. Thus in 
Lower Bengal alone 4,218 persons 
were killed by them between 1860 and 
1866. In Bengal and Upper India ti­
gers are hunted on elephants, the 
sportsmen shooting from howdahs. 
In central and southern India tiger 
shooting is usually attempted in the 
hot season, and the tiger is either 
driven by beaters past a tree on which 
the sportsman sits, or followed up, 
either on an elephant or on foot. Oc­
casionally, especially when a tiger has 
been wonded. a herd of buffaloe3 are 
employed to drive him out of the cov­
er, which they do very effectually, 
charging him in a body if ha does not 
retreat Tigers captured young are 
easily tamed, and many of the adult 
animals in menageries are perfectly 
good-tempered, and fond of being 
uoted and caressed by those whom 
they know. They have repeatedly 
bred in confinement, although not so 
freely as lions, and the cubs more 
rarely thrive.

Chicago, always noted for " « push 
and enterprise, can boast, and truth­
fully oi ita Afro-American enterprises. 
On every hand can be seen the busi­
ness ana work or the race. There are 
representative* of all the professions, 
And prominent and creditable, too. All 
branches of business are being taken 
holdof and successfully worked. In 
conversation with some of the bank 
officials recently they were unanimous 
in the declaration tha t their Afro-
American depositors gave them less 
trouble with their deposit* than did 
many of their white depositors with 
a u d i smaller deposits, andj tha t the 
people would b2 surprised if they knew 
how rapidly the financial power of 
the Afro-American was increasing. We 
eavc last week a sketch of the life of 
one of Chicago's most prominent 
young phyRlcians, G. C. Hall. This 
gentleman is rapidly climbing the lad­
der of success, and we predict for him 
a brilliant career in the medical frater­
nity. It is a source of great pleasure 
fsr lovers of the race to glance round, 
and note these evidences of prosper^ 
ity among a race tha t has been so 
long oppressed. 

Commentators on the recent tug ex­
plosion have views very much varied; 
noma say the tug, Parker, may have 
exploded because of the muddy water 
of the river taken into its boilers, and 
i t may have exploded because the en­
gineer miscalculated the quantity of 
water in the boilers. The true cause 
still remains unsolved. But the ex­
perts with one accord join in the opin­
ion tha t whatever the cause, explo­
sions of tha t kind are likely to occur 
a t almost any time, and tha t i t is 
strange tha t more accidents of this 
nature have not occurred. One cap­
tain and tug owner who advanced the 
muddy water theory, says : "Whenev­
er any of my own tugs are there (in 
the vicinity of Archer avenue) I am 
always glad to see them back. I have 
long felt t ha t they ran a frightful 
risk." Another s ays : "The river 
water, especially near Archer avenue, 
is unfit for any boat to use. But 
what win we do? I t is the only water 
we can get." A third, who. however, 
repudiates the foul-water idea, adds : 
"The water was too low, and in pull­
ing so hard and blowing off steam it 
is next to impossible for an engineer 
to know how much water he has in 
the boiler, and when i t gets too low 
up she goes." With these opinions be­
fore us, and whether or not the troub­
le is from the muddy water, i t is plain­
ly evident t ha t the danger is present 
all the time, and our tug service In ad­
dition to th eincessant noise and nox­
ious smoke, has much the at t i tude of 
a procession of sensitive infernal ma­
chines up and down through the heart 
of the city. This river question has 
been the topic of conversation so long 
t ha t it Is getting so threadbare tha t 
there is little left to be said about it. 
But it is plainly apparent t h a t some 
decided act'on should be taken to rem­
edy this appalling defect. I t Is most 
plainly a blot and source of continual 
reproof to Chicago. Within the next 
few years millions of visitors will visit 
this city, and " tha t river" will great­
ly lessen the respect t ha t Chicaaro 
without a doubt greatlv deserves for 
thrift and enterprise. Everything in 
this connection points most positively 
to the fn"t t ha t the Chicago river as 
now maintained and operated Is get­
ting more and more undesirable, and 
inadequate to the ever increasing traf­
fic upon It. 

ers of Justice should be, t h a t the crime 
with the man Coe was accused is wor­
thy of death, but all ideas of law and 
order are in opposition t o lynching 
and all like outlawry, and however 
reputable the citizens engaged In these 
acts, the fact still remains t h a t lynch 
law is a disgrace to any community. 
Two wrongs ne'er yet made a right, 
and this last wrong, for such i t sure­
ly is however.great the crime commit­
ted, can never be looked on with great 
favor in a civilized community.

Americans have scarcely ceased shud­
dering a t the wholesale vengeance 
wreaked on members of the Alalia ring 
in New Orleans, when It is again to 
be deplored t ha t the press of the coun­
t ry has the outrageous happenings in 
the Western city. Omaha, where the 
police surveillance and citizens were 
insufficient to save an Afro-American 
from a gang of law-breakers. The in­
cidents connected with the murder ot 
Cornelius Sullivan by Joe Bales, an 
Afro-American dock laborer are still 
fresh in the memory of ChicagT5uns, 
and two policemen of Chicago under 
proper officers were sufficient to save 
this man, Joe Bales, and Smith who 
was also threatened with lynching. 
It would seem strange t ha t in a city 
like Omaha with Its police and all nec­
essary protection such a disagreea­
ble affair should be chronicled against 
some of its best, or rather most prom­
inent citizens. One oi our evening 
journals in speaking of this affair says: 
"Even Chicago has had one or two 
narrow escapes, from mob law." No 
doubt this Bales affair was In the wri­
ter 's mind, but he failed to say tha t 
Chicago had immediately put down 
these at tempts without i t having to-
be said t ha t such a disgraceful oc­
currence was allowed within its do­
mains. The writer' goes on to s a y : 
"If there is any palliation of the vio­
lent and bloody dispensations of Jus­
tice which Judge Zjnch) has been mak­
ing of late, i tHes In the fact t h a t he 
does not appear t o Have made any 
serious mistakes."
