He entered a plea of guilty, 
and was sentenced t o twentyone 
vears' imprisonment in the penitent! 
ary a t hard labor. From court he 
was taken t o Nashville t ra in and 
sent t o the s ta te prison. J. H. 
Mavety, the husband of the woman 
assaulted by Weems, came into court 
with the avowed intention of killing 
the Afro-American, but he was taken 
out of the room after being relieved 
of three pistols was allowed t o re­
turn and see the t r ia l .

Yardley Excited. 
Trenton, N. J., June 15.—A murder 

a t 2 o'clock Sunday morning, and the 
organization of a lynching p a r t y in 
the afternoon, were the events t h a t 
kept th elittle village of Yardley, Pa., 
In a s t a t e of ag i ta t ion all day. Yard 
ley is four miles above Trenton. Chas. 
J . McCarthy, a white boatman, and 
Isaac Robinson, a colored farmhand, 
met on the bridge in Yardley, which 
connects the Pennsylvania and New 
Jersey shore, shortly after midnight, 
and had words. I t Is said t h a t both 
had been drinking, and t h a t they had 
quarreled over the right t o some 
change which had been made In the 
tavern, and which Robinson had pick­
ed off the bar, al though the money 
belonged t o McCarthy. The men par t -
coming t o blows, but met again on 
the bridge a t 2 o'clock, when the quar­
rel was resumed. This time Robinson 
drew a Jack-knife, wi th a long, sharp 
blade, and plunged it into McCarthy's 
breast . Robinson thereupon fled, and 
McCarthy wandered about the village 
in quest of a doctor. He could not 
arouse one, and a t 8 o'clock th is morn­
ing he w a s found lying dead in a pool 
of blood in the en t ryway of the Odd­
fellows' hall. 

Robinson claims t h a t McCarthy im­
posed upon him because he was col­
ored; and t h a t he used the knife only 
in self defence. 

As Injured Man. 
W. H. Bonapart who edited a race 

paper in Boston several years ago, 
afterwards w a s a special correspon 
dent of the Plaindealer, and who la ter 
on was sentenced t o a term in 
Virginia penitentiary, charged wi th 
a crime by a whi te woman not above 
suspicion, will gain his liberty in 
about twenty-months, if not pardoned 
sooner. Two weeks after entering 
the penitentiary, he was made a clerk 
in the industrial department . Very 
shortly afterward his proficiency earn­
ed promotion.

The Hational Capital—Senator Peffer's 

Bill to Investigate the Southern 

Outrages. 

Washington. D. C . June 22.— 
(Special.) —Senator Peffer, of Kan­
sas, Mr Houck. of Ohio. General Hen. 
derson, of Iowa, Mr. Johnson, af In­
diana, have been stalking a ro ind the 
senate and house during the past few 
weeks to such an extent and in such 
mannei and way, t h a t they will no 
doubt be cnarged with an a t t empt 
to revive the bloody shirt or bring 
up th t past . Let it be as It may,| 
charge them how the Democrats and 
pro-slavery folks may; the ques. 
tion nevertheless is here and it will 
find itf way tc- the surface, the 
race question. 

Injustice holds a high place in 
this nation to-day, and the carni-
va, o/ murder, outrage, lynching, and 
so on it about to get an airing. Not 
only from the Northern press, but in 
Congress, and why? I t is an admit, 
ted fact among the wise men from all 
over the land of both part ies, t h a t 
a solid colored vote in Indiana, Kan. 
sas. Michigan, Iowa, Illinois, Penn. 
sylvania, Ohio, and New York will de. 
terminc who shall occupy the White 
house from March 4, '93 to the end 
of the term. 

No. there is to be no revival of 
the bloody shirt, neither in Congress 
or oil the s tump, but the American 
people especially in the North are 
to be re-introduced to cold facts and 
statistics in relation to , and about 
the Southern question, the si tuation 
and the danger t h a t is liable, very 
liable to come t o the Nation from 
t h a t section of the country if ma t t e r s 
are not adjusted somewhat different 
from the present. 

Mr. Peffer's speech lu the Senate 
is a gentle warning to the Anglo. 
Saxon, t h a t murder, outrage , and 
lynching muBt cease. Mr. Mouck's of 
Ohio, t h a t the North has not ap .

t ian Recorder, of Philadelphia, and 
the New Nation, edited by Robert 
Hamilton, of New York.. In the Sen. 
a t e there is now but one Senator 
whe was there then, in the aouse 
buc thirteen members out of nearly 
three hundred t h a t I remember in 
the 3ii and 40, Congress.

ties, besides Wagner Hudson, and 
For t Pillow, and ships of war , -.vhieh 
is t o the public almost not known, 
whereon and in black men "tracked in 
blooa," for the safety and success of 
the American flag.

PROF, T. B JACKSON REMOVED. 

One Result of the Gallant Work of 

The Plaindealer—The Brilliant 

Scarborough Martyred. 

- Mr A. A. Mossell, of Lockport, N. 
Y the first colored graduate of the 
law department of the university of 
Pennsjlvanja, has Just §cored a vie. 
tory in the local courts a t Loekport, 
the county seat of Niagara county 
Being a colored lawyer with a col. 
ored client held on the charge of inur. 
In the first degree^wlth the District 
Attorney an expar t lawyer for the 
defense he won his case, securing a 
verdict of second degree with 1m. 
prisonment for a number of years 

In an address given before Harvard 
University by Rev. T>r A. F . Beard, 
of New York, he s ta ted these facts : 
In twenty-five years, from three edu­
cated colored physicians the number 
has gone up t o 749, of whom 654 are 
college-educated. From almost no ed­
ucated minister t he number is now 
1,000 college graduates . There are 
250 well prepared lawyers, and 247 
Afro-American students are now pur­
suing their studies in European uni­
versities. Ninty percent, of the 8,-
000 graduates of Howard University 
are engaged in teaching.

Editor Plaindealer :— 
Ever since I have been in the rank 

of the ministry I have had the honor 
of being a member of The Board of 
Trustees of Wilberforce University, but 
not untU t h e 14th inst was i t our 
pleasure t o meet with th i s excellent 
body of our churchmen. • 

On the 13th Inst, we left Lansing a t 
10a.m., for the site of the university. 
We were "accommodated,"—as the 
railroader would say—as far as Hills­
dale and then t o make close connec-

a. Toledo took a Vestibule 
Flyer. We made our connection, but 
found on arriving a t Dayton t h a t 
we had had a rapid night t o a long 
rest. You can imagine our chagrin 
when we stepped wi th alacri ty t o 
the t icket office t o inquire the time 
of our t ra in for Xenia, and were in­
formed t h a t no t ra in would go in 
t h a t direction, not even a freight, 
until 8:15 next morning. Our wings 
felt clipped and heavy. On our ar­
rival a t Xenia we were meg by a 
good brother wi th a large carriage 
with unyielding springs, and driven 
a t a clip of about three miles an 
hour to the university. 

The 29th annual session of the board 
opened with Bishops B. W. Arnett 
in the chair and J . P . Maxwell as 
Secretary. Bishop W. J . Gaines con­
ducted the devotions. Fo r ty dele­
gates were present a t the session, 
from different sections of the church. 
The regular order of business was 
waived t o hear the reports of the 
President, Secretary, and Treasurer. 
The Auditing committee, C. F . Shaffer 
Jantes M. Henderson, R. H. W. Leake, 
J . A. Collins and W. H. Lucas found 
the reports correct except in orders 
No. 84 and 228. In these t w o or­
ders they found a deficit of $20.10 
which ipn a reexamination of vouch­
ers, coupons and records were found 
to be a typographical error. 

