Whether a p a r t of its population 
HIKHIM lK' freemen or remain slaves. 
Whether American markets should 
1*. protected for the benefit of Amer. 
Iran workers. These are the most 
weight; issues of our political his. 
t.rry. but e*ch ***i«l all of them 
•Jiv'ivel into insignificance in compari. 
•on with the questions which t o . 
ikiy for the first t ime clearly and 
explicitly asks of the American citi. 
•en.

Tl>." determination of these ques. 
t'.iuv are of more importance than 
Integrity of terr i tory, , the freedom 
of a pa r t of our population, or the 
opportunity of another p a r t td 
amass wealth because the touch 
the security, the liberty, the r ights 
of'all.

And if they do 
exen i<e such legally authorized r ight 
shall it be allowed t o have any 
effect? 

Shall the exercise of such r ight 
I*- regulated by law or by the 
will of a par ty , faction, or mob? 

If persons choose to prevent such 
qualified electors from meeting t o 
th>cuss political questions, from 
n tumating candidates for National 
offices, or from voting for candi. 
dates of their choice, shall they be 
punished for such acts or invited and 
encouraged t o repea t and continue 
them? 

If the duly qualified elector is 
allowed t o cas t his ballot wi th . 
out interference or apprehension shall 
it lv <>ounted as cast , u t t e r ly dis. 
regariled. or counted on the other 
siil.-? 

If the officere holding the elec. 
tiou see fit t o disregard t he will 
of th" voter, th row out his ballot 
entirely, or count i t lor another, 
should they be exposed and punish. 
ed or allowed t o conceal and re . 
Pent the ac t as often as there 
may he opportunity? 

If such things a r e no t punished 
In (ne S ta te ought they t o be pun. 
ished in another? 

If Df-mocrats are n o t punished for 
""ch acts committed against Be. 
publican* in the South ought Re. 
publican* t o be punished for like 
acts toward Democrats a t t he North? 

If it is fust and proper t h a t 
Congressmen should be elected by 
intimiilation and violence In Louisi. 
nna why not by t he same meant 
in niinoin? 

If it is a good thing t o choose 
Congressmen b ; false returns in Ala. 
hama, why not by the same means 
to New York?

A POPULAR CANDIDATE. 
Somethine of Joseph F. Hambitser, Oar 

Next State Treasurer. 
Joseph F . Hambitzer, Republican1 

candidate for S t a t e Treasurer, was-

born in Fon Du Lac, Wisconsin, Decern? 
ber 13th, 1856, whence he removed 
with his parents, when three years old, 
t o Grant County, Wisconsin. Both his 
parents were Germans. When three 
years old his mother died, and his fath­
er three years la ter married an Eng-
li,-h lady. At the age of 14, wi th $ 2 
in his pocket and a prospectus of the: 
History pf the French and Prussian 
War, young Hambitzer s ta r ted out 
t o make his way in t he world- Being 
too young to make a suceesful book-
agent, he purchased an alcohol lamp 
and a bundle of wire solder and de^ 
frayed his expenses by means of mendr 
ing tin ware among the farmers and 
residents of small villages* In the fall 
of 187G, while a t Milwaukee, he decidi 
ed t o go t o the Copper Mining District 
of the Upper Peninsula of Michigan. 

He concluded a bargain with the 
fireman on the steamer "Peerless" by 
which he earned his passage to Hough< 
ton by throwing wood t o the fireman. 
Arriving a t Houghton, alone and with* 
out friends or relatives, with his t in 
solder out-fit he earned enough money 
t o carry him t o Calumet where he met 
Thomas Wilcox, who was a brother 
of young Hambit-ser's step.mother, 
who secured him a job as a t r ammer 
In the Mine. After several months 
hard labor handling rock and copper 
by evening practice he became fam* 
illar wi th the use of the hammer and 
drill and la ter was given a contract 

with a partner and became a full 
fledged miner- While a t the mine he 
devoted his spare moments to study 
and later a t t tnd iug an examination 
secured a cirtificate which authorized 
him to teach. He secured one of the 
district shools in Franklin Township, 
w here he taught for one year ; after 
which he accepted the position of post 
ofiice clerk in Hancock and was in t w o 
years later promoted to the position 
of assistant post master- He remain­
ed in the Post Office nine years, during 
which time by his kind disposition and 
courteous manners he endeared him« 
self t o all classes, especially the miners 
and laborers whom he a lways made a 
special effort t o please and oblige. 
When Cleveland was elected Mr. Ham­
bitzer feeling t h a t his position was" 
anything but permanent, resigned and 
accepted a position in the law office 
of Chandler, Grant and Gray, of 
Houghton, of which firm Justice Clau­
dius B. Grant was then a member. 
Here he acted as stenographer, book* 
keeper and general ut i l i ty man, r e 
maining t w o years. When about rea ' 
dy for admission t o the bar he wad 
nominated for the office of Treasurer 
of Houghton County and elected by art 
overwhelming majority against Mat­
thew Vanorden, who defeated the Re* 
publican candidate in the previous! 
election. He was renominated by Ml 
pa r ty for the second term, and on in* 
formal ballot in the democratic con­
vention recelveJ a majority of tho 
votes and was endorsed. Before the 
end of his second term he was chosen 
Cashier of the Superior Savings Bank 
of Hancock, which position he now 
holds. At the Republican s ta te con* 
vent ion, in a contest wi th five oppon­
ents he was nominated amid grea t en­
thusiasm on the first ballot. His con­
test was so fatt"ly and honorably con­
ducted t h a t bfr won the admiration 
of even his opponents-

Mr. Hambitzer, a t the age of 22, 
married Miss Emma Nichols, a Han* 
cock girl, with whom he and t w o small 
daughters reside in Hancock-

Of him the Sault Ste Marie New* 
says : "Joseph F . Hambitser is a typ­
ical example of t h e young "S ta t e Su­
perior" self-made man, and there is 
not a German in t h e entire S ta t e of 
Michigan who will not think more" 
of the Republican ticket wi th his name 
on i t . "

A STRANGE SIGHT IN ALABAMA. 

A Free Ballot and a Fair Count Creates 
Enthusiasm in Birmingham.—How 

Will it End. 

