Thus we see how to get an office 
under Democratic rule is not t o put 
an end t o murdering Negroes by 
lynching, put t ing them in ''Jim crow" 
cars and stealing by fraud their 
ballots when cast for their choice 
in government. Let me ask the ad­
vocates of the colored voter, voting 
the Democratic National tii-kct these 
questions. 

What benefit will i t be t o the 
colored race? I will give the an­
swer frequently made. I t wi.l solt-
en the asperities between the t w o 
races in the South of different po­
litical faith. I t must follow then 
t h a t if such advice is followed we 
must vote wi th the hands and lie 
in our hear ts , for it is well known 
t h a t a Negro so voting is not a 
Democrat, but one seeking a plan 
how to escape being lynched, and 
nothing more; for the liberty t o 
vote a Republican ticket is yet de­
nied him and the moment he turns 
from voting t he Democratic ticket, 
he loses again as before all protec­
tion t o life or liberty. Wha t a 
shameful bargain t o make; no hon­
est upright Negro will do i t . Again 
wha t guarantee have Negro voters 
t h a t by voting t he Democratic tick­
et , they will either benefit them­
selves individually or as a race of 
people? Vote for as says • t he Dem­
ocrat and you will see. Is no t 
this buying a pig in a bag? Was 
not this seen in the individual cases 
of Peter H. Clark and T. Thomas For­
tune, t w o of the most talented and 
prominent Negroes in the country. 

If the Democrati c pa r ty means to 
turn a new leaf towards us even 
for policy sake, why not have shown 
this In one line in their National plat­
form a t Chicago? Where is there 
a word of proniiae to those Bishop 
Brown calls upon to vote for Mr. 
Cleveland, t h a t they shall be se­
cure In their lives from lynching, or 
in their liberty as citizens? And 
moreover it is not Mr. Cleveland t h a t 
Is voted for as Bishop Brown well 
Knows, but the Democratic par ty . 
Mr. Cleveland may be broader than 
his pa r ty on these questions in 
the Nation*as I know many Demo­
crats are In the several States , but 
he no more dares express himself 
as . to lynching Negroes in the South 
ami denounce it as a foul shame 
u ion civilization and a s t igma up-
o'a the grea t Republic than he dares 
deelcut t h a t the 153 Electoral votes 
once cast for him for President and 
t o be cast again in the same mould 
are all fraudulent and the result 
of the disfranchisement of thousands 
ol Nt^rro voters. 

There is nothing the mat t e r with 
the Republican par ty . I t is all 
right. If any Republican does wrong 
rebuke him by placing another in 
his stead. If Bishop Brown knew 
what he now relates when the Min­
neapolis convention was held, he 
had his choice of candidates among 
the Republicans, as did myself and 
others. I t is now infidelity to prin­
ciples such as have given freedom 
t o the Negro, citizenship, education, 
the right t o receive wages for 
his earnings; t o build churches, in 
whose membership we can find even 
Democratic bishops, t o hold office 
and to lay claim to be a p a r t 
of the grea tes t Nation upon the 
face of the ear th , t o recommend to 
vote the Democratic ticket upon 
the reasons given by Bishop Brown. 
The time has not come to vote 
the Democratic National ticket which 
shapes the future policy of the coun­
t ry according to Its principles. I t 
may be the Democratic p a t t y will 
reform,—God grant It!—will s top 
lynching Negroes, will grant the col­
ored voter in the South the right 
t<> vote a t the polls and count 
his ballot as cast , stop hanging 
men to posts and trees for rape 
upon the word of one white woman 
not under oa th , abolish Jim crow cars 
and regard the Negro as a man and 
a citizen then may the Negroes 
agree with the Democratic pa r ty In 
some National issue as against Re­
publican issues, then may they vote 
the Democratic ticket without shame 
—and not until then. 

The Demo rat ic p a r t y of the North 
is t o blame for their long silence 
concerning the outrages committed 
by the Democratic pa r ty of the 
South upon Negroes. By their si­
lence they have endorsed lynchings, 
midnight assassination, the disfran­
chisement of the Negro and other , 
wrongs. Let them show their as­
sociates in the South t h a t they do 
not approve of these wrongs, by 
themselves t rea t ing the Negro with 
just consideration. 

