BRISTOL’S WESTERN MAIL.

What Came of Printing an Interesting
Item About Spinsters.

Communications have lately been
pouring in in extraordinary numbers
upon the two youths who act respec-
tively as postmaster and postinaster’s
clerk at the postoffice in Bristol. These
missives were from many lone bachelors
in the far west, desiring the postal offi-
cials to procure for them the names and
sddreeses, and, if possible, without re-
gard to cost, the photographs of some
of the many maidens of whom these
same bachelors understand the popila-
tion of the town is chiefly compoeed.

A story concerning the astounding
numbers of maidens of an uncertain age
who resided on a certain street and with-
in the confines of one short square in
Bristol had appeared in The Record, and
the canse of the influx was at once ex-
plained.

‘“The Largest Organ in the World.”

“The largest organ in the world” has
an unfortunate habit of spreading itself
over a great surface. It is in Boston, in
Harlem, in a dozen other Eunropean
cities, in Garden City, in Brooklyn, in
Chicago. Possibly we may have it some
time in New York. The great Harlem
organ has sixty stops and 4,088 pipes.
Fifteen of these stops and 1,098 of the
pipes are in the echo organ. It takes so
much strength to play this organ that
the organist is said to be completely ex-
hausted after a performance.

The organ in the Brooklyn Tabernacle
has 110 stops and 4,448 pipes. The organ
in the Chicago Auditorinmn has 109 speak-
ing stops and enough mechanical acces-
sories and pedal movements to bring the
number to 176, and 7,124 pipes, besides
sixty-nine bells. The echo organ alone
has 842 pipes.—New York Times.

Buttons and Combs Made of Blood.

There is a large factory at a small
town near Chicago employing about 100
to 150 workers, which is wholly given
over to the manufacture of useful arti-
cles from waste animal blood. At cer-
tain seasons of the year this unique fac-
tory uses from 10,000 to 15,000 gallons
of fresh blood per day. Itis first con-
verted into thin gheets by evaporation
and certain chemical processes, and aft-
erward worked up into a variety of use-
ful articles, such as combs, buttons, ear-
rings, belt claspe, bracelets, (tc. Tons

of these articles are sent to all parts of
the world every year from this “bloody”
Sucker State manufactory.—8t. Lonuis

A Great Place for Salt.

Five or six years ago the people of
Colorado City, away out on the rugged
bluffs of the Colorado river, felt that
they had reached a degree of advance-
ment which justified municipal airs.
They thought they ought to have a city
council. When they got that they dis-
covered that their water supply wasn’t
what it ought to be. There came in a
class of high toned settlers who weren’t
satisfied with whisky and water, but
wanted all water, and good water, too.
The city council in dne deliberation
moved in the mmatter. A considerable
fund was raised and a deep hole was
bored. The drill went down 1,200 feet.
It didae’t find good drinking water, but
it struck petroleum, eighty feet of rock
salt and other things.

The boring stopped for awhile. Colo-
rado City offered its hole for sale, but
found no takers. After awhile some-
body thought of making use of the salt.
The hole was bored deeper. It struck
fresh water, which arose to within 200
or 800 feet of the surface and dissolved
the rock salt. A pump was put down.
A windmill was hoisted above the pump.
The wind raised the salt water, which
was run into a reservoir. This west
Texas sun, which shines about 840 days
in e yeur, did the rest. Colorado City
had salt. Other wells have been bored.
Windmills have been hoisted in rows
until Don Quixote might think he saw,
by the moonlight, a whole army defying
him. The precess commends itself to
an economical, not to say a lazy, man.
The water dissolves the rock salt. The
wind raises the water. The sun evap-
orates the water and leaves the salt on
the ground.

Could anything be easier? Manual
labor is necessary to take up the salt
and barrel it, that's all. A 80-foot wind-
mill raises from 5,000 to 8,000 gallons of
salt water in an hour. Of the salt thus
manufactured by nature’s forces Colora-
do City ships out several hundred car-
loads a month. A, chemical analysis
shows this salt to be 98 per cent. pure.
In a country where there were less sun-
shine and wind saltmaking could not
be carried on so successfully.—St. Louis
Globe-Democrat.

Relics of J. Wilkes Booth.

