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A KENTUCKY BEBEL. 

A Very Queer Statement from a Very 
Queer American. 

Wjwhington, D. C. Dec. 18.—A lec­
ture delivered by Congressman Breck­
inridge, of Kentucky, in New York 
on Thursday night, on the subject 
of "Boutnern Probleme," has created 
a good deal of ta lk hero. I n thi.-
lecture Mr. Breckinridge said t h a t 
he was a "Kentucky rebel," Joined 
the Confederate army a t the open­
ing of the civil war . and if he ever 
did anything t o injure the Southern 
cause, he was sorry for it. "If 
i t had been calculated how much 
money was expended on the slaVes 
by t he South," he said, "and if 
their condition as a race at the 
breaking out of the civil war had 
been considered by those North, the 
blood which was spilled might have 
been saved- Slavery was the off­
spring of a general humanity, and 
when we know t h a t such a Christ-
t ian mlHKtonary as l a s Camis was 
for its continuance, it may not have 
been such a bad institution. Slav­
ery was valuable t o those dwell­
ing in t he South, but was large­
ly unprofitable t o the Northern men. 
Who knew their faithfulness and their 
good qualities better than those 
who were their masters? Slavery 
w a s na tura l and incidental. Slaves 
of tiie fanning districts differed 
from those of the manufacturing 
States . Now, what shall we <lo 
with t he Negroes of the South? This 
question can not be answered save 
by t he people of the South. L*ave 
the decision t o those who reside 
in their nrUfert. The colored people 
of the North come close t o !>eing 
another race." 

Th-» purport of these remarks is 
tfiat slavery was a good thing, 
and t h a t its abolition was not for 
the interest of the colored men or of 
the South. Mr. Breckinridge's boast 
t h a t 'if he ever did anything t o 
1njnr*» tlie Southern cause, he was 
sorry for i t ," is regarded as a very 
queer s ta tement t o come from a 
m i n who is a candidate for Speak­
er in t he next House of Representa­
tives, and one of drover Cleveland's 
cruxen counsellors. 

PERSONAL AKD OTHERWISE. 
Great excitement was caused in 

the Elizabeth, N. J., hospital las t 
week, by an Afro-American walking 
in the place with his face, hands 
and body literally covered wi th 
smallpox pustules. The physicians 
hurried the man into an ante-room 
and pu t hdm in quarantine, while 
messengers were sent t o the health 
inspector, who took charge of the 
case and promptly took steps t o 
remove the man t o the pest-house 
in the suburbs o f the city. The 
nurses, a t tendants and pat ients a t 
the hospital were great ly alarmed, 
but thei r fears were quieted by 
the bouse physicians who a t once 
took- every precaution t o prevent 
the contagion from spreading.

Rev. William Jackson, 
who will be the pastor , presided 
a t t he meeting, assisted by Bev. 
William Robinson, pastor of Mount 
Olive Baptist church. 

—The Afro-Americans in the city 
of Alexandria, Va., are preparing to 
celebrate emancipation day on J a n . 
1st. I t has been their usual cus­
tom t o Join the Washington celebra­
tion, but this year they propose t o 
celebrate a t home. 

—A committee of white brakemen 
intend t o wa t t upon Mr. J . O. Brink-
erhoff. General Superintendent, of 
the U. P . railroad, a t Kansas City, 
Mo., for the purpose of ousting the 
colored t ra in porters,—what next? 

—'Messrs Charles Hooper and Den­
nis Hinea, have opened a coal and 
feed yard on Park avenue, Denver, 
OoJo. 

—'Due commissioner of Agriculture 
of Tennessee, has prepared a "Hand 
book of Tennessee" t h a t shows three 
counties in the S t a t e where Afro-
Americana outnumbered the whites. 
Faye t t e county's black population 
is 74,88 of the whole; Haywood's 
CG.75; Shelby—our county, has a 
lit t le over half of its population Ne­
gro, 62.73 per cent.

The farmers are in sympathy with 
the movement. The excuse given 
Is t h a t the Afro-Americans are cat­
t le thieves.

The Aere of the Water Clock. 
As far back as 2636 B. C.. a 

Chinaman named Hwang-ti discover­
ed the principles of the wa te r clock 
or "clepsydra." 

It was a very rude instrument, 
chiefly for astronomical purposes 
and was committed t o t he care 
of ;ui officer known as the "clepsvdra 
adjuster." I t consisted of t w o cop­
per vessels, one above and one be­
low, the former having a hole in 
the bot tom -through which t he 
water percolated Into the la t te r , 
where there was a float, the grad­
ual rise of which indicated periods 
of t ime. Portable contrivances of 
••his description were sometimes 
carried on horse-back. 

Instruments constructed on the 
same principle were in use among 
the Chaldeans and Egyptians a t an 
early period. This invention in 
Western Asia was independent of 

'• • . . . Fast , lw>th being the 
result of similar wants . Clepsydras 
were subsequently formed of a series 
of vessels communicating by tubes 
->s«wimr through figures of dragons 
and other images, the whole being 
rendered yet more ornamental by 
floats held between the hands of 
genii.—Boston Globe.
