Watkins, not anticipating anv
trouble, remarked: *Just shoot. if
vou want to.” Shaw at once pro-
duced a 88-caliber Smith & Wesson
revolver and fired twice. The first
ehot took effect in the left cheek
and the ball lodged in the mouth.
The wrecond shot cutered the left
ear, took a downward course a&and
passed out at the base of the skull,
Watkins removed the ball from the
first discharge from his mouth him-
celf, it having passed through the
cheek and released itsell.

Bishop Turner Writes of the Departed He
ro.—His Interpretation of the Fu-
gitive Slave Law.

General Benjumin Franklin DBuil r,
who departed this life in Washing-
ton, D, ., Jan. 11th 93, was
about the last of the great heroes
of the late war. If 1
correctly, and 1 am certain 1 do,
he was the first volunteer general
to respond to I'residnet Lincoln's
call, April 15th, 1561, when the pie--
ident called for 75,000 men to xerve
for three months, bresuming that
the rebelHton would be over by that
time; but which did not terminate
till over four years from the issue
of this call. General Dutler was
in the field before General Grant,
McCUlellan, Sherman, Watson, Pope,
McDowell, Thomas, Sheridan, Meade,
Warren, Hancock or any of the fam-
ous generals who figured in the
late war. When General Butler
entered the army, only General Scott
and General Wolie were the notable
generals of the country, and they
were very old and =oon had to re-
tire. True General Casey and Gen-
eral Halleck were prominent briga-
dier geonerals, but if 1 recollect
correctly, they avere both promoted
to the major generalship after Gen-
eral Butler. 1 well remember when
General Butler entered Baltimore
City  about April 19th 1861, and
how that famous city trembled at
his approach. But it is useless to
review’ hig life and services, as it
would require a book to hold the
contents, et it suffice to say, I
gerved under General Butler, as a
United States Chaplain for nearly
three years, and no general of the
army gave evidence of such friend-
ship for the Negro as General But-
ler, with the exception ol General
John . Fremont. But even tifneraY
Fremont never had the opportunity
of doing half as much for the pro-

eral DButler did. When DPrexident
Lincoln and the nation =stood in

suspense as to what dispesition to
make of the colored people, who
came into the TFederal lines, and
many had been returned to their
pursuinz masters  under the Dred
Seott  decision  delivered by €Chief
Justice Taney, General Butler broke
the spell while in command at Fort-
ress Monroe. A number of colored
people entered hig lines and when
their ro-called masters came and
demanded their return, he simply
said, “I hold them as contrabands
of war, and yvou get out of my de-
partment in a hurry,or I will have
yc1 shot.”” DPresident ILincoln and
the United States (‘ongress then selz-
ed General DButler’z solution and the
fugitive slaves were known as con-
trabands till the war ended.
Shortly after, Flder John M.
Brown, now Bishop Brown., was
appointed pastor of our church in
Norfolk, Va. Some colored lady
teachers took passage for Norfolk
on one of the Baltimore steamers.
They were refured cabin fare, de-
nied accommodation in the saloon
and first class accommodation at the
tables. The discrimination against
their color, was reported to General
Butler and the captain of the boat
and all the officerr were summoned
bhefore the weneral. The captain
plead ignorance of the whole affair,
and the purser was found guilty
and ordered to leave the sateamer
forthwith, and General Putler issu-
ed a proclamation, that »ro ra“e di:-
crimination would be tolerated in
his department, And every boat and
ship in the United States employ,
whether under General Butler's com-
mand or elsewhere, abolished all Ne-
gro proscription and every man
and woman traveled as they were
able to pay for. So that General
Butler ix the father of civil rights
for the Negroes.
For a long time President Il.in-
coln was in suéspense, A8 to wheth-
er he could employ colored men a=s
soldiers on land and on ships of
war at sea, and while Congress was-
discussing it, and the newspapers
debating it. General Butler organi»-
ed companie’ and regiments of col-
ored men, and put them in the
army with uniforms on and guns in
their hands, and the nation had to
bow and say. well done! But after
the government accepted of colored
soldiers, another difficulty arose
about their pay. Under some de-
cizion or action of Congress, it was
decided. that colored soldiers could
not be paid over $7 per month.
Many colored regiments in other
departments, refused to take it, and
got no pay for a long time. But
when the government pay-masters
came in General Butler’s depart-
ment, he ordered them to pay hir
colored roldiers the same as he
paid  the white and the pay-masters
did it; knowing that if theyv refused.
that the general would put them
and all ¢f their money in prison.

