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LINCOLN AND' LIBERTY.

Why the Martyred President Pen-
ned the Famous Document.

AND OBEYED THE WILL OF GOD.

A Daughter of Secretary Chase Writes of
Her Father's Connsction with a
Famous Event.

I have often heard my father speak
of the details connected with the
Proclamation of Emancipation, which
is probably one of the most import-
ant public documents ever penned
by hand of man, and which in this
country vcertainly stands side by
side with the Declaration of Inde-
pendence. Great was the privilege
accorded to one mdividual that he
should have the power and will 1o
do this great thing and be the
chosen of the Lord to remove, XNa-
tional disgrace and to effect by §
single act what so many great and
noble men had striven to accom-
plish by their life’'s work. “Many
are called but few chosen” is one of
the mysteries that those who give
their allfora cause find it hard to
understand. That Mr. Lincoln should
have been singled out as the very
Apostle of Freedom, and the great-
er champions of the race be com-
paratively forgotten by the people
for whose siitke they had borne abuse
and obloquy seems strange in the
order of things mundane. I'ar from
belng a doughty defender of the
race, the President was brought
step Dy step, by force of circum-
stances, through motive of expedis-
ency, on account of the pressure of
public opinion, and finally by rea-
son of his own distinct conviction
that it was the right and omly thing
to do, to his final action. When
Mr. Greeley addressed Mr. Lincoln
publicly and personally in the Tri-
bune, urging emancipation, and that
the Administration shonld adopt a
more vigorous and determined poli-
cy, the President placed his views
before the public in the following
reply: My paramount object is to
save the Union and not either to
save or destroy slavery. If T could
save the Lnion without freeing any
slave T would do it; it T would save
it by freeingg all the slaves T would
do it, and if I could savg it by
freeing some and leaving others
alone 1. would do it.” 8jll, how-
ever, the pressure grew-—the publi¢
sentiment in the North hecame
stronger and stronger. The DPresi-
dent was visited by delegations of the
clergy. The Republican press turged
that there should bLe no delay, and
still Mr. Tincoln hedtated. I have
not decided against a proclamation
of liherty to the xlaves.” he rays
tbout this time to a deputation
‘1 hold the matter under advisement;

and T can assure you the matter
is on my mind by day and night
more than any other. Whatever

shall appear to be God's will T will
dO"' .

During this period of doubt and
indecision the strength of the man
showed itself in that he apparently
consulted no member of his Cabinet,
The momentous question was pon-
and decided in his own
mind. ILike the captnins of the
hosts in the Old Testament, the head
of our armies and navies laid the

matter before o Higher Tribunal
with a solemn vow. “If the Lord
will do this thing T will rurely

tree the slaves,” he said to himself
with simple saperstitious faith, and
waited for the Divine sanction. And
it came. Om September 22, 1862,
he summoded his Cabinet to an-
nounce to them his decigjon and
read his prociamation. Here we ree
the extraordinary mixture of simplic-
ity and humor which characterized

the man. combined with his great

earnestness of purpose and hix full
appreciation of the loneliness and
responsibiiity of his position, which
tinged his official life with a sort
of prophetic suadness. Such a com-
bination has to be scen at this dis-
tance of time to appreciate and
comprehend its remarkable directnes
and singleness of aim. Just at that

juncture his simplicity seemed  al-
most trivial to those whose natures
felt the great and solemn impor-
tance of the occasion. Mr. Stan-
ton especially could not understand
and never quite forgave Mr. Lincoln
for coming in at this supreme mo-
ment with a book of Artemus Ward
in his hand, and before proceeding
to the all-important question Dbe-
fore them, reading a chapter of
the absurd nonsense out loud to the
assembled heads of the Departments,
laughing heartily over its humor. Im-
mediately afterward, said my father,
4 with one of those rapid changey
of his which were wo characteristiv,
he became suddenly grave. “Gen-
tlemen,”’ he said, “I have, as y»ou
are aware, thought a great deal
about the relation of this war to
slavery. My mind has been much
occupied with the subject and I
have thought all along that the
time for acting on it might probably

come. I think that the time hax
come now. I wish it was a better
time. I wisxh we were in a better
condition. The action of the Army

