HISTORY OF THE LIBERTY GUARDS.

Thelr Experience in the Strest of the ity
#From Revolutionary Times Up
to the Present Efforts.

From the DBoston Couruut.—

From the time of the dieband-
ment of the American Bucks, the
first organized company oi cotored
soldiers in the State of Massachu-
sttls, at the conclusion of the revo-
lutionary war, there was no special
alfort made by the colored peopie
of this state towards organising au-
other military organization unul
1849, when the cowred citizens ui
Bostou, met in the old Belknap street
church, and appointed a commit-
tee to draw up a petition with sig-
natures and present it to the lLegin-
lature then in session. ‘lhe petition
was circulated widely around Bos-
ton, Cambridge and Chelsea, and was
signed by nearly every colored maun in
theme places capable of bearing arms,
Among the fist to sign were Joha
P. Coburn, Thomas G. Williams }a-
vant Steward, lLewis Gaul, krauns
Clary.

‘TLis petitios wuas vcarriel before
the lLegislatu-c by Watkins, who
made an eloguent appeal in Lehau
of the colored citizens. Gen. Beu-

jamin }, Butler was in that seer-
sion as a representative from lwo-
well, and took a  decided stand

agalnst the petitiom. However, no
action was taken upon the petition,
and it was lelt to go the way
otbers had that met the same
fate,

The colored people were not dis-
couraged, for in 18354, five years
alter the defeat of the petition, an
independent company waas formed in
Boston, and had their armory in
Aubura Hall, corner of Belknap (now
Joy) and Cambridge streets, where
they met night alter uight t0, dsill
with such arms ss they eodid eums:
veniently purchase. They were
knows as the Liberty Guard, and
created a great deal of curioeity
emopg the military circles in the
city.

The officers were, Capt. Iewis Gaul;
first lieutenant, Thomas Williams;
eacond lleutenant, James Watkins;
vhird lieutenant, Samucl Hawkins;
first wergeant, Jamesa Gardiner, and
numbered about 30 men. So great
had the curlosity grown jn DBoston
to see colored men in uniforma that
Capt. Gaul was prevailed upon by
some of his white friends to bring
the Liberty Guards out for a parade,

On October 18th, 1854, the Liberty
Guards with Bond's Boston band,
25 pleces, made their first appear-
ance on the streets of Bosson with
75 men. For about an hour before
the time of starting, Cambridge,
Belknap and Chambers streets were
black with people. The company
filed out from the hall into:Belknap
street, and wore black frock coats
with white roundabeuts and cross-
belts, with black beaver hats. Their
arms and equipments were of an
old fashioned type, having been bor-
rowed from State Adjt. Gen. Schoul)-
er. Permision to parade as an in-
dependent company waa granted
them by Mayors Smith and Bige
low,

The route of the parade wax
through Cambridge, Court, Hanover.
Blackstone, Commercial streets, in-
to Quincy market and out Into Men-
chants row, up State, through Wash-
ington, School, Tremont, Into the
Park street gate, down Tremont
mall, along the burying ground mall
into Charles street gate on to
Charles, Chestnut, West Cedar, Phil-
lipe, Irving, Cambridge and Belknap
streete to the hall

All along the route there were
dense crowds. Nearly 70 vears had
passed since a rolored man had ap-
peared in the streets of Boston with
a musket in his hands. | All sorts of
comments were passed. Along the
route, the Liberty Guards were met
with cheers and jeers, old hats, cigar
boxes and other annoyances, yet
they marched steadily on. In the
Quincy market, they were jostled
rather lively by the marketmen,
On Merchants row, the entrance
into State street had been blockad-
ed by teams, and the Guards were
torced to make their way to State
street by way of the side-walk.

On thir same day the Boston
Tigers were obeerving their anni-
versary on the Common. As the
Liberty Guards possed down Charles
street maill. the company which was
at rest rushed for the ropes and
cheered Capt. (Gaul’s company Aae
they marched by. keeping step to
the march dedicated to Capt. Gaul
by *Old Bond himsell.”

