St. Louis, Mo., April 8.—The blood 

of John K. Crump, the postoffice 
clerk who instituted a mandamus 
proceeding against the school board 
to establish the right of children 
to at tend the public schools tor 
white children, was the subject of 
inquiry in Judge Valiant's .ourt 
again Saturday aftern>>jn. The 
children Hal been wit ..drawn from 
the Carr Lane and Hamilton t-..hocl> 
on the ground tha t they were of 
African descent, and when the case 
was begun. Crump endeavored to es­
tablish the fact t h a t they were 
not Negroes. He took the stand 
and testified that his ancestors were 
French Creoles and his wife's Indian. 
A large number of witnesses were 
summoned for yesterday afternoon 
on the pa r t of the school board 
to combat the position. Crump's 
former associates, including his own 
relatives, were in attendance in 
force and did not seem to relish 
his effort, as they alleged, to re­
pudiate the African race. The case 
involves the question of the color 
line in the public schools. The court 
room contained many Afro-Ameri­
cans who watched the proceedings 
•with close attention. Fa ther Pan-
ken, W. H. Taylor. D. L. Mcleod, 
Robert H. Hickman and others, testi­
fied that Crump was an Afro-Amerl-
van.

"Uncle Joe" Continues His Enteitauing 
Pen Pictures of Interesting Peo 

pie•—Story Number Two 

A week or so ago your Uncle Joe 
told your readers about an Afro-
American boy whom General Butler 
helped upward to success. A recent 
writer in a popular magazine said: 
"A great opportunity is worth to 
a man precisely w h a t his antece­
dent acquirements have prepared 
him to make of it . ' ' Tha t Iowa boy 
had thoroughly prepared himself by 
close application to the studies pre­
scribed in high school and busiuess 
college, by the cultivation of habits 
of industry, and by strict integrity, 
for usefulness and respect among 
men. As soon therefore as General 
i-uiier opened the door, opportunity, 
he walked in without hesitantam-y 
:iiid stxm had a room fitted up 
for himself in the builUiiii; ux ' t p ' .! 
by successful meu. 

I want now to tell you about an 
Afro-Americau girl of whom tne 
world will hear something by and 
by if she lives. This girl was 
born down in Southern Ohio, among 
the hills, about eight miles Went 
of Chillkothe. 

When she reached school age she 
walked two miles to the colored 
school for the "Arnett Bill," had 
not then brought the school house 
to the colored man's door. I t was 
her duty to milk the cows and 
feed the chickens in the morning lie-
fore going to school and in the 
evening al ter returning while other 
sisters performed other domestic 
duties allotted them. 

I wish your readers could see t ha t 
school house. I t stands there yet, 
but no longer used for educational 
purposes. I am tempted to describe 
It. but for fear of lessening the 
lalth oof the public in my veracity 
I forbear. Sometimes, however, 
when you go up the road from 
Anderson toward .Sulphur Lick 
Springs, take a good look a t tha t 
squat ty log hut with one window, 
chip-board roof, and apertures be­
tween the logs, daubbed with mud, 
which stands in the triangle form­
ed by the road anil the creek, 
with a knoll in the reai as the 
bene line, on the r ight hand side, 
one-half mile Northwest of the sta­
tion, t h a t was the colored school 
bonne in District No. 2, for many 
years, • T a w i 'aw Insti tute. ' ' it was 
sometimes called. 

Having graduated from Paw raw-
Institute a t a very early age the 
girl of whom I am telling you 
began teaching in the rural districts 
near her home. After a few years 
teaching she had saved enough 
money to support herself, two, per-
haps three years a t Wilberforce. From 
Wilberlorce she went away down 
Into North Carolina to the ante­
bellum home of her parents and 
taught awhile. 

Growing weary of teaching, and 
finding it making serious inroads on 
her health, she went to Chicago 
to find wha t an energetic woman 
could do in t ha t wonderful city. 
She arrived there just about the 
time the grandest product of Nogro 
genius, enterprise and courage, the 
Provident hospital and Training 
school was being projected. 

"When in the face of bitter and 
unreasoning opposition tha t institu­
tion was thrown open May 4, '93. 
She was the first woman to enter 
its nurse course. She threw the 
whole force of her soul's earnest­
ness into her work and soon won 
the confidence and respect, not only 
of the management, but of the 
medical staff and attending physi­
cians. I t soon becamel known tha t 
she took as deep a personal and 
professional interest in each case M 
the doctor who had it Ui charge, 
and she was in constant demand on 
cases requiring more than ordinary 
attention. After eighteen months 
of hanl work and harder study, 
she graduated with honor. Nursing, 
however, with her was only a 
monns to a higher end. She had 
long had her mind on the medical 
pro:e«slon, even when the prospect 
of entering it seemed as remote as 
the antipodes. 

