The Negro ralsed his hoe and warned
uim not™to make another step. A
minute later be struck Lockhart with
full force upon the head, crushing

e skull.
wLockhart, was carried to his home
and medical attention wae called in.
Hie condition is pronoumnced hope-
les¢ by his physicians and death is
expected at any time.

Johnson was lodged in jail.

Johmson’'s brother was arrested
here this morning charged with mur-
der, which was committed about
twelve years ago. Investigation prov-
ed that he was not the brother
wanted, so he was released.

STRUCK—OUT OF WORK.

Anthony. April 3.—The expected
trouble between the Itallan laborers
and the French Phosphate company
at this place cloeed Monday. The
laborers struck for higher wages
on Saturday and were given a 'raise
Monday morning. Then the Negro
laborers kicked and wanted more
wages, but were refused, consequent-
ly they struck and refused to work
and are out of their jobe.

Two Efficient and Intelligent Regi-
ments of the British Army,

HE WON THE VICTORIA CROSS.

Composed Entirely of Oolored Men and
Almoat Continually Employed.—
A Pleasing Incideut.

From the New York Age.
Edinboro, Scotland, Feb. 20.—Hon-
or to whom honor is due. This is

a tlme-l}onored marxim-—current coin
that contains pure gold. But man-

1 kind has been heretofore very chary

avout extending it to us as a race.
Tableau: Queen Victoria, decorating
a brave British soldier with the
highest military honor of the British

Nation for personal bravery on the
field in the face of an enemy in
action. Her Majesty smiles gracious-

Iy, =he has perjormed a similar ser-
vice but once before during her long
reign. and the recipient smiles grate-
fully and proudly.

It may not be generally known hy
our race in America that two of the
bravest, most efficient and intelli-
gent regiments of the British army
are composed wholly of colored men,
and that they are employed con-
stantly either in the West Indies
or ou the West Coast of Africa. To
a4 muan conversant with the whole
history of our rave, it is a Dleasure
long to be remembered, to see them
drill. I hiwve seen the svldiers of
France, Eagland, Germany and Spain,
drill and go through military manocu-
vres; but I have never seen anything
about any of them to prove that
they were one whit more efficient
and skillful than the two Eaglish
West Indian regiinents of colored men
I have seen go through their drill
in the West Indies. As a people
we shaill cease bye and bye to record
such things about ourselves, for we
know  that we are no different
neither better nor worse, than the
average humanity. But the world
continually keeps demanding of us to
pronounce its little shibboleths. (on-
tinually we are called upon—all over
the planet to stand up, as it were,
back to back, with the men of the
dominant race, in order that our
comparative, intellectual and moral
heights, might Dbe taken. Qur in-
quisitors starting with certain fore-
gone and illogical conclusions which
they are only too anxijous to prop
up and keep upon their tottering
feet. The British Natien again hun-
ors colored blood. This time, it
is a man. Her Majesty ended her
plearant  experience  with  Mrs.
Ricks by having painted and sent
to her home in Liberia her portrait;
which has been placed in the Sen-
unte house of that Republic. Now the
Natjons honors a colored man with
a decoration that is coveted by
all the men and offlcers vi the army.

The foundation of the Order of the
Victoria Cross was as  follows: In
June 1857, the Queen and her ad-
visers took into consideration the
fact that there existed among them
no means of adequately rewarding
individual merit or gallant services
of elther officers or men for conspic-
uous bravery in action before an
enemy. Because medals were only
granted, in both army and navy,
for long services or good conduct,
instituted and created under Her
Royal Sign Manual the Order of the
Victoria (ross. The Victoria Cross
conslsts of a Maltese cross of bronze
bearing the inscription, “For Val-
or.” It s awarded only on rare
nccaslons, and only to those who
have truly and particularly signal-
i2ed their bravery above that of
their comrades. A comfortable pen-
sion, on retiring from the army. is
given to the holder of the Victoria
Cross. The recipient has to be rec-
ommended to the Queen by a gen-
eral officer before he can obtain it.
Many of the foremost men of the
British army have obtalined the Vie-
toria Crosa; but only one other col-
ored man has ever obtalned it.

Private Samuel Hodge, of Fourth
West Indian Regiment, for bravery
at the storming of Juba, in the King-
dom of Barra, on the River Gambia,
in June 1866. His colonel calied for
volunteers, to hew down a wstock-
ade door with axes. Private Hodge
and two others who were killed,
volunteered and accomplished the
work under galling fire of the vnemy.
Private Hodge was afterward led
out by Colonel Darcy and presented
to the regiment as the bravest man
in the regiment, a fact that regi-
ment recognlzed with loud acclama-
tion. A8 to the particular acts of
bravery for which Corporal (iordon
has received the Victoria Oross. 1
clipped the enclosed paragraph from
a London dally—'Lance-Corporal Wil-
Ham James Gordon of the Wast In-
dia Regiment, has won the Vicloria
Cross for oconspicuous bravery dur-
ing operations on the Gambia river.”

