Washington, D. C, April 2*-\—There 
Is too much dirty and worn-out pa­
per money in circulation. The treas­
ury wan t s to give people u chance 
to" exchange such currency for new 
bills, free of charge. It will ask 
Congress to appropriate for this 
purpose the amount which is now paid 
lor transporting silver. At present any 
bank or firm that wants cart-wheel 
dollars can get them by applying to 
the government, which defrays the 
cost of cxpressage for the sake 01 
netting the coins into circulation. 
However, the country seems a t j 
length to have absorbed. all rhe sil­
ver tha t it wants, so tha t it is j 
deemed advisable to stop this p in -
lege. 'Hie cash thus expended could1 

lie more profitably applied to mak­
ing the transfer of notes and cer-
tliicates J o r redemption free. 

As things are now. a corporation 
or individual seudlng worn-out money 
to the Treasury for redemption must 
nay the cxpressage ou it. a t the 
r a t e of fifteen cents per *1,000 
each way. li the t ransportat ion 
of such paper cash were made tree 
many people would exchange their 
old bills for uew oues. who migm 
no t be willing to «o to even a 
-mall expense for the sake ot ob­
taining the opportunity. Anybody 
having a torn or dirty *o note 
could inclose it in an envelope and 
forward it by express to W ashing-
tou. receiving a brand uew dup i-
eate of it a few days later, with­
out its costing him a cent. The ex­
press , company would collect Us 
charges from the government. Ry 
affording this induceiueut to the 
nubile a great change for the bet­
ter would b* uittda before long in 
the appearance of the notes and 
certificates in circulation. 

Jus t a t this time, when cholera 
threatens, this mat ter possesses un 
usual interest. There is no article 
or substance touched by human be­
ings which contains so many and 
such a variety of bacteria, diseases-
producing and otherwise, as the 
promise* to pay issued by the gov­
ernment. They go through thous­
ands of hands, accumulating Uirt, 
perspiration, and all manner of un­
pleasantness. A wel l worn bill is 
literally a breeding ground for un-
rrolreVi i » scores of varieties. Natural­
ly the stopping of the privilege 
respecting the t ransportat ion of 
silver would have a tendency to 
restrict its circulation, but to offset 
this th e Treasury seriously contem­
plates wlthuJ-a\\wu| the one uuuor 
uote* ami ccribieufe* whoiiy. The 
adoption of such a measure would 
compel the circulation u. snver uw-

Babies a re inut-n 
addicted to eat ing it. ,With . them 
UMJ case to more "hopeless than with 
the goa t or cow, because it to not 
usually practicable w cut tne m-
tant open and recover the sum 
swallowed.

Drunk­
en men often light their cigars with 
*5 or *lt> notes, lor no other pur­
pose t han t o exhibit their indiner-
ence to weal th .

charred morsels of" paper packed in 
a thimble and sent all the way 
from Texas. The bigg.est sum ever 
lost by fire was consumed at a 
sub-Treasury. I t was a cool-per­
haps tha t is hardly the proper ad­
jective—$1,000,000. but the govern­
ment could easily replace it. 

The great bulk of the paper money 
destroyed is burned during transmis­
sion by rail. Fire almost invariably 
follows a collision; the express car 
is involved in the conflagration, and 
the safe which it carries suffers. 
Express safes are commonly of the 
portable kind and not fire proof. Un­
der such circumstances they are tak­
en from the wreck and scut unopen­
ed to Washington, where their con­
tents are examined. Accidents of 
this , sort occur almost every day. 
The .worst instance on record dates 
back only half a dozen 
trains one a passenger 
other a freight met in 
tunnel. The cars were 
gether and they burned 
hours.

Anybody who finds mutilated pa­
per money will do well to refrain 
from ii'ivintj notice tha t it is a 
wind-fall in sending it to the Treas­
ury for redemption. Such treasure 
trove, heimr forfeited by law to the 
Government, is promptly confiscated. 
The experts a t the department are 
sharp at their trade and hard to 
deceive. They know how to tell 
a torn fragment of a bill from oue 
that has been chewed by mice. Vet 
people are constantly trying to client 
them. One l>oy, employed to sweep 
out a New York bank, sent a »iuan-
tity of pieces of notes which he had 
collected. He claimed tha t they were 
all that was left of $200 which had 
Iwen eaten by ra ts ; but examination 
disclosed the fact t h a t they repre­
sented a t least $1,000, if anything. 
In such a case the applicant al­
most always wilts when an affidavit 
is demanded. In another sort of 
instance a man sent in the charred 
remains of what he stated had been 
$5,000. They were found to lie 
equivalent to T.100. and this sum 
was paid to him after an investiga­
tion, which appeared to show tha t 
the error was merely a freak of stu­
pidity. 

