th Year on ABC 
For the past four years the words, CHURCHES OF CHRIST SALUTE YOU, have rung out from coast-to-coast 

on the stations of the American Broadcasting Company Network. The program, Herald of Truih, carried iD 
46 states in America, is also heard in several foreign countries. The 1955 broadcast year has been one of the 
most successful years in this radio ministry. 

Plans are now being made to start the FIFTH CONSECUTIVE YEAR of nation-wide broadcasting. 

The Highland elders, who oversee the work, have announced plans for additional coverage in both the radio 
and television fields. 

In addition to the present line-up of radio stations, the Abilene brethren plan to add the remaining sta­
tions on the ABC Network located in cities where there are but few congregations. 

The television program, which has run continuously since its launching in May, 1954, will also be expand­
ed. The goal for 1956 in television includes the purchasing of time in the large, metropolitan centers such as 
New York, Chicago, Philadelphia, Los Angeles, and Detroit. Stations in these five cities alone will reach a total 
of approximately 37,000,000 viewers.
