Estimated Simultaneous Users

be able to afford more than the minimum number. Terminal use by staff will be
scheduled and public users will have to queue. Therefore, the maximum number
of simultaneous users, i.e., terminals, Is expected to be:

System Performance Requirements

Here are Sections 2.11 and 2.12 of the RFP which detail the performance
requirements of the automated library system.

We, of course, would have the same performance requirements should the system
be operated by the WSU Computing Services Center. The system reliability,
availability, and response ftime requirements outlined should be able to be
met, monitored, and tested for each alternative.

Wayne State University Libraries are open year round for these hours:

Monday - Thursday 8:00 a.m. - 11:00 p.m.
Friday 8:00 a.m. - 6:00 p.m.
Saturday 9:00 a.m. - 5:00 p.m.
Sunday 12:00 noon - 7:00 p.m,

Staff begins work two hours before the iibrary opens, and continues at least
one half hour past closing. The Law Library is open until 9:;00 p.m. on
Friday, from 11:00 a.m. to 10:00 p.m. on Sunday, and has longer hours during
exam periods. The buildings are actually closed only six days a year, namely
Christmas Day, New Year's Day, Memorial Day, the Fourth of July, Labor Day,
and Thanksgiving Day.

It is expected that reports and backup will need to be run at night, e.g.,
from midnight to 6:00 a.m., even though the libraries are closed. It is
desirable that search only access fo the online catalog be provided when the
libraries are closed, for dial—-in users.,
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
