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When we analyzed the most popular four-year transfer institutions, we found that the majority of transfers to four-year institutions were limited to 15 institutions. We then looked at the transferability rate of 296 general education type courses. In this table, we see Walsh accepts 100% of courses as equivalent, but that is because they apply any 60 college credits toward the students’ degree. Baker has a rate of 0% because they will not share information regarding course transferability. University of Phoenix accepts all courses as general credit, so their equivalent credit rate is also 0%. There are some clear differences in the overall credit acceptance rate for the remaining institutions. The third column shows the average number of student transfers as well, since this number varies greatly between around 100 per year to over 1000 per year.

Next Steps

1. Examine number of equivalent credits OCC
students retain after transfer.

e Consider curricular and organizational programs
that support transfer.

2. Increase specific course transferability to
specific institutions.
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Note that the programs to support transfer might include a website to tell students internally the transferability of their courses, as most institutions offer. The online articulation agreement website will be coming soon and could be expanded to also include course transferability information. The creation of common course outcomes may also be helping to increase the transfer rate soon. Finally, the inclusion of this data in the curriculum review allows faculty to create action strategies to address courses with low transferability.
