W(b are interested in majoring or minoring in
music, or if you merely want to achieve practical
experience while pursuing courses in another
field of interest, opportunities are available to
you at MICHIGAN CHRISTIAN COLLEGE.

Although relatively small
in comparison with many
colleges and universities,
MICHIGAN CHRISTIAN
COLLEGE offers a vari-
ety of musical activities
to its students. Those
majoring or minoring in
music are able to meet
requirements for the first
two years of a normal four-year college pro-
gram. Therefore, you should not assume that
you would be handicapped by attending a junior
college. On the contrary, there is the advantage
of small classes in
which more per-
sonal attention
can be given.

From
the music library, these students may choose
from a wide variety of
sacred and secular ma-
terial.

Membership in all mu-
sical organizations is on
the basis of individual
auditions and interviews.
Participation of members
in all scheduled per-

formances is required. It is true that A Cappella
and other vocal groups probably require more
year-around time from the student than any other
campus activity. It is also true that few, if any,
student activities are more richly rewarding.
Students who are in the musical organizations
treasure their membership highly. They consider
their association with these groups as one of the
most pleasant and valuable college experiences.

In addition to participation in these vocal or-
ganizations, Instrumental ensemble membership
is available to students who have achieved a
reasonable degree of proficiency on a musical
instrument. The nature
of this group and its
repertoire depends upon
the instrumentation of
the group during any
given year,

Students may also
register for private in-
struction in voice, piano,
or a particular instru-
ment. Pianos and practice rooms may be re-
served by these students for individual practice
sessions.

The music curriculum is designed to fulfill the
needs of those who wish to prepare themselves
for a career in this field, as well as to provide
musical experience and training for all others
who desire such.
