Plans have been finalized for Michigan Christian College to add two
new majors to the academic program. While arranging details for those
majors, college officials also are preparing for implementation of a four-
year business degree and a host of “2 4+ 2” programs.

The college plans to begin offering two new majors in the Bachelor of
Religious Education program this fall. One major in youth and family
ministry and another in missions will be added to current four-year
programs in Bible, Christian ministry, and counseling.

Bringing the college one step closer to approval for offering the Bache-
lor of Business Administration degree, Mr. Steve Williams has been
added to the faculty to lead the business program. Initially, the college
plans to offer B.B.A. majors in marketing, management, human
resources management, and general business.

The college also has initiated the process of building several hundred
“2+2” degree plans that will flow directly into specific bachelor degree
programs at about thirty universities in the North Central states. These
plans cover a wide variety of majors, and are designed to accommodate
virtually any high school graduate, regardless of career interest.

By following the “2 + 2” degree plans, students will not have to sacrifice
the desire for a degree from a nationally-recognized university. However,
the plans will allow them to benefit from a Christian college experience
during their first two years of college.
