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PLANS FOR NEW ATHLETIC CENTER IN FULL SWING

College students hopeful; sources say construction could begin as early as this fall

After many years of waiting patiently, the RC
community is finally geared up and ready for a
skyline change as plans for a new Athletic Center
move into full swing. This addition will be a long
awaited labor of love for Rochester College, one
that everyone involved is anticipating with great
excitement. The plans are impressive, boasting
a performance gym, activities gym, aerobics
center, fitness center, lounge, pro shop, running
track, training room, weight room and more.
Not only will this 65,000-square-foot structure
provide amazing new necessities, but it will also
provide new social areas for students, faculty
and the community alike.

But this is not all. The two gyms—one for stu-
dent use and one for performance—convert to an
area seating up to 2,000 for concerts, meetings
and conferences. Because 1,200 attendees may
comfortably dine in this area, the annual Partner-

ship Dinner will move from Cobo Hall in Detroit
to its new home in the Athletic Center. Elton Al-
bright, Director of Annual Funds, explains that
Partnership Dinner is Rochester College’s largest
annual fundraiser for student scholarships. This
highly anticipated event attracts high-profile
speakers, such as General Colin Powell, Barbara
Bush, Elizabeth Dole, Sam Donaldson and Mary
Lou Retton. A night of such a grand scale de-
serves an exceptional facility to accommodate,
which the new Athletic Center will provide.

So what steps are being taken to get this proj-
ect underway? In addition to massive fundraising
efforts in the Catch the Vision campaign, con-
tractors have been recruited and the plans have
been drawn. An eight-acre stretch of land lays
empty and waiting—waiting for the day that is

Also, the college has
hired Klint Pleasant, for-
mer head basketball coach for
Abilene Christian University, as Vice
President of Special Projects. In this
new position, Pleasant (who is the son of
Garth Pleasant, RC head basketball coach and
director of athletics) will coordinate the collab-
orative efforts of all the campus offices as needed for
the new Athletic Center and future special projects. Ad-
ditionally, he will assist Don Robinson, Vice President
for Institutional Advancement and Campaign Strategies,
in raising funds for Catch the Vision, Phase IIl.
Speaking of the back-to-back National Champion-
ship trophies the men’s basketball team has captured
without even a home court, Robinson says, “Look what
