In addition to the general education
requirements contained within any degree
at Rochester College, transfer students who
wish to receive the Bachelor of Science in
Technical and Professional Studies at RC
must complete the requirements of two
concentrations, each including at least
24 credit hours. The first concentration
will be fulfilled with the transfer student’s
technical/professional certificate or with the
major core of his or her Associates Degree.
Then the student must choose one other
area of concentration from the curriculum
at RC, which includes areas in liberal arts
such as communication, general science,
behavioral science, and business (see full

list at right).

The technical certificate will prepare you for
entry-level employment in the technical or
professional field studied. In other words,
you will be immediately employable.
