In 1972, Coach Pleasant became the head basketball coach at Rochester College. In his
38 years of coaching, Coach Pleasant won 720 games, four national championships, and
was inducted into the Basketball Coaches Association of Michigan Hall of Fame. He was
also named the Basketball Coaches Association Coach of the Year in 1989. Pleasant’s
other honors include NSCAA Coach of the Year in 1989 and 1994, and USCAA Coach of
the Year in 2004.

Aside from coaching, Coach Pleasant was the minister at Lake Orion Church for 30 years
and speaks publicly to a wide variety of groups. In his spare time he enjoys spending
time with his wife Pat and his six grandchildren. Coach Pleasant is the father of RC head
basketball coach Klint Pleasant, Rochester High School Head basketball coach Johnny
Pleasant as well as the proud father of daughter Kim Speck.
