All but one of the age groups (25 to 34 year olds) has experienced population growth over the past 10 
years.

Other Race 

Population growth has varied by racial group. All groups demonstrated higher populations except for the "American 
Indian, Eskimo, or Aleut" category. This group has decreased by 29% since 1990. On the other hand, the "Asian or 
Pacific Islander'' racial group has more than doubled during the same time period. The "African American" and "Other 
Race" populations have also increased by over 50%. Futhermore, the "White" population has remained relatively 
unchanged. 

The cluster bar chart above displays how the Increases in "Non-white" racial groups has impacted the overall 
distribution within Oakland County. Over the course of 10 years, the "White" population is accounting for 6% less of 
the County's population. With exception to the "American Indian, Eskimo, or Aleut" group, all other groups are 
accounting for higher proportions of the population. 

NOTE: The 2000 U.S. Census allowed respondents, for the first time, to identify with more than one racial category. There were 
approximately 22,000 Oakland County residents (1.9% of the overall population) who choose more than one category. The above 
figures for 2000 do not Include these individuals since the complexity of the possible combinations would make comparison virtually 
impossible.
