2003 

Executive Summary 

Each year, the Office of Institutional Research at Oakland Community College 
investigates trends in high school graduation levels in Oakland County. This analysis 
(penetration rate) involves examining the number of recent high school graduates 
entering OCC, as well as the associated penetration rate of students subsequently 
entering OCC. In 2003, there were 73 schools (both public and private) in the list of 
participating high schools. Unfortunately, not all schools (two private) included in the list 
were able to provide the necessary data at the time this report was written. In addition, 
some past participants were either merged with other schools, lost their charter or had 
a name change and therefore were not included in this report. 

Major Findings 

• In 2003, the highest percentage of Oakland County students entering OCC were 
from the Greater Life Academy (25% (5/20) of their graduating class). Greater Life 
Academy is a private high school in the Pontiac School District. Further, the highest 
concentration of students from Oakland County high schools entering Oakland 
Community College (OCC) in 2003 was from Clarkston High School (103 students), 
a public high school in the Clarkston School District. 

Five-Year Trends 

• When comparing data over the last five years, excluding 2002 data 1, the number of 
graduates entering OCC from Clarkston has steadily increased with a slight decline 
in 2001 . Greater Life Academy experienced only slight fluctuation of 1 to 2 students 
entering OCC from year to year. However, 2003 has the greatest number of 
students entered the college in the last five years (5 students). 

• Noticeable growth rates over the past five years have occurred in Troy Adams, and 
Brandon High Schools. In 1998, forty-three (10.6%) Adams students entered OCC 
and in 2003, seventy-three (16.9%) Adams students entered OCC. This is an 
increase of thirty students (6.3%) over five years. Brandon had an increase of 
twenty-five students since 1998 (twenty-seven (14.2%) students in 1998 to fifty-two 
(18.3%) students in 2003), representing an increase of 4.1%. 

• Farmington High School followed Greater Life Academy with the second highest 
percentage (18.8%) of their graduates entering OCC in 2003. Over the past five 
years, Farmington High School has had the greatest number of graduates (49 
students) entering OCC since 2000 (54 students). The lowest number of 
Farmington High School students entering OCC was in 1999 (6 students). 

1 There are some inconsistencies in 2002 data since OCC's conversion to the Colleague system. Thus, data gathered in 2002 
was omitted from this report to ensure data validity and accuracy.

• The highest number of students entering OCC in 2003 fol lowing Clarkston was Lake 
Orion (86 students). However, Lake Orion has seen a small , yet constant 
percentage decline in graduates entering OCC. Nonetheless, 2003 represents the 
most (86 students) Lake Orion students entering the college since 1987 and 1988 
when 79 students entered OCC in both years. 

• The greatest increase in graduates entering OCC in the last five years, excluding 
2002 data, is Greater Life Academy. In 1998, twelve and a half percent (12.5%) of 
their graduates entered OCC. In 2003, a quarter (25%) of all Greater Life Academy 
graduates entered OCC. Adams High School has the next highest percentage 
increase of graduates entering OCC. They increased from nearly eleven percent 
(10.6%) in 1998 to almost seventeen percent (16.9%) in 2003. 

};;>- Despite the large enrollment increase shown by several schools, some 
schools showed noteworthy decreases in students enrolling at OCC. 

};;>- In 1998, Walled Lake Central had 77 (28.7%) high school graduates enter 
OCC. This number drops to 6 students (1 .3%) in 2003. 

};;>- Milford High School had 74 (20.7%) high school graduates enter OCC in 
1998. In 2003, this number drops to 8 (2 .1%). 

};;>- Ferndale High School had 42 (20.6%) students enter OCC in 1998. This 
number drops to 1 (0.5%) in 2003. 

Ten Year Trends 

• When comparing data over the past ten years, the greatest increase occurred in 
Lake Orion, Clarkston, Rochester and Brandon High Schools. Lake Orion had an 
increase of thirty-two students (6%) entering OCC over the past ten years. 
Clarkston had an increase of twenty-seven students (5%) over ten years. 
Rochester and Brandon High Schools had an increase of twenty-three students (4% 
and 8% respectively) over ten years.

• Overall, there has been a fairly steady increase in the number of high school 
graduates, from 11 ,532 graduates in 1993 to 14,093 in 2003. As far as the number 
of graduates entering OCC, there has been a decline of approximately 615 
students. This represents a decline of about 50%, over ten years. 

• As noted earlier, some schools previously included in the study did not participate 
this year, lost their charter, were incorporated by other schools and /or were closed 
down. Additionally, there are concerns in relation to the impact of system changes 
on data after OCC converted to the Colleague system. Additionally, there are 
concerns regarding the impact of system changes following OCC's conversion to 
the Colleague system. 

• Enrollment trends from the entire student-body population over the last ten years 
indicate a slight, steady decline, with a low of 1,019 students in 2003. However, in 
2001, OCC experienced the largest number of graduates entering (1,728 students) 
since 1995 (1,729 students).

• Oxford Christian Academy showed the greatest growth in the number of high school 
graduates of private schools over ten years, with an increase of 234 graduates. 
Notre Dame Prep.(Pontiac/Oakland) followed with an increase of 141 graduates 
(see table 14). 

• Bishop Foley showed the least amount of growth, with an overall decline of 55 
graduates. Bethany Christian followed with a decline of 17 graduates over a ten 
year period (see table 14). 

