Data for Royal Oak students were collected from July 1, 2006 through May 4, 2009. The
following charts provide unduplicated counts for that time period. That is, there have
been 33,788 unduplicated students who've attended courses at the Royal Oak campus
in this time period.

In addition, Fast Facts data are provided for trend analysis. Note the differences
between Fast Facts and 2006-09 data collected may be due to data collection method.
Fast facts only looks at Fall term data from the One-Tenth Day of Session, while queried
data represents all terms from July 2006 through May 2009.

Most students wish to transfer to another college (50.4%), though 29.1% stated that they
do not intend to get a degree before transferring. Just over a fourth (25.9%) intend solely

to obtain a degree from OCC.

In 2008, Royal Oak students who intended to get a degree or certificate (28.3%)
outnumbered those who intended to transfer after obtaining a degree and shows a
steady climb since 2006 (24.9%). It is interesting to note that overall (see Chart 4), most
Royal Oak students intend to transfer without obtaining a degree (29.1%), conflicting
with the results of Table C. A possible explanation includes an increase in students who
intend to transfer without a degree in Winter and Summer terms.

Data going back to Summer Il 1995 to Winter 2008 were used to predict credit hours for
Summer | 2008 through Winter 2009 for the Royal Oak campus. The mathematical models used
to derive the predictions were determined by Decision Pro’s proprietary software (here Log
Theta).

Table 1 shows the predicted credit hours and the actual credit hours (observed). Differences
(Predicted from Observed) ranged from as many as -4,799.4 (-11.3%) short to 20.5 (0.1%)
credit hours over. Predictions for Summer Il 2008 were short 22.1%, or 1,190.3 credit hours.
Overall, the forecast was off by 6,637.6 credit hours.

Given the historical data going back to 1995, the expectation was for 6.4% fewer credit hours
overall than was registered for in that time period.
