The "35 to 54" 1190 group has seen the largest percentage increase (28%), followed by the "55 
and older" age group. 

II ls also apparent that the two oldest age groups ("35 to 54" and •55 and older") have become a 
largor proportion of Iha overall population In the Counly. When combined they equate to 53% of the 
populalion.

Population growth has varied by racial group. AD groups demonstrated higher populalions excep1 for the "AmoriCan 
Indian, Eskimo, or Aloul" category. This group has decreased by 29% since 1990. Oo the othor hand, the "Asian or 
Pacific Islander" reolal group has moro than <fouble<I during lho S<>me time period. Tho "African American• and "Other 
Race• populetlons have also Increased by over 50%. Fulhermore, tho "White" population hos remained relaUvoly 
unchang.od. 

The cluster bar chart above displays how lhe Increases in "Non-White" racial groups has Impacted tho overall 
dlStribuUon within Oakland County. Over tllo course of 10 yeera, lho "While" population Is accoonllng for 6% less of 
the County's population. With excepllon to the "American lndi•n. Eskimo, or Aleut" group. all other groups are 
accounting for higher proporlions of tho populallon.
