What the whites
of the South needs, to ward of a
race conilict, is not only eduecation
and eunlightenment on the white side
of the color lime, but the infusion of
a more kindly and charitable feeling
taward the Negro throughout the
white community, frohh top to bot-
tom. I venture to say, without
fear of successiul contradiction, and
knowing as I do the circumstances,
that the whites engaged at the out
set of every bloody Kiu Klux Klan
riot in Mississippi, Louisiana, South
Carolina and the South were rough
and ignorant white men, who were
backed by the so-cal.ed best leaders
of the sell-respecting Democracy,
whose ideas of right is brute force,
and who had treated the Negroes
s0 badly that their exasperation has
besn for a long time ready to
break out into violence. And who
blames the people, oppressed, and
murdered daily? It s aend was
simply @ oollision of a shade bar-
barism, exhibited by white men here
in the South, who claims the gift
of superiority over the Negroes who
they daily murder. Any man who is
thoroughly fami.iar. with the S8outh-
ernt Negroes, know them as a pe-
euliarly suscepiible people to kind-
1y tnfluences. They would much rath-
er be friends than foes, even to
their bitter enemies. They are to
be drivem, but they are more
easily led now in the days of ad-
vance wealth, educatbom, morality
and religion, and what we need is
fiiends, rather than masters among
the whites here in the South, and
we mean that the white man all
over the South shull understand that
we will not hawve the old planta-
tion muster again. )

There is coneiderable evidemce that
in some sections of the South, the
progressive and thoughtful white
prop.c are learning this lesson and
preparing to put it in practice. The
~old bugbear of Nigger supremacy”’
can only be removed by a generous
proviswn of opportunities for thrift
and progress for the colored peo-
ple, and a school house built on
the hill-side, into which our poor
white peo,le can be educated. Let
the Southern people learm to be-
lieve that the people at the North,
Republicans as they are, and aboli-
tionist as they once were would glad-
ly keep from all interference with the
“Mouthern Negro Problem,” il they
could sec the Southern peop.e tak-

WORLDS FAIR PENING

Three Distinguished People Pres-
ent at the Inaugural Ball.

THE CARDINAL, DOUGLASS ANDMILES

Men Who Represent Many Oenturies.
—@ath Paye a Flattering Tribute
to Douglase,

Chicago, Oct. 20.—A little colder
and quite as bright, Thursilay opemed
after the great ball and at the brink
of the civic parade. I had been
up untl after mikimight looking at the
tadies in th: dance. I said to Mr.
Packard, long our Consul at Liver-
pool: *“Doesn’t thie look like the
Grand Opera house in Paris on a
S:ate ball night?”

In part of public spirit the Audi-
torium paid its cost in this single
ball, which properly introduced the
guests from America and ahroad to
the ladies and families of Chicago.
Two hundred years ago the mode
of doing this thing in Boston would
have been to go to church and hear
an extremely long sermon. About
the same time the mode in New
York would have been to get drunk,
Four hundred years ago the mode
would have been to see a bull
fight and heretic burning with horses
gotng around dragg.ng thiir bowels
on the ground and the little Princes
of Castile gloating upon the scene,
The dance has survived barbarism
and cruelty, and there were some
things in the ball which remain in
the memory amidst the splendor
and confusion of jewels and beauty.

I thought that three persons pres-
ent might consume a whole news-
paper article. The Amer.can Cardl-
imal in his red cap and cape; the
Negro. Fred Douglass, in  his white
hair and with his Washington frame
and ‘form; and Gen. Miles, the Bos-
ton Indian fighter, who has been
engaged in these latter years in ex-
uctly the same business as  Miles
Standish and Capt. John Mason,
Suretell these three men out in a
line amd see how many centuries

they represent.

