Short Sketch of a Bright and Ver-
satile Artist.

PROMISING AND RISING PAINTER.

A Connectious Artist Whe Has Studied at
the National Academy of Design
and the Julian Sohool.

A visit to Charles Ethan Porter
who has just opened a pleasant
studio in the Knickberbocker build-
ing, corner Fifth avenue and 14th
street, leaves naught but delightiul
impressions of a genial personality,
and a mind filled with picturesque
impressions of the New England coun-
try—together with wetriking ilower,
richly toned print pictures—for his
s & versatile brush with the hap-

py adaptation of doing well o va-
riety of subjects.

With pride we note that this
work has lost none of the vigor
it had when le returned years ago,
but withal has gained in harmoni-
ous qualities and a thorough knowl-
edge of technigque which comes with
experience and bespeaks a nOw suct-
tled mind. His pictures are not
such as startle on first impression
and leave nothing further to be
seen, but in quiet depth and rich-
ness Of color they show great poet-
jic feeling and appeal to one’s most
refined sense.

In landscape he is essentially a poet-
painter, and is equally happy in ren-
dering the first blades and tender
atmosphere of epring, or the Jus-
cious qualities of autumn color—of the
dawning tints of opening day or ihe
gorgeous blushes at its close—or of
sombre brooks winding way, and rug-
gesting all that is wild and primeval.
And in his still life—~how bold and
realistic is that clump of peonies on
the wall—what a revel of color in
the crysanthemums, how tempting the
arrays of autumnal fruit,

With three such names #8 Yorter,
stand
a» bright ornaments to art in this
country. Afro-Americans may feel
that they are well represented in
this profession.

Mr. Porter was born in Hartford,
Conn., in the year 1850. His poetic
nature waa inclined even in child-
hood towards art, and his early
transcripts of flowers and insects
were but earnest of his later and
more mature efforts,

Like moet painters who have rixen
to eminence, Mr. Porter's early days
were not strewn with roses, but he
ever was endowed with indomitable
courage and with a eunny disposi-
tion made the moet of what would
have discouraged other men. From
working on farme and in mills he
had by hie eighteenth year saved
money enough to enter the Wes-
leyan academy of Wilbraham, Mass.,
where there was a good drawing
teacher. But in this line his prog-
ress was 8o marked that his teacher
advised him to go New York to
study and through the influence of
Wm. Page who was Preeident of
the National academy of Deeign, and
who said that the applicant gave
unmistakable evidence of talefit, he
was admitted as the firet Afro-
American to ever enter the schools.

Left in New York, Mr. Porter’s cap-
ital stock at the time was §6,
but he had hope and an invincible
determination to pursue art, and in
some‘'way secured work as assistant
in the Y. M. C. A. building at a
very meagre ealary, working from
six to eleven p. m., and studying
drawing in the day time. He soon
became a great favorite in the school
and his work stood among the best
in the moxt distinguished class the
academy has ever known, numbering
such men as J. Carroll Beckwith, G.
De F., Brush, W. L. Palmer, C. M.
Dewey and others who have since
riren to fame.

Thoee first three years in New
York. were busy and earneet days
for the young arti~<t whose mind had
but one aim, but there were hard-
ships to endure, and few knew his
real rsituation. Among his early
frlends at this time, who encourag-
ed him to go on, Mr. Porter speaks
with gratitude of Mr. John Gale,
of Brooklyn, at whoee hands he re-
ceived many kindnesses,

But at this period of life an
abrupt and ead ending was put
to his art career for the time, by
a paralytic stroke, resulting from
the long strain on his nerves and

| lack of neécessary comforts of life.

He was forced much against his will
to go home where he remained in-
active for over i vear with health
completely broken down.

He rallied and again started for
New York. but was advised by
friends to open a studio in Hart-
ford. where he would be nearer
home if eeized by another attack
of illness. Here the tide turned and
the young painter soon commenced
to have an enviable reputation. His
work at this time waa exceeding-
iy minute. and some of the butter-
files and other insects which he did
are marvels of microscopic painting.

An interest was taken in him by

Senator Hawley and Mr. Hubbard,
editor of the Hartford Courant, and
his works were purchased by such
people as F. 8. Church, painter of
the great Niagara, the Cheney Broe.,
silk manufacturerrs, Mre, S8amuel Colt,
Samuel Clemens, Ira Dimmock, Rev,
Francie Goodwin and others.

From four years stay in Hartford
he had continued to grow in
strength frequently exhibiting in
New York—and had saved money
enough to enable him to go abroad,
The eyes of a host of Iriends were
on him and he went with letters
from Samuel L. C(lemens (“Mark
Twain”), Ex-Governor Jewell, Sena-
tor Platt and General Jos. R. Haw-
ley. He entered the Julian school
in Paris, where he studied under
1e Febre and Boulanger—Le Febre
taking a decided interest in the
young American and prophecying
that he would make a success at his
art. Mr. Porter’s associates at this
time were Charles H. Davis and
Ruger Donahoe, and their summers
were spent together in the neigh-
borhood of historic Barbryon—the
home of Millet,

After two and one half years hard
work, Mr. Porter retyrned to  his
own country—his wo¢rk meanwhile
having developed from finnicky min-
uteness to & wholesome breadth,
and great facility in treatment, He
opened a studio in New York and
among the first pruchasers of his
pictures was the well known Mre. W,
E. Dodge. Since then Mr. Porter
has had studios both in New York
and Hartford, and has been an ex-
hibitor in the wrociety of American
Artiets and National Academy of De-
sign, His last winter was spent
in working on the large panorama
of “‘Niagara Falls’” which is now sup-
plying the place of the ‘“Battle of
Gettyeburg.”

Mr. Porter’s summer home is in
Rockville, Conn., where he has a stn-
dio on a hill overlooking eome thir-
ty miles of country, and where he

spends an almoset ideal life in de-
picting the =rcenes bordering the
range of Tolland mountains. Art

loving visitors to the place recog-
nize his as a home of genius and ac-
cordingly pay him tribute, and in-

deed there are but few me
men with a !ed by practice in thie direction. A

larger circle of personal friends than
he. and however famed the efforts
of his brush may become, there are
hundreds who will lovingly enshrine:
him in their hearts and feel that
their lives have been brightened by
knowing Charles Ethan Porter.

