FINANCING EDUCATION AT MCC NOW NO PROBLEM

There is now no reason for any person desiring a
college education to be denied it. This is espccially
true of a Christian education at Michigan Christian
College.

MCC has participated for scveral years in the
National Defence Student Loan Program (NDSL). Under
this program students are able to borrow money from
the Federal government at low (3%) interest rates o
pay for education. Repayment of the loan does not
begin until 12 months after the student ceases to be
in school. Interest on the money borrowed does not
begin until the person ceases to be a full time scudent.

In the case of future teachers, one half of the loan
is cancelled immediacely if the student agrees to teach
for five years.

The MCC Student Loan Fund through the NDSL
Program is $60,000 for the 1965—66 academic year.

In addition to the Federal Loan Program, MCC also
participates in the Michigan Higher Education Assis.
Authin which the college has an allotment of $20,000.