The regular routine of business was 
transacted wi thout provoking much 
discussion until the case of Prof T 
H. Jackson was reached. The read­
ers of the Plaindealer are acquainted

t , h e c h a r*" e8 which were pub­
lished May «th , '92, concerning Prof 
Jackson, which the Board of Trustees 
felt it the i r duty to investigate. Ac­
cording t o t h e committee consisting 
Of John Coleman, James M. Henderson 
R. H. W. Leake and R. G. Mortimore 
was appointed t o ascertain (1) Tha t 
the charges were inspired by a let ter 
wri t ten by Prof. W. S. Scarborough. 
(2) Tha t the general fact concerning 
the disturbance in Prof. Jackson's 
home were t rue . In the election of 
the university faculty for the ensuing 
year neither of these professors were 
retained. Professor Scarborough, 
however, was employed by the 
directors of Payne Theologi­
cal Inst i tute as Professor of an­
cient languages. The friends of both 
these gentlemen regret the unpleas­
an t occurrence. Prof. Scarborough 
is unquestionably the best classical 
scholar of the race. He is honored 
by the philological society as one of 
its most competent members. He has 
proved himself efficient in every de­
par tment of his work. Added t o 
this, he is a perfect gent leman; yet 
withal , in th i s m a t t e r he will g ran t 
t h a t he was unprudent. 

The Board of Trustees were not 
unmindful of Prof. Jackson's ability 
and his pas t je rv ice in the university, 
yet duty, and the good of the school 
obliged them t o pursue the course 
which they adapted in his case. His 
removal was a necessity. While Prof. 
Jackson has some excellent qualities 
he is t o o impulsive t o be entrusted 
with the education of men for the 
Christian ministry. There has been 
too much winking among us in the 
pas t a t wickedness in high places. 

The University Board accepted space 
in the Columbian Exposition and wiU 
furnish an exhibit. From wha t we 
have seen of the work of Wilberforce 
we do not fear, t h a t her exhibit will 
suffer in comparison with t h a t of 
any other college of equal advant­
ages. Indeed the faculty is t o be 
complimented on t h e large amount of 
excellent work accomplished with such 
meager facilities. Some adverse feel­
ing was expressed against the Presi­
dent of t h e university. There were 
members of the board who desired t o 
see James M. Henderson, J . T. Jen­
nifer or J . G. Mitchell elected t o this 
position. Each of these names re­
ceived votes for the office in the or­
der mentioned, but the former Presi­
dent S. F . Mitchell was re-elected. 

Prof. Talbot t succeeds Prof .Sear • 
borough in the university chair of 
Greek and Latin. I t is not our habit 
t o criticise adversely until we have 
given a new incumbent every oppor­
tun i ty t o prove hie fitness. But it 
is apparent t o all who know both 
men, t h a t there is a broad contrast 
between them. The Jostling which 
the Faculty received this year will 
result in good. The Trustee Board 
are t o be commended for correcting 
and evO which threatened the life of 
this school. We wonder t h a t i t has 
succeeded so well wi th each strong 

counter force within. Whatever may 
be said of the course of the Plaindealer 
it has done a g rea t good in compell­
ing an investigation and a correction 
for a formidable evil. With tae most 
thoughtful the Plaindealer will share 
a large p a r t of the credit for effect­
ing a reform in the corps of teachers 
of Wilberforce. Cringe and fume a s 
we may, yet facts a re stubborn things 
and will not easily dawn. 

Every Item of business within the 
province of the Trustee, and District 
boards was very faithfully t ransacted 
a t the session. Each member of the 
board seemed anxious to improve the 
condition of the school. 

There are in Wilberforce great pos­
sibilities properly patronized and fos-
slbilities. Properly patronized and 
fostered it may become an intellect­
ual niecca of the race. The na tura l 
resources are a t hand. No better 
site could have been chosen than beau­
tiful Tawawa. Nature has here been 
wondrous kind. The land is rolling' 
fertile and weU watered. The scenery 
is beautiful; and there is gathered 
on this site so beautiful for si tuation 
some of the brightest and most hope­
ful young men and women of the race. 
Providence directed the venerable 
Bishop Daniel A. Payne t o this place. 
In 1856 while looking around for a 
retreat la which he might educate his 
children apa r t from the evil influences 
of city life, his eyes feU upon T a w a w a 
Springs, a t t h a t t ime a famous sum 
mer resort for pleasure seekers in 
the Southern p a r t of the Buckeye 
S ta te . I t was not long before the 
purpose of God was unfolded and he 
was given Ithe refusal of the property 
nominal $10,000, which in no w a y 
approximated Its value. He accept­
ed the offer and appealed to his friends 
for aid. ! K 

We must not fai l to notice t h a t 
i nthe very inception of the work 
he encountered the bi t terest opposi­
tion from his own people. Indeed 
so far did Bishop Payne think In ad­
vance of his day t h a t his plans for 
the Christian education of his people 
were regarded by many as visionary,

Gets the Fortune. 
WythevUle, Va., June 10.—(Special.) 

—The story published in the Plain-
dealer last week; t h a t the Supreme 
Court of Appeals had decided the cele­
brated Bettie Lewis Thomas case in 
favor of the plaintiff was confirmed 
to-day. By this action a colored wo­
man, who is a resident of Richmond, 
becomes the possessor of an es ta te 
valued a t about $200,000. 

Bettle's father, W. Thomas, who 
was a white man, died in 1889 a t 
the home of this daughter , leaving no 
will. Relatives t o the deceased, ae 
well as Bettie, engaged some of the 
ablest legal ta len t In the Sta te , and 
sought t o obtain possession of the 
property. The Chancelery Court de­
cided in favor of Bettie and the Su­
preme Court affirms the decision. 

The evidence shows t h a t Thomae 
had had nothing t o do with his whi te 
relatives for years ; t h a t he had been 
living a t the home of his colored 
daughter, whom he had always ac­
knowledged, and t h a t It was his in­
tention t o amply provide for her a t 
his death. I 

The decision gives the helrs-at-law 
estate and cash In bank amounting 
to almost $35,000, leaving to Bettie 
Lewis, In mortgages, bonds and ne­
gotiable notes, an es ta te which wi th 
accured interest amounts to $200,000.

Home for the Aged. 
The Webster Colored People's Home, 

St . Louis, Mo., a home for indignant 
old people has been recently es­
tablished a t Webster Groves by the 
Colored National Home Association, 
a branch of which was organised in 
St. Louis in 1887. The Association 
which has a number of branches scat , 
tered throughout the country, is non-
sectarian and i ts purposes are purely 
benevolent. 

The home a t Webster Groves con­
sists of a three acre lot , beautifully 
si tuated on Blsmark avenue, and a 
comfortable six-room house, moder­
ately, but neatly furnished. The s i te 
was purchased on the second of March 
for $2,000 and has been in active use 
ever since under the management of 
the matron, Mrs. Susan McElroy. 
There are six inmates a t present in 
the Institution all of whom are over 
sixty years of age. Old Aunt PoUjr 
Clark, one of the first t o receive t h e 
benefits of the institution, died Sun­
day morning and w a s given a res­
pectable burial by the managers of 
the home. Plans are being consider­
ed for the erection of $5,000 domitory 
building in the near future. The mem­
bers of the board are Rev. Wm. Smith, 
President ; M. Wade, Treasurer and 
Financial Agent ; Geo. McDonald, 
Chairman of the Executive Board, and 
I. R. Kellogg, Supervisor. •«

adding-machine, and in his frenzy 
figured on the flaps of sixteen white 
shirts with Indelible ink, and then 
laid the matter before his joss, and, 
because the latter would not work i t 
out whipped nim all the following 
forenoon, and then, in desperation, 
renounced Christianity as a snare and 
returned to paganism. 