Birmingham, Ala., Sept. 15.—Bir. 
mingham • was t rea ted to-day t o 
something new and highly sign if i. 
cant in Alabama politics—the sight 
of a convention, wholly white , 
cheering t o the echo the denuncia. 
tK»n of frauds against the ballot 
and demanding with one voice the 
suppression and punishment of the 
crimes against the suffrage by 
which the dominant pa r ty In th is 
S ta te has so long maintained itself 
in power- This spirit of determined 
tind angry protest against the elec. 
tjon methods of the Democratic man. 
agers was, indeed, the keynote of 
the gathering a t Lake View park 
Ito.day. Every speaker before the 
joint People's pa r ty and Jefferson. 
Ian convention found his audience 
in readiest and most explosive! 
sympathy when he turned from the« 
discussion of more dis tant and theo. 
retlcal issues t o the fraudulent prac . 
tices which l a s t month in the Gov. 
ernorship contest overcame the nc. 
tua l majority cast for Kolb and re. 
turned as elected his minority rival 
Jones- The climax was reached 
when Chairman Bowman, of the Jef. 
fersonian par ty , after a long and 

also chartered a summer hote l which 
overlooks the lake, and so are prac. 
t i c a l l ; sequestered in the quiet sub. 
orb of Birmingham, where no one 
can disturb their labors and consul. 
ta t toos. 

The convention pu t in the field Pre* 
sidential electors who are all unpledg? 
ed, but supposed to be hostile to Clevoj 
land, and if elected, t o cas t their baH 
lots for either President Harrison od 
General Weaver. 

As a rule Kolb men and men satis* 
factory to the Republicans were put' 
on the electoral ticket-

The Congressional ticket, on the othi 
er hand, was given over largely to the 
People's par ty . 

The platform adopted is commend) 
ably biiefc The first plank reads sim 
ply, "We demand a free vote and a 
fair count ." Others, almost as tert-e) 
demand grea te r cohsideration for t i n 
r ights /of the citizen-

After the business of the convention 
was over Captain Kolb entered intd 
an elaborate exposure of the elect iorf 
frauds by which' the Jones manager;* 
had counted him out in August. HJ 
had gathered enough evidence, he said; 
to show tha t he had obtained a . to ta l 
n*ajority in the S ta t e over Jones ol 
48,000, and t h a t of the white votd 
alone he had a ma jo: it y of 26.P00, 
Takihg up the black belt counties in 
tucn* he demonstrated tha t in Mont? 
g o ^ e r y County, where only 4,000 
votes were actually cast , he had ail 
actual majority of 1,500. The re tu rn ! 
gave Jones a major*,; of 6,200. H 
1-dwndes County he had. obtained 
about*2,000 majority by the sworn 
affidavits of voters and watchess. 
The o'fidal count, however, gave Jonei 
1,600 majority. This was converted 
into a majority for Jones of 6.100- la

bitter arraignment of the organized 
Democracy, and an exposure of 
some of the more flagrant miscounts 
in the recent. .State election, called 
on the convention to pledge itself 
t o prevent such frauds a t the polls 
In tlte future. 

"At the coming election for Presi. 
dent and Representatives in Con. 
gress," said Mr- Bowman, "we will 
have some safeguards against elec. 
tftm outrages- Under the law of 
tlte land we are entitled t o have 
United Sta tes supervisors appoint, 
exl, with as many deputies as may 
be needed, t o watch the polls and 
the count. Heretofore t oo many of 
these officers have been Negroes— 
.incapable, unintelligent and easily 
hoodwinked. I now ask all dele, 
gates here who are willing t o serve 
as United Sta tes election officers t o 
rise and be counted i n " At this 
tlie 500 or 600 s t a lwa r t and deter. 
mined looking delegates present 
rose in a body, amid g rea t cheering 
and shouting, and the speaker add. 
ed significantly: "I think now t h a t 
we will have a fair election in No. 
vember, or know the reason why ." 

The convention, being a joint one, 
held on an experimental plan and 
wi th no fixed r a t io of repreeenta. 
tlon between the t w o par t ies com. 
posing it. g o t t o work slowly and 
li t t le could be done to.day beyond 
effecting a preliminary organization. 
Committees on Credentials and on 
permanent organization were a p . 
pointed, but neither succeeded in 
finishing a report , so t h a t work 
of framing a platform and nominat. 
Ing electoral and Congressional tick, 
e ts was postponed until to.morrow. 
Most of the day was given over, 
therefore, t o political oratory, a 
minor share devoted to the issues 
raised in the campaign by. the third 
par ty , and the major share t o the 
common questions in which all pres. 
ent seemed t o feel an undivided and 
superlative interest—the overthrow of 
t he Democratic organization in the 
Sta te , wi th t he dishonest election 
methods by which i t has a lways 
maintained its power. The sessions 
of t h e convention a re held in a big 
frame Caaino, on the border of a 
l i t t le lake on the southern edge of 
the c*uy. The allied par t ies have 

the city of Selma, with only 7,200 pop' 
ulation, 2.G42 votes were recorded fo»' 
Jones, when less than 1,500 in all wero? 
actually cast . In Wilcox County, af 
ter wait ing ten days, the officialcoun:< 
made Jone's majority 4,300. Captaliv 
Kolb's testimony shows t h a t he carried 
t h a t county by over 1,000, and so ort 
through a dozen more counties. 

As the speaker made his s tatement* 
he called upon delegates present t o cor' 
roborate them, and from twenty to 
th i r ty poll-watchers gave their per^ 
sonal experiences wi th Jones' election* 
Ixxairjdis. Captain Kolb will JpublifM 
in pamphlet form the g rea t mass of 
testimony he has collected, covering 
even the returns from beats and pre* 
cincts, and spread the book all ovej 
the S ta te , so t h a t the frauds of bast 
August can be brought home to thei^ 
perpet ra tors and a repetition of then] 
in November averted if possible. 

The convention has made a striking 
impression in this ci ty by i ts twardays^ 
work. "The Birmingham Age-Hew 
aid," the morning Democratic news' 
paper here, admit* t h a t t he gather* 
ing, in numbers, earnestness and deter> 
minntion. was one of (the most notable! 
political conventions held in Alabama 
for many years. The delegates were 
all white men. farmers of character 
and respectabittty, who will give to 
the new movement a substantial foot' 
ing. Candid Democrats admit . that 
pary success has never been so graves 
ly threatened as now. and t h a t only 
the most energetic and desperate meat 
snres can prevent disasters in Novem* 
ber. 