President Harrison's administra­
tion has been just and fair to all 
•men. He has stood squarely upon 
the platform of his par ty . He has ad­
vocated protection to human rights, 
and fair t r ea tment to the Negro. 
He has denounced fraud upon the 
Ivl'of and ad .oea ted a protection 
t o t he ballot box. He has recog­
nized the Negro in office in many 
places in the government, and if re­
elected I believe he will do more. 
It is self-prvservation on the p a r t 
of the N/'gro t o vote for Benjamin 
Harrison. He has all t o expect 
from him, all t o gain and nothing 
:o lose. If Mr. Cleveland Is elected 
the Negro postmaster , custom house 
inspvCtor. rai lway postal elerk and 
other" minor offiees will be lost to 
the Negro, as well as protection t o 
the ballot. What then will be the 
advantage t o vote for Mr. Cleveland 
I ask the million colored voters? 
jjOue—I answer none. The colored 
vote must not divide while Democ­
racy is united against him. I t is 
ei ther for him or against him. Which 
to it? I ask t h e colored voter.

REPUBLICAN VOTES NOT COUNTED. 

Ballot Boxes Buried.—Peacefnl Citizens 
Shot.- Such is the Record of the 

Southern States. 

Special Correspondence to the 
Plaindealer:—What is the "Force 
Bill?" How many white Democra­
tic voters in the United Sta tes have 
ever seen it, or read it? How many 
whi te voters in the Democratic 
p a r t y do you suppose know t h a t 
the so-called "Force Bill," is as dead 
as Hector and t h a t i t -was killed 
by a Republican congress?'Well, let 
me tell the grea t Democratic pa r ty , 
with i ts thousands of uneducated 
white men, and without any Negroes 
'.n ir, t h a t the eo called ' 'Force Bi.l," 
7s dead, and t h a t one of the best 
proofs t h a t I can give against its 
resurrection, is t h a t pa r t of Senator 
Teller's speech, a Republican Sena­
tor, delivered in the Senate of the 
American congress against the 
Lodge Election bill, known only by 
Democrats, as the ,4Force Bill." 

In cool and deliberate debate, Mr. 
Teller, says: "I have read t h a t 
force bill with care and at tent ion 
more than twen ty times. I have read 
it in the light of calm consideration. 
And I repeat t h a t if it were pre­
sented t o me, with the al ternative 
of p a r t y support of pa r ty dismissal, 
I should not vote for the bill" A 
more infamous bill, in my judgment, 
•fewJ passed the threshhold of the 
doors of the Senate. Avowedly in the 
Interest of good government it was 
instigated, in my judgment, by men 
whose interest i t was to prevent a 
full expression of the will of voters 
a t the polls. 

Does the grea t Democratic pa r ty 
with 15,000 uneducated white vot­
ers in Virginia, its twenty-one (21-
000> thousand white voters in North 
Carolina, unable to read and wri te , 
and with i ts 18,000, of un taught and 
unlearned white » voters in Georgia, 
know tha t Mr. Teller, of Colorado, 
Is a white man and a Republican? 

If the Republican p a r t y failed to 
pass the 'Lodge Election Bill" when 
they had both branches of congress, 
why this howl, fuss and feathers 
is raised In this campaign, is very 
easily seen by the innocents who 
are tired of old issues, t h a t should 
have been buried years ago. Yet, 
to hear the average demagogue, the 
Democratic office seeker, the white 
puliticitin. the political Democratic 
elown, which we often find here 
in the South, a self-elected, United 
Sta tes Senator, the lofty tumbler 
and thimble rigger, the uniniated 
into the ring of the ballot box stuf­
fing for 1892, would suppose t h a t 
if President Harrison, is re-elected, 
which he is sure t o be, t h a t his 
e l c J o n will carry a "Force Bill," 
t ha t the g rea t American people 
would be damned and the nation 
destroyed. 'Oh consistency, thou a r t 
not with the Democrats." 