Of the 10,000 or more relics of all
kinds preserved in the Army Medical
museum at Washington the most inter-
esting perhaps are two portions of a hu-
man body— all that remains above
ground of J. Wilkes Booth, the assassin
of President Lincoln., These ghastly
but most interesting specimens are num-
bered and catalogued for ready refer-
ence. The first (mounted on a little
stand and labeled 4,088) is a section, or
rather, sections of three vertebrse, the
third, fourth and fifth, through an aper-
ture in which a thin wire is placed
showing the course of the ball. Near
this is the sacond specimen, suspended
in & wide mouthed vial of alcohol and
Jabeled 4,087. It is about three inches
long and reminds one of a section of
well cooked beef marrow.

Referring to the catalogue, under the
head of No. 4,086 we find the following:
“Mountedl specimen is the third, fourtk
and fifth eervical vertebr®. A conoidal
carbine ball entered the right side, com-
minuting the base of the right laminse
of the fourth vertebra, fracturing it
longitudinally and separating it from
the spinous process, at the same time
fracturing the fifth through its pedicle,
and also involving the transverse pro-
gess. The missile passed directly through
the canal with a slight inclination
downward, and to the rear, emerging
through the left base of the fourth and
fifth laminse, which are comminuted
and from which fragments were imbed-
ded in the muscles of the neck.”

The alcoholic specimen, labeled
4,087, has the entry in the catalogue:
* A portion of the spinal cord from the
cervical region, aniversely perforated
from right to left by a carbine ball
which fractured the lamins of the
fourth and fifth vertebrse.” The cord is
much torn and discolored by blood.
As mentioned above, these two speci-
mens are the only portions of J. Wilkes
Booth’s body that were not consigned to
the grave.—St. Louis Republic.

Wooden Legs.

‘Who first invented wooden legs? Vul-
can was a cripple, and in consequence
of his difficulty in walking he is said to
have made himself an artificial suapport
of gold; but, as Mr. Thoms pointed out
long ago, gold is not for every crippie,
and every myth is backed by reality.
Again, the devil, as represented in the
drawings and engravings of the Middle
Ages, i8 a compound of Pluto and Vul-
can. The latter was ejected from Olym-
pus, the devil was cast out of heaven,
Vulcan was frequently figured with a
beard and pointed cap.

In the edition of Tyndale’s New Testa-
ment printed by Jugge in 1582 there is
a wood cut representing the devil sowing
tares, and wearing not only the Vulca-
nian beard and pointed cap, but also a
wooden leg. Another medimval repre-
sentation of the devil with a wooden leg
may be found in one of the paintings on
the paunels of the pulpit in the ancient
little church of Heligoland. It is only
fair, however, to point out that the arti-
ficial suppert in the Tyndale wood cut
resembles more a clumsy, one legged
stool, upon which the lame leg appears
to be doubled up at the kuee, than a sub-
stituted wooden limb. After all this
identification, so far as regards costume
and lameness, of the medimval devil and
the ancient Vulcan, although it opens
up a curious field of speculation to those
who are learned in matters of compara-
tive mythology, yet throws no certain
light an the question as to when the
wooden leg as we know it—a complete
artificial substitute for a lost limb—was
first invented.—AL the Year Round.

1y counted and returned.

A Terrible Death.

Just be-
fore 5 o'clock Jackson drove up the
avenue on a wagon and reached
Thirty-firet street, just as a freight
train of fifty-four cars was backing
out of the yard. Every wagon or
truck on the road had stopped, but
Jackson, in epite of a warning by
the flagman, persisted in going right
ahead, As he crossed the track the
speed of a backing train was sud-
denly dncreased and before he had
realized hie peril the rear car had
crashed into the team, fmashing the
wagon to splinters and instantly
killlng Jackson and the horse he
had been driving.

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DOWN WITH FALSE LEADERS,

The fiwst sting of defeat is over,
and the skillful generals and lead-
ers of the Republican party are al-
ready reforming the ranks, discuss-
ing new plans and preparing to dis-
pute for supremacy again with the
ancient enemy. During the past
campajgn, and in fact during the
admindstration of President Harrison,
unwise leaders, false to the party
and its pledges, have helped to con-
‘tribute to the recent defeat, . In
1888 the Republican party was
victorious, because of certain defin-
distinet pledges made to the
people. It promised to make citl-
senship all over the country a guar-

" anteed fact, and to help the nation

overcome the illiteracy in the South-
ern States. The wvictory of that
year was complete. The House and
Semate were won with the president
and the Fifty-first Congress had an
opportunity to go dowm the ‘ages
as one of the most beneficent in the
history of the Lepublie. Early in
ite session, however, the Pliimleal-
er observed indications on the part
of certain leaders to play false with
the people to eschew all sentimental
and moral issues and oconfine them-
gelves to questions of business.