Then it was
taken to Independence, Kan., and
about eight ¥years ago was removed
to Eureka Springs, Ark. The press
Is now owned by George W. Clayton
and James W. Edwards, publishers
of the Fountain.

‘When the writer of this article,
first went tOo get his pay as a
United States Chaplain, and handed
jn hws time to the government pay-
maeoter, the pay-master handed out
$21, and said, he could only pay
me $7 a4 month,as ] was a coluored
Chaplain. I refused to take it,
and went to the head-quarters of
Geuneral Butler; the guard in front
of the general's office said, ‘‘halt!
My order is to allow no person to
approich the general, as he is con-
pidering important matters; 1 re-
plied, ] must see the general at
ome said he, as a overnment
Chaplain, you can enter, if you
choowe, but you do it at the risk
of being dismissed from service and
powsibly disgraced with imprison-
ment,”” but 1 entered, and iniorm-
ed him of the refusal of the pay-mas-
ter to hand over $13 per month
and wanted me to accept of seven.
The general grew indignant, and
wrote a short note, saying, “pay
Chaplain Turner as you do other
Chaplains, and let this be the end
of the matter.” So Chaplain Turn-
er got his $39 instead of $21, and
2o me it was the end of the natter,
gor I never had any more troible,
during my connection with the army
as Chaplain. But whyvy consu:mne
time detailing the different acts of
General Butlcr, as th:- relate to
the Negro, I am bold toray. that
General Butler did more for the
manheod recognition of the Dblack
man and to prepare the country to
receive President Lincoln's Emancipa-
tion Proclamation, than all the oth-
er generals of the army put togeth-
er. Indeed every diificult question,
that arose during the war, involv-
ing the interext of the Negro, Gen-
eral Butler had to solve it, Dboth
for President Lincoln and for Con-
gress iteell. He was as a weneral
what Sumner, Thaddeus Stephens,
Owen lovejoy, Henry Wilson and
Salmon P. Chase, were as siatesmen,

I will conclude this artitle by
saying that General Butl:r is en-
titled to more gratitude upon the
part of the colored race than i)
the other generals of the army. True
General Grant and Admiral Porter
combined to kill him off about the
close of the war. For General
Grant saw, that unless he slaugh-
tered Butler, that he would not be
president, or if he did get to be
president, it would be after General
Butler had served out his time; and
General Grant took the advantage
of & wicked opportunity to stab
General Butler to the death. I =ay
wicked for the following reasons:
| In December, 1864, General Grant
sent General Butler with 6,000 rol-
diers to take ¥ort TFisher, near
Wilmington, N, C., in conjunction with
the navy, which was sent to hom-
bard the Fort, while DButler land-
ed his 6,000 and attacked the Fort
in the rear., But when we arriv-
ed at Fort Fisher, and 3,000 of

" Butler's soldiers were landed, he dis-

covered that 135,000 Confederate sul-
diers were back in our rear, and in-
tended to charge upon Butler's 6,-
000 and slay every one in a few
hours. General Butler to prevent
such a calamity, ordered all of his
soldiers back on the ships and re-
tused to land us again, but returned
for more recruits. General Grant,
kxnowing that Henry Ward Beecher
and Willlam M. Everts and a num-
ber of the greatest men of the coun-
try, had already nominated Butler
tor the Presidency in their public
speeches, concluded that that was
the time to slay his antagonist,
and General Grant got Mr. Iincoln
to remove General Butler from com-
mand, and thus break the political
back of the grandest general, all
and in all, that this pation has ever
produced eince the days of General
Washington. I grant that General
Butier was not such a fighter as
Generals Grant, Sherman, Hooker,
Bheridan, Howard, Hancock, Warren
and a few others, but as A& gen-
eral, he was superior t0 two-thirds
of them that figured in the late
war, and as a statesman, jurist,
civil commander, philanthropist, ora-
tor and scholar, he rose above them
all. General Butler, all and in all,
towered above General Grant as
tar as a mountain towers above
a mole hill. While General Butler
was elaughtered by  malicious
jealousy, thank God! he liT:d to
see all of his enemies down to the
ve. Thus God vindicated him
with a long life and a fame, that
any man might well covet.
© T shall always believe, that Gen-
eral Grant, in sending General But-
ler to take Fort Fisher, meant to
place General Butler in a condition
that disgrace would be inevitable.
Had the 6,000 of us, who were with
General Butler. been captured and
sfaughtered, it would have resulted
in the disgrace of General Butler,
and then to fail, as he did, would
be equally a disgrace, therefore
there was no escape. True, since the
war I have spoken for General Grant
on the political stump. and narrow-
ly escaped with life, I have also
voted for General Grant when I
had to virtunlly wade through blood,
to get to the ballot box. On the
other hand, General Grant has given
us two offices which has put hun-
dreds and hundreds of dollars into
our pocket. 86 far as personal
friendship is concerned, I have had it
from both of these famous men, but
candor compels me to say, that
General Grant perpetrated an out-
rage upon General Butler, that was
inexcusable, and malicious.