against the Rebels has not been quite
what 1 should have bext liked. But
theyv have been driven out of Mary-
land. and Pennsylvania is no longer
in danger of invasion. When the
Rebel army was at Frederick 1 de-
termined, as soon as it rxhould he
driven out of Maryland, to issue a
proclamation of emancipation. I
graid nothing to any one, but I made
a promise to myself and (hesitating
a little) to my Maker. I am now
going to fulfil that promixe, and
I have sent for you to hear what
I have written. But I do not wish
your advice about the main matter,
for that I have determined for my-
self. This T say without intending
anything but respect for any one
of you, But T already know the
viewa of each on this question, and
I have conridered them as thor-
oughly and carefully as I can. What
I have written I have determined
to say, but if there iz anything in
the expressions I uxe, or there is
any minor matter which any one of
you think advisable to have chang-
ed. T shall be very glad to receive
your suggestions. T know very well
others might do better than I ¢an
in this matter. I I were satisfied
that the public confidence was more
fully possessed by any one than by
me, and knew of any constitutional
way in which that person could be
put in my place, he should have it.
But T am herei T must do the best
I can and bear alone the responsi-
bility of taking the course I ounght
to take.” ‘

The extract glven above is from
my father's diarvr. The incident
which follows was well known in
our family, although I did not know
it was recorded in writing untit last
winter, when on Ilooking over rome
letters written {0 me by my father
when I was abroad in 1867, T found
the following account of the para-
graph to which he had the honor
of writing, and which brings to a
fitting c¢loke the great and impor-
tant document which put an end
forever to &lavery in this country:

“Jooking over old papers,” he
writes, ‘‘to find the seal (Romething
that he referred to in another part
of his letter), 1 found many of my
memoranda, ete., of the war. and
among them my draft of a procla-
mation of emancipation rubmitted to
Mr. Lincoln the day before his own
was issued. He asked all of us for
suggestions in regard to its form
‘and 1 rubmitted mine in writing,
and among other sentences the clore
a8 it now stands, which he adopted
from my dratt with a moditication
It may be interesting to you to mee
precirely what T eaid, and I ecopy

if. You must remember that in the

original draft there was no reference
whatever to Divine or human sanc-
tion of the act. What 1 said was
this at the conclusion of my letter:
“Finally, I respectfully suggest that
on an occasion of such interest there
can be no imputation of affectation
against a solemn recognition of re-

sponsibility before men and before
God, and that some such clause us
this will be proper: *And upon

this act, sincerely believed to be an
act of justice warranted by the Con-
stitution (and of duty demanded by
the circumstances of the country), I
invoked the considerate judgment of
mankind and the gracious favor of
Almighty God.” Mr. Lincoln adopt-
ed this clause, substituting only for
the words inclosed in parenthses these
words:  “Upon military necessfty.,”
which T think was not an improve-
ment.” here has bheen some little

able 1o divest jtsclf of partisan bias
and prejudice, and has laid itself open
to just and severe censure.

The election returns in the South
Carolina case showed that Thomas E.
Miller, the Republican candidate. re-
ceived 7,000 votes and that '\William
Elliott, the Democratic candidate, re-
celved 3,793 votes, giving Miller | a
majority of 3,207 votes over' Mliott,
‘There s no dispute about these fig.
ureg, which were returned by the
precinet board ol canvassers, a ma-
jority of cach of which was composed
of Democrats. Despite these returns,
which were made in aceordance with
law and were in all respects regular,
a certifiente of election was  awarded
1o Elliott, and he bas held the  weat.

During the earlier part of
iast week in Tennessee some white
ruffians  brutally outraged and as-
saulted one girl and two old wo-
men, all Afro-Americans. The Afro-

When
the opportunity offered Mr. Parsous,

IS IT A FAILURE?