That same evening, the Liberty
Guards gave a levee in Faneuil hall.
which was attepded by some 700
white and colored people. On this
ocearion. Lieut. Thomas G. Willlams
presented the Guards with a flag
that was presented by Gov. Han-
cock to the firet company of color-
od soldiers in the colonv of Masksa-
chusetts, who were called the Amer-

jcan Bucks. This flag was present-
ed in front of the old Hancock man-
sion on Beacon street in 1782. It
was the old colonial flag madq of
white silk with an eagle on on
side and a pine tree on the other.

This flag fell into the hands of
Domingo Williams, who was a de-
scendant of one of the ‘‘Bucks,” and
at his death in 1832, it became the
property of his son, Thomas. This
flag was at one time carried by the
old 2nd Battalion when it was un-
der the command of Maj Lewis
Gaul. At the time of the presenta-
tion, it was understood that this
historic old flag was to have been
handed down to other colored mili-
tary organizations. At the death
of Maj. Lewis Gaul, the flag had
disappeared and no one seemed to
know where it was.

Out of the 75 that paraded on
the 18th of October, 1854, there is
living scarcely a dozen. Among
them are Thomas (¢, Williams, 115
Lewis street, Newport, R, 1I.; J. N.
Butler, Boston; W. G. Butler, tos-
ton; Milton Crew, Boston, and a
few others whose names cannot be
recalled. It can be eaid that it

wae this company that formed the
nucleus of the gallant 34th and 55th
Volunteers. It was 30 of these men
that stood- shoulder to shoulder as
a brace, that encouraged Dr. John
8. Rock, Robert Morris, E. G. Walk-
er and others, to appeal to Gov.
Andrew in behalf of the colored peo-
ple to be permitted to help fight
the nation’s battles. When Gov.
Andrew called upon colored men to
enlist, he found this company wait-
ing and almost ready to be mus-
tered.

Previous to the organization of
the Liberty Guards there was in
1852, an organization which ecalled
iteelf the Massasoit Guards. They
had officers and a few men, but
the officers and men never had any
arms and never made a parade.

CHURCH RIOT. . -

Brothers Who Did'nt Dwell Together in
' Peace.

Nacodoches, Texas, March 22,
—There was a bloody pitched bat-
tle among the members of a church
three miles from town, Sunday night,
the parsom, Rev., Fred Jackson, lead-
ing one wing, and Samuel Forney,
one of the elders, with his wife,
the other. Pistols, knives, clubs and
rocks figured promiscuously in the
melee, which, after a few min-
utes of vigorous fighting subsided,
only to be renewed within half
an hour with greater ardor. All
the participants were more or less
wounded, some of them sgeriously.
John Flannigan had his horse killed
under him, and stopped two bul-
lets with his body, berides having
his head laid open with a blow
from a six-shooter. Jeff Rurk was
also badly wounded by a pistol
shot. The participante were all
brought in, and the grand jury is
investigating the trouble.

Dougiass was in Easton, the county
smat, to-day and was called upon
by a number of the leading citi-
sens and congratulated on his ap-
pearance.

For days past they have been
taking their lives in their hands,
as they attended to their duties on
the sloping roof of the gable, 156
feet in the keen air abouve Fifth
avenue.

ADVANCING A STEHE,
The infusion of new blood into
the Iron Duke Mining Company, of

Denver., Colo,, and the consequent
life it exhibited is another promi-
uent evidence of the transition the
Afro-American {s passing through.