Now was her opportunity. She 
applied for admission to the Chicago 
Women's Medical college. So thor­
oughly had she mastered the medical 
facte of her nurse course t h a t Bhe 
easily entered the Becond year of 
t ha t institution. With the same 
plain unassuming hearing, backed 
by a quiet determination to suc­
ceed which has characterized her 
whole life. She took her place 
among more than one hundred wo-
from all par t s of the civilised world. 
I have a highly prized lithograph 
of the college and her bronzed 
face shows up inspirlngly among the 
crowd of students grouped on the 
front steps, the only Afro-American 
face among the one hundred and 
twenty . 

The cellege year ended a few 
days ago and from a letter which 

lies before me, I quote: "They all 
like me at college, and I must tell 
you I passed all my grades. My 
lowest mark is SI. I have several 
giades in 90. S o l ant a full fledged 
Middle now." She will nurse 
through :he spring and rammer le 
make the money to support herself 
through tnt next term. 

Asked ome It she was not afraid 
of "gett ing i-.il i f a (Toman's place'* 
her iinswer. witu Un. tincst inflec­
tion of scorn I e\er heard was: ''Wo­
man's place: tha t ' s the query of a 
selfish tyrant . No human being lias 
the slightest right to fix a place 
for another, except in the case fll 
an idiot. i t is selfish, cowardly, 
tyrannical for any person, or class 
of persons, to a t tempt to fix the 
intellectual, moral, social or business 
s ta tus of any other person, or class 
of persons. It was the white man's 
dictum in relation to the Negro, but 
that dusky individual prefers to make 
her own place. I t is the average 
Negro's opinion of womanhood, but 
I propose to make my own place 
and then fill It." Your Uncle Joe 
was eloquently silent, but he "did 
a monstrous heap o' thinkin'." 

Through all these years this grad­
uate of l 'aw Paw Inst i tute, this stu­
dent of Wilberforce, this graduate 
of Provident Training school, this 
student of the Chicago Medical col­
lege has been dependent on her own 
earnings for her parents having a 
large family to rear have lieen un­
able to help her any. Don't you 
think she is a girl with grit? 
Did you ask her name? Well. I 
dare not tell you, for I have not 
told her t h a t I intended writ ing 
about her and she might depart 
from her own doctrine long enough 
to find a place for me. However, 
almost any body of note in Chicago 
can tell you her name, especially 
about Provident hospital. If you 
w a n t to know real bad and will 
whisper to the Editor of the Plain-
dealer I suspect he can tell you. 

SEPARATE CAR LAW. 

Again Declared Void for Inter-State Pas­
sengers. 

New York Age April G.—A jury in 
the United States Circuit court yes­
terday fixed $800 as the damage 
which a railroad company should 
pay for making an Afro-American 
woman and her children ride in 
a dirty car set apa r t for the use 
of Afro-Americans. The suit was 
brought by II. \V. Caldwell, of Brook­
lyn, and his wife, Mamie Caldwell, 
against the East Tennessee, Virginia 
and Georgia railroad company, and 
the sum claimed was $5,000. T. 
McCains Stewart , the colored law­
yer,, and C T. Babliett appeared for 
the plaintiffs, and E<lgar M. John­
son, of Hoadly, Luuterbuch and John­
son, for the defendant 

On August 39. 1891, Mrs. Caldwell 
bought a first class ticket for her­
self and her three children, all 
of them under five years old, from 
Johnson City, Tenn.. to Chicago, 
for $19.15. She was about to en­
ter one of the ordinary coaches, when 
the conductor told her she would 
have to go into the front car. This 
was divided into two compartments, 
.one for men to smoke in and the 
other for Afro-Americans. The door 
between the two was often left 
open, so both were filled with the 
fumes of totiacco. Mrs. Caldwell 
testified t ha t the compartment in 
which she was was filled with dis­
agreeable old Afro-American women, 
who talked of subjects which offend­
ed her ears. There were two newly 
married persons who hugged and 
kissed one another frequently. The 
air was bad and the car exceedingly 
dirty. Two witnesses corroborated 
Mrs. Caldwell. 

Samuel _D. Haun. the conductor 
of the train, said t ha t the "Jim 
Crow" car* was as good as any 
other in the train. He said he 
would not have objected to having 
bis wife and children in the car. 
E. B. Clark, a clerk of the rail­
road company, testified t h a t the 
car had Just been renovated. The 
jury deliberated for half an hour 
and then announced tha t Its ver­
dict was $80O. 