On inquiring farther, 1 have learn-
ed the fullest par:h ulars. Walile
Corporal Gordon’s regiment was ¢n-
gaged on the Gambla river in active
warfare against native marauding
tribes, he saved the life of his col-
onel commanding thc regiment Ny
bravery risking his >wn life.  His
colonel was engaged upon a noind

in giving orders, unarmed and -
protected by a guard On a sud-
den a terrifi:yell, the natives and an
on-rush of armed sen with  spears
and muskets who uade siva‘ght for
the colonel, C(orporal Gordon brave-
Iy placed himself between his com-
manding officer and the enemy, and
coolly  dropped upon one Kknee and
by deftly uxing hir rifle kept the
foe at bay till asxistance came. For
thus saving a life valued hy the
British Nation it has enrolled his name
among her names honored for all
times in the story of war and bat-
tle. Trace back genealogically the
foundation and origin of some of the
proudest sovereignx of Europe and
vou will find they c¢an boast of
no nobler ancestral fise than that
of a man decorated for distinguish-
ed servives on the field anid was ra ised
by the aceiamation of his comrades
in arms& to the position of leader
or “Dux.”

In this manner, in the year 898,
one Edward of Alsace thus distin-
gulshed himself on the fleld. was dee-
orated, and lald the foundation of
what is to-day the proudest mon-
archy of all Europe—that of the
House of Hapsburg. In the year
1000, one Hugo, of Padua distinguish-
ed himself in battle in Jtaly, was
made a leader. and then by mar
riage acquired a right and title to
the property of the Guelphs. a pow-
erful Furopean family. and thuslaid
the foundation of the House of
Brunswick. the reigning family of
Great Britain. In like manner in
the year 1032, Ubertus of Savoy. lald
the foundation of the present mon:
archical family of Ttaly. So we find
the Orleans family in France. and
proved Hohenzollern. in Germany tak
ing their rise. Every &chool boy
xnows how Napoleon by just this
specles of bravery laid the founda
tion of the dynasty that bears his
name,. .

France has recently honored our
race, making a general of that able
and skillful Col. Dodds., who has
successfully terminated the French
operations against the semi-civilized
people of Dahomey. During the
Franco-Prussian war. France placed
her very brave wurcos from Africa
in the very brunt of the f{ight and
they dld her excellent service. When
France trled in the last century to
throw troops into Ireland to help
the Irish in time of the Great Rebel-
lion. one of the regimenta command-
ed hy the brave General Hoche was
comporsed of Negroes raised Vi the
Mauritius.  Of late years FEngland
has selected the most talented of her
colored soldiers in the West Indies
and had them sent to England for
speclal training.

THEY NEED INSTRVCTION.

New York, Aprll 10.—At the church
of the Divine Paternity, Fifth ave-
nue and Forty-fifth strect, last even-
ing. a public mecting eld for
the discussion of the condition of
the colored people, especially in the
South. The principal speaker was
Booker T. Washington. principal of
the Tuskegee Normal school. at Tus-
kegee, Aln. .

He sald that the Afro-Americans
were lazy and Idle because they
did not know how to help themselves.
In Alabama, in many of the districts,
the public schools were only open
three months In the year. The state
contributed about eighty-seven cents
per year for the education of each
child. :

Mr. Washington said that the
Afro-Americans should be taught
trades. Mr. C. P. Huntington, who
has contributed largely to the
echools for the education of the
Afro-American in the South, was
present at the meeting. Miss Auna
Dickinson was also there.

STRUCK BY
Osawatomie. Kan.,, April 8.—An

aerolite fell near this town at
2:10 o'clock this afternoon. striking
the monument to John Brown—or
“Osawatomie” Brown, as he was
sometimes called—erected to him by
private subecription originated by
Horace Greeley in 1863. The meteor
broke off the left arm of the statue
and passed through the dome and
nave in a slightly Southeasterly di-
rection, and through six feet of clay
just South of the crypt, stopping
only at bedrock. Experts say the
aerolite {s composed of pellum metal,
known to exiet only in the sun.

A BYSTANDERS NOTES,

Two Books Which Mark a Distinct-
ly New Literary Departure.

FIELD FOR A COLORED NOVELIST.

Prevalence of False Ideat iu Regard to
Actual Racial Oonditiont in this
Country —QCase in Poirt.

Two books have recently been pub-
lished which are worthy of atten-
tion, not less for what they are

than for what they indicate; they
are entitled: *“Dessalines’ and *A
Voice from the .South.”

The former is.a drama by a col-
ored maan, William , E. Easton, Gal-
veston, Texas; the other a volume
of essays by Anna Julia Cooper, a
colored woman of \Xenia, Ohio.

Any one who, wishes to study at
flrst hand the ,most important ele-
ment of the race problem in Amer-

fca, to-wit: the, relation of the best
products of the race itself to this
great  problem, can not do better
than to order these two Dbooks.
The Bystander does not know the
price of either of them, but would

judge irom the. general make-up that
it would be, about $1 cach.

The first thing, that will impress
the cultured reader of these books
will be the general tastefulness aad
accuracy of the , works themselves,
}nd the next, will be the accuracy
and finikh of , the literary style of
the authors. Not only is there
nothing loud or . garish about these
books, but there is to be  found

.through them both,an indescribable

charm of finish , and verbal exacti-
tude rarely excelled in  the works
of contemporary write rs. , The habit
of a lifetime has made the Bystan-
der's pencil almost infallible in its
indication of verbal.inaccuracy, which
i8, after all,, the very highest test
of literary merit., The word which
exactly fills the place where it is
used—is neither too ,large nor too
small for the  service assigned or
the thought it 8 commissioned 10
convey—is to literary workmanship
what the perfect note is to music.
It may be slurred a little, often
is without constituting actual
fault, as the rush of some great
movement may even hide or excuse
a false note now and then, but
only precision can give the ieeling
of finish which. attests the genuine

literary artist.
Rarely has the unsparing pencil
passed so lightly over the pages

of a book of essays as it did over
the pages of this *“Voice from the
South,” whirh yet has nothing of
the South in it, except a bit more
of vivacity and .a little more evi
dent desire to please, then the as-
perity of Northern  culture usually
permite, or at  least cncourages. in
its feminine devotees.