Jokers actually do not hesitate to 
toy with the feelings of the Treas­
ury experts. Some time airo the 
color brown was chosen for the 
backs of the National bank notes, be­
cause it was supposed to lie prac­
tically indelible. Hut one day along 
comes a piece of paper money of 
this description, denomination $5, 
with the reverse side washed per­
fectly clean and white—not a mark 
left on it! Even the seal on the 
face, done in the same ink, had van­
ished. Some jocular chemist was re-
sjicr.sl'ile. of course. Notes of this 
kind can not be redeemed unless frag­
ments remain to show the. name of 
the liaaik for which they are Is­
sued. Sometimes the Government 
is called upon to make damaged 
coins good. For example, a Vir­
ginia Negro brought in a shapeless 
lump of metal which represented a ' 
hoard of silver pieces t h a t he had 
hidden in the stone wall of a 
barn. Trickling water had rusted 
away t/he tin box in which they 
were contained, covering the coins 
with oxide of iron and sticking them 
together. The mass was treated 
with chemicals, and tto*> silver pieces 
were restored to their owner as 
bright and clean as wiien they were 
|i<ew. 

One official in the cash room nt 
the Treasury sorts over all the pa­
per money tha t passes through the 
hands of Uncle Sam's cashier. Every 
bit of it which to not perfectly fresh 
and new he rejects. The rejected notes 
and certificates are carried down 
stairs t o the Redemption Division, 
where they are counted and don* 
up In bundle*. Each bundle of bills 
Is placed IsMieath a huge knife and 
cut in two. Tills pecuniary guillotine 
to not made to revive. The body 
of the cash may perish, but the 
soul survives to animate the resur­
rected likenesses of the vanished 
promises to pay. One set of halves 
is sent t o the Register and the oth­
er sent t o the Division of Loans and 
Currency. In both offices they are 
carefully reckoned over and both 
counts must agree. This accom­
plished, the Treasurer to credited 
with the amount represented. 

The divided halves of the bundles 
of bills are then packed in wooden 
boxes t o the Bureau of Engraving 
and Printing. The progress of the 
wagon is watched by five men In 
a one-horse carriage, who follow 
closely. These are the members 
of the committee appointed to over­
see the destruction of the money. 
The l a t t e r Is taken to a room 
on the ground floor W the building 
and poured through an iron funnel 
into a grea t Iron cylinder in the 
cellar below. Tne cylinder is par t ­
ly filled with wa te r and heated 
by steam. I t s rontent* thus con-
ti ibuted are boiled for thirty-six 
hours, a t the end of which they 
a re reduced to n mud-like pulp. The

Frolics of Students at an International 
Kueipe ic Berlin—A Message. 

The long hall of the Ix'ipsiger 
Garten was filled with men. At 
the head of the table, with long 
hair and singularly bright eyes, sat 
Kohler. a typical, idealistic German 
processor—learned and poetical. He 
had just finished his paper, and the 
chairman- a 1>lond Mephlstopheles, 
as sonic one tiptly called him was 
thanking profusely. And now. busi­
ness lielng ended, hurrah lor the 
kueipe. A dark, quick-witted young 
Jewish advocate took the chair, 
raised his beer ghrss to the nations 
and drank our healths amid jolly ac­
claim. The Italian on the leit, 
brown eyed and blond, raised the 
strains of the sweet Neapolitan song. 
••Santa Lueea," the German judge 
l.esitle me Joined in stentorian tones, 
and soon the room was ringing. 

At the other end of the hall en­
tered a dark Romanian priest, in 
long black rolie. and seated him­
self, just as the little P.elgian mount­
ed the table, amid a chorus of 
•'Proscit.'- t o sing a French song. 
The ra ther lonesome looking Pole 
spoke half sadly in the tongue of 
the lost nation, followed by hard 
sounding Russian from the dark 
bushy headed student. 

"Mansai. mansai!'* cried the two 
Japanese, seizing their glasses. 'Man-
sal, mansai!'' screamed the crowd,— 
professors, judges, advocates, doctors 
—^all. And we rose lor a salamander. 
"Ad exercltlum salamandri praepar-
utto estas?" cried the dark leader. 
•Sumus!" we cried in reply. "Kin. 

zwei. drei: biblte!'' And we drained 
the dark lieer from our glasses; 
"enl. awei. drei;" and we rattled and 
rubbed the mugs on the tables, and 
then a t the tlilrd call brought them 
down with a thundering thump, 
and ssnk into our seats. 

Then was the fun fast and furi­
ous. 

The wai ters sweated under foam­
ing refilled mugs, shouts of laugh­
ter and screams of songs arose and 
mingled with the reefs of blue 
smoke. The American crowd, head­
ed by a Negro, led the rollicking 
•Ta-ra-ra-lioom de-ay," "There is a 
Tavern in a Town' ' and "Jingle 
bells."' The Italians sang "1'uneculi. 
Fuueculi." The French praised "l^e 
Jesune et Brave Dunois," and then 
-^how. 1 know not—with quiver, and 
tt yell we passed out into the twink­
ling lamps of a Berlin night, vow­
ing t h a t the third assembly of the 
Internat ional student kueipe was 
simply "ausgeielchnet!" 