• Southfield Christian High School remained consistent with 72 graduates in 1993 
and 2003. Oakland Christian School , SAA Beth Jacob and West Highland Christian 
were practically unchanged with an increase of only one graduate over a ten year 
span (see table14) . 

• Lake Orion showed the greatest amount of growth in the number of high school 
graduates of public schools over ten years, with an increase of 320 graduates. 
Walled Lake Central followed with an increase of 155 graduates (see table 15). 

• Pontiac Central showed the least amount of growth, with an overall decline of 104 
graduates. Pontiac Northern followed with a decline of 45 graduates over a ten year 
period (see table 15). 

• Clawson High School remained nearly unchanged over ten a year span with an 
increase of one graduate in 2003 (se table 15).

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Regional Analysis 

• The data used in this analysis was also reviewed by OCC campus and city. Auburn 
Hills attracted the largest percentage of incoming high school graduates enrolled in 
2003 (46%), followed by Highland Lakes (28%). Orchard Ridge brings in 22% of 
the total number of recent high school graduates, while Royal Oak and Southfield 
enrollments constitute 4% of the graduates from the class of 2003. 

• When looking at all graduates in 2003, only 7.2% entered OCC. In 1993, nearly 
twice that number (14.2%) entered OCC. 

• Over the past ten years, Auburn Hills has shown the greatest increase in the 
number of graduates entering OCC. In 1993, 28% of all graduates entering OCC 
registered in the Auburn Hills region . However, in 2003, that number dramatically 
increased to 46%. The greatest decrease occurred in the Royal Oak/Southfield 
region . In 1993, 25% of all graduates entering OCC registered in the Royal 
Oak/Southfield region. Yet in 2003, only 4% of all graduates entering OCC 
registered in the Royal Oak/Southfield region.

• The greatest percentage of all graduates (15.8%) entered OCC in 1995. The 
greatest number of graduates from Oakland Community College recorded occurred 
in 2003 (14,083). Yet, th is same year (2003) yielded the smallest percentage (7.2%) 
of graduates entering OCC. 

Educational Intent 

• In 2003, the educational goal of graduates from the top two high schools (Clarkston 
and Lake Orion) planned to transfer without obtaining a degree or certificate 
(35.6%) or transfer after obtaining a degree or certificate (32.4%). Slightly under 
one fourth (23.4%) were undecided. 

• The majority (91 %) of students from Clarkston and Lake Orion intended to enter 
OCC in the Fall of 2003. 

• Almost all (96.3%) Clarkston and Lake Orion graduates entered OCC as FTIACS 
(First Time In Any College). 

• The majority of this same group (Lake Orion and Clarkston High School graduates) 
either entered the college seeking Associates in General Studies (11.2%), 
Associates in Business Administration (10.6%) or were undecided (31 .9%). Much 
smaller percentages (less than 7%) entered the college seeking degrees or 
certificates in areas such as Pre-Engineering, Computer Information Systems, 
Computer Aided Design, Criminal Justice, and others.

SEMCOG releases regional age forecast; 
Baby boomers will contribute significantly to elderly population 

Southeast Michigan will be home to nearly 562,000 more people over age 65 in 2030 than 
there were in the 2000 Census, according to data released by SEMCOG, the Southeast 
Michigan Council of Governments. 

SEMCOG's age forecast projects age-group population in five-year increments from 2000 
through 2030. Over this 30-year time period, the baby boom generation will move from the. 
35-64 age group (a key segment of the working-age population) to the 65-and-over age 
group. By 2030, all of the baby boomers will be over age 65, traditionally the age when 
most people retire from work. These retirement-age baby boomers will account for the 
nearly doubling of the 65-and-over age group population by 2030. In 2000, the 65-and-over 
age group totaled 567,212; in 2030, this number will be 1,128,986. 

The age-65-and-over group will more than double in all seven counties in Southeast 
Michigan, except Wayne County, which will see a 69 percent increase. 

"These numbers tell communities that they will need to prepare for a significantly older 
population in the future," notes Jim Rogers, SEMCOG Data Center Manager, who oversaw 
the compilation of this report. "Service jobs relating to the elderly will grow. The school 
buildings of today may become the senior centers of tomorrow." 

The forecast projects ages in five age groups --- 0-4, 5-17 (school age), 18-34, 35-64, and 6: 
and over. Other than the 65-and-over age group, the other age groups will remain fairly 
constant in Southeast Michigan over the forecast period. 

Region-wide, the 5-17 age group will grow by just two percent in 2030. However, there will 
be significant increases in this age group in Washtenaw County (+31 percent) and 
Livingston County (+55 percent). "As these are the counties where overall population is 
growing most rapidly, it is logical that there will be large increases in school-age 
population," Rogers said. 

Age forecast data are broken down by county, community, and subcommunity. These data 
are available on SEMCOG's Web site at 
www.semcog.org/data/rdf/rdf2030.html#AgeForecast or by calling SEMCOG Information 
Services at 313-961-4266. Soon, the data will also be available by school district. 

SEMCOG produces a new regional development forecast of population, households, and 
jobs every five years to aid in long-range regional planning. The 2030 Regional 
Development Forecast is available from SEMCOG Information Services at 313-961-4266 or 
on SEMCOG's Web site atwww.semcog.org/data/rdf/rdf2030.html. The 2030 forecast is the 
first time that SEMCOG has produced an age forecast.