The last man I referred to as
worthy of remark at that noble
ball among the acre square of burn-
tshed should'rs was Frederick Doug-
lass. He comes from the FEastern
shore of Maryland, a region which
al~o produced the first theatrical
manager in Chicago. Riee, though no
theater existed there. Douglass has
no antecedents, either white or
tinek. whieh are aristocratic. His
white ancestors may have been of
Beoteh  descent; his mother was a
pure Negress. He moved to Bal-
more, where Cardinal Gibbons lives,
and there learned the alphabet from
boys playing in the ship-yards,
whom he matched with pieces of
chalk to make a better A or B than
himself. He¢ eseaped rom the rail-
road train to thie North, and be-
came one of the earliest colored agi-
tators for African liberty. No Span-
iard hated a Jew 400 years ago
as this man was hated throughout
the United States because he was
intelligent and could express his
hopes for liberty. The true devils
of ignorance, cruelty and bigotry are
ever at our elbow.

Mr. Douglass once wrote me a
letter saying that he was to lec-
ture at Peoria or Galesburg, Ill., on
euch a cold night before the war
that he felt he must freeze to death,
yet no inn would reeceive him because
his skin was black., Many a Caliph
over the wmpire of the Moors was
blacker than this mamn., but he had
no house to enter, no church which
dared listem to him. ‘The man who
took him in and kept him alive so
that he was here at b-°1 last
night war Robert Inm  -oll, after-
ward a oolonel in the Union army.

Remarkable for his diseretion, good
genge, and good citizenship, Mr.
Donglass has never uttered a word
too much in his life and has invari-
ably calle d the attention of the col-
ored people to the high energy and
mentality of the white race, which
they should imitate instead of trifl-
ing and jabbering.

Without the presence of ome man
of his race, this entertainment
would have had a great and crimi-
inal vacancy. The genius of Amer-
ica has within recent years overrun
Africa. Our houses are filled with
books on the Dark Continent. The
wide-open book of the dark man we
cannot read with patience. This
oid man with flowing white hair
who stands so loftly amongst us at
the bhall, looked upon with interest
by all women who are grateful for
thedr own elevation from ignoranee
aid glavery, was present with John
Brown in a stonequarry at the brink
of the slave States when the old
fatalist Oromwellian urged him to go
and break the laws and be a mar-
tyr at Harper’s Ferry. He held
back and was the better ecitizen of
the two. He has since lived omne-
third of a ceatury, fllugtrating more
than any man of the Western world
the eapacity of his race for ill sorts
ol administration, as United States
‘Marshal, Recorder of Deeds,
"Ninjeter. ' editor, literature.

HOWARD UNIVERSITY.

A Larger Enroliment of Students Than
Ever Before.

—Heoward undversity opened recent-
iy with a larger enrollment of stu-
dents than it has had for several
years. The friends of the institution
who some time ago doubted the
wisdom of selecting Dr. J. Eames
Rankm as president are now declar-
ing that he is the best selection
it could have been made. It is
gratifying to note that President
Rankm is proving himself a worthy

successor of President Patton, an
jdeal co.lege president. There is
abundant room for expansion in

Howard university in which many
friands have a burniag- interest. The
institution seems to be contracting
info a distinctively Afro-Amerijcan af-
fair although it was founded upomn
ths broadest possible basis ignor-
ing distinctions of race, sex and de-
somdnation. Howard university was
not designed to be a distinctively
Afro-Amertcan institution. It is now,
Black faces are increasing in the fac-
ultles of the university every Yyear
and many insist that the president
houlsl be black although there is
not an Afro-American in the coun-
try who has ever made a decent
coatribution to sustain this impor-
tant educatiomal plant. Except in
the medicnl department the students
are all of one race. This was not
true a few Yyears ago. Even now
the medical department, the {finest
branch in the institution, is losing
its quota of white students. Until
recent years three fifths of the med-
ical students were white; there is
not now one-fifth. The probabilities
are that Howard university will
eventu:lly become thoroughy Afro-
American in the personal of both
its teachers and students. The Afro-
American members of the iaculties
are sustaining themselves we'l. Dr,
C. B. Purvis, secretary of the medi-
cal faculty. can not be improved up-
on as & professor. Dr. F. J. Shadd
of the same faculty is one of the
most popular amd efficient instruc-
tors in his department. In the col-
jege department Professor J. M.
Gregory still delights all in the
odes of Horace and the precepts
of Quintilian, while Professor Kelly
Milier pours a flood of light upon
the lines of cones and spheres. Pro-
fessor C. C. Cook, son of Appraiser
John F. Conk, comes fresh from
trnell to succced Professor Wm. V,
Tunneil in the chair of Belleslettres
amd is already making a good im-
pression upom the students. Profes-
sor Cook is a splendid athlete and
1a  tHe chase after the football
is one of the swiftest amd safest
moen on the campus. . In the other
departments the Afro-American in-
structors are as equally successful,
In the law department, Professor W,
H. H. Hart is unusually luecid in his
Jeetures upon torts, erimes and mis-
demeanors and Professor W. H. Rich-
ards is a strong lecturer on evidence,
In the Normal department Principal
George W. Cook.