The Brooklyn Board of Education Declar-
es for Them.

After one of the most exciting.and
turbulent meetings ever held by the
Board of Education of the City ot
Brooklyn, says the Age, it was voted
on roll call by 17 to 11 to transfer
the colored scholars now in public
school No. 68 to 83, a white school,

and to organize four new classes in
school 83, and to appoint as teach-
ers of them the colored teachers
now in No. 68, which by this action
is abolished. The colored teachers
to go into the mixed school are Mise
Selina C. Lake, Miss Mary E. Mathews,
Miss Mena Downing and Mre, Hattie
A. Downing. Misse G. F. Putman,
the branch principal, is unprovided
for. She opposed herself to the
local committee of her school by get-
ting Mr. A. D. Hampton and others
to esign and present a petition, to
the board in favor of keeping up
echool No. 68 as a _colored school,
and the local committee to which
she {s responsible do not feel kindly
over her course in the matter.

In the discuselon in the board,
Mr. C. Simis led, taking high ground
in favor of equal righte in our pub-
lic echools, and he was supported by
Mr. James B. Bouck, who emphasized
the fact that certain white resi-
dents of the school district of No.
83 had declared that they had no
obejction to colored teachers over
classes of colored and white chil-
dren. Mr. T. McCants Stewart, who
has been contending against great
odds for this mixed aschool for the
past year, and who has heen hereto-
fore defeated on every test vete, is
Feceiving much praise for his cour-
ags and persistence in the matter,
and for bringing over to his views
such men in the board as Mr. Simia
and Profeseor Franklin W. Hooper,
who originally opposed him. Mr.
Stewart made an earnest plea, which
was crowned with succees.

HIS RIGHT T VOTE

Jamalca, L. I., March 6.—Joseph
Anthony, an aged Afro-American and
owner of property, will appear be-
fore Judge Garrettson to morrow
to {ind out whether he (Anthony)
has a right to vote. He is doing
this because last fall a young Dem-
ocrat here named Shipley said that
he was going to challenge An-
thony’s vote. and Anihony kept
away {rom the polls. Anthony was
born in Buenos Ayres and was never
naturalized. and has been voting un-
challenged since 1838, a period of
fifty-four years. He voted for Wil-
Ham Henry Harrieon, Henry (Clay.
Zach Taylor, Winfield Scott, Free-
mont, Lincoln, Grant, Garfield, Hayes,
Blaine and Harrison, and had anoth-
er vote ready for Harrleon last fall

when Shipley headed him off.

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BURNS GOLD MEDAL

The Handsome Prize Won by an
> Afro-American Postal Clerk.

A TRIBUTE TO HIS ACCURACY.

Over Ten Thousand Cards Distributed
Without a Bingle Error--But One
Year in the Servioe

San Francisco, Cali., March 12.—
The boys in the railway mail service
are wondering how it happened, but
it Is a fact that a young colored
raflway postal clerk, the only one
in the division, got away with

Postmaster Wanamaker's gold med-
al for superior efficiency.

The scheme of awarding a gold
medal in competitive examinations
originated with Mr. Wanamaker and
was inaugurated in 1890, when it
was won in the Pacific coast divis-
tou by F. E. Whitney. This is the
second time the medal has . been
awarded, and it was won by Edward
Burnk, 30 years of age, who has
been in the service for only a year
past.

The medal which was taken by Su-
perintendent Flint for presentation
to Burns in Sacramento yesterday,
is of wsolid gold, one inch and a half
in diameter, hanging from a bar of
the same metal. The annexed cut
gives a correct idea of the face of
the medal. On the reverse is the
following inscription:

“Presented to Edward Burns, class
3, Redding and Sacramento railway
Postoffice, in recognition of superior
industry and efficiency and for hav-
ing distributed 100 per cent on 10,-
003 cards at the competitive exam-
ination of 1892, John Wanamaker,
Postmaster General.”

The examination ix perhaps one of
the severest tests to which the

! memory could be subjected and il-

lustrates what can be accomplish-

mass of cards, on each of which is
printed only the name of a postof-
fice, with no hint of the state or
county in which it is located, are
given to the person to be examined
rupposed to know the
right box in which each ix to be
deposited.

This test requires an abeolute
knowledge of the whereabouts of
every cross-road postoffice on the
Pacific coast and in Texas and when
it {8 considered that out of 10,008
cards with the names of as many
different postoffices on them Mr,
Burns did not make a single mis-
take, the feat must be admitted as
remarkable. Mr. Burne’ speed rec-
ord in the distribution was fifteen
cards a minute. He wan excelled in
speed by some of the winners in the
other divisions, but not in accuracy.

Mr. Burns has had quite an event-
ful 1ife. He was born in Newberne,
N. C., January 19, 1862, and received
a common school education. Upon
leaving school he joined the United
States army and served seven years
in Arizona, where he wae engaged
in fighting Apaches. About a year
ago he succeeded in getting an ap-
pointment in the railway mail wer-
vice, and he has made the run be-
tween Sacramento and Redding ever

since.

UNDERtTHE HAMMER.

Another Vagrant Will be 8old for a Term
of 8ix Months.

Fayette, Mo,, March 11.—Next week
Howard county will witness the
second sale of vagrant colored men
within her borders wince the war.
The victim on this occasion is George
Winn.

On Tuesday, March 14, at the
South front door of the Court-house,
between the hours of 9 o'clock in the
forenoon and 5 o'clock in the after-
noon, he will be sold at public out-
cry for cash in hand for a term of
six months to the highest bidder.
Judge Boyd McCray will most like-
ly be auctioneer on this occasion.
The first public sale of colored prie-
oners took place here Monday
March 26, 1892. The eale was ex-
tenrively advertised, and caused much
comment pro and con.