The pu zle permeated every nook 
and corner of the village. Two popu­
lar members of the Y. M. C. A. 
slapped each other 's faces over i t 
Colonel Hooks pulled the nose of a 
tourist to whom he was trying to sell 
land, and all the boys in town fought 
over i t 

One John P. SmiA attacked the 
wife of his bosom with ferocity and a 
scythe and knocked her into the well. 
where she speedily drowned. A mob 
chased Mr. Smith thirteen geographic 
miles and gave him five minutes in 
which to show cause why he should 
not be lynched, whereupon he de­
clared that the demise of Mrs. Smith

This announcement resulted in a 
prolonged and earnest debate upon 
the par t of the str ing band which 
continued until the sheriff and posse 
rescued Mr. Smith and bore him to 
town.

Several citizens went to 
the assistance of the Judge, and three 
men whom he had fined for selling 
whisky jumped in to help the foreman. 
Several prohibitionists forgot* every­
thing else and rushed in to do batt le 
with the rum fiends. 
H A gab) had sprung up, and, before 
the fire had been got under control 
the major portion of the business par t 
of the village was in ashes. This 
threw many men out of employment 
and they moved away soon after. 
Others, seeing there would be no boom 
for many moons, depar ted Several 
capitalists, who had been about to 
make investments, immediately folded 
their tents. The grand jury found 
true bills against many of the partici­
pants in the great fight and they all 
fled like the wind. Nobody would 
buy property, and the real-estate 
agents left 

The number of the voters was so 
reduced that a rival town secured the 
county-seat and with it went every­
body who could get away. The news­
papers both went Many of the 
buildings were loaded on trucks and 
hauled off to the new county-seat 
And finally a cyclone razed all the r e ­
maining buildings and put an end to 
the village for good and all. 

And all this was the work of the 
relationship puzzle.—New York 
World.

Another of the Series Letters from One 

Southerner to Another. 

My dear H a r ry :—I am glad, t ho not 
a t a l l HurprUted t h a t you took my 
le t t e r so good-naturedly. I expected 
nothing less or other . You are an 
American, you are a gentleman, you 
are a Christian ; you a re besides an 
* awful good fellow'"—and t h a t doe* 
mean so much. 

Did I ever tell you how I w a s once 
reported in New York ? If I haven t 
I'll do so now ; It seems t o come iu 
just here. I had preached a sermon 
on t h a t good old t e x t which says 
t h a t the " Gospel of Christ is the 
power of God un to sa lva t ion ," in the 
course of which I took occasion t o 
say t h a t the Gospel Is, first, " a civil­
izing " rower. I t reaches down t o the 
lowest depths of barbarism and tak­
ing the savage by t h e hand lefts him 
up into citizenship. In tbe lirst place, 
i t is " a refining " power. I t takes 
the citizen and makes him a gentle­
man. In the thi rd place—and this iu 
the climax—" it t akes a gentleman 
and makes him a Christian." -But 
the reporter , who had probably been 
a t tending a game of football between 
Yale and Princeton, and had been 
bet t ing on the Princetons, g o t the 
" points " somewhat mixed. Accord­
ing to th is repor t , I said t h a t the 
Gospel of Christ is able, " first t o 
make a citizen a savage ; second t o 
make a christ ian of the citizen ; and 
third, t o make a gentleman of the 
Christian." I w a s vexed no l i t t le a t 
the time, but I have wondered since 
whether the fellow w a s not more 
t han half r ight . So many people 
are citizens and "Christians," and so 
few are gentlemen. 

One thing I like about our South­
ern men is t h a t they are gentlemen : 
and a man can ' t very well be a 
gentleman wi thout being a t bot tom a 
Christian. So I said t o myself: 
" H a r r y cannot very well lind fault 
wi th w h a t I have said, tfor the simple 
reason t h a t I have said nothing 
which an American Christian gentle­
man ought not t o have said." T h a t 
" eternal ought ," Har ry , binds you 
to me, and all who own his name even 
more closely t h a n juvenile vows or 
parochial prejudices. I t is the indis­
soluble link agains t which licit her the 
caustic and incidious dropping of 
sectional prejudice, nor yet t he cold 
chisel of internecine strife, can pre­
vail. To him, in .whose hand a mil* 
lion words are held, Mason and Dix­
on's Line is invisible. I t is t o o small 
for Him t o see. The universal father­
hood of God, the universal brother­
hood of man are t he t w o foundation 
walls on which I base my belief. So 
do you. So does every man whose 
religion is not a relic, and whose 
patr iot ism is not a pretense. 

And ye t you say—and here I am 
surprised—that you fail t o see why 
I object t o your addressing only the 
Anglo-Saxon p a r t of your audience. 
" You didn't suppose," you go on t o 
say, " t h a t I was ta lking t o Negroes, 
did you ? Understand t h a t this , or 
a t ledst the Southern p a r t of it, is 
a white man's country, and we intend 
to keep it so. The Negro is a menace 
to our civilization, a fly in our oint­
ment, a n unturned brick which it 
has been a t t empted t o th rus t into 
our marble wall , a burglary upon 
our ballot-box. No self-respect ing 
Southern man who has the interest of 
his section a t hea r t can do otherwise 
t han ignore him. Had he sense enough 
to see on which side his bread is but­
tered, a n d t o know who his real 
friends are , and vote accordingly, 
we might be disposed t o countenance 
him and even show him Bome favor. 
As 4t iB our duty is first, las t and 
a lways t o ignore him." 

Right here I am forced t o t ake issue 
wi th you. You say t h a t this is a 
white man's country. I w a n t t o 
know why. Why is it a white man's 
country any more t han it is a Jew's 
man's ? I suppose t h a t if the Jew's 
country, or a German's or an Irish-
were, in the majority of this country, 
they would claim it as a Jew ' s 
country ; but would their claim be 
just? I suppose t h a t if the Irish were 
in the majority, they would claim 
It as an Irish—and Roman Ca tho l i c -
country ; but should we allow their 
claim wi thout a tuss le? And so with 
the Germans, I tal ians, Welsh, Hun­
gar ians , Scandinavians, Chinese, In­
dians, and w h a t not. I suppose t h a t 
if all these people were to see fit, 
t o unite wi th the Negro against the 
decendants of the original sett lers 
of this country—the Pur i t ans of Ply­
mouth Rock, and the Cavaliers of 
Jamestown—the l a t t e r would find 
themselves in the minority. 

No, it is not a white man's country, 
nor ye t an Anglo-Saxon's. It is God's 
country and t h a t of his people. I t 
is his world 's City of Refuge, t o which 
men of all colors, races and conditions, 
flee, and in which they find a shelter 
and a home. The motives which led 
the first men who came here t o come, 
the principles which they enunciated 
when they got here, the emphatic 
re-enunciation of those principles 
from time t o t ime by p a r t , and their 
final acceptance by all, of the people, 
all unite in denying t h a t th is is dis­
tinctively the country of a n y nation, 
race or creed. Twice has this declar­
ation of w h a t we know as American 
principles been sealed wi th a g r ea t 
red eeal—the life blood of brave men. 
surely t w o seals a re enough. 