Captain Kolb w a s highly delighted 
wi th the outcome of the convention. 
"We will carry t he S t a t e by 40,000,' 
he said. 

"But how about being counted out 
a g a i n ? " 

"Well, we will have the United 
S ta tes ' marshals and supervisors a t 
the polls next t ime, and fraud will be 
much more difficult and more dangeid 
one." 

United S ta tes District Attorney P a n 
sons, when asked w h a t he thought of 
the ticket 's chances, replied : " I t ha t 
the best kind of a chance. I do nof 
believe there are 2,000 Republicans in* 
the S t a t e who will n o t fall In line and 
support i t . "

MANY DELEGATES BADLY TREATED. 

The Beauties of a State Which is Over­

F o r t Worth, Texas, Sept. 15.— 
The Republican Sta te convention 
has been in session here for the 
pas t two days and a very lively 
session it was. They have no t put 
a S ta te t icket in the field because 
they felt it t o be t o the best in. 
t e res t of the p a r t y not t o do so. 
There was, a few members of the 
convention t h a t were In favor of 
a S ta t e ticket being put before 
the voters, but in view of the pres.-
ent political complication now exist, 
ing in this S ta t e i t really seemed 
an unwise thing t » do so. First , 
the Democratic p a r t y is divided, and 
has two tickets in the field, one 
by the regular machine, and one 
by the business men and those t h a t 
take more interest in developing the 
resources of the S ta t e than they 
do in keeping a corrupt pa r ty in 
power which is retarding the pro­
gress of the S ta te in every respect. 
Governor Hosrg heads the machine 
nomination and George Clark heads 
the business men's nomination- These 
are both Democrat*. One is in fav. 
tir of progress and the other is in 
favor of retrograding. Hogg rep. 
resents the rule and ruin idea 
which has already checked very 
great ly the progress of Texas, 
scared capital ou t of the S t a t e and 
turned back t h a t which had s t a r t , 
ed here, as well as made business 
men cautious and timid in enlarg. 
ing their business. George Ciark, 
ro his adherents claim, represents 
progress and business confidence and 
his administration will re.estab i-h 
confidence in all business concerns 
and Indue* capi ta l t o come t o thd 
S t a t e , and open, up new industries 
and give laboring men work. 

Mcrrii Wright Cuhey the colored 
leader of the Republicans in TexaJ 
«ad jMiUector of customs a t Galves. 
W understands- Texrfla politics ~thf 
well as a white Southern mob does 
a poor, unprotected and defenceless 
colored man who it wishes to "re. 
m o v e " He lias spent all of his 
life in the Line Star S ta te and 
"learned*1 something about politics, 
before he knew how t o drive a 
Texas steer. He has carefully con. 
side-red the situation in the S ta te . 
He sees four tickets in the field 
all bidding for the votes of the 
people. Two Democrats fisrhting 
each other and pleading for all 
the votes in the ranks of their par ty . 
The People's pa r ty which consists 
of all the fools, soreheads and cranks 
from all the parties running a man 
name Nugent, who is telling all the 
voters t ha t if Weaver is elected 
president all the farmers can borrow 
money from the government upon 
their farms t o raise their crops 
with and every S ta te will es tab.

cipal of the Knoxville, Tenn., High 
.School, is another distinguished son 
of Yale, who is tn\ honor to liit'Vnce-
Llke Prof. Bouchet, Principal Manning 
prepared a t the Hopkins Grammar 
School, graduat ing from there In June, 
1878, and entering Yale in thefoUowt 
Ing September term, graduat ing with 
high honors in the class of '82, In Mr.

One of the silliest scares ever raised 
during a campaign to delude the 
people is the present Democratic howl 
about the so-called "force bil l ."

A lit t le over a quar ter of a cen. 
t u r y ago a similar scene was en. 
acted in America. The most cruel 
and relentless w a r of modern times 
was being waged. Many of the 
boys In blue fell into hands of men 
more savage and cruel t h a n the 
tribe who captured Henry. They 
were consigned t o a living death 
in Andereonville and Llbby prisons, 
while their captors infested rags 
with yellow fever and small pox 
t o be sent North among their wives 
and children- Many of these brave 
fellows escaping from these hells 
found the only YarJeos whom they 
eould a lways t r u s t t o be black.

jury can no t be formed t h a t will 
deal ou t Just-ice as effectively as it 
will when conditions are reversed. 
Northern Democrats are tools of 
these men, and hand in hand unite t o 
oppose or advance any measure t h a t 
is for or against an Afro-American. 
This is the g r e a t reason why there 
are so few Democrats among Afro.

people. 

The Christian Herald of this city, 
which essays t o teach the religion 
of Jeeus Christ, pure and undefined has* 
had in i ts columns many things t h a t 
would not fit the golden rule. In 
these of hypocracy and can t there is 
no doubt t h a t t h a t the stuff palm, 
ed off as religion is popular if not 
right. Upon every page of • church 
history, when truthfully told, is 
the s tory of man's pollution of i t . 
In las t week's issue of the Herald is 
this remarkable article: 

If the correspondent of the Exam, 
taer is correct in his observations, 
a new menace threatens the South. 
Discoursing upon the recent Ala. 
bama elections, the wr i te r says: 

"To one who looked upon the scene 
simply a s a disinterested voter, and 
wi thou t being in the poli t ical whirl, 
there was a very sad featuref Jahd 
one t h a t has not been -unexpected 
for years . I allude t o the proml. 
nence given t o the Negro. He was 
courted, cajoled, flattered. His im. 
portance as a political factor was 
strongly emphasized and he stood 
In t he marke t place ready for pur.

their w a y t o the polls. When asked 
for whom they intended t o vote, 
the reply was , ' 1 Jes' gwine t o look 
roun*. Dunno ye t how it 's gwine t o 
be; I a l n t made up my mind-" Noith. 
tag w a s plainer t han t h a t Coffee 
was op for the highest bid." -

As a conservator of public morals 
M w a s r i g h t for t he Herald t o 
denounce the selling of votes. The 
man who banters his suffrage is 
no t wor thy of ft. But how much 
higher in the scale of virtue are 
t he men who become brokers in thki 
sort of traffic? The Herald had no 
word against them while It leaves 
the impression t h a t every Afro-Amer­

ican in Alabama p u t his vote in t he 
market . If Mr. Trowbridge wishes 
t o s tudy this menace t o good gov. 
eminent le t him stroll down by the 
river precincts in the city of Detroit , 
where the wri ter has seen white 
votes bought ta lumps of five all 
day. At one election the wr i te r 
took the names of nearly one bun. 
dred in one precinct. 