The most important question in 
this connection Is. do:s occasion exist 
as a ground or basis for such a 
bill, as the 'Election Bill," I an­
swer yes, every man who has brains 
Kuffieient t o s tay out of the asylum, 
honesty enough t o s tay out of jail, 
and intelligence enough to exercise 
t he r ight of suffrage, knows t h a t 
the votes in Virginia, and all of the 
South, cast by Negroes and white 
Republicans, are not counted as they 
are cast, t h a t all men who are 
entitled t o vote, are not allowed 
t o vote, and t h a t ballot boxes are 
'•'stuffed." T h a t ballot boxes are 
"fairned." Tha t colored peaceful cit­
izens are shot, and killed, and t h a t 
iiuimidations of a hundred kind are 
heaped upon the voters, is un open 
secret, all over the South. Right 
here in North Carolina, where I am 
writing, within twen ty feet of me, 
Mr. Alexander A. Johnson, a learn­
ed, a refined gentleman, an owner 
of 503 acres of land, employing 125 
cotton htinds. lies dead, upon the cold 
ground, he being shot just a few 
minutes ugo, while making a speech 
for President Harrison and for a 
felTow countryman who is a candi­
date for the legislature, from the 
county of Hertford, by a white man, 
a ' 'Force Bill" hater , and a candi­
date for the S t a t e Senate, upon the 
Democratic ticket. While I am op­
posed with oil of my fervor of my 
nature t o any unwise interference 
with the reserved r ights of the Na­
tional government, yet, if we as 
Sta tes , elect men t o represent us 
in our National councils, and it ap­
pears on the face of the returns 
t h a t an honest election has not been 
had, I ask every honest man in the 
South, in the North, in the West, 
yes. every Democrat in the Demoera-
tic par ty , if it is not t ime t h a t the 
S t a t e or National government, was 
making some provision to remedy 
hese thamefnl wrongs, stem these 

outrages, stop this murder, for ex-
erMsieg political opinions, t o inforce 
the law, and preserve good order. 

Since the Democratic pa r ty is in 
the ascendan?y in Virginia, North Car­
olina, and in the entire South, and 
since the Democratic par ty , a t the 
Sooth backed up by the Democratic 
pa r ty a t t h e North has chosen t he 
issue, we the Republicans, who be­
lieve in a free"' ballot axd an honest 

count, a re considering as all good 
reasons for good men to know, t h a t 
it is t he intention of the Democrats 
a t the South, as well, as the Dem­
ocrats a t the North, t o Ignore their 
bflnest convictions on this most 
\ i i a l , burning issue, of our political 
age, and support the Democratic 
par ty , "Just for this t ime." Let 
us, th row a l i t t le side light, on 
the action of this pa r ty , as t o i ts 
position against a so-ca.led "Force 
BUI," which involved one of its vital , 
yea, i t s lundamental principles. The 
Democratic p a r t y s tands pre-cm a n . -
l j above ail Other part ies in the 
uoleuce of the r ight of the S ta te , 
to run and control i ts own internal 
affairs, and no power on ea r th be­
low, or Heaven above, has any right 
I.* power to interfere wi th these 
r ights . 

The Sta te of Kansas, in the exer­
cise of her S t a t e rights, passed a 
law when she took upon herself 
Statehood, forever prohibiting the 
sale or importat ion and munuiacture 
of intoxicating liquors, or the buy-
lug and selling of human souls in.o 
slavery, within the borders, and the 
brewers, distillers and the salooaists, 
after a fair defeat a t the polls took 
the ma t t e r into the courts. The high­
est human judicial tribunal on ear th , 
decided t h a t the law was coaeti-
tutloiaal, t h a t it was fully, entire­
ly and completely in harmony with 
the police powers of the Sta tes , 
which powers were reserved to t he 
Sta tes . The same opinion was ren-
C^red by Judge W. A. Lumua, upon 
the slave question in some of our 
Sai tes . Did the Democrats in con­
gress respect either of these r ights 
i.i ihe S ta t e of Kansas, or even any 
S.ate t h a t abolished slavery? I 
answer, no. 

The Democratic opposition to mor-
olity, sobriety, education, civilization 
and christian principles in the S tu te 
governments, in Kansas and Maine, 
ueUrmined t o defeat, by hook or 
crook, the will of the Kansas and 
Maine people, and to this .end, 
what is known as the unbroken pack­
age bill, was Introduced in congress, 
by a Democrat, which means, a 
"Lottie ol red-eyed-hug Juice," with 
a stopper in i t . " Did the typical 
SiiWwO.* fiom Virginia, did the white 
man's congress from the South, did 
the learned North Caro.ina, self-made 
Senators, defend their fundamental 
doctrine of S t a t e rights by voting 
against t h a t in.amous Lil.? Tht y did 
no. , every one of them, save one, 
\OiCd in favor of robbing Kansas 
of her right t o regulate her own 
iui . ina l affairs, and let into her 
borders, t h a t which is the curse of 
nine-tenths of all of the crime in 
the land. 