More at-
tention to the farmers in New York
State, and trying to overcome the
dirsatisfaction in the West, and in
combination with the tarrif making
a fight on free elections and against
Southerii outrages and the cam-
paijgn would have resulted dilfer-
Iy. .
- In recognizing the lines, the first
duty of the party should be to get
rid of its false leaders. The silver
Senators, who united with the Dem-
ocrats to defeat the election bill,
ought to be retired, Quay should
be defeated in Pennsylvania, Senator
Stewart has gone over to the De-
mocracy, so ought Wolcott and Tel-
ler, and no one ought to be permit-
ted to lead the party, but saterling
Republicans. Down with the false
leaders.

Bishop H. McNeil Turner has been
to Bermuda, and he writes as follows
to the Christian Recorder:

I find several persons here be-
longing to the colored race, whose
status entitle them to more than
ordinary comnsideration. Such as Hon,
J. H. 1. Jackson, M. C. P., J. H.
Robinson, who owns the lurgest dry
goods store and building in Bermuda;
E, C. Jaekson, barrister-at-law; C.
W. T. Smdith, M. D., and R. A. Pack-
wood, M. D., W. O. I'. Bascome, D. D.
S.; H. Gilbert, one of the chief pilots
of the Island, indeed all the pilots
bere are colored men. Richard Eve,
one of the first planters of the Is-
lnd; 8. D. Robinson, the chief buk-
er; W. T, Crawford, dry goods mer-
chant and fancy cedar work and
walking cane manufacturer; J. H.
Jackson, cabinet maker; Joseph Tuck-
er, hpuse comtractor and builder; J,
T. Anderson, orgin builder; Julian
Tucker, master mason; Wm. H, Trott,
first class pattern maker in the Roy-
al Naval establishment, and scores of
store keepers, mechanies and artisans,
The cotored men here do not take
to scullion employment by any
means to the extent we do in the
States, and our people must rise
above it or else remain f{orever
dwarfed. ' Scullionism amd indepen-
demcy are opposite poles. A race
of servante can no more rise than
rocks can swim or frogs can fly.

By this letter the good bishop
shows that he is becoming i mon-
omainac on scvllion employment. If
he would only use his eyes in our
Republic, when he is traveling
around, he could see evidences of
thrift, of the race engaged in mer-
cantile busimess, in reaning factories,
occupying positions of honor and
trust, where one individual in a
Year may handle as much business
as s dome by the race in Bermuda.

This is somett_xingo(a back down
from ‘the position always assumed,
but even this will not meet with
any encouragement from the Amer-
ican people, If there is anything the
American people are determined up-
on it I8 the keeping of secularianism
out of the public schwools and if any
church thinks that their young are
to good to enter the common schools
and desire separate schoolds, it 1is
proper and fitting that that church
shoukl support them.

Separate schools, whether created
for tlhe purpose of dividing races
or religious bodies, ought not to be
tolerated, In them children are
taught, by the very mature of the
case, to look dowm upon the chil-
dren not attending thejr schools,
and in place of the good feeling
that should pervade, all there grows
up hositility, which bodes no good.

One high authority in the church
is quoted as saying, that he did
pot think that such a compromise
as the foregoing could be adopted
for some time. He is right. Dut
ho profesees to see im the future
a poseibility. And that possibliity
may not be far off under the pres-
ent policy of our government to
foreign immigration. One hall of
a million of people every YyYeitr are
coming to America, and most of
these at the present time come from
the least progressive of the European
races, Thousands upomn thousands
ol Poles, Huns, Croats, Slavs, Itali-
ans and Irish, all Catholics. At the
present rate it cam not be so long
before they will be able to control
affairs and pass such legislation as
they please. If the American people
do not desire to have the BState
support separate religious schools,
it must stop this foreign immigra-
tion.

Whether this immigration will ad-
vance such an end or not it ynust be
apparent to all that it is coming
too rapidly to be properly assim-
ulated amongst she American peo-

ple.