That same general twenty-nine
years ago, kept a white man in
prison for ten days, because he in-
gulted a colored lady, who was
traveling in my care. Had General
Butler succeeded in becoming presi-
dent, the Negro would have been re-
spected to-day from one end of the
nation to the other, and he would
have been secure in his civil and po-
iitical rights. . Such a thing as has
never bejore been heard of and the
gathering storm which will deluge
the country would have been avert-
ed. The vengeance that is sureto
follow this reign of lynch law or
ivnck mobh and death, would have
pever accumulated. There are 40,
000 dlack men and women too, sleep-

ing in bloody graves, who would
have gone to their tombs in peace,
While General Butler was fickle-
minded and somewhat whimsical,
yet upon the whole, he was one of
the grandest men that have lived
in the nineteenth century. I knew
him personally; I knew his inner na-
ture, and he aptly spoke the truth,
when he said, in the United States
Congress, that it was his nature to
sympathize with the under dog.
Precious be the memory and green
be the grave of Benjamin F. Butler.

Harris
then drew a knife nand plunged it
into the breast of Jones. and in
drawing it out he broke the blade.

Harris turned over
to Captain Young the broken knife,
The blade which was cut out of the
left lung of Jones fitted it, besides
tiie handle and two other blades
were covered with blood.

This book is, in some respects, a
remarkable one,  Not vnly is it writ-
ten with ability, but it presents def-
inite opinions and theories from
quarter that has hitherto been al-
most silent in  the great contro-
versy of White versus Black. .\ new
factor presents itsell, In the his-
tory of the servitude of the Negro,
many diificulties ba.e thrust them-
selves upon the dominant ruces. In
the British Colonies, as in the United
States, the iniquity of sluvery at
last beciame patent and emancipa-
tion inevitably followed. Social dif-
ficulties of many kinds arose out of
the changed conditions oi life, more
intense in America than in Dnglish
coloniex~. Questions of labor, re-
ligion, and general intercourse had |
to be settled. In the United States |
the growth of the colored population

not be some grounds for such opin-
Jjon? Even Lord Salisbury, when
Prime Minister, a few weeks ago
stigmatized a gentieman from In-
dia, from the same Aryan stock as
himsell, seeking election to the Eng-
Jish parliament to aid in bettering
his people in India, as *‘that ambi-
tious black man.” Let a Dblack
man thwart or scratch & white one
anywhere in the worli, and the
first thing that ix thrown into his
teeth is hig black skin, a thing he
could no more help or be held re-
sponsible for than the state of the
weather., XNoble human nature! The
unfortunate past events in our his-
tory have led the white race astray
concerning us, and it willbe a long
time before the average white man
will cease in his heart to regard and
Yearn over the black man as his
lawful property, unlawfully wrench-
ed from his grasp by an unpro-
Jpitious Providence, forgetting that
Gerald Massey has sald:

“He gave us only o'er fish, flesh,
fow], dominion absolute,

But man over man he made not
Lord.