John C Wickliffe's Article in the Forum
Oriticised.
To the Editor of the Tribune: -

Sir:  Mr. John C, Wickliffe, of New
Orleans, undertakes to show in the
February *“Forum” that Negro suf-
frage after more than twenty-five
years of trial is proved to be a
failure. He proposes therefore now
again to disfranchise the Negro by
comstitutional amendment, and in
exchange for such dixfranchisement .
that the South should surrender
the representation in Congress and
in the Electoral college based on
Negro sulfrage. Mr. Wickliffe bases
his claim for this disfranchisement -
on what he calls ‘‘the great fact
shining forth from every page of
modern history—that where the
AngloSaxon sets his foot there he
rules.” And he adds: ‘‘'Nor does the
relative numerical strength of the
races in any locality seem to have
aught to do with it, Cast away
upon an island inhabited by savages
& rude unlettered American or Brit-
ish gailor, and if the natives do not
eat him within twenty-four hours
in five years he will be king of the
country.” His supremacy is due—
Mr. Wickliffe seems t0 assume-—not
to fraud nor to violence, but to
his native force.

It we accept this statement as & .
permissible exaggeration of a ‘great
social fact, does it not tell against
Mr. Wickliffe rather than for him?
The situation of the educated gentle-
meun of the South, however, great
may be the numerical majlority of
the Negroes, is infinitely stronger than
that of the supposed Anglo-Saxon
sailor in the Cannibal Islands. 1t
the unlettered sailor alone among
the savages can in five years rule
thenm. should not the thousands of
high-bred and educated gentlemen
born and trained to rule soon learn,
¥ they set about it, to control,
without fraud and without violence,
and eventually to civilize and educate
into citizenship the hall-civilized
freedmen of the South? Mnny of
us have Dbeen brought pp on the
broad democratic principle that “a
government of the people., Ly the
people and for the people” not only
gives us good government. but what
is more, makes also the best train-
ing of the people for something bet-
ter. A great popular preacher ex-
pressed it in the formula, **The best
wuy to teach a man how to vote
i® 10 let him vote.” Does not the
Democratic statesman who denies
this rule repudiate the foundation
stone of Democracy?

W. W. Ferguson,
the Afro-American member of Wayne,
Michigan, who is attracting no It~
tle attemtion, offered the following
resolution in the House at Lansing,
Michigan:)  Resolved, ‘“That the
House of Representatives of the state
of Michigan contemplates with hor-
ror the manifest disposition on the
part of the population of the South-
ern states, to condemn unheard col-
ored people accused ol crimes and mis-
demeanors.” The Democratic repre-
sentatives claimed that the 8outh-
ern states were no worse in that
regard than any other part of the
country. Mr. Ferguson and his Re-
publican colleagues took a firm
stand and made a furious debate.
The resolution was adopted by a
strict party vote, yeas 63, nay 3.
Mr. Ferguson ie the kind of a Ne
gro representative that the race
needs,

BULLETS YLEW FAST AND THICK.

Pittsburg, Feb. 20.—A serious riot
occurred this morning at the Catsburg
Coal Company's mine in Monongahela
City between the strikers. and non-
union miners. Over one hundred
shots were exchanged, but fortunate.
ly no one was injured. The mine
has been in partial operation with
Afro-Americans for several weeks, and
the strikers have become.discouraged.
This morning 130 strikers, made up
oi Italians, Hungarians and French-
men, assembled at the mouth of the
pit, and when the Afro-American
miners numbering sixty men. appear-
ed for work, the strikers drew their
guns and revolvers and opened) fire
upon them. Most of the Afro-Ameri-
cang were armed and the fire was
returned. For a few minutes there
was a perfect fusillade and over one
hundred shots were exchanged. The
Negroes being outnumbered three
to one, then became frightened and
fled to their homes. It was then
found that no one had 'been injured.
Flattered at their success the strikers
drove David Hill, the watchman from
the mine, after which they marched
to the house of James' Jones, one of
the mine owners, and ordered ~him to
come out. When he appeared @ nom.
ber of ghote were fired in the air to
intimidate him, but he boldly stood
his ground, and soon succeeded in ‘dis-
persing the mob himsell.  No arrests
have been made, but information will
be made against the leaders. An ap-
plication for deputies will at!once be
made to0 the Sherilf of Washington
Oounty.