‘The mines of the company consist of
four full claims, 130 feet wide, and

1.500 feet long, in Clear Creek coun-
ty. Colorado, and the elaim carries
very high grades of ores, which
run from $100 to $10,000 gold and
silver to the ton. The company is
chartered under the laws of the
State qf Colorado. The company
does not operate the mines to their
full capacity at present. While this
is the most prominent of the mining
venture of the Afro-Americans it is
not the only one. Individuals have
valuable claime through the West,
The Afro-American Steamship com-
pany i another of the ventures
that commands attention. It can
not be doubted. but what If ite
promoters are successful in placing
the company once on a financial
basis the venture will be a profit-
able one, whether it carries out the
original intention to establish a
line of Steamships between the Unit-
ed States and ILiberia, or if they
change their plans for establishing
a line of coast steamers to he used
in the coast trade along the Gulf
and the West India Islands.
Perhaps the most comprehensive
scheme launched upon the public last
year, the one requiring the most
business energy and foresight, by
reason of the active competition {t
would have to bear irom other
manufacturing companies, and the
success of which would establish
for all time the business sagacity
of the Afro-American was the (‘o-
lambian Cotton Mill Company of
Chicago. The company intended or
intends to operate under the laws
of the State of Illinois, from which
it received its charter. The intont
of the company was and s to
found a town in Cook county, a
few miles out of Chicago, to be call-
ed Butler City. Then, if condl“lons
were favorable to establish « cot
ton mill, running thousands of spin-
dles and giving employment to men
and women of the race. The pro-
ject has not yet been given up,
but, as yet, it has not risen above
a real estate scheme for selling
a section of lands secured by the
promoters. The Plaindealer hopes
and expects to see the full plan
carried out in all its details. but

its  success is dependent upon the
interest which the public takes
hold of the plan, and helps to

carry it out by their co-operation.
A plan somewhat similar to that
of the Columbia Cotton Mill Com-
pany, that would bhe as far reach-
Ing in its results if success crowns
the effort ie that of the Freedman's
Manufacturing Company, of which
the Honorabhle Frederick Dougla«s
{s president., This company has ke-
cuared a charter for a term of
years from the State of West Vir-
ginia with an authorized capital of
$300,000, divided into shares of ten
dollars each. By the eharter the
company has the right' to acquire
lands, lay out a town, buy and
sell real estate, organize and con-
duct manufacturing enterprises, to
accept and execute trusts and to
transact any other business which

it may be lawful for an individual ;

to transact. It is the purpose of

the company to erect a cotton
knitting mill, that will employ
about 300 hands, most of whom

would be women,to build a town
and to carry on

sitles, in the way of vegetables, that

a city would require. The site
chosen is located on the James
River, Yirginia, about ten milas

above Newport News. It has a
water front of one mile that is well
adapted to oyster beds and fine
fishing. The trausportation faciit-
tiles will be excellent, both by
water and rail. Owing to the
cheapness of lapor in tl¢ South, the
enterprise on a god hLusiness naste
will be able to compete successfully
in the market with the enterprises
or New England, besrides forming or
rather creating, a labor market to
which other sections may look too
for their labor supply.

The fact that Mr. Douglass is
at the head of the company should
be assurance that the purposes of
the company will be pushed to
completion and to glve the people
confidence in the future. There can
be no failure, if Mr. Douglass can
bring to bear anything like the
same energy, coupled with the wis-
dom of his years, that he display-
ed in the struggle against slavery.
The success of the company would
be a fitting climax to all his years
of labor for the race and be a
refutation to the slander that in his
prosperity and elevation he had for-
gotten the people. T

The Plaindealer has now instanced
enough of the new ventures show-
ing the transition the Afro-American
fs now passing through. The ven-
tures named by no means comprise
all the meritorious ones that have
been put in operation. It can not

In eome parts of Georgia aad
othelr eections of the South it is
sald, that owing to the high prices
of cotton seed, many Afro-Americans
have »sold clean. Many of the
white Southern papers say that
thes¢ same people will buy the
se8d back again on credit at a
higher price, and that such an act
would be characteristic of the race.
Thie may be true of the Afro-Amer-
fcan in his present condition, as it
is likewise true of the poorer class-
es of the whites in the South.
The Plaindealer hopes to see the
press ever watchful in  watch-
ing the interest of the people and
that it will take pains to advise
them to be careful in all transac-
tions that would yprove a disad-
vantage to them. If the reports
are true, the people intercsted could
not do better than to turn their
atteution to the raising of corn
and to truck farming. The Bouth
still buys by far the largest part
of the corn it consumes from the
West, and {8 dependent for other agri-

cultmial products that it could
produce and with greater profit,
than cotton. By turning the at-

tention of the people to these things
the condition of the Afro-American
farmer can be materially improved.
Thie is one of the lessons that Pro-
fessor B, T. Washington tried to
{mpress upon the small farmers that
attended the Tuskegee conference
s year ago, and with such sue-
cem that thelr condition material-
1y improved within a year. If those
near at hand wliil follow his ex-
ample, “the characteristic of the
race’ may inure to its benefit.