DROWNED WHILE FISHING. 
Gallatin. Tenn.. April 5.—At Three 

Island, Kirk and Jake Waverly lost 
their lives in a peculiar manner. 
They were 15 and 20 years old re­
spectively and were, with a color­
ed man. engaged in put t ing out a 
trout-line In a swift place when 
Kirk was pulled overboard. Jake 
jumped In to save his brother, when 
by some means both became en­
tangled in the line and were car­
ried down together. After diligent 
search the boys were found bound 
tightly together by the line. 

ALMOST A LYNCHING. 
Morrilton. Ark., April 7.—This has 

been a day of most Intense excite­
ment in Morrilton. Charles F . Pate , 
a constable, was murdered by 
Flanegan Thornton, colored, a t Meni­
fee, on Wednesday, while at tempt­
ing to arrest the man. « The mur­
derer was captured last night, and 
a lynching was only prevented by 
spiriting him away.

WHITE CAPS SURPRISED. • 
Jonesboro. Ark.. April 3.—A fatal 

affray occurred here between White 
Caps and their Intended victim, Geo. 
Black, who lived alone on his farm, 
two miles from town. Black had 
been notilied, with other farmers, 
tha t he would have trouble if he 
rented land to Afro-Americans. He 
disregarded the notice, and did rent 
a piece of ground to a colored ten­
ant who had lived on his place for 
several years. Saturday night a 
pa r ty of masked men rode up to his 
ga te and called to him to come 
out. He refused, and they set to 
work to ba t te r In his door. 

Meanwhile the man had armed 
himself with an old musket loaded 
with turkey shot, and he calmly 
awaited the issue. The door soon 
gave way, and the leader of the 
gang W. J . Metcalfe, stepped inside 
with a pistol in his hand. The 
musket spoke and Metcalfe fell with 
with a charge of ahot in Ins abdo­
men. The giing le t ieated to a 
comer of the yard, dragging Met­
calfe with them i'Jack seized 
the opportunity to escape from the 
house, but was detected and shot 
down outside, and the White .Caps, 
thinking him dead, retreated, tak­
ing with them their wounded lead­
er. Then Black made his way to a 
neighbor's house, crawling half a 
mile through thickets and over 
fences. 

The news of the affair was taken 
to Jonesboro. and a hack sent out, 
In which both Black and Metcalfe 
were conveyed to town, lying side 
by side. Both died yesterday. Met­
calfe to the last refusing to give 
the names of the men in his par ty . 
As they were masked Black 'a'led t>' 
recognize any of them. The Sheriff, 
however, arrested on suspicion, Geo. 
Counts, Burris Ray. George Burrows, 
J im. Ball, Antoine and Charles Hen-
sen, Kel. Payne and Leo J . Ware. 
Charles Hensen made a full confes­
sion, implicating all the others. Ware 
Is a prominent at torney of Jones-
lioro and was once Mayor of the 
town, and the rest are well known 
residents of the town and immedi­
a te vicinity.

As the last 
of the fleeing actor-men fled through 
the door one of the waiters threw 
a sugar-bowl after him. which miss­
ed the man a t whom it was aimed, 
but struck a guest of the house 
named Hilway on the leg, fractur­
ing the bone and producing injuries 
tha t will cripple him for life. 

The troupe immediately took car­
riages for the station, and got out 
of the clt y before they could be 
apprehended. The debris gathered 
up in the room after the fight near­
ly filled two bushel baskets. 

SUIT FOB $12,000.

The Kesult of the Meeting at Jackson as 
Reported by Mr. J. H Gray, 

of Saginaw. 

The annual convention of the Mich­
igan Equal Rights Association, met 
in the council chamber in Jackson. 
April 4th, with about 325 delegates 
in attendance. The 
called to order by W 
Lansing in a spirited 
P. Wood, of Tecumseh, was chosen 
temporary chairman and J . H. Cray, 
of Saginaw, secretary. The follow­
ing committees were appointed. Cre­
dentials, Rev. G. W. Brown. Sagi­
naw; E. J .

The convention then took a recess 
until 1:30 p. m. Upon reassembling 
let ters from President Grover Cleve­
land and Governor Rkh, were read 
regrett ing their inability to be pres­
ent. Mrs. F . M. Thurman read a 
letter from a representative of De-
trlot, in which he plainly sets 
forth t h a t while the Negro race 
is almost entirely found in the Re­
publican par ty , the race feels t h a t 
it is not as fully recognized as it 
should be and urged the members 
of the race to- assert their rights 
in a manner which must be recog­
nized. 