*Dessalines’” has a touch of Cre-
ole =sentiment, and one finds occa-
gtonally in its words and phrases
a flavor of French significance, no
doubt unconscious te .the author and
not all ungrateful to one familiar
with its origin. These, however. are
very rare and a&ot so pronounced
as even to , attract the attentjon
of most readers. It, too, is sing-
ularly simple, clear. and correct in
fte wverbal quality. ,Both books im-
press one with  a seuse of neatness,
care, and unprententious thorough-
ness, pleasing in any writer. and
especlally gratifying to note in the
work of authors., whose mental in-
heritance has not.been one of pains-
taking care—members of ,a race not
yet generally freed from the tram-
melr of restricted oppor.uaity and
imperfect diction. It will, perhaps,
come with something like a sense
of unpleasant surprise to some cul-
tured men and women who may
read this book ,that there are per-
soms of this, race who need not even

‘the artifice of what is termed *‘dia-

lect” to place,them on a high level
in that elegance of simplicity which
marks the best usc of our English
tongue.

Both of these books are not only
by colored writers, .but bhoth pro-
ceed from the 'same motif—the re-
lation of the colored race to Cau-
castan humanity and christian civi-
lization in the . mew world.

“Dessalines’’ 18 *‘a ,dramatic tale,”
based on the , great Haytlen strug-
gle for MHberty in which the arro-
gance off the .old regime of France
jirmed hands with' the savagery of
the Sans Culottes and the Creole
hatred of the slave, to overawe and
overpower those whom only the
love of freedom .made invincible. The
hero of the , tale 8 Dessalines, the
black and indomitable lieutenant of
Toussaimt L'Overture. The action of
the play is  direct and strong; its
language selmple, chaste .and tem-
—perate—sometimes startling in its
graphic piainness,. but wholly with-
out rant, and when the character
of its motif is taken into account,
showing a remarkable self-restraint

and no sHght degree of literary
art.
The ‘‘Voice from the South,” on

the other hand. is a cultivated wo-
man’s view of, the gulf which is set
between white christian man and
womanhood aand souls. encased in

-

darker-hued mteguments. It is not
profound, and there ig in it a some-
what teo abundant uee of gecond-
hand material and a little parade
of quotatéon. But, that is the fash-
ion of the  times: the borrowed
matter 8 always. good, i aptly used
in the main, . and shows breadth of
rcading, keen olwervation..and thor-
oughly good taste in relection. But
this half-fault is . soon forgotten by
the reader as.he comes to note the
deft but stinging =satire, and keen
but not ill-tempered wit, of the col-

ored woman whose tactful relf-re-
straint avouches her.a cultured
jady. Ite perusal would be a new

sensation to many a white-souled
chrixtian woman of | the ‘*‘superior
race,” who, when she had perured
its bright pages. from cover to cov-
cr, would be . forced tc admit that.
though &he had encountered many
a sharp thrust, she had not receiv-
ed one awkward or ill-tempered blow.
Defects the book may have. It
B not s&o simple in purpose or pro-
found im feeling as the man's work
with which it is compared. There
& an evident preparation and some-
times a little straining for effect;
but few female writers have shown
a dainter wit, and few works, es-
pecially upon such a difficult sub-
ject, glve promise of a [finer liter-
ary art,

The Bystander has given this un-
usnal preminence to these two books
because they seem to mark a dis-
tinctly new departure in  the liter-
ary production and intellectual qual-
ity of the race.

Aslde froam newspaper
some controverslal pamphlets, vol-
umes of sermons and speeches, the
colored people of the United States
can scarcely be sald to have pro-
duced any lterature. This is not
surprising nor at all discreditable
to them. The best &gcion grafted
on the strongest stock requires some
period of growth before it produces
fruit, and a race by law barred from
the fields of literature for two cen-
turies, need at least the life-time
of a generation in which to produce
good 1literary work. The wonder
s not that it came so Tate, but
that it came so soon, and is of such
simple, genuine quality. Except
Mr. Chestnutt, whose brief novels were
something marvelous in their unpre-
tentious realism, of whirh there are
no more because ; prosperity in oth-
er felds has. smothered his rare gift,
| hardly any colored, writer has made
la wserious attempt in the realm
and not one has ventur-

articles,

of fiction,
ed upwn good-tempered, keen, yet
kindly., discussion of present condi-

tioms with any specific attempt at
Hterary excellence. These:rbooks are
practically the first  fruits of lit-
erary culture of the American Ne-
gro. That there are not more is
due in part . to various causes. A
generation moves with doubt and
hesitancy along a 'road which none
of their ancestors have trod. Pol-
{tics, religion, and espetially the
daily struggle for existence have
abeorled an unusual proportion of
the race's cnergy. The actors in
such iotensely dramatjc scenes as
have marked the . days of freedom
of this new people have rarely pow-
er to give expression to its pathos.
The slave romance has yet to Dbe
written by the slave descendant, if
fndced any pen - can ever depict it8
lighte and shadows. But the great
field of first endeavor will not be
the story of slayery, but the tale
of half-freedom. The great oppor-
tunity which walts the pen of the
colored novelist {8 not the planta-
tion of yesterday, but the planta-
tion of to-day. The literature which
the colored man .should strive to
create should be . along the line ot
these two books—the . literature of
colored life in juxtaposition with the
christian civilization of . to-day-—the
literature not of argument, nor of
protest, but of aspiration and truth.
Is the Hugo born who will give the
world the romance of the tenant’s
or the cropper’s life 8o truly as to
stir the world to justice?