When Faus t went up to the 
Brocken in the Haras mountains to 

( raise hell, he crossed a l i t t le vale, 
where the rippling Seine hurries north­
ward to Join the ARer. which bears 
it t o the Weeer, with whom It 
sweeps grandly to the great sea. 
And there in the vale stand and 
stood three towers guarded by bul­
warks of yellow-red tile roois and 
lime trees. Here, in Gottingen. 1 
breathed the lirst magic breath of 
the year 's spring. A line gray hair­
ed old town to this, one t h a t has 
known other centuries, has tot ter ing 
old houses and ruins of strong ram­
par t s on which to-day the children 
have line times. But to the world 
ajid to me this town to bullded 
chiefly of the souls of men; for Got­
tingen, you know, is a lainous uni­
versity, and the university if Got­
tingen. Here lived, back in the 
thirties, a certain beer drinking stu­
dent, Otto Von Bismarck, who lias 
since made a stir in the world; 
on the Allee Strasse, once upon a 
time , lived the student brothers 
Grimm, the tellers of fairy tales. 
God knows how many other good 
souls, known "and unknown have 
lounged in these famous streets, car-
ka tu red the walls of the university 
prison and fought bloody duels. 
One can breathe In the very air 
the proud spirit of the dear old 
place. 1 stood upon the old ram­
p a r t while a little blond-haired 
maiden watched curiously the dark 
s t ranger , and I thanked the bold 
spirit of the ages t h a t I too had 
been born In Iron times such as tried 
the souls of the men who oullded 
these walls. There are those of my 
swar thy brothers who would rather 
have lived In more" cooing times, 
who long to be members of some 
paler nat ion in its velvet age—for­
get t ing t h a t velvet must be founded 
on Iron and stone. But ' • 

t h a t is still ringing in my 

"Joy. the sheen of God immortal. 
Daughter of Elysian fields; 
All the world shall stand as broth­

ers. 
When thy music o'er them steals." 
The tears stood in the eyes of 

the audience as that chorus swept 
through the great Court Theater 
of Berlin, and a-s the last note died, 
they rose and screamed with de­
light. But 1 thought* Wonderful, 
divine, as it is, I know of music 
which a master hand could make 
as glorious as this. That wild 
slave music of my sainted fathers, 
that rose- out of the rivers of the 
waters of their tears, has within 
it glimpses of tha t same wondrous 
melody. And where «>, where, out 
of millions of music lessons, out of 
thousands of thumbed pianos, where 
Is the master hand? 

Instead of bickering over trifles, 
instead of listening longer to the 
everprating. ever disagreeing fool, let 
us go to the World's Fair, and sing 
- what? Bach, and Beethoven. Han­
del and all the white music we 
can lindd'.' To some extent, if you 
will, if you must, but above all, let 
us sing the jubilee songs as God 
never heard them sung before, with 
solo, semi chorus, lull-chorus and or­
chestra, to bring out for once the 
lull brave beauty of the only 
original music of modern times. Then 
would visiting Europe gain a re­
spect for the American Negro that 
would is' of untold value.

PASTEURIZING AND CREAM FERMENTS

What Hake* banish Hutter the Best In 
the World. 

I found at Copenhagen two pieces of 
dairy apparatus which are not generally 
known to our American dairymen, and 
which I find in every well appointed 
dairy in Denmark. One is the Law­
rence milk cooler, and the other is a con­
trivance for beating the milk or cream 
to a temperature which kills all or near­
ly all bacteria which it may contain. 
This process is here called "pasteuriza­
tion," after the great French scientist, 
who first called attention to this prac­
tical method of killing injurious bac­
teria. The milk cooler is a hollow metal 
plate, with corrugated sides. It is about 
an inch thick and of any size, though 
usually about two feet square. It stands 
on edge, with the corrugation running 
horizontally. 

A stream of ice water runs through 
the inside of the plate, back and forth in 
a zigzag course, while the cream or milk 
is poured into a little trough with many 
fine holes in a row along the bottom, 
which is placed on the upper edge of the 
cooler, and from which it spreads in thin 
sheets over both sides of the cooler, as it 
slowly moves to the bottom. It has the 
great advantage that it is easily cleaned, 
since the sides are not covered. There 
are other forms of coolers, but in those 
I have so far seen the principle is the 
same. This cooler is in general use 
when the cream is to be cooled rapidly 
to any desired temperature. 

The. principle of the "pasteurizing" ap­
paratus is equally simple. Steam is let 
in between the double walls of a small 
barrel shaped tauk or reservoir, which 
contains the cream or milk, and it is so 
arranged that the cream runs into the 
machine in a constant stream and out 
again at the same rate after having at­
tained the desired temperature. 