The following
is a true copy of section 1 of ar-
ticle 7 of the constitution of this
atat~, whi~h fixes the qualifications
of electors:

“In nll elections every male elt-
izen, every mnle inhabitant residing
in the antate om the twenty-fourth
dny of June, one thousand eight hun-
dred and thirty-five, every male in-
habi‘ant residing in the state on
the {irst day of January, one thou-
aand eight hundred and fifty, who
has declared his intent.on to become
a citisen of the United 8tates, pur-
suant to the laws thereof, six
months preceding an election, or
who has resided in this state two
vears and six mounths and declared
his intention as aforesaid, and every
¢ ilizad male inhabitant of Indian
deseent, a nntive of the United
States, and not a member of any
tribe, shnll be an eleetor or entitled
to vote at any election, unless he
sha'l be above the age of twenty-
one years and has resided in this
state three months and in the town-
ship or ward in which he ofters to
vote ten days next preceding such
election.

“Provided, That in time of war,
rurree*ion or rebellion no qualified
elector In the actual military service
of the United States, or of this
state, In the army or navy thereof,
shall be deprived of his vote by
reanon o' hin abernee from the towa-

His ple-
ture Wppears in the groap of mission-
ary bishops oi the church which the
American Missionary Society presents
to the Sunday school children as
a souvemir of their zeal for mis-
sions.

P My official tariff book (vou can get one
yourself by writing to Washington for
it) tells me that the duty on lace curtains
has been raised from 40 to 60 per cent.
by the McKinley law.

*“Why was it raised? What was the
result of it?” Dorothy and 1 wanted to
know. If we liked the answers we would
buy the curtains. If it was to make ‘‘the
rich richer” and “‘the poor poorer,” as the
Democrat papers claimed (I have been
reading tariff literature lately), we should
certainly not be a party to that sort of

said, this advance in duty was really a
benefit to the men and women who work
at curtain making and to the people who
buy them I should do everything in my
power to let the women of the country
know what unprincipled, selfish people
Democratic McKinley tale fabricators
are.

They had such curtains as we
wanted, but the price was eishﬁn cenis
a yard higher than before the McKinley
bill.

one-third of what our curtain people are
paid. By raising the tariff the curtain
manufacturer can and does pay his
workmen erough to live comfortably,
even luxurivusly, as American citizens
should live. At the same time he can
compete with the imported cartains,
even though the labor on them costs tha
foreign maker but one-third as much.”

“Why, that is as clear as daylight,”
said Dorothy. *“But when I come to
think of it vce who buy lace curtains
have to pay that extra duty, don’t we?”

“No; the foreign maker lowers his
workman’s or workwoman's wages
enough to pay that duty.”

“Well, what keeps the American man-
ufacturer from charging too much?’

“Competition, miss; sharp competi-
tion, such as is stimulated by a fairly
high protection.”

“Well, then,” I putin, “why are not
the American workers’ wages lowered
by this competition?’

“Because there is a constant demand
for their services, and.if one employer
doesn’t do the right thing by a man he
can go to another.”