During the national election last
fall the Republicans of Chillicothe,
Mo., told the colored people that
{f the Democrats should get in pow-
er they would send them all back
into slavery. They cited the sale
here and the result was that the
Republicans carried the day by a

large majority.

The letter created the greatest
enthuriasm. and the money is to be
rajsed in short order. Almost the
entire amount was pledged rome
time ago. and payment was oniy de-
ferred until final word was received
from Miss Lewis. The World's Fair
auxiliary board of women have also
put down the sum of $25 as a =ub-
stantial starter. Committees of the
colored women will begin the work
of collecting the pledged money. The
women have appointed Rev. J. N.
Roer, of 80 Poplar street, Allegheny,
pastor of Brown chapel. treasurer,
and they request that contributions
be sent in to him from all persona
desMrous of alding along the fund.
Anybody may be a contributor, the
gifts to be plainly marked for the
*World’s Fair Tribute.”

Since the negotiations have been
in progress with Misr Lewis the col-
ored women have been doing =&
little thinking on their own ac-
count, and in conclave on Monday
night decided that if women were
raising the fund and a woman was
to work out the tribute, the trib-
ute iteelf should be that of a wo-
man. So without ado the energetic
women have worked back until they
have brought to light the first
gifted woman of their race, a rlave,
to whom the best authorities ac-
cord the honor of being the fir«t
woman in bondage whose gifta ex-
hibits the most favorable evidence
on record of the capability of the
African race for improvement.

The woman’s name was Phillis,
wit® a surname given the same
as tne lady who named her. o
Phillis Wheatley has been choren by
the colored women of Allegheny
county as one worthy to he honored
fn bronze or marhle. A good pie-
ture of Phillis has been recured which
will be enlarged and sent to Miss
Tewin, The women prefer a bhas
reliet, and will leave it to the jude-
ment of Miss Lewis as to whether it
shall he bronse or marble.

The story of Phillls Wheatley is
particularly interesting. and is gen-
erally known by the colored people,

Once the Single
Tax i» applied in its entirety, there
is o power on earth that can keep
the black man from obtaining his
just share of God's bounty to all
mankind, the land, without which
he cannot exist, When I say share,
I du not mean a certain number of
acres, but 0 much of the *“natural
opportunity’” as will suit his individu-
al needs; whether it be a farm,
town l}ot or city home. At the
present time, the Afro-American has
less land than any other class of
people in America; hence the appli-
catjonn of the Single Tax would be
a - greater blewing to the Negro,
than to any other clam of Amerd-
cans, It would clothe him with
the power of self-employment, there-
by making him independent of seeking
employment from his enemy, and of
being robbed by his employers,
Every {industrious black man in Amer-
ica could have a home of his own,
should he s0 demre, thereby mak-
ing him independent of the landlord,
who, indeed, bicede from us a very
large percentage of our hard earn-
ed money and in many cases for
houses that no decent white fami-
ly would live in. I have indered -
scen families pay enough rent every
Year for old, tumbled down shant-
les to build a nice, neat, but small
cottage,

Eloquent speeches
were made by representatives from
the different lodges in behalf
of the needy widows of the state.
The result was that the Grand
lodge adopted a resolution to the
effecct, by way of requesting the
Supreme Chancellor to allow us to
pay off the widows of our etate.
The G. K. of R. and 8., was instruct-
ed to write the S8upreme Chancellor
inclosing a copy of the resolution
adopted by the Grand lodge. The
same was properly attended to, but
an answer came that the i1equest
could not be granted. This letter
was sent to Grand Chancellor Hill,
who took it upon himself to write
farther and by way of good argu-
ment, to whom great credit ~hould
be given, succeeded in getting the
Supreme Chancellor’s consent in this
manner: “That if you think you
can do better than we can, then
go ahead.” The Grand Chancellor
went ahead and has up to the pres-
sent date succeeded in paying each
of the five widowe $200 and by the
middle of April will have paid all
that 18 due the widows of this
state.

After we have about paid all
the money due the widows of this
state, we find ourselves in a sea of
trouble, as the Supreme Chancellor
after having given his consent, is-
suer an order that unless our En-
dowment fund {s pald by the 13th
of March we shall be suspended. This

FREE THOUGHT AND ACTION,
A LAND OF PROMISE,

B. (., Feb. 28.—The
Plaindealer with its awful intelli-
gence of the savage vengeance
wreaked upon the crime-stained vic-
tim in Paris, Texas, has been read

Treat-
ed worse than a  Irute, cheated
out of hix rights, ignored when he
should be recognized, interfered with
where he rhould be left unmolested,
i= 4t to be wondered at, that there
i« being developed into his nature a
apirit of revenge which reeks a vic-
tim in what the white man holds
most dear? If the vaunted civi-
lization of the white man produces
such demons ag those, who tortured
their victim with such fiend ke
Ingenuity, what can be expected of
im, to whom all that makes true
efvilization has been denied?

The white man of the South is
manufacturing disgraceful history for
their posterity to read.

When such facts ax the above
are brought to our notice*we won-
der more and more at the apathy of
the Afro-American who ecftn hear
to live where ruch scenes may oc-
cur rather than in a country where
they may enjoy all the rights and
privilleges of any other man. 8o
many of us eling to the notion that
we mu~t be under the shadow of some
white man, in order to aceomplish
anything. ‘e fear to flock togeth-
er. and have so little faith in our
own ability to achieve success. While
that «pirit ix prevalent among us
our progress must necessarily bhe
alow and our fate deplorable. We
must bhe =strong with our own
strength if we are to smeceed in re-
moving the olstacles which obstruct
our way. The same spirit which
actuated Pizarro in killing the Indinn
chief who gave him a room full
of gold for freedom ix continually
displayed in the treatment of the
white man to the Afro-American.
He takesx from him his treasure and
accords to him the freedom of the
grave. My own grandfather was
infthe TUnited States service during the
whr of the revolution and helped to
anve American from foreign tyranny.
His descendants were forced to seek
an arylum and freedom from the coun-
try their grandfather fought against
because the flag he helped to save
could guarantee no rights ta
a black man.

ceeded in gaining the confidence of &
number of colored people, who reg-
ularly attended his services, to listem
to his exhortations upon moral doe-
trine~.
the c¢hurch did not seem to be get-
ting any richer, their suspicions were
aroused. and finally an investigatiom
was instituted.