Nor does the Southern p a r t of it 
differ one wi t in th i s respect from 
the Northern, Eastern or Western 
p a r t of i t . I t , t oo , is a p a r t of the 
Great Republic, not simply a sister 
republic united by rai l road iron and 
commercial reciprocity. The constitu­
tion and laws which apply t o Mas­
sachusetts and Minneasot a apply with 
equal force t o South Carolina and 
and Mississippi. The Federal Gov­
ernment is not a fiction, nor is it 
a th ing of shreds and patches which 
inverts an arm here and a foot there, 
bu t is inadequate to tbe nakedness of 
the whole body politic. Hence I 
must th ink t h a t you spoke unadvis­
edly when you said t h a t " this, or 
a t least the Southern p a r t of it , 
is a whi te man's country and we 
intend t o keep it so . " Surely you 
do no t mean by th i s t h a t you intend 
to Ignore nat ional principles, nullify 
nat ional legislation, or resist na t iona l ! 
au thor i ty . We tr ied t h a t once t o j 
entire satisfaction, I think. And y e t ! 
your words mean precisely this , if 
they mean anything. A man of your j 
intelligence, cannot for one moment j 
believe t h a t the United S t a t e s will 

. ever be induced t o resort t o class I 

| legislation in order t o conciliate a 
recalci trant section containing less 
than one-third of the whole popula-

( t ion ; especially when t h a t legislation 
would apply against nearly one-half 
the populat ion of the section. How 
then are you going t o " keep it so " ? 
By fraud, violence and political chi­
canery ? A week or so since I stood 
before the Bapt is t Congress, a t New 
Haven, Conn., wi th a dilemma like 
this* "Roftnember.t' I said, " t h a t 
this . " Remember," I said, " t h a t 
will be publish in next week's issue, 
these black people const i tute 
over one-third of your numerical 
s t rength. If you ignore them, 
do not go about boasting, 
any more t h a t you are the second, 
if not the first of the g rea t P ro tes tan t 
denominations; for without those one 
million and three hundred thousand 
black people you fall back into the 
second rank. I t 1B the black man who 
keeps you up . " And so I say t o you, 
Can you afford t o do wi thou t the na­
tional representation which you owe 
t o these people? 

God knows they get l i t t le enough 
benefit from it. In the city in which 
I live nearly one-sixth of the whole 
population is colored. In the la te 
election one colored man was sent, 
much to every one's surprise, to the 
city council. No Congressman, no 
member of either branch of the S ta te 
Legislature, no anything but one 
member of the city council; al though 
the colored population of the city is 
(seventy thousand, and the colored 
vote of the S t a t e is a little more 
than one iu five. But w h a t is th is 
compared with South Carolina, Miss­
issippi and Louisiana wi th their con­
ceded Negro majorities? 

Here are anywhere from seven t o 
ten million black people. Mr. Porter , 
Superintendent of the United States 
Census, has promised me the exact 
figures, but not in time for this let­
ter. Personally, I am Inclined to 
the higher figures. I will tell you 
Why. The Negroes, as a m a t t e r of 
course, consti tute our pauper class, 
our pe t ty criminal class, and our fu­
gitive class. I t Is hard to get the sta­
tistics of such people. They are horn 
and die, in a majority of cases, with­
out a doctor; and when the census 
taker calls they mistake him for a 
creditor or the constable, and so re­
fuse t o acknowledge their residence. 
I have before me the birth and death 
stat is t ics for a week of our city. 
Four hundred and thirty-seven births 
are reported, all but twenty-nine be­
ing white children. Why only twenty-
nine colored, Instead of seventy, as 
the ra t io of population would de-
mand? Simply because the majority of 
these colored children came into the 
world wi thout a physician in a t ten-
dance. I do not think there is any 
question of the colored population 
of the United S ta tes now amounting 
to ten millions. 

But split the difference, if you like. 
Here are eight and a half millions 
of colored people. They are docile, in­
dustrious and productive. They raise 
about all the sugar-cane and rice, a 
good deal more than half the cot ton 
(about five million bales this year, or 
nearly a bale t o every colored man, 
woman and "cliild in the South), be­
sides being engaged in a diversity of 
other industries which could not very 
well get along wi thout them. They 
work for low wages, never "go on a 
str ike," have mastered the lesson of 
"low living," if not yet of "high think­
ing," and "have manners enough" to 
lift their ha t s t o every white man 
and woman they meet. Oh, how I 
wish—let me interject just here—that 
some of them would come North and 
s t a r t schools of politeness for the 
white hoodlums who, under pretense 
of being wai ters Bing "Annie Roonie" 
and "Down went McGlnty," a t the 
back of my chair while I vainly t r y 
to swallow my baked beans and but­
ter cakes. 

Here, I say, are these eight and a 
half millions of quiet, low-toned, in­
dustrious citizens. If this is only a 
white man's country, w h a t are you 
going t o do with them? You can' t 
exterminate them, because they are 
not of the exterminable kind. I t is 
not "Lo, the poor Indian" t h a t 
you are dealing with now, but a 
brawny, fat laughing fellow, who will 
let you exterminate him all day and 
then look up in your face and grin as 
lie ejaculates: "What ' s yo* tloin' of, 
boss? Can't yo' leabe dis chile alone i 
while he take his nap?" The South- j 
ern Negro is in one respect a good ' 
deal like a Georgia hog. They say 
t ha t the Georgia hog will allow the I 
rat t lesnakes to bite him as often as 
it wants to , and a t last kill the snake. 
Why? He turns and takes its venom 
in the fat. The Southern Negro is a 
fat fellow, and a fat fellow is so 
hard to kill, especially when there are 
eight and a half millions of him. f 

You can't export him, because yon ] 
have no place to export him to . Such , 
nonsense has been talked, but come 
to face the question, where has the 
United States , outside of her own 
continental borders, a square inch 
of te r r i tory ? "Africa?" Do we own 
Africa? If we do, it is a wonder t h a t 
the newspaper men haven' t got hold 
of the information. England, Spain, 
Germany, I ta ly, and other nations 
have their fingers upon portions of 
the "Dark Continent," but the Unit­

ed S ta tes owns not one square inch. 
You cannot deport him. because he 

does not w a n t to go. This is not 
Russia, nor are these people criminals. 
To be sure, Mr. Butler, some time 
afro, introduced a petit ion into the 
United S ta tes Senate, asking for de­
por ta t ion and signed by seven—I think 
—householders. But who does not 
know t h a t any respectable man can 
go out anywhere, and in half an hour 
get t h a t many signatures to a peti­
tion for anything. When lecturing 
in Pawtucket , B. I., recently, I in­
stanced this, and said: "Why, s t ranger 
as I am. I could go out on these 
streets and in half an hour fret t h a t 
many signatures t o a peti t ion to 
hang your esteemed pastor , Dr. Bul-
len." A voice from the audience re­
sponded, "Certainly you could." 

You cannot deport him. for the reas­
on t h a t the South cannot do wi thou t 
him. You might as well cut olf a mans 
hands and feet and expect him t o earn 
a Irving, as t ake the Negro from the 
South and expect tbe South to sur­
vive. You might as well take the 
bottom out of a ship on the high 
*»aH and expect the ship t o float, 
M t ake the Negro from the South and 
expect the South t o exist.

have made a complete exposition of 
my mind and soul musings in your 
recent editorial, wi th respect to the 
rightfully looked for and still ' anti­
cipated special message from the 
president of the United S ta tes to 
Congress, concerning the appalling 
condition of our pat ient end savagely 
t r ea ted race, I can not refrain from 
giving an expression of my aquiecs-
cenec t o your thoughtful und pointed 
editorial. Especially when our right­
ful expectation is based upon the su­
preme l a w of the Republic. Section 
III article II of t h e consti tution of 
the United S ta t e s says, as we well 
know in no uncertain words : t ha t 
'• He (President) shall, from t ime to 
time, give t o the Congress iniormatiou 
of the s t a t e 'of t h e Union, and recom­
mend t o their consideration Buch 
measures a l he shall judge necessary 
and expedient." " He (President) 
shall take care t h a t the laws be 
faithfully executed." 