THE STUDY CHAIB. 

The Publication Department is t h e 
oldest department in the A. M. E. 
church. I t was organized in 181S 
and is bu t t w o years younger than 
Idie church Itself, I t has t he largest 
resources of any depar tment of the 
church and should make the best 
showing, but for many years i t has 
magnanimously followed all the rear-. 
In the ear ly life of this department 
from which the church has a r igh t 
t o expect eo much and from which 
i t gets so l i t t le , proscription na . 
turai ly operated against i t as against 
every other business venture of the 
Afro-American. We have a large 
mantle of char i ty for i ts early fail, 
ures- I t struggled in the midst of 
a most unfavorable environment. 
Everywhere i t encountered a bi t ter 
race prejudice and all of its a t . 
t endant evils. But we have a r igh t 
t o expect results from this depar t . 
ment to.day in some measure pro­
port ionate t o i ts opportunity. The 
church has courteously stood aloof 
for years and admired the foliage 
of this large plane, but now t h a t 
t he novelty has worn off she is ask. 
ing for fruit- Too department has 
been fortunate in the character of 
the men who have control of Its 
interests. They are the following: 
Richard Allen, Joseph M. Carr, Geo. 
Hogar th , Augustus R. Green, W. T. 
Catto, J- P . Cambell, Elisha Weaver, 
Joshua WoodMn, A. L, Stanford, W. 
H- Hunter, H. M. Turner, Theodore 
Gould and J- C. Embry. Most of 
these are men of sound integrity 
and of unimpeachable character- Yet 
with only a few exceptions they 
have left the department ta no l>et_ 
ter condition t han they found it. 

Instead of a burden this depart , 
ment should be the church's best 
benefactor- The law governing this 
depar tment says much of the duty 
of A. M. E. churchmen t o it, but 
too l i t t le of Its duty to them. I t 
should be a source of revenue t o 
the church. But this we cannot 
hope for until several changes are 
made in its management. 

Note a few of the business ir-
regularitieF. The Christian Recorder 
is printed on Wednesday and should 
easily reach every subscriber in 
America by Friday morning. The 
fact is t h a t a majority o f the sub. 
scrlbers do not receive the paper 
until Sa turday or Monday of the fol. 
lowing week, and in numerous in. 
stances they not receive i t a t all. 
I t te so common an occurrence for 
the subscribers of this paper t o 
fall t o receive It t h a t they have 
become used t o i ts i r regular ! tya i iddd 
not count on it. We know of min­
isters who have paid their subscrip. 
t ion promptiy a t conference In ad. 
vamcc who have not received a 
dozen copies of the paper in a year-
This is a bad business and operates 
against the success of the paper 
and drives support from it. The 
Christian Recorder does n o t give 
a fair equivalent to Its subscribers 
for value received. I t is the highest 
priced weekly t h a t comes t o t he 
Study Chair, bu t we must honestly 
confess t h a t it is t he poorest hi 
actual merit. We will compliment 
an improvement, however, which we 
have been pleased t o notice in the 
hands of the present editor. Yet 
there is still a large field which 
is unexplored. We called the a t ten . 
t ion of the editor recently t o the 
dead mat t e r which burdened the 
columns of the Recorder- Instead 
of receiving the spleenish answer1 

which is generally the lo t of any 
one who presumes t o criticise a Gen. 
eral officer in the A. M. E. church, 
we received a most courteous let . 
ter of thanks and are pleased t o 
notice an improvement in this re . 
sjpect. 

I t was estimated in 1885 t h a t in 
twenty-four years $40,000 had been 
"invested in the department- This 
est imate is much too low. But 
grant ing i t t o be correct, the de. 
pa r t ment should have given the 
church much better results . The 
reason offered for Its failure to do 
This we confess is a disadvantage 
but skillful business methods would 
have reduced this disadvantage t o 
a minimum. The present manager 
said in 1885, "If one half of the 
money invested in the enterprise 
could have come t o I t a t any t ime 
the department would be wor th 
ten times Its present value and 
its usefulness incalculable." The rea­
sons given for its failure were, (1) 
"I t has never had working capi tal . 
(2)"The headquarters of the depart , 
meat a re unfavorably located. 
(8) The departments racial proscrip­
tion. The remedies suggested were 
more business and better location." 

We can appreciate the need of 
more business when we observe t h a t 
the department lacked $195.16 this 
year of paying i t s current expenses. 
We can hardly see the force of the 
logic of the argument against loca­
tion When we observe the same 

. management clinging so tenaciously 
t o this objectionable location and 

j | endeavoring by a large outlay tn a 
new publication building t o perpetu­
ate it- And this t o o in the face 
of the fact t h a t we have a build, 
tag. owned by the connection, cen. 
t ra l ly located, thoroughly equipped 
and able t o accommodate all of our 
publication interests. 

Now t o go back of the present 
management. The present manager 
vouches for the accuracy of every 
item of his repor t of 1885. Yet 
ft contains a large number of "pr ob. 
ables," and these are probable estl. 
mates n o t on fractions of cents, ba t 
on hundreds of dollars. This is said 
wi th no malice, for w e believe the 
church can boast of no grander man 
tn point ot integrity t h a n the pre*, 
ent manager . But we have not nren 
now. but business principles under 
review. As one of a score of ex. 
amples of inefficieney which we have 
tn our possession. We have wri t ten 
t he department for •applies and 
received th-» answer •*• Rev. 4 Dear 
Sir: Dr is out of t he ci ty. I do 

not know whether we have them or 
not-" Yours and etc. 

Thds is a fair sample of some 
of t he lax business methods. Shall 
we not presume t h a t a man who 
is employed by th is department 
and who is recognised as competent 
t o a t t end t o the business of the 
manager in his absence, will know 
w h a t "the department has in stock. 
Such' men may be "good fellows," 
but they are not men of business 
capacity and the department should 
not be burdened and its interests 
hazarded by them. 