In the light of these indisputable 
facts, we ask, yes, I ask the Demo­
cratic pa r ty , we ask the moral, the 
christian, the upright and honest 
uieii of ilit' South, especially, the 
South, where Negroes are being kill­
ed daily, if a par ty , t h a t will 
discard aue of He fundamental prin­
ciples t o pander t o such a vote 
as the ignorant, whiskey, white vote 
here iu the South, has any claim, 
whatever, upon the Nation or the 
\o ies of an intelligent people, when 
they falsely cry about a "Force 
Bilt," and "Negro domination," for 
support? 

Any par ty , t h a t will deliberately 
commit murder, for the purpose of 
intimidation, who stuff and bum 
ballot boxes, who cry "Negro doui-
iiiaiion," and "Force Bill,' any 
par ty t h a t would truckle t o this 
vote, t rai ls i ts flag of "S ta te Rights" 
in the ignorant, the whiskey and the 
blood shedding dust, of the land. To 
make such a sacrifice./to hold such 
a vote together by .falsely crying, 
upon dead issues, is an insult t o the 
best and most intelligent voters of 
the land, an ou t rage on society of 
progress, a shame to the communi­
ty in which such is talked, it is an 
insult t o intelligence and a plea for 
sectionalism, it is an abominable ini­
quity, a shameful lack of political 
and 'intellectual interest and progress. 
Not only the court* who assist in 
aiding this Democratic false cry, de­
serves defeat, but deserves in itself 
an overwhelming defeat, does the iu-

LEADING REPUBLICAN ORGANIZERS. 

The Energetic Workers Who are Battling 
for the Election of the Republican 

Ticket. 

New York, Oct. 15.—Ttwre are 40,-
000 colored Republican voters in t he 
S t a t e of New York. These figures 
are the result of a recent house 
t o house chnvass instigated by the 
Colored Republican organization of 
the city and county of New York. 
Of the above number, 12,000 voters 
are in the city, and are all aetive 
part isans. 

In accordance with the policy 
adopted 1 y the county organization, 
clubs have been organized in every 
Assembly and District in the city. 
Each club sends delegates t o the 
headquarters, which are si tuated a t 
149 West 27th street . Of this or­
ganization Caleb Simms is chairman, 
Charles F . Butler and Edward Barg-
uet vice-chairman, J . B. Joseph and 
Alfred Christian secretaries, and Ma­
jor R. Pool treasurer. In the Gen-
ciwil' committee are sixty members, 
with Rev. William B. Derrick, D. D., 
and Rev. J . S. Caldwell a t the head. 

In t he Eleventh Assembly District 
is the pioneer Republican club of the 
city, and probably of the country. 
I t was organized nineteen years ago 
and has remained in more or less ac­
tivity ever since. The Eleventh also 
polls the strongest colored vote in 
the S ta te , and has its head-quar­
ters a t 470 Sixth avenue !>etween 
28th and 29th streets . The organ­
ization is termed the Harrison and 
Reid Campaign Club of the Eleventh 
Assembly District. Major R. Pool Is 
president, wi th Edward Flow vice-
president; Har ry Hill, second vice-
president; James C. Lancaster, secre­
ta ry ;Samuel J . Alexander, assistant 
secretary and Charles Williams, ser-
geant-at-arms. The Finance commit­
tee consist of John C. M. Smith, Fred­
erick J . Pool and Daniel Morrison. 
There are 200 members in the club, 
several are office holders, and all are 
live, energetic men. 

Around the corner, a t 109 West 
29th s treet , is the regular Harrison 
and Reid Club of the Eleventh As­
sembly District. The first floor is 
occupied by the membership of 165, 
a lurge flag waves from a front 
window, and por t ra i t s of the candi­
dates adorn the windows. The club 
is a strong one, and is officered by 
Daniel Morris as president; George 
Moore, vice-president; George C. Har­
ris., secretary; George McMurray, 
general superintendent, and B. Rob­
inson, sergeant-at-arms. All are ac­
tive ward workers, and meet every 
night for social purposes and on 
Friday night for regular business. 