The Plaindealer is unable to find
out from reading the American Cit-
izen, whether itd editor, C. H. J. Tay-
lor, was elected to the legislature
or mot. He was a candidate on
the fusiom ticket. In his legisla-
tive district there are 1,600 Demo-
crats, and he received the support
of 200, while the other 1,400 cut him
because he was an Afro-American,
while the Afro-Americans, regardless
of party, gave him an almost solid
support. This ought to convince
Mr. Taylor that the mass ol that
party don’t want Afro-American sup-
port, but he seems to care not and
is crowing lustily because Cleveland
was elected president. Mr. Taylor
had no reason for leaving a.loubt
as to his election, it is emough for
us who were beaten to be befuddled
in our opinions.

The Inter Ocean claims that Car-
pegie was to Harrison, what Burch-
ard was to DBlaine. The Plaindeal-
er has an idea that Carnegie cut
no figure in the campaign, and be-
Yeves that an analysis of the vote
will reveal the fact that Republi-
cane stayed at home, a8 they usual-
1y do when dissatisfied. It must
not be forgotten that the Repub-
lican party went into poswer in 1888
upon certain well defined pledges,
among tbem was a promise to se-
cure free and fair elections, and
to pass an oducational measure.

) The need of a good Civil Right law
in Ohio, that will stand the test
becomes more evident. In Colum-
bus recently, a woman of the race
instituted a suit against an insur-
ance company for discrimination, be-
cause of color. The discrimination
in insurance i8 a matter that has
not attracted much attemtion in
the State, although in the East, the
reverse has been the case. Massa-
chusetts has tnacted a law that
prohibite all companies acting from
a charter granted by, the State, to
so discriminate, i. e. by charging Afro-
Amevicans a large amount to obtain
a given amount of insurance, or by
the insertiom of clauses that provides
that the amount of insurance shall
mot be paid in full wien the person
8 an Afro-American. In New York
State similar legislation was before
the legislature of that State, and
our readers will remember, that it
was the attitude of J. 8.
Faseett towards that bill that
created a revolt againgst him in
his candidacy for governor last
year.

There should be instituted a de-
termined .effort against all insur-
ance companies that disctiminates
against the race. The Plaindealer
is aware of the fact that these com-
panies endeavor to bolster up their
ecase by an array of statistics, which
show that Afro-Americans are not
as long lived as the whites, but these
statistics so far as they relate to
the intelligent of the race are false.
The Afro-American who 8eeks
get insurance is just as good a risk
as any white man in his class, and
any diserimination against him is a
blow at his citizenship that should
not be encouraged.

Twenty-nin eof the forty walters
at the Cadiliac struck Thursday fore-
noonn, They wepe paid olf at. once
and their places filled by new men,
No inconvenience was caused.

The cause of the strike was an
order given last week that the
walters, as has been customary every
winter, should wear dress coats
whem serving dinners on Sundays.
Willlam Thomas and Monroe Everett,
two waiters, who had come to De-
troit recemtly from other cities, ob-
jected to this order. When Land-
lord Graves learned of this he dis-
charged them. Yesterday just be-
fore the dimner hour, Mr. Graves was
notified by his waiters that all hands
would strike if the two discharged
men wore not reinstated. Mr. Graves
sent word back that every wait-
er who refused to work might con-
sider himsell discharged and apply
to the cashier for his pay. Twenty-
nine men went out,

WwWord was sent to the Russell
house and Normandie, whose propri-
etors immedintely sent all the wait-
ters they could spare to help out
the Cadlillac people. The Cadillac
enfe was closed and its waliters
transferred to the dining room, thus
averting all trouble.

PALMER'S TARDY OPINION.

In the following, T. W. Palmer
comes a8 near voicing the opinion
of the Plaindealer, as to the defeat
of the Republican party as anything
we have seen.

“The defeat of the Republican
party was inavoidable,” is the way
sSenator Thomas W. Palmer regards
the result of the national election.
“The campaign lacked the vital force
of any great moral or semtimental
jssue and neither the brilliant and
grea.t personal magnestism of Blaine
nor the record of McKinley as a
protector of American industry could
have carried the party to success.
The masses care but little about
the tariff or currency issues on which
the campaign was prineipally fought
and there were hundreds of thous-
ands who did not vote, but who
would have gome to the polls had
some great moral or sentimental
question been involved.”