Such title to Himeself reserviug,

and the demand for full civie rights
and equality are matters entailing
great anxiety on the rulers o the
country. Hitherto only the XNegro
in bk remi-civilized conditon ha~ c¢red
out for public attention to his vants
and demands. Now the educated
African  steps -into  the polemical
arena and demands the public ear,
In Mr. Durham, the Negro races
have found a c¢hampion to plead
their cause. ‘To pay a willing and
well-merited tribute to Mr. Durham's
ability is not to admit the sound-
ness of his syllogisms, The legrada-
tion and depravity of the Negroes
he attributes to the cruelty and
example of their *“Caucasian” mas-
ters; their capacity for refinement
and their mental powers gencrally
he holds to be quite equal to those
of the whites; from which pDremises !
he deduces the eonciusion that. giv-
en a land and climate suitable to
their character and constitution, a
population absolutely free “from in-
terference by the Uaucasians, and
with rulers whose natural gifts have
been developed to the fullest ex-
" tent that education and civilization
can effect, i purely African State
ecan in  all things fairly hold its
own in comparison with the white

natives of the world. ‘The bold-
ness of the proposition, if it does
not convince us, must at least se-

cure our admiration.

Another paper comments favorably
upon another hook just published
by a learned young colored man
from the West Indies, J. Celestine
Edwards, who is also a medical
student at present at the London
hospital. The book is entitled “Lux.”
The author is also an “Associate
of King’s College,”” London, a well

known out-door preacher to the
" throngs of workingmen who gath-
er in the Victorian Park on Sunday;
but he is best known as the author
of the “Life of Bishop Walter Haw-
kins,”” of C(anada, recently in Eug-
lamd, and in whom Mr. Edwards
took a great deal of interest.

The same London paper deplored
the loes to our race of the Bishop
of Sierra leone, the late Bishop
Crowther, “Africa’s only Bishop,” and
the first and only colored Bishop the
Church of England has ordained.
When in England, the English peo-
ple, 1s 4 matter of course, address-
ed Bishop Crowther as “My Lord Bish-
op.” The same eulogist made men-
tion of the loss to the African
race of that brilliant young African
barrister, Cole, late of Chancery Lane,
and my ijormer fellow-student at Ox-
ford, Another evening paper went
into raptures—saying, 1 tcld you
s0, this people are just like other
people, no better, no worse' ' —over
the news here that a colored man
in New Orleans wins in a boxing
encounter with a white man, whom
his race has hitherto been reported
to fear; and the same journal goes
on to inform us that England for
a long time was proud to A& man
of their quondam black pugilist,
*Bob” Travers. Even the aged
black Boanergers, who for years has
preached, on Sundays, to the crowds
of workingmen in Hyde Park, has not
escaped notice. This old man is not
much of a preacher, but in prayer
he is a power, a real moral force.
People gather about him - to learn
how fervently to address the Deity
in prayer. Yet I think he is wast-
ing a life that might be"more useful
elsewhere; &0 that last Sunday,
when I dropped a penny in his hat—
for I know the man—it was with
this mental observation: Brother,
I do not doubt that the Lord has
called you to preach, but I don't
think He assigned you to this
field; for I distinctly heard him
several times address his audience,
*“Ole Englan's chillen.”

To a reflective mind among us
colored meon, all this gush, inspired
by the Ricks episode, is nauseuting.
It would appear that all that i«
necessary to cause 1ihe white race
all over the planet to take us
aocially by the hand, is for some
g&reat personages to patronize us,
for it to become the fashion to
have colored men and women at en-
tertainments, and they would glad-
Iy follow the fashion. Our claims
to admission into the respectable
iamily of the genus homo, whenever
+nd wherever we are qualified, our
real rights in the case, go for noth-
. Nature did not make us brutes,
but men; and if men. and we do
not  disqualify ourseclves by erime.