Jr. Toastmaster and Gentlemen:
Three great sea voyages have had

greater influence upon the history

and progress of the human race than

any event which has happened rince
the birth oi Christ. The history of
these voyages and their consequences
is tlie history of our country. <Co-
lumbus, the in~pired mariner of (GGenoa
with @ sublime courage almost
without a parallel in history, et
sail; himself sailing into immortality,
his caravels opening a  pathway
through the unknown seas, until |
guided by propitious stars and fav- .
oring winds they anchored at the
*gateway of the greatest continent
,of the earth. A\ country compared
to which, *‘the promised land flow- '
ing with mblk and honey,” is but a |
begear's pittance. A country upon
whose shores the tides of two great
oveans ebb and flow; a country
whose mountains are filled with
silver and gold, with coal and with
iron. and whose fertile valleys are -
threaded by the grandest net work
of navigable rivers on the globe;
a country with almost every varie- |
ty of climate, of fruit and of ilower: |

this is the gem which (‘Olumbuu|
snatched from the rxea. ‘
Not a white man's country, but ;

i
a country reserved for the repre-
sentatives of every variety of the |
human race.  Old superstitions, old |
tyrannies and old despotisms perish- [
ed with the nations that they could '
not save. What though for a few
centuries the ghosts of these de-
parting spirits did haunt our shores,
they could not stand before that |
advancing host of freemen, every one
of whom bore a sceptre and wore
a4 crown.

I'ut the bhext that the heart felt
and the mind conceived in  those
<civilizations which flourished on the
banks of the Fuphrates and the Nile,
the shores of the Mediterranean, at
Athens and on the banks ol the
Tiber, was embalmed and transmit-
ted through the centuries to find
here the only &oil in which it could
have development and growth.

Again the horizon is whitened by
a rail. Not the caravels of (‘olum-
bus, but the May I'lower, bearing
the Pilgrims Fathers and the germs
of our Republican institutiona Flee-
ing from oppression beyond the gea,
coming to dwell in the wilderness,
with old Plymouth Rock for their
cathedral, their music the restless
murmur of the sxea, while the scene
is lighted by the lamps of heaven,
the Pilgriin Fathers married Civil and
Religious Liberty to our country for-
cver.

This continent is the great fami-
1y mansion which (od has built and
iurnisxhed with unlimited supplies for
the purpose of reassembling the reat-
tered members of the human family,
10 enjoy together the fruits of lib-
erty, fraternity and nrosperity. The
Indian was already here, but he was
not permitted to level the forests,
navigate the rivers, till away the
fertility of the poil, or to rob the
mountains of their wealth of gold,
silver, iron and s&tone, until the oth-
ers members of the family arrived,
When the roll was called, the Eng-
lishman, the German, the French-
man, the Spaniard, the Indian, each
answered to his name. When the
Negro's name was called there was

silence, each looked at the other.

And
the liret blood shed in it& bhehalf
was that of the Negro patriot, Cris-
pus Attucke.  When the Revolution-
ary heroes were being overcome by
the DBritish at the battle of Bunk-
er’s Hill, it waa Peter Ralem. a Ne-
zro, who shot Major Pitcarin and
turned the tide of battle there.

One of our statesmen has observed
that, *“The compromises on the
slavery question, inserted in the Con-
stitution, were among the ersential
conditions upon which the federal
government was orgamzed. 1If the
Alrican slave trade had not been
permitted to continue for twenty
years, if it had not been conceded
that three-fifths of the slaves -hould
be counted in the apportionment of
representatives in Congress, if it had
not been agreed that fugitives from
service sh.n1ld be returned to their
owners, the thirteen states wouald
not have been able in 17387 ‘to form
a more perfect union.’ ”

Thus we wee that the Negro hax
been in politis ever ~ince the adop-
tion of the constitutjon.