The Progressive South is a semi-
fonthly publication devoted to the
industries of the South. In so
far as it is an exponentj of the ad-

vantages of" the South, in describing
i{ts vast resources, etc., it does not

bellie its name, but when it comes
to the consideration of the race
problem it is anything but progres-
sive. It announces that separate
coaches on all railroads and com-
partment car:i on all street rail-
ways in the South is ona of the re-
quirements of the times. This state-
ment is boeh, it is narrow, and un-
christian. 1t temds to increase anlj-
mosities. It prevents the races
from coming together in harmony
and hence stiflee growth and pros-
perity. This much can be set down
as certain, as distinct people the
two races can not dwell together on
planes of equality. There will be
alway= contention and strife.

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GOD’S CHANTENINGS.

LESSON It, SECOND QUARTER, INTER-
NATIONAL SERIES, APRIL 9.

Text of the Lesson, Job v, 17-27—Mem~
ory Verses, 17-19-—Golden Text, Heb.
xii, 6—Commentary by the Rev. D. M,
Stearns.

Three of Job's friends—Eliphaz, Bildad
and Zophar—having heard of the afflictions
of Job, made an appointment to come and
When
they saw him they knew him not becanse
he was so changed. They wept, and rent
their clothes, and sat with him upon the
ground seven days and seven nights with-
out speaking & word, for they saw that his
grief was very great (chapter fi, 11-18).
Then Job spoke and cursed his day, after
which Eliphuz wus the first of the three to
speak, and this lerson is part of his speech.
Job bad horne meekly and without com-
plaint the loss of children and cattle and
even his bodily afliction (chapters §, 22; i,
10), but these friends. with their false accu-
sations and insinuations, stirred all the old
man that was in him. These three con-
demned Job without cause, and yet their
words have niuch in them that is helpfual.

17. “Behobl, happy is the man whom God
correcteth; therefore despise not thou the
chastening of the Almighty.” This is
sound wisdom and very profitable if put in
practice. Blessed is the manthat endureth
trisl!l Count it all joy when ye fall into
divers trials. Whom the Lord loveth He
chasteneth. If ye endure chastening, God
dealeth with you as with sons (Jas. i, 12, 2;
Heb. xii, 6, 7).

18. “For He maketh sore and bindeth
up; He woundeth, and His hands make
whole.” Or, as it is written elsewhere, 1
kill and I make alive; I wound and I heal;
neither is there any that can deliv. r out of
my hand” (Deut. xxxii, 39). But though
He cause grief, yet will He have compas-
sion according to the multitude of his mer-
cies, for He doth not afflict willingly, nor
grieve the children of wen (Lam. iii, 82,
33). '

19. **He shall deliver thee in six troubles:
yea. in xeven there shall no evil touch
thee,” Not «ven satan can touch a be-
lHever without e rmission, for be had toob-
tain permission to touch Job, and if God
allows ns to go to the furnace he knows
how to deliver. So that Daniel's friends
were right when they said, “Our God,
whom we serve, is able to deliver us from
the burning fiery furnace, and He will de-
liver u®out of thine band, O king” (Dan.
iii, 17)' In the promise, ““There shall no
evil befall thee” (Ps. xci, 10), we must not
think to excape trouble, for just that is
promised us (John xvi, 33), and possibly
imprisonment and death (Rev. ii, 10; Math.
x, 28), but in the resurrection it shall be
seen that we have not been hurt, nor a hair
of our heads perished.