The reports of the two commit­
tees were then read and a perma­
nent organization was effected 
with J . J . Brans, of Calhoun, as 
chairman and Andrew Dungee, of 
Ingham, secretary. The chair ap­
pointed as committee on the mu­
tual benefit organization and news­
paper official organ, Thomas Thur-
ninii, Z. W. Mitchell J . H. Cray, 
S. D. Anderson, Dr. C. W. Ellis. Rev. 
G. W. Brown, Horace <J. Jackson 

Rev. W. W. Brown, of Kichiuond, 
Va., was present and delivered an 
biteresting address. The annual re­
port of the secretary, T. P. Wood, 
was read, showing disbursements 
a m o u n t i n g to $ 1 1 . 2 5 . He a lso 
showed tha t a great deal of work 
hud been accomplished during the 
year under adverse circumstances. 
State Treasurer. C. W. Ellis. Sr., 
reported t h a t he had received noth­
ing during the year and tha t the 
treasury was empty. 

The convention extended a vote^ 
of thanks to the officers of the 
league for their efforts to promote 
its interests, and to the citizens 
of Jackson for their hospitality. The 
convention then adjourned to meet 
a t Grand Rapids on April 12 and 
33. 3894. 

This convention was the largest 
of any yet held by the league, 
and was a gathering of representa­
tive colored men of the state , who 
discussed intelligently and deeply 
methods by which their race may 
be ^elevated. 

The colored people of Jackson en­
tertained the delegates to a supper 
and entertainment a t Assembly hall, 
Tuesday evening. The program was 
an excellent one. 

The convention adopted the fol­
lowing resolutions: 

Resolved. That the future of the 
Negro of America, and all other prov­
inces of this globe, where opposed 
by his white brother, depends en­
tirely upon his acquirements of 1st, 
religion; 2nd, education; 3rd, wealth 
—and tha t , to accomplish, be should 
be absolutely free from politics; 
cast his vote. That he compel his 
children to enter the schools of 
learning and teach them the need 
of education, the necessity of moral 
training and virtue; and above :tll 
o; these, compel them to enter up 
on some trade or profession. 

Resolved. That this convention 
views with favor the effort now 
being made to place the Afro-Amer­
ican in a proper light before the 
nations of the world who shall visit 
the World's Fair, and t h a t we con­
tribute to the lund now being raised 
to print and circulate free a cir­
cular setting forth our advancement 
and our ideas. 

Resolved. That we believe in free 
and unrestrkted suffrage in the 
United States, believing tha t the 
intelligence, position and responsibili­
ty of women in our homes and in 
the reforms tha t have mtde this na­
tion good and great , demand it. 

Resolved. That we indorse the 
work of Hon. W. W. Ferguson in the 
Michigan legislature In b-half of our 
people. 

Resolved. That we eulogize the 
life of the Hon. B. F . Butler and 

the ra-. e ha* feel in his de.ith m a t 
lost a trtie friend. 

Whereas The objects anJ aims 
of the Muhigao Equal Rights Asso­
ciation is to more fully unite tho 
colored citizens of the s ta te upon 
the one great principle, and idea, 
the Itetterment of our condition 
morally, socially, financially aud po­
litically; and. 

Whereas. We believe t h a t good, 
sound morals intermingled with broth­
erly love, social ability and respect 
for each other jvlll lead directly 
off into financial'success and politi­
cal perferment; and. 

Whereas. We believe t h a t the 
above can only be successfully ac­
complished by uniting seal and 
the wisest and uuconipromising meth­
ods; and. 

Whereas, We believe t ha t a 
thorough statistical knowledge of the 
exact s ta tus of the colored people 
of the s ta te of Michigan, the num­
ber of inhabitants in each county, 
the number of churches, their condi­
tions, denominations and pastors, the 
number of business men and kinds, 
if any, the number of professional 
men, If any, and the number of chil­
dren in the schools, the number ar­
rested, and what for. their names, 
and what was done with them, 
the amouut of wealth in' the ag­
gregate, and the amount of taxes 
paid. 

Resolved. That we appoint a 
s ta te historian whose duty it shall 
be to receive and compile all sta­
tistical information from the several 
counties, produce and read the same 
a t the next meeting of the associa­