The prevaleace of.false ldeas in re-
gard to actual . racial conditions
in this couatry is well illustrated by
the following, which a friend sends
us, clipped from a religious news-
paper in Chicago:

It 8 generally believed at the
North that special cars are provid-
ed for colored people on the South-
ern raliroads, and that they are
forbidden to ride on the cars re-
served for white people. Such is
not the caee. The simple fact is
that every rallroad in the South
gells firet and second class tickets,
whereas only first class tickets are
sold o most Northern roads. A sec-
ond class ticket entitles one to pas-
sage on the smoking-car. Asa rule
the Scuthern Negroes are thriftless
and poor, and but for second class
tickete would hardly be able to
travel at all, for the rates of fare
are nearly double what they are
in the North.”

It is fajir to presume that the
editor thought he was telling the
truth. This presumption rests, how-
ever, solely on the fact that he
edits a religious journal; if it were
the editor of a secular newspaper
which had made euch a statement
no well-informed person would have
doubted for a moment that it was
an intended barefaced falsehood.

An intelligent person who reads
a dally paper could hardly help

Jimmy a Prisoner of War,

In 1889 the dervishes from Khartoum,
made a desperate effort to drive the
Egyptians from their advanced post at
Wady Halfa. Under the leadership of
the famous Wad Nejumi, the great gen-
eral of the dervishes who defeated Hicks
Pasha and was the military adviser of
the mahdi, a vast mob of dervishes, with
their wives, children and camp follow-,
ers, advanced along the Nile valley to-

o

ward Wady Halfa. They were met by
the Egyptian troops, led by English offi-
cers, at Toski, and after a hard fight
were utterly defeated. Wad Nejumi
was killed in the desperate charge made
by his men, and a great number of his
followers were also shot down. Among
the prisoners were Abdullah Nejumi, the
infant son of the general, and his nurse.

The child was taken to Cairo, where
he was placed under the charge of the
English nurses in the government hos-
pital as a kind of state prisoner. The
English soldiers gave him the name of
Jimmy, this being as near as they could
get to Nejumi. Jimmy has a high opin-
jon of his own importance and returns
the salutes of the Sondanese soldiers and
policemen with grave politeness. By the
Soudanese he is considered a personage
of high rank—in fact, a dervish chief—
and already the authorities are begin-
ning toask themselves what is to be done
with the boy. This question will soon
become one of importance, for Jimmy
is now about 5 vears old. The accom-
panying illustration isfrom a photograph
by Mr, C. S. Sheppard.

A Story of Mr. Blaine’s Youth,

A story 18 told by Mr. Boyd of Mr.
Blaine's early boyhood which illustrates
his aptitude for diplomacy even at an
eariy period of his career:

Mechanical Kittens. .-

A wonderful mechanical toy has bee
on private exhibition in Paris lately, and
itisunderstood that efforts are to be made
to secure the curiosity or curiosities for
the Chicago exposition. This remark-
able piece of mechanism consists of
seven life sized kittens covered with
real skin, but with eyes of emeralds set
in white enamel. Each kitten is pro-
vided with some musical instrument,
such as a flute, a zither, a violin, a
drum, a harp, a cornet, an accordion, all
perfectly harmonized. With these the
kittens play the most difficult :pieces of
music, operas and such. The mechan-
ism is similar to that of a common music
box, and the apparatus, kittens, etc.,
is valued at abount 20,000 francs.

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The Plaindealer congratulates Mr.
M. W. (aldwell, on the successiul out-
come of his suit against the South-
ern railroad that compelled his wife
and children to take the separate
car with all its filth and foulness.
The victory is ‘an important one. It
aims at the constitutionality of the
separate car laws of the South. The
race Is indebted ,o Mr. Caldwell for
big_persistency and: pluck for fighting
the case, in doing it single-handed,
and refuxing all overtures of financial
aid. This is the second vietory won
against these class laws. The first
one, in Louisiana affected inter-state
passengers only, and the Supreme
court of that state, and the United
States District court declared the
laws unconstitutional so far as in-
terstate passengers were concerned.
This later victory is far more reach-
ing. By the opinlon of the judge
presiding., the railroads must pro-
vide better transportation for those
travellng within the states, where
these ]aws are in operation. The
constitutionality of the law in in-
ter-state travel was not brought up,
but a suit embracing this point has
been taken to the United States
Supreme court, and that staunch ad-
advocate ot justice, Honorable Albion
W. Tourgee, is leading counsel in
the case, and he will be assisted by
the most eminent legal talent of both
races in the country.

Although the Afro-Amerlcan has
been shunted out . of any part in the
World’s Fair, it will nevertheless
prove of inestimable benefit to him.
Large numbers of them from all
parts. of the Nouth will take ad-
vantage of cheap rates to get away
from that partof the country. They
are coming at a time when {arm
hands are needed and many will soon
find employment. Others are al-
ready oun their way to Chicago to

flnd work in and about the Fair.
Having once lived in a {ree state
they will never return to  their

former homes.