A thermometer in the discharge pipe 
tells how hot it is, and the heat is regu­
lated by admitting more or less steam 
through the valvo on the steam pipe. 
This, too, is found in every dairy worthy 
of the name, and it is considered well 
nigh indispensable when a fine grade of 
butter is aimed at. It is essential when 
an artificially prepared pure fermen* is 
used for the cream, as it then becomes 
necessary to kill all other bacteria the 
cream may contain before it is added. 

And this brings me to that point in 
their dairy practice which above all oth­
ers places the Danes ahead of the rest of 
the world, and which is perhaps the 
leading secret of the uniformly good 
quality of their butter. Pure cultures 
of cream ferments are in common use in 
all good dairies. I shall not now at­
tempt to describe in detail what a "pure 
culture" is further "than to say that it 
consists of bacteria, which in causing the 
fermentation of the cream give the de­
sired flavor and character to the butter, 
and which have been isolated and artifi­
cially cultivated. 

These "pure cultures" are offered for 
sale by two or three laboratories, and 
they have met with the practical dairy­
man's approval, who, as stated, makes 
use of them in his daily practice. This 
pure culture is nsed as a starter in skim-
milk at a given temperature, and when 
fermented this is again nsed as a starter 
for the cream.—Repor^pf Professor C. II 
Georgeson, United States Special Agent. 

Salt and Salting. 
We do not profess to know mnch about 

salt, but we do know it to be foolish 
economy to use a cheap, untried brand in 
order to save a few dollars. We have in 
the market two standard English brands 
which have stood 20 years' test and at 
least one American brand which has been 
nsed by good makers for the last seven 
years. While it is quite possible that 
there are other brands of American salts 
in the market which are just as good— 
indeed we are hearing good reports, of 
two—yet the bnttermakers who use un­
known salts are experimenting more or 
less at their own risk. 

It is well to remember what we once 
read in a Swedish treatise on salt, " I t is 
not always the most chemically pure salt 
which is the best preservative." It is 
also well to remember that salt takes 
taint easily, and hence great care should 
be nsed in handling it, and dealers who 
use this care should be patronized. This 
care should especially be shown by the 
importers of English salts where it is 
exposed to the vicissitudes of a long 
journey.—Dairy Messenger. 

l ialry and Creamery. 
A co-operative creamery in Chest* r 

county, Pa., is so successful that the 
plant alone is worth $35,000, employing 
six separators, a lactocrite and an ice-
making machine. The shares have don-
bled in price, and the butter sells in the 
Philadelphia market for 30 cents a pound 
wholesale. The patrons are simply in­
telligent working farmers who use their 
brains and hustle. This shows what the 
co-operative butter factory can do when 
it is run right. 

INTERESTING TO POTATO GROWERS. 

Preventiou of Scab by Treating Seed Ta-
bers With Corrosive Sublimate. 

Recent writers who claim to have in­
vestigated the subject of preventing po­
tato scab by treatment of the seed tubers 
before planting have not greatly encour­
aged the idea or indicated that it would 
be economically possible. H. L. Bolley 
of the North Dakota station, who has 
been a firm advocate of this course, has, 
however, just given the subject a fresh 
airing tn The Rural New Yorker with 
the aid of illustrations, and he states that 
after another year's trial not only at the

station, but among potato growers, the 
oorrosive sublimate treatment has proved 
effective in a degree beyond previous ex­
pectation. 

Under date of Oct. 10,1892, T. B. Ter­
ry, the famous Ohio potato grower, is 
quoted as follows: "I treated some 40 or 
60 bushels of badly scabbed seed as rec­
ommended and have a crop almost per­
fectly smooth. Cro;> from badly scabbed 
seed (untreated) worthless." 

Mr.'Bolley reports that tests of 1891 
showed a net gain of half a pound per 
hill in favor of the corrosive sublimate 
treatment as against untreated seed of 
like character, while the number of tu­
bers set upon the vines was on an aver­
age five less per hill than in rows heavily 
diseased. 

The results of the past summer's work, 
when averaged for all tests of the treat­
ment, show an average gain of a fraction 
over half a pound per hill in favor of the 
treatment and 99.33 per cent of total 
product void of disease, while the un­
treated seed of like character and weight 
gave a product in which less than 1 per 
cent of sound tubers were found. 

The second cut shows the character of 
the product obtained by the use of the 
corrosive sublimate treatment. 

A number of other promising treat­
ments were tried at the same time and 
under the same conditions as the corro­
sive sublimate test, among them the 
bordeaux mixture. Concerning these it 
is simply said that after no treatment 
which at all lessened the percentage of 
disease did the yield fall as low as that 
of the highest yield from untreated seed. 

In all these tests soils that had never 
known a previous potato crop or a fer­
tilizer were used, subjected to equal con­
ditions and planted at the same time. 
The seed used was Early Ohio tubers of 
like weight and amonnt of diseased sur­
face as could be obtained.