This wasa no sooner commenced
than the escheming shepherd begam
to retallate. 1le “got back” at his
flock in many W +v«, He made start-
ling charges agninst them. Heevea
swore out warrants for their arrest
on various complaint«, Four months
ago he took into hix confidence =&
man by the name of Willilam Camp-
bell. whose establishment of a ficti-
tious training «chool for children, in
Toledo. O., had secured him a com-
fortable competence. Both Campbell
and Tennox represented themselves
to be bishops of the Methodist
chureh. The time and nature of their
ordination. however, being unknown
in rolored church circles of Chicago.
TI.ast December they announced their
intention of extablishing a training
school for colored children of Chirago,

"and at once proceeded to rolicit sub-

seriptions in its behalf. They were
doing very well until to-day., when
the authorities rat down upon them,
and they will be vigorously prosecut-
ed.

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| BYSTANDER'S NOTES

I'rom the Chicago Inter Ocean:

The Bystander has received i good
many letters In reference to  what
he has written in regard to what
is variously termed “the Texas burn-
ing,” the Texas horror,’ etc.. ete.
‘'he bulk of these letters express
entire approval of his words; sowme
of them justify lynching, and a few
denounce the Bystander with the
customary abusiveness of the South-
ern man when vne dares 10 express
disapproval of anything which he ap-
proves.  As usual, the greater part
of abusive letters are from men who
forget to sign their pames; and,
.which Is very unusual, a cousiderayle
pumber Oi anonymous letters are re-
spectful in voue.

There are »ome things which it
would be well for all who have
occasion to write or think upon this
mitter 1o Keep clearly in mind.
Among them are the following:

1. These acts of barbarous cruelty
are not peculiar to Texas. At least
six or seven other states have with-
in a few years witnessed the im-
molation of living human beings to
gratify the barbarous passion of a
mob. »

2.  Other forms ol torture just as
barbarous have been employed for
the same purpose, Only a little
more than a year ago the public
press announced, without a single
note of disapproval. =0 far as the
By=stander could discover, that the
victim of a mob’s rage was flayed
alive. Soon afterwards it was stat-
ed that another was disjointed, be-
ginning with the fingers and toes,
and that the victim endured two
hours and & half of this torture
before he expired. In the Paris
case 1t will be remembered that the
torture with hot irons, as carefully
timed, lasted only fifty five minutes,
while there is some discrepancy as
to the time for which sensibility
continued after the fire was lighted,
voth because the body fell forward
on the platform and because the
victim's tongue having been burued
out, he was unable to cry aloud.
It {= altogether probable, however,
that the period of conscious torture
was not less than two hours.

3. The only distinction between
the ‘Texas cases” (Texarkana, being
upon the border of the state and
in the immediate neighborhood of
I’aris, is included with it) consists in
the deliberate, wpectacular quality
of the acts, the running of excursion

trains and the great crowds col-
lected to  witness them. Aside
trom thix, it i3 by mo means a

“Texas” disease, but shows itself in
every state of the South. indicating
most clearly that it is a natural
product of the soecial and political
conditions resulting from slavery, fos-
tered by rebelion and showing as
ite first fruitage the barbarism of
the "Kuklux era.” As the Bystan-
der has often said, it is not a local
disease, but a natural result of uni-
versal conditions,
e o - ) ) [} [ . -
fSeveral of thexe letters., as well
as n  great portion of the South-
ern press, declare in the most forei-
ble language that the eolored man
is not lvnched throughout the South
“hecau~e of his color.”

This  statement would not bhe
worthy of serious consideration, were
it not for the fact that wsome sim-
ple-minded people at the North are
inclined to believe it The con=ider-
ation of a few plain facts shows
not only f{tr falsity, but that the
purpore of those by whom it is em-
ployed ix to deceive. These facts
are:

1. That eolored men are whipped,
beaten, driven out. and killed .by
Konthern mobw for all sorts of al-
leged offenses, which are not erimes
against any code of law or morals,
wich as ‘*‘impudence.” “stirring up
disaatisfaction,”  ‘*‘setting the Ne-

groes against the whites,” ‘“advis-
ing laborers to demand thigher
wages,” ‘“getting too smart” “get-

ting too independent,”’ “‘wetting above
thelr placen.” ete.

All of these have been given during
the past year as the reason or excuse
for unlawful violence to colored men
at the South.

2. In addition teo tho=e lynch-
ings whieh result in the Xilling of
the victimes, there have been .driven
out of their homes by threats or
violence many hundred colored fami-
liea during the past year, while only
in the care of the recent raids up-
on *“the Jew:s" in Missisaippi and
Louistana, have there been ‘any such
demonetrationus against white men.

3. No white man is lynched, beaten,
punished, threatened, or in any man-
ner disturbed becunse of any crime
done to a colored person 'n those
States,

. Take the community about Paris,
ior an instance. Three colored men
-have heen killed’ within a few miles
of there; within a few months at
least nine men and one woman bru-
tally whipped; more than twenty
families driven away from their
homer with the loss of all their

Possessions; and the authors of all
tix mass of crime were well known
and openly boasted of their acta.
They were not lynched: they were
_not indicted; they were not ontlaw-
*ed.  Why? Because their victims
were colored people.

In the jail at that place at the
‘;rr.v time of the {immolation of
Smith, according to public repért,
there were two men charged with
ﬂ}e ravishment of a feeble-minded
girl—one without moral responsibili-
ty. There was no ddoubt of their
guilt: but they were not molested.
Why?  Because they were white.

No one can read the list of fatal
Ivnchings of colored men last year
it the South and not perceive at
2 glance that three-fourths of them
“would never have occurred had the
Victims not been colored men. No
one can read the lixt of private
Merders and personal outrages, com-
nitted by white men who went
Inpunished, without seeing at a
Rlance that the reason fe that their
victims were colored people.