Also we know t h a t t he President 
may a t any time .send to Congress 
a special message directing a t ten t ion 
to ma t t e r s requiring immediate at­
tention. Now, when we seriously con­
sider and weigh the expressions just 
recited, I t ru ly think we have a 
good foundation upon which t o build 
our expectation wi th respect to the 
looked for special message from the 
President of Congress, sett ing forth 
in a t rue light the condition of our 
oppressed race ; yes, i l l treated ; out­
raged ; lynched; shot literally t o 
pieces and made a torch-light oi bar­
barian curiosity for lawlessness and 
excited prejudice. Now the question 
comes to me, does t h e President 
"judge" the present lamentable con­
dition of the citizens of the United 
S ta tes belonging to the Afro-American 
to be a_mat t e r ^either of "necessity" 
or "expedient" consideration ! 

Having in mind the manly and 
statesmanlike ability and executive 
sagacity, t h a t President Harrison has 
indicated on more occasions t h a n one, 
since he has been our chief executive, 
and especially the historical Chilian 
affair. I think if he iwould only come 
to the very needful conclusion t h a t 
the unjust condition of our race is 
deplorable and politically defenceless 
in several p a r t s of this country, we 
might ant icipate a manly document 
from him to Congress upon the subject. 

Even if he did no more t han em­
phasize wha t he said in his first mes­
sage to Congress, March 4th, 1889, 
t h a t would be more of an encourage­
ment t o the oppressed t h a n the tiow 
complete official silence on the sub­
ject. However, I think President 
Harrison is conscientious in no small 
degree, a n d I believe if the President 
had one half the encouragement to 
take under immediate consideration 
the Afro-American case as he had 
concerning the Chilian controversy, 
advocated by the lovers of the United 
S ta tes of America and her sons a t 
home (?) and abroad and advocates 
regardless of pa r ty lines as well, I 
believe he would do more than he is 
doing. I do not confine my self t o 
the Democratic pa r ty as t o the en­
couragement at tended to , bu t I take 
in the Republican p a r t y , the pa r ty 
to which I belong, as well. For 
the Republican p a r t y has not kept 
all . or nearly all, of its promises.

The conduct of Prof. Jack, 
son was a mat te r of common repor t 
a t Xenia and surrounding cities. I t 
has been no secret e i ther , t o the 
faculty a t Wilbertorce or of i ts board 
p roper ty and in view of th is , the 
of trustees. In fact It was eommpn 
proper ty , and in view of the 
finding of the committee as t o the 
finidng of the committee as t o the 
Information upon which Plu tarch 
based his article is decidedly absurd 
a n d a g r e a t injustice is done t o 
a Christian gentleman, and the most 
celebrated Afro-American professor of 
Lat in and Greek in the country. 

The removal of Professor W. S. 
Scarborough reflects not only on the 
-wisdom of the trustees, bu t substan* 
t l a t e s other information in possession 
of the Plaindealer bearing upon p a s t 
meetings of t h a t body. There a re 
facts connected with the management 
of the Institution, as t o the shielding 
of Questionable acts , t h a t will not 
bear the l ight of investigation, t h a t 
seriously effect the grea t good t h a t 
Wilbertorce could do, and pity i t is 
t h a t it has become a prey to cliques, 
ben t upon ruining Wilbertorce on tV.elr 
o w n plan. This removal of Professor 
If . S. Scarborough wi thout Just 
cause is one of their ruinous policies. 
When the Plaindealer gets in posses­
sion of the full facts relating t o this 
meeting, as it will, other facts bear­
ing upon this piece of folly may be 
be given to the public by i t or its 
correspondent "Plutarch."

deficiencies of the plans in the p l a t 
form on this and Southern outrages. 
The Afro-American is going to be one 
of the factors in this campaign and 
he is more strongly interested in the 
equali ty of t h e citiien t h a n on ques­
t ions of tariff and finance. There is 
n o use to deny t he fact t h a t there 
is dissatisfaction among Afro-Ameri­
cans, and the cause of such dissatis­
faction is common property . The Na­
t iona l committee ought therefore t o 
t ake such measure as will appease 
t h i s element of the pa r ty , and cause 
i t once more t o unite in a solid 
p h a l a n x for the Republican p a r t y . 
•This fact is certain if the Afro-Amer-
lcan does not meet full Justice in this 
campaign, and if the pledges of the 
p a r t y , if successful, a re n o t kept, t o 
t h e equali ty of the cltisen, and the 
securing of free and honest election, 
h i s influence and support will go 
elsewhere in the future.

I t is one th ing to differ honestly 
in opinion with a man of organization 
bu t such a difference does not en-
li t t le one t o resort t o virulent abuse, 

or to take steps t o prevent the con­
summation of plans t h a t may be of 
help, t o our fellow man. 

The example set by the Afro-Amer­
icans of Danville, Ky., should be fol­
lowed by the race in all those s t a tes 
of the ' Union where class laws a re es­
tablished, and all merchants favor­
ing such laws, and who are not dis­
posed to help t o secure thei r repeal 
should be made t o feel thei r displeas­
ure, a t t he place t h a t hur t s them 
most, namely t he pocket. The boy­
co t t should be p u t vigorously in use 
and the Airo-Amerios should give 
his t r ade only t o his friends. The 
same thing ought t o be pu t in oper­
ation a t Detroit, Cincinnati, Chicago, 
and other c i t ies .and towns of the 
,'orth and no houses should 

secure their business pa t ronage ex­
cept those who show a disposition 
to patronise Afro-American enter­
prises or who are willing to give 
employment t o members of the race. 
A concerted action on its p a r t in this 
ma t t e r would result in g rea t good. 

The Supreme court of Michigan has 
decided t h a t the las t legislature had 
absolute au thor i ty under the consti­
tu t ion t o define the manner in which 
presidential electors shall be chosen. 
In so doing the court has limited 
the force of the constitution t o w h a t 
is expressly and strictly s ta ted by 
let ter . I t hoads w h a t the consti­
tu t ion says, t o be pr ima facie evi­
dence of w h a t i t means. The court 
does no t regard i t a s an instrument 
having consequential g rowth by 
means of continued popular acquis-
cence, but as a char te r fixed and un­
alterable both in le t ter and in spirit , 
save by certain slow and ponderous 
methods al together useless in cases 
of emergency. The eourt or a t least 
t h a t p a r t of i t which must surely 
look upon this interpretat ion as con­
ferring a dangerous par t i san priv­
ilege, feels itself bound t o assert t h a t 
the will of the s ta te has innowise been 
jeopardized because for years a l l 
s ta tes have acted uniformly in this 
mat ter . In the undivided opinion of 
the Supreme court of Michigan, the 
s ta te may choose its electors in 
whatsoever way the legislature then 
existing may devise. 

To a layman unfamiliar wi th the 
mazes of constitutional law this con­
struction seems unwisely narrow. Es­
pecially so when the whole trend of 
affairs indicates a popular demand 
for National uniformity in all things 
directly involving the National r ights 
of the people. 

At an early da te however the Unit­
ed Sta tes Supreme court will be given 
an opportuni ty t o affirm or deny. 
The recent decisions of the court on 
the original package, reciprocity and 
other like questions has Indicated a 
much broader conception of the con­
sti tution. I t s opinion will be awai t ­
ed wi th interest. 

The AfrcAmerican Is not asleep 
though he naps occasionally. The 
bourbons of Memphis, smart ing mder 
the sauu- strictures of the Free Speech 
regarding lawlessness drove its edi. 
tors from their homes by cowardly 
th rea t s , but the New York Age which 
is yet more caustic will take i ts place. 
Southern legislatures have been busy 
passing Jim crow car laws, but the 
Afro.American have met them in the 
courts and defeated them. He Is 
cheated and mobbed, but he still 
thrives and accumulates property. He 
can ' t be frozen out or mobbed out. 