The depar tment has thousands of 
dollars wor th of goods on Its credit 
list on which i t has no hope of" 
collecting a dollar- I t will find 
the remedy for this evil in a cash 
basis. The Sunday school Union 
is a fair- example of the operation 
of a cash system among us- I t has 
accomplished more financially in i ts 
brief history than the publication 
department has accomplished in its 
long life- Some were disposed to 
complain a t first of the exacting 
methods of the manager of the Sun. 
day school Union, but now all 
heart i ly approve them. 

I t w a s a suicidal policy of the 
management which destroyed the 
office of Book Steward- The de. 
fpartment should have an agent in 
every conference and should as r a p . 
Idly as possible establish depositor, 
fee in the leading cities. Thousands 
of publications could be handled a t 
a handsome commission profit. 

The g rea t A. M. fi. church de. 
inlands a Publication department 
commensurate with Itself, which 
shall lead ra ther t han follow i ts 
other connectional Interests.

he to legally entitled by similar un. 
lawful means? 

Or t o sum i t all up in one conn 
prehensive inquiry, if fraud and vio. 
lenee may properly control Nation. 
ftl elections a t the South, why not 
a t the North? If one class should 
be permitted t o use the shotgun 
why should not the other UHe th« 
torch? If mob rule is better than 
the law a t the South, why is not 
anarchy preferable to order every. 
where? . 

These a re hard questions, yet 
they are questions tha t necessarily 
artoe in the consideration of the 
great fesue regarding the election of 
National officers and the determina. 
tton of National policy. I t is a 
question between admitted r ight 
and self-evident wrong; between Jus­
tice and injustice; between violence 
and law; between order and anarchy. 
They are questions which every 
voter who casts a ballot this year 
mus t help decide, and which will 
continue t o imperil the r ights and 
threa ten the prosperity of every 
ettiaen of the United S ta tes until 
they a re finally determined-

m • • • • • 
But if these questions are serious 

when considered in relation to the 
general welfare, those arising upon 
the kindred issue are more so-

"What to the power and duty of 
the government of the United Sta tes 
-with regard to protection of the 
lives, persons, rights, liberties, and 
privileges of citiiens of the United 
Sta tes within the limits of the Unit, 
ed States? 

Has the Government of the Lni t . 
ed Sta tes any right or power t o 
protect the life of the American cit. 
lien on American soil? 

Has t t the power to protect his 
liberties? 

H a s i t power to guarantee t o him 
the free exercise of his legal privi. 
leges? 

Has i t power t o punish those who 
t ake the lives, maim the persons, de. 
s t roy t h e liberties, deny the r ights 
of the citizen or forbid htm the 
free exercise of legal privileges? 

If i t has such power, ought it t o 
be exercised? 

'If it has such power and i t ought 
t » be exercised, why is not provision 
made for i ts enforcement? 

These are terrible questions. The 
life and the r ights of any citizen 
may a t any moment depend on the 
answer made t o them. 

There to no question about the 
facts. The government of the Unit. 
ed S ta tes does not p ro tes t the lives, 
secure the liberty or guarantee the 
free exerctoe of legal privilege t o any 
American citizen, except: 

1. Those resident in Territories 
of the United Sta tes or the Dis. 
t r t c t of Columbia. 

2. To a limited degree, officers of 
the United S ta tes on duty in the sev; 
eral S ta tes . 0 

8. As t o certain property r ights 
of the citizen. 

Beyond these limits the govern, 
ment of the United S ta tes simply 
says t o every Sta te , t o every mob, 
t o every criminal: "These are my 
citizens; I require them t o yield 
obedience, t o support my power and 
maintain my revenues, but I give 
them no protection. You may 
beat , wound, kill, enslave, oppress 
them t o your heart 's content, and 
I will not interfere. You must not 
do these things by formal law, but 
a s long as you do them without a 
a s t a tu t e or in defiance of the law 
you a re all right- I shall not see 
i t , nor punish it- My officers will 
a l l look the other way, for they 
a re powerless!" 

It to admitted by every publicist, 
every statesman, every lawyer—in­
deed by every sane man of reason, 
able tatelligelnjcc throughout t h e 
world—that the only purpose for 
which any government exists, the 
only claim it has t o support of 
those subjects t o i ts power, is 
t h a t i t protects or professes to pro. 
t ec t the lives, liberties, and legal 
privileges of its citizens and pun. 
tones those who infringe their r ights. 
This is a universal t ru th . The gov. 
ernment of the United Sta tes alone 
neglects and refuses t o give either 
protection or redress for the viola, 
tion of the r ights of i ts citizens 
within its borders. 

Is this because of lack of power? 
Not a t all; the Constitution g ran t s 
the power even to redundancy in a t 
least three express and different 
forms. Why then to it? Because 
t he Congress of the United S ta tes 
do not exercise the power vested 
in them. Why not? Because the 
people whose servants they are do 
not demand i t of them. 

I t to because of this t h a t the fol. 
lowing s ta tements , terrible as they 
m a y seem, are t rue: 

Only four white persons have been 
punished for the murder of a color, 
ed citizen a t the South in twen ty , 
six years, though such killings have 
averaged more than one a, day dur­
ing t h a t time-

No colored citiien's r ight or coL 
ored woman's honor has any legal 

, protection or redress in one thi rd 
[the terr i tory of the Union. 

No colored citizen of the United 
IStates dare defend his person, his 
[home, his daughter 's virtue, or his 
^own right against the violence, lust , 

greed of a white man-
A mob may openly take the life of 
citizen of the United S ta t e s any. 

within the limits of any S ta t e 
T the Union wi thout remedy or re . 
•ess against the individuals who 
impose It or t he S t a t e municipality 
Wfe permits it-
This to the only Christian nation, 

pt Russia, of which such infamy 
be predicated. 

These s tatements are confirmed in 
a l l their horror by the dally record 
of unheeded slaughter of American 
citizens. The following Is an ex. 
tr 'act from the public tes t imony on 
thto subject during the first week 
in September: ' ? 

In Avoyelles Parish, l a . , Edward 
Laurent* a prominent colored man, 
was riddled wi th bullets by a band 
of so-called "Regulators " Why? He 
was charged with having assisted 
hfe friend, Abel Sylvin, who a week 
before resisted a mob which broke 
in to his house t o t ake his life, t o 
escape from their fury. 