In the second story of 217 West 
28th s t ree t are the headquurtewrs 
of the Thirteenth Assembly District. 
The president is Rush Simms, vice-
presidepit, Williams Jackson; secre­
tary , John Younger; t reasurer , Wil­
liam Wells, and sergeant-at-arms, 
Isaiah Kate . Friday nights they as­
semble, and they are now arranging 
t o uniform t h e 180 members. 

Another energetic club Is the Har-
risoa and Reid Club of the Fifteenth 
Assembly District, si tuated a t 249 
West 32nd street . This club has 
just be. u s tar ted. I t has a large 
transparency In front of the build­
ing, with por t ra i t s of the candidates 
and the devices of the club. In the 
district are 700 or 800 voters, who 
will, in all probability, Join the club, 
which has now a membership of 300. 
One of the features of the club is the 
Khook Guard, 300 in number named 
after Shed Shook, who has paid for 
t he uniforms. The officers are Dr. 
Jones, president; Lemuel Banks, vice-
prfsident; Philip Boyer, secretary; 
Howard Clark, treasurer, and Geo. 
Garner, sergeant-at-arms. 

Next in importance is the Harrison 
tind Reid club of the Seventeenth As­
sembly District, si tuated a t 235 
West 41st street . The membership 
a t present is 150, while enrollments 
are continuing every day. Two rooms 
are occupied by the organization and 
a fetching transparency covers the 
front of the first story. I t s officers 
are Horace Hicks, president; Samuel 
Jackson, secretary; C. C. Johnson, 
vice-president; William Jones, treas­
urer, and William Smith, sergeant-
at-arms. All a re live men, good 
workers, and are negotiating for un­
iforms and lanterns. 

The other organizations in the dif­
ferent districts are practically In an 
embryotic s t a t e as yet, but are being 
speedily organized. Lu the Twenty-
eighth District, under the leadership 
of Thomas Tucker?, quarters have 
been secured a t 2G7 West 146th 
s t reet . In a few days there will 
be a membership of 400 or 500 find 
everything will be on a solid basis, 
making the club on • of the strongest 
in the city. In the Third District 
the colored vote is being organized 
by Austen Allen, while Isaac B. 
Josephs is handling affairs in the 
Twen f y-woond.

- A hiss, a roar and an explosion, 
following like lightning's flash upon 
S c h other, rending iron £ • » « £ ' 
tearing t imbers and mutilat ing, 
e t r t e w and scalding men, tell t he 
s £ r y of a terrible boiler explosion 
5 L ? occurred a t 7'45 o'clock thto 
morning in the lower mills of the Bur­
gess Steel and Iron works. The 
mills present a scene of wreck and 
confusion, and twelve of their em­
ployes are more or less scalded, 
wounded and bruised. The report 
and shock of the explosion was heard 
and felt by persons t w o and three 
miles from the mill. The fatal boil­
er was located to a ba t t e ry ot eight, 
s i tuated midway of the main build-
in* These boilers were all old, 
havtoc been in constant use for about 
fifteen years. The boiler which caus­
ed the disaster w a s blown into 
fragments, pieces of i t were found 
s a c r a l blocks, from the scene of 
t h e explosion.* The head was blown 
clear through the blacksmith shop 
standing South of t h e main bui.d-
imr. One of the employes was s t ruc t 
by tbto fragment and knocked un­
conscious. Another piece, compris-
inir about one-fourth of the entire 
boiler, was blown through the roof 
t o a height ot t w o hundred feet, 
crashing through t h e roof of the op­
posite side of the s tructure in i ts 
downward cqurse. Beams and tim­
bers were shattered, furnaces wreck­
ed and boiling wa te r drenched the

te ry are to ta l ly wrecked and the 
machinery run by them badly dam-

In Wayne county, Professor D. Agus-
tus Straker is the candidate of his 
par ty for Circuit Court Commission­
er, and Wm. W. Ferguson has been 
selected t o make a run for the 
legislature, and there are more coun­
ties t o hear from. . 