Mr. Palmer thinks the Republican
party should have fought more dis-
tinctly and specifically with the
election bill as the principal issue.
He believes the time will come
when the Lodge or some kindred bill
will be the issue of a national cam-
paign,

Senator Palmer declares that even
in the South it is acknowledged that
the methods of election there, al-
though regarded as a necessity
against black domination. is having
a debasing effect, particularly up-
on the young voters, and they are
learning to despise the idea of pure
elections, He quotes the indiffer-
ence with which Northern people re-
gard the neutralization of the rights
of millions in the South and the
frauds perpctrated in big cities as
evidence of the demoralization which
already exists upom the guestiom.

The Senaitor predicts the time w!ll
soon come whem the good men of
both North amnd the South will in-
gist upon restoring the sanctity of
the bhalint, .

“T belteve,” he ndded, “the defeat ol
Harricon was not caused by the dis-
affection of individuals. His admin-
jirtrntion is unassailable and marked
by much more merit than any Rince
ﬂm time of Lincom. T regard Presi-
dent Harrison as a man who illus-
trates the highest characteristics of
American statesmanship and with
gsuch a necornd I think it better he
is defeated in a tidal wave that
was eaused possibly by the very
merits of his administration than to
have won by the exertiom of a single
effort unworthy his consci~nee or in-
talleet. That the Republican party
will live and flourish I do not doubt,
becanse I regard it as' the politieal
abiding place of truth, humanity and
virtue.”

This business is
dependent upon ‘the MecKinley Tarift
Act, that has caused more than one
iactory of ‘this kind, paying good
wages, to spring up in all parts of
this country, and yet that foreman
pretended to be intelligent. Sueh
men are differecnt from the average
Afro-American. As a rule, he usual-
1y overflows with gratitude, and oft-
en carries it to success. However
he makes workman,
who s not apt to ‘injure his own
and hix employer’s interest by voting
for such radical measures. The great

manufacturing interests of the coun-
try owe it to him that he be giv-
en employment, and a chance to
learn all k » T fa» no clars
of citizens have stood more steadily
by the measures that have made
them a possibility than he,

Several of our young men, who ap-
pear ambitious t0 be heard on the
rostrum, or the stump, have organ-
jezd a forensic club.

Olover 8eed to be of Value —Items of In-

R T S N

" OLOVER SEED.

Present indications are that the
clover seed will be worth money
when seeding time comes next
spring. There has : been compara-
tively o material decrease in the
ravages of the ineects and other ene-
mées peculiar to the clover. The
crop in the East is reported short,
and the crop i Iowa i8 estimated
at the ow rate of two bushels per
acre. West of Iowa there is not
enough eseed grown for consumption
in the mmediate localities. The
prices quoted on the various boards
of trade reflect these counditions,
October and November being quot-
ed at Toledo, the great clover mark-
ot, at $6 per bushel and at Chi-
cago about the same price. This

is mearly double the price quoted |

three years ago. It therefore stands
the farmer who has a prospect of
a reasonable crop of clover seed well
in hand to take care of it, as it
certainly will all be wanted by the
close of another year.—Iowa Home-
stead.

HOW TO FEED FOR WOOL.

Experiments undertaken some two
Years ago by the experiment sta-
téon nt Cormell university, New York,
seemed to dndicate that nitrogenous
food, such as clover hay, bran, or
oil meal, even when supplied in
small quantities, has a very bene-
ficial effect on ‘the growth of wool.
We sum up their conclusions after
two years experience in feeding dif-
ferent flocks on a carbonaceous ra-
tion, chiefly com, as against a
nitrogenous ration made up of clover
hay, roots, wheat bran, and cotton-
seed 0il, and one or two on interme-
diate ratons. These conclusions are
as follows:

‘“That com a8 an exclusive grain
ration, does not give the best re-
esults, edither in amount, quality, or
economy of production, when fed to
growing or fatteming animals.

‘“That the amount of water drunk
(especially in the case of our lambs)
is a pretty certain indication of the
rate of gain.

“That the productéion of wool is
very dependent upon the nitrogen
in the ration.”

The cheapest nitrogenouws ration
that can be furnished to sheep is
clover hay, and {t 8 also one of the
bes't.

FATTENING PORK CHEAPLY.