The ancients would say, ‘‘the fu-
ture is in the lap of the gods”
but we, with our langer faith and
truer moral and spiritual insizht,
know that the future is in the
palm of the Great Hand, and that
that Hand leads., upholds and pro-
tects us, and that our own efforts
will give color and tone to the
pattern that Hand is weaving for
our future years; for I am persuaded
that the same Hand that painted
the African’s brow, painted the lit-
tle wayzide flower, and lights the
eveninz star. He who tries in
any quarter of the world to bar
the Nezro's progress, will have the
work of the fabled and mythologi-
cal Sysiphus, who rolled the ever-
returnine stone against the slope;
for the YNecroes nowhere nowadays
are sittine down like women,
ing, ‘“Who shall roll us away the
stone.”” but PRoman-like, they find
a way or make one. The young edu-
cated Negroes, too, whom I eclaim
in some measnure to represent, know
only too well that there are for
times, higher, better
and nobler thinzs than war or even
national polities; for there is their
bankine aceount to bhe rolled up
snur and sure; there i3 their brick
house to bhe built and paid for,
in which they hope to see the
yvounz, rotund and smiling faces of
their nati natorum: there, too. is
the heaven in which to spend that
stage of existence which the great
poet calls the seventh: that of “the
lean and =slippered pantaloon.” The
tiat has gone forth, Tet there be
light: and the black man is bask-
inz in its rave, Yet, he must be up
and doing; for soon all that wiil
be known of anecient races and
aboriginal peoples will be gathered
from the trophies, remnants and rel-
jes of them. treasured in the white
man's museums. That sum of all
villainies, slavery, which Brougham
desicnated as robbery, piracy and
murder, Is dead and gone into eter-
nity to answer for its crimes: but
it har left on our people its inevita-
hle curse, ignorance. vice and gross
superstition; and the world pre-
sumes to call every educated man

among us to look forthis state
of things, as a teacher and leader
of his people. TFine treatment, in-

deed, from a race that has 80 gross-
¥ defiled and polluted ur for the
basest and most selfish purposes.
But the Negro is bound to succeed.
because he believes in himself. He has
already learned by heart all the
white man’s shibboleths, and istry-
ine hard to give him points for im
provement.

And now to make a brief resume
of the results of my inquiries, travels
and reflections on the condition of
colored men I have met with in the
different parts of Europe I have visit-
ed: 1) I find that the Negro
is emphatically a man among men,
and can hoid his own wherever he
has enjoyed the same advantages of
cultivation and acquisition as oth-
er men. (2) That whatever the
country, climate, nationality, pre-
vailing or staple trade or industry,
he can, like other men, become ac-
climated, master trades and assimi-
late himself to, and become of, the
people, as a respected and trusted
citizen; ‘for I found him making and
selling - wine at Bordeaux, cloth at
Lyons, thread at Liale, watches in
Switzerland, toys and beer in Ger-
many, building ships and making
cheese in Holland, while in England
he is found at everything—in the
thickest of the businees places in
the world®s metropolis. Yet it
Dleases me most when daily I sit
studying under the great dome in
the vast reading-room in the library
of the British Museum, to glance
quietly around and count a num-
ber of c¢olored gentlemen sometimes
a acore, mostly real Africans, there
engaged in study, research and oth-
er intellectual labor. (3) That
when he is not sitting under the
blighting, withering, blasting shade
of that dwarling and deadly upas-
tre¢e &0 common in America. color-
phobia, he i8 a man of high spirit,
manly, courteous, and considering
himself, rightly., the co-equal of all
honest humanity of whatever color.
(4) That it is a libel on the virility,
the persevering energy and inherent
longing for improvement of his con-
dition to charge the Negro, as
white men in America are never
weary of charging. with world-wide
improvidence and *shiftlessness;’’ and
that all schemes for his t ransporta-
tion from one country to another,
on the ground that he could only
thrive and be a man on a partic-
ular s0il, have their origin in hatred
against his color, and deserve our
severest condemnatien. (3) That
Queen Victoria’s reception of a col-
ored lady, in so marked and cordial
& manner, has rajsed the considera-
tion for, and the social status of.
colored men and women a hundred
per cent, all over Europe. An Enw-
lish queen aided in debasing us: why
should not one of them aid in up-
litting us? When Blake, who was
the first Englishman who engaged
in the slave-trade, sailed in the six-
teenth century with three ships to

eory-

Sierra Ieone, and got his first car-
&0 of Negroes Queen Elizabeth—s0 his-
tory informs us—was part owner in
the enterprise, and received largely
of the profits. So pleased was she
with Blake that she knighted him,
Later on, one John Locke, with the
smile and approval of his sovereign
and the benediction of the Church
and Bishops, set out to engage in
the African slave-trade, and carried
a cargo of handcuffs and hymn-books
—but now they carry bad whisky,
beads, brass rods and rifles. (6) That
in the Queen‘’s action of late, and
its subeequent effects, I find only
a brilliant example of the power
of right triumphantly vindicatipg it-
self by the sheer force of its cause,
Tabooed, ostracised, despised, enslav-
ed, sold—that is the sum and sub-
stance of our history. But now,
given an opportunity, the world is
waking up to the {fact that black
humanity is, after all, much about
the same as white humanity in like
circumstances; for the Negro has
completely demonstrated the f{alse-
ness of the theory under which he
was dragged from his African home
—~that he was fit only for perpetual
bondage. (7) That the Negro rises