But, throughout the long night of
bondage, for three quarters of a
century), not a single act designed
for the betterment or advantage of
the Negro can be found upon the
statute bLooks of any  Southern
state. KEven as late as 62 the Dem-
ocratic state convention of Pemnsyl-
vania said: “This government was
established exclusively for the white

race.” In every state the Negro
was denied those primary rights
which centuries before had  been

wrested from King John at Ruany-
mede and recorded in Magna Chacta
The immortal principles laid own
in the Declaration of Indepen.len:e
loosed not the fetters of i slave.
The South were let alone until they
fal from
and it took a
to pin them back
to the place from which they had
wandered, there to remain as long
as the Republic =hall endure. When
secesxion and. rebellion  threatened
the overthrow of the constitution
and the peril of our national life,
it was the Republican party, the
party of the most illustrious names,
the party of the most immortal
deeds that adorn the pages of our
history—this party it was that join-
rebellion, willing, in
the language of Mr. Lincoln, it God
s0  willed, *'to continue the war un-
til all the wealth piled by the bond-
man's two hundred and fifty years
of unrequitted toil should be runk,
and until every drop of blood drawn
by the lash should bLe paid with
another drawn by the sword.”

Amid the cannon's roar the Ilepub-
lican party heard the voice of God
and above the smoke ol battie four
million fetters towered like a mon-
ument to heaven.

ernment as it now exists. This sub-
version of the Fifteenth amendment
by the Democratic party inthe “New
South” is undermining the very foun-
dation of the Republic. The XNe-
gro s not the only nor perhaps the
greatest sulferer by this violence.
It breeds dixrespect for the funda-
mental principles of our government
on the part of those who rilently
permit this outrage to proceed, as
well as on the part of those guilty
of its commission. Thix violation is
sowing the reed of anarchy. It sub-
stitutes for the rule of the majori-
ty the rule of an  unscrupulous
minority. TUnder the old regime, in
the apportionment of representatives
to Congress, three-fifthe of the Ne-
groes were counted. Now all the
Negroes are counted. but in no South-
ern State i3 their vote counted for
the party or the candidate of their
choice. Districts overwlhelmingly Re-
publican send Democratic represent-
atives to Congress. These men who
ride into the National Capitol over
the bones of murdered men or by
means of intimidation and fraud. act-
ually have three times the politi-
cnl power of & man who has n
honestly elected in Ohio, Pennsyl-
vania or new York.

In States overwhelmingly Repub-
lican the electoral vote is openly
given to the candidate of the op-
posing party. Thus a president
of the United States may be made
to take his seat athwart the graves
of murdered citizens, and to seize
the reins of government in defiance
to the will of the lawlfully con-
stituted majority, The person who
attacks or rebukes this high-handed
treason i8 accused of “waving the
bloody shirt’ and of ‘’seeking to stir
up rectional hatred.” The South
comes forward with its old ery. “Let
us alone; we can settle all our
difficulties;” which they have done,
the shot+run and the Winchester rifle
coming in for a large share of the
glory. . -

The Republican presre, Republican
stateamen and Republican OFators
ha¥e been too long silent; We'lave

too eapily abandoned the Southern
Republican to his fate on the grounds
that the suybversion of the consti-
tution cannot be stopped. But it
is my deliberate judgement and sol-
emn belief that if Negroes were sur-
rounding the ballot boxes with rhot-
guns and keeping white men from
the polls, we would find a way
to stop it. If Negroes were {raud-
ulently seizing the representation in
scores of congressional dixtricts and
the electoral vote in a dozen xtates,
we would find a way to s.top it.
What does the Democratic party
plead in extenuation of its8 crimes?
‘We are told that if the Negro
.were given the free exercise of his
political powers he would ruin the
industries of the south, that North-
ern capital invested there would be
sunk, and finally, that the wealth
and intelligence of the South will
uct stbmit tos Negro rule.  Too
wmarny have ben found ready to
listen to this cunning apology for
crime. It s true that the Negro
has registered no oath of allegiance
to the Democratic party, but to the
best interests of his country his heart
is as true as the needle to the
pole. Wise men may smile at his
ignorance, the rich may mock his
poverty, fools may despise the color

of his &kin; but an ignorant man,
a poor man., a black man who is
thoroughly loyal,is a better and

a safer voter than a riclr man, an
educated man, and a white man
who in his heart is disloyal to the
TUnion and who openly violates the
Constitution and defies the laws. It
is true that conditions have chang-
ed and new issucs have arisen, but
the principles of our government have

not changed, nor have the rights
guaranfeed to citizens Ly the Con-
stitution bee« rcpealed To the eox-