20. “In famiuve He shall redeem thee
from death and in war from the power of
the sword.” The upright shall not be
ashamed in the evil time, and in the days
of famine they shall be satistied (Ps.
xxxvii, 18, 19). He who fed Elijah by the
brook and in the widow's house during
the three vears' famine, who fed Israel for
forty years with bread from: heaven, who
fed over 5,000 with the lad’sfew loaves and
fishes, isthe sanie yesterday, today and for-
ever. And astothe sword, think of David's
deliverance from the sword of Goliath and
his victory over him.

21. “Thou sbalt be hid from the scourge
of the tongue; neither shalt thou be afraid
of destruction when it cometh.” The
tongue is often as a sharp sword (Ps. lv,
21; Ivii, 4), but He will keep us secretly in
a pavilion from the strife of tongues (Ps.
xxxi, 20). Inasmuch as the angel of the
Lord encampeth round about us, the
tongue that would touch us must first
touch Him. Not even a dog can thove his
tongue against as without permission
(Ex. xi, 7). '

28. '*At destruction and famine thou
shalt laugh; neither shalt thou be afraid
of the beasts of the earth.” Obe would
almost think the speaker was describing
the millennial tjmes, when the wolf and
the lamb shall feed together, and they
shall not hart nor destroy in all God’s holy
mountain (Isa. Ixv, 25). But with such
records as that of David over the lion and
the bear, Daniel over the lions and Paul
over the poisonons reptile (I Samn. xvil, 36;
Dan. vi, 22; Acts xxviii, 4, 5), we see what
may be even now as foreshadowings of
ocoming glory. l.et us “have faith in
God.”

28. “For thou shalt be in league with the
stones of the field, and the beasts of the
field shall be ut peace with thee.” David
comes to mind again with his ~stones gath-
ered from the brook, one of which, slung in
the name of the Lord of Hosts, sank into
the giant's forehead (1 Sam. xvii, 49). And
the 700 Jeft handed mnen who conld sling
stones at & hair and not miss (Judg. xx,
16) show how God can give coutrol over
stones in that sense. A8 to the beasts,
read Isa. xi, 6-9, and for another wonderful
story of the past see I Kings xiii, 28.

4. “And thou shalt know that thy tab-
ernacle shall be in pesace, und thou shalt
visit thy habitation and shalt not sin,” or,
R. V., “shalt mis« notbing.”” ‘‘The work
of righteousness shall be pesce, and the
effect of righteousness quietness and as-
surance forever. And my people shall
dwell in a peaceable habitation, and in
sure dwellings, and in quiet resting places”
(Isa. xxxii, 17, 18). We may even dweil in
Jehovah Himself, for it is written, “Lord,
thou hast been our Jdwelling place in all
generations” (Ps. xc, 1).

25. **Thou shalt know alsu that thy sced
shall be great and thine offapring as the
grass of the earth.” The promise to Abram
was that his seed should be as the stars of
heaven and as the sand upon the seasliore
(Gen. xxif, 17). When Rebekah left her
home to become the bride of Isaac they
prayed that she might become the mother
of thousands of millions (Gen. xxiv, 60).
Jesus has »aid, **There is no man that hath
left bouse or brethen or sisters or father
or mother or wife or children or lands
for my sake and the gospels but he shall
receive an hundredfold now in this time,
houses and brethren and sisters and
mothers and children and lande #ith
persecutions, and iuthe world to come
eternal life”’ (Mark x, 20; xxix, 80).

26. ‘Thou shalt come to thy gravein a
full age, like as a shock of corn cometh in
in Hia season.” It turned out 0 in Job's
case, for he lived after his afftiction 140

and saw four generations. 8o Job
died, being old and full of days (Job xlii,
16, 17). With the believer in Jesus length
of years in a mortal body is not the great-
est blessing except in so far as God is glori-
fied thereby.

27. “Lo this, we have searched it; so it
is; hear it and know thou it for thy good.”
We might with Job have somewhat to say
to Fliphaz, but we are trying to forget the
man and get something out of the mes-
sage, and therefore we notice that it is
good to search out a good matter, but espe-
¢clally good to search the Scriptures, for
therein is the best of all matter.