AX EXCITING ELECTION. 
Piqua, Ohio, April 10.—The election 

In this place, in many respects was 
the most sensational known to Mi­
ami count ; . That there was 
cause for this is proved by the 
small majorities of Keyt for mayor. 
Olferral for water works trustee, and 
Stewar t and McCulloch for justices 
of the peace, elected on the Re­
publican ticket with majorities from 
•JH to 38 in a city of 12.000 peo­
ple. But the fifth ward, where W. 
N. Johnson, Jr . . was the Republican 
nominee for council, wtis ^ h e cen­
ter of a t t ract ion for all parties and 
classes. Mr. Johnson is not only the 
first colored, but the youngest man 
ever nominated for the honors of 
councilman in this city. His nomi­
nation was the result of a scheme 
of Geo. A. Wilson, to pack the con­
vention with colored voters and 
force the nomination. It worked 
well, but when time for balloting 
came the whites where in the ma 
jority. However, Wilson's general 
ship was equal to the occasion. He 
formed such a combination with one 
of the white candidate* for asses 
sor as to secure 14 white votes, 
which carried Johnson through on 
the first ballot. There were four 
white candidates, one of them. Bates, 
the present councilman; another 
l.ape, a wealthy and influential gen 
tleman backed by Col. Carr. The 
nomination met with considerable 
opposition among Republicans, but 
Johnson's manly canvass, his out­
spoken, intelligent and pointed argu­
ment in behalf of his race won him 
the rtspect and suppt rt of all lead 
:ug Republicans and many hading 
Democrats t'ritcsh, the D^m-ci a t i ' 
nominee withdrew |<i« nam.- from bW 
ticket, s ta t ing t h a t he "would not 
run against a nigger." For a 
week Johnson had no opposition. But 
W. L. Lawder took Fritcsh's place, 
he said, "not for the office, but 
to beat a nigger." The ward is 
Republican by about 80. but about 
50 unprincipled Republicans voted for 
Lawder and succeeded in defeating 
Johnson by 11 votes. Johnson 
is a bright young man. Though de­
feated, hds "candidacy brought him 
prominently before the public and 
opened 'up for him a bright future. 
He is in touch with a large colored 

vote and will no doubt have much 
to do in directing city politics in 
the future. Not only In Plqua but 
in Miumi county. The colored vot­
ers hold a large balance power, 
and since Johnson's defeat, no doubt 
but they will use it to their own 
advantage. Respectable citizens of 
Itoth parties denounce Johnson's de­
feat as a mean. 1<>W and contempt-
able trick of the Republicans who 
voted for l^awder. Though over 40 
of them deserted Johnson, not one 
of them Is man enough to confess 
tliat he was so depraved as to al­
low the color of a man's skin to 
drive him from his par ty principles.

The 
affair was a very quiet one, as no 
one knew anything of it until the 
calaboose was found broken open 
this morning. The killing occurred 
across the s ta te line on the West 
Virginia side, and the prisoner was 
arrested in this corporation. There 
was no white person connected with 
it . The Victim was a bad char­
acter, and worked on a material 
train. Mayor Richardson says he 
Is determined to go to the bottom 
of the whole affair and cause the 
guilty part ies to be brought to jus­
tice. 

Facts About the Obenin- Wellington Res­
cue Gates 

From The Cleveland Gazette:— 

While looking over some old ex­
changes recently, The Rounder ran 
across an interesting article in a 
last December issue of the Cleve­
land Examiner and thought it of 
sufficient historical value to repub­
lish with the best por t ra i t we could 
secure. Hon. John M. Langs ton kind­
ly loaned us his only por t ra i t of his 
brother d iar ies , the Hues of which 
had long since grown very indis­
tinct. Yet the por t ra i t given be­
low is a fair one. ihe best to be 
secured under the circumstances. The 
Examiner's article: 

On November IT of the present 
year, t 'harles H. Ijangstoii passed 
from this life. Who was Uhsrtes 
H. Laiigston? 1 do not wonder 
a t your asking it. Yet just a gen­
eration ago the echo of his voice 
resounded throughout the North 
lu greater than trumpet tones. The 
unstudied eloquence tha t burst, as 
it were, from his impassioned lips 
thrilled the blood of every hater of 
slavery in the nation. Its effect 
was oniy equaled—a little later on 
—by the world-wide reverbratioiis 
of the guns of old John Urown. 

Charles H. Laiigston was a man 
of Negro blood. His father was 
a Virginian, a white planter and 
slave owner; his mother was of min­
gled Negro and Indian ancestry. By 
his father's will he and his broth­
ers were freed and sent to Ohio. 
He was u school teacher, visiting 
his brother, John M. I,angstou, in 
Oberlin, when the lniuous Oberlln-
Welliugton rescue case occurred. He 
was indicted with thirty-seven oth­
ers by the United Sta te Grand jury 
on December 0, 1S5S. and all the 
accused were brought to Cleveland 
and confined in the old county jail. 
On April 5, 1850. the trials com­
menced, Simon Bushnell being the 
first rescuer brought to the bar. 
All the proceedings excited the most 
Intense interest throughout the city 
and far beyond. The trial last­
ed ten days, and when Bushnell 
was found 'guilty and sentenced to 
pay a fine of six hundred dollars 
and be imprisoned for sixty days, 
the popular indignation rose to 
white heat . 