Labor is too cheap in the South
for the Afro-American to become the
factor which he might were there
competition for his services. This
he is beginning to realize by the
constant desire to emigrate either
North or West. If all reports be
true this year will see thousands
of laborers of the South on their
way to the Northwest. Although
such movements always entail many
bardships, the Plaindealer believes
them to be the lesser of two evils.
There can be no hardships equal to
the subjugation of manhood rights
and the prostitution of person and
family without protection or re-
dress at the hands of the law.

Northern famllies is to receive the
ovation of & hero and patriot. And
this ovation 1s to come from thise

‘Davis died a traitor and no truly

loyal man can do hlm reverence now,
But this declaration of acceptance
upon the part of the South is like
its declarations about being the
-“Negro's best friend.”

It/ls to be presumed that the
question of organic union between
the A. M. E. and the A. M. E.

One of the conspicuous illustra-
tions of the possibilities of the Ne-
gro, as well as of the evolution in
his social econditjon, is the purchase
by Frederick Douglass of one of the
handsomest villas in Maryland op
the very site of the place where he
was born a slave. Mr. Douglass’
career is an object lesson which fur-
nishes some instructive lessons on the
color question.

This is but one of hundreds of com-
plimentary notices given Mr. Doug-
lass as a man of business enterprise.
He has gained all the distinction
in oratory that will ever be his, he
has become preeminent as a scholar
and writer, but it remained for him
to add laurels to his well won fame
in line of business enterprise after
he had passed the three score and
ten limit. One reason why this
purchase of land at Newport News
with the object of building a factory
on it, is ‘'Lecause so few Afro-Amer-
lcans have hitherto been willing to
risk their money In business invest-
ments. Thus the act of Mr. Doug-
lass ana his co-laborers becomes an
object lesson to young men who
have aspired to fame in the old ruts
of agitators of orators. Long iive
Douglass.

Muke Dis-
muke, the father of the young wo-
man, made a rush for the Negro
and felled him to the floor with
2 hickory stick.

Judge Fish ordered Dismuke to jan
for ten days for contempt of court.
As Dismuke then abused the judge,
the court imposed the full sentence
of twenty days, an¢ Dismuke was
locked up in the county jail. After
adjournment a petition, signed by
members of the jury and citizens,
was presented to Judge Fisk asking
that Dismuke be released. The judge
was obdurate, however, and Dismuke
must serve out his sentence.

THE ONLY LEGAL BODY.

St. Paul, Minn., April 10.—John G.
Jones, a thirty-third degree Ma-
son, of Chicago, and one of the lead-
ing colored Masons of America, is in
the city aand organized a consistory
of the thirty-second degree, compos-
ed of the prominent colored Masons
of thie city. He delivered at the
hall to-night an address on the ori-
gin and 1legal status of Masonry
among colored men in the United
States, arguing that they were the
only legal body of Masons in this
country.

In Gauga and Holmes counties, O.,
there dwells a religious sect who

This sect is known as the Amish,
and thelr other peculiarities in dress
and language have given them much
notoriety. The Lower house of the
Ohio legislature adopted a special

his neck and he was hastened to
the Natlonal hotel, where Mrs. 'rost
was living. She positively identi-
fied him as her assailant, and the
mob took him to the street. He
was given a chance to speak, and
protested his innocence. He was told
to prepare for death.

At this point a number of citi-
zens began to protest, and the senti-
ment grew so strong infavor of Hud-
son that proceeding~ preparatory to
the hangin g were stopped. Mayor

The Inventor of the Hoopskirt.

If the hoopskirt is to be a fact, Brook-
lyn will be ready for it, as the head dress-
maker of one of the large houses has been
experimenting with a dress skirt six yards
round the bottom.

knowing the fact that the color-
¢d people throughout the country
have for twou years been doing their
utmost to
State’s power’ to . compel passengers
upon traims to  be assorted as to
race before the United State courts
for adjudication. Such. person ought
also to know, that it has twice been
held that such a law isx unconsti-
tutional so far as interstate pas-
sengers—that  is,  passengers  go-
ing irom one Ntate into another,
are concerned.  Thin, however, does
not affect passengers whose route
lies wholly within a single  state,
This question will for the first rime
be presented to the Supreme court
in exparte DIlessy, fromn Louisiana,

states of  the South, it is a e¢rime
punishable with fine or imprison-
‘ment for a colored man to ride

in & car with white people, no mat-
ter what rate of fare he pays or
i= willing te pay.

he conditions stated with such
parti-ularity by the , editor, in re-
gard to  first and second class tick-
cts, do not prevail in these states.
All tickets are of the same class, or
ii there is ever a second class ticket
sold there must also be separate
cars for white and colored second
cliss  passengers, The only trains
which are permitted to carry white
and colored passengers in the same
car in any of these states are con-
-structlon trains, on  which the pas-
sengers are thelr workmen. There
is not a single road in either of
them in which , the separation is ef-
fected, as this, editor so particularly
describes, by a | difference in rate
or c¢lass of tlcket. The colored man
pays exactly’ the same fare as the
white man, but must ride in a sep-
arate car or compartment. There
was a time when the second class
ticket system abounded on all roads
<i the South: but then, there was
also a time when these states were
the =special habitat of the saurians,
and the one is about as ancient now
as the other., The separate car law

wis a  deathblow . to the <econd
class  ticket, because it would re
quire on every train at Jleast four

separate cars or compartments; one
jor first class whites, one for sec-
ond class whites,  and the same for
the two classes of colored passen-
wers,