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TREATED WITH CORROSIVE SUBLIMATE. 
The method of application is as fol­

lows: Dissolve corrosive sublimate (mer 
chric bichloride) in water at the rate of 
2 ounces of the chemical to 15 gallons 
of water. Soak the seed potatoes in this 
solution 1£ hours, cut and plant as usual. 
From this it will be seen that no plant 
disease which is successfully combated 
is susceptible to so simple a treatment, 
one so easily carried out. 

Prominence is given to this caution: 
Mercuric bichloride is a strong poison. 
Be as careful with it as with all other 
poisons. The mixture should stand some 
time before it is nsed, to insure complete 
solution of the chemical, which should 
be thoroughly pulverized before it is 
added to the water. Plant only on ground 
known to be free from disease. 

Farm Horses. 
At this season of the year the roads 

are muddy, and many horses have 
scratches. Here is some timely advice 
from the agricultural department of the 
New York World on the care of horses 
at this most trying of all seasons for 
them: "Remove all dirt from legs and 
feet before stabling the horses for the 
night. If any case of grease or scratches 
occurs, wash sores carefully in tepid 
water and white c as tile soap. Dry 
thoroughly and anoint with carbolated 
ointment that may be made from lard 
15 parts and carbolic acid 1 part. Very 
likely the muscles of the horses are more 
or less soft, owing to lack of exercise 
this winter. If such be the case, let them 
be put to work gradually in the spring 
to avoid galls and stiff limbs. 

"Be sure that the collars fit properly 
before you begin the plowing. Parts un­
der the collar from which the skin be­
comes easily abraded may be calloused 
and hardened by daily bathing them 
with cold water, to which a little salt 
and vinegar has been added. If a possi­
ble thing, give each horse a good, roomy 
box stall, in which he can readily re­
cline, and that, too, at full length. Great 
care is needed to regulate the diet of 
horses to the work they do. When hard 
work is required, we must feed liberally, 
and in ' periods of idleness the rations 
must be cut short or trouble will follow. 
For farm horses in full and regular labor 
13 quarts, half oats and half cracked 
corn, will be found none too much. Hay 
is best fed in moderate quantities. Most 
farm horses get too much hay, so their 
bowels become permanently distended, 
and we call them "pot bellied." Ten 
pounds per day per horse is an abun­
dance. The farm needs for its work stout, 
chunky, "low down" horses, that can 
draw fair loads and move with some fa­
cility and agility. The fast walker is a 
great treasure where loads preclude for 
the most part the possibility of trotting 
much.

Prehistoric Rains In Africa. 
MI have j u s t r e tu rned from Europe , " 

laid H o w a r d Hoffman, " w h e r e I have 
rejourned ever since my r e t u r n from 
Zanzibar six mon ths ago. I h a r e been 
p a n n i n g a course of investigation in the 
British m u s e u m tha t I bad hoped would 
th row some l ight on the recent discov­
eries t ha t have been m a d e in Africa. 
Not far in to the inter ior of Africa from 
Zanzibar I in company wi th o thers re­
cently discovered t races of a prehistoric 
city of no small dimensions. Th i s city 
tha t I speak of m u s t h a r e been a capital 
of some ancient province o r k ingdom. 
I t was some five miles square and was 
lur rounded by a wal l of masonry , the 
foundations, wi th a few projections, of 
which sti l l remain and indicate a n ex­
cellent knowledge of masonry. Tha wal l 
was undoubted ly mean t for protection 
against enemies, for i t was s t rongly 
bui l t a n d m u s t have been a t least SO feet 
high. I t is now overgrown by grea t 
tropical vines, and pa r t s of i t extend 
t h rough impenet rab le morasses. 

" Ins ide a few remains of houses still 
exist , and the outl ines of a g rea t t emple 
«r palace on the highest g round withuf 
the inclosure. Some excavations have 
been made and a few relics b rough t to 
l ight, such as pot tery of the Egypt ian 
type and broken b i t s of welded copper 
tha t m a y h a r e come from a suit of mai l 
Some idea of symmet ry m u s t have ob­
tained in t h a t d is tant period, for the 
houses were bni l t a long streets or wind­
ing lanes, t he precursor of our modern 
thoroughfares. The whole is overgrown 
at present b y a mass of tropical p lants 
and g rea t old t rees t h a t have been stand­
ing for hundreds of years . To w h a t 
nat ion those people belonged canno t be 
told, b u t t h e ru ins would indicate t h a t 
once Africa's shores were the seat of a 
g rea t civilization a n d a g rea t com­
merce."—St. Louis Globe-Des iocra t

A m o n g the latest s ta tes t o do her 
work on the g rounds is Wes t Virginia, 
but she has done the appropr ia te t h i n g 
by p u t t i n g np a headquar te r s for he r 
citizens of the cot tage style, and which , 
wi th i ts porches and windows, suggests 
reminiscences of both t h e south and t h e 
mounta ins . A s is t h e case w i t h m o s t of 
t h e s ta te bui ldings, it will be fitted for 
social purposes and a ga the r ing place for 
the s tate 's people r a the r t han for an ex­
position, and any visi tor from W e s t Vir­
ginia will be welcome. 