In addition to all theee things,
;me who makes such denial is con-
ronted with this farther and still
wore conclueive faet:

No white man has been burned
alive; disjointed or flayed by any
mob for any crime!

It §& true that the white men
are sometimes lynched lor'crilue, but

" only colored men are tortured for

the entertainment of a christian pop-
ulace.
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The criminal record of “the past
week {s a very striking confirmation
of the unquestionable fact that
hatred of the colored man and not
an irrepressible detestation of crime,
lies at the bottom of such bar-
barous brutality.

During this time, the public press
has reported the ravishment of five
colored females by white men. In
one case, in a county of Tennessee,
three colored women were ravish-
ed by a company of white men with
circumstances of brutality too hor-
rible to recite. One of them was
left insensible in the belief that she
was dead, and robbery was added
to the other crimes. Two of the
men charged with this offense were
arrested and put in jail. The sheriff,
it is reported, immediately summon-
ed a guard to prevent the Negroes
from lynching them.

Suppose they had been colored and
their victims white!

In amother case two young girls,
the daughters of a respectable farm-
er, went to take a train to visit
a relative. They were seized, taken
to a barn, confined, and shocking-
ly treated for several days. The
life of one of them was in danger as
a result. Their assailants were
white. *“They could not be found,”
it was reported. when search was
made for them.

Does any one suppose they will ever
be found or punished? If they had
been found, would they have been
lynched? If the two colored chil-
dren had died, would they have been
burned alive of flayed?

In a Georgia jail a white man
languished under sentence of death
for this crime, of which 8o much has
been said in the South at this time.
His victim was white, and he was
duly convicted. Surely, the law will
be allowed to take its course, &0
great is the detestation of this crime!
Not s0: a mob appears—*“80 to 100
masked men,-- The sheriff refuses to
surrender the keys. His wife, in
terror for her husband’s life. hands
them over. The jail door is opened,
the prisoner taken out and—'strung
up to a tree?’ “Riddled with
bullets?”’ Flayed? Burned alive? Ah!
none of these things! Mounted up-
on a led-horee, carefully provided.
he is escorted toward his home, and
the report concludes. “There s no
doubt thathe has been set at liberty!”
Why? Because he wae white!

This §s the record of a single week.
in irresistible special rebuttal of a
claim which has neither reason nor
fact on which to rest a shadow of
credibility,
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A correspondent who writes from
Chicago and says he is “not a South-
ern sympathizer,” informs the By-
stander that *‘all the good people
nf the country disapprove of his po-
«ition upon the Texas burning,’ that
“evervhody except a few fanatiex”
as the BRystander *‘thinks the fiend
Smith got his just deserts.” The
writer concludes with the state
ment that he is “a Lepublican, but
not a fanatic.”

The Bystander has no objection to
being termed a “fanatie,” that Ix
one affeeted by “zeal or enthusiasm”
according to the latest authority,
0 long as the ‘*‘zeal or enthusiasm”
with which he is charged is directed
toward a good object, In this
ca~e hisa “zeal and enthusiasm” is re-
atricted to the simple claim (1), that
no man should be punished until
he {« proved guilty: (2) that when he
is proved guilty he should be punish-
ed gecording to law, and (3) that no
possible guilt can excuse or paliate
d rate public torture by n law-
1 mob.

The great difference between civi-
lization and barbarismn ix that civi-
lization puniches for the violation
of law, while barbarism tortures
for the gratification of passion or
revenge. The object of “‘punishment”
fs the protection of society: the ob-
ject of “torture” is the gratifica-
tion of malice, revenge, or an inherent
love of cruelty, The man who would
subetitute ‘vengeance” for “nunish-
ment” prefers barbarism to civiliza-
tion, violence to social order. &He is
just as much a ‘“fanatic”’ as the By-
stander, save that the effect of his
fanaticism is to promote a wrong
tendency instead of encouraging a
right one.
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The correspondent is equally mis-
taken in supposing himself ‘‘a Repub-
lican.” The very essence of Repub-
licanixm. both in a general and
particular sense, {8 the maintenance
of law and order. It {e based upon
the hypothesis that man is capable
of relf-government—that the people
are able to make lawa, to sustain
law and to obey law,

The Republican party, from its
very birth, has been par excellence
the party of law and order. The
man who would substitute the grati-
fication of perrsonal passion for legal
punishment is not ‘“‘a Republican” in
any sense of the word, but an “an-
archist” in the very worst sense of
that term.

Thir correspondent has evidently
confounded two things. He regards
‘‘punishment” as the gratification of
vengeance, and mistakes condemna-
tion of barbaric torture for excuse
for crime or pity for the criminal.

The Bystander is not in the least
affected by either of these tenden-
cler. He never gushes over a erimi-
nal, white or black. As a judge
he was accounted exceptionally severe
in the application of law, and as a
citizen he has always opposed its re-
laxation. He Dbelieves in “punish-
ment,” and would give the same
“fanatical” eeal to secure the lawful
punirhment of one coavicted of erime
that he would to prevent the mur-
der of one who haz not been convict-
ed. And he has risked his life for
both. What he says now to the
readers of the Inter Ocean he =aid
with equal emphasis to the Ku-
klux of the South, when the very
juries to whom he spoke had some-
times a majority of red-handed mur-
derers among their number. He may

be a ‘‘fanatic.” but his fanaticisw
hax never sheltered. excused or en-
couraged crime.