Judge Tourgee has a t last placed 
his plan of organization in shape and 
week before last the Plaindealer gave 
it in full. I t seems entirely practical 
and should meet with the hear ty 
approval of every Afro.American. As 
a t present outlined the most effective 
work could be done by the Afro.Ameii 
lean church, which is already organ. 
Ized. Our churches are not doing their 
full duty not even w h a t they might, 
in the direction of making useful cit. 
izens of their members I t s entire 
aim is t o make men good not t o make 
them useful. White churches cannot 
be criticised for lack of Interest in 
human rights when we, the most in. 
terested pa r ty , are not doing all we 
can to help ourselves. The ordinary 
Afro.American church is open almost 
every evening, either t o "lass meeting 
or concert. The very logic of our sit . 
uat ion declares t h a t one of these 
evenings should be given to awaken 
interest In public mat te rs and to in. 
struct the people in the same. Such 
a course would be of immeasurable 
benefit t o both congregation and *om. 
munity. We as a people and the 
churches among us can aever a t t a in 
their best position for good until every 
man of intelligence Is awakened t o the 
issues of the day t h a t effect aim In his 
business, his heme life and »ven his 
church relations What pastor is far 
sighted enough t o put such a plan 

The Conservator lends its columns 
to a severe a t t ack on Rev. J . T. Jen . 
nlfer by a Mr. Theo. Jones. Mr. Tones 
doesn't s t a te specifically wherein Dr. 
Jennlfei has erred, but proceeds t o 
rake him, fore and aft, because he 
preaches on topics of public interest 
t h a t are not str ict ly outlined on bible 
texts . The Plaindealer does not en. 
ter this discussion t o vindicate Dr. 
Jennifer, his long life of lsefulness 
does t h a t effectually, neither does i t 
believe in nar row captious criticism. 
Rut it does hold t h a t the province 
of the pulpit is no t bounded by t h t 
ten commandments or the sermon on 
the mount.

practicability. Public morals get t o a 
low ebb, but the pulpit must be silent 
because it isn't popular ro a t t ack cor. 
ruptlon. If Dr. Jennifer has at tacked 
any of these evils no mat te r how be 
has styled them iie is doing his duty 
to hit congregation and his God, no 
m a t t e r how virulent men may cry out 
"Let us alone we know thee who thou 
a r t . " 

Democratic ora tors will soon be go. 
ing about the country rant ing about 
w h a t they expect t o do for the peo. 
pie. and the benefits t h a t will follow 
the policies they expect t o car ry out. 
There is nothing t o date t h a t the 
Democratic pa r ty can boast of hav.

Does not th is third nomination of 
Grover Cleveland look like Caesarism 
in the Democratic pa r ty ? 

The Afro-American Democrats who 
met in the so-called National con­
vention Tuesday and requested the 
Democratic pa r ty t o be more explicit 
on the equality of citizenship have 
received a slap in, the face. The con­
vention pu t s itself on record as op­
posed to all effort t o secure free elec­
tions, enunciates the doctrine of 
States-rights and declares t h a t all ef­
forts t o secure citizens' r ights by the 
Federal government would only make 
it worse for the Afro-American 
of the Bouth. The platform 
of the Democratic p a r t y ex­

Take It for granted t h a t the Re­
publican, pa r ty has not kept Its prom-
ires to the Afro-Americans, and t h a t 
among i ts ranks have grown up a new 
set of leaders like Wolseott and others 
who have proven recreant t o the 
pledges and principles of the par ty , 
wha t is there in the career of the 
Democratic pa r ty , either in the pas t 
or present t h a t would presage a full­
er measure of Justice t o the Afro-
American? Is not the Democratic 
pa r ty in control 'of the South, and in

COLORED DEMOCRATS. 

Self-Appointed Delegates Emphasize 
their Short-sightedness. 

Chicago, June 21.—A meeting was 
heald a t the Democratic headquarters 
to-day by colored Democrats from all 
pa r t s of t he country under the aus­
pices of the Negro national Demo­
cratic committee. Many of those 
present claimed t o be Republicans, 
but said t h a t the t r e a t m e n t of the 
colored race by President Harrison 
did not meet their views of justice 
They said they desired henceforth t o 
enter the Democratic fold. W. J . 
Scott , of Illinois, was made chairman. 
Among the prominent colored men 
present were Dr. J . E. W. Thompson, 
Minister of Hay t i under President 
Cleveland ; C. H. J . Taylor, ex-Minister 
t o Liberia ; Henry F . Downing, ex-
Minister t o St . Paul de Leona ; S. L. 
M. F . Alexander Easton, president of 
the Negro Democratic Club of Mis­
souri ; James M. Venner, of Missouri; 
Hon. J . Milton Turner, of Missouri; 
F . C. Lawson, colored representative 
of Tammany. H a l l ; G. W. Lamer and 
J. Allen Ross, Kentucky ; Hon. W. G. 
Scot t , of Illinois ; W. H. Johnson, of 
New York ; Senator James A. Ross, 
of Iowa ; Hon. R. A. Jones, of Ohio ; 
G. H. Samuels, of Chicago ; Secretary 
of the Afro-American Democratic Club 
of Illinois; J . W. Brown, president 
of the club ; W. A. Williams and G. 
Hammons, Springfield. About fifty 
others were in at tendance. 

Before permanent organisation was 
effected addresses on the tariff and 
President Harrison's alleged ill-treat­
ment of the colored people were made 
by Messrs Johnson, Turner, Ross, and 
Taylor. Mr. Johnson, in par t , spoke 
as follows : 

We are here to-day because the Re­
publican p a r t y has outlived i ts use­
fulness, a t least so far as i t relates 
to the Negro and It is our duty 
t o cast about for a safer and more 
sure anchorage. We believe Grover 
Cleveland, when president of the 
United S ta t e s gave the best assurance 
possible t h a t under Democratic rule 
the Afro-Americans' best interests, his 
liberty and happiness, were fully con­
served. I know by experience and 
personal observation t h a t the civil, 
public and political r ights of my race 
were never better conserved by any 
executive than they were by Senator 
David B. Hill, 'when he w a s Governor 
of the g r e a t ' S t a t e of New York. The 
political par t ies of the day are not 
.iie parties of the las t decade. Their 
names are the same, but new men re­
present them both. T h e grea t Demo­
cratic p a r t y has gained wisdom by 
experience. I t deals with grea t na­
tional Questions on fundamental prin­
ciples. I t is forgetting the pas t un 
pleasantness ; is living and flourishing 
in a grand and real present. I t s pol­
icy of good government embraces all 
people, white and black, rich and poor, 
North and South. The Republican 
pa r ty of to-day, which we tu rn away 
from in sorrow, stands as a sectional 
par ty , as a political necessity. I t 
is dictatorial , overbearing, autocrat ic . 

The roll of delegates showed seven­
teen Sta tes represented. At the 

evening session a permanent organ­
ization was formed as follows : Presi­
dent, S. L. Marsh, of Iowa, delegate-
at-large t o t h e national Democratic 
convention . first Vice-President, A. E. 
Manning, of Indiana ; second Vice-Pres­
ident, Prof. M. F . Alex Easton, of St . 
Louis. 