The Rev. Gabriel McGloire, a col. 
ored preacher, referred In his sermon 
t o the killing of Laurent , speaking of 
brim as a wor thy citizen, and pray, 
ed t h a t the t ime might come when 
law would rule and Justice be done 
on ear th t o all men alike, wha t , 
ever the color of their skins. Per. 
haps he thought this t he equivalent 
of " thy kingdom come; thy will be 
done on ea r th . " Perhaps he remem. 
bered the words of a colored bish. 
op who recently made himself 
"solid" with the powers of dark, 
ness by thanking God in the columns 
of the Independent, t h a t those band, 
ed murderers who kill colored citL 
•ens a t will, were considerate 
enough t o spare colored teachers 
and preachers. If so, his hope was 
vain, for the echoes of his prayer 
had hardly died away, when he was 
hauled out of his house and hanged. 
Wha t ~a spectacle for the holy 
Sabbath evening in our "sweet land 
of liberty!" 

If the bishop who countenanced 
and excused the murderers of the 
weak and poor of his race on t rump, 
ed tip charges of crime, had been 
taken, and Gabriel McGloire, a man. 
ly Chrtotatn w ho had the courage 
t o denounce murder and p ray God 
for deliverance, had been left, his 
race, the country and the world 
would have been the gainer by the 
difference between a man and a 
truckler. 

Two days afterward a t Par is , 
Texas. John Ransom, Jack Walker 
and Bill Armor, were found hanging 
t o the limb of a t ree , thei r legs 
tied, their eyes protruding and 
their tongues banging out. They 
were murdered because they had re . 
monetrated against the recent kill­
ing of a colored man in the neigh, 
borhood whose murderer was well 
known, but permitted t o go unpun. 
ished. They had also protested 

Republic does not seem t o feel t h a t 
the government of the United S ta tes 
has any special interest in the lives 
or rights of i ts citizens, or any duty 
as a Nation t o perform in securing 
them from invasion or affording re­
dress for their violation. 

I t to n o t t o be questioned t h a t 
there to l i t t le hope of sensible p ro . 
grew in the direction of the pro . 
tecteon of the citizen from either 
p a r t y in control of the National 
Government. With Democratic con. 
t rol progress to clearly impossible; 
but wi th Republican control seri. 
ous retrogression is n o t presently 
probable. In case of any serious 
crisis arising because of the excesses 
which prevail throughout the South, 
it is of prime Importance t h a t the 
executive should be a man n o t de. 
void of regard for the r ights of 
man, nor Inclined wholly t o ignore 
the obligations which citizenship im. 
poses on the Nation. A Republi. 
can President even wi th a Repub­
lican Congress would not necessari. 
ly mean any positive advancement 
in the cure of these evils; a Demo, 
cratic President wi th a Democrat 
tic House would make i t practically 
certain t h a t w h a t has been done 
in "Mississippi through the disfran­
chisement of the majority would be 
permanently achieved throughout 
the South. 

These facts make i t all important 
t h a t no efort should be spared t o 
choose members of Congress who 
are clearly and unquestionably in 
favor of equal right, absolute se. 
eurity, and freedom for all. The 
colored citizen who votes for a 
Congressional candidate of any 
pa r ty , who will no t pledge him. 
self t o do w h a t he can for the 
r ights of citizenship and for free 
National elections, contributes Just 
one vote t o the permanent sub. 
ordination and degradation of his 
race, and must expect and wHl 
deserve t o lose t he citizenship he 
has not the manhood enough t o 
maintain. The whi te citizen who 
supports such a candidate becomes 
a pa r ty t o the re-establishment of 
those forces which have introduced 
and perpetuated the evils from which 
our country has mos t sorely suffer­
ed. 

Every voter who believes the 
rights and liberty of t he citizen t o 
be wor th preserving, should demand 
of every candidate an assurance of 
devotion t o l iberty as clear and un. 
mtotakable as the response given 
by the Hon. Richard Yates t o such

against and advised resistance t o 
the whipping and beating of color, 
ed men and women by bands of 
••Regulators" who represented white 
American civilization, the Democra. 
tic p a r t y and the "Lily.White Re­
publicans" of Texas. These five men 
were all mar ty rs t o liberty. Just as 
much so as Abraham Lincoln, and 
all fell victims t o the same unholy 
th i r s t t o keep the colored man the 
helpless victim of the white man's 
lust for power and greed t o op. 
press the weak in the United S ta tes . 
Their murderers are as safe from 
punishments as if their victims had 
been dogs instead of citizens of the 
United Sta tes . 

There were four or five more kill, 
ed in the same fashion by cowardly 
white mobs during the same week, 
one of whom was charged wi th 
having "a t tempted" rape . 

I t to not only na tura l and proper 
t h a t a candidate for President of 
the United S ta t e s should mention 
these things in his l e t t e r of accep­
tance, especially when w e reflect 
t h a t the p a r t y whose candidate 
he to had In i t s . platform declared 
t h a t i ts "mission will not be ful­
filled",, until every citizen shall lie 
free t o oas t his ballot as he chooses 
and have i t t ru ly counted, and had 
also denounced "outrages oa Amer. ) 
ican citizens," a t leas t when "per. 
pet ra ted for political reason." 

The President gives a fair share 
of a t tent ion t o one of these evils, 
and notes, in an a lmost apologetic 
manner, the other- He notices t he 
recent Alabama election and dwells 
with some fervor on the Inconven­
ience and incongruity of having Na. 
tional officials chosen by lawful ma. 
Jorittos in one p a r t of t he country 
and lawless minorities in another. 
He reasserts t he t r i t e aphorism t h a t 
lawlessness is an unprofitable thing 
in a community and does no t pro. 
mote any good cause. Because of 
thto he urges t h a t " the moral sense 
of t he country should be aroused 
and brought t o bear for t he sup. 
pression of these offenses." 

Th* Nate^nal Citizen*' Rights As­
sociation to mos t heart i ly m accord 
with t he President tot th i s respect, 
bu t i t is a very sad thing t o note

' loose ," evidently to be bought up 
by the highest bidder. 