The Pialndealer very much regrets 
t o hear of the defection in politics 
of Bishop John M. Brown, for it 
will impair his usefulness in the 
church. The reason given by him 
why he has deserted the Republican 
for the Democratic par ty , is t h a t 
Orover Cleveland has promised to

By the box s tand t w o 
astonished and frightened white 
men, who are helpless of course. 
These cuts, i t is said, are being 
posted in conspicuous places through 
the country, and make their appeal 
t o the average white voter, who 
is supposed to be too prejudiced and 
too poorly informed on public affairs 
t o understand t h a t this is a huge 
deception, and no Federal election 
law t h a t might or could be framed 
intends or could result In scenes like 
this . The papers do not tell their 
readers fha t no law could be im­
posed upon the Sta tes , except a 
measure designed t o secure honest 
elections in accordance wi th the very 
laws of t he S ta tes . But prejudice 
is stronger t han reason. Since the 
Alabama and Georgia elections we 
have teas of "Negro domination." The 
Georgia election is very instructive. 
Governor Northern spoke out against 
lynching and mob rule, as i t was 
"his duty t o do. He is also ac­
credited wi th having made a Just 
and impartial ruling on mat te r s re­
lating t o division el the school fund, 
of course the Kegro voters, many 
of them would give him their sup­
port . 

A prominent Memphis lawyer re­
marked recently t o the writer , t h a t 
it would be a good th ing all round 
if t he Negroes would come over and 
vote wi th the Democratic pa r ty , the 
reply was: "Let your p a r t y give 
them a chance, assure them by your 
conduct, of Just t rea tment and you 
will break the color line in politics." 

Protection t o t rade and labor 
may be a good thing. We w a n t 
a government t h a t will deal justly 
by all its subjects, protecting them 
In life and property.

I looked a t the l i t t le black chil­
dren saluting (training) the flag, in 
one of the schools this week, and 
I could not keep back the tears 
as I thought how loyal their fath­
ers had always been t o the flag. 
Yes, teach the children t o love 
and honor it, never let it t ra i l in 
the dust. Some day, please God, 
it will s tand for all t h a t is claimed 
for it now. 

J t would be a good thing to have 
parade and flag saluting day for 
all the children every year, pledg­
ing allegiance t o the s t a r ry ban­
ner and t o the government and 
country in which we have a heri­
tage, and no doubt, in the provi­
dence of God. there is t o be a time 
when a common love of country, 
and reverence for law and the honor 
of American citizenship will send this 
pe t ty prejudice of race and color 
t o the shades where slavery has 
gone.

The public schools as well as pri­
vate, open with a larger enrollment 
than ever before, perhaps a t the be­
ginning. Indeed, there is not room 
for many of the children who should 
be in school. One six room school 
has an enrollment of nearly 600 
pupiss. Surely the urgent need of 
more buildings aad larger feel Kit* 
for the education of these ehlldran 
must ere long result in favorable 
action on the p a r t of the school 
board. I t will cost the S ta t e less 
t o educate these boy s a n d girls a a d 
do w h a t It eaa t o prepare theaVfor 
responsible manhood aad woman­
hood, t h a n t o guard aad punish a 
large and increasing elass of idl« 
criminals. In eertain quar ters , 
there l a . a sentiment which t r e a t s 
the education of the colored youth 
as a sort of g ra tu i ty , aad would 
even g r e a t them only sueh educa­
tion as they eoutd pay for from the 
resources of their own scanty earn­
ings aad general poverty, aad aU 
this in spite-of t he fact t h a t a s a 
laboring elass they a re t h e weal th 
producers of this country. The South, 
has l i t t le t o depend oa y e t a p a r t 
from agricultural resource*, and these 
resources grea t ly demand more m-
telllgent care and development

Mrs. Marie Preston, who was pres­
en t a t the meeting l as t night, at tend­
ed a meeting in Charleston, S. C , six 
months before t he big ear thquake 
there, when t h e Rev. Andrew Jones 
foretold the calamity and warned 
t h e people. < I , I ' 

In substance the pi o; het 's dlscoui se 
was as follows: 

A terrible calamity will overtake 
Chicago, killing thousands of peo­
ple. God says, "She shall be visit­
ed of the Lord of Hosts wi th thunder 
and with ear thquake and grea t 
noise, wi th whirlwind and temptest , 
and the flame of devouring fire." 
People don't know how wicket Chi­
cago te. God has told me t h a t many 
cities must faT. He will t ear down 
pride and hypocrisy. Not only in 
Chicago, but in t h e whole ear th two 
par ts will be cut off. I have told 
t he people of New York t h a t they 
would have an ear thquake. I told 
them so in '84 and they had it. 
What will become of Robert Inger-
soll? The wickedness of the ear th 
is not forgotten. There will be 
dead in the big cities t i l l they can­
not be burled. I told the people 
of Johnstown so and they would 
not believe it , but they remembered 
my words when they were swept 
down death's dark valley, and Is ut­
tering a warning t o sinners. Don't 
you hear it thundering more of la te 
years? When those g rea t lights 
stood over New York science said i t 
was Northern lights. The Bible says 
God will put signs In the Heavens. 
I t meant t h a t New York is t o be 
cursed. But Chicago will be cursed 
worse than any other city Unless 
the people repent nothing will save 
you.