The question of how to make
momey by wise ecomomy and saving
will always b2 a pertinent and
profitable one t0 discuse. There
s an enormous waste going on
among American farmers in the fat-
tening of ° thefr pork. A farmer
writes an exchange and says last
Year he planted one-edghth of an acre
of land, measured and raised 820
pumpkinge of an average wedght of
sixteen pounds each. The total cost
of mnoure, and cultivation was $2,
BEach day this farmer filled a 30
gallon kettle with pumpkins, chopped,
and bodled till dome, then added
a peck of meal; this bhe mixed and
fed to his hogs. He says that this
is the fantestt and cheapest pro-
cess of fattening meat that he ever
tried. He fattened. he says, with
the above mentioned, aided by the
corm made om one acre of land, seven

hogs, weighing 1,455 pounds net.

CORN IN EIGHTY DAYSR,

The Shenandoah,- (Iowa) Sentinel
says: ‘Y. B. Armetroug, whose laawd
lays im the womnderful Nishnabotna
Valley, planted 225 acres of corn
between the 10th amd 23rd day of
June. Now ‘that corm is ripe and
ready ‘to be gathered for seed. The
crop has been grown within a
perdod of eighty-eight days from
the time the seed was out into the
ground. The yield of corn will
be 75 to 100 bushels per acre. The
ground om wihich the corn now
stands was covered with water un-
tdl June 10th. From a part of it
the water did not recede until June
15th. Let this record, showing a
complete corn crop in eighty-eight
days, be beatem #f it can. - ‘

FEEDING GROWING PIGS,

It is a great undertaking to get
men to break over old rules, With
some it 8 mot the custom to give
a pig a UHberal feed of slop till
new corn s in sight. They have
pleasure in seeing a pig thin all
summer, in race-horse condition, in
anticipation of the enjoyment they
have in seeing him grow on new
corn. They fail to realize that
the pig is losing them money every
day during the summer that he is
not making his best growth, When
he goes to the mill, for feed he
volunteers the expressiom ‘that he
s not godng to fecd his hogs all
they will eat, prompted by the
thpught that his neighbors and the
miller think him extravagaant when
e buys feed. Three pounds of good
middling with the pig on good grass
should make one pound of gain pro-
wded the pig 8 fed all he will eat.
Those three pounds of feed cost lers
than 2 1-2 cemta, The pound of
meat at present prices at the writer’s
shipping podnt is worth 5 cents.
This gives a handsome profit for
handling the feed, and the manure
from this feed €0 rich in fertilizing
should pay for the grass consumed,
What many men want to do is to
get away from the ddea that it does

oot pay to feed e yonmg pig all it

will eat. We fail to comprehend
where the profit comes in in starv-
imz the pig to see the hog grow.
Yet this I8 the practice of a multi-
tude of hog growers throughout the
country.—Johm M. Jaméson in Nation-
al Stockmean.

With me this is not
profitable. I know you can make
them wedigh 250 and 300 pounds by
that ‘time, and nine times out of
ten you hit a low market, for pork
drops as soomn as a new erop of corn
is matured, and you sell very dear
pork cheap—dear, because you bought
mill stuffe to make it. you had to.
You forced “hem s0 that thedr con-
stitutéion was gowe and vitality ex-
hausted, and they bhecame an easy
victim for disease, and you, of Bill-
ings’ inoculation, for both are prev-
alent during fall. Your March far-
rowd require more care, perhaps bet-
ter penis, hnve no grass for dams
for four weeks, amnd this makea
dear pork, I Want April farrows
with medium ear, rather lengthy
bodies, good feet, hone not very
coarse, for a finwe bome will carry
more pounds than a coarse one.
Hogs keep ensier and fatten quick-
er. I wamt white spots on the,
body, not too many, but a few,
because hogs are fiealthier and more

greedy. I want above all a greedy
hog. They are some crosser at
forrowinee  time, but all richt if

properly hamndled. I give the hogs
the rim of clover- during summer
amd fall. feed milk, eorn and oats,
ro ground feed. During winter
threy follow my cows amrd etock cat-
tle, almost livior on what wounld
otherwise be wasted. First of April
put on . plank floor and fatten.
Mny and June market i a good time
to eell. Have run them over sum-
mer on grass and fattened for the
best market in the vear., S8emtember,
Had them weigh 360 to 400 in May
and 500 to 540 jn Scptember. This
i« ‘the cheapest pork for me, aml
as the Mheapest make $= the most
profitnble. it raturally follows that
this 8 the kind of hog for the
West.” . .