easily, readily and naturally into

' the very highest sphere of thought

and culture yet attained by the
dominant race, and there makes
himself at home, dispensing the ele-
ments his race contributes to the
world’s betterment. This s my
most pleasing and gratifying dis-
covery. The white race has fram-
ed no science. developed no culture,
that the Negro, under proper con-
ditions, cannot master and make his
own.

America, after all, is but a poor
place in which to see the Negro at
his best. He has to act and work
always under the eye of the Negro-
hater. T once knew a Jamaica Ne-
gro who became a Senior wrang-
ler at Cambridee; when I was in
Rerlin T was introduced to two
young colored gentlemen, from the
Cape of Good Hope, who had carried
ofi the highest honors of the year
at Berlin university. Charles Sum-
ner relates, in his speech before the
Supreme Court of Massachusetts for
admitting a colored girl to the Bos-
ton High =school, that he sat on
the same benches with them (Ne-
groes) in France; and he also men-
tions the fact that two young col-
ored gzentlemen, who had creatly
distincuished themselves at the UTmi-
versity of France, were once invit-
ed to dine with Louis Philipne. Sie
ita ad astra.

109 YEARS OLD.

Annis Ray's Long and Interesting Life —
An Ohio Oentennariau.

The buzy little manufacturing
town ol l.ockland, located twelve
miles ONrth of this city, on the U, H.
& D., and Big Four railroads, boasts
of the oldest person in that sec-
tion, and issues a challenge to any

village or «¢ity in Hamilton county
to produce one whose years are rep-
resented by figures as large as this
one. Annis Ray is the name of the
woman whose life is herewith nar-
rated, and though quite illiterate,
her story is one that proves inter-
osting and entertaining to all who
chance to hear it. Mrs. Ray is a
colored woman, and lives in a lit-
tle hut hardly larger than a play
house, in which children delight to
romp, and though almost 109 years
of age, seems to perlectly enjoy 'ife,
and according to her own Dbelief,
appears to be good for yet a score
of years. “Granny’ Ray, as she is
familiarly known all over the coun-
try, was born near New Hope Bridge.
(hatham county, North Carolina, in
March, 1784, and being raised a
slave, the property of a farmer, nam-
ed William Martin, when she was
five years of age, she was sold, wirh
her mother, to Joseph Pitts, a
planter, in Robertson county temn..

Pitts bought them at Sheriif*s sal»,
Annis bringing $100, while il moih-
er «o0ld for $450. Soon ['itts died,
and they were left to hiz son-in-
law, James Linn, who disp.sed oof the
young girl to another v lanter rLam-
ed Wm. Stanley. After a number
of years of servitude un‘ec. Stanley,
he died, and she was sold to Wm.
Marr, a planter at Paducah, Xy. It
was only a short time rhe sgerved
Marr, when in the course ol trades
and transfers she was given into the
care of Peter Allen, a rich farmer of
Bracken county, Kentucky. Allen
was her master when the war of the
rebellion broke out, and rhe was set
free while in his charge. She at
once came to lLockland, settling in
that part now termed “Greecw cod,”
and which is inhabited oy serera) hun-
dred of her nationality, though at
that time there were only three oth-
er colored families residing there,
Granny Ray thus rerved six masters,
and. according to her tale, she sure-
1v xerved them weil. Her task was
always that of spinning and weav-
ing, and for nearly three'quarters
of a century she bowed before the
wheel, turning out the material from
which #he would afterward weave
fabrics for use in her master's fam-
fly, and also for sale. So long did
she toil at the wheel and the loom
that her finger< were all turned
awry, and it ix with some diificulty
now that she uses her hands at all.
She has been the mother of twelve
children, two of whom are living in
Lockland and one in Chicaco. Of the
other nine she knows nothing.