clugion of almost every other 1issue
we have taken up the tariff.  And
I rejoice in  the blessing  which,
through the wise ,egisti- on of the
Republican party., thir poilcy has
brought to the Nation. But what
does a man care about the tariff
whose Dbirthright has heen taken
away. The question as to how
the revenue for the support of the
government shall be raised should
be considered a =econdary issue
while the constitutional rights of
citizens are being denied by the
Democratic party in more than a
dozen states. The protection of
American  industries, of American
workmen and American  homes
against the competition of the cheap
labor of other countries is not worthy
of our undivided attention until that
other American industry—the ‘yneh-
ing of Nepublicans for the constitu-
tional assertion of their Republican-
ism—ix stopped; until it is as safe for
a Republican to vote in Missis<ippi
or South Carolina as it & for a
Democrat to vote in Pennsylvania
or Ohio.

In other words, they
appealed for votes on the zround
that, if intrusted with power, the
nullification of the Fifteenth amend-
ment should be made perpetual.

The issue should be equarely met.
The Republican party stood for the
enfranchisement of the Negro wvarn
hix cause was unpopular, when it
cost tens of thousands of votes to
do it.

Perhaps it would cost teus of
thousands now, but it would alsc
call to our ranks hundreds of thnu-
sands of liberty-loving, patriotic men,
For the American people have a
conscience, and when it i8 properly
appealed to and thoroughly arous-
ed, though they may seem slow in
the formation of their judgments, of

this let all parties take note—in
the end the American people will
do right,

It this amendment cannot be en-
forced it should be repealed. But
it would be still better i the law
were 80 amended that whenever
a state excludes the Negro from the
right of suffrage, the Nation rhould
have power to exclude him from the
basis of apportionment, For ar {t
is, the Democrats have between for-
ty and ftifty congressmen and as
many electoral votes, fraudulently
obtained, with which to start, and
with sBuch a lead as this, it is dif-
ficult as parties are now divided for
us to win. But the Republican
party has never taken a step back-
ward. Her history is the history
of the most glorious days of the
Republic. This question may be of-
ten set aside and obscured by other
issues from time to time, but it
will continue to come up and plead
for settlement, as throughout the
Nation it breeds injustice in a thou-
zand forms, it will plead until ita
pleadings are heard. The American
people are slow to anger. and for
this renson their indignation when
aroused is all the more terrible. -

III., which put down rebellion and
treason, and which gave citizenship
to the slave, as well as that other
spirit which, with a magnanimity
unparalleled, threw the protecting
mantle of the flag of the Republic
about those who sought its destruc-

tion; thie spirit, 1 say, is still
abroad in the land- The old ery

of “Negro Domination” and ‘“Negro
rule” is a falee alarm. History does
not record a single instance in which
the Negro has attempted untawfully
or by force to dominate this coun-
try or any section thereof. He
has never plotted or perpetrated a
treason against the Constitution or
the laws. He has never given his
vote in support o! any measure
against the best interests of his coun-
try and his countrymen. He has a
keen appreciation of his condition
and his neede. The church has more

There seems to bLe no further rea-
sonable excuse for delay in pronounc-
ing & farewell blessing upon the
remaing to the new evening dress
which the English tajlors and cloth
manufacturers have been bull-dozing
into the favor of their patrons and
attempting to force upon America,

The attempt to introduce a novel-
ty into .evening dress has resulted
as other efforts to a similar end.
There are men in London and New
York who are ‘‘tailors’ touts,” just
as there are other men who are wine
touts and horse touts. ‘These men,
whose Dusiness it is to set the fash-
ions, are about the only ones who
have looked upon the new dress suit
with anything but ridicule for the
inappropriateness of its color, tex-
ture and build. Perhaps it har ap-
pealed to some of the genuine pwells
as a mnovelty to distinguish the
wearer from a butler or a theater
usher, but they have abandoned the
idea of wearing it. It is too radical
a change for a gentleman, and the
style of evening dress is one of the
few American customs which have
the dignity of age.

In view of the late attempt to
overset it, it {8 interesting to note
geveral previous efforts of a sim-
ilar nature. Their history will per-
haps teach something to the men
who are trying to get us to wear
the rough gray tweed instead of
smooth black worsted for full dress
suite. . .