Let me recall the principal actors 
in this famous trial. On the bench 
sat Judge Hiram V. Wilson; the dis- ,' 
t r ict a t torney was George W. Bel- j 
den; the United States clerk was j 
Frederick W. Green; the United I 
States marshal was Matthew John- j 
son. James D. Cleveland and Chas. | 
Balfour were the deputy clerks and 
IA-WIS Dibble was the court crier. 
The district a t torney was assisted 
in the prosecution by George Bliss, 
and the defense was conducted by 
three of the ablest young lawyers 
on the Western Reserve, Rufus P. 
Spnulding. Franklin T. Backus and 
Seneca O. Griswold. The sympathy 
of the general public was with 
these bright young at torneys, but 
the law was dead against them. 

The second rescuer to be tried 
was Charles M. Langstou. Although 
there was no hope of an acquit tal 
the tr ial was prolonged to fifteen 
days. Every possible effort was 
made In his behalf by the a t torneys 
for the defense. I t was all in vain. 
He was found guilty of "rescuing a 
fugitive from service," as the Indict­
ment worded the offense. 

Before passing sentence upon him. 
Judge Wilson asked him what he 
had to say in his own behalf. Then 
Mr. 1-angston arose and addressed 
the court. 

I have heard Judge J . D. Cleve­
land say t ha t it was the.most elo­
quent and soul-moving plea he ever 
heard. Think of the circumstances. 
Think of the surroundings Here 
was a man of Negro blood rising 
for the first time in a United States 
court, for the first time granted 
a respectful hearing, opening the 
closed lips of his race in a pas­
sionate protest against the wrongs 
done his brothers in bondage. I t 
was a sublime opportunity and 
I^angston made the most of it. No 
report of the speech exists to-day, 
and it lives only as a splendid tra­
dition of inspired eloquence. No 
man in the court room couild have 
heard t h a t plea for humanity with­
out being moved.-Judge Wilson, in 
passing sentence, said t h a t in view 
of the reasons advanced by the pris­
oner he would lighten lils sentence 
to a fine of one hundred dollars 
and (.ottt and imprisonment for thir­
ty days. 

1'h.j law was Inexorable. 
But the speech rang through the 

North like a call to arms. 
Langston's conviction was the 

dearest victory ever won by slavery's 
backers. 

The hero of the speech dropped 
from public sight not long after t h a t 
inspired effort. He removed to Kan­
sas and filled a prominent place 
in the ranks of the responsible men 
of Lawrence up to the day of his 
death. His coffin was followed to 
the g rave by a sorrowing host. 

So passes away another great fac­
tor In t h a t mighty combination of 
circumstances which led to slavery's 
eternal overthrow. Moses Cleveland. 

The Examiners s ta tement t h a t

in existence to-day," is not exactly 
correct, for we have In our posses­
sion Hon. John M. I-angston's only 
copy of it. The ti t le page reads: 

Should colored men be subject to 

the pains and penalties of the Fu­
gitive Slave law. 

Speech of C. H. Langston before the 
United S ta tes District court for 
the Northern District of Ohio, May 
12, 1859. Delivered when about 
to be sentenced for rescuing a man 
from slavery.

1859. , 

American Citizen:—One of nature's 
noblemen passed away when Bishop 
John l i . Brown died. He was a 
man who had a great head and a 
heart t ha t loved the whole human 
family. He did all the good he 
could and did harm to no one. He 
was indeed a peace-niaker in the 
world. Gloom and despondency had 
no place in his presence. Whatever 
he said he meant being actually 
without fear strong men delighted 
to follow where he might lead. He 
always had the courage of his con­
victions and he had no criterion 
to control his acts except the Bible. 
Loved by all who knew him it can 
be truthfully said he died without 
having a solitary enemy. He pass­
ed away loving two races into 
peace. Death hath no terrors for 
such a man.

JU8T WHERE HE EXPECTED. 
Parson Lee was , a mulat to who 

ran away from Virginia and made 
his way to Connecticut. He al­
ways said tha t he had belonged to 
•the famous l.ee family of Virginia, 
and tha t in a certain sense he still 
had a connection with it. At any 
ra te he was a mau of par t s and 
energy. In Connecticut he became 
a Second Advent 1st, and as such 
he <was licensed to preach. So he 
became Parson I.ee. Crossing over 
the sound he went as a mission­
ary among the Shiunecocks. He 
married a squaw and converted 
the whole tribe to his belief. ft 
may be said right here t h a t the 
Shiunecocks have frequently chang­
ed their church. As to just when 
they became christians I know not, 
Lut It was so long ago t h a t even 
the oldest among them now remem-
liers the celebration of no Indian 
rites whatever. They were Presby­
terians when Pwrsoslaci changed 
them Into Second Adventists.