Thix extract we have quoted is all
1he more misleading because it ¢claims
expressly to be  the statement of
one who knows, intended and de-
stgned to set right those who un-
wittingly have fallen into error. If
the editors’ religious lucubrations
have no better basis of truth than
hix deliberate misstatements as to
niundane  affairs, he  certainly can
not complain if men count him “a
blind leader of . the blind.”

fuch imaginary statements as to
easily ascertajned facts are lament-
ably frequent with . those who c¢laim
the place of _‘A"piritlwl leaders.” An-
other  religioud journal, commenting
on the recent; Texas immolation, re-
marks:

“It is consoling to know these
barbarities are neither participated
in nor approved: by the enlightened
or religious elements of the South.
They are the work of the low. ruf-
flanly class of Southern whites whom
the more respectable elements are un-
able to restraln. It is not  the
christian people of the Routh who
are  responsible  for these things.”

Thix is another instance of that in
ability to distinguish between fact
and the result of an over-charitable
imagination in discussing  Southern
conditions.

Hix mistake lay in the fact that
he quite ignored . the fundamental
truth that a christianity colored
by slavery las no regard for the
bersonal or political rights of the
formerly enslaved race.

The right to ecnslave included the
power to deprive the enslaved per
son of all ' natural rights. The slave
might ask and receive ijavor, but he
could have no ,right. His person,
his labor, his «progeny belonged to
another to do with as he pleased.
He 1lived and enjoyed only on suifer
ance. To the . rights of “life, lib-
erty and the pursuit of happiness”
e had no shadow of claim.

This state of society was sanction-
ed, maintained and defended by the
church as a part of the divine
ordainment. It was part and parcel
of Southern christianity, and, to tell
the exact truth, part and parcel
.of a considerable  portion of North-
ern -christianity as well.  Northern
<hristians mobbed men for defending
the religicn of Jesus of Nazureth
agast  this foul aspersion, who
would never have thought of using
violence agaifst one who wholly
denied the existence of a “Uirst
Great Cause.”

It was an inevitable consequence
that a religion on which was based
the right of a white man to take

away all the natural rights ot a
colored man should support and

maintain the right of a white peo-
Ple to regulate,and control in their
own way the rights and privileges
of a colored people. :

And this is. dxactly the position of
the “Southern christian”  to-day.
He says: “We had a legal and
divine right to hold the persons of
these people and”’ bar them from
every privilege save what the mas-
ter chuse to glve.

Common Sense With Poultry.

Waxs, means and methods with
poultry, vegetables. stock and farm-
ing g?'llerull)' should be interesting
and timely topics with many of our
people.  Pleasure, profit and a good
deal of personal independence can he
worked@ out of these things when
rightly managed. It is not my pur-
pose to touch upon all the items
indicated by my opening scntence
above; for- this time I propose’ to
conjine my remarks to,  Commou
senge with poultry.”

Many persons who have aever tried
the experiment can easily supply
themeselves with. all the table birds
and eggs they need, but they can

not do this without incurring risks
of many vexations aud disappoint-
ments.

2. A common error, is to over-
stock to begin with, and with
*fancy,” instead of the common
breeds. Care and attention are
worth more than pedigree in the

poultry yard, certainly at least for
beginners. A half dozen common
hens and a cock will often yield
more satisfactory returns than a
dozen “‘fancy”’ hens and two cocks.

Moral: Don’'t try to keep too many
liens.
3. Another common error is to

imagine that if fowls are properly
fed and housed, it ix enough. Ver-
min that commonly infests poultry,
and 1ilth often imore than counter
balance feeding and . housing. A
hen cannot nightly sniff a stench
and daily fight  lice and fleas, and
yet at the ,same time gather egg
food. One thing at a time
is o good rule with the hen.
Wage an eternal and persistent
warfare with vermin in all its
forms; it will be your commonest
and most destructive enemy.

4. A companion error to the
foregoing is to imagine that fowls
will do Dbest when left free to
shift for themselves. Such per}
sons will keep;a hen as long as she
can cockle, and ,will allow her to
run herself down ,to a shadow
foraging to keep liie in the body.
A hen will ,continue to lay, up to
her ninth ortenth year, but few hens

are worth their ,keep after the
third or fourth ,year.
O. A very ,common error is to

full into a ,raging fever for feath-
ers instead of ,looking out for flesh
and eggs. If your fowls be for
market, symmetry of formm and uni-
formity of coloring are not to be des-
pised, because many, people who buy
fowls, buy by *looks,” or “appear-
ances,” rather than, by a discrimi-
nating judgment as. to essential gqual-
itles.  But do not imagine that in
order to obtain symmetry " of form
and uniformity of . coloring you must
necessarily  burden yoursell \with a
“fancy” breed. Care in selecting com-$

mon breeds will | give you all you.
require in the . way of paying fowls.
6. If you,live where hawks and

the like are, trouldesomne, select dark
rather than white , breeds, and if
room for forage is limited, sclect
the large rather  than the smaller
or medium sized | breeds.