Oddly enough, Hay t i was the first t o 
complete her bui lding, and Aus t ra l i a was 
the first t o get her exhibition on the 
grounds .

Wor ld ' s fair bui lding For t Marion, the 
old Spanish fortress a t St. Augus t ine , 
one of t h e oldest and most p ic turesque 
relics in the United States .

bui ld ing is an exact reproduct ion of t h e 
old fortress. It w a s original ly F o r t San 
Marco, was begun in 1655, or very near 
t h a t t ime, and bui l t by t h e labor of In­
dian slaves.

Rhode Island, though the smallest 
s t a t e in the Union, will have a large and 
very imposing bui ld ing a t Chicago.

Death of the Oldest Afro-American Wom­
an in Boston 

Boston Courant:— Mrs. Tama Cros­
by Francis who died last WVdnesduy 
morning a t the home of her children, 
Mrs. Ash and Mrs. Burdon. 31 l^en-
dall street, was the oldest colored 
woman in this city. _X 

She was '.''..'years of age. a u l had 
she lived mi til June +, she would 
luive had a century's existence ou 
eartli . ( j 

.Sl>e was particularly fortunate In 
not having had a sick day during 
her life-time until Fas t Day. when 
si t was obliged to go to lie-j, not 
Iroin any disease, however, but l>e-
i-uusv of the natural wearing out of 
age. ' ' 

I'p to the time of her death, she 
remained in possession of .-ill her fu<:ul 
tie* Her eyesig.il was her i)a-ticu;.i: 
pride as she tould thread a needle, 
lead I'ooks sew Mud, perform other 
duties without the use of glasses. 

Mrs. Tama Crosby Francis was bam 
in I>ra»ut, on June 4. 170.'5. Her par­
ent's name was Rogers, und she 
claimed de*«cent from the Rogers fam­
ily so famous In New England his­
tory. ' 5 

When about 12 years old she came 
to Boston, as it wa* the custom then 
to put young colored girls in some 
of the leading families. Mrs. Fran­
cis lived with a family on what 
was known as Fort Hill. 

She attended a sort of school kept 
by a mar, named Kusswornm, whe 
used to teach the young colored 
children who were bound out. 

She married twice, her first hus­
band iK-ing named Crosby. Her sec­
ond was named Francis. 

Mrs. Francis was the mother of 
five children, of whom the two 
daughters a t whose home she died, 
are living, and a son who was last 
heard from in San Francisco, named 
Jolui I. F rauds . ,i \ ' I 

She was grandmother t o six 
grand-children, three of whom are 
living, and nine great grand-chil­
dren, five of whom are living, the 
youngest lieing three years. 

Mrs. Francis was acquainted with 
the heads of Boston's most noted 
families. She could accurately give 
their lineage, as she had for over 
80 years been employed among 
them performing various services. 

She remembered the time when 
colored people were not allowed 
the right to ride In public convey­
ances. She has walked again and 
again from Dracut to Boston, the 
kmrney often being lessened by the 
invitation of some kindly farmer 
to pass her along in his team as 
far as he went. 

She was an earnest supporter of 
the abolitionist movement, and many 
an escaped slave owes her an unpay­
able debt of gra t i tude for food, 
shelter, protection and clothing. 

A few weeks ago she had her 
picture taken a t home with her 
youngest grand-child. I t was the 
first tune t h a t she ever sa t for a 
photograph. 

She did not belong to any society, 
not even a church. She felt tha t 
if phe did her duty towards hu­
manity, t h a t was sufficient. 

The funeral took place from her 
late home. 31 Kendall street . Sunday, 
ut 1 o'clock. 

The services were conducted by 
Rev. Peter Randolph, assisted by Rev. 
A. Chamberlalne. There were many 
lieautiful floral tributes, noticeable 
being a bunch of 09 white roses 
from the grand-children of the de­
ceased. The pall-hearers were: Messrs 
Nathaniel Butler, Henry Benson, Ed-
Win G. Walker. Charles Lennox, Wil­
liam Riley and William Butler. The 
Interment was a t Forest Hills.

A QUEER CASE. 
Baltimore, Md., April 20.—Dunbar 

Walton, alias Jacob Calhoun, and 
Louis E. Frank, Isith of Gerogia. 
were locked up yesterday charged 
with a t tempt ing to kidnap Mamie 
Toomer, an heir and daughter of 
Nathan Toomer. a wealthy Afro-
American of Georgia Calhoun after­
ward furnished $2,50*) lwi.il and was 
released. 

The at tempted nlidiif tinn was most 
daring, including a bril»e offerel 
Squire John Gen+der to issue a ficti­
tious summons for the appearauce 
of the ftlrl a t court, when the two 
men proposed currying the girl off, 
as her father says, for immoral 
purposes. 