But the fact that he would pun-
ish ¢rime has never led him to justi-
fy crime. Soclety gives every man
a right to take life in 2is own
defense; whenever he takes jt to
gratify his passion or revenge wheth:
er on °‘‘the field of honor” or ut a
“hanging bee” in deifance of law he
= a murderer, and the man who
advocates it stands on a level with
the anarchist who insists on his
right to gratify his own inclination
as above the claim of society to
punish crime. 1If to that he adds
the justification of torture he ex-
alts the barbarism of Dahomey above
the civilization which christianity
boasts as the most excellent testi-
monial. The suifering of the crim-
inal can never be an equivalent
for crime. Suffering is eliminated
in the main from civilized punish
ment, not out of consideration for
the criminal but because torture i
the very seed of violence. It brutal-
izes the highest and the lowest.
If a thousand men have a right
to kill another because of any actual
of fancied wrong he may have done,
a hundred have the same right; so
have ten and #o has one. Lynch-
ing is the very essence of anarchy,
and it is through our American toler-
ance of mob violence that the red-
mouthed foreign anarchist expects
to work out the overthrow of Amer
fcan law,
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“The correspondent says he is not
a “Southern sympathizer.” It is
all the woree for him that he is
not. The Southern man whoese
moral and political views of right
and wrong have been shaped by
centuries of slavery, which was clean
and abeolute anarchy eo far as the
rights of a moiety of the popula-
tion was concerned, is to a certain
extent excusable for being a bar
barian. As slavery took “Dixie,” a
slave-melody, for its battle hymn, so
the slave-civilization made the bar
barism of Dahomey the key-note of
its retributive impulse. It made the
desire of & man to »slay his enemy
a sufficient excuse for murder and
set the impulse of a mob to kill or
torture above the law. The force
of inherited bias has made the South-

ern man of to-day a half-unconscious

victim of yesterday's climacteric
crime. The Bystander has never for-
gotten to pity such, even while he
blames.

The Northern man has no such ex-
cuse. The lesson of his past has
been obedience to law, and the due
enforcement of law, Unfortunately
he has listened to those anarchistic
teachings which seex to bring law
and cjvilization into contempt, and
forgotten to note the terrible fact
that disregard of the dictates of
law is the very basis of violence and
vreaks down ull the barriers of pub-
lic peace and personal eecurity.
Where the mob rules, life is always
cheap. ‘

‘The recent history of crime in our
Northern States is a terrible illua
tration of this truth. During the
last few years mob law has prevail-
ed at the North to an unprecedent-
od extent, In all those states East
of the Misesissippi, and in most of
those West of it, the instances of
mob violence have increased from 50
o 500 per cent in the last decade.
Lynching and Whitecap outrages
have abounded and have been justi-
fied or excused by many of those who
called themselves the best classes
of soclety. Ministers have stood up
in the pulpit and defended mob vio-
lence if only the victim chanced to
be a liquor eeller. Juries have
refused to convict men who were
proved guilty of the flagellation of
vitizens whose lives the sentiment of
& community condemned. In one
state a dozen or so of the geod
citizene who saw it to kill one of
their number, and were clearly prov-
ed to have been done &0, were iound
by a jury to have wveen all “tempo-
rarily insane,” in order that they
night not be punished.

What fe the result? During all
this time crimes of violence have in-
creased in almost an even ratio with
the manifestations of mob-rule, until
in the three years last past, the
records of murders have increased al-
most one hundred lold. In 1889
there were a little more than 3.-
000 murders—in 1892 a little 1lees
than 7,000.

What are the causes?

The example of Southern mobe and
the teachings of Northern anarchists
are weakening the restraints of law
and the safeguards of human life are
giving way. Last year's unprece-
dented harvest of murder is the fruits
ol anarchistic tendencies just as the
substitution of torture for punish-
ment attests that the barbarism of
slavery has brust the bounds of
legal restraint and through the ignor-
ance it forced on its poor whites ia
overthrolwing the civilization of
which the ‘“plantation aristocracy”
boasted.
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It matters not whether he live in
Chicago or Louisiana, the man who
justifies, excuses, or encourages mob
law and measures justice by the mere
Inpulee of passion or revenge locks
handa with the anarchist and does
more to destory public peace and
personal liberty than the average
criminal can, because he not only
weakens the law which protects but
debauches the eentiment of to-mor-
row on which alone the maintenance
of law and order. peace and prosper-
ity depends. To show the essential
kinship of the two ideas one only
needs to read a single paragraph
from a new Orleans paper of last
week:

“The ‘Regulators’ in Tangipahoa
Parish have formed an oath-bound
organization, pledged to drive away
the Jewish merchants, the men of
wealth, and the Negro laborers.
They are sworn to stand by each

other an dto ‘disregard their oaths
as grand and petit jurors in cases
where members are concerned!”

Coneider the classes toward whom
their action is directed; put this creed
of the “Regulators” side by side with
the professions of the anarchists; re-
member that this is the first fruit
of a systematically encquraged defi-
ance of the law by the mob, and let
any hnoest man determine whether
he can be a party to the planting
of such seed. It he can let him not
complain when, by and by, he and his
children reap the harvest.

Women Teachers Protest.

The women teachers in the high
school, Oakland, Cal., have sent to the
school board the following communica-
tion:

“‘The salaries of the men who are heads
of departments in this school are 20 per
cent higher than those of the women
holding the same rank. The work of the
latter requires as much mental prepara-
tion as the work of the former, and in
some cases very much more physical ex-
ertion and labor. Discrimination in sal-
aries on account of sex is not in accord-
ance with the spirit of the advanced in-
stitutions of learning of the present day,
and it is unworthy of s0 progressive a
school department as that of Oakland.
Such discrimination is illegal, as being
contrary to the letter and spirit of that
portion of the school law entitled ‘An
act to prevent discrimination against fe-
male teachers,” which reads as follows,
‘Females employed as teachers in the
puolic schools of this state shall receive
the same compensation as is allowed to
male teachers for like services holding
the same grade certificates.’”

FREDERICK DOUGLASS.

One of the Most Remarkable of all Living
Men.—A Nice Tribute.