The platform adopted expressed the 
belief t h a t the best interests of all 
the people would be best subserved 
by the ascendancy of the Democratic 
par ty , and concluded as follows : 

Resolved, t h a t a national Afro-
American Democratic committee be 
and is hereby created, t o consist of 
five members from each Sta te , and 
one from each ter r i tory t o serve four 
years or until the first day of the na­
tional Democratic convention, whose 
duty it shall be t o maintain and dis­
seminate Democratic principles and 
invigorate and prosecute an nggres 
slve campaign for the success of the 
Democratic nominees for President and 
Vice-President, keeping always in mind 
the best interests of the Afro-Ameri­
can citizens and the general prosperity 
of the country a t large. 

A second session will be held to­
morrow morning a t nine o'clock. 

TO TEAT BOUBHE. 
Hon. John M. Freeman, of Charles­

ton, S. C , a prominent pol i t ic ian, 
died recently. . At the time of his 
death he was chief Deputy Revenue 
Collector a t t h a t city. 

Mr. Frank Johnson, of Baltimore, 
died during the l a t t e r pa r t of May, 
Mr. Johnson was a fairly successful 
commission merchant. 

Richard A. Brown, an aged Afro-
American and one of the most prom­
inent citizens of Boston, died recent­
ly. 

William T. Gilbert died a t his resi­
dence on third s treet , Monday, after 
an illness of t w o weeks, of pneumonia, 
aged 42. Mr^ Gilbert was a bright 
young colored man, and from 1877 t o 
1882 was a short-hand reporter on 
the Boston Globe. He worked for 
a while In General B. F . Butler 's of­
fice, and of la te years wi th Jerome F . 
Manning, who was interested in the 
Alabama cases before the Court of 
claims in Washington.

Regret this as we may, it Is a fact 
and a fact t h a t every Northern news­
paper is bound t o recognize in com­
mending to i ts lawless crime, and 
equally lawelss justice which disgrace 
and demoralize so large a part of 
this country. It is because we know, 
recognize, and understand this senti­
ment t h a t the Press steadily con­
demns lynching as a barbarous re­
venge which never suppresses the 
crimes against which it is directed 

Over a great area of South is far 
more thinly settled than any Northern 
Sta tes east of the Mississippi. Ia 
these desolate empty reaches of cane-
brake, pine-barren, or mountain, law 
is but slightly regarded. The white 
race is prone t o murder. The Negro 
is open to a yet graver charge, over 
broad regions white women live in 
perpetual panic, mitigated only by 
an occasional lynching and the habit­
ual revolver. There are small, ob­
scure sett lements scattered all over 
the South, now of one color and now 
of another, oftener white than black, 
known for leagues around as (enters 
of brawling, rapine, and murder A 
Memphis paper apologizing not long 
ago for a lynching near that city, 
said t h a t there was not a house along 
the road where the lynching occurred 
whose inmates had not been the vic­
tims of murder or murderous assault-

The lawlessness of the South is "« 
wide curse, affecting all classes. blicht-
ing all sections and apparent in all 
the S ta tes from the Potomac and 
Ohio t o the Gulf. The favorite 
Southern remedy for this crime is 
lynch law for three-quarters si » 
century this ineffectual cure has bee" 
applied. I t has failed, utterly and 
completely. I t always will '»''• 
Lawless Justice never suppressed la*" 
less crime. The South needs settled 
law and ordered justice more than 
it needs new capital or material de­
velopment. Nothing will cure i'» 
crime but inexorable law. A stroll 
constabulary, fearless judges, upright 
juries, and busy hangmen are the cry­
ing w a n t of every Southern Stat'. 
Until these come, crime will not de­
pa r t . 

The South may easily go on for 
generations as it has, with mob la* 
as Its most frequent remedy for rrime. 
but as long as It does it is a merebar-
barous community, fit to rank «"itB 

Sicily, Albania, and other dark cor' 
ners of Europe. Granting all that 
Southerners and Southern papers *ay 

the criminal population of ' 
th , black and white, this fern* 

conkse of crime will never be weedeo 
of i ts crimnals by anything hut the 
steady, even hand of law worKins 
without passion.

The COURTS. 
The t rus t created under the will 

of John D. Lewis, for the benefit of 
his race and disputed by the two 
children of first wife, was sustained 
on Monday by Judge Hanna, of the 
Orphan's Court, Philadelphia, in an 
opinion filed before the full Bench.

In Defense of Jennifer. 
To The Plalndealer :—Everybody is 

talking about Theodore Jones ' letter 
in the Conservator. Because it is 
likely t o be misunderstood and there­
by wrongfully injure a good man. 
I wish t o ant icipate this circulation 
by making some corrections. I t will 
be referred t o by other papers and 
thus secure a wide reach. I feel sure 
t h a t the extensive circulation of the 
Plalndealer among all the leading 
churchmen of the country, will enable 
this explanation t o fully conteract 
the errors made by Mr. Jones. 

Theodore Jones, having been ex­
pelled from the trusteeship of Dr. Jen­
nifer, is not qualified t o take a charit­
able or even a just view of Dr. Jen­
nifer's conduct. I feel all the more 
persuaded of this fact when I recall 
Jones frequent and spiteful a t t acks 
upon his former pastor . Jones is 
known t o be a very vindicative man, 
and in this case, having grave cause 
t o feel agrieved, we need not expect 
him t o be fair. 

In introducing the , villain Sheer -
wood and making his subsequent ras­
cality possible, Dr. Jennifer was cer­
tainly involved in a bad piece 
of business. But those who know 
him will not believe t h a t he had a 
knowledge of Sheerwood's character. 
The villian had several times been 
highly puffed by wri t ing in the ChriS-
credulous parson. There are no 
grounds for holding Dr. Jennifer guil­
t y of wrong when he sent for Sheer-
wood. In defending him afterwards, 
the doctor was the victim of a mis­
guided sympathy. This unwillingness 
t o denounce evil doers and expose 
evil is a common sin among A. M. E. 
ministers. In being forced t o toler­
a t e a certain local preacher, the good 
parson no doubt long since concluded 
t h a t it wonld not be best t o act 
rashly. 

Dr. Jennifer, like most of t he min­
isters of the church, is grea t ly de­
ficient in moral courage. He belong­
ed t o the general conference which 
came, near permit t ing a reputed 
drunkard t o be elected t o the bishop­
ric. Jones cannot, even pushed on 
by spite, deal t oo severe blows a t 
th is -lamentable weakness, but when 
he implies t h a t Dr. Jennifer is Immoral 

or comparatively ignorant, he widely 
mistakes. 

Tha t the good doctor lacks prac­
tical business sense, no one acquaint­
ed with the affairs of his church can 
deny. Tha t he listened to bad ad­
visers when he dropped Jones from 
his board, none will dispute. Having 
lost Jones and J . Q. Grant from his 
trustee board, he had no reu* busi­
ness men left. 

The church may not be lost, but 
it will lose lots oi money in being 
saved. 
And finally. If Mr. Jones wan t s t o en 
te r a crusade against bad preachers, 
he can find much bet ter subjects t o 
begin with, and t h a t too right under 
his view.

From the Inter 'Ocean. 
The Republican p a r t y has held its 

convention; the President has been 
nominated t o succeed himself. These 
facts are a week old. The ques­
tion now is, w h a t course should the 
individual voter— who believes in lib.

equality of privilege and opportui. 
nil y—pursue with regard to the elect, 
of next November? 

It Is an especially serious question 
t o the members of the National Citi. 
sens' Ri^hte asociatioa. They con.

chise in half a dozen Sta tes of the 
North they are able, beyond all ques­
tion t o defeat the ticket pu t out 
a t Minneapolis.

Shaw. This action has lessoned the 
colored people. The day is not far 
dis tant when the s t a tue of Col. Shaw 
will face t he S t a t e House from the 
Common side of Beacon street.—The 
Courant. 