Tti going among the colored dele, 
ga tes to-day, I heard many bi t ter 
complaints a t the manner in which 
they were t rea ted by many of _the 
railroads in coming t o F o r t Worth 
t o a t tend the convention. I w a s 
walking along Main s t ree t when 
I met the Hon. R. A. Kerr , who to 
a very Intelligent Afro-American and 
was a member of the 17th Legisla­
ture of thto Sta te- He lives in 
Bastrop. With him w a s G. W. Bu. 
chanan, of Bastrop, and Philip Scott , 
of lxtckhart. "How are you gentle, 
men," I remarked. "Very well In 
body," they replied, "bu t grieved 
in mind a t our t rea tment in our na­
tive S t a t e a t the hands of a pub. 
He servant!" "How treated," I 
inquired? "Well from Taylor to 
For t Worth, a distance of 150 
miles, the t ra in conductor made us 
change cars four times so as to 
give the whi te passengers good 
cars and p u t us in the bad ones. 
I t to an outrage t h a t in a civilized 
country a free man's liberties and 
r ights are restricted t o suit or please 
some other man on the mere grounds 
of color- The separate car law 
to a relic of barbarism, where in 
one instant a car has a sign "for 
whites," and in the next moment 
it has a sign, "for Negroes." " I 
cannot see," said Mr- Scott, "how 
our people are going t o endure so 
many Insults, so many wanton and 
uncalled for outrages and so much 
prosecuting wi thout striking back, 
and t h a t damn hard let come w h a t 
may . " And with this my relator 's 
eyes flashed, his whole body t rem. 
bled with indignant rage. 

I rode over the Houston and Texas 
Central 300 miles wi th a large num. 
ber of delegates conning to the con. 
vent ion, and by actual count there 
was 74 crowded into t w o small 
compartments, not large enough t o 
hold fifty men. Then a t every local 
s ta t ion women, children and men 
would .get on and be compelled to 

s tand in th.3 aisle- Every delegate 
was muttTinjr and protesting against 
the infamous class law t h a t restricts 
their liberty on a passenger t ra in 
to one end of a car and absolutely 
prevents them from talking busi. 
ness with their white co.passengers 
while traveling. I was great ly 
amused a t Mr- Crawford, a white 
banker, and a strong Republican of 
Cameron- He came m the "Nigger" 
car and commenced an important-
conversation wi th a brother dele, 
ga te , who w a s colored. He took 
pains t o s tand in the aisle by the 
colored gentleman. He wished to 
vote for N. B. Moore for chairman 
of the S ta t e executive commit tee-
But in a few seconds the slave 
driver of free American citizens in 
the person of the conductor came 
up and said: "You must go in 
the other car, this car is for Ne. 
groes." "I only w a n t to say a 
few words ," replied Crawford. 
"Well," retorted the conductor "you 
cannot ta lk in th is car, leave a t 
once." Crawford left looking very 
sheepish. Shame on such an in­
famous and damnable l aw in a free 
country- No, I will take t h a t back 
i t is no t a free country. The white 
man in his blind prejudice has been 
so has ty in enacting legislation 
airainst the r ights of t he colored 
man until he has commenced t o re . 
strict, the r ights of the white man. 
He t h a t digs a pitfall for others 
sometimes falls in himself. 

Mr- Bailey Sparks, of Houston, 
Texas, a delegate t o the conven­
tion, said t h a t he was ready t o 
die for his rights. T h a t the whi te 
people were not leaving a single 
thing undone they could do to de. 
prive the colored man of life, lib­
er ty and happiness, and as we sub. 
niltted t o one wroiur willing by 
the submission merely Induce -them 
t o commit another one far greater 
than the first. I talked t o all 
the delegates on the t ra in and every 
man was loud in protesting against 
the manner in which they (were 
t reated. 

I am no prophet , I have no de. 
sire t o be one, bu t I say wi thout 
any reservation and I say i t plain, 
I say i t because i t is a fact, I say 
It a s a loyal citizen of this Re. 
publis, t h a t if Congress does not 
wipe out a t one stroke every law 
t h a t has been passed by any South, 
ern S ta t e based upon race or color 
t h a t in ten years from now, there 
will be one of the bloodiest mas . 
sacres in the South the world has 
ever seen. All the class legislation 
to radically wrong. I do not think 
the framers of the 13th, 14th and 
15th amendments t o the Federal 
Constitution ever intended t h a t there 
should be any law or laws passed 
agaXst any race after i ts members 
become citizens. Now the Afro. 
American is either entitled t o full 
and unrestricted liberty or he is not 
entitled t o any a t all. I do not 
believe t h a t any S t a t e of the Union 
can legally pass laws as has been 
done in the South in the pas t six. 
teen years designating Just how 
much Negro or African blood must 
run through my veins t o enable the 
S ta te t o pass laws pu t t ing me in 
one end of a ear, or in a dark, 
filthy wait ing room. Yes Congress 
had better wipe out, roo t and 
branch, every black law in every 
S ta te of the Union. A word t o 
the wtoe ought t o be sufficient. The 
South has had one bit ter experience 
as the outcome of i ts laws. I t met 
a l i t t le Waterloo- If i t continues 
t o sin aarainst God and outrage 
humanity It will bring on a second 
Waterloo., and the second will be 
worse t han the first. I have faith 
in God's Justice* The colored peo. 
pie appeal t o him very often for 
relief. They as a race have unal ter . 
able faith in God, bu t they are 
learning to t rus t and have faith 
in a good Winchester rifle wi th 
8 18,, or 48 caliber bullets in i t 
or a Rood 44 caliber Colt revolver 
wi th 6 shells In i t t o make the 
mob of midnight murders respect 
them.

did the farmer no good. Now let us 
jee about it, drawing our facts from 
near Lome. Ponder well these facts: 

The McKinley tariff act took effect 
October 0, 1890. All entries of im­
portations under the old tariff act 
Jased at midnight, October 4, tha t 
being Saturday n i g h t On the follow­
ing Monday, eggs, Yfhjch had before. 
S M from I " ^ £ t S f f i counties of 
Ontario into Michigan free °* £u t v> 
were subjected to a duty of five cCI1* 
per dozen. 

Cp to this time the importation of 
eggs into Michigan had aggregated, in 
round numbers, the enormous quanti ty 
of 30,0<X> dozen per week, a t an average 
price of 15 cents per dozen. The Cana­
dian farmers were taking out of the 
home market of the Michigan farmer 
SJJJ.OOO every year for eggs alone and 
giving nothing therefor in return. 