The methods of voting under the 
new election lew of this state is not 
difficult, when once the principle is un­
derstood. No elector needs to lose his 
vote, if he will but exercise a little 
cere. All the tickets regularly put in 
nomination will be printed side by 
side on one sheet of paper. This will 
be the emcLAX BALLOT, and is the 
only one allowed to be voted. The 
voter will be given one of these official 
ballots by the inspector of election. 
The voter should see that the inspect­
or 's initials are put on the back of the 
ticket in one comer. The voter -mst 
take this eJR nal ballot with him alone 
into the booth. At the head of the 
Republican ticket he will find first a 
vignette or design, under that the 
word REPUBLICAN and under the latter 
a email open square, thus:

When the official ballot has been 
properly marked, i t should be folded 
so as to conceal the face of it, but to 
show the initials of the inspector on 
the back. The voter then passes out of 
the booth through the door opposite to 
the one through which he entered and 
hands his ballot to the inspector a t the 
ballot box who puts i t into the box in 
full view. 

If a voter spoils a ballot in preparing 
it, he can get another by returning 
the spoiled one to the inspector who 
furnishes ballots., If he is unable to 
read, so as to prepare his ballot, the 
board of inspectors may designate 
some one to help him. No electioneer-' 
ing is allowed within 100 feet of the 
polls.

reputable citizens, near and around 
Rolen county, Miss. She was cut 
down la ter on, and was found t o 
show symptoms of life, and was im­
mediately p u t under a physician's 
care when life was restored. She 
is now thought t o be out of danger, 
and claims t o know her wou.d-be 
mu.-derers. She quietly tells they 
a r e her neighbors. 

—It is now claimed t h a t the Afro-
American who was lynched about 
t w o weeks ago a t Lamed, Kansas, 
was not gui l ty of even a t tempted 
rape. The woman was a willing 
person to t he si tuation in which 
they were found, and had passed 
several hours together. The dis­
patches repor t a ' terrible struggle 
by her t o save her honor while in­
vestigation failed t o reveal a bruise. 
Like many other women caught in 
a like s i tuat ion, she raised the cry 
of rape to avoid the consequences of 
her s i tuat ion and the man, being 
an Afro-American, was lynched. 

Clarkesdale, Miss., Oct. 3.—Sheriff 
Harr is , wl .h twenty-seven deputies, 
went t o J . K. WiJc.nson's planta­
tion, West of Boabo, yesterday, t o 
quell an insurrection of Negroes, who 
were reported t o be thoroughly or­
ganized.

Ulockleas Countries. 
Liberia, in Africa, has neither clock 

nor timepiece of any sor t , t he reck­
oning of t ime is made entirely by 
the movement and position of the 
sun, which rises a t 6 a. m. and sets 
a t 6 p . m. almost t o t he minute, 
the year round and a t noon i t is 
vertically over head. The Islanders 
of the South Paci.lc have no clocks, 
bat make a curious t ime marker of 
their own. They t ake the kernels 
from the nuts of the candle t ree 
and wash and s t r ing them on the 
r ib of a palm leaf. The first or 
top kernel is then lighted. All of 
t he kernels are of t h e same size and 
substance, and each will burn a 
certain number of minutes and than 
nee fire t o the next one below. 
The natives t ie pieces of bark cloth 
a t regular intervals along the str ing 
t o make t h e division of t ime. 