She has never been known to he
sick, thougzh twenty years ngo she
prepared her burial robes, which &he
yet retains, carefully laid away. to
be used “in case she dies.*’ Owing
to the extreme ame of her children
they are of no gervice to her in sfup-
plyving her bodily wants, and to this
endd sghe i’ ecared for by the good
citienzs of the village, who have for
years been constant watehers over
her

Kingston, Jamaica, Jan. 19.—"La
Paix,” of Port-au-Priuce, recently pub-
lished President Hippolyte's procla-
mation of January 1st, calling on
men of all parties to unite for the
common good. The proclamation
says, in part:

Occupled without ceasing in fo-
menting new trouble, we spend in
civil wars that energy and intelli-
gence which would have served for
the improvement of our social state,
and during this time the natural
wealth of the country has remained
buried in the soil; our agriculture
is falling into decay, our finest in-
tellects are being nipped in the bud
and the work of our organization
—always being begun and never
achieved—seemsx to demonstrate our
powerlessness to found anything sta-
ble and dugable.

And where will such an unhappy
state of affairs end? Strong though
our faith in the future may be,
and painful as it is to make the con-
fession, we are nevertheless constrain-
to reply: It will end in the loss
of our autonomy!

Tet us then take & message from
the past and turn aside from this
fatal coursxe; let us stifle our pas-
sfjons, sacrifice our personal resent-
ments for the wmood and prosperity
of our country and imitate the ex-
ample of our ancestors who, in peace
and unity, triumphed over all ob-
stacles by which they were menacel,
and found a new independence,
“that of industry, progress and civi-
lization.” ‘

PLOT TO BURN A TOWN,

Fort Monroe, Va., Jan. 21 -—"Uhe cit-
zens of Hampton, Va., are much ex-
cited by the discovery of a plot to
burn the town. Some ten or a
dozen colored men appear to have
banded together for this purpose,
which was to have been carried
out last Friday night, but was
defeated by the arrest of one of
the conspirators, who has since turn-
ed State's evidence. These men
were incensed because the Rev. T.
H. Shorts, & colored minister, v:ho
gained considerable notoriety by
performing the marriage ceremony
for Douglass Green, the New York
broker, and Mrs. McCrea, of Chicago,
about three years ago, had a num-

ber of them indicted for relling
liquor. His house was set on fire
on the nizht in question, but the

flames were extinguished before much
damage was dome. Barnes’® hotel
and DBrittingham's furniture store
were alwo on the list, but were not
fired. The plan of the incendiaries
was to start the fire in the West
End, and thus draw off the fire de-
partment, but the man sent for
that purpose was arrested before
he could get at work. The mat-
ter has been kept quiet in order
to secure the other conspirators, a
half Qozen of whom are now in jail.

VOODOOISM IN NEW JERSEY.

Pins. Neodies ard Candles as a Cure for

tne Rheumatism.

East Orange, N, J., Jan. 28 —Harry
Wilson, an Afro-American voudoo
“doctor,” was arraigned in the
East Orange Police court Thursday,
on a charge of swindling brought
against him by Ella Harris, an Atro-
American woman, oi East uUrange.
The woman has been il with in
flammatory rheumatism for the last
three months, In the latter part
of December Wilson called at the
house and asserted that he could
cure her, but that his fee would be
$25. The woman said she could
not give as much as that. At last
he took $12 and went away to pre-
pare his remedies, On January 2
he returned and told the woman
that unlese lhe got the whole fee
he could not cure her. She there-
upon gave the full amount to him

- and he unfolded his peculiar method

of curing the disease. He instructed
the woman to get six candles, a
bundle of pins and a package of
needles, She was to light the can-
dles, and if they burned up brightly
she had rheumatism, but if they
burned with a dull light she had
been injured by some occult means.
She was to watch the candles burn
and put a needle through each one
it she had rheumatism or a pin if
she had been supernaturally injured.
He also inquired what remedies she
was taking and after she told him
he remarked, *Well, you had bletter
continue taking them.”

He then went away and was not
seen again. She carried out his in-

structions to the letter, but rhe
failed to recover and then told the
police, Sengeant Bell, of the East

Orange police, succeeded in tracing
a man answering the voudoo doc-
tor's description to No. 72 Arling-
ton street, Newark. He called at
the house yesterday and captured
Wilton. When arraigned before Jus-
tice Doremus he offered to refund the
money and “make the matter all
right,”” but he was held to await
the action of the Grand Jury. Yester-
day he was sent to the county jail
to await trial in the Court ol
Special Sessions.