Take the strong effort which was
made by English and American tafl-
ors in 1880 to introduce colors fin-
to evening dress. It even went 8o
far. that an American fashion mag-
azige printed a plate of the dress
suit which would be popular the
next season. The coat was wine-
colored, with a shawl roll, and
ekirts which were shaped like those
of a cut-away. The vest was white
g8ilk and trousers were pearl-color-
ed . This, we were assured, was
what Iondon swells were wearing,
The dreary day of the black coat
had ended. No man in America ever
saw such an outfit as the one illus-
trated worn in public or private.

Then there were the knee-breech 4
which were absolutely forced upon us
or would have been, but for the fact
that we were wearing others. An
American tailor wore them at a
public banquet at Chicago. That
eettled them. The public came to
the conclusion that the tailor was
making a general style in the hope
of making many individual breeches,

The only change that has ever
come and stayved in evening dress
Is the modification of the outline
of the lapel, which i8 termed the
shawl-roll. This, with a white shik

raist-coat, plain white linen and tie,
and an air of conscious rectitude,
will distinguish any man from a
butler or theater usher.

Spring overcoats will be made
long, single-waisted and largely of
gray materials. Rough surface goods
will prevail and the silk linings be
brought to the front edge of the
coat.

All coate will be very long. Cut-
aways especially are marked for a
ereqt change. The skirts will brush
the wearer’s knee and from the rear
a ecdtaway will look almost like
a -dress coat.

The small knotted four-in-hand
with wide, out-epread ends is «till
the ultra-fashionable tie for street
wear. For evening dress a pique
tie. somewhat narrower than has
been worn lately, will be proper.

Tan shoes are still a wrage.

ESTHER’S MISSION.

LESSON Xl, FIRST QUARTER, INTER-
NATIONAL SERIES, MARCH 12.

Text of the Lesson, Est. iv, 10-175; v, 1-8,
Memory Verses, v, 1-3—Golden Text,
Prov. xxxi, 9—Commentary by the Rev.
D. M. Stearns.

One lesson only has heen assigned to us
from this most marvelous book of the

rovidence of God, a book in which, in the

Tnglish text, the name of God is not found,
but which nevertheless is full of God from
beginning to end. *Oh, blessed is he to
whom is given the instinct that can tell
that God is on the field when He is most
invisible” (Faber). .

The whole hook tells how the people of
God were delivered from death by a medi-
ator of the highest rank, who undertakes
the greatest danger for them and is mys-
teriously one of them. It is thought by
rgome that Ahasuerus is suggestive of the
great king, Vashti of lsrael, Esther of the
church, Mordecai of Jesus, and Haman of
satan, and that the whole book is a histor-
ical and prophetic picture of the kingdom
of God, illustrating the grace of God.

10, 11. “There iz one law of his to put
him to death, except such to whom the
king shall hold out the golden scepter that
be may live.”” Because of Haman’s hatred
of Mordecai he had caused a decree to go
forth throughout the whole empire thaton
a certain day all the people of Mordecai—
that is, all the Jews—should be slain. Be-
cause of thisdecree Mordecai went through
the city, and even to the king’s gate,
clothed in sackcloth, crying with a loud
and bitter cry. Esther’s maids told her of
ft. Then she was grieved, for Mordecia was
ber own cousin, who bad cared for her, her
own father and mother being dead (chap-
ter ii, 7), and sent Hatach to find out what
it was and why it was (iv, 5). Mordecai
then told Hatach the whole matter, and
sent a request to Esther that she go to the
king and make request on behalf of her
people. Esther sends word buck to her
cousin, who had been a father to her, that
she could not approach the king uncalied,
except at the risk of her life.

12, 13. “Think not with thyself that thou
shalt ¢scape in the king’s house, more than
all the Jews.” The decree included all
Jews, both young and old, little children
and women, and the command was to de-
stroy, to kiil and to cause to perish (iii, 13),
80 that there was no hope for Queen Esther
apy more than for the poorest Jew or Jew-
2ss in the kingdom. In the plan of salva-
tion we are reminded of the fact that, as to
being sinners and needing a Saviour,
“There is no difference, for all have sinned
and come short of the glory of God" (Rom.
fii, 23). This is illustrated in those who
perished in ‘the deluge: outside of the ark
not one was saved: some were rich and
some poor, some learned and some igno-
rant, some lived in the highlands and some
in the lowlands, but there was no differ-
ence. .