A Prosperous St. Louis Clnb. 
One of the principal clubs of St. Louis

T h e sound of scuffling feet on t h e

The noise of t h e t w o s h o t s soon 
a t t r a c t e d seve ra l people a n d a 
b r o t h e r officer t o t h e scene; Bow­
ers ca l led t h e officer as ide and 
told h im w h a t he h a d seen and 
h e a r d , g a v e t h e officer h is n a m e , ad­
dress a n d occupa t ion and , a f t e r re­
ceiving a n injunct ion to " s a y n o t h i n g 
to nobody un t i l cal led u p o n , " s t a r t ­
ed' a g a i n for home . 

Bowers w a s exci ted. The double 
murder—for such it a f t e r w a r d prov­
ed t o be—was enough t o exc i te 
t h e s t r o n g e s t ne rves . 

'There ' s no use go ing t o bed in 
t h i s cond i t i on , " t h o u g h t he . *I 
m u s t g e t s o m e t h i n g t o qu ie t me 
d o w n . "

E n t e r i n g t h e sa loon he cal led for 
h i s dr ink a n d w a s in t h e a c t of 
to s s ing i t d o w n w h e n his a t t e n ­
t ion w a s suddenly a r r e s t e d . F o r 
u t t h e o t h e r end of t h e b a r w e r e 
t w o d a r k figures engaged In subdued 
und e a r n e s t conver sa t ion , w h o sho t 
suspicious g lances a t t h e young m a n . 

Slowly he d r a n k his l iquor , while 
ove r t h e r im of his g l a s s he c a s t 
a s t e a d y , s idelong g l a n c e down t h e 
b a r . H e w a s sat isf ied t h e y w e r e t h e 
t w o men w h o h a d brushed p a s t him 
so s h o r t l y before. 

H a v e you a n y p a p e r ? " asked 
Bowers of t h e m a n behind the b a r . 
" I wou ld like t o w r i t e a n o t e . " 

The ba rkeepe r fumbled a r o u n d , 
m u t t e r i n g t h a t h is " w e r e n ' t no 
s t a t i o n e r y s t o r e . " a n d finally pro­
duced a solid shee t and h a n d e d i t 
over t h e b a r . 

Pu l l ing ou t his pencil Bowers de­
l ibe ra t e ly w r o t e h i s no te . H e then 
bough t a n o t h e r wh i sky a n d en te red 
in to a conver sa t ion w i t h t h e bar­
keeper , a l l t h e t ime s t r i v i n g t o 
evolve some feasible p l a n t o effect 
t h e c a p t u r e of t h e m u r d e r e r s , a s he 
believed t h e m t o be. 

W h a t e v e r his scheme m i g h t have 
been i t w a s effectually s topped by 
the p a r t i e s a b r u p t l y t a k i n g t h e i r 
d e p a r t u r e . 

" I t wi l l no t do t o lose s igh t 
of t h e m , " t h o u g h t B o w e r s . " I l l 
follow t h e m un t i l I r u n in w i t h a n 
officer a n d p u t h im on the i r t r a i l . " 

Rapid ly , and a s he fancied unob­
served, he glided In t h e i r foots teps 
t h r o u g h d imly , l igh ted s t r e e t s and 
d a r k a l leys , never once losing s jght 
of t h e m .

Alas for p o o r Bowers ! As he 
t u r n e d t h a t corner , h o t In p u r s u i t , 
a h e a v y blow from the b u t t end of 
a revolver la id him low. Severa l 
more followed b u t he did n o t feel 
t h e m . 

""Shall we finish h i m ? " sa id one 
of t h e d a r k f igures he h a d lieeu fol­
lowing . 

"No, ' ' spoke t h e o t h e r . " H e ' s only 
a l>oy a n d don ' t k n o w a n y t h i n g , 
a n d he couldn ' t h u r t us a n y w a y . 

Unconscious a n d bleeding t h e y left 
h im, w h e r e he w a s found a t e a r l y 
d a w n by a po l i ceman , w h o r u n g for 
a n a m b u l a n c e a n d sen t poor Bower s 
t o t h e d i spensa ry . 

There his w o u n d s were dressed 
a u d a s he w a s unab le t o g ive a n y 
iutel l igible reply t o ques t ions con­
ce rn ing his i den t i t y he w a s loaded 
iu to t h e a m b u l a n c e a g a i n a n d sen t 
t o t h e c i ty hosp i t a l . 