7. I you want eggs in all seasons
see that there is a graduated Jif-
ferences in the  ages of your hens.
For example, suppose you can keep
bhut twelve hens; let four of them
be of a  spring cluteh, jour of an
advanced sumnier cluteh and  four
of- a late fall cluteh, or of a win-
ter  cluteh if possible.

COLORED INDUSTRIAL SCHOOLS.

The proposed application of the in-
come of the Slater. fund, now amount-
ing to about $1,000.000, to the es-
tablishment of a new industrial
school at the South for Negroes
has much to commend it. Hereto-
fore this income hazx been  devoted
to educating Negroes to professional
pursuits, but it is felt that the
money c¢an be better employed in
training pupils  for occupations de-
manding  manual skill. There are
only a few such indtitutions at the
South, the most prominent bheing
those at Hampton, Tuskegee and Ton-
galoo. More Institutions of the kind
would unquestionably be of advan-
tage to the South as an industrial
community as well as most beneficial
in training the colored people for
useful occupations. - The colored race
has made wonderful advaneement
since enfranchisement, and any assis-
tance in promoting its industrial and
Intellectual progress should be wel-
comed by all who have the inter-
ests of the country at heart.—New
York Press.

LEFT HIS ESTATE IN CONFUSION.

Robert Graves, the wealthy color-
ed carterer who died last week, at
Philadelphia, has left hils estate and
hils heirs in confusion. Although he
owned about $30,000 worth of real
estate, no papers or securities can be
found, and only a paltry sum of
money was found on the premises,
instead of the large amount expected.
Four clalmants have also arisen for
the estate. They are James and
Frank Harding. half brothers. Robert
Graves, Jr.. who claims to be a son,
and Mrs. Ricks, of Philadelphia, who
declares she is a nlece.

FREAK WITH A CABIN.

Gallatin, Tex., April 12.—A damag-
ing wind and rain-storm visited this
section this afternoon and to-night,
laying in waste a great deal of tim-
ber, wrecklng many houses and kill-
ing a great deal of stock. The
force of the storm seems to have
touched the upper edge of the coun-
ty and at Rocky Knot was most se-
vere, where it wrought great Ue-
struction. A cabin occupied by Afro-
Americaps was taken up by the
wind and carried nearly a quarter
of a mile away and, strange to say,
none of the occupants were injured.
Much damage to property was done,
but no deaths are reported.

FEARFUL EXECUTION.

Memphis, Tenn., April 13.--It ix
hardly poselble to exaggerate the
havoc made by the cyelone and fire
at Robilnsonville yesterday. There
are parts of two houses and a water-
tank still standing. and everything
else was razed to the ground and
most of it burned. The number of
killed, so {ar as can be ascertained
by a census of the bodies found, is
seventeen, one white and . sixteen
colored, and about ten more injured,
two so seriously that they are ex-
pected to die.

BURNED AT THE STAKE.

Ga., April 153.—Bob Bur-
nett, a  country merchant - who slept
fin a room in his store, near Fort
Games, Ga.. was murdered Thursday
morning by an Afro-American who
entered the store f{or purpouses of
vobbery. The murderer was captured
in the afternoon and taken to the
scene of his crime, where a crowd

had cullected. He confessed the
murder, and at once preparations
to burn him alive were made. A

fence was torn down and the rails
plled around a lightwood stump aud
the prisoner tied and laid on top
of it. Kerosepe was poured ohrer
him and on the pile of wood. The
man begged plteously to be spared,
while the c¢rowd yelled with jury
and delight. Some one touched a
match to the wood and the flames
shot twenty feet in the ajr. Amid
the crackling of the flames and the
screamse of the victim pistol shots
rang out on the alr and a dozen
balls perforated the body of the
helpless wretch. The Afrv-Ameri-
cans formed a majority of the mob
and did most . . work of pre-
paring the bhonfire. Negro men and
women with long poles stood around
and heaped the coals on the roast-

ing flesh.  The victim’'s nume is un-
known. Young DBurnett, whom he
murdered, was one of the leading

young men of Quitman county and
belonged to an old and aristocratie
family, whose mansion is one of the
finest old houses remaining from ante-
bellum days

CRAZY OR DEPRAVED.

Pine DBluff, Ark., April 11.—Last
night at Eaglish, a small village
near here, Henry Beal. while loiter-
ing around a church filled with
people, fired two shots from a gun
into the congregation, seriously
wounding a woman and Dbadly
wounding two men. The ussassin
then repaired to an adjacent lane
and quickly closed up the ends with
ralls and thus fortified himself. Sev-
eral men finally discovered him and
by the light of the moon recognized
him, and observed around his body
several pistols, while in his hand he
held a Winchester, and another rest-
ed on his leg. He held his position
for some time and later a cloud
enveloped the mooin and he made his
escape to the swamp lands of Bayou
Bartholomew. To-day parties were
formed and with dogs they are try-
ing to catch him. No cause is
known for this terrible act,  but
most of ‘the people think that Beal
18 crazy.

Just as
Jesus Christ is both the living personal
word and also the written word, so He is
wisdom as to His person and as to His ut-
terances. It is no wonder, then, that it is
written, ‘‘Wisdom is the principal thing:
therefore get wisdom?” (iv, 7).