The girl, whom it is alleged Cal­
houn and Frank a t tempted to kid­
nap. Is a t St. F r a m U Colored Cath­
olic Orphan asylum and academy. 
She is a well developed girl, almost 
white in color. 

The case is an interesting one. 
On March 10. .the girl—Mamie Toom­
er—was brought to this city by her 
father and placed in the Orphan 
asylum. The girl is about fourteen 
years of age. and pret ty . Her par­
ents are wealthy, her step-mother, 
who was Maria Eubank, having re­
cently l»een left a fortune ' of 
$S40'KK* by a white man in At 
lunta * 

Mr*. Eubank applied to the Georgta 
legislature and had her name elHUSJC-
ed t o Dixon, and then married ^Na­
than Toomer. A suit was insti­
tuted at the time, by which Mamie 
Toomer came into possession of $50,-
000. J 

Charles m Dixon, a son of Mrs. 
Toomer. and a step-brother of 
Mamie, desired to marry her. She 
did not object, and her mother fav­
ored the match. To prevent this 
Mr . Toomer brought the irirl here 
and placed her in the asylum. It is 
said t ha t Dixon offered $1.".000 to 
Toomer if he would give the girl 
up. « I 

Walton nud Frank came from Au­
gusta a few days ago, and, it is 
alleged concocted the plan of is­
suing a fictitious summons for the 
girls' appearance a t Court: both were 
to bring tire girl from the institu­
tion, Frank acting as cab-driver, and 
then kidnap her. 

Toomer told Police Captain Bak­
er t ha t his refusal to allow young 
Dixon to marry his daughter was be­
cause he believes Dixon is already 
married. He further stated tha t he 
fielieved Walton, alias Calhoun, was 
agent for some white parties. 

A writ of habeas corpus for Mamie 
Toomer's release from the asylum has 
been issued. 

AX INNOCENT MAN LYNCHED. 

Columbia, S. C . April 2o.—The ex­
citement of the populace a t the lit­
tle village of Denmark, this s ta te , 
over the assault on ilLss ltessic Bax­
ter, fifteen years old, by an unknown 
Negro ten days ago culminated a t 
10 o'clock last night in the lynching 
of John Peterson by a mob of 500 
Iiersons. who filled his body with 
bullet ts while it dangled from a 
tree. There is every reasou to be­
lieve t h a t Peterson was innocent and 
tha t the mob wreaked its vengeance 
on the wrong person. • Peterson, 
who had been suspected of the crime, 
came to Columbia last Sa turday 
and delivered himself t o the gov-
ernor. asking his protection. The 
governor turned him over to a con­
stable t o be taken to Denmark, 
and telegraphed to a deputy to 
have present witnesses whom Peter-
sou claimed could establish an alibi 
for him. The court adjourned with­
out get t ing any tangible evidence 
against Peterson. But the crowd 
was so frenzied t h a t it could not 
lie restrained, and Peterson was 
hanged. Governor Tillman is lyeing 
severely criticised ior having sent 
Peterson t c his doom in Denciurk, 
hi*- action being regarded as an in­
vitat ion to Judge Lynch's court to 
pass upon the case in their own 
way.

L "Whoso # loveth instruction loveth 
knowledge, but he that hateth reproof is 
brutish." Nearly every verse in this lesson 
contains a contrast between the righteous 
and the unrighteous, the wise and the fool. 
And Scripture is full of such contrasts from 
the story of Cain and Abel to the end of the 
book. The wise build upon the rock; the 
foolish build upon the sand; the wise have 
lamps well trimmed; the foolish have lamps 
going out The Lord knoweth the way of 
the righteous, but the way of the ungodly 
•hall perish (Math, vii, 24, 26; xxv, 1-13; 
Ps. i, 6). And as to the brutes, they even 
put men to shame and know more than 
some men (Isa. i, 3). 

2. "A good man obtaineth favor of the 
Lord, but a man of wicked devices will He 
condemn. The Lord showeth favor to all. 
He maketh His sun to rise on the evil and 
on the good and sendeth rain on the just 
and on the unjust" (Math, v, 45). He offers 
Himself freely to all, but only those who 
receive Him shall enjoy Him (John i, 11, 
12). Those who receive Him not are con­
demned already, and to shut Him out from 
our hearts is the most wicked device that 
satan ean invent (John iii, 18). 

3. "A man shall not be established by 
wickedness, but the root of the righteous 
shall not be moved." Wickedness shall not 
deliver those that are given to it, and, 
though men make a covenant with death 
and hell, it shall not stand (Eccl. viii, 8; Isa. 
xxviii, 18).. The Lord bringeth the counsel 
of the heathen to naught. He maketh the 
devices of the people of none effect (Ps. 
zxxiii, 10). But, on the contrary, all who are 
in the rock Christ Jesus are in a sure and 
eternal refuge. 