In reviewing the *Lile and Work
of Frederick Douglass,” the critic
!or the Inter Ocean has the follow-
ing to say of the greatest of Afro-
Americans:

. "To say that Frederick Douglass
is one of the most remarkable living
men i3 to state the truth mildly.
For forty-five yeare he has been be-
fore the American people, and to-
day an old, gray-headed man, full of
honor, sums up the events of his
life in a volume of 732 pages, and
every chapter more profoundly inter-
esting than the best romance. For
twenty-three years a slave; then
a fugitive; protected by no law, and
a member of a hated and despised
race, shut out by public opinion from
every personal right, Life indeed
seems hopeless to such a wanderer,
Yet Fred Douglass was a man, and
he overcame all his besetments, and
Year by year arose, until to-day he
stands as the peer of the best
among the Nation’s grand men. By
nature, and not by the refinements
of education, did Douglass reach out
for honors. The writer of this knew
him more than forty years ago and
listened to his impassioned appeals
for his down-trodden race; upon one
occasion, in 1852, at a meeting in
one of the great halls in Philadelphia,
Douglass spoke for two hours to an
audience which filled every seat and
packed the aisles. Ten o’clock came
and he stopped amid the cries “Go
on! go on!” He stopped and said:
“I don’t often have a chance to
talk to such an audience of friends,
You who are standing are certainly
wearied. We will take a five-min-
ute recess and allow any to retire.”
The time was up and he spoke for
another hour and a quarter, andnot
a man of woman left the audience.
We mention the incident as illustrat-
ing the power of the man who then
had but recently purchased his own
freedom, and had comparatively be-
gun the education which has fit-
ted him for the high posts of honor
to which he has since been called,
and to be the counselor and ad-
viser of the wisest statesmen of his
time. As a biography none ever be-
fore written has in it more of inspira-
tion for every young man, whether
his ekin be white or black. Last

‘week we noticed Dr. Venable’'s book,

“First Be a Man,” and it was just
that maxim that made Frederick
Douglass, That motherless boy (slave
children were often not honored with
a father), driven to the lields of
Tuckahoe, and worked from daylight
to dark, does not give out any large
hope of manhood. But nevertheless
the manhood was there, and brutali-
ty and persecution and starvation
could not obliterate it. The &tory
of slavery he recites to a multitude
of younger readers will be a revela-
tion, and will serve to awaken a
new interest in this poor, de-pised
race, which for generations has been
the unpaid chattels of the white
man, That the pictures of slavery
are as true asif drawn by a camera
none can doubt, and in keeping with
the forgiving spirit of the black
man—no sepirit of revenge crops out
in any line. No race £o long mis-
ured and abused ever 0 fully demon-
strated in their acts the prayer of
Christ—“Forgive them, they know
not what they do"—as the black
race during the late war. Had their
places been filled by Italians or
Chinese or Frenchmen or Englishmen
or even Americang, hundreds of plan-
tations and villages o the South
would have witnersed horrihle scenes
of disorder and bloodrhed. It was
not because the black man dJdid not
understand fully the rituation. He
did. We note this same sapirit of
forgivenesa in the story of Mr. Doug-
lass. But no briel notice in the
space allowed can do justice to the
book. Its illustrations are pointed.
It is written. a8 we have obseerved, in
the best rpirit. and {18 elegant liter-
ary style is well nigh faultless. The
volume, truthful in its historyv, and
covering one of the most eventfnl
periods of history. enriches the best
biographical literature, and deserves,
as it will doubtless receive, a wide

HORRIBLE ACCIDENT.

Ou the Way to Its Last Resting Place a
© ¥ Qorpse Meets Cne.

Cincinnati., Ohio, March 10,—The
worn form of Mary Jones cndured
many a hardeship in its hundred and
ten years of life, but its mo«t start-
ling adventure was to be encounter-
ed after death.

Emaciated until little but =kin and
bones was left, the corpse was bhe-
ing carried to the grave yesterday
when an awful thing happened,
There was an unexpected craxh. the
door of the hearse gave way. the
coffin shot forth and fell to the
ground, the lid of the casket hroke
and the ghastly remains rolled over
and over in the mud of the ~treet.
At the same time the driver of an-
other vehicle concerned in the acei-
dent pitched forward over the
horses’ headr, an accident which was
to be repeated almost in detail hours
afterward.

Yesterday the following brief note
appeared in the mortality report of
the Health Office:

“Mary Jones, 110 Dodworth ave-
nue—old age.”

The report was a summary to the
final chapter in an interesting case
that has already been fully describ-
ed. Mary Jones was an old woman
living on Dodworth avenue. whove
remarkable longevity attracted much
public notice. Her death again
brought her name into prominence,
and her funeral cortege yesterday
war a very large one. The old lady
was to he buried in the colored cem-
etery at Madisonville. and the fun-
eral ceremonies were to take place
in the church at Kixth and
Droadway. The procession left the
late home of the decensed about 2
o'clock yesterday afternoon, and two
hours later reached the intercec-
tion of Clark and Cutter streets.

Here an unfortunate adventure oc-
carredl.  Car No. 93, of the Clark
street Line, was coming East. and
the driver did not notice the hearse
in time to slow up. There was: a
colli~ion and the rear of the hearre
was demolished., At the same time
a wagon wans struck by the car and
it alco was hadly damaged. The
shock threw the coffin from the
hearse, and it fell to the ground.
There was a spring-lock on the
casket, and it flew open allowing the
nicely shrouded corpse to fall out
upon the muddy pavement. William
Porter. the colored undertaker. jump-
ed to the ground. and with the ar
sistance of hystanders. replaced the
body #0 quickly that few of the
mourners knew what had happened

The casket was again shoved Into
the hearee and the funeral cortege
proceeded.  There was no other ac-
cident. and the body of Maryv Jones,
the oidest woman in the state. was
finally interred at Madisonville.

WOMAN BURNED TO DEATH,

Springfield, Ohio, March 11.-It i
reported from Hustead, a village
near this city, that Mrs. William
Huffman, a young woman, aged
about twenty-six years, was burned
to death in a horrible manner yes-
terday. A man named Emery Col-
lison was driving along the road
where the Huffmans live yesterday
alternoon, and was horrified to sce
the nude body of a woman lying
in the yard. He gave the alarm
and several neighbors went to his
assistance. It was found that the
woman was dead and was horribly
burned. The clothing was entirely
burned from her body. ‘There was
also a gash in the skull and scalp
which she had received in falling
on a sharp stone. A neighbor
named Mitchell had heard her rereams,
but .thought it wax some school
chifdren. The coroner was notified.

fifty times in the book. The thoughts
of this lesson cluster around the work,
and the workmen, and the offerings,
and the willing hearts. Jesus delight-
Jng to do the Father’s will and always
about His Father's business (Pa. xJ, 8;
Jobn vijii, 29) is our pattern in all our
daily life.