—Miss Grace Lucas, teacher of the 
North Indianapolis public schools, has 
brought suit for $2,000 damages 
against Edward E. Cooper and Peter 
Ferguson, alleging libel and defama­
tion of character . The action is r e ­
garded by Miss Lucas ' friends a s the 
proper thing t o do, and she will 
SO doubt, be completely vindicated.

I t is 
evident t h a t a popular majority of 
the Republican pa r ty is rn <ull sym­
pa thy with the principles and pur. 
poses of the National Citizens' Rights 
association, and i t seems to be equally 
appa ien t t h a t those anving control 
of the pa r ty mechanism do uot pro. 
post- t o give full effect to this oopu. 
lar deeire of the mass of its voters a t 
the present time 

Tbt contest is no doubt destined t o 
be an earnest and perhaps a prot rac t , 
ed one, and the question to be consi­
dered is whether the time has arrived 
to assert by ballotorial xction ihe 
power of this sentiment, and so con.

Again, the platform "denounces" 

outrages on citizens' of the Unite-d 
Sta tes perpetrated "for political reas­
ons.' It is quite silent as t o outrages 
committed on account of "race color 
or caste prejudice." Even as to others 
it suggests no hope of remedy. 

In determining the course he will 
pursue the honest voter, who esteems 
libertj above pretense and justice 
above spoils, must consider the real 
as well as the apparent quality of 
these- declarations. 

Attention will be given also to the 
fact t ha t not only the "suppressed 
vote" of the Southern Sta tes was 
made- effective in the nomination, but 
the clearly ascertained will of the 
Republican majority of some of those 
Sta tes was set aside wi th hardly the 
shadow of # a pretense of right to ef­
fect the result. 

This, is one of the most subtle 
danger* of the suppression of the Re. 
publican vote by violence and intimi­
dation a t the South. It not only lav, 
pairs the legal r ight of the voter but 
it tends directly t o impair confidence 
In the voluntary organization >f the 
Republican pa r ty itself. The Bystan­
der has often called at tent ion to the 
fact t h a t the wrong done the color, 
ed citizen of the South is by inevit­
able necessity bound t o recoil on the 
white citizen of the North. It >s a 
law just as universal as t h a t of ^ravi. 
t a t ion, whose operation cau only be 
avoided by earnest effort to do jus­
tice 

In like manner, the evil the Hepub. 
licau pa r ty has permitted to exist un. 
relieved and unremedied, because 
those of its ad? erents who were e-s. 
peelallj affected by it were colored 
citizens, has come now to curse with 
the sting of injustice, the white con. 
s t l tuendes of the pa r ty a t the North. 
This is a result which might nave 
easily been foreseen from the first. 
Southern Republicans are of two class, 
es, first, those who desire the vqual 
6eeuritj and equal r ights of every 
citizen, and second, a class of men 
who do not desire any Republican 
pa r t j a t the South beyond such a 
select few as may suffice to fill the 
Federal offices in those States . This 
office-holders' pool very natural ly de­
sire*, t o supress the Republican ma­
jority of those Sta tes for their own 
l>enefit and takes advantage of the 
Democratic suppression of the Repub. 
licai: vote to parade themselves as 
the Republican pa r ty of their States. 

I t is a fact very great ly t o l>e re. 
gret ted t h a t this l a t t e r class A Re. 
publicans- received an encouragement 
and support a t the hands of the con. 
ventior t h a i It wil lrequire many days 
to obliterate from the minds of the 
true Republicans of t h a t region.

I t is quite within the range of pos­
sibility t h a t the question of che Na.

cussiot. of the questions involved,-
from which the cause ot liberty can 
not but derive substantial advantage. 
Thit Presidential and Congressional 
candidates of the Republican p a r t y In 
t h a t event have t o supplement the 
weakness of the platform by more 
explicit and unmistakable utterances 
upon this subject, and w h a t could 
not be gained by persuasion, ' t Is 
quite possible may be secured by a 
well-grounded fear of permitting their 
chances for election t o stand upon 
an equivocal platform while their lips 
are dumb. So t h a t w h a t seems now 
like a check upon our hopes may yet 
prove a substantial victory. 

Indeed, The Bystander, thinks the 
spirit of the people, a s shown a t 
Minneapolis, and the concession made 
to 11 in the speeches and platform or. 
churches who more sincerely regard 
ganization like the National Citizens' 
Right* association, In i ts first clinch 
with indifference and greed In a 
p a r t y contest.

vention a t the North w a s any resolu. 
tlop upon the subject of suffrage or 
citizenship adopted and In nine of 
them, such resolution w a s either 
voted down or strangled In commit, 
tee!

A Waiters' Strike. 
Chicago, HI., June 20.—(Special.)— 

In order t o make things interesting 
for the visitors, the Waiters ' Union 
selected this t ime t o declare a strike, 
and nearly all res taurants , clubs and 
hotels are wi thou t wai te rs to-day. 
This includes the Oroquols and the 
Union League and Standard Clubs, 
which made preparat ion t o enter ta in 
on a grand scale. 

At the Sara toga , Rector's, the Chi­
cago and Boston Oyster-Houses and a 
number of lesser places the union men 
are out (to the number of 400. The 
management of t h e Great Northern 
and McCoy's have been given t ime 
to consider the proposition of the 
strikers. Tne Tacoma has surrender­
ed t o the men. The Boston p u t In 
a non-union force of seventy-five wa i t 
era on Saturday . 

A Reason for I t . 
The following from the Annlston 

Weekly Justice, of Anniston, Ala., gives 
some reasons for t h e numerous re­
ported cases of rape In the South, In 
which the convict system and the 
chain gang are prominent. 

We constantly see the same th ing 
over and over repeated. i 

In every paper t h a t comes t o us 
there a re some one or t w o accounts 
headed "another Negro lynched," etc. 

Let us reason t o g e t h e r a bit—let 
us use the application of a li t t le com­
mon sense. 

In the South, especially, there Is 
the practice of chainganging prison­
ers, each having a shor t chain wi th 
each end fastened t o either .leg, im­
mediately above t he ankle. These 
prisoners are p u t under task-masters, 

bused 

to the t r ea tmen t from thin master. 
the guard or overseer. He continue* 
from day t o day in this conditioa 
until a pain of conscience proceeding 
from a sense of guilt has lost its sensi-
tiveness, and t h a t which seem* to 
keep man above the level of the lower 
animal is completely killed and no­
thing left t o him but that vile awl 
vicious na ture . 

Now, since there are so many more 
Negro prisoners In the described cos 
dltlon, i t is not remarkable to (Oiulade 
t h a t there are more depraved nature^ 
persons of our own race. 

We have interviewed persons, both 
white and colored, who have served 
out there t ime in such imprixoament. 
and i t is even worse than axtonisbiig 
to hear how vile their nature n» 
grown. Their manhood, they *f-
have been taken from them : tbey «* 
deprived of al lremorse and consciew* 
they have been subjected to every con­
ceivable low practice while in tbe 
gang ; In short , they say no one csr» 
to meet them, no one cares for tbes 
and they t a r e for nobody. One ex­
pression we must quote, and that * 
"I don ' t care w h a t I do, Just w>» 
don' t do rfcght." Now, when a m»« 
lives t o such a degree he is a de*p*r 

a t e and dangerous character. 
Now, t o the Negro. There beW 

such a grea te r number.« oft he !<** 
onder to tted 

among us, we should not w< 
know of the difference of commr 
crimes He is set free again. He 
among the high, the middle and t 
low ; made worse by the treats*" 
In the gang than ever. The tre*' 
ment had the tendency to aupp«" 
his disposition t o wrong practice*-
and the acquired disposition cau*» 
him t o be blind as t o what is r*D. 
and t o w h a t Is wrong ; he care* 
more for one t han the other.