This robbery.of the Michigan farmer 
by the foreign producer practically 
stopped at midnight October 4, 1890. 
The imposition of a tariff of five cents 
per dozen did the business: and the 
sum of (225,000 per annum, formerly 
paid the Canadian farmer, now goes 
into the pockets of the Michigan farm­
ers—against the protest, however, of 
the Democratic party. 

Nor is this all. According to the free 
trade THEORY the importation of a tar* 
iff on eggs of five cents per dozen should 
have raised the price of eggs to the con­
sumer just five cents. I t did nothing 
of the kind* October 4, the last day 
eggs were free, they were worth just 
what they had been for some time—14 
cents per dozen. THERE WAS NO MA­
TERIAL CHANGE UT PRICE TO THE CON­
SUMER FOLLOWING THE IMPOSITION OF 
THE TARIFF and no other change.except 
that they were purchased of Michigan 
instead of Canadian farmers. 

But there is another fact which ought 
to puzzle the free trader and would do 
so if he cared anything about facts. 
While the price of eggs was not ma­
terially changed in the Detroit market, 
yet three thousand feet away IN THE 
WINDSOR MARKET THE P R I C E F E L L A L ­
MOST THE FULX AMOUNT OF THE TARIFF, 
showing that on what few importations 
still remain, THE CANADIAN PATS THE 
TAX. 

These are not theories; they are cold, 
hard facts. And what is true of eggs 
is true of nearly all farm products, so 
far as Canadian importations are con­
cerned, and especially of barley. 

Prior to the McKinley act the United 
States was the principal market for 
Canada's surplus farm products. Wo 
ilso had a surplus of the same products. 
When Canada's surplus was added to 
ours, was it any wonder tha t prices 
were depressed and the tendency was 
downward? 

Since the McKinley act was passed, 
Canada has had to hunt for other 
markets. But she encountered our re­
ciprocity act at every step, and she has 
met with but little success. I t is need­
less to add that her farmers are corre-
tpondingly distressed. But the pres-
wre of her products has been taken off 
our own market and has left i t free to 
our own farmers, very much to their ad-
•Mtage, because the expense of trans­
portation to other markets is saved to 
them.

Wyoming, Sept-16—The people of 
the aristocrat ic suburb of Wyoming, 
out on the O H. and D. liailruad,>are 
cousiuerably ag i t a t ed a t present over 
a quest ton of color t h a t nas present" 
ed itself in connection wi th the pub* 
lie schools of the village-

For several years past the children 
of the Afro-American sett lement, some 
fifty in number, have been a t tending 
a school provided for them, and man* 
aged by Prof. Henry Fox and a lady 
assistant* a t a cost t o the village of 
$1,500. By thto p lan the village 
school has been kept exclusively white* 
ftud no objec t ion t o t he arrangement 
were ever heard from the Afro-Amer­
icans- The WyomiL'S school has b e 
come very popular, a ad many pupils 
from adjoining towns paid for tui t ion 
a t t h a t school, in preference t o going 
to a mixed school a t home- Monday 
morning, when the whi te schools open* 
ed for the year, eighteen colored fihit 
dren of various grades and families, 
marched t o the school proper, and 
stood about wait ing t o be assigned 
quarters- They made no explanation 
and there was nothing for the teach­
ers t o do but give them desks, the law 
providing for separa te schools having 
been repealed long ago-

"When the whi te children went home 
a t night and told of the occurrence' 
many of the parents became very much 
aroused- The m a t t e r w a s the sub* 
ject of general comment, and in many 
instances great indignation was ex4 

pressed. They saw the height t o which 
their school had been elevated by rea* 
son of i ts exclusiveness suddenly re/ 
duced t o a level wi th the other vil* 
luge schools. Many of the families de­
clared they would not submit t o the" 
mat te r , preferring t o take, their chip 
Oreti out of school- Some of the pupils 
b84d_#order8 yesterday morning t o re­
tu rn home if the colored were allowed 
t o s tay . Mr. 8. W. Wetdler, one Of the 
members of the Board of Education, 
expressed himself very forcibly last 
night, regret t ing the action of the col* 
ored people, but a t t h e same time de­
claring t h a t nothing cohld prevent all 
the colored children in the village from 
at tending the white school if they felt 
so disposed. The colored school is id 
progress, as usual- The prevailing op> 
inion among the people of Wyoming 
i» t h a t there Is something behind thd 
action of the eighteen colored pupils' 
yesterday, but w h a t no one has yet 
been able t o make out. There is some* 
design back of it all, which only time* 
will develop. The twin village of 
Lockland has a separa te school fof 
colored pupils also, though four color, 
ed children a t t end the whi te school. 
There has never been any objection 
raised t o the i r presence in the school.

t ion of all children in t h a t school dis­
trict ; and 

Whereas, t he said Board of Educar 
tion, In accordance with the aforesaid 
resolution, has erected Public School 
No. 83 for the accommodation and 
reception of children residing in the 
aforesaid district ; and 

Whereas, there does exist another 
school in said district, known as Pub­
lic School No. 68 (colored), which is a 
surplusage and unnecessary t o the re­
quirements of aforesaid district, as thd 
»aid school No. 83 is ample for the ac* 
commodation of ail the children in said 
district ; be it , therefore, 

Resolved, Tha t we, the residents irl 
said district, taxpayers, directly and 
indirectly, in mass-meeting assembled, 
petit ion the honorable Board of Edu­
cation t o abolish school No- 68, and 
t h a t the principal of Public School 
No. 83 be directed t o admit as pupils 
all children in said district as shall 
apply.

She had weeded, sowed, cleared, 
trimmed, carried wood and water 
in the implacable silence and soli­
tude, becoming drowsy even as the 
elements.

In order t o save her beautiful 
brown dress wi th its yellow waist , 
she bad covered i t wi th a large, 
faded, blue cotton apron. Bareheaded, 
with sleeves rolled back t o the el­
bows, she held in her hands her shoes, 
which she did not intend t o p u t 
on until just before reaching the 
camp. She also carried presents 
for her son, a loaf of whea t bread 
and a g o a t cheese, t o which she 
would have added wine, if wine in 
t h a t country had not been monop­
olized by the divine service, i t be­
ing only used in saying mass.