Among t h e natives of Singar, in 
t he Malay Archipelago, another pe-
cular device is need. Two bott les are 
placed neck a a dneck, and sand is 
placed in oae of them, which pours 
itself Into t h e other one ever half 
hoar, when the bott les are revers­
ed- There to a line near by also, 
on which a r e hung twelve rods 
marked wi th notches from one t o 
twelve. A r e g u a r l y appointed help­
er a t tends t o t h e bott les and rod*

"In all elections every male cit­
izen, every male inhabi 'ant residing 
in t he s t a t e on the twenty-fourth 
Say of June, one thousand eight hun­
dred and thirty-five, every male in­
habi tant residing in the s t a t e on 
the first day. of J a n n a ' y , one thou­
sand eight hundred and fifty, who 
has declared his lntpnt on t o become 
a dt isen of the United 8 ta tes , pur­
suant t o t he laws thereof, six 
months preceding an election, or 
who has resided in this rtate t w o 
years and six months and declared 
his fntentioo as aforesnl 1, and every 
<•* illsed male Inhabitant of Indian 
descent, a nat ive of the United 
S ta tes , and not a member of any 
tribe, shall be an elector or entitled 
t o vote a t any elect'on, unless he 
shall be above the age of twenty-
one years and has resided in this 
s t a t e three months a n i in the town­
ship or ward In which he offers t o 
vote t en days next preceding such 
election. 

"Provided, Tha t in t ime of war , 
insurrection or rebellion no qualified 
elector in the actual military service 
of t h e United 6tat<fi, or of this 
s t a t e , in t h e army or navy thereof, 
shall be deprived o* his vote by 
reason of his absence from the town­
ship, ward or s t a t e In whieh be re­

sides, and the legislature shall 
have the power and shall provide 
the manner In whleh, and the t ime 
and place a t which, such absent 
electors may vote and for the eaa-
vass and re turn of thei r votes t a 
the township or ward election dis­
trict In which they respectlvelx re­
side, or otherwise."

Professor J . G. Bone, ol Chat tanooga, 
t aught a success'ul school a t Meltons-
v i le . J\ C. Jordan a t Hillians Store, 
six miles North of this place. Profes­
sor Jordan is a made teacher, form­
ally of Maysville, Ala. Mr. John Poe, 
of Warrenton, Ala., t a u g h t a very 
successful school a t North, Ala., Just 
across the Tennessee river. Our pub­
lic school sessions are only three 
months, which are too short . Mr. 
Poe was expecting t o g radua te 
fi vn the Huntsville S t a t e Nbrmal 
school this session, but is somewhat 
discouraged, as his contract called 
for $75, but our county superinten­
dent of education, Mr. Johnson paid 
him $35 lor teaching of a three 
months school, t with an average at­
tendance of 50 pupils. Another Afro-
American teacher received $8 less 
than contracted for. 

I t seems t h a t the mob violaters 
of this land of the free and the 
home of the brave, are not killing 
our people fast enough t o suit some 
and th ' y ar^ continually killing ea-jh 
olher. Since January , '92, there has 
been, three or four Afro-Americans 
killed by their brothers, near Gun-
tersville. Bob. Goodloe was killed by 
the Moore brothers, who are still 
a t large. One James Baker, killed 
a young man from Missouri, who 
was working on the new railroad, 
just completed from Gadsden, Ala., 
t o Guutersville. Ala. Jer ry Jeferson 
and George Forney became involved 
in a difficulty some twelve months 
ago. and have been carrying Win­
chesters for each other since t h a t 
time. Je r ry Jeferson was working 
a t "Whitesburgh, Ala., but recently 
becamfe so enraged and blood thi rs ty 
t h a t he k ft o:f work. Came to Gun-
tersville t o find and kill Forney. 
The l a t t e r being apprised of the 
bUme, upon Oct. 1st. Forney hid him­
self on the roadside and when Jef­
erson came along, Forney without 
warning, short the l a t t e r down. He 
was taken t o Guntersville, and plac­
ed umler medical t rea tment , but died 
three days la ter . . I wish the Plain-
dealer much success, it comes every 
week as a new and friendly visitor.

—Buffalo capitalists propose t o 
frect a steel observatory 250 feet 
in height a t Niagara Falls. The 
ground has already been jum-nas^d: 
it is near the corner of Falls and 
River streets—and the contract tor 
t h e steel work has been given out. 
The plans and specifications call for 
a s tructure 70 feet a t the base, 
250 feet high, tapering t o 18 feet 
a t the top. The frame will be built 
of four main columns 15 inches 
around which the covering will be 
placed. A platform 88 feet in cir­
cumference will surround the top , 
furnishing room for 80 people t o 
s tand.

To t h e I d i t o r of the Piaindealer:—