14. ‘‘Enlargement and deliverance shall
arise, and who knoweth whether thou art
come to the kingdom for such atime as
this?”’ Mordecai was sure that deliverance
would come. How he was so sure we are
not told, but he suggests to Esther that
possibly the providence of God bad put her
in this high position for this very emer-
gency. As believers in the Lord Jesus
Christ, and therefore saved by His precious
blood, we know that the church will be
completed and the kingdom will come.
Israel shall be saved aund the earth filled
with the glory of God.

15, 16. *So will 1 go in unto the king,
which is not according to the law, and if I
perish, I perish.” In reply to Mordecai's
second message Isther returned answer
that they should fast three days for her,
and that she and her maidens would do
likewise, and then she would go to the
king whether she lived or died. She being
one of them would take her life in her
hand and lay it down if need beon their be-
half. The Lord Jesus knew that He would
lay down His life for us, and became one
of us that He might do so. But if Esther
is suggestive of the church, where does the
laying down of the life come in? Is it not
found in 1 John. iii, 16 “Hereby per-
ceive we the love of God, because He laid
down his life for us, and we ought to lay
down our lives for the brethren.”

17. “So Mordecai went his way and did
according to all that Esther had com-
manded him.’”” It would no doubt be fast-
ing to some purjsse, for it was a matter
of life or death. When David’s little child
was sick he fasted and prayed. How much
more should these people fast when the
lives of a whole people were at stakel
Daniel ate no pleasant bread for three
whole weeks, bLecause he was earnestly
seeking to know the mind of God (Dan. x,

! 2, 8). Jesus said concerning certain evil

spirits, *‘This kind goeth not out but by
prayer and fasting™ (Math. xvii. 21). And
is it not written in Jer. xxix, 138, *Ye
shall seek Me and find Me when ye
shall search for Me with all your hearts?”

v, 1. *Now it came to pass on the third
day that Estber put on her royal apparel
and stood in the inner court of the king's
house.”” It iseasy for us to read it, but
how much it must have meant to Esther!
We read that on the third day Abrabham
lifted up his eyes and saw the place afar
off, but who stops to think how much that
third day meant to Abraham? [t meant
the taking of his very life. for was not
Isaac the son in whom all the promises
centered, and this was the day of thesac-
rifice? So with Esther it meant, if need
be, the laying down of her life.

2. ‘She obtained favorin his sight, and
the king held out 1o Esther the golden
scepter that was in his hand.” Life then
was hers, and not death, or was it not as
life from the dead? So it was with Abra-
ham, for on that day he received Isaac
back from the dead ina figure (Heb. xi, 19).
And this is the meaning of the third day in
Scripture, it is resurrection, or life from the
dead. ‘‘After two days will he revive us;
in the third day he will raise us up, and
we shall live in his sight” (Hos. vi, 2).
Think also of Jonah and his third day, but
especially of our Lord Jesus and His third
day, with all its glorious results yet to be
fully seen. :

8. “What wilt thou, Queen Esther, and
what is thy request? It shall be even given
thee to the half of the kingdom.” How
exceeding abundantly above all she could
have expected! This will be the glory of
the church’s third day, the marriage of the
Lamb, foreshadowed by Jobhn ii, 1, and it
will not be half the kingdom, but the
whole, for He has given us the glory which
the Father gave unto Him (John xvii, 22).
Then shall the Jews’ enemy and the
church’s enemy be destroyed, and the true
Mordecai will be great among the Jews,
seeking the wealth of His people and
speaking peace to all His seed (x, 3). The
Jews will have light and gladness and joy
and houor, a feast, and a good day, and
men of all languages shall say to the Jews,
we will go with you for God is with you
(chapter viii, 16, 15; Zech. viii, 23). May we
even now know Him and the power of His
resurrection. ‘ -t