Next d a y t h e n e w s p a p e r s w e r e 
s h o u t i n g : 

"All a b o u t t h e double murde r ! " 
The p a p e r s w e r e full 01 i t . A bank 
p res iden t l iv ing in t h e Wes t end 
Had ' lieen murdered in his own h o m e 
by b u r g l a r s . A b r a v e po l i ceman , 
w h o h a d c a u g h t t h e m in t h e a c t , 
a lso h a d fallen a vic t im to t h e 
vi l la ins . The only eye-wi tness to 
t h e deed w a s miss ing. The whole 
uffair w a s sh rouded in m y s t e r y . 

A half-dozen suspec t s w e r e landed 
iH'hind t h e pr i son b a r s . Bower s 
could not be found a t his address . 
He h a d no t s h o w n up a t the office. 
We were scared . R e w a r d s to t h e 
e x t e n t of $10 ,000 w e r e offered for 
t h e de tec t ion of t h e gu i l t y p a r t i e s . 

L a t e in t h e af ternoon of t h e th i rd 
d a y a messenger c a m e to me say­
ing I w a s w a n t e d a t t h e c i ty hos­
p i t a l . H u r r y i n g to t h a t po in t I 
w a s s h o w n in to t h e su rg ica l w a r d , 
w h e r e over in one corner on \ a n 
ir-ou cot l a y p o o r Bowers . H a s t e n ­
ing t o his bedside I g r a sped his hand . 

The s ight of a fami l ia r face work­
ed a revo lu t ion . H i s mind cleared 
i n s t a n t l y . The nurses sa id he h a d 
been del i r ious mos t of t h e t ime . 

"Come," sa id he; " g e t me o u t 
0 f t h i s p u r t y qu ick ." 

I e x p o s t u l a t e d . But Bowers w a s 
firm in his d e t e r m i n a t i o n . I knew 
t h e s u p e r i n t e n d e n t a u d go t h im t o 
sign his re lease . 

" H e ' s a l l r i g h t now, so long a s 
he h a s his w i t s , " sa id t h e superin­
t e n d e n t . " H e w a s more shocked 
t h a n h u r t . 

Bundl ing him in to t h e c a r r i a g e , 
1 drove a t h i s r eques t d i rec t ly t o 
t h e office of t h e chief of police. 

"Come on," sa id Bower s . H e w a s 
cool a n d s t e a d y n o w . 

G a m i n g ou r a d m i t t a n c e , Bower s 
prcoeeded to m a k e k n o w n his e r r a n d . 
P r o m beginning t o end he to ld al l 
he knew concern ing t h e murder—

W h i t n e y public a t tent ion has been 
called is no t new. I t ga thers a t every 
social and senupnbl ic occasion t o which 
the en t rance is free. I t is no t organised, 
b u t moved by the same impulse of un­
tu tored curiosi ty, ac t s w i t h involuntary 
concerted effort whenever this is op­
posed. These women were in silks, vel­
vets and diamonds as well as cheaper 
clothes. They have no household cares. 
They have no social life. They a re pa r t 
of t he vast n u m b e r s of people w h o come 
to a ci ty for commercial reasons of one 
sort or another . Their husbands a re fre­
quent ly t rave l ing men, and they a re left 
a t long in tervals alone. 

They live in board ing and lodging 
houses. They have no th ing more im­
por tan t to do than sit and look ou t the 
windows on t h e street , or a t their neigh­
bors in the rear , or amuse themselves in 
the shops. Their money they spend 
most ly in dress. They economize in 
books and papers. They a re not mat inee 
women. Many a re good women, who 
th ink the thea te rs a re wicked, b u t who 
make a point of being present a t all 
church functions. After they have 
scanned the adver t isements in the morn­
ing papers to see if there are any bar­
gains they look out for a church wed­
ding or a prominent funeral and sally 
forth alone, in couples or in groups , t o 
a t tend. 

A t the wedding of Mrs. Marshal l Rob­
e r t s a t Calvary church a mob of well 
dressed women filled the aisles. They 
browbeat Mr. Lispenard S tewar t when 
he ven tured a t imid remons t rance ; they 
defied Johnson. The scramble and the 
language befitted a marke t place. Many 
of these women d o not realize the enor­
mi ty of the i r offense. They a re good 
wives, careful mothers and would pro­
vide hot w a t e r bot t les or wr ing out flan­
nels for a neighbor in distress. They 
would rav ish t h e flowers a t Mrs. Whi t ­
ney's funeral to send a w a y in a le t ter as 
a souvenir to some coun t ry cousin and 
fancy they were doing a graceful t h ing 

They have n o conception t h a t they a re 
vulgar , cur ious persons u n d e r the glam­
our of ci ty life and suffering great ly 
from a lack of dai ly housework and home 
dut ies .—New York Evening Sun. 

A Woman's Worthy Charity. 
Mrs . A n n a Mat i lda Maulsby, by her