21. *‘She crieth in the chief place of con-
course, in the openings of the gates. In the
city she utiereth her words, saying.” -The
great multitude are in the broad way of
self and self pleasing, with little or no
thought of a hereafter and a day of judg-
ment. They care not for the fact that
‘‘whatsoever a man soweth that shall he
also reap,” and their only thought is pleas-
ure and prosperity here and now (Matk.

Yet wisdom loves them and cries
unto them: “*How long?”’ “How long shall
thy vain thoughts lodge within thee?”
“*How long wilt thou refuse to humble thy-
self before Me” (Jer. iv, 14; Ex. x, 3)?

28. “Turn you at My reproof; behold I will
pour out My Spirit unto you; I will make
known My words unto you.” He callsso
lovingly, so patiently, 8o perseveringly.
“Come unto Me; return unto the Lord;
turn, O backsliding children; take with
you words and turn to the Lord.” These
are some of the mmany words of the Lord to
the erring ones as He entreats them to
come unto Him (Isa. lv, 8,7, Jer. iii, 1,7,
12, 14; Hos. xiv, 2). -He only asks us to turn
to Him, and He will do all the rest, giving
His words and His Spirit, His words which
are Spirit and lL.ife (John vi, 63).

24. “‘Because | havecalled, and ye refused;
I have stretched out my hand, and no man
regarded.” It does not seem possible that
a people who had been so wondrously dealt
with could so treat such love, but the hu-
man heart is still the same, and the same
love on His part is turned away from by
those to whom His hands are imploringly
stretched out. How is it with you?

25, “*But ye haveset at naught all My coun-
sel, and would none of My reproof.” They
mocked the messengers of God, and de
spised His words, and misused His prophets
until the wrath of the Lord arose against
His people, till there was no remedy.
(11 Chron. xxxvi, 16). They even went so
far as to say, ‘We have made a covenant
with death, and with hell are we at agree-
ment; we have made lies our refuge, and
under falsehood have we hid ourselves”
(Isa. xxviii, 15). Like the men before the
flood, whose haquses God filled with good
things, they said unto God, “Depart from
us; what can the Almighty do for us”
(Job xxii, 15-18)?

26. 'l also will laugh at your calamity; 1
will mock when your fear cometh.” What-
soever & man soweth, that shall he also
reap, and he that soweth the wind shall
reap the whirlwind” (Gal. vi, 7; Hos. viii,
7). Concerning all who take counsel
against Him it is written, *‘He that sitteth
in the heavens shall laugh: the Lord shall
have them in derision” (Ps. ii, 4), and if
His loving invitations are persistently de-
spised we must remember His words,
*‘None of those men which were bidden
shall taste of my suprer’ (Luke xiv, 24).

27. ‘“When your fear cometh as desola-
tion and your destruction cometh as a
whirlwind; when distress and anguish
cometh upon you.’”’ Indue time these things
will come upon all who despise His love
and make light of His salvation. Because
there is wrath, beware lest He take thee
away with His stroke; then a great ransom
cannot deliver thee (Job xxxvi, 18).

28. “‘Then shall they call upon me, but ]
will not answer; they shall seek me early,
but they shall not find me.” Then shall
they cry unto the Lord, but He will not
hear them; He will even hide His face from
them at that time, as they behaved them-
selves ill in their doings (Mic. iii, 4). He
told Jeremiah that the intercession of Moses
and Samuel could not save the nation, and
He teld Ezekiel that the presence of Noah,
Daniel and Job would be of no avail (Jer.
xv, 1; Ezek. xiv, 14, 20). Sin may become
so great that nothing will do but judgment.

20. “‘For that they hated knowledge and
did not choose the fear of the Lord.” They
say unto God, Depart from us, for we desire
not the knowledge of Thy ways (Job xxi, 14).
The fear of the Lord is the beginning of
wisdom, a foundation of life, a great treas
ure (Prov. i, 7; ix, 10; xiv, 27; Isa. xxxiii, 6).
But they had no reverence for God, no re-
spect for His ways, nc gratitude for His
gifta The fool says there is no God, and
many a one who would not say this wishes
that there was no God. The carnal mind
is enmity against God (Rom. viii, 7).

80. ‘*They would none of my counsel; they
despised all my reproof.” Our Lord Jesus
said that whosoever heard His words, but
did them not, was like a man building on
sand, only to have everything swept away
(Math. vii, 26, 27).

81. *“‘Therefore shall they eat of the fruit
of their own way and be filled with their
own devices.” Their own wickedness will
correct them and their backslidings re-
gmve them. Hear, O earth; behold, I will

ring evil upon this people, even the fruit
of their thoughts, because they have not
hearkened unto my words (Jer. i, 19; vi,
19). If people will not receive the truth,
God will let them receive delusion and a
lie (11 Thess. ii, 10-12). He simply lets them
have their own way, with its consequences,
if they insist on having it

82. “'For the turning away of the simple
shall slay them, and the prosperity of fools
shall destroy them.” To turn away from
God is to turn one’s back on the only
source of love and light. It is to choose
darkness rather than light (John {ii, 19).

33. ‘‘But whoso hearkerfeth unto Me shall
dweil safely and shall be quiet from fear
of evil.” What a wonderful salvation our
wonderful Lord has provided for His ene-
mies if they will only turn to Him in true
penitence. Life, eternal life, t par-
don, forgiveness of all sins, with the assur
ance of there being no more remembered,
an inheritance incorruptible, a joint heir-

-ship with Jesus Christ, with the promise of

all things temporal and spiritual that we
ean poesibly need.