4. "A virtuous woman is a crown to her 
husband, but she that maketh ashamed is 
as rottenness in His bones." If this is true 
literally of wife and husband, bow much 
more of the church and Christ!1 We are 
said to be even now married to the Lord 
that we should bring forth fruit unto God 
(Rom. vii, 4), and Paul says of the believ­
ers at Corinth, "I have espoused you to one 
husband that I may present you as a chaste 
virgin to Christ" (II Cor. xi, 2). 

5. "The thoughts of the righteous are 
right, but the counsels of the wicked are 
deceit." This must mean the thoughts 
which he thinks through us, "for we are 
not sufficient of ourselves to think any­
thing as of ourselves, but our sufficiency is 
of God" (II Cor. iii, 5). The natural heart 
is deceitful above all t lungs and desperate­
ly wicked (Jer. xvii, 9), and therefore coun­
sel from such a heart cannot but be deceit. 
The.contrast between Christ and satan is 
the contrast between truth and lying. 

6. "The words of the wicked are to lie in 
wait, for blood, but the mouth of the up­
right shall deliver them." The last verse 
contrasted the thoughts of the righteous 
and of the wicked. This contrasts their 
words. 

7. "The wicked are overthrown and are 
not, but the house of the righteous shall 
stand." Jesus and £*1 His house shall 
stand. The gates of hell shall not prevail 
against His church (Math, xvi, 18). 

8. "A man shall be commended accord­
ing to his wisdom, but he that is of a per­
verse heart shall be despised." That which 
Christ, the wisdom of God, does or says or 
thinks, in and through us, that shall stand 
and be approved, but apart from Him we 
can do nothing (John xv, 5; II Tim. ii, 15). 
All who, having heard of Him, will not sub­
mit to Him are among the perverse to 
whom it is said, "Behold, ye despisers, and 
wonder apd*-peri&h (Acts xiii, 41). 

9. "He that is despised and hath a serv­
ant, is better than he that honoreth him­
self and lacketh bread." If we will humble 
ourselves to be His servants and be willing 
to be despised for His sake. He will in due 
time exalt us, while those who prefer to 
honor themselves and despise the bread of 
life must forever perish. 

10. "A righteous man regardeth the life 
of his beast, but the tender mercies of the 
wicked are cruel." Life is the special gift 
of God and can come only from God. He 
giveth life and breath and all things. He 
giveth natural life to man and beast. He 
giveth life eternal tc all who receive Him. 

11. "He that tilleth bis land shall be sat­
isfied with bread, but be that followetb 
vain persons is void of understanding." 
Here it seems to be the diligent and the 
slothful contrasted. Jesus says, "My Father " 
worketh hitherto, and I work." He gives 
to every man his work. He gives to 
each a pound and says, "Occupy till I 
come." 

12. "The wicked desireth the net of evil 
men, but the root of the righteous yieldeth 
fruit." It is written that "they sacrifice 
unto their net and burn incense unto their 
drag because by them their portion is fat 
and their meat plenteous" (Hab. i, 16). In 
other words, they prosper and grow rich 
and live only for the present, desiring only 
the net which will gather in the most gain. 
They think not that suddenly they may be 
called away, and then where shall their 
gain be? The righteous gather fruit unto 
life eternal. Their gain will abide. 

13. "The wicked is snared by the trans­
gression of his lips, but the jost shall come 
out of trouble." Troubles come to all good 
and bad, and ofttimes apparently more to 
the righteous than to the wicked, but the 
wicked finally gooff into trouble unending, 
while the righteous are sure to be in due 
time delivered. They shall forget their 
misery and remember it as waters that 
pass away. And not only so, for we have 
also the comfort of knowing that all pres­
ent tribulation, patiently borne, is working 
out for us a far mare exceeding and eternal 
weight of glory (Job xi, 16; II Cor. iv, 17). 

14. "A man shall be satisfied with good 
by the fruit of his mouth, and the recom­
pense of a man's hands shall be rendered 
onto him." Say ye to the righteous that it 
shall be well with him, for they snail eat 
the fruit of their doings. Woe unto the 
wicked; it shall be ill with him, for the re­
ward of his hands shall be given him (Isa. 
iiL 10,11). Such is the uniform testimony 
of Scripture. If Christ, the wisdom of God, 
is accepted, then salvation is ours, and there 
will be reward in proportion to labor (Rom. 
vi, 28; I Cor. iii. 8; Rev. xxii, 12). If Christ 
is rejected, the soul is lost, and suffering 
will be according to sin (John iii, 18; Luke 
xii, 47, 48). 

15. "The way of a fool is right in his own 
eyes, but he that hearkeneth unto counsel 
is wise." All benefit for time and eternity 
comes from receiving and obeying the wis­
dom of God, bat as that is opposed to the 
wisdom of man and casts down all man's 
reasonings (II Cor. x, 5. margin) many in 
their pride and folly prefer their own way 
and go madly on to their destruction. •. The 
wisdom of God is foolishness to the natural 
man (I Cor. ii. 14). Therefore the only way 
is to be born again (John iii. 3j.