LEessoN IIl.—Encouragements (Hag. 1i,
1-9). Golden text (Ps. exxvii, 1), “Except
the Lord build the house they labor in
vain that build it.”” Read the four books
of Haggai, Zechariah, Ezra and Nehemiah.
Those who are used of God must be strong
and of good courage—strong to do—and
this will come only by a knowledge of God
(Josb. i, 7, 9; Dan. xi, 32). Israel, like the
ten spies, saw the disconragements, but
we must be like Caleb and Joshua, and ses
only God and make His business the first
concern of our lives. When we put our
affairs first. all will come to naught.

I.FssON IV.—Joshua, the High Priest
(Zech. jii, 1-10).  Golden text (Heb. iv, 14),

“We have a great High Priest that is

passed into the heavens, Jesus, the Son of
God.” One of satan’s ways of discour-
aging people ix to poiut them to their sin-
fulness and tell them that God cannot use
such nnworthy ones as they are. It is all
too true that we are sinful and unworthy,
but Jesus, our High Priest, is our right-
eousness (I Cor. v, 21) and our comeliners
(Ezck. xvi, 14), and baving accepted Him
He stands for us against all accusers, and
will use just such as we are as vessels
through which He will accomplish His
pleasure (Phil. ii, 13: Heb. xiii, 20, 21).

LEssoX V.—The Spirit of the Lord (Zech.
iv, 1-10). Golden text (Zech. iv, 6), “Not
by might, nor by power, but by my Spirit,
saith the Lord of Hosts.” No work of God
can be dope by humanp wisdom. Moses had
no say whatever in the design of the tab-
ernacle, nor had David or RXolomon in the
temple: the former was to e made accord-
ing to the pattern shown him in the mount,
and the Iatter was given to David by the
Spirit of the Lord (Ex. xxv, 40; I Chion.
xxviii, 19).

Lx8soN VI].—Dedicating the Temple (Ex.
vi, 14-22). Golden text (Ps. exxii, 1), “I
was glad when they said unto me, Let us
go into the house of the Lord.” Haggai
and Zechariah, the Lord’s messengern, be-
ing strengthened themselves by the words
and visions of the Lord, so encouraged the
people that the building was finished, and
with great joy dedicated unto the Lord.

LEssoN VII.—Nehemiah's Praver (Neh,
i, 1-11), Golden text (Ps. xxx, 10), “Lord,
be Thou my helper.” Nehemiab, in the
king’s palace at Babylon, hears of the des-
olations of the Holy City, the wall broken
down and the people in great affliction and
reproach, and he isso affected that he weeps
and mourns and fasts and prays for several
days. Identifying bimself with his people,
be confesses their sins and reminds Jeho-
vah of His promises. The result was that
the Lord inclined the king tolet Nehemiah
go to Jerusalem with authority to rebuild
the walls of the city.

LEssoX VIII.—Rebuilding the Wall (Neh.
iv, 9-21). Golden text (Neh. iv, 9), “We
made our prayer unto our God and set a
watch against them.” Both men and
women of all occupations were ready an(
joined Nehemiah in the work of building
the wall, for the people had a mind to
work (Neh. iv, 6). But when anything is
really being done in the Lord’s name the
adversary becomes very active, and tle
opposition at this time was something
tremendous, both as to wiles and persist-
ence. Let us consider well Nehemiah's
strength and be strong in the Lord.

LxssoN IX.—Reading the Law (Neh. viii,
1-12). Golden text (Ps. cxix, 18), ““Open
thou mine eyes, that 1 may bebold won-
drous things out of thy law.” The tempie
and the walls may be built, but they may
be thrown down again. There is just one
thing on earth that can never pass away.
“The Word of cur God shall stand forever’’
(Isa. x1, 8). We are to read it, and believe
it, and thus understand it, and then do it,
for ‘“‘He that doeth the will of God abideth
forever” (I John ii, 17).

LEssox X.— Keeping the Sabbath (Neh.
xiii, 15-22). Golden Text (Ex. xx. 8), “Re-
member the Sabbath day to keep it holy.”
One-seventh of our time and one-tenth of
our money should be cheerfully given
wholly up to God for His service as the
very least we can offer on those two lines,
If we are redeemed. then we are all His,
all time, money, talents, eversthing; but it
is best to make Him sure of the seventh
and tenth to begin with. l.et us as in-
dividuals see that we conscientiously keep
the Lord's day on the lines of Isa. lviii,
13, 14, and pray for our rulers that theyv
may have grace to do as Nehemiah did.

LEssoN XI.—Esther Before the King
(Est. iv, 10-17: v, 1-3). Golden Text (Prov,
xxxi, 9), *‘Judge righteously, and plead the
caure of the poor and needv.” From this
book we learn tbat God is on the field
when most invisible; that He is able to de-
liver when deliverance seems jmpossible;
that thoee who dig pits for the righteouns
will f«il iuto them themselves; that the
good Jeeds of the righteons are recorded
and will in due time be rewarded, and
many other such practical lessons.

LEssoN XI11.—The Vanity of Graven Im:
ages (Isa. xliv, 9-20). Golden text (Isx.
xlv, 5), “I am the Lord, and there is none
else; there is no God besides Me.”” When
people turn from the truth, they lay them-
selves open to every delusion. Whatever
ismore to us than God becomes an idol.
Often it is some work of our own hands, If
we have learned to know the true God it
is not merely for our own benefit, but that
we may make Him known to others, The
Saviour’s great command to preach the
Gospel to every creature is bindiag upon
every one of us, and if we are willing to be
used by Him, His “all power,” and His
“To. I am with you,” are ours for His
service. Our daily prayer and constant

aim should be to know Him.
